FINED $100.

Trial of Woman Alleged te
Murdered Servant,

Flandreau, 8. D., June 21.—Mrs. Ems
ma Kaufmann, wife of a wealthy Sioux §
Falls brewer, accused of having murder-
ed Agnes Polreis, her 16 yoar old ser-
vant girl, through a series of inhuman
acts, was found guilty of battery here
to-day. She was sentenced to pay a fine
of $100 or serve fifty days in jail. The
fine was immediately paid.
The case has been in the courts for
over two years and the present trial," -
which lx‘gan on June 1, was the third
one. The jury in the first trial dis= "%
agreed. The second trial resulted in the
conviction of Mrs. Kaufmann of man- =
slaughter in the second degree. An ap-
peal was taken to the Supreme Court,
and a new trial granted.

Peter Erickson wae the star witness
for the state in the three trials and his =
testimony was listened to with much
interest. He formerly worked about the
Kaufmann place as a general utility
man.

He asserted that one time he had seen
the girl lying on a floor.

FAREWELL AT
CENTENARY.

From Rev. R. Whiting.

First Anniversary at St. Giles
Presbyterian Church.

Children’s Day at Unity—Other
Special Services.

Very large congregations turned out
to hear Rev. Richard Whiting preach
his farewell sermons in Centenary Me-
thodist Church yesterday. As the pastor
rose to address the evening gathering,
he said he did not know what more he
could say to them, in parting, than the
words of his text, which he chose from
First Peter iv., 10; “As every rnan hath
received the gift, even so 'minister the
same one to another, as good stewards
of the manifold grace of God.”

This, said the speaker, is the idea!
of human life, and the work which it is
our duty to perform. We are ‘rustees,
not principals nor masters, in this lifa,
and it is 4 remarkable thing how the
world outside Christianity has come
around to this view in the last 100 years.
A century ago Christianity was laughed
out of court, the revolution in France
hinged upon a denial of the principle
contained in the text. In those days the
fceptics maintained that a man had pe-
culiar rights of his own, and fought this
battle out against the Christian claim
that man has no inherent rights of his
own, but is merely.a steward entrusted
with a commission. "What the world
now says is that man has a privilege to
be something, a trustee with a duty to
perform for his God, and to his fellow-
man, and is responsible to no one but
God and His manifold grace. We owe
1t to Ged that we be honest, ‘upright
trustees of His grace. Whatever gift
cach may have, the work of life,

as we
perceive it, is to minister to another
that we may help serve and save one

another. The trees of the forest are de-
pendent one on another and all together
they make 2 perfect whole. lo it is with
the solemn mass of humanity. If we have
gifts it is our duty to minister to man

INTRODUCING INFAMY.

“Women’s slave traffic,” was sug-
gested by Dr. Martindale, but in the
opinion of a section of the United
States delegates this did not go far

enough, They particularly desired that
“slave” ghould be replaced by “immoral,”
and in furthering their contention Mrs.
Elizabeth B. Grannis, New York, added
that the term “white slave” was a per-
fect travesty. “In the United States,”
she said, “we have all races and nation-

what we are contending against.”

She was supported by Mrs. Spencer,
an officer of the National Vigilance
Committee of the United States, while
Mrs. Burns put the matter in the form
of a direct resolution.

As has already been stated, the Amer-
ican delegation was not at one on the
question. Miss Sadie American, New
York, objected to the use of “immoral,”
basing her argument on the foundation
that the incorporation of any phrase
indicating something which was bac
tended to weaken rather than strengthen
their case. “Traffic in women,” in her

Engineer and Fireman Carried Down
and Drowned,

Accident on Great Northern at New
Westminster.

Cars Stopped Within a Few Feet
of Brink.

Vancouver, June 20.—The engine and
tender of Great Northern train No. 274
left the tracks on the New Westminster
side of the bridge” about 2.50
o'clock on Saturday afternoon and
plunged into the tide. A sound of seeth-
ing water was heard as the big locomo-
tive went to the bottom. Though the
train was travelling slowly, the engine
failed to take the points at the curve,
or the switch had Deen left open. The
locomotive left the tracks and puiled the
train along with it for some distance,
smashing the woodwork and twisting
the steel rails.

At the junction point of the tracks to
New Westminster and Vancouver the
immersion occurred. There the water is
deep and no trace of the engine could
be seen, George Zigweid, of Seattle, the
engineer, and George Snyder, of Vancou-
ver, the fireman, who is an extra man
who just went on the run, were drowned,

The train, according to witnesses of
the accident, was travelling at its usual
rate of speed across the bridge, when it
struck the half open switch, The points
of the switch were broken and the en-
gine and tender were derailed. The en-
gineer reversed his engine and applied
the air brakes, but the momentum of
the train carried it along until the en
gine plunged down the open space,

The mail clerk in the front baggage |
car felt the jar as the air brakes were
applied, and, looking out of the door-
way, saw the impending danger. Fear-
ing that the whole train would be plung
ed into the river, he shouted to the fire-
man and jumped on the bridge. He was
uninjured, except for a few bruises, The
engineer and nireman did not have an
opportunity of jumping.

Some hoys near the bridge saw the
accident, and at once put out in a small
boat. They suceeeded in recovering the
coat, cap and order book of the engin
cer. No trace was found of the bodies
of the engineer and fireman, and it is
supposed that they were caught in the
cab of the engine. |
