BUILDING COMMITTEE'S REPORT.

After routine business, the above mentioned re-
port, presented the previous evening, was consider-
ed. Itwas read as follows :—

Te the President and Council of the Board of
Arts and Agriculture of the Province of On-
tario :

The Building Committee appointed by your Asso-
ciation beg leave to report as follows :—

That the 8.id Committee was called together by

iastructions from the President on the 11th day of |

April last, at the city of Toronto, and was duly
organized by the appointment of a chairman.

That your Committee, after due deli-
beration, concluded wupon the mnecessity of
baving certain requisites for the proper
accommodation for holding the next Provincial
show at the City of Toronto in September next.
All these requirements for the aforesaid purposes
will be found enclosed in the report hereafter.

That your Committee had a conference with the
Mayor and the Building Committee of the Cor-
poration of the City of Toronto, and that the two
committees visited the new fair grounds which had
been secured for this purpose by the City of To-
ronto from the Do on Government.

That upon inspection of the said ground (which is
but a short distance from the old exhibition site),
your Committee was highly pleased with the loca-
tion in respect to its extent and general adaptability
for exhibition purposes.

Recommended that ample room should be pro-
vided for stoves, separate from the Palace ; space
required, 36 x 100 feet. Separate buildings are re-
quired for the following interests :—For dairy pur-
poses, 36 x 100 feet ; horticultural hall, 36 x 100 feet;
agriculturat hall, 86 x 100 feet ; buildings for ma-
chinery in motion, 36 x 200 feet; pouitry shed ac-
commodation for 800 coops ; two horse stalls 400 in
number; cattle stalls, 250, each 10 x 12 feet ; sheep
sheds, 250, each 8 x 10 feet, covered ; pig pens, 200,
each 6 x 9 feet, covered ; carriage house, 40 x 300
feet. Recommended that the offices of the Council
be in a central position ; necessary offices for Board,
Treasurer, Secretary, and Superintendent; neces-
sary troughs and appliances for the convenient feed-
ing and accommodation of live stock, together with
sutficient supply of living water for the above. The
whole ground to be enclosed with a good and suf-
ficient picket fence eight feet high, with such
number of entrances to the grounds as may be
deemed necessary by the Building Committee.
A suitable horse ring and cattle rings, necessary
stone houses for provender, etc. The plans sub-
mitted to the Committee by the city corporation for
the main buildings be approyed of.

The Committee will further require from the city
corporation all such further accommodation as may
be required for the convenience of the approaching
exhibition.

The above requirements are considored as neces-
sary and are required to be carried out by the cor-
poration of the City of Toronto.

The recent liberality evinced by the council of the
Agricultursl and Arts Association in offering an-
nually two silver medals to the students who pass
the best examinations in thesenior and junior classes
in anatomy, will tend still further to prompt the
interests of theinstitution. It is with pleasure we
record that Dr. Bovell, formerly of this city, so long
and favourably known in the medical profession,
generously gave the students last winter some valu-
able lectures on the character and treatment of in-
flammation. The Veterinary Medical Society in con-
nection with the college continues to flourish, and
the members meet weekly for the reading of papers
and the discussion of subjects that tend to the
advancement of veterinary knowledge. The Ontario
Veterinary Medical Association, organized a few
years ago for promoting the science and practice of
the veterinary profession in Canada, is doing a
good work, and some of the papers are doing a goo_d
work, and some of the papers read at its semi-
annual meeting have been deemed of sufficient im-
portance to find a place in British and American
journals. The liberal grant made by the Ontario
Government to assist in the formation of a veterinary
library and museum in connection with this college
has not yet been wholly expended. A large number
of valuable books has been procured ; together v.nth
anatomical models and Ereparacions, 80 that ina
short time these and other arrangements will be
fully completed, placing the institution in a fore-
most rank with all the necessary appliances for im-
parting a high and complete course of veterinary
education. It is pleasing to be able to record
that during the past year the live stock
of the Province of Ontario, and indeed, we believe,
of the whole Dominipn of Canada, has been singular-
ly free from any serious forms of disease, and that
what ailments have occurred either among horses
or cattle, have only been of a local and temporary
character.

We have a letter from Hamilton, the
writer of which is of opinion that Canada,
h&vmﬁ:olnga commercial marine, should
have a few war vessels of her own for
home defence, therevy contributing so
much to the defence of the Empire general-
ly. The same proposal has been made be-
fore, but the task of showing how it would
be practicable, and how existing colonial
relations miﬁht be affected by it, has yet to
be performed. Meantime we may feel sure
that if occasion arises for Canadian sailors
to fight the naval battles of old England,
the ships and the guns will not be wanting,
If war comes, then in no otheyway can we
aid the Mother Country so 2ﬂ'ectually as
by a contribution of men, and that we can
do-as things are.

The Exeter Reflector, a paper newly
started there, with a strong leaning to the
Grit side, says:—‘The enterprising pro-
prietors of the Exeter flax-mill inform us
that their flax crop is looking remarkably
well, and is far advanced for the season.
They have about three hundred acres un-
der crop, the harvesting and manufacture
of which will bring in a large amount of
money to the labouring community of the
neighbourhood.”  Qur contemporary is
slightly in error as to the ‘‘ manufacture ”
of flax in Canada. The truth is that the
preparation of our flax crop for export is
no more ‘‘manufacturing” than 1s the
ginning and baling of cotton in the Sou-
thern States. All the flax we produce goes
to the States to be ‘‘ manufactured.”

A filibustering contest of five days’ du-
ration in the Amdrican House of Repre-
sentatives has ended in a vietory for the
Democrats, who have carried their
lution for an igation -imbo the alleged -
election frauds in Florida and Louisiana.
The Republicans fought hard to get other
States included, but were beaten, and now
it remains to be seen what use the Demo-
crats will make of their victory. Presi-
dent Hayes must sit rather uneasily in his
seat these days, with the prospect before
him of having his title to it formally called
in question. At the same time, only child-
ish simplicity could believe that the frauds
were all on one side, or that the Demo-
cratic hand had lost its cunning in manu-
facturing votes. However, the Democrats
have scored an important point in their
favour by getting the investigation limited
to the States mentioned.

committed otherwise than with his know-
ledge and eonsent.”

Notwithstanding the check put upon the
use of fireworks in recent years, vouthful
patriotism found opportumity last Fourth
of July to do a vast amount of mischief.
Somebody has been looking up the statis-
tics, and they will be found interesting to-
underwriters, property-owners, and every
one who values a night’s repose. In 2,960
towns and «ities from which returns have
been gathered, with a population of 12,-
369,283, 428 fire alarms were reperted,
caused by fireworks and fire-crackers dur-
ing the month of July. The total number
of fires resulting from the same cause was
428, and the total damage amounted to
$261,417.. 9The insurance on this property
amounted to $330,730. During the same
month, and by the same cause, there were

casualties, of which, 31 were fatal and
106 ‘**serious.” Of the above town 1,023
had ordinances against the use of fireworks
and fire-crackers, 82 have passed such ordi-
nances during the two years, and 528
enforced them on the 3rd and 4th of July
last.—Boston Daily Advertiser.

Surely Mr. Mackenzie will admit that
Bismarck is as able a man as Joe. Rymal, (!)
and Bismarck confesses himself a con-
vert to a National Protectionist policy for
Germany ; surely he will admit that Wen-
dell Philips is as able a'man as Col. Skin-
ner, and Wendell Philips confessed the
other night at a Boston meeting that after
fifteen years of Free Trade benightedness
he had become a Protectionist.

BROTHERHOOD OF NAZARITES.—A new
temperance organization called the Brother-
ho«xs)e of Christian Nazarites, is being
started in Toronto. The name of the
society is of course derived from the
Nazarites of the Bible, and like them, the
members of the society will neither drink
wine nor strong drink. The Nazarites
will first help one another to keep their
vows, and will then assist to save others
who do not belong to the organization, and
who are slaves to drink. Wherever the
brotherhood is established, it is to be
governed by three officers, to be called
serving brethren, whose duty it will be to
direct the rank and file of the Nazarites to
rescue such unfortunate drunkards as may
come under their notice. The Nazarite
who is most earnest in rescuing others will
be eligible to appointment to office as a
serving brother. Any two Nazarites will
have the power to initiate persons who de-
sire to join the brotherhood, who pRdge
themselves to abstain from intoxicating
drink and to endeavour to reform others,
and who pay their initiation fee of one
dollar, and an annual fee of one
dollar, The officers are not to be known
to the ordinary members, and the members
are not to be known to one another by
name. Every member is to be known by
a letter and figure attached, and the officers
or serving brethren will communicate,
signing their own numbers, and addressing
the person to whom they are writing, by
numg:r.

CONSTANCE KENT AND THE ROAD MURDER
~—THE SECRET EXPLAINED AT LAST.
The mystery which has hung over the
case of Constance Kent, convicted on her
own confession of the murder of her young
brother, is explained by Dr. J. C. Bucknill,
in the second of his Lumeleian lectures on
‘‘ Insanity in its Legal Relations” before
the Royal College of Physicians. The
doctor states that the crime was solely
prompted by-revenge.

-~ REFORMS IN HOUSE CONSTRUCTION,

Onthe 3rdinst., a paper on “The Reforms
in House Construction demanded by Sani-
tary Science ” was read before the Society
of Arts, John street, Adelphi, by Dr. John
Balbirnie, of Sheffield.

Among the improvements suggested by the
lecturer was an alteration in the mode of
setting thefireplace. A stove-grate merely
for sitting-rooms, and not for cooking pur-
to be at once effective and econo-
mical, must, for the most part, be made of
brick or terra-cotta, and only the bars of
iron. The .brick or terra-cotta sides and
top should be massive, in order to retain a
amount of heat, and, to economize
fuel, this massive grate should ﬁroject from
12in. to 18in. into the room. e had con-
trived a grate of this kind, in which the
tendency of an ordi fire-place to smoke
when the grate was thus set forward had
been overcome, while it was to the full as
susceptible of adornment as one of the kind
generally in use. Dr. Richardson, after
pointing out the difficulties which beset
the sanitary reformer in all attempts to
improve the condition of dwellings in’our
large towns, and expressing his approval
of many of the mgfalhonl made in the
paper, said that at eut two of t.ho im-
provements proposed might be carried out
with slight expense in all houses. The
first of these was the construction of a con~
servatory on every second floor landing to
give light and air fo the interior ; and the
second, the very simple and effective al-
teration of the fire-grate suggested by Dr.
Balbirnie.

Just as charming in another way is the
display which is made these bright spring
days in the dry-goods stores.

Such,
for instance, as the coquettish break-
fast caps which are worn nowadays by
young ladies, married and unmarried alike,
These may be easily made by skilful fingers
in a few moments from the fancy handker-
chiefs now so much in vogue. Of stiff,
white crinoline, make a band two inches in
width and large enough to snugly fit- the
head. Lay the handkerchief over this
band, and taking one of the points- for the
front of the cap, make there a box pleat,
then put three side pleats each side of it,
and make another box pleat in the back,
letting that point hang down longer than
the front that it may fall over the back
hair.

@ur friends everywhere should at
omce act upon this imformation. Where
cardidates are not already nominated
they should be put in the field without
sdelay. Where organization has not been
perfected, steps skould be takem to
vemedy existing defects with as much
~speed as possible. It is time to clear
the decks and prepare for action. , We
have always expressed our desire for an
«early election ; we.are therefore pleased
that the contest is o be brought on so
woon. There was, of course;, no reason
For the repetition ef the midnight attack
wf January, 187 It is not many
months since -Mr. MACKENZIE'S organs
-declared that due notice of the election

would be given, and that mo one would |-

be taken by surprise. That he should
be faithless to ‘his promise is “only in
keeping with his-record. Better a mid-
night attack, however, than an unjusti-
fiable delay in the issue of the writs.
We welcome the contest even though it
is sprung upon us without netice, and
enter upon it with perfect confidence
that the countryis prepared to hurl
from power a .weak, incapable and cor-
rupt Administration.

THE GAMPAIGN,

Ox the 7th Nevember, 1873, the Globe,
in announcing the names of the Mac-
xENzIE-Scorr Ministry, said :

‘“ We look with confidence to the new
Government for a broad, liberal policy, a
prompt and thoreugh reform of the hun-
dred evils which have afflicted the country
under the late regime, and anticipate a
long career of material prosperity and
material progrzss for the Dominion under
its auspices.”

How grievously our contemperary’s
hopes and predictions have been disap-
pointed the cowniry generally knows.
We purpose, now that the hour of the
Ministry’s trial is at hand, to show in
detail how far they have fallen short of
their own professions ; how sadly they
lack not only wisdom but honesty, and
why they should be condemned by the
people who five wears ago elected them
to power.

THE PUBLIC EXPENDITURE.

No one acquainted with the pelitics of
the country since 1867, or even since
1872, need be told that Economy was
one of the first prineiples of the Reform
party when it was in Opposition. In
the conventions both of the Reformers
«of Ontario and the Romges of Quebec,
Economy held almost the first place ;
and it was owing in no small
«degree to the persistent declaration
in behalf of Economy of the leading
men and jowrnals of the Partyas a
whole that it achieved such signal suc-
cess in the general election of 1872, and
after the resignation of the old Govern:
ment, in the contest of January, 1874.

It is not to be denied that under the
ald Government there was a large, even
a vast increase in the public expenditure.

The figures are as' follows, vde Public
Accounts for the years named :

This was an increase in five years of
nearly $6,000,000, or $1,000,000 a year.
It must be borne in mind, however,
that the work of establishing the Union,
of making the British North America
Act of 1867 an actual and material Con-
federation of the Provinces, wgs one in-
volving enormous cost as well asen-
ormous labour. Yet withal, this in-
creased expenditure was largely within
the revenue. Just as a farmer can
afford to improve his estate when his

income is buoyant and ever-growing, so

the old Government was able out of
their splendid revenues, not only to
deal liberally with the ordinary demands
of expemditure, but to 'put aside every
year a comfortable surplus of revenue
over expenditure, which they applied to
Capital Aceount and like purposes. The
following table explains tgis more fully :

Prince Edward
Island had just been adopted into the
Confederation. ~ Beginning in 1867
with the four Provinces of Ontario,
Quebec, New Brunswick and Nova
Scotia, the MacpoNaLp Government
secured Manitoba and the great North-
West in 1870, British Columbia in
1871 and Prince Edward Island in 1872,
They had united all the Pritish posses-
sions in North America, Newfoundland
excepted, But not without a large out-
lay. It is one thing to annex or incor-
porate a Province on paper ; . quite
another to execute the instrument of
incorporation. Mr. Tiuiey estimated
the revenue for 1873-4 at $21.856,000,
showing an apparent deficiency of $628,-
000. But upon this point he said in his
Budget speechi : “ The surplus next year
¢ (1873-4) he estimated at $913,000;
“ but the supplementary estimates and
¢¢ propositions before the House would
“ require $1,542,000, -which would leave
“a deﬁciencmf about ;szst,ggo But
“ owing to surplus in -present
“ year no deficiency would arise.” He
had, as he believed, provided for every-
thing, and when he left office with his
colleagues, the . account of revenue and
expenditure was, as he and they-be-
lieved, straight.

It is evident, then, that instead of cut-
ting down the expenditure, Mr. Mac-
KENZIE has increased it. He has, in
fact, violated his pledge in,a two-fold
degree—first, in not having been more
economical than _his predecessor ;
secondly, in having been more extrava-
gant. tween the sum Mr. TiuLEy
proposed to spend in 1873-4 and the
amount Mr. CarrwricHT asks for the
current year, there is a difference of
nearly $1,750,000. It is contended on
behalf of Mr. Mackenzie and his col-
leagues that they have found it im-
possible to cut down because of the large
increase made by the old Government in
1873-4. But if that be accepted, if they
could not cut down Mr. TmieY's
figures, what excuse is that for the in-
crease of $1,750,000? And, again, if
that be accepted, and they could not
cut down Mr. Trurey's , then the
conclusion is unavoidable that when they
led the country to believe that Economy
was not only possible but practicable,
and even sure, under their administra-
tion of affairs, Mr. Mackenzie and his
associates acted either in ignorance or

From these striking pictures Mr. Mac-
kENziE must have gathered that, apart
from his own pledges to the country,
the national credit demanded Economy.
He knew he had exhausted taxation, for
the ‘three millions he levied in 1874 had
not averted deficits. Nothing remained
but the most stringent Economy. That
would have been at once the fulfilment
of his promise to the people, and the
salvation of the public credit from the
blow which he knew chronic deficits
would inflict upor. it.

Secondly, there has been a vast in-
crease in the expenditure on lmmiin-
tion.- In the prosporous years when
business was good and employment
plentiful, a liberal apgropriation under
tis head was highly desirable ; but in
1874, when the present Government
found a panic in  the country
and witnessed the complete pros-
tration of industry they ought to
have made mno special effort to en-
courage immigrants. However, they
took an opposite view.

But
aside from this, the whole appropriation
is spent in behalf ef European immi-
grants ; and the persons who cross the
linesfrom the States and settle here orpass
through here to the Western States come
of their own accord, and certainly not
because of the money spent or the efforts
made by Dominion agents in Europe.
Moreover, if the immigrants from the
States are to be claimed, then to make
our population account an honest one,
we should also keep official returns of
the annual Canadian hegira to the States.
Of late years the majority, i.e. the Min-
isterialists, on the Immigration Commit-
tee of the Commons have taken to claim-
ing these arrivals from the States as,
equally with the St. Lawrence route
immigrants, the fruit of the appropria-
tion, their object being to reduce the per
capita cost of the European immigrant,
which has increased so largely under the
present Administration.

Thirdly, there has been an enormous
increase in the cost of the outside De-
%artments, that is, the Customs and

In behalf of the Government it is of:%n
urged that a large increase in the
national debt occurred under the old
Administration. True, the Reform
P condemned the increase under the
old Govérnment. The theory of a de-
fence of this kind—and it is a favourite
one with the Ministerialists in the
House and country—is that they are
justified by that which they condemned
in others. Between 1867 and 1873, the
debt increased $24,000,000 ; between
1873 and last year, $33,000,000. As
Mr. Mackenzie and his friends con-
demned their predecessors for increas-
ingthe debt $24,000,000 in six years, their
defence of the increase of $33,000,000
in their own four years is a lame one
even on their own peculiar theory of
justification.

The lafgest increase under the old
Government took place in 1872-3, when
the debt rose nearly $18,000,000. But
of this increase nearly $14,000,000—as
will be seen by reference to the Capital
Account table above—consisted of the
debts of Ontario and Quebec, and other
Provinces which, by Mr. Trurey’s Act of
May, 1873, the Dominion assumed. By
the 112th and "118th sections of the
British North America Act a stipulated
amount of debt, viz., $62,600,000, was
assumed by the Dominion, and the ex-
cess of debt over that amount, viz.,
$10,5600,000, devolved on Ontario and
Quebec, the former becoming responsi-
ble for five-ninths, or $5,833,000, the
interest of which at b per cent., viz.,
$291,000, becgme an annual charge on
the revenies of Ontario, and was paid
from 1868 until the Triixy Act placed
the whole $10,500,000 on the Dominion.
Debts of other Provinces to the amount
of nearly $3,500,000 were assumed at
the same time. This accounts for the
enormous increase in the debt in 1873.
But as a matter of fact it is not an in-
crease at all, being merely a transfer of
the debts from the Provinces to the Do-
minion. Asto the other increases be-
tween 1873 and 1867, thisis what Mr.
CARTWRIGHT told the London financiers
in his circular of the 19th October, 1875,
when he was negotiating a loan there :

‘“ The whole of the debt has been incur-
red for legitimate objects of public utiity.

» " ! The indirect advan-
tage from these public works has already
been found in the remarkable rapidity with
which the commerce and the material pros-
perity of the Dominion have been devel-
oped ; while a substantial increase in the
direct returns may fairly be expected
from the improvements now in progress
and to follow the steady progress of popu-
lation and trade. i * ” .
The revenue has shown a continuous sur-

lus during each year since Confederation,
in 1867, although it hasin the interval been
charged with much heavy expenditure of
an exceptional kind, such as the outlay
connected with the several Fenian attacks
on the country, the acquisition and organ-
ization of new territory, and providing an
adeéquate defensive force for the Dominion."

. ; % *  The eight years
since Confederation, therefore, exhibit an

te surplus of two millions four
hundred and forty-three thousand one
hundred and eleven pounds (equal to
eleven millions ei{:t hundred and eight{-
nine thousand eight hundred and eight
dollars, and not inoluding the sinking
fund) whieh has been partially applied in
the redemption of debt, and partially ex-
pended in new works. The annual pay-
ment for sinking fund is included in the
current e iture, and forms in the ag-
gregate a further sum 3f seven hundred
thousand pounds (or “three millions four
hundred and six thousand six hundred and
sixty-eight dollars) since Confederation.”

Picture dread, yet only too faithfully
drawn, as any of our readers well know
whom business or curiosity may have led
to the localities described. And whatis
to be done? Will you, inquires Mr.
Hawers, heal the malady of these people
with a tract or a soup ticket ! You might
as well throw a lucifer match to adrown-
ing man in the ocean. Will you preach
temperance tothem? Why these people
must be drunk or diseased, They must
fight. They must drink. They cannot
breathe. ‘‘Home” simply means hell
to them. One or at most two rooms,
seven or eight children, mother sick,
several children down with fever, all

ualling and quarrelling; the rooms
:gekinggwith washing, or unwashed
rags. . To this the tired labourer comes
“ home,” and this home *‘ simply means
“hell.” The gin shop round the corner
is inevitably his heaven, and to it‘he
goes, and will go, whether in or out of
work. Tracts and teetotal harangues,
in short, are no good. Ifmggﬁdiy
wishes to save these people from drink,
fighting, misery, and degradation, he
must _give lt;llxlem airk..—No dotll)llat there
are the public parks—great blessings,
too, in their way—but they are far from
the most crowded Except on
Sundays, the adults get there for
recreative %orsona. Between Bays-
water and Bow, for instance, there is
a densely ed section seven miles
long, and in some places four broad,
unbroken by aj single park or green
space open to the public. In the parks
you see few men or women—only chil-
dren sent out to play there, but not in
any proportion. to their teeming num-
bers. t seems to be wanted is
more small, green, breathing, exercy-
ing places, close to the baec
streets and courts. In the continental
cities the houses have yards or gardens,
boulevards, and other facilities for fresh
air, but in London the rapacity of pro-
perty-owners has led them to build even
over the natural courts at the backs of
houses.

But how are breathing-places and
small green acres of exercise and amuse-
ment to be provided with land at from
£5 to £20 a square foot ? Easily, says
Mr. Hawers. Throw open your private
railed-off squares and church-yard areas,
not excluding those which are not now
used as cemeteries. Plant and lay out
the intra-mural church-yards, which for
years have ceased to be used as places
of interment. Let the dead no llz)nger
monopolise the surface of earth they do
not use, and the open air-they cannot
breathe, when both are sorely needed
by the living. Replying to the possible
objection of want of reverence for the
dead, Mr. Howzis observes : ‘‘Put

‘“the case—Who wishes after death
““40 be personally railed away
“from the living? If some dull
‘¢ dream or consciousness were possible
““ to the dead in their deep and narrow
‘ city graves Would not the impreesion,
‘“ however dim, be sweet of children
¢¢ getting health and pleasure, and the
£¢ worn and weary ones of earth looking
‘“at fresh flowers and trees springing
¢ close above them, instead of having a
““-wilderness of rotting tombstones, fit
““ only for live and dead cats? In Nor-
‘“ way the churchyards are the resort
& mg fayourite recreation grounds of
‘¢ the living, and they are so beautiful
“ with and trees and flowers, that
‘¢ young and old respect and love them
¢ as their own gardens.”

We in Toronto and other Canadian
towns. have certainly acted on Mr.
Haweis’ ideas in the ordering of our
cemeteries, which are among the most
beautiful places of resort to be found in
our midst. And it will be well too for
the governing bodies of our grow-
ing towns, taking heed by the
warning furnished by older commu-
nities, as well as the ever in-
creasing value of land to remember
that t:lpen spaces and recreation grounds
should keep pace with the march of
bricks and mortar. Such open areas as
those surrounding St. James’ Cathedral,
the Metropolitan Church, the Normal
School, and some 'of the colleges, will
have beneficial sanitary uses as our city
expands, and the Park will be an ines-
timable public benefit. All these play a
considerable part as reservoirs of pure
air, and as neutralisers of the smoke and
effluvia arising from manufactories. Had
the British metropolis, Manchester, Bir-
mingham, Leeds, Bradford, and similar
places, made provision on this head in
past years, they would not have been
under the necessity of spending millions
of borrowed money, as they are now
doing under a recent Parliamentary
enactment, in pulling dovmd acse- _of
houses, laying out squares, and widenin,
and remog:‘iﬁng th‘gir streets. .

The Canadian vl’nclﬂc Railway
in Time of War,

In connection ‘with threatened Russian
attacks on British commerce in the North
Pacific, we have drawn attention to the
vast importance of the Canadian Pacific
railway as an Imperial work and for Im-
perial Eurpom This view is well sus-
tained by some es in a carefully-pre-
ed paper, by Mr. Sandford Fleming, on
}:mdz, which was read recentlyat a
meeting of the Royal Colonial Institute,
the Duke of Manchester presiding. Mr.,
Fleming says :—
“I am prepared to admit that there are
many weighty reasons why some one of the
lines projected across the continent should
be pushed to completion more rapidly than
colonization purposes actually demand. I
have already mentioned that the enterprise
known as the Canadian Pacific railway has
been designed for a purpose beyond that of
settling the vast interior of the country.
One of the objects is to unite the Pacific
and Atlantic coasts with a continuous line
of railway without passing over foreign sea
or soil. How can I very briefly—forI
fear 1 have exhausted your patience—
how can I, in a few words, set
forth the immense importance to the Em-
pire of having a line through Canada
in operation as speedily as possible ?
Esquimault, the naval station on the
Pacific, and possibly the great Pacific ar-
senal of the future, is some four months’
steaming distancg from England. I ven-
ture to state that by the projected Cana-
dian lines it would be powgle to carry dis-
patches ” (and it might have added, even
war material) ‘“‘from London to this station
on the Pacific in thirteen or fourteen days,
and that New Zealand could be reached in
less tinie than it has ever yet, as far as I
have learned, been reached.

SCAB IN SHEEP-—ITS PREVENTION

The first consideration is, that the mal-
ady being exclusively e t on the
presence of one or other of the acari, and
the ra of these gcari confined to
the skin, the treatment, to effective,
need not extend beyond simple external
dressings. Yet attendant conditions are
not to be entirelyignored. ‘Asin the case
of all parasitic diseases, poverty and weak-
ness not bt::ly favom iméhm ggnt:e
parasites, but greatly ce the suffering
and mortality of their victims. Hence,
nutritious food and tonic medicines are of
no small co: uence in the treatment of
debilitated subjects. In winter, the use of
grain and roots is to be commended, while
m summer & &weet and abundant
pasturage is desirable. Again, exposure
in a clear, cool air will strongly
second our ‘efforts at cure, while ex-
posure to hot suns, or overcrowding in =
close, warm, impure atmosphere, will' ag-

avate the disease’ oy retard recovery.
%ror a similar reason, exertion to perspira-
tion should be avoided, as being calculated
to increase the secretions of the skin, and

COMMON OR PSOROPTIC SCAB.

Local Treatmént.—In the matter of local
applications, the first thing to be consid-
ered is how to soften and break up or re-
move the scabs that have accumulated
around the roots of the wool, and beneath
which the parasite finds a shelter, and too
often a security, from external dressings.
In slight cases this may be effected by a
free use of the shears, followed by a
thorough dressing of lard, which is to be
left on for a day or two, to
soften the crust. The scabs may
then be more thoroughly broken wup
and removed with the aid of soap-
suds, and, finally, agents may be applied
for the destruction of the parasites. In
bad, old, or inveterate cases, it may be
needful to shear off the'entire fleece to
render the scab more easily accessible and

that they are all highly volatile, evaporate
readily from the skin, and, though they
effectually destroy the acari found on the |
surface, they have no influence over those !
that are hatched out a few days later. To |
avail ourselves of the most destructive l
agents, therefore, we must apply a success- |
ion of baths at short intervals. But this
impliesan excessive outlay of labour and |
money, so that practically we are shut up
to the use of such agents as are non-
volatile, and which will cling to the wool
and skin for weeks, and sloweIX destroy the
parasites as they are hatched, or as they
emerge from their burrows in the skin or
scabs. Tobacco, though one of the tardiest
acaricides, is one of the most efficient agents
in the long run, as well as one of thesafest
that can be employed. A decoction of one
rt of tobacco to ten parts of water took
rom two to five hours t¢ kill a psoroptis
ovis, and an infusion of one part to
sixty of water only destroyed life
in a period varying from four to ten
hours. Yet we can calculate with
the greatest certainty en the curative
wers of tobacco, if thoroughly worked
into all parts of the skin. Rectified terebam,
on the other hand, though instantly fatal
to the psoroptes, evaporates from the sur-
face in one or two »days, and leaves the
next brood that is Hatched to develope as
before. Sulphur ointment, in, though
it takes hours tok#l the parasite, has been
long famous as a specific for scabies, and,
if thoroughly applied, may be safely- relied
on. Arsenite of potass (4 grains to the
ounce of water) kills the acarus slowly,
but, being absclutely fixed, it remains in
the skin and wool, and kills the successive
broods as they are hatched.. But this,
though perhaps’ more - extensively used
than any other agent, is so full of danger |
that it ought to be entirely discarded. A |
deadly agent of this kind cannot be used in I
such quantity without imperilling all lives |
in the vicinity. If poured out even intg a |
it, it may filter into wells and |
eams, and poisen man and beast : if
ft over in the baths, being comparatively
2less, it is liable to be drunk by beasts
and birds, with fatal effects ; if dried up
and burned, it is even more dangerous
than before, as it is condensed from the air
on the surrounding vegetation, and proves |
a lingering, or evena’ quick poison to the
animals that browse upon it. If the
bathed sheep are turned out in a rain
storm, the arsenic washed from their
fleeces upon the grass; and afterwards
eaten, will often poison great numbers.
Sheep thirsty with driving will sometimes
lick the moisture from each other’s fleeces,
and so take in the poison. Fortunately the
arsenic is not absorbed through the sound.
unbroken skin. Yet the occasional
deaths of hundreds of sheep, as well as
other animals, on farms where the arseni-
cal dips have been used, should for ever
e them on the list of forbidden dress-
Mercurial - ointment, more or less
diluted, i extensively nsed ; and a dip
with corrosive sublimate as .its active
ingredient, has a wider acceptance in
Great Britain than perhaps any other. Now
mercurials are slow poisons of the acari.
A psoroptis ovis which I had placed in a
mixture of 1 part of mercurial omntmentand
5 parts lard, was still lively and active after
three hours. In a solution of corrosive
sublimate, centaining 10 grains in every
ounce, I found that the parasite lived for
ten minutes ; while Hertwig found that
theylived from fifteen to forty-five minutes.
Being, however, fixed and' comparatively
non-volatile agents, these will finally eradi-
cate the parasite, provided the application
1s thorough ; but, like all me: , these
labour under the drawback that they are
taken up through the skin with great faci-
lity, an ison, more or less seriously, and
even fatally, the animals to which they are
applied. Mercurial soremouth, lossof teeth,
poor condition, and premature old age, are
amongthe least of the evils; in many cases a
slight exposure to cold or damp causes
dropsy, diarrheea, or congestion of the lunge
or bowels, which decimate the flock. Still
other agents which are destructive to the
acari are to be discarded because of their
deteriorating effect on the wool. To this
class belong the alkalies—potassa, soda,
and their carbonates, which are so con-
stantly used to excess in the manufacture
of sheep dips, -These dry and wither the
wool, render it brittle, and stunt it in its
growth.  Alum, chloride of lime, and
quicklime are subject to the same object-
1ons.  Other agents, like tar, carbolic acid,
and sulphate of iron, besides drying the
Wwool and renderingit brittle, further deter-
lorate it by im ing a permanent stain,
and cannot therefore be used with impunity
on the better class of wools.

On the whole, the tobacco dip may be
safely recommended as ome of the most
available, and the cheapest, safest, and
least hurtful to the wool. Five pounds of
¢oarse tobaceo, or of tobacco stems, may
be steeped in as - many gallons of water, at
3 temperature just be{ow the boilin foint,
and should be  stirred at mtemlg or an
lour. It may then be diluted with cold
Water, so as to make the whole quantity up
t0 20 gallons, which should suffice for as
many sheep. The bath is usually a tub or
box, of the requisite size to hold a sheep,
and the ani is seized by two men, one

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and squeezed, so that all excess of flnid will
flow k into the bath. At the same
time the face should = be thoroughly
washed with the liquid, so that
any acari that may have encroach-
ed on this of the surface may be de-
stroyed.

hatch out after four weeks’ separation from
the body, so that the vacating of the pas-
tures for five weeks, as advised by a recent
writer ‘'on veterinary sanitary science, is
manifestly insufficient. If all rubbing
places cannot be dressed, perfect safety
cannot be ensured without a seclusion of
the pasture from sheep for thrée months,
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thorough government control of this, as of
other dangerous contagions maladies, would
be fully justified ; every ownerof a scabby
flock might be compelled to *report the
same under a heavy penalty, that measures
might be taken for the extermination of the
disease ; every car and boat used for the
conveyance of such flocks might be
thorougly purified, and every fleece taken
from a scabby  sheep  might be
subjected to a temperature de-
structive of animal life, or washed in
a solution that would destroy the para-
site. It is needless, however, to particular-
ize further general measures, which will
| not be adopted. The peo%le have yet to
learn the- importance of the extinetion of
fatal animal contagions, and in the present
state of things, we can only advise the
stock owner to adopt every available pre-

HINTS ON WORKING BUTTER.

Do not work too much nor too fast.
Work slowly until all the salt is thoroughly
and evenly absorbed.

Working
it too fast will destroy the grain, and the
butter becomes salvy and lard-like in its
texture. Let it stand or put it away in
the tray for twenty-four hours. Then
work it enough to remove all the butter-
milk or surplus brine, so that the butter
may become dry oy like a piece of cheese,
Mould into rolls, and set these away for

twenty-four hours, or until they become
hard and firm, The cloth should now be

the tobacco liquid freely applied to the sur-

face.

If fedin
this yard, it sheuld be from racks, into
which the liquid from these fleeces cannot
dro ;

Ve'hen onli a very limited portion of the
skin is attacked, or in cold and stormy
weather when it would be injudicious to
dip the sheep, they may be dressed with
a strong solutiou or a salve, The affected
parts must be prepared by clipping, or by
softening the scab with lard and breaking
it up with soapsuds, as already ad-
vised, and then the dressing must
be thoroughly rubbed into the part
and on the skin for some distance
around. A mixture of a pound of crude
castor oil or lard, an ounce of oil of tar,
and four ounces of sulphur, may be used
as a smearing agent. This maybe thorough-
ly applied on the affected part and over the
rest of the body, in lines made by shedding
the wool from head +to tail at intervals of
four inches a; One operator sheds the
wool while a second rubs the salve well in
on the lines of exposed skin, The warmth
of the surface melting the salve, soon
diffuses it uniformly over the intervening
spaces.: For a more liquid ‘mixture, a
pound of ‘tobacco may be infused in twenty
pints of water, and a gonnd of seft soa

I have had him
strapped for some hours, and intend: to
dress with spirits of wine, vinegar, and
water.  Should I blister, and if so, whe-
ther with fly or biniodide of mercury? He
is not cut, and is not at all troublesome ;
but is it likely that he may become so ?
Would you recommend me fo have him
cut —CorK. [So soon as the heat and
tenderness about the hock are removed,
you had better have the hair trimmed off
with a . pair of scissors, and rub in freely
some fly blister. Give him a mash diet
-and a little nitre, tie up the head for a day
or two, 80 as to prevent his biting at the
blister ; and in a yard or paddock let him
have at least a month orsix weeks’ run, so
as to ensure recovery of the strained parts.
It is worth while to remember that a se-
vere strain implies laceration of some of the
affected muscles, ligaments, or tendons,
and that time and re®t can alone ensure
their effectual secure reunion. © Your pony
when again uted must have at first quiet
and easy work. The propriety of castra-
tion will very much depend upon the work
for which he is used, and the capability
of those who drive or ride him. No harm
usually results from keeping a horse entire,
provided he is never put to a mare, can be
stabled by himself or with geldings, and
continues in the hands of a thorough horse-
man. But if in high condition and coming
in contact with mares, trouble sometimes
ensues.

Wxthinﬂn fe: yeg;,o unbolted wheat or
m flour has me quite popular
throughout the conntr{ mg deservedly
80, on account of its pleasant flavour, as
well as its well known superiority in regard
to healthfulness. For mush, gems, grid-
dle cakes or soda muffins, there is no\irilng
superior to it if rightly cooked, though
many are so prejudiced against it,—con-
sidering it little better than bran or cattle
feed —that they will make no use of it.
It should always be kept perfectly clean,
s0o as to require no sifting, for the most
beneficial properties are supposed to lie in
the hull, and in whatever form it is cooked,
it should be mixed thinner than if fine
flour were used, else it will be dry.

Graham bread is made similar to white
bread, with the exception of sweetening a
little with molasses, and mixing quite soft
—=0 soft that it is very difficult to mould,
and is usually baked without.

Probably no article of food has been
more improved in quality, since the intro-

duction of stoves, than corn and rye

We know
that different authorities select different
periods ; but our own experience is that it
can be done after the new wood is matured
and the leaves fallen, up to the middle of
February, as may be most convenient, with
equal success. After being pruned the
vines should be cut loose from the trellis
and let sprawl upon the ground, and be
allowed to remain there until after the
buds have started. This insures low
branching, which some people don’t kuow
how to produce.—Germantown Telegra{;h.

A recent examination of the milk sold in
Chicago by a prominent physician and
chemist, elicited some facts as to the adul-
terations of milk in the city. After analy-
zing a large number of samples of milk sold
tosvarious hotels and in different quarters
of the city, it was found, withoutexception,
not only deprived of its cream, but also
watered. timating the whole from these
average samples, he declares it as his opin-
ion that the best milk sold in the city is
about one-fourth added water, from one-
half to all its cream taken away, and but
one-fifth of the whole genuine milk.

ience has been that, the thinner it can

mixed without falling, the lighter and
mere moist it will be when » Whe-
ther this rule holds good when yeast is
used, I am unable to say, asI have had no
experience with that kind, but can see
no reason why it should not.  Although
some may consider either yeast or sour
milk necessary to make good brown bread,
1 think, should they the followin,
method, that they would well satisfi
with the result :—

Sift three-fourths of a quart each of rye
and Indian meal together, add three-fou
of a cup of molasses, and one
of soda nicely dissolved ; mix with warm
water as thin as it will hear—nogquantity can
be given, as meal varies so much in ity,
the coarse requiring to, be mi much
thinner than that which is fine.

"beaming eyes, the fond mother is horrified
by features distorted with pain and anger.
Mothers who thus manage are equally
unreasonable as to the time of getting an
infant to sleep. Whenever it suits their
cenvenience for the little one to sleep, sleep
it must, whether it wants to do so or not.
Nature, regular habits, the future welfare
of the child, and the happiness of the
mother, must all yield to present conveni-
ence, and sleep is”induced by rocking -or
druggmg ; In any way, by fair means or
by foul.
Children raised after this fashion, will in-
evitably become soured in their dispositions;
their crying and fretfulness will be a source
of constant annoyance ; and, in all proba-
bility, their physicial health will become
seriously impaired from the unnatural in-
terruptions of the regular and harmonious
operations of the system, and from the
perturbation caused by the frequentex-
citement of the moral feelings. We ar
creatures of habit. All the vital processes
are carried on by rule, and with clockwork
regularity, It follows, then, that regular
habits are the best safeguards of health,
and conversely—that a disregard of the
regular workings of the animal. eeonomy
must result in a derangement of the whole
machinery. Children, therefore, should be
early trained to regular habits; to regu-
larity not only in hours of sleeping, but in
eating,and everything that can be made
to conform to rulefl It is much easier
to - train children thus than many ima-
gine ; because regularity is natural—
i8 the law ; while want of regularity is at
war with nature—is, in short, an uphill
business which must be carried through
with great tribulation. And yet most
people seem to think children have no reg-
ular habits, neither can have any. -The
notions of these people may be illustrated
by the example of a certain Georgia swain
who made a declaration of love toa young
lady, rather precipitately, and without
sufficient acquaintance. When called up-
on to define his position in society, and his
circumstances, he said that his position
could be satisfactorily established, but as
to his circumstances, he *‘did not have
any.”
