Loss of the Brigt. “ Uecla ” by 
Fire.

The Brigantine “ Hecla” of this port 
owned by the Hon. W. J. S. Donnelly, 
and in command of Captain Peter 
Keilly, while pursuing her sealing avo­
cations, by some cause unascertained, 
took fire, and became thereby a total 
loss.
