BATHURST SCHOOLS.

Opening of the Enquiry before Judge
Fraser—Two Witnesses Examined.

Barrurst, May 30.—Judge Fraser opened
his court of enquiry into the Bathurst
school trouble this forenoon. C. N.
Skinner and George W. Fowler appeared
for the complainants; R~ A. Lawlor, of
Newecastle, and N. A. Landry, of Bathurst,
for the Bathurst school trustees, and hon.
A. 8. White for the board of education.
Bishop Rogers and several priests were
present and of course rev. A. F. Thomson
and several other clergymen. The court
room was fairly filled with Bathurst
people. Very little time was lost in pre-
liminaries, the only fact of importance
being an announcement by the judge that
the original statement of complaint had
been withdrawn and a new one substituted
from which were omitted some reflections
on the inspector of schools.

After the judge’s commission and the
charges had been read, Mr. Lawlor sub-
mitted that fuller particulars should be
given so that answers could be furnished
to the complainants. All he wanted was
a fair field and no favor.

Mr. Skinner said the particulars were
full enough and he did not think the com-
plainants could give more. They de-
pended on the evidence bringing out the
facts.

Hon. Mr. White remarked that he
desired the fullest investigation, but it

porting to be charges are ‘ot violations
of the school law or regulation.

The judge said the fullest scope should
be given in the interest of all concerned.
He agreed with Mr. Lawlor that he ought
to bave the fullest information, and if he
found that Mr. Lawlor was taken un-
awares the fullest opportunity would be
granted him to meet the case. The
evidence must be legal evidence.

Rev. J. 8. Allen, Methodist minister,

now living at Richibucto, was the first
called. He resided here for three years,

but could give very little information ex-
cept the substance of a conversation he
had with the school trustee, O'L rien, in
1889. O’Brien told him he had been at-
tending a meeting at father Barry’s house,
where bishop Rogers, father Varrily, K.
F. Burns and others were present and
where it was decided to substitute sisters
of charity of Notre Dame who had been
teaching school here. He had no definite
knowledge of why the change was made.
John E. O’Brien, school trustee, testified
that the meeting referred to was an infor-
mal one; that it was held in 1890, and
that Bishop Rogers and Father Varrily
were not present. The bishop was in
the house however. Mr. O’Brien explain-
ed that the Notre Dame teachers were
not teaching under the school law and
were supported by the Catholic people.
It was considered advisable to engage the
Sisters of Charity, who could teach under
the law. They were ‘engaged and their
schools became public schools. The Sisters
were examined by a gentleman who came
from Fredericton, but he did not know
whether a sister now teaching had under-
gone examination. The school trustees
had full control of the school rooms in the
convent building. Protestants as well as
catholics attended the schools there. Of
98 pupils on the average attending now 5
or 6are protestants. The witness testified
at length to the size of the school rooms,
attendance, etc. Last winter thirty-eight
pupils withdrew from the public schools
to attend a private school.

Before the sisters came the schools cost
$1,100; since then it has increased to
$1,480, about all for salaries. One room
in the convent school was brought to his
notice as too small. The teaching sisters
all received the government grant. The
school board did not keep the convent
building in repair. Personally he had
heard no complaint about the incompe-
tency of any teacher. Failing to get a
protestant teacher for the grammar school,
as asked for by a public meeting, Father
Barry and Mr. Burns, M. P., the trustees
appointed his (O’Brien’s) son, but the
board of education refused to give him a
grammar school license, for which he
held rev. Mr. Seller responsible. His son
was a Roman catholic, which witness be-
lieved was the reason he was objection-
able to some bigots. Here witness read a
communication from chief superintendent
Inch, dated Dec. 24th, 1892, instructing
them to equally divide the pupils between
the convent and the grammar school. He
knew of no sister teaching without a
license. :
Before the sisters came under the school
law there were 104 pupils taught in the
convent at the sole expenze of the catho-
lic population ; now this expense is borne
by the whole district. He advertised in
the Sun and other papers for a grammar
school teacher, and wanted to put in no
catholic need apply, but was overruled by
his fellow trustees. A few months after
the sisters were employed trouble arose in
the place, and it has now gone so far that
the protestants have a private school of
their own, and both buildings, grammar
school and convent are practically occu-
pied by catholic children. Of the forty-
five pupils in the grammar school build-
ing, all but five or six are catholics.

In reply to Mr. Lawlor the witness em-
phatically stated that no attempt had
been made by any catholic, lay or clerical,
to induce him to drive out protestant
teachers or to do anything that would in
any way tend to place the control of the
education of protestant children in catho-
lic hands.

Examined by the solicitor general, the
witness said it was decided to close the
grammar school on economical grounds
and to send the six orseven town people
attending it to the superior school at the
village across the river, but the action of
the village trustees in shutting down their
superior school compelled the town trus-
tees to revoke their action and reopen the
grammar school. There was no truth
whatever in the story that the grammar
school was closed to force pupils to the
convent schools, as they were not high
enough to take in such advanced scholars.

Re-examined by Mr. Skinner, witness
said Mr. Burns, M. P,, had told him that
in justice to the protestant minority, all
the other teachers being Catholic, the
grammar school teacher should be a
protestant ; but witness had only one ob-
ject, to get his son the position. Nothing
was said about putting a protestant teach-
er in the convent, which witness admitted
could not be done, but could not see
wherein that was an admission that the
convent schools occupied a different pos-
ition from other schools. He intended
getting a lease of the convent school
building, but that would give the trustees
no greater control than they now had
over it. The attendance at the grammar
school, formerly fifty-five, fell off largely
after the convent schools were opened.

Hon. Mr. White—The total number in |
the convent schools has increased since

they opened. To put a sister in one of

was his view some of the statements pur- |,

riot. Such an act had aroused trouble in
the village. He would no more think of
arousing the protestants in this way than
he would sending a protestant teacher to
the convent to the annoyance of catholics.
The act of the board of education in pro-
viding dual schools met the wants of all
parties . and decreased the number of
children running the streets.

To Mr. Skinner—Most of the protestant
children attending the convent are church
of England, who are more libera] than
other denominations.

The enquiry adjourned at six o’clock
till tomorrow morning.

BRIGGS MUST AGAIN BE TRIED.

In the Event of an Adverse Decision
- the New York Presbytery to Decide.

‘Wasningron, D. C.,, May 27.—The Pres-
byterian assembly, by vote of 409 to 145,
has decided to entertain the appeal in the
Briggs case.

This decision is adverse to Dr. Briggs’
contention. After the vote, on motion of
Dr. Young, the judicial committee was in-
structed to prepare a program for proce-
duare in the trial of the appeal, and the
assembly decided to proceed with the
trial thig morning. Dr. Crafg*was asked
last evening how long in his opinion the
assembly would be engaged in the trial of
the case.

“I cannot say exactly, of course, but I
have no idea that I shall be compelled to
remain in Washington later than Thurs-
day next.”

Should the assembly vote to reverse the
judgment of the presbytery of New York,
then the case will be remanded to that
body to take such further action as shall
be necessary in accordance with the deci-
sion of the assembly.

The Briggs controversy began more
than three years ago, and has been raging
furiously in American Presbyterian church
circles. It originated in an addess made
by the rev. Dr. Briggs on January 20,
1891, upon the occasion of his induction
into the Edward Robinson chair of bibli-
cal theology at the the Union theological
seminary in New York. This address
was a veritable bombshell in the camp of
the church, as it embodied the advanced
and liberal thought and advocated prin-
ciples regarded as heretical. Dr. Briggs
among other things declared that there
were three great fountains of divine
authority —the bible, the church and
reason. He held that the bible as a book
was paper, print and binding, and noth-
ing more, divine only in its conception
and not in style or words, and he set forth
firmly the idea of progressive sanctifica-
tion after death. Immediately after the
delivery of this address the wmatter was
brought before the presbytery of New
York, and on April 13, 1891, a committee
was appointed to prepare evidence against
Dr. Briggs and bring the charges before
the presbytery. Dr. Briggs submitted his
defense on November 4, in which he re-
tracted none of the statements in his ad-
dress. The presbytery, upon hearing
both the report and the defence, decided
by a vote of 94 to 89 to dismiss the case.
More than one hundred leading ministers
and members of the church in New York
immediately signed a complaint to the
general assembly of the Presbyterian
church, asking for a second trial upon
tecnical grounds. The assembly remand-
ed the case back to the presbytery of New
York for trial, and the presbytery, after a
protracted hearing extending over several
weeks, acquitted Dr. Briggs of the charge
of heresy. The prosecutors of the charge
immediately set about taking the case to
the general assembly now sitting at Wash-
ington. Dr. Briggs and his friends con-
tended that this was an improper pro-
ceeding, and that an appeal should lie to
the synod of New York state, which
meets at Rochester in October, and are
now in Washington fighting against the
assemby taking up the case at this stage.

FALL RIVER MURDER.

Miss Bertha Manchester Murdered While
Alone in Her House.

Fain River, Mass., May 30.— This city
is in a state of intense excitement to-night
due to the discovery of an atrocious mur-
der rivalling in many respects that of
Mr. and Mrs. Borden. The victim is Miss
Bertha Manchester, aged 22, who lived at
a farm-house four miles from the city hall.
She was last seen alive about 7.30 this
morning, when her father left for this city
accompanied by his son and hired boy to
deliver milk. About 2 this afternoon they
returned and found the girl on the floor
of the kitchen with her head frightfully
mutilated, the skull crushed to a jelly
and the body covered with blood. A
bloody axe was found in the wood pile.
The girl’'s room was ransacked and her
money and watch gone.

It is thought that an attempt was made
to outrage her, but a medical examiner
decided that it had not been successful.
The neighbors across the road heard no
unusual noise about the place. Manches-
ter keeps several large dogs, and it is con-
sidered strange they made no commotion.
There is no clue to the assassin.

Mr. Manchester’s second wife left him
some time ago.

He has a married daughter and son,
who ran away ten years ago. These, and
the boy who was with his father, to-day,
and the murdered girl constituted the
family. :

Mr. Manchester says he has been told
at various times that his runaway son has
been seen about the place.

DONE TO DEATH.

The Victim Taken from His Cell and
Dragged Through the Streets,

CorunNA, Mich., 24,— William Sullivan,
the murderér of Layton Leech, was
lynched about 10 o’clock last night, and
the murder of the latter has been avenged
by the citizens of Shiawasse county and
the city of Durand. It will never be
known, however, whether he was killed
by the mob or by his own hand, as his
throat was cut when the men broke open
the door to his cell. He was found lying
on the floor in a pool of blood. A rope
was thrown around his neck, and he was
dragged from the cell. After the door
had been broken open with a sledgeham-
mer, cheerfully handled by several masked
men, the Sheriff and his handful of men
made a short resistance. By his orders
no shots were fired by his men, and they
used their clubs. They were soon over-
powered, the doomed man was dragged
to the side door and on the steps, when
the rope was given a mighty jerk, and the
body fell to the ground with great vio-
lence.

The immense crowd went wild, and the

men in front jumped on Sullivan and
mutilated bim terribly. They then took
him to a tree in the rear of the jail and
strung him up. The body was allowed to
hang several minutes, and was raised and
lowered at the calls of the multitude. His
clothes were torn off, and when the body
was finally let down hundreds of men
dragged it around the grounds. All even-
ing rumors of threats were current, but
the more conservative did not think that
there would be a concerted plan to lynch
the man. .
A few minutes after 9.30 o’clock about
seventy men were noticed coming towards
the jail from the south. Abouta dozen
wore handkerchiefs over their faces, and
several of these were armed with eledges.
A number of them were singing, which
attracted the attention of the crowd on
the opposite side of the street. They
walked up Shiawasse avenue as far as the
jail grounds, then turned to the right and
made a detour of the building. Their
purpose was not divined at first, but as
they halted at the side door on the north
side_of the building, the mob began to
yell at the top of their voices, and swarmed
across the street to the jail grounds. The
organized band had evidently arranged
their plans, and they walked right up the
steps. Several threw their weight against
the door, but it did not move. Another
effort and the hinges creaked. Time was
becoming precious, and a last effort was
made. The door quivered for a moment
and then opened. The lock broken, the
eager mob rushed into the small hallway
along which the cells are placed, only to
be met by the sheriff and his deputies,
who were armed with clubs, and the
masked men, who were in front, ordered
them back. The deputies made a show
of using their clubs, and several blows
were struck, and a few men were slightly
cut. This only lasted a moment. The
authorities gradually broke their ground
and fell back.

Sullivan’s cell was the third one from
the door, but the men did not need to be
shown it. They knew its exact location,
and no sooner had the deputies been over-
powered than strong arms lifted the heavy
sledges and the work of battering in the
doors was begun. They were made of
sheet iron, and locked together by a pad-
tock, secured in a hasp. It only required
a few well-directed blows to break the
hasp, and the men fairly tumbled over
one another in their wild efforts to get at
the murderer.

They expected that he would be found
cowering in the corner of the cell with
his hands raised for mercy, but they were
mistaken. By the dim hall light they
saw him stretched out on the floor with
his head lying in a pool of blood, which
was running from a terrible gash on the
left side of his neck, and extending well
up towards his left ear, but it was Sulli-
van, and they were after his life. One of
the men kicked him, and then called to
his companion to pass the rope. It was
quickly done, and then fastened around
his neck. Sullivan was unconscious, but
without waiting to see whether he was
dead oralive the rope was drawn taut and
the mob started out with their victim.
He was dragged along the stone floor to
the side door, and a stream of blood
marked the passage of his body, which
gave no sign of life. It was 945 o’clock
when the body of men entered the jail
building, spurred on by the hideous yells
of the multitude, which again greeted
them in louder tones on their return. The
scene was an awful one outside the build-
ing, where every man and boy for miles
aronnd the country was congregated. It
was no longer orderly, but their spirits
were in touch with the occasion, and they
finally yelled themselves hoarse.

While waiting with fiendish glee the
arrival of the body, everybody crowded
his neighbor in the wild efforts to get as
close to the steps as possible, where the
centre of attraction was soon to appear.
With outstretched arms they waited for
his coming, and when the men in the
doorway were seen to move aside, a tre-
mendous yell was given and cries of
“ Bring out the ,7  “String
him up,” could be heard in every quarter.
A moment later and the men appeared
dragging Sullivan at the end of the rope.
It was fifty feet long, and every inch of
space on it was soon occupied. As the
men reached the steps, another cheer was
given, and as though it was a signal a
tremendous jerk was given the rope,
throwing the body into the air, and it
landed on the ground some feet from the
steps. The body was surrounded in less
than a second, and the now frantic crowd
began stamping on it. Cries of “ String
him up,” and the tugging of the men who
had hold of the rope stopped this awful
sport. An opening was made in the
crowd and the body was then dragged to
the rear of the building, where several
stout trees stood. After a hasty glance
the extreme southeast tree, a medium-sized
one, was selected as a gallows and the
rope was quickly thrown over one of the
limbs. The body rested on the ground for
a moment, apd was again kicked.

The curses and epithets bestowed on
Sullivan at this time were something
awful and could be heard above the gen-
eral din. With a mighty shout the body
was swung in the air, and the joy of the
crowd knew no bounds. It was then low-
ered, and a hundred hands tore the
clothing from the body and into shreds.
It was then raised again and held sus-
pended for over a minute. The lowering
and raising performance continued for
over five minutes, until the vengeance of
the crowd was satisfied. Itis extremely
doubtful that Sullivan was alive when he
was taken from his cell. The only indi-
cation of his being alive was when he was
drawn up. At that time his arms drew

up slightly and the body swung partly
]

hung in the air to the satisfaction of the
crowd the principal members of the
crowd who had broken into the jail left
and quietly disappeared. They were
most from Durand, and did not conceal
the fact that they had helped Sullivan to
his death, but on the other hand they de-
clared themselves at every opportunity.
The body was next grabbed by 200
boys, who dragged it over the ground.
Every little while they would stop and
look at the body. The face and body
were terribly bruised and presented a
horrible sight, mutilated beyond recogni-
tion. This was too tame for many of the
men, and they finally dragged the body
into the street, and then up and down the
main thoroughfares, through mud puddles
and over sidewalks. It was finally left in
front of a saloon, and the sheriff sent
after it just in time to prevent some men
burning it up. His men brought the re-
mains to the jail and were sent to an un-
dertakers in the morning. The Darand
party, 150 strong, went to the depot at
midnight, and they gave three cheers for
the work they had accomplished. Soon
after they took possession of the east-
bound train and refused to let it pull out
because they were not all on. An effort
was made to see sheriff Jacobs, but ad-
mittance was refused to the jail. Many
citizens strongly condemn the usage given
to the body on the street, but they all
thought it deserved it. A deputy stated
that a piece of a glass bottle was found in
Sullivan’s cell, and it is the opinion that
he used that as an instrument of death.

Streets were crowded until early this
morning, and many women and children
could be seen in the throng. After the
body had been taken to the jail Dr. Hume
made a postmortem examination and
found that Sullivan had severed his jugu-
lar vein, and the doctor stated that the in-
jury was sufficient to cause his death. An
inquest will be held this morning and the
verdict of the jury will be an interesting
one. From the result of the post-mortem
it is not improbable that they will find
that his death was that of a suicide, as the
mob was composed of the best citizens of
the county. Sheriff Jacobs stated that
he did not expect that an attempt would
be made to lynch Sullivan. He dictated
a long report which says that he is of the
opinion that he did his duty and fought
off the mob as long as he could.

HINTS TO HOUSEKEEPERS.

Clean white sheepskin rugs by scrub-
bing with castile soap and water, drying
thoroughly in the sun.

Add two tablespoonfuls of kerosene to
the pail of water with which you wash
grained or other varnished farniture.

Never sweep dust and dirt from one
room to another, nor from upstairs to the
lower part of the house. Always take it
up in each room.

To starch linen, use a tablespoonful of
powdered borax to one quart of boiling
starch. It will improve the stiffness and
gloss and prevent its sticking. .

‘White spots on varnished furniture will
disappear if you hold a hot plate from the
stove over them, or rub them with es-
sence of pepperment or spirits of cam-
phor.

An excellent way to restore the bright-
ness of tarnished brass is to dissolve in'a
saucer of ammonia a little of any of the
scouring soaps sold. "Apply with a tooth
brush and polish with a bit of chamois.

To paint or whitewash without smear-
ing beyond it, use a small brush and let it
lap on a sheet of tin with straight edge
held in the other hand. The strip painted
may then be lapped on to by the large
brush in wide space.

A small piece of washing soda in the
water for washing softens it, and does no
harm, but those trusted to the use of it
are apt to use it too bountifully. and thus
injure the clothes. It does make them
white but tender also. The best and
safest agent for bleaching will be found to
be the sun.

To clean oil paintings wash them with
a sponge and dry them by rubbing them
with a silk haudkerchief. When the pic-
ture is very dirty remove it from its
frame, lay a wet towel on the face of the
picture, sprinkling it from time to time
with clear, soft water. Let it remain wet
for two or'three days. Then remove the
towel and wash the picture well with a
soft sponge. When quite dry rub it with
some clear nut or linseed oil.

HOW TO CLEAN DRESSES.

Get five cents worth soapbark from the
druggist (about a teacupful). For one
dress take half of it and steep in about
one quart of boiling water for about half
an hour or more, then strain through a
cloth.

For a silk dress, while the liquid is
warm, take a piece of white flannel and
dip into it at intervals, and rub the silk or
satin with it till it seems cleansed. When
done, pull the material straight and hang
it to dry. Do not iron either the silk or
satin. If the dress is very much soiled,
use clean liquid to rinse it, but do not use
clear water for silk, or it will not stiffen
up well.

For a woollen dress, dip the part to be
cleansed, or the whole of it if needed, into
the liquor. This can be rinsed in the
same water after washing, or in clean,
warm water. If very dirty put the dress
to s¥ak in a tub in the lignor with more
water added before cleansing or washing.
The woolen goods should be pressed until
it is quite dry.

Water in which potatoes have been
boiled will cleanse delicate-colored woolen
or worsted goods. The dress should be
wet all over. Use no soap. Rinse in
clear, warm water. Press while still
damp. |This will not injure the most
delicate colors.

Helpful Hints Concerning This All Im-
portant Subject.

When the soil is full of moisture and
there are no stones to bother, almost any
human biped can “plow,” if the imple-
ment i8 properly “set up” before leaving
the factory. Even then some of the
above named bipeds think it necessary to
loosen a few nuts and change a bolt or
two, to show their mechanical skill. A
plan advised is to understand the me-
chanical arrangement of the tool before
going to work. Study it over thoroughly,
and understand every bolt and piece in
its construction. Use the factory cata-
logue and keep it on file for future refer-
ence. Should there be any point about
it you do not understand, ask your dealer
or write the manufacturer regarding it.
Thus writes a correspondent to the Ohio
Farmer. He says:

The old fashioned hand plows have
Nearly
all of our successful farmers use the plows
having a reversible point and reversible
share. The trouble with the old style
plow point was that in a dry time it cost
too much to buy so many new points. If
not charzed as soon as needed, we did
considerable “skimming.” This would
never pay any farmer, no mafter how
fertile his goil might be. Assoon as we
found that the new ‘“combination” was a
success, we took our old plow back to our
dealer and traded for a new Bissell, with
reversible point and share. A great many
of our neighbor farmers did the same thing.
We use the new point until the lower
edge is rounded off, then reverse it. This
is followed up two or three times, mak-
ing one point costing, two-thirds as much
as theold style points, last three times as’
I aim
to have my hitch as low as possible, so
that the draft will be nearly in line with
the power exerted by the team. The
wheel should run just hard enough to
hold the plow bottom steady. I keep the
bearings well oiled with axle grease. I
keep my plow well balanced and my fur-
rows straight.

As to the Solid Comfort sulky plow,
but few of these implements are in use in
this neighborhood. I have none myself,
though I have tried several other kinds.
The sulky plow that has no tongue is my
favorite. The principle is nearer in line
with the hand plow, and there is no pole
to worry the team. :

Last year Dr. Chamberlain tried the

combination plow on his experiment
farm in Ohio. Hedid not like it as well
as the old style point. After giving ita
thorough trial he sent it back to the
factory and exchanged for the standard
bottom. This shows that no one style of
plow sent out from the factory will work
in all localities and explains the reason
why the catalogues show up so many
styles.
I do not believe that any certain rule
to plow very deep or shallow will apply
in all cases. Each farmer must determine
for himself. One rule should Le followed,
with no exception whatever, and that is
to plow well and thoroughly every furrow
and to keep your plow adjusted all the
time to do the work required.

NOTES ON POTATOES.

Here is a summary of the results of
experiments extending over a. period of
three years at the Michigan stagion:
First— It was found that tHe seed end
is as good if not better, than any other
part of the potatoe for planting, and, as a
rule, produces fewer small tubers.

Second— As a rule, medium sized po-
tatoes cut into halves lengthwise, using
at the rate of 13 to 15 bushels of seed to
the acre, will produce best net results
planted 1} or 2 feet apart.

Third— If smaller seed is used, the eyes
should be 153inches apart, and pieces con-
taining two or three eyes about 18 inches.
At distances over 2} feet the number of
hills is so much decreased that the yield
is lessened.

Fourth— When potatoes are cheap, it
does not pay to use small potatoes as
seed‘ but when seed potatoes are high
tubers the size of hen’s eggs may be used
for one year without greatly decreasing
the yield.

Fifth— Even on fairly rich soil manure
or fertilizers can be used with profit.
When manure cannot be obtained with-
out hauling two or three miles, 500 pounds
of mixed chemicals or of some good brand
of commercial tertilizer will be cheaper
to use and will be a profitable investment.

Other items are, that as the best depth
for planting the result seemed to favor
covering the seed about three inches:
This seemed to be right for dry seasons.
The highest yield was obtained when
manure was used as a mulch between
the rows. While it can readily be shown
that the fertilizers were used with profit,
it was difficult to say which of the chemi-
cals was most necessary. It is to be ob-
served that the land on which the exper-
iments were made is represented asin
excellent tilth and of more than ordinary
fertility.

METHODS OF SEEDING WHEAT.

At the Ohio station the results from
drilling wheat at depths of from one to
four inches as compared with those from
sowing broadcast in 1892. The average
results for four seasons at the same station
also favor drilling. Cross drilling has
given better results than drilling one way.
The roller following after each hoe of the
drill did not add materially to the yield
of grain.

Tabulated data are given for an exper-
iment at the Indianna station, in which
wheat was sown in drills on four plats at
a depth of from one to four inches, and
on five platsat rates of from one-half to
two bushels of seed per acre. The depth
of the drills seemed to make little differ-
ence in the yield, but in general the
vield increased with the amount of seed
used.

This is the time to spray the fruit trees
to destroy the bud moth. This little in-
sect lays its eggs on the leaves of the trees
about June. The larve feed upon the
under side of the leaf, and because of the
protection afforded by the leaf and also
by a small silken covering, little can be
done to lessen their numbers at that stage.
About October they spin small cocoons
upon the twig where they pass the winter,
and come out in the early spring ar at-
tack the buds. They prefer flower uds,
and for this reason one insect cando a
vast amount of damage.
to spray early in the spring, before the
flowers open, with Paris green in the
same proportions as for the codling moth
—one pound to two hundred gallons of
water.

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THE STAR AND MR. BLAIR.

The Montreal Daily Star in its issue of
May 381st in a long article on “the popu-
larity of British connection,” goes out of
the way to make an attack on hon. A. G.
Blair, the premier of this province. The
Star takes as its text a short paragraph
from a condensed report of Mr. Blair’s
speech at the liberal convention in St.
John, published in one of the St. John
papers, which reads as follows :

“He would like to see the Ottawa con-
vention show iteelf in favor of the main-
tenance of British connection. He would
be extremely sorry to see any member
of the party declare otherwise. The
speaker did not see any fiscal policy that
might be adopted in Canada which would
have that effect. Ifin the best interests
of Canada we should take a course that
would ultimately lead to the severance of
British connexion, then it should be done
for our first duty is to our own land.” .

While in this paragraph as it stands,
there is nothing to justify the remarks of
the Star, it is only fair to Mr. Blair to say
that the report hardly does him justice.
In his epeech at St. John Mr. Blair re-
ferred to the charges of disloyalty that
were ofien made against the liberal party,
and while denying that there was any
foundation in fact for them,referred towhat
in his opinion were some of the causes
which left them open to the taunt. He
then went on to state what the first duty
of the delegates to the liberal convention
at Ottawa should be, which was, in brief,
to insist on such a reform of the tariff as
would open up to Canada the best and
most available markets for her products,
and to formulate a trade policy that
would remove the existing burdens from
off the people, and bring to Canada that
era of prosperity to which she was en-
titled, and for which her natural re-
sources 80 eminently qualified her. In
referring to these matters Mr. Blair
made a strong appeal for the main-
tenance of our connection with the
mother country, the severance from which
he would view with feelings of re-
gret and sorrow, but which he did not be-
lieve would or could result frgm the com-
ing into power of the liberal party of
Canada. He would go so far, however,
as to say that the relations between Can-
ada and the mother country as they now
exist should be maintained at all hazards
and at all costs. If in the course of time
circumstances and the necessity of self
preservation necessitated a change in that
relationship, the pecpnle of this country
should remember that their first duty
was to their own land.

It is difficult to 'understand how the
Star, or any other paper, could find fault
with these words, much less make them
the text of an attack on the speaker. The
Star pretends to think that it reads be-
tween the lines of Mr. Blair’s speech the
policy of the liberal party, and that this
policy is the severance of our connection
with the mother land, and our ultimate
union with the United States.

The Star need not take the trouble to
read between the lines to find the policy

<of the Liberal party ; it will find it in the
lines as they are printed. It is because it
reads them too plainly there, and because
it realizes that it is a policy that will com-
mend itself to the people of Canada, that
the Star is anxious to draw the attention
of the public away from the real issue, by
pretending to believe that there is some-
thing left unsaid which is to be taken as
the policy of the party, rather than what
has really been said.

The Star, which depends for its daily
bread upon the maintenance in power of
the tory party, is also, doubtless, very
much afraid that Mr. Bldir is looking
towards Ottawa, and it is desirous of
taking the earliest opportunity of prevent-
ing such an event. In its anxiety to in-
jure Mr. Blair, and to prevent, if possible,
his advent into the arena of federal poli-
tics, the Star does not hesitate to grossly
misrepresent him and the party of which
he is a recognized leader. Such tactics,
however, will not deceive the people, nor
will they prevent the leading liberals of
the dominion from meeting in general
convention at Ottawa on the twentieth of
the present month, and there formulating
and adopting a policy that the people of
this country will demand to have carried
into effect at the next general eléction.

THE citizens, through the lieut. gover-
nor and mayor Beckwith, have been
honoring prince Roland Bonaparte, the
direct heir of the Bonaparte party to the
French throne in case the people tired of
a republic and asked for a monarchical
form of government. At present the
Bonapartists are not in favor with the
masses of France. The prince, however,
appeared to be a gentleman in every
sense of the term, and our citizens were
delighted to have him among them.

Had Montcalm been strongly supported
during his war with Wolfe it is highly
probable that the prince while here, in-
stead of treading on English soil beneath
the Union Jack, would have seen the
tri-color of his own country floating in
the breezes. He was on historic ground
when he crossed the river and took in the
sights of Marysville, passing the point
where Villebon and his savage allies up-
held for a time the glories of France.
Somewhere in the vicinity of the barracks
square, where the prince reviewed the R.
R. C.I. on Friday, the treaty was made
between the Indians and Pierre Danillo,
that conveyed to the French crown the
territory now occupied by this city.

Tue liberal convention to be held at
Upper Gagetown on Wednesday next, the
7th inst., promises to be well attended.
The Weston will likely take a fair num-
ber from this city, who are desirous of
being present. Delegates will be chosen
to represent Queens and Sunbury and as
these counties are well organized it is
probable that the meeting will be not only
a large and enthusiastic one but that im-
portant measures will be passed tending
to further the interests of the liberal party
in these shires.

Sir
Charles hasa will of his own and his
coming to Canada at the present time
foreshadows the retirement of Thompson
from the position of premier. It is be-
lieved by many to also foreshadow a
general election on the old lists before
another session is called,

THE BATHURST INQUIRY.

Testimony of Bishop Rogers and Rev,
; Thomas Barry.

[First day’s procerdings on first page.]

Barnurst, May 31.—J. R. O’Brien con-
tinuing in his evidence, spoke of the cost
of schools before and since the intro-
duction of sisters of charity. No rent had
ever been paid or asked for convent
building, but an appropriation had been
voted at last school meeting of $30. There
are four rooms in the grammar school
building, of 25 feet square, with 13 feet
ceilings, one of which had never been
occupied ; one room in convent building
does not come up to requirements of law
as regards ventilation; did not know
until told so about six weeks ago that
each room should contain 150 cubic feet
of air for each sitting. I do not transact
school business of any importance with-
out a meeting of trustees. We do not
spend any money on convent building
for keeping in repairs ; the proprietors do
that; no complaints were ever made to
me as to the inferiority of teachers. The
board of education refused to grant a per-
mit to my son to teach a Grammar scheol ;
he was a Roman catholic. I believe if he
had been a protestant he would not have
been opposed. Witness here read a letter
from Dr. Inch, concerning the average at-
tendance in the Grammar school and con-
vent buildings in which he wanted an
average attendance of 75 in each building.
The protestants opened a separate school
and 38 scholars in consequence left the
Grammar school ; a private school was
organized about the time my son gave up
teaching in the Grammar school; as a
trustee I have entered into no agreement
about renting the convent building and
never so far paid one cent of rent.

Cross-examined by Mr. Lawlor—He
said the Convent building is large with
an ell to the back where children are
taught, and they never come in contact
with the main building where the sisters
reside; it is as much a public school as is
the Grammar school building. Protest-
ant children were not withdrawn from
the Grammar school in consequence of
engaging the sisters. I think the trouble
originated with the employment of my
son. Rev. Father Barry, parish priest,
and K. F. Burng and other catholics op-
posed the appointment of Ed. L. O’Brien
because they thought in justice the Gram-
mar school teacher should be a protest-
ant. In my capacity as a trustee I never
had any conversation or understanding
with any catholic bishop, priest or lay-
men as to what would be required of the
sisters of charity, nor did any of these per-
sons approach me or attewpt to influence
in any way to do for the sisters what I
would not do for other teachers outside
of religious orders. Grammar school was
abolished to lessen taxation, and not from
any understanding between trustees and
other parties, anc not for the purpose of
bringing the schools under control of
catholic teachers ; I was opposed to the
abolition of the Grammar school. When
the Grammar school was reinstated I
made efforts to get a protestant teacher
in order to meet the desire expressed by
catholics at a special meeting, and having
failed to get one a catholic was engaged.
When the sisters of Notre Dame left
Bathurst in 1890 there were 104 additional
children, for which the trustees had to
provide rooms and teachers. The Gram-
mar school could not contain them all.
We rented the Convent building, and we
employed the same number of teachers as
it had previously taken to teach these
104, viz: three teachers. During the stay
of the-Notre Dame sisters, the catholics
paid their salary by private subscription
and paid the publicschool tax in addition.
So when the sisters of charity came under
the law, additional taxes had to be put
on the district. to provide for the extra
104 pupils whose education had been
previously paid for by the private sub-
scription of eatholics, The extra cost for
the three sisters amounts to about $380;
the amount assessed in the district is
$3,480, of which $300 goes for interest;
the amount of salaries paid is about $1,100.
The principal of the Grammar school was
dismissed by a resolution adopted at the
annual meeting of the ratepayers; no
catholic clergyman or layman ever asked
me to put out the protestant teachers and
to take on catholics, and even if asked I
would not do so. "I consider the trustees
have full control of the sisters as public
school teachers, and could put them to
teach in any building suitable outside the
convent building. If thishad to be done,
and they would not consent, we would
dismiss them.

By Mr. White—I did not know it was
contemplated to abolish the superior
school in the village when the grammar
school was abolished ; it surprised all
hands to learn that the superior school
had been abolished. There are quite a
number of protestants favorable to sisters.
I remember they sent a memorial to the
board of education in favor of them.

Mr. O’Brien gave the number of rate-
payers in district no. 2 as follows: In-
cluding non-residents and corporations,
205; non-residents 20, corporations 12.
Protestant ratepayers; valuation of 54 pro-
testants $45,650 for 1893; valuation
catholics, exclusive of the St. Lawrence
Lumber Co., of which a catholic is the
principal owner, $43,800 valuation of cor-
porations, exclusive of the last named one
is about $5,000. The number of pupils at
the public schools previous to the intro-
duction of the sisters of charity in 1890
was as follows: Primary term, ending
June, 70 enrolled, 36 average attendance.
Term ending Dec. 31, 56 enrolled, 43
average. Grammar school proper for the
terms, 53 and 46 enrolled, 34 and 25 aver-
age. Advanced department for the same
period, 46 and 48 enrolled, and 33 and 25
average. |

Mr White read a statement from the
school report showing the same result
as Mr. O'Brien’s statement, also that the
number enrolled after the introduction of
the sisters was 230, so that 80 were attend-
ing the sisters’ schools. Mr. O’Brien
thought there was at that time over 100.
The extra cost of providing school accom-
modation and teachers for these extra
pupils is now :?, a per capita tax for each
scholar of $3.25, and $1,100 had been as-
sessed previously to provide schools and
teachers for 150 pupils in the public
schools previous to the opening ot the
sisters’ school under law, making a per
capita tax of $7,20.

Ry Mr. Skinner— The additional salaty
was paid to the sisters after getting the
regular license in 1891, and the tot® cost
of now running the schools taught by the
sisters is about $450 annually for three
teachers.

His lordship Bishop Rogers was next
called to the witnessstand. He gave a
lengthy review of the history of the first
introduction of the sisters at Bathurst
from 1864 up to the present time. The
minutes of the meeting of catholic parish-
oners were read in which it was shown
that the parishoners were desirous of
getting the sisters under the law, if the
Notre Dame Sisters could not remain.
The bringing of the sisters under the law
was to avoid the burden of double taxation
on catholics, who contributed to public
taxation while maintaining their own pri-
vate schools. It wasunderstood they were
to teach in strict conformity to the law. His
lordship voluntarily and without being
requested submitted all the letters and

)elegrams touching the coming of the

sisters. He was still on the stand when
court adjourned at 1.30.

Bishop Rogers continued his testimony
after dinner. The sisters were to be
strictly under the control of the trustees
as teachers under the law. They were
brought here solely for teaching purposes.
If an understanding was had before hand,
I would, as proprietor of the building,
consent to a protestant teaching in the
Convent building. I had no understand-
ing with the sisters as to teaching reli-
gion on coming here, and the charge made
to such effect is calumnious and false. If
catholics could remedy.the school law
they would do so. We submitted to the
school law long before the sisters of
charity came here, and they came here
so that catholics could take advantage of
the law. The building would not be
under the control of the trustees g0 as to
exclude religious teaching after the
regular school hours. We consider that
the law has to be strictly followed. The
present school law does not interfere with
ecclesiastical law. The demand made by
the sisters of Notre Dame left alternative
to increase or get the sisters under the
law. This demand was the inception of
the action to procure the sisters of charity.
The sisters are a self-governing body ; the
money earned by them as teachers does
not go into the church funds. The sisters
are only under my control spiritually;
so are all catholics. As bighop I am sup-
posed to see to the proper keeping of the
religious vows of the sisters. It is my be-
lief that civil law must be obeyed. I had
nothing to do with obtaining licenses or
making contracts when the sisters came to
my diocese. As a sisterhood, whether I
am instrumental or not in bringing them
in, they would have to get my permission.
Sisters can spend money earned as they
deem fit, the surplus remaining after pay-
ing for necessaries of life would go to the
sisterhood to sustain sisters in old age and
sickness. It hasbeenspoken of asa possi-
bility that one sister would teach in the
Grammar school building.

To Mr. Skinner — Sisters cannot enter
into a contract as individuals without the
consent of their superior. Sisters could
enter into a contract to teach without iny
consgent, from the fact that I gave them
permission to establish themselves in my
diocese. Before co-operating with the
parishoners to get the sisters for them I
came to Bathurst to consult with parties
wishing to get the sisters under law. I
only acted on behalf of the desire ex-
pressed by the catholics of Bathurst, and
there was no motive such as expressed in
the allegation in my acting thus. The
bishop was still on the stand at 6 o’clock
when the court adjourned.

Baraurst, June 1.—Bishop Rogers, con-
tinuing his evidence this morning, said
the motive attributed to me in the first
allegation is utterly wrong. It is wrong
inferentially in intimating that I initiated
the movement to bring the sisters here
under the law in 1890. The catholic
rate-payers were authorized to make the
movement. My telegrams were sent after
an expression of the desire of the le.
I work in harmony with people@en
they are right. The idea of excliding
protestants from the convent school under
law never was entertained by me. I
would prefer not seeing them there, be-
cause the sisters, out of respect for them,
would refrain explaining geography, his-
tory, etc., in a manner which they would
otherwise do. It wasonly carring out the
wish of my people in communicating with
the sisters. I took no part in the agree-
ment. I went to meet the mother su-
perior and companion out of respect to
them. My idea so far, as I ever had any,
was to have catholic children away from
the protestant school, but I knew in com-
ing under the law fthe protestant children
could go if they wished. I never took
any part in the schools under the law. I
left everthing in the hands of my flock
and pastors to do the best they could. I
would prefer teachers of sisterhoods when
available. Iknow instances where secular
catholic teachers in preference taught in
the convent buildings under the law.

L. R. Doucett, who was called next,
heard rev. Thomas Barry say something
in church about the boys who could at-
tend the convent scheols under the law.
It was an announcement, not a command.
I heard the complaints about the double
tax. I was a ratepayer and contributor
to the convent and private school. I
preferred not to see the school under the
law as the other way the catholics would
derive more benefit.

Rev. Thomas Barry said he spoke to
his flock about the boys going to the con-
vent school under the law. He did so for
the benefit of the parents. It was an an-
nouncement made on medtation of trus-
tee O’'Brien. I acted in this matter solely
at the request of the parishioners. There
were no arrangements as to where the
sisters would teach; it was understood
they were to teach under the law. I

nations. I never spoke to the sisters
about reading the catechism. I believe
they do teach it after school hours. They
would violate the law by teaching it dur-
ing school hours, and if it was brought to
my notice I would try and check it by
telling them they were wrong. Some

?r’ protestant children attended the convent

private school. I could see no serious ob-
jection to placing protestant teachers in the
convent school, but I took protestants and
catholics as bodies would object. I never
used any influence to bring the sisters
here to the detriment of protestant people
or to compel their children to be tdught
by them.

Geo. W. Mersereau, inspector, gave evi-
dence as to the efficiency of the schools,
etc. The public schools in town were
different before the advent of the sisters.
Under the law the sisters schoois in the
town and villages were among the highest
grade schools in the inspectoral district.
The school in the village public building
was as good as the sisters school. He had
never sent a report intended for the board
of education ; the report referred to in the
charges was intended for the attorney
general only. He knew an instance
where a protestant teacher was stopped
teaching because he taught the bible in
the school, at Miscou, five years ago; also
an instance in district 15, where a teacher
had a catechism on the school time table.
He explained that it was only intended
to teach it after hours.

Rev. Wm. Varrily of the village gave
the same explanation as to the beginning
of sisters as that by bishop Rogers. He
explained the charge of the taking of a
scholar from tbhe public school building
to the convent as charged in the allega-
tions. She had been going to the convent
public school because of some reprimand
by me about acting with levity during the
vacation with the boys. She left the
éonvent and went to Mr. MclIntosh’s
school. Ispoke to her mother in order
to put a check to the girl's bad habits.
Mr.Mclntosh, I understand, never entered
her name on the roll, because he disap-
proved of her running from one school to
another. I only remonstrated with the
mother and girl in their spiritual welfare
as to her habits out of school. Finally
she went back. Religion has never been
taught during school hours. It is a base
insinuation to charge the people and the
sisters of being guilty of such a flagrant
yiolation of the school law. I wrote a
letter to the trustees about renting the
convent buildings.

Not Launched.

Last Saturday afternoon the attempt to
launch John Gibson’s new schooner, at the
mouth of Nashwaak, ended in the breaking
of the ways, and the stranding of the vessel
when just in touch of the water. Although
four powerful tugs with double tackle had
been working at her they were unable to
move her. She is a fine large coasting vessel,
of 425 tons burthen, and the failure of the
launch 1s to be deplored.

Out on Parade.

» Theroyal regiment of infantry turned out

on parade Friday morning in the officers
square, by special request of prince Bona-
parte, who, with lieut governor Tilley,
mayor Beckwith and M Leandri, witnessed
the parade from under the willows. The
men, as usual, looked very well in their
bright uniforms and the band acquitted
itself in excellent style. The prince ex-
pressed himself very much pleased with the
s@se and bearing of the men. At one
o'clock he was lunched at the officers
mess, and spent the afternoon sight seeing.
He went to St. John this morning.

Nearly a Death.

As the band was playing in the bar-
rack yard Friday morning, a horse belong-
ing to Mr. Woodbridge, of the deaf and
dumb asylum, which was standing at the
post office steps, held by a little deaf and
dumb boy in the wagon, became frightened
and dashed down Queen street at full speed,
with the little fellow clinging to the reins.
He held on well and managed to steer his
way through the teams until he reached
Regent street corner, when the horse made
a sudden turn and brought up against the
iron lamp post. The boy was thrown out
and struck his head against the post with
great force. It was thought at first that he
was dead, but on being carried to Dr.
McLaren’s and laid upon the couch, he re-
vived. Dr. Currie arrived and examined
‘his wounds. The little fellow was very
little cut, but it was a narrow escape. The
wagon was smashed pretty badly.

Fire at Canterbury.

The village of Canterbury, Station, York
Co.,was badly thinned ot by fire on Thurs-
day morning last. The firc started about 2.30
o'clock in the rear of Thomas Falconer's
barn, and burned the combined dwelling
house and store of Miss M Lundon, the
house of Luke Lawson and his store. The
buildings of Messrs. John Donovan and
J H Carr & Sons were saved by the efforts
of the residents. 'The loss is about $15,000
and there is about $10,725 insurance. It is
thought that the fire was started by a tramp
who was seen in the village on Thursday
night.

The insurance is held mostly in St. John.
The Western has $1,500 each on the Fal-
coner building and on the stock and furni-
ture, $1,600 on Miss Lundon’s stock and
$300 on her furniture, and $475 on thc Law-
son dwelling and outbuildings. The XEtna
has $1,000 on Lawson’s building and the
Imperial holds a like amount, with $400 on
the store and $100 on the barn. On his
stock the Hartford has $500. The fire in-
surance association has $800 on his farni-
ture and $200 on Mr. Falconer's piano. The
Phenix of London has $900 on Miss Lun-
don’s stock and $450 on her dwelling and
outbuildings. This makes a total of $10,725,
divided as follows: Mr Lawson, $4,275;
Mr Falconer, $3,300; Miss Lundon, $3,150.

Mr. Falconer was away from home at the
time and scarcely any of the articles in his
store or house were saved. Mrs. Falconer
escaped with only her wrapper on.

A few of the goods in the Lawson store
were taken out, as well as a small portion
of his furniture. A horse belonging to him
was burned. :

Very little in Miss Maggie London’s store
was saved. Mr. Falconer will probably re-
build.

A True Story.

The young women of York county have
not only proved themselves worthy of
praise in the institutions of higher educa-
tion of the province, but the school mis-
tresses of this metropolitan county have
earned a reputation in the field of husband-
ry as well. A couple of years ago a nice
looking young iady came up to Prof. Robert-
son, the dairy commissioner, and said to
him, “Can you help me, sir? Iam ayoung
woman, I was formerly a school mistress
and have not long been married. I cannot
succeed in making butter.” ‘ Certainly,
madame,” said the professor, “follow my
directions and I will make you a good
butter maker.” Taking up a piece of coarse
paper that lay near by, the professor wrote
down in as few words as possible all that
was needed to be done in the manufacture
of good butter.

Lumber Notes.

The recent sudden fall of the water has
created a disastrous state of affairs among
the lumbering interests of the St. John. As
long as the high water lasted everything
went along swimmingly, and the reports
last week were to the effect that all the
lumber would be got out. But the water
fell too rapidly. The drivers were taken
entirely by surprise, and the result is that
millions of lumber is hung up fast on the
headwaters of the St. John and Aroostook.
W. H. Murray was in the city this week
looking for logs to buy. There is a great
scarcity of lumber in the 8t. John yards,
almost all the mills being short, with the
exception of\that of Miller & Woodman.
Mr. Murray’s two chief operators, D. P.
Gilman and Kilburn are both hung up, the
former at Big Black river, and the latter at
the northeast rapids. About 25,000,000
feet are fast hung upin thé Aroostook.
Other small operators are in trouble, and the
result will be a scarcity of logs during the
summer, unless there comes another freshet.
Over on the Miramichi a more favorable
state of affairs is reported. Messrs. Lynch
and Richards are said to be safe, but Richey’s
and Burchell’s drives are hung up on the
Sevogle. Altogether the year has been a bad
one for lumbermen in general, and those
who havesucceeded in getting their logs out
safely will reap the disadvantage of their
brother lumbermen and of the general
publie.

Rafting operations were begun at the
Douglas booms on Wednesday last.

Over 50,000,000 of lumber is reported
hung up on the upper waters of the St.
John.

Prince Bonaparte.

Prince Roland Bonaparte, grand nephew
of the great Napoleon, arrived at Freder-
icton Thursday by the two o’clock western
train from Ottawa, and registered at the
Queen. His coming was announced by a
telegram from lord Derby to attorney
general Blair Wednesday night. Sir
Leonard Tilley came up from St. John by
Thursday morning’s train to meet the
prince and do the honors of the capital
towards him. He was met at the train by
barouches ‘containing sir Leonard Tilley,
provincial secretary Mitchell, mayor Beck-
with, Thomas Temple, M. P.; major Gordon,
R. D. Wilmot, M. P., lieutenant col. Maun-
sell and others. He is accompanied by his
private secretary, Leandri de Virgile, and a
servant, Ch. Clement. After luncheon at
the Queen the party went down and in-
spected the provincial buildings, including
the house of assembly and departmental
buildings ; the Episcopal cathedral. From
here they drove to Marysville and inspected
the cotton mills, the saw mills, the brick
yard and the other points of interest there.
In the evening prince Bonaparte, by invi-
tation of the lieutenant governor, attended
the enceenial exercises of the university,
and appeared to take a very great interest
in the proceedings.

THE ENCOENIA.

Orations, Report of Examiners, and
Presentation of Medals,

The encoenial exercises of the U. N. B.,
were held in the college library Thursday
night at eight o'clock, and were attended
by a larger number of visitors than usual.
The library was packed to its utmost capa-
city and the liveliest interest was taken in
the proceedings. On the platform were
seated Sir Leonard Tilley, Prince Roland
Bonaparte M. Leandri his secretary, Bishop
Kingdon, Canon Roberts, Dr. Travers, Prof.
Belliveau, Hon. James Mitchell, Rev. H-
Montgomery, W. 8. Carter, J. D. Hazen, M.
P,J. A. Vanwart, Dr. Bridges, H. V. B.
Bridges, Wm. Wilson, F. St. John Bliss,
Jas. M. Palmer, Dr. Murry McLearn, Dr. J.
Z. Currie, Havelock Coy, Eldon Mullin, J.
W. McCready, Wallace Broad, Prof. David-
son, Dr. Bailey, Prof. Stockley and B. C.
Foster. In the audience the elite of the
city showed themselves, and although the
crowd was very great, the best of order was
preserved throughout. The members of the
graduating class, especially the female por-
tion, showed to great advantage, and bore
their honors well. The good looks and ap-
parent health of the lady students was suf-
ficent proof of the fact that their devotion
to their studies had not undermined their
health nor diminished their attractiveness.
This was especially noticeable of the win-
ner of the Douglas gold medal, the blue rib-
bon of the university, Miss Isabella McIn-
tosh, andin the case of Miss Francis Everett,
who has not only distinguished herself by
being the first lady winner of the Alumni
medal, but has also held the highest distinc-
tion in her class throngh the whole under-
graduate course. The young men of the
graduating class are a sensible and manly
lot of fellows and will do credit to their
alma mater. :

At 8 o’clogk Chancellor Harrison intro-
duced Prof. Stockley who delivered his ora-
tion in praise of the founders.

Prof. Stockley spoke for some length of
time, his subject being “ Why open the
colleges?” It was practically a dissertation
on the scheme of university extension, its
good work and benefits. It abounded in
wise and truthful statements’ and con-
clusions, and seemed to meet with the ap-
probation of all those present. He was
very much in favor-of university extension
because that scheme extended the benefits
of education to the real students, the hard
working, hard headed, sturdy living earnest
toilers, who could not go to the colleges,
but to whom the colleges should be brought,

A plea for more
direct connection between the university

Death of John A. Morrison.

John A. Morrison, sr., died at his resi-
dence below town last Sunday morning at a
quarter past one o’clock, after an illness of
two months. Mr. Morrison was not only
one of the oldest, most prominent and best
respected citizens of Fredericton, but has
been almost all his life closely identified
with the lumbering and other business
interests of the province, having carried
on business in Saint John and other
parts of the province previous to his re-
moval to Fredericton. He was a native of
Belfast, Ireland, from which place he came
to New Brunswick when eighteen years of
age and has lived a busy and useful
life in the province ever since. Thirty-
three years ago he came to Fredericton,
where he has since resided up to the time
of his death, and where he succeeded in
establishing a good name for the Phenix
saw mills. Of his personal qualities it
is unnecessary to say a great deal. Through-
out the whole province of New Brunswick
there was scarcely a single active business
man so well known, so much respected and
80 widely esteemed as he. The citizens of
Fredericton one and all knew him, for there
was no one more active and energetic in
the transaction of business affairs;; no one
more familiar to the eyes of all citizens, and
no one more frank and courteous in manner
and speech or more genial and kindly in
disposition. It was with a feeling of general
loss that the community heard the news
of his death on Sunday morning.

The funeral took place from the late resi-
dence of the deceased at four o’clock on
Tuesday afternoon, and the very large at
tendance of all classes of citizens showed
how much Mr. Morrison was respected by
his fellow citizens. Nearly all the promi-
nent business men of the city were present,
as was also a number from Marysville.
Rev’s Willard McDonald and Payson of-
ficiated. The procession to Forest hill
cemetery, where the interment was made,
headed by the employes of the Phcenix
mill numberng nearly one hundred, and
upwards of 62 carriages besides a large
number of pedestrians, followed the hearse.
The mourners were: Julius L. Inches, sec-
retary for agriculture, a brother-in-law of
the deceased; John A. Morrison, jr., Frank
I. Morrison, 8. L. Morrison, three sons and
two grandsons, Roy and Guy; his brother,
W. J. Morrison and his two sons. Mr. Mor-
rison would have been seventy-three yearsof
age had he lived until the 12th of July next.
He leaves a widow and six sons, viz: John
A. Morrison, jr., Frank I. Morrison and
Stewart L. Morrison of Fredericton; W. P.
Morrison of San Francisco, Cal.; Thomas E.
Morrison of New York, and Julius I. Morri-
son of Kansas city.

George N. Golding, brother of Israel N.
Golding,the well known livery stable keeper
of York street, and son of the late Stephen
Golding, died at his residence on Brunswick
street on Wednesday morning of abscess of
the brain. Deceased had been apparently
in the best of health until about a week ago,

when he felt a severe pain inthe back of |

his head. Abscess rapidly developed and
he sank quickly. He was about 45 years of
age, a man of quiet, unassuming disposition
well hiked by every one; and his sudden
death when scarcely past the prime of life
is a shock to everyone who knew him. He|
leaves a wife and three children to mourn
their loss. The funeral took place Thurs-
day afternoon at three o’clock. The rev.
G. G. Roberts, rector of Fredericton, offici-
ciated. The remains were interred in the
rural cemetery above town. A large num-
ber of citizens were present.

What's the Matter With Freddie ?

The removal of the military guns from
the officers’ square only made them the
more determined to fire one of these can-
nons, and on Friday morning about four
o’clock they accomplished their task to the
dismay of the soldier’s and the alarm of the
citizens. The story goes that on Wednes-
day night they entered the yard, loaded the
gun and awaited the next night. On Thurs-
day night they had a canoe at the bridge in
readiness. . They climbed the fence between
the hospital and the drill hall, attached a
wire to the lanyard of the gun and after a
failure or two succeeded in discharging her,
breaking considerableglass and tarning out
the regiment.

HOW TO BE HEALTHY

Spring Work for Health, in and About
the Home, .

Spring is by common consent, the sea-
son for house cleaning, and for clearing
up back yards, front yards and streets. It
is also the time for beginning the cam-
paign against ill health, sickness and pre-
mature death, which will have their best
innings from spring till frost.

Cholera Infantum—a specific disease of
the bowels in children — will begin its at-
tack with energy in June, attain enormous
prevalence in July and August,and a very
rapid fall in September. The cause of
this disease is closely related to filth of
soil, foul air and water, in which with the
high temperature of summer, it finds a
congenial hot-bed for a prolific and mal-
ignant growth. ‘Children under five years
of age are by far the greatest sufferers, and
the dreadful fact that this poison finds
them in their homes, makes the discovery
of its mode of attack and destruction a
matter of vital importance, particularly to
every mother.

44.9 per cent. of all deaths in Minnesota
in the average of four years, are of chil-
dren under five years of age, 31.6 per cent.
are children under one year of age. What
better evidence that the causes of death,
find them in their homes?

The hot season is the one for rapid
growth, maturity, and decay in the veget-
able kingdom, to which most of the specif-
ic causes of diseases belong. Decay is
at this season still more rapid, offensive
and dangerous. In the nataral order of
things decay is the natural helper of the
growth of all forms of vegetable life on
the condition that the dead thing is prop-
erly burned or buried, a condition diffi-
cult to secure in houses and centres of
population, just in proportion as they are
crowded, and the simple sanitary precaut-
ions to be mentioned, are neglected.

The sanitary duties in and about the
home from now to wintet may be sammed
up from our present standpoint, to be
largely the supply of those conditions
whereby dead organic matter may be ex-
cluded from the air breathed in, water
drank in, and the house occupied by
every home of our population.

But how ? is the natural question. As
the mother is the proper health officer of
the home, what is to follow, will be ad-
dressed to her, but with the distinct un-
derstanding that it concerns the father of
the family as well, and that it applies as
much to the isolated farm house as to the
houses of villages and cities, for the prob-
lem is: How to prevent the occurrence
of ill health, sickness or premature death
in the family.

In beginning anything, it is best to
know first what needs to be done, and in
this case the first thing is a careful in-
spection of the house and everything in
it from top %o bottom, with all its belong-
ings, outbuildings and lot to find out every
cause which may foul the air or water
supply, or be a breeding place for the
germs of disease, or a lodgirg for prevent-
able nuisance.

Begin with the cellar which, in winter
and cool weather, is as a rule, the lungs
of the house. It should be light and dry
and all summer long have a free through
and thorough ventilation. See that no
decaying vegetable or animal matters are
allowed there. Keep potatoes and other
vegetables in boxes or barrels small
enough to be moved readily. Have no
fixtures there, but have closets, milk safes
and the like readily movable, and keep
them away from the walls. It pays to
have a cement, or better, an asphalt floor.
If well made it can be thoroughly washed.
It helps to keep out moisture, ground air
and vermin, and can be cleaned as readily
as stone, and better than wood. Stone or
hard brick in cement or asphalt will do.
Soft brick are bad ; and wood on the soil,
very bad —the bare goil is better than
that. Cellar walls should be coated with
fresh and caustic milk of lime(true white-
wash,) ceilings to be treated in the same
way, if practicable, and kept free from
cobwebs and dirt. A damp and musty
odor should never be tolerated in the cel-
lar air. Keep it sweet and pure for the
very simple but important reason that it
determines very largely the character of
the air of the house.

The house itself.— All floors should be
well jointed, tight, smooth and saturated
with boiled linseed oil, or painted; but
the oil is best to prevent fouling by offen-
sive matters, which must happen to a
floor not so protected. A well-made floor
smooth, and well oiled, is so sightly and
easily cleaned and kept clean, that carpets
are unnecessary. The carpet, as common-
ly used, cut to the size of the floor and
tacked down for months at a time, always
retains filth in and under itself, which the
most careful sweeping will not remove.
The rug, home made or bought, is cheap-
er, cleaner, healthier, easily aired, dusted
or cleaned, and fortunately, is now fash-
ionable.

The walls of the rooms should be lime-
washed in simple colors or painted. Wall
paper and kalsomine are retainers-of of-
fensive matter ; the cheap glue of the one,
and the paste used to put on the other,
are very liable to decay. All housekeep-
ers know what a job it is to remove them,
which must be done before another appli-
cation® Arsenic is common in many wall
papers, and has caused sickness in such
c)mbination; therefore for health, use
lime-wash or paint on room walls. If the
last, it should be thin and a rapid dryer.

As to ceilings, they should not be paint-
ed or papered. Better lime-wash them.
Part of the ventilation of rooms ig (if per-
mitted), through the ceiling into the gar-
ret, or the space between joists and thence
to the garret.

Closets and clothes-presses readily and
usnally become dirty, musty and offensive.
The musty odor here and elsewhere in in-
habited places is caused by the decay of
organic matter. It is due to a vegetable
growth, microscopic In size, and for that
reason all the more readily floated in the
air and breathed. Destroy it by cleanli-
ness, dryness, ventilation and light.

Winter clothing should be thoroughly
aired and well shaken out of doors before
packing away. Old boots, shoes and the
like should go to the repair shop, to the
compost heap, or buried near the roots of
vines or trees.

Bed Rooms and Bedding.— Sleeping
rooms are best off the ground floor. For
mattresses, hair leads, of course ; next may
be put fresh and bright oat straw. For
cover nothing*equals the all-wool blanket
no matter how coarse its texture. The
“comforter,” —i. e., cotton batting as a
filling between two layers of cotton cloth,
is as usually made, a very poor substitute,
a retainer of foul odors, and in case of in-
fectious diseases, dangerous. It is difficult
to wash, and in too many cases is permit-
ted to go unwashed. A better plan for a
comforter is to replace the cotton batting
with washed and carded wool, Thin,
light, tidy and warm, it is almost the
eider down quilt. For summer use, light,
all-wool blankets, with a neat, Marseilles
or calico spread are best. Always use
sheets on the bed, as you wear under-
clothing on the body.

Beds should be shaken up and exposed
to the open airand sunlight for an hourin
the forenoon ; windows and blinds open,
too, for a free ventilation. Bed rooms,
for summer use, should be uncarpeted and
contain no more furniture than is useful.
Cleanliness, ventilation and sunlight, are
even more important here than in other

rooms. Iron beds and wire mattresses,
than wood.

The garret should be treated as a closet
through which much of the vitiated air o
the house finds its way to the outside;
therefore, be sure that it has windows and
is well lighted. Leave its windows wide
open the season through. Put in bars, if
you please; but its free ventilation makes
the house cooler in summer and its air
purer in winter.
