You need not 
examine your oonscienoe about it, 
and you will find nothing against it 
in the Constitution of the United 
States ; you may be on your way to 
give your last flve dollars to the 
poor, or to visit » sick neighbor 
but, by that ommission, yon stamp 
yourself at once as being outside the 
sacred circle in which society in­
cludes gentlemen.—From “A Gen­
tleman,” by Maurice Francis Egan.

Tae requirements of 
the “ Motu Proprio, ” he said, were 
chiefly the resumption of the Gre­
gorian chant,' the formation ol 
liturgical choirs and congregational 
singing, that is, active participation 
Tty the people in the solemn ser­
vices of the Qhuroh.

“In all of this, however, the 
benig heart of Pius X., is (nil ol 
consideration for onr weakness, ’’ 
said Dr. Holly. “ He does not re- 
c^uire the impossible; he wishes this 
reform carried out quam primam, 
as soon aa possible. Provided we 
do the beat we can and ever strive 
to do better yet, we shall satisfy the 
Holy Father, ‘ He who loveth his 
brother hath fulfiled|tbe law.’ For 
those who show themselves proud 
and contemptuous, he has condign 
punishment in reserve.”

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On February 28th, the Cana­
dian Pacific Railway forwarded 
to the Treasurer of the Province 
of Quebec a check for seven 
million dollars This represents 
the balance due on the price of 
the Quebec, Montreal, Ottawa and 
Occidental Railway, running be­
tween Montreal and Quebec, which 
the Ohapleau government sold to 
the company in 1882, and on 
which the company has been pay­
ing interest ever since. The 
amount is to be applied in redac­
tion of the Provincial debt.

Military circles at Vienna are 
much interested in the recent in­
vention of a Hungarian which, it 

. is asserted, will revolutionize 
naval warfare. It consists of an 
electrical device enabling the lay­
ing of guns with perfect accuracy 
on any target in any kind of 
weather. When all the guns are 
connected they can be operated 
by one man. The first trials made 
at Spezzia resulted in Great 
Britain ordering two of the ap 
pliances, Germany three and 
Russia five.

The grain and flour section of 
the Toronto Board of Trade, have 
passed a resolution urging upon 
the government the desirability 
of offering liberal terms for the 
annexation of Newfoundland and 
the West India Islands to the 
Canadian Confederation. The 
resolution pointed out that the 
annexation of the West Indies 
would give Canada tropical fruits 
and products at low cost, and 
would enable Newfoundland to 
come in by supplying a good 
market for her fish as well as a 
market for the flour and agricul­
tural products of the rest of the 
Dominion.

The Public Accounts of the 
Province of Ontario submitted to 
the Legislature by Hon. Mr. 
Hanna on Feby 28th, show a 
balance in favor of the Province 
on last years financial transactions, 
of $620,159.68. The receipts were 
$6,016,173.42 and the expenditure 
$5,396,016.74. The financial state­
ment of Manitoba for the last fiscal 
year was submitted to the Legis­
lature a few days ago, and it shows 
a surplus $465,123 on the years 
transactions. This is but one of 
a series of surpluses which com­
menced shortly after the Roblin 
Government came into power. 
Under Greenway the finances of 
the Province were in a wretched 
condition ; there was nothing but 
debt and deficits. The Govern­
ments of Ontario and Manitoba 
are Conservative, and the financial 
showing they make and their 
general conduct of public business 
prove the wisdom of the electors 
in those Provinces in sustaining 
in power Governments of which 
they have just cause to be proud. 
What a marked contrast these 
Governments present to the Lib­
eral administration of P. E. Is­
land, who can boast of nothing 
but their ability to create deficits 
and roll up the public debt

Schooner Stranded.

Swept from steam to stern by 
mountainous seas in the teeth of a 
sixty-mile gale, an unknown four- 
masted schooner was bard aground 
one thousands yards off shore near 
Norfolk, Va , on Feby aSth. The 
life savers at Oape Henry were power­
less to aid the crew aboard the 
standard vessel. A worse night on 
the coast had not been experienced 
this winter. A blinding storm of 
snow and sleet was driving down the 
shore, and over the «ea before the 
tempest that was blowing out of the 
north-east. The schooner, made out 
by the life savers to be the Grace 
Davis, Captain Gercbell, was sighted 
about four o'clock Wednesday after­
noon by coast guards from the Cape 
Henry Station, who at once notified 
Captain Holmes. A close watch 
was keet on the vessel, and she struck 
directly off the Station shortly after- 

ards. Captain Patridge and his crew 
from the station at Virginia Beach 
were called to the aid of the Oape 
Henry Savers, and the combined 
force began efforts to secure the crew 
of the schooner. Two shots from 
the Lisle gun fell lar short of the 
mark. Their range is 6oo yards. Then 
the big Hunt gun was brought into 
action, and twice it hurled a line bear­
ing prrjectile towards the stranded 
craft, but with no result, BRh failed 
to make the distance. The surf as 
running made it impossible for a life 
boat to live, and no attempt was made 
to lunah one, The crew of the 
schooner had not been seen by those 
on shore, and were thought to be 
staying below. The schooner still 
maintained an even keel, but was be­
ing terribly punished by the sea, and 
her staunchness alone pulled her 
through the night, The life savers 
gave up all hopes of effecting a rescue 
before roorning andkept a close watch 
on the vessel. The schooner struck 
about t.ooo yard» off shore ind by 
nine o’clock hid been beaten in two 
hundred yards, but still out of the 
life guns’ range. Her standing jib was 
set, but all the sails were in tatters 
She is loaded with coal. Tne 
schooner Grace Davis is from Por- 
laod, Me , and was built at Yarmouth 
She is 3$2 net tonnage, and •)$ pom- 
prise her regular crew.

News from Moncton.

Joseph Perrigo, a pit fore'man in 
the I. 0. C., roundhouse, sustained 
painful but not serious scalds Wednes 
day afternoon. He, with other em­
ployees, waa working around a loco­
motive in the shops when he went un­
der the engine to look after some 
work. Under the engine was a pit 
full of boiling water and in this the 
unfortunate man was in an instant 
submerged to his hips. He quickly 
pulled himself out, but not before hi« 
boots and clothing had been filled 
with scalding water. His sufferings 
were intense and he was taken home 
on a stretcher. Owing to the incle­
ment weather Wednesday morning a 
large number of men who might have 
obtained employment at clearing up 
the ruins of the shops, did not go to 
work, but Thursday morning it was 
expected that a large majority of the 
employees of all departments would 
be at work of some kind. That it is 
the intention of the management lo 
immediately start work, is evidenced 
by the fact that they purchased from 
the city a 150 horse power electric 
engine, with which to immediately 
start up a portion of the machinery

New Canadian Demur­
age Rules.

The new car demurrage rules re­
cently announced by the Board of 
Railway Commissioners become ef­
fective throughout Canada on March 
1st. Twenty four hours is allowed 
for loading a car and a charge of a 
dollar a day thereafter is made for de­
lay caused by the shipper. A con­
signee is given twenty-four hours af 
ter notice in which to pay charges 
and directing the placing of cars for 
unloading. Forty eight hours more 
ere allowed for unloading coal, coke 
and lime and for loading or unload 
iog lumber. At tidewater ports five 
is allowed in which to unload lumber 
or hay for export. In parts of Can 
ada under the Manitoba Grain Act, 
twenty four hours is allowed in which 
to load grain.

Concerning e despatch to e London 
newspaper from Washington In effect 
that Emperor William contemplated a 
dramatic stroke by announcing to the 
world that France and Germany had 
agreed, the delegatee declare, that they 
do not eopproee information warrant­
ing such a statement The voting at 
Algeciras Saturday on the proposition 
of Arthur Nieolson, chief of the British 
delegation, to proceed to the immediate 
discussion of the Moroccan police ques­
tion, gives groat satisfaction in Paris 
chiefly because France has ranged with 
her a large majority of the powers, 
while Germany is among the small min­
ority. The officials had even consider­
ed Austria as doubtful, and had Ans 
tria balloted in the affirmative the en­
tire voteof Europe and America would 
have been ranged on the aide of France. 
The reeult also affects the diplomatic 
status of the controversey. Germany 
wants to settle the bank question before 
that of the police ; but France does not 
wish too greet concession on the bank 
until she is sore that Germany will 
make a reciprocal move concerning the 
police. The indications are that if 
Germany refuses to give way on the 
police France will not yield on the 
bank, thns accentuating the former 
deadlock by carrying it into open con 
ference.

Germany and France 
Will now be Compell­
ed to Show Their 
Aims.

Advices of the 3rd, from Algeciras 
say :—The conference on Moroccan re­
forms took a most i pi portant step today 
by deciding on the initiative of Great 
Britain to proceed to the immediate 
dieonsslon of tfie police question. After 
Sir Arthur Wieoleon, chief of the British 
delegation, had enbmitted this proposi­
tion. the Marquis Visconnti Voosfa, 
head of the Italian mission, actively 
seconded it, eloquently appealing for 
conciliation and asking for the abandon­
ment of the absolute and unbending 
standpoints taken by Prance and Ger. 
many. Bis words were listened tg 
with reepectfni deference. The voting 
showed that Germany had with her 
Austria and Morocco, while represents, 
lives of other powers snpported Sir 
Arthur Nieolson. One of the delegates 
moved that the police question should 
be referred to a split committee, which 
•honld prepare a project end submit it 
to the conference, bnt this proposition 
received a negative vote. The result of 
tfie yote on Sir Arthur NicoIson's pro. 
posai has caused something qf * sense 
tlon, as it means that the delloet 
Franco-German contest over the police 
ing of Morocco has been forced to de­
cisive issue, in which both sides wi 1 be 
00mpelle to show their hand. More 
over, the voting gave the first indica­
tion of the strength qf the two sides 
While thig way P°t deqisjve, ay the 
question waa not upon the merits qf 
the police, yet it disclosed that Austria 
aqtj kfqrogco were the only countries 
voting with flereqany, }t is qndefytoqg 
that France will not present a police 
project to the conference, and that 
therefore ehe will be counselled simply 
on the question of principle involved.

In the Imperial Parlia­
ment.

A bill bee been introduced in the 
Commons to remove the embsrgo on 
Canadian cattle. It is in charge of 
Thomss Cairns, of Newcsstle, Green- 
wood, York. The debate on the second 
reading is expected on April 6. It ie 
said all the members from Scotland 
pledged their support. Even should it 
pass the Commons it may be killed in 
the Lords. In the meantime tboee fav­
oring the embargo are preparing for a 
big deputation to wait on Lord Carring 
ton on March 6. Sir Howard Vincent 
hae introduced an amendment to the 
Merchandise Marks Act, with the ob 
ject of distinguishing colonial from 
foreign imports. In mdvocating self- 
government for the Transvaal, Lord 
Elgin said: “As between responsible 
government and representative govern 
ment I had no hesitation in choosing in 
favor of responsiWlw government. Sev­
enty years ago a similar question arose, 
when the principles of responsible gov­
ernment were advocated and pnt in force 
bv my grandfather sad my father. It 
ie an encouragement to me, taking the 
view which I have ventmed to express, 
that I am following the principles which 
they have thns expressed and which 
have resulted in a prosperous and loyal 
Dominion of Canada.

Tribal Government 
Ceases.

A despatch of the 3rd inat. from Mas 
kogee, Indian Territory, saya : At mid­
night tonight, in accordance with the 
act of Congress, the tribal government 
in Indian Territory cease to exist. The 
break-up of the governments means the 
distribution and allotment of lar^e funds 
and great tracts of land heretofore held 
hr the tribes in common. By the dis­
tribution the Indian becomes a full- 
fledged citizen of the United States. 
For the first time he will be enabled to 
vote and enjoy also the privilege of pay­
ing taxes. He will be eligible to hold 
public office and consequently when the 
territories are admitted to atatehood it 
is more than likely that the congres­
sional delegation from Indian Territory 
and Oklahoma will include one or more 
full-blooded Indians. General Pleasant 
Porter, chief of the Creek nation is prom­
inently mentioned for the Senate.

Accord­
ing to some reports their eflorte were 
nol without the sympathy of the em­
press. When it became apparent that 
Premier Witte and the emperor's coon 
dtlors, who argued that only such a re­
nunciation of the imperial power aa this 
coold sppease the sentiment of the 
country, would carry the day, Count 
Ignatleff made a last personal appeal to 
the emperor warning him bluntly that 
on the eve of the assembling of the na­
tional assembly such an irrevocable etep 
would pnt an end forever to the auto­
cracy. The emperor, however, remain­
ed firm and ordered a vote to be taken, 
and when the proposition was carried 
hie majesty formally confirmed the de­
cision. The cabal ie represented to have 
been driven to desperation by the defeat 
and there are sinister rumors of an at­
tempt at a palace revolution. Iu high 
quarters, however, such a possibility is 
scouted. The emperor’s determination 
to abide by bis promises of Oct. 30 was 
announced finally and resolutely in 
answer to a reactionary delegatiou from 
Ivanovo-Veaensenk, which asked him 
to withdraw hie manifesto and to gov­
ern the country as his fathers bad done. 
In reply to the deputation the emperor 
eaid : The reforms promulgated Oct. 30 
are progressing without deviation. 
While the rights accorded the people 
remain unaltered my autocratic power 
will ever remain as it always has been.” 
The emperor’s allusion to the retention 
of autocratic power refers probably to a 
change in the definition of the imperial 
powers under the fundamental law in 
which, though the word “ antimite” is 
eliminated, the expreseion “autocratic” 
Is retained, the official explanation be 
ing that the title " autocratic” which 
was assumed when Russia shook off the 
Tartar yoke, denotee independence 0 

other sovereigns and has no reference to 
internal conditions.

During a meeting on Sunday of the 
Father Gapon organization which was 
investigating the scandal involving 
charges of accepting money from the 
government, an accused member dram­
atically committed suicide. With the 
recent disappearance of Matusbeneky, 
the assistant of Father Gapon, who was 
charged with embezzling $12,000 be­
longing to the workmen’s organization, 
it wae discovered that the moderate 
labor manifesto of Oct. 30th, last, was 
subsidizsd by the government which 
supplied funds for the rent of club 
housse and for literature. The revolu­
tion was made by the organization who 
complained that $12,000 of the funds 
furnished through former Minister of 
Commerce Timirisz*ff had not reached 
the treasury of the moderate party. 
When Matushensky was arrested at 
Saratoff Feb. 24, it was eaid that he 
would be taken to St. Petersburg for 
trial and that the proceedings against 
him were expected to be sensational on 
account of hie relations with Premier 
Witte and former Minister of Com­
merce Timiriazeg and other prominent 
persons.

Railway Land Damages

Ad Ottawa despatch of Feb 26th says : 
The appeglln Warburton vs. King was 
heard in the Supreme Court today. It 
is the last case on the Maretime Prov 
ince list. The appellant owns landsi 
alleged to be valuable for résidentiel 
purposes, on the shore front at Charlotte­
town, P. E. I., part of which were taken 
compulsorily for the Murray Harbor 
branch of the P. E. I. Railway, and 
thereby depreciation and damages are 
alleged to have been cansed to the re 
mainder of the property. In a salt in the 
Exchequer Court, Mr. Justice Barbidge 
allowed $2,612 with interest at five per 
cent, for the land expropriated, and 
$2,600 for damages with costa upon the 
issue as to compensation. The grounds 
for appeal are that both assessments are 
inadequate, and in view of the evidence, 
onght to be materially increased, say to 
$10,000 at least, according to current 
prices. John H. Moss appeared for the 
appellant, and Hon. Solicitor General 
Lemieux for the Crown. On conclusion 
of the arguments, judgment was reserv 
ed, and the Court adjourned until Thars 
day next, the first of March. Yester 
day’s advices ssy the appeal was dis 
missed.

About Niagara Falls.

An Ottawa despstch of Feby 28th say : 
Before Canada adopts any policy with 
Respect of the preservation of N’agara 
Falls, the Minister of Pnblic Works, 
Hon. C. S. Hyman, feels that the fullest 
official data should be obtained as to 
the extent to which the scenic beauty 
ol the Falls, will be impaired by the 
operations of poser development com 
panies, having authority ;to generate 
electrical energy, Accordingly he has 
made the suggestion that the Interna: 
tional Waterways Commission should 
appoint sxperts to make surveys, end 
compile the necessary information, and 
prononnee authoritatively wether, and 
to what extent the Falls are being de 
faced or injured. Mr. Hyman’s sugges­
tion will be considered at a meeting of 
the Commission to be held, probably iu 
Toronto next week. If the idea ie ap­
proved of and the information sought 
for is obtained, both the Dominion ano 
United States Governments will be 
better able to reaeh a conclusion which 
will be fortified by the beet engineering 
sevice.

King Edward in Paris,

King Edward’s visit to Paris is 
attracting great attention, enor­
mous crowds cheering his every 
appearance on the streets. 
The cordiality of the greetings 
exchanged between the king and 
President Fallieres during his 
majesty’s official call at the Elysee 
Palace was much remarked. The 
conversation between the two 
lasted half an hour. Later the 
president returned the call at the 
British embassy, where a state 
dinner waa held in the evening; at 
which President Fallieres and 
Premier Rouvier with their wives, 
were among the guests. There 
were no speeches during the 
dinner. Afterward King Edward, 
President Failures and M. 
Rouvier conversed for nearly an 
hour in the smoking room. Dur­
ing the course of the day former 
Presidents Loubet and Casimir- 
Perier left their cards at the 
British embassy, f he king invit­
ed M. Loubet to dinner on Mon­
day.

LOCAL AND OTHER ITEMS

In consequence of good roads there 
was a fairly large attendance at the 
market yesterday. With tbe excep­
tion of eggs, which sold for 15 and 16 
cents a dozen, the prices were the same 
as last week.

Saturday was a busy day for the various 
officials at the Deep Water Terminus, 
Halifax. The 1396 passengers who landed 
from the Allan Mail steamer Tunisian, 
together with their baggage, which 
amounted to considerable, were handled 
most expeditiously, and by the evening all 
were “westward bound.” About 250 of 
the passengers, saloon and second cabin, 
left by the mail train, soon after the ship 
docked.

While a van full of prisoners was on 
its way from the ail to the court honee 
in Montreal a few days ago, it was 
struck by a street ;car on 
St. Penis street and three attendants 
who were in charge were thrown to tbe 
pavement by the shock and badly in­
jured. Although the van was badly 
wrecked, the nine prisoners made no ef­
fort to escape, and were taken to the 
coart in cabs.

Another waa added on the 1st, inat, to 
the long list of big hotels with the 
formal opening of the new Marlboiough- 
Blenheim at Atlantic City, N. J. The 
new structure has attracted the attention 
of builders and architects all over the 
country because of the fact that it is the 
largest building of re-inforced concrete in 
the world, the architecture coming down 
from 27 B. C. The main structure ia 12 
stories high and with the annex eontaina 
accomodations for 1,100 guesta. The 
mammoth aun parlor overlooking the 
Boardwalk accomodates 2,000 persona.

Aa a matter of precaution Mobile, 
Alabama, on the 1st, inat., put into effect 
a modified form of quarantine against 
Havana and other tropical ports. All 
vessels will be detained at quarantine for 
inspection, the length of time to be 
determined by the health offices. Every 
passenger will undergo examination. If 
there is any suspicious sickness on board 
the patient or patients will be isolated and 
the steamer and passengers held the 
required period. Through passengers for 
points beyond Mobile are not affected by 
the quarantine regulations.

t|A bsd fire occurred in the store of 
Nelson Brothers, Merchants, Richmond 
Street, between six and seven o’clock 
last evening. The firemen responded 
to the call and got the fire under control 
in a short time ; bat not before a great 
amount of damage had been done to 
the store and goods. The fire and 
water damage to the goods must be 
very great. The most regrettable 
feature is that they had no insurance on 
their stock, and but $500,000 on the 
building.

The Imperial troops completely evaouat 
ed Halifax when, at eight Monday morn­
ing the Royal Engineers, the last Imperial 
unit, left their barracks and, played 
through the streets by the Royal Canadian 
band, embarked on the Lake Champlain to 
sail at three o’clock that afternoon for Eng­
land. The garrison is now completely in 
the hands of Canadians. It is understood 
that the Eequimault garrison will be taken 
over by the Canadian authorities about 
May 1st. The Dominion at present pay 
all costs and the Imperial authoritiea were 
notified some time ago that Canada was 
ready to assume entire control.

A rumor comes to Toronto from Calgary 
to the effect that William Hayward, on t 
charge of murdering, whom Charles Ring 
was hanged in Edmonton last summer 
was recently seen alive in the Northern 
wilds where the tragedy is believed to have 
taken place. King was convicted on a 
second trial—the evidence, though strong 
and incriminating, being entirely circum 
sbantial. This lends additional interest to 
the case, although a few put much credence 
in the rnmor which has become widespread. 
The evidence was so strong that there could 
be but a slight possibility of such a terrible 
mistake occurring, although King died 
protesting that he was innocent.

The War Department at Washington 
has under consideratiqn a suggestion to 
employ the Philippine scouts should there 
be any occasion to use troops in China. 
There are now about 5,000 of these scouts 
distributed through the archipelago, and 
some of the army here who have 
commanded them in the Philippines are 
strongly of the opinion that, properly 
offered by Americans, these Philippine 
•coats weald be admirably sui^d for 
Chinese service if any United States 
forces were ever needed there, ft ia 
recalled that the Spaniards employed 
Pnilippine scouts with great success in 
the combined operation in Cochin, China, 
which resulted in the French acquisition 
of Tonquin. Points urged in favor of 
that scheme are : first, economy ; for the 
scouts are much cheaper to maintain in 
the service than American troops, drawing 
less pay and subsisting on a muoh less 
expensive ration • and secondly, they are 
really of tittle use at present and might 
not he depended upon to fire upon their 
own people in case of insurrection } hence 
they may be replaced by white troops.

According to a Halifax despatch of 
tbe 4th, inst., the story comes from 
Paris of a wonderfnl new variety of 
potatoes which is being introduced into 
France. In 1901 there was brought to 
that country a few of the native potatoes 
of Uruguay, which were very small in 
size and too bitter for use aa food, 
were culivated aqd developed till now 
it is claimed they are of surpassing pro­
ductiveness and excellence. They pro­
duce from 1000 to 1300 bushels per acre, 
of excellent quality and grow beat on 
wet boggy soil. The tubers frequently 
are from two to four pounds in weight 
and cluster closely ahqqt the ataifc near 
or $>aitiy above tbe surface of the 
ground. Thoogh changing to a greenish 
color when thns exposed to the sun 
they do not acquire a bitter taate or 
poisonous quality as oqr potatoes do nn 
der these oonditions. No disease affects 
the new potato and the stalks are ex 
cellent food for cattle. There are still 
other high claims for the new potato, 
bat let these suffice.

Important Decision on 
Bequests for Masses.

A decision just handed down by 
the Court of Appeal in Dublin, on 
the sbujact of bequests for Hasses, 
settles eatiefaotorily what has hith­
erto been a great grievance to Irish 
Catholics. Hitherto snob bequests 
were not regarded as charitable and 
valid unless there was an express or 
implied declaration that the Masses 
were to be said in public. Hence­
forth no declaration of the bind will 
be necessary, lhe Court of Appeal 
having decided that a bequest for 
Masses, whether directed to be pub­
licly celebrated or not, must be taken 
as a pious or charitable use, and, as 
such, legally valid.

The judgment was on an appeal 
by his Eminence Cardinal Logue 
against an order of the Master of the 
Bolls declaring that a gift under the 
will of the late Ellen MoLoughlin, of 
Portadown, for Masses for the re­
pose of the souls of her late husband, 
her children and hersi If was void, 
because there was no direction that 
the Masses should be celebrated in 
public. The court, which consisted 
of the Lord Chancellor, the Lord 
Chief Baron, Lord Justice Fitzgib- 
bon and Lord Justioe Holmes, un­
animously reversed the judgment of 
the Master of the Rolls, and declared 
that the interpretation of the word 
“ charitable” is to depend on the 
view of the particular church to 
which the testator belonged as to 
what may constitute a charity, and 
that, therefore,n't was not necessary 
to specify that the Masses should be 
said in public, as it was a doctrine of 
the Roman Catbclio Church that a 
mere naked bequest for Masses to be 
said for the repose of souls is “ char­
itable.’’

“ Non-Catholics generally, and not 
a few 0 ilbolicr, have very incorreo' 
notions of the meaning of the offer­
ings which are made to priests by 
members of the faithful who desire 
to have M «8t.es said for a special in­
tention. Highly interesting, there­
fore, are the speeches (which fill a 
page of the Dublin Frennar) made 
by the learned judges when giving 
their decision.

Lord Chief Baron Pallas, who is a 
Catholic, said in part :

“ I do not consider the money to be 
a consideration for the celebration. 
In no period of the Christian Obnrob 
would such a bargain be other than 
eimooiacal. Tbe true nature of the 
bequest was that of an alms to the 
clergyman, just as frankalmoigne 
alms was in the nature of a gift ; bn 
the gift was accompanied by a re­
quest for the celebration, and the 
Church would not permit the clergy 
man to receive the benefit and dis­
appoint tbe expedition, and it im­
posed upon his conscience the obli­
gation to perform the service, The 
obligation, however, to bis mind, was 
one1 to the Church, and not to tbe 
testator, and certainly was to be en­
forced only by the Obnrob. The 
honorarium, then, was an alms and 
a recognized mode of supplementing 
the income of the clergyman, and 
was applicable to his support and 
maiden nee.”

Lord Justice Fi'zgibbon, a Prot­
estant, said :

“Speaking with all reverence of a 
faith which I do not hold, touching 
the mystery of Godliness, I oould not 
impute to any individual professing 
the Roman Catholic religion tbat he 
regarded a gift of money for Masses 
aa a means of securing a private end 
exclusive benefit for himself alone 
from such a sacrifice as being much, 
if st all, short of blasphemous, and as 
1 understand the proved doctrine of 
the Chnrcb, it would certainly be 
heresy.”

Lord Justice Holmes, also a Prot­
estant, said :

“If I were obliged to arrive at a 
judicial conclusion as to whether the 
public celebration of tbe Mass con­
fers a public benefit on those who 
bear it, I mast consider the doctrine 
that is embodied in the rite. I 
might adopt tbe declaration of the 
Council of Trent regarding the sac­
rifice of tbe Mass, or I might adopt 
tbe strong language of the thirty- 
first Article of Religion in the Eng­
lish Book of Common Prayer. In 
the one case it would necessarily 
follow that the celebration, whether 
in public or private, would confer a 
public benefit ; in tbe other case it 
would just as necessarily follow tbat 
no such benefit is possible. No 
court of justice in this country can 
be called on to decide such a question 
as this. Whst we can determine 
with certainty is this, that it is part 
of the creed of the most ancient 
Church in Western Christendom, of 
which tbe testator was a member, 
that the Mess is a true sacrifice offer, 
ed to Ged by tbe priest in the name 
of the Church whose minister he is ; 
that every Maes, whether public or 
private, is believed to bring down 
blessings to the world, and that all 
the faithful, present or absent, alive 
or dead, participate in those bless­
ings. Now, if this be true, there 
can, I think, be no doubt tbat a be­
quest for tbe purpose of having pri­
vate Masses celebrated would be 
charitable, and a temporal court in 
Ireland, having no authority to de­
cide for itself whether it is true or 
not, must take as its guide the be­
lief of tbe Church of which the tes­
tator is a member. I understand 
this to be the law, and on this ground 
I concur in holding that the appeal 
ought to be allowed."

matician, and an observer of natural 
phenomena. He made an original 
examination of the Koran and critic­
ally dieooeeed its contente, and in 
medicine be introduced an improve­
ment which in an altered form hag 
continued in use to this day. This 
improvement wae the counting of 
the puise, which up to hie time had 
been felt and discussed in many waye 
but never counted. Tbe first method 
of a new invention is often unneces­
sarily cumbrous, but this does not 
detract from the merit of the man 
who first discerne its principle. 
Nicholas of Casa proposed to com­
pare the rate of pulses by weighing 
the quantity of water run out of a 
water clock while the pulse beat 100 
times. Thus, he said, you may 
easily prove tbe degree in which tbe 
pulse of a young man ie more rapid 
than that of an old man.

“‘The weight, therefore, of water 
that flows ont in relation to the dif. 
feront pulses in the youth, in the 
aged man, in the healthy and the 
eiok ought necessarily to lead to a 
truer knowledge of the disease, one 
weight being proper to the one in­
firmity and a different weight to an 
other.'

“ The manufacture of watohee 
with second hands has since given ns 
a simpler method of counting, hot 
the method of introducing this use­
ful kind of observation into clinical 
medicine belongs to Nicholas of 
Cusa. He is buried in tbe church 
from which be took his title, Si. 
Peter at Vincula. Devotion attracts 
many people to this ohnrob, and a 
love of art, since it contains a great 
work of Michael Angelo, many oth­
ers, and science adds a third interest 
in the monament of this improver of 
clinical medicine. His tomb has no 
ornament but its inscription ; yet it 
is not improper to consider that he 
bag a more lasting memorial in his 
commemoration over tbe whole 
globe wherever medicine is practised 
by the simple clinical method of ob­
servance which he was the first to 
complete.”

In Maine and in Brittany

As a striking contrast to the 
charges of looting shipwrecked ves. 
sels which Mr. Wasson alleges 
against certain Maine coast dwellers, 
in hie book, “ The Green Shay,” let 
ns consider tbe wreck some months 
ago of the British steamer St. Hilda 
in sight of St. Maloin Rrittany, and 
the conduct of the Catholio Bretons 
toward the ill-fated vessel and its un­
fortunate sailors and passengers. 
The New Zealand Tablet thus tells 
tbe story :

“There were one hundred and 
thirty four persons on board when 
the vessel struck. When daylight 
came six of them were rescued, 
frozen almost to death. Tbe re­
mainder had their souls battered out 
against tbe cruel rooks Most of the 
victims were tbe pious Breton Cath­
olio peasants who cross to England 
with tbe produce of their little onion- 
farms in the late summer and early 
autumn of every year. * They are,' 
says a sympathetic writer in an Eng­
lish paper, * among the most desira­
ble of aliens, and from Bristol to 
Hastings and Dover one may see 
them, with theircleanly and sweetly- 
clad women-folk, going on Sunday 
to the Catholio Chnroh. The Bre­
ton onion-seller who bas come into 
contact with the police,’ he adds, 
‘ would take a deal of looking for.1 
The human freight on the ill-fated 
‘ Hilda’ compressed into those last 
fearsome minntes enough of life to 
make the youngest of them feel the 
touch of ege. Yet there was no 
panic. The passing of the vessel 
was lighted np by a qoiet heroism 
that woo Id convert a cynic—even a 
youthful one. The Breton onion 
sellers busied themselves, along with 
the two devoted stewardesses, in 
fastening life-belts around the woman 
and children. Then they quietly 
and prayerfully waited for the end. 
For most of them it came speedily 
amidst
‘ The trampling surf
On the rooks and tbe hard sea-sand.’

“ When daylight came, gallant 
fellows risked their lives among the 
jigged black rocks and the tossing 
white waters to rescue the little 
handful of survivors. 1 The be­
havior of tbe Bretons,’ says the 
Christchurch Press, ‘ in searching 
for the bodies of tbe victims and 
oaring for them when found was 
beyond praise, and correspondents 
note that although there were rings 
on the dead women's fingers, bank, 
notes in the pockets of the mer, and 
thousands of pounds worth of gold 
in the belts of the drowned onion- 
sellers, nothing was touched. ‘No 
thanks are due,' was the reply of a 
parish priest to a correspondent who 
spoke ct the delicacy and extreme 
kindness of tbe people. ‘ We have 
done what was meet for people who 
are onr friends.’ ”—S. H. Review,

Parish, in the capital of Norway, he 
won brilliant reputation, not only in 
his own country, but in Sweden,
Denmark and Germany, being known 
not only as an eloquent preacher, 
but as a man of profound and varied 
learning. His great treatise on dog­
matic theology, in five volumes, won 
a speedy place as the standard work 
on that subject throughout the 
Lutheran church, and it is probable 
that, since the conversion of John 
Henry Newman, just sixty years ago, 
no similar event has caused such 
commotion in Protestant circles as 
the news that Dr. Krogh-Tonning 
has been received into the Catholic 
Church by a Jesuit Father at Aargus, 
in Denmark.

Writers in the religious press and 
the learned reviews of Northern 
Europe have endeavored to disguise 
the general dismay at the desertion 
of the Lutheran ranks by the most 
learned theologian of that church, by 
finding that in all bis later dogmatic 
writings he has shown a marked 
tendency towards Catholicism, and 
that, in bis final step he was only “ Will you grant me one last favor 
logically following out the principles before 1 go?” asked the rejected
which he had long before adopted as 
his own. This is very likely true, 
but it dose not make his actual con­
version a less noteworthy event.

Dr. Krogh-Tonning was long ago 
marked for advancement to a bish­
opric in the Norwegian Lutheran 
Church, and his loss to that body has 
been a very serious one. His theolo­
gical works, published while be was a 
Protestant, are written in tbe German 
language, but he has brought out in 
Latin, since bis conversion, a singu­
larly beautiful treatise, as luminous as 
it is profound, on grace and free-will. 
The actual title of this work, which 
should be in the hands of every 
student of theology, is “ De Gratia 
Chrtsti et Libero Arbitrio,” and it is 
published by Dybwod & Brugger, of 
Christiania.—Missionary.

How the Jesuits Mind 
Their Own Business.

A daily paper, noting some 
charges of appointment among the 
Jesuits, says : “The orders trans­
ferring both Jesuit Fathers were 
attended by the secrecy which usu­
ally characterized the transaction ol 
business of the Jesuit order.” The 
Catholic Transcript remarks : — 
That’s so. It is curious that the 
members of a religious community 
should wish to conduct their own 
business without taking the inqui 
itive reporter into their confidence. 
The mystery of it all is that the 
average Jesuit is blessed with 
faculty of adjusting himself to any 
condition that may arise. Today in 
the full blaze of publicity, tomorrow 
hidden away in a country mission 
One year a college president, another 
a curate in a city parish. These are 
the ‘ secret Romans that have spake 
the word and will not falter.

Certain editorial articles have ap­
peared in the Boston Transcript 
which would give one the impres­
sion that the New York Review- 
high-class Catholio publication of re­
cent establishment—was an organ of 
“ liberal Catholicism,” or of “ a new 
Catholicism,” whatever that may be 
The Very Rev. J. F. Driscoll, D. D., 
president of St. Joseph’s Seminary, 
Dnnwoodie, in a letter to the Trans, 
oript of Feb. 18, writes to correct 
this impression. He says: “ It is 
hardly necessary to say that there is 
not the least intention on the part of 
the founders and promoters of the 
Review to inaugurate a movement 
that oonld in any sense be termed 
‘ a new Catholicism.’ To entertain 
such an idea would be absurd—there 
oould be no surer means of defeating 
the real purpose we had in view,” 
Again, Father Driscoll says : “ We 
desire, moreover, to affirm most em 
phatioally that the New York Sem­
inary (and the same is true of the 
New York Review) will stand for 
nothing tbat can be taken as a de 
parture from strict orthodoxy.”

Words to people’s ears may gonrd 
loud ; words to their eyes, that is to 
say tbe beautiful deeds of tbe devoir 
Catholic life, are often as loud as tb 
trumpet of Sinai—God’s lovint 
speech, God’s human dooumeo's 
Catch your Protestant neighbor’- 
eye with your temperate, truthful 
honorable and charitable deeds ; 
oatoh his eye and yon will catch bis 
heart.”

Commenting on Archbishop 
Keane’s remark tbat “the man wLo 
slights bis work and gives his em­
ployer less than he agrees to give is a 
thief, and and labor union that up­
holds him in this slighting of work is 
a school of thievery,” the Catholic 
Sentinel says: “The extent of this 
sort of thievery is simply appalling. 
There seems to be a growing senti 
ment that employees are justified in 
making good furtively the difference 
between the wages they get and the 
wages they consider themselves 
entitled to receive.
