COMMISSIONERS HAVE
CRNTROL OVER BOARD

Chairman Mabee Stops Attempt to
Side-Track the Railway Commis-
sion.

Ottawa, June 18—An important
judgment was handed out today by
the board of railway commisioners,
immportant not merely because of the
special railway imvolved, but also be-
cause of the effect it may have in
other cases of a similar nature in time
to come. The case was that of the
Dawson board of trade, which com-
plained of excessive rates on the
White Pass and Yuken railway: The
company replied that as only a part
of their system was in Canadian terri-
tory the railway board had no juris-
dietion. Chairman Mabee, in a care-
fully drawn up judgment, disposes of
this theory altogether. He peoints out
that it is apparent irom traffic agree-
ments and the manner of operation of
the railway that a through route ex-
ists between 8kagway amd Dawson.
More than that. the amendment to
the railway act passed at last session
of parliament extends the operation
of that aet to any railway company
incorporated elsewhere than in Can-
ada owning, controlling, operating or
running trains or rolling stock upen
any line in Canada, and to any and
all lines runming trains from any
point in the United States to any
point in Canada, The conclusion
reached is that the board has jurisdie-
tion over tolls. The question of rates
is left over for a future judgment.

Builders Are Hopeful.

The members of the Builders’ Ex-
change express the greatest confi-
dence in the outeome and claim that
within a month they will be able to
break the strike. “We can sgcure
hundreds of compeient men when-
ever we want them,” said one pro-
minent builder to the Bulletin ‘repre-
sentative this morning. “We du!l't
want to bring outsiders into the ecity
to do the work, but if we are tied
up by the unions we will do so rather
than submit to their demands.”

JUSTICE MUST
TAKE ITS COURSE

No Clemency Extended to Convict
Barrett for the Murder of Deputy
Warden,

Ottawa, June 18—At a meeting of
the cabinet today three capital cases
were considered. The death sentence
passed last month on Sal. Assely, a
Syrian, who killed his brother during
a quarrel at Hawkesbury last Decem-
ber, was commuted to life imprison-
ment, i

Mr. Justice Teetzel, who tried the
ease, made a recommendation for ex-
ecutive celmency. Assely maintained
that he shot his brother in self-de-
fence. After the shooting he fled
and was found four days later with
his feet so badly frozen that they had
to be amputated. Tf the death sent-
ence were carried out he would have
to be carried to the scaifold. No
clemency was extended in the case of
the negro who assaulted and murder-
ed a woman near Stratford some
months ago, and in the case of a life
conviet at Edmonton penitentiary
named Barrett, who killed Deputy
Warden Steadman, by hitting him <n
the head,with. an axe.

He Handled the Cash.
Monbrec! ot eMonsy was said
to have beén paid direetly to ex-Chief
Benoit, of the Montreal fire brigade,
for appointments and promotions
while he wae at the head of the de-
partment, according to reluctant ans-
wers made by J. O. Munday, an im-
portant witness before the royal com-
mission today. -Munday is alleged
to have been a middleman, who con
ducted a regular placing bureau for
aspiring firemen and who is said to
have handled about $700 in this con-
nection, - On oath today he admitted
he received $500, but says he paid it
to ex-Ald. Marsolais, who is now dead.
Closely questioned by the probing at-
torngy, Mr. Perron, the witness finally
said he did not ewear that he had
never paid or sent money to Chief
Benoit for promotions. He could not
tell the approximate amount, however.

It is alleged that the fiend-
ishly exploded a charge of dynamite
under the house in which at the time
were eleven persons, all of whom,
however, miraculously escaped, prac-
tically unhurt from the wreck. The
motive is saio to be that of revenge
for some grievance which the men
harbored against the occupants.

Bank Business for May.

Ottawa, June 18—The bank state-
ment for the month of May shows a
continued improvement in business
conditions. The demand deposits
stood at $216,916,294, an increase of
over one million dollars, while the re-
serve stood at $75,765,468, or practic-
ally the same figure as in April. The
credit side of the statement shows
that_ short loans in Canada totalled
$40.771,929, a slight decrease, while
eall loans elsewhere stood at $124,877.-
956, an inerease of over ten millions.
Current loans of Canada total $528.-
313.141, an increase o fabout four
millions. There was a slight increase
in the value of bank premises and a
small decrease in the average note
cireuluation.

T0 SETTLE IN THE
GRAND PRAIRIE

Immigrants are Pouring Into North
Country is Report Brought to
_ the City.

That settlers from all-parts of Am-
erica as well as from the old country
are pouring into the Peace River dis-
trict this spring is the report brought
to Kdmonton by James Myers, who
has just returned from Grand Prairie,
where he, with many others, has re-
cently taken up- lamd.- On his “Way
down, ‘between the Peace River Cros-
sing and the mouth of ‘the Little
Slave river, he met one hundred out-
fits of settlers, all flocking towards
that portion of the west which has
already attracted the attention of the
continent.

“The crop eonditions are much fur-
ther advaneed in the Peace river dis-
triet than further south,” said Mr.
Myers yesterday to a Bulletin repre-
sentative. “On May. 28, whep I left
Dunvegan, the growth was as far 4d-
vanced as any I have seen around
Edmonton at the present time. On
the 26th of May we had lettuce, on-
ions and radishes grown in the garden
at Dunvegan.”

With a number of others Mr. My-
ers, who lives near Regina, left for
the north country last January to
spy out the land. TVUipon his opinion
a number of other Saskatchewan men
were awaiting and as it is most fav-
orable they will accompany him to
the Peace River in a few weeks,

Will Start Ranching.

Mr. Myers has secured 3,700 aecres
of land and will go into the ranching
business. He will take 1n 75 head of
cattle, 50 of which will be mileh
cows and the others two-year-olds. An-
other of those who went up with him
was F. W. Johnson, Lacombe, who
has secured four sections near Beaver
Lodge river and will extensively farm
and ranch. W. Peck( of Oregon, and
J. Main, of Wisconsin, were others of
those who went to spy out the land.
The former is now gone for his family
and an outfit. Upon his return he
will take up sheep ranching, while
Mr. Main will go into farming on a
amaller scale.

Indians Are in Need.-
Those from the north bring word

stance8 and aré [iving largely onmn
moose meat, having little or no flour
or other necessaries. The government
are feeding the Beaver Indians and
those at Hay Lake,

Fur is very scarce at Dunvegan, but
prices are not high. Beaver is quoted
at $3 to $5, martin at $56 to $7, red
fox at $10, silver-tipped fox $35 to $40,
and silver grey fox, of which one or
two have been secured $200 to $300.

The Revillon Ranch.

Beef raising promises to be one
of the most paying enterprises of the
Peace River for years to come. W.
Lowe, who is manager of Revillon’s
ranch at Saskatoon Lake, last winter
had 200 head of stock. Several weeks
ago four three-year-olds were killed,
each dressing 1100 pounds. They were
fed on the range all winter, but as
the weight indicates, were in mag
nifieent condition. :

The beef, which sells at the ranch
at W cents a pound, and 12 cents fcr
hindquarters, is of a very superior
quality.

Mr. Myers stated that he had al-
ready found a market for all the erops
that he had now in the ground. Po-
tatoes were sold at $2 a bushel, oats
at $1.50 a bushel and wheat at $2.50.
Milk cows are quoted at $65 to $85.
The supply of grain is far less than
the demand.

The Trip Down.

Mr. Myers made the trip down in
quick time. He left Dunvegan, on the
Peace River, on May 28th. He had
built a raft there and drifted down
to Peaee River Crossing. From there
he teamed to Lesser Slave lake, went
by steamer over the lake to the river
and then by raft to Athabasca Land-
ing. As he wished to make the trip
as quickly as possible he did not
await the steamer, but took the rafi
route instead.

THE SIMPLE LIFE
BEST FOR HEALTH

Council of Women Get Down to Work
of the Session After Round of
Entertainment.

Toronto, June 18—Aifter a round of
social gaities, tours of inspeetion and
eommittee meetings, the delegates of
the National Council of Women got
down to real business. The Countess
of Aberdeen was in the chair. To-
morrow the counecil will meet at ten
o’elock and in the afternoon the dele-
gates will be taken on a trip to Ham-
ilton by Mrs. Sanford. There should
be a great deal of work done among
the women of the working class said
Mrs. Ogilvie Gordon, in presenting
her report as secretary. Many wo-
men do not know their own place in
either the workshop or at home.
“So we must teach them; but we must
be careful that we do not stir up any
ill-feeling that might find its outlet
in rebellion, domestic revolt or strike.
It is obvious though that we should
do something to open their eyes so
that they may be able to help them-
selves ont of the present sad plight.
Working childreth should be given a
great, dealof aigention and the best
of edueation. when drou the age of
fourteen as that was the turning point
of their life.” Mrs. Gordon said that
when Prime Minister Asquith asked
for the opinion of the women recent-
ly, he was doing the wisest thing that
had ever been done by any member
of a cabinet in England. Suffragettes
were also urged to prepare a state-
ment of their rights and go out and
teach the %omen of the world. France
will likely be the next place of the
quinquennial meeting. Lady Aber-
deen asked the delegates to attend
the council meeting in Argentine next
yvear.

Tonight’s meeting in convocation
hall was to discuss publie health ques-
tions. Countess Aberdeen in moving
a resolution that a committee on pub-
lie health be formed expressed the
hope that thHe women of the world
would join the erusade for health. She
said that through the warning of
physicians there was a public awak-
ening from apathy in health matters.
Responsibility for the present condi-
tion was largely upon women who be-
came wives and mothers without re-
alizing the duties of the calling. Re-
ferring specially to consumption the
Countess said the disease was pre-
ventable by the simple rules of
health, fresh air, sunshine, good food,
temperance and healthy housing.

BALLOON FATALITY
AT ST. PETERSBURG

Russian Military Balloon Collapsed,
Killing One Passenger and Injur-
ing Three Others.

St. Petersburg, June 18—In the
sight of several hundred thousand
persons a balloon carrying two counts,
a countess and an army captain, fell
a mile into a suburban garden here
today, one man being instantly killed,
the two other men and the woman
being probably fatally injured. The
cause of the accident was the pulling
¢! the rip cord, which sent the bal-
loon to the earth likp a stonme. The
streets and squares were black with
people watching the balloon. The as-
eent was under the management of the
Russian Aero club, recently organized
with the czar as honorary president.

MONEY BY-LAWS
ALL ENDORSED

Ratepayers Declare in Favor of Sun-
day Street Car Operation—North
Ead Hospital Site.

By large majorities yesterday the
ratepayers pronounced in favor of the
north end site for the new city hospi-
tal, and the Sunday operation of
&treet cars. They also strongly en-
dorsed the four money by-laws for the
purchase of further city property and
to make a grant to the new hospital.
The last required a two-thirds mojori-
ty, but that was easily obtained.

Polls were held in the four polling
districts of the city, at Twelfth streat
for poll No. 1; at Chisholm block for
poll No. 2; at the eity hall for poll
No. 83 and on Kinistino aveune for
poll No. 4. The vote polled was larg-
er than usual in an election of *his
kind, This was mainly due to the
fact that the hospital directors had
a number of teams at work to secure
a large vote in favor of the grant 1o
the new hospital.

It was thought there would be con-
siderable opposition to the hay mar-
ket site but this did not come out =
strongly as anticipated, the only poll
giving a majority against the by-law
being poll No. 4. The large majori-
ties in favor completely swamped this
adverse vote however.

Cold Weather in Montreal.

Montreal, June 18—Montrealers had
the unusual experience of having to
don heavy overcoats today, the wea-
ther being quite cold, while in the
morning there was what eeemed to the
observer to be a snow flurry but
which the McGill observatory eofficials
claim was merely sleet. The atmos-
phere was chilly thwoughout the day,
the lowest point touched by the ther-
mometer being 44 degrees, while the
highest was only 54,5. It was the
coldest June day since 1905, and even
a sleet storm has not been experi-
enced here in June for many years,
the officials searching the records as
far back as 1894 and not finding any
such undesirable visitor.

PLUMBERS GO 0UT IN
SYMPATHETIC STRIKE

Lathers Deliver an Ultimatum to the
Builders’ Exchange and Will Go
Out on Monday Meorning—The
Builders Still Express Confidence.

This morning the plumbers and
steamfitters of the city, thirty-two in
all,” went out on a sympathetic strike
to the corpenters, who next Monday
evening will conclude their second
week of idleness as a result of the
disagreement with the master build-
ers.

THE CHICAGO MARKET.

Chicago, June 18—The one word
“friendless” reflects the position «f
the wheat market in the world of
speculation. It is the need of buying
power and without it prices will sink
to a still lower level. Investors re-
fuse to take on wheat at the moment
and they are .passing the corn and
oats markets too, without making any
purchases. Generally speaking the
crop reports received were of one kind,
favorable. Advices from the two ex-
perts now in the winter wheat fields,
Snow and Inglis, were unfavorable.
The local crowd is bearish almost to
a man, and the news to their liking
is the only kind wanted, consequently
the Inglis and Snow messages failed
to receive more than passing atten-
tion. The bulls in wheat prefer the
judgment of the seasoned experts
rather than those of every Tom, Dick
and Harry in the country, some of
whom are short of wheat and who
are looking only for the best spots
in the field.

Winnipeg sold 100,000 bushels of
wheat for October shipment today and
freight room was taken at the sea-
board for shipments from August to
December, indicating tha tbuying is
being done by foreigners at the pre-
vailing prices. Foreign markets were
firmer with a better demand and
small supplies are expected from the
Argentine, India and Australia for a
time. The wheat trade will await tid-
ings from James A. Patten as to the
condition of the wheat crop in Kan-
sas. In case the outlook in Ameri-
ca’s banner wheat state is pronounced
unfavorable by Patten, his reports will
doubtless be accompanied with buy-
ing orders. On.the other hand, if he
sees the situation as some of the “bear
expertse” .see it, selling orders of large
size will be in evidence. The Patten
brokers will be watched closely for a
tip as to the wheat kings ideas on
the crop, but in case conditions are
favorable the selling orders will be
given out through scattered commis-
sion houses.

Wheat lost 3-4 to 7-8 cents today,
but receded some of the bottom prices
reached. There were losses of 3-4 to
7-8 cents and 1-4 to 3-4¢ respectively
in corn and oats. The break in wheat
seemed to act as a hint to the hold-
ers of coarse grains to let go of some
of their grain and it caused some
short selling as well. Weather condi-
tions continue fine and the cash trade
for both corn and oats rather dull.

There were dractional gains in hog
products in the face of lower prices
for all the cereals. The <continued
strong hog situation and prospects cf
moderate to light hog movement next
week caused a farther advance in pro-
visions. The buying ‘was of a general
character, some of it by the larger
packers,

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TURKEY ALARMED,
CRETANS ARMING

Constantinople§ Considers Britain’s
Proposal Inadmissable—Trouble
In Albania.

Constantinople, June 19.—1he Con-
stantinople press is becoming pessi-
mistic regarding the Cretan cuestion.
The papers assert that the “Britizh
proposal is that Crete should remain
nominally under the sovereigiiv. of .
Turkey, but that the King of Greece
should appeint the Governor General.
Troops of the protecting powers would
be withdrawn, each of these powers
eending a warship in turn to act as
guardship. The Turkish flag would
float over the island. The British
proposal is considered inadmissable.

At firet one does. not quite
realize what it is that makes his face
give won two impressions at once; one of
sternness, one of gentleness At a distance
it might be theught that the mild ex-
pression about the eyes, contrasting with
the strength ef chin and brow was due
perhape to advanced years, but when one
shakes hands with the new moderator
one sees how really young he is, and that
the eyes are the eyes of a strong man,
who has the gentleness of a woman some-
where in his make-up.

The same quality seems to have crept
into -his voice. When he was inducted
to the moderator’s chair he loomed up on
the platform a powerfully built man, a
little grey, and very virile looking, but
when he spoke, his voice had “the vi-
brant quality of a woman’s voice.”

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THE RADIAL RAILWAY PROPOSAL

If the interests of the c¢ity can bhe
properly safeguarded there are many
reasons for thinking it would be well
to. make an agreement with the com-
pany wno are desirous of buildiing
radial -electri¢ railway lines through-
out  the country tributary to the
T\lv'yn cities,

The advantages of such lines hardly
needs to be argued. They would bene-
fit both cities and country in a mul-
titude of ways. Communication would
be made cheap and easy in all weather
and at all times. The pleasure of
Yife in the city would be increaged by
the opportunity for cheap and fre-
quent visite to the country. The plea:-
ure of life on the farm would be in-
«areased by the opportunity for getting
into the city easily, frequen®y and :.t
little expense.

Trade would be made easier and
would " therefore be increased and
steadied. The farmer would have
easier access to his market. He wouid
thus be enabled to take advantage of
a tise in market prices, regardless of
the time of year or the conditions ¢f
the roads. On the other hand the
vesident of the town would be always
able to get farm produce, if there was
euch produce in the country, at reas
onable prices, instead of being depriv-
ed of it at one season because of im-
passable roads and buying it at an-
other time for less than the producer
ean afford to take. The efiect would
be to steady both the supply and the
prices, a tendency from which both
the farmer and the ,townsman would
reap substantial and tangible benefit.

The radial railway is an acknowl!-
edged factor in the lite of cvery well
gleveloped community. From every
large city on this and the other side
of the line they radiate into the ad-
joining country, making easy the
means of local trade, and of inter-
course between the rural and urban
residentz,

There is no reason why such lines
should not play a highly important
afid most useful part in promoting the
development of western communities.
The best of all ways of securing a
progress at once rapid and permanent
18 to‘establish conditions under which
it" is desirable to live. To do so is
to* increase the desire of people to live
in the country, and hence the desir
of others ‘to come to the conntry o
make their homes, whether on farms
oriin town. In establishing sneh con-
ditions the electric railway has a
broad opportunity for usefulness ang
if we can bring this factor into play
4t an early stage we shall promote the
progress of the community very ma-
terially’ and along very desirable
lines.
=There are two ways by which thi~
can be accomplished flocally. The
city may undertake to build the line:
or.we may allow a company to build
them. It is asserted that in the ulti.
mate we could not prevent a company

building them if they wanted to, for
the reason that our charters are not
exclusive,

However this may .be we could cer
ta#inly not hope to do so and should
not want to do so, unless we were pre-
pared to go into the business at once
aurselves. This it hardly seems that
we are ready to do. Our street rail-
way .system is only partially com-
pleted. Though it has a good length
of line the mileage must be multiplied
many times before the two cities are
served by it as they must be served
a8 very few years. hence. To do this
we shall have to put money into
street railway “lines literally “by the
barrel.” * While the investment o
far has proven good and while there
i8 every reason to suppose that with
reason exercised in the constrisetion
of the new lines .it will continue to
pay its way and more, there is value
in-the precept -of holding securely to
whiat we have-rather than endangering
this by grasping at too much. Ed-
monton can finance the street railway
links heeded without trouble, but that
we could finance both these and =
large system of radial lines too is
a;nother question. Recoilecting .that
We have other public services, too
into which we must put many - thous-
antds in the immediate future it would

VOTE FOR THE HOSPITAL.
The ratepayers will vote tomorrow
on the propesal to grant $50,000 to-
ward the erection of the new city hos-
pital building. The néed of additional
accommodation is generally admitted.
That the need will grow rapidly is cer-
tain. It is proposed to replace the
present building ' with one in every
way creditable to the city and amply
providing for the additional accom-
modation immediately and prospect-
ively needed. It is right that the city
should pay a share of the cost, re-
eeiving of course representation on
the directorate in proportion to the
assistance given,

It would be regrettable if the bylaw
were defeated through the negligence
of those favorable to it. If the favor-
able votes are polled it is practically
c>rtain it will carry. A defeat would
be unfortunate in many ways. The
present building must be replaced in
some way and by some one. If the
city declined to contribute the altern-
ative would be to raise funds for the
purpose by private subseription. Pri-
vate subsecriptions are to be eolicited
under- the present arrangement for :
very large sum. The refusal of the
cily to bear.its share would likely
mean that the building would have
‘o ‘be smaller or less well appointed
than is iatended and desirable—if it
did not mean the abandonment of the
project altogether.

A defeat, too, would do much to diz-
crurage the men who have stood by
the hospital in days that were any-
thing but bright, and whose assistance
is very desirable in future. The city
owes a debt to the directors who have
guided the institution when the sail-
ing -was anything but clear, and to
those whose purses have provided the
wherewithal to keep it afloat. For
the city to refuse to bear a reasonable
proportion of the cost would be to
discourage private. enterprise and
charity from engaging in this work
further. If this were the result it
would mean that the city would have
to shoulder the whole burden of fin-
ancing and running a hospital. It
has been considered the better plan
to maintain the aid oi those willing to
give their time .and money to the
cause by assisting their efforts rather
than to undertake the whole problem
as a municipal venture. There ar:
many reéasons why this course is prei-
crable. It is to be hoped every votc
favorable to the bylaw will be polled.

THE TRUANCY REGULATIONS.

The city boy out of school is under
no- sweh helpful or harmless condi-
ions. Usually he is not doing any-
thing profitable to himself, his family
or the community, and usually he is
collecting injormation and habits

ing from ‘burns received while play-
ing round a burning rubbish heap.

The
streets of a city are about the worst
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' possible place for a growing <child, s
the farm is about the best place cn
earth for him. ' For this reason the
restrietions on the liberty of not going
to school should be more narrow in
cities than is necessary in the country.

The position of the school board
might well be taken noter of and the
school laws amended along the lines
suggested by the problem they con-
front. Truancy laws should err if
at all on the side of the pupil’s wel-
fare. In the city the welfare of the
pupil is that he be kept in school as
regularly as possible. The weliare of
the community lies in the same direc-
tion,

VARIOUS VIEWS

ASHAMED OF HIS FRANKEN-
STEIN.

_Momreal Witness: Lord North-
cliffe has been preaching a sermon
from Berlin. His newspapers have
glﬂd, perhaps, more to do with the
‘German scare” than any other sin-
gle case, but now he profesees to be
converted. We may trust that his
repentance is eincere. At any rate,
the proprietor of te yellowest of yel-
low English journals, the Daily Mail
now tells his readers: “It is not too
much to say that accounts of phan-
tom German airships alleged to be
flying over England and the North
Sea, freely telegraphed here each
day, are placing England and Eng-
lishmen in a ridiculous and humili-
ating light before the German peo-
ple.”” The joke is that only the day
before the Daily Mail published, un-
der scare headlines, the grave ab-
surdity thai the ‘“Mysterious airship
in the North Sea” was carried by day
in one of the German warships man-
ocuvring in that sea; while another
of Lord Northcliffe’s newspapers, the
Evening News, actuall ypublished a
map marking the places where the
“mysterious airship” was said to
have been seen. It even went so afr,
indeed, as to head a daily article
“Observers’ stories” and to compete
with the wildest extravagances of the
Express, so we read, with a story
of a Mr. Free’s rubber buoy, which
was solemnly declared to be a fen-
der for airships. ‘Only statements
whose authority is guaranteed,” it re-
marked on this occasion with pride,
‘‘are published in the Evening
Bws, ™ .

The following day, we quote the au-
thority of the London Morning Lead-
er there appeared another sensation-
al story, of three foreigners lurking
round the stable where the buoy—
now proved to be part of a British
navy target—was concealed. The
next day the headlines ran: “On the
lookout. Coastguards and police or-
dered to keep a close watch at
night,”” and the day after that, “The
secret airship. Many witnesses.”
Yet now, laments Lord Northeliffe,
“Germans who have go long been ac-
customed to regard Britain as a mod
el of national deportment, poise, and
cool-headedness, are beginning to be
lieve that England is becoming the
home of degenerates.”” They have
every reason to do so, and Lord
Northeliffe is one of the chief crimin-
als in the matter—for criminal it is
to deliberately excitée a nation to ter-
vror and wrath, whether to gain cireu-
lation or to gain- party ends. For
tunately the ‘“tariff reformers” so
called, have overdone their work, s0
that even Lord Northcliffe professes to
b= ashamed. Yes, even Lord North-
cliffe, owner of -the newspaper which
told France in 1899 that she would
be “rolled in mud and blood,” who
told a French editor later that “we
detest the Germans, and detest them
cordially,” and who has now the ef-
frontery to condemn the ‘‘Frenetics
whom he has done s¢c much to manu-
facture. He and his friends are get-
ting to be afraid of their own Frank-
enstein. That is a hopeful sign.

THE CURE.

Indianapolis News—An automobile
driver in New York city who had
killed a oy while driving at reckless
speed, was sentenced to twenty years’
mprisonment for murder, and Judge
Mulqueen served notice that if a sim-
ilar case came before him the offender
would go to the electric chair. In
rendering this decision the court said
that while the automobile had come
to stay, and if properly used was a
source of healthful recreation and an
important factor in life, its use was
fraught with danger to the publie, and
drivers and owners must be extremply
careful. Tt was reckless driving which
culminated in loss of life and a pris-
on sentence. A similar interpretation
of the law seems to be needed in this
state, and more particularly in this
city. There is not a day nor night in
Indianapolis that life is not endang-
ered by the mad rush of automobllgs
and motor cycles. The young man in
New York was sentenced under a law
defining murder which wasAenactcd
vears before the automobile was
known, and the saoe general law
exists in every state. Judgments like
the one here cited should have a tend-
ency to check the reckless speed
mania. ;

LARGER MILK YIELDS.

Bulletin Issued by department of Ag-
riculture, Ottawa.

Ottawa, June 10—Why should cow-
testing be carried on? Mainly be-
cause individual cows in the same
aerd are likely tp vary in production
adout as much as, sometimes much
more than, individual cows in dif-
erent breeds. Then to much be con-
sidered the strange variations in milk
ind fat from day to day even with a
cow handled as carefully as possible.
Such variations are very apt to be
verlooked unless the record is care-
‘ully kept. Another point: two cows
side by side, one gives 20 1b." gilk a
lay, or 10 1b. at a milking, the other
gives 9 lb. The difference in weight,
r the difference in bulk in the pail,
specially if there is a lot of froth un
top, is not easily gauged by the ordin-
ity milker. But mualtiply that by
the 300 days of milking period, and
it' is seen that one cow gives 600 lbs.
more milk than the other. Yet the
ordinary milker would have said these
wo cows give “just about” the same.
But is not the extra 600 lbs. worth
having? Many members of the Cow
l'esting associations say that the hir-
¢d man milks better, with more en-
Jeavor to milk clean, if the record
hangs before him constantly, and ar
extra 500 lbs. per cow has often been
obtained since the introduction of the
pencil and ruled sheet. Try it, not
simply for the extra milk or fat, but
for the immense personal satisfactior
in knowing that each zow is being
made to do better, to do her best.

FEED ON THE LAMBS

Governor Hughe’s Investigating Com-
mittee Deals With the New York
Stock Exchange,

New York, June 16.—The New York
Stock Exchange is dealt with by the
committee appointed  last December
by Governor Hughes to investigate
and report. They were to recommend
“What changes, if any, are advisable
in the laws of the State bearing upoa
speculation in seeurities and c¢om-
modities, or relating to the protection
of investors, er with regard to the in-
strumentalities and organizations
used in dealing in securities and com-
modities which are subjeet to specu-
lation.”

The report was forwarded to Gover-
nor Hughes today. it is signed bv
Horace White, chairman, and the
committee. The report bears down
hard upon the mercantile exchange
which deals in butter and eggs. Tt
also declares that the ‘“‘eurb” is zn
ofishoot of the stock exchange which
is frought with many dangers and
also that 85 per cent of the business
fo thaé open air-market for all sorts
of securities is handled for members
of the stock s€xchange.  The chief
recommendation of the commission
for checking what is called the evils
of the ““curb” is that“this unorgani-
zed and ungoverned institution should
rent a house and transact its business
under a roof. Also the committee
drawes a sharp distinction between
mer who should and who should not
gpeciilate.

On this point is says “A real dis-
Binction exists between speculation
which~ is- carried on by persons )i
means and expetience and based 9n
an intelligent forcast and that which
is carried on by persons :without
these -qualifications, The former s
closely  connected with regular busi-
ness, while not unaccempanied by
waste and loss. This speculation ac-
complishés an amount of good which
offsets much of its cost. The latter
doed but a small amount of good and
wn almost incalculable amount of
evil.  Tn its nature it i8 in the same
clasg with gambling upon the race
track or at the roulette table, but 1t
is- practiced on a vastly larger scale.
Its ratifications extend to all parts
of the country. ‘If invelves a practi-
cal certainity of loss to those who en-
gage in it’ But for a continuous in-
flux of new customers, replacing
these whose losses force them out of
the . “street’’ tnis costly mechanicsm
of peculation could not be maintained
on anything like it present scale.”

The committee declares that the
stock exchange ““Is today probably the
most important financial institution
in the world,” and intimates that
should its <haracter be changed by
too rigid regulation the business of
the entire nation would be demoral-
jzed. The commitiee concedes, how-
eyer, fhat ‘pyramiding’. should be
sternly suppressed. ‘Short selling’ ‘s
stoutly defeaded by Governor Huges.
‘Advisers’ manipulation of prices is
approved but ‘matched orders’ are
condemned.

On -the subject of ‘corners’ these
observances - -are .submitted. “The
stock exchange might properly adopt
a rule providing that the governors
shall have ‘power o decide when- a
corner exists and to fix a settlement
price, so as to relieve innocent per-
sons from the injury of ruin which
would result therefrom.”

As to fictious trades, the commitee
would have a statute enacted mulet-
ing the guilty brokers on prosecution
by the distriet attorney.

Branch offices of stock exchange
houses should be either abolished or
carefully regulated by the state. In
the opinion of Governor Hughes “in-
quisitors,” they find the consolidated
stock exchange is in all essential ve-
spects a miniature of the big ex-
change. The committee adds, “Th=
existence of known abuses does not,
in our judgment, demand the aboli-
tion of the curb market. Regulations
are however, imperative.”

Then Mr. White and his associates
hurl this shaft at stock exchange
members. - ““We are informed that
some of the most flagrant cases of dis-
cretitidble’ enterprises finding dealings
on the curb were promoted by mem-

bere of the New York  stock  ex-
change.”  The committee would pun-
feh without mercy everybody who
floats an unworthy or unprofitable
enterprise through the means of ad-
vertising.

After - expressing gratification that
the old evils of the bucket shop have
been materially minimized if not
wholly abolished, the committee men
discuss under the title of “Minor
exchangrs” the seven organizations

NEW COMERS LOYAL
TO THEIR COUNTRY

Mr. John T. Moore, of Red Deer, Tells
Montreal Paper About Western
Conditions.

Montreal Star—“Loyal to the core,
Americans and all,” is the way John
T. Moore, ex-M.L.A.; of Red Deer,
sums up the Canadianship and the
Britishship of the west. Mr. Moore
has been in Montreal for a few days
on business,

“We have a large number of former
Towans in the country around us,”
he said. “They are splendid farmers.
They have been through the same ex-
perience before, and they have capi-
tal. Some of them have bought a
quarter of a million dollars into the
Dominion. And there is no doubt of
their loyalty. I know one who was
chaffed with not being a British citi-
zen. He replied: ‘If T am not a
British citizen, T am an orphan; for I
have foresworn my allegiance to the
United States. I have sworn allegi-
ance to the King and I mean it.”’

Mr. Moore believes the west will*fur-
nish the cavalry for the Canadian
army. “In every town of any size
there is now a squadron of light
horse,” he stated. ‘““The movement
for those mounted troops has come in
just in- time. The old cowboys have
not yet died out, and these squadrons
will keep up the tradition and the
training. The west will be the school
of cavalry as the seaboard will be the
school for our navy.”

As to the outlook for the wheat, Mr,
Moore is sanguine. “Every year,”
he declared, “they say that the wheat
is backward in the spring. Western
wheat is always backward until July.
Until then it grows underground, put-
ting out -its roots and then in-July
it pushes out with vigor. The grewth
before July does not show, but’it is
absolutely necessary to the life of the
plant.

“Fall wheat,” he added, ‘“has been
grown about Red Deer for twenty
years. I know one man who has
grown it every year for that period
and has mever had a failure. Fall
wheat ean be grown forty or fifty
miles north of Red Deer.”

Red Deer has-grown rapidly in the
last few years. It now has a popula-
tion of 2,500. It has electric light,
waterworks and telephones. All are
owned by one company, which has a
25-year franchise, for which it pays
the munieipality nothing. - Rates are
subject to arbitration and the con-
tract calls for as good service as any
other town, and at a ‘price as low as
any other town. At present $100 is
paid for arc lights; $35 for business
and $25 for house telephones. For
through telephone messages, connec-
tion is made with the provincial
line.

MILROY NOT TO BLAME.

Shots Fired When He Had Not Con-
trol of Gun,

Kenora, Ont., June 16.—In the
assize court today, the grand jury
presented no bill in the case of Rex
vs. Archambault and Schweig.

In the Milroy murder case the
crown has nearly all the evidence in.
Witnesses examined today swore
that the men in the house on the
night of the shooting surrounded Mil-
roy and demanded him to put up
for drinks, apparently to defend him-
self he drew a revoiver. His hand
was grabbed and in the scuffle, the
gun being automatic, shots were fired
which did the wounding and killing.
The prisoner had not control of the
weapon by reason of others holding
his hand. There is no evidence yet
to show that -Milroy shot any one
while he had control of the weapon.

Author Wins Suit.

Ottawa, Ont., June 16.—A case
affecting authuln and publishers was
decided by Justice Clute in High
Court today. - Morang & Co., of To-
ronto, contracted with Dr.. W. D.
Lesueur, the well-known literatuer,
to write a history of William Lyon
Mackenzie for their ‘‘Makers of
Canada” series and paid him $500
for the manuscript. Dr. Lesueur’s
life of Mackenzie was not published
and he entered euit for the return of
the manuscript and damages for his
injured reputation. The .claim for
damages was withdrawn and Justice
Clute gave a decision in favor of the
author, requiring Morang & Co. to
return him the manuseript. Mr.
Shepley, K.C., appeared for Dr.
Lesueur and Mr. Wallace, K.C., for
Morang & Co.

This was
discussed at great length and when
the hour for adjournment .arrived it
was still before the house. The dele-
gafes were the guests of the Canadian
club at luncheon. W. B. Lanigan, as-
sistant freight traffic manager of the
C. P. R., was the chief speaker.

BRITISH STEAMER
WAS FIRED ON

Torpedo Boat Guarding the Royal
Conference Put Shot Into Venturesome
Ship.

Viborg, Finland, June 17—The Brit-
ish steamer Northburg. Capt. Robert
son, was fired upon off Mirolahti, Is-
land of Biorke, by Russian torpedo
boats, ifor approaching too close to
the bay on the Finnish coast, where
the kaiser and czar met today. A
projectile from the torpedo boat,pierc-
ed the steamship and one of the crew
was wounded. The incident shows
the extreme nervousness for the saf-
oty of Emperor Nicholas, even at sea.
Russian torpedo boats have been pa-
trolling Pitkipas bay, the rendezvous
of the two emperors, and it was one
of these guard vessels that fired or
the British ship.

C.P,C.N.R,,and G. T. P. .1l Have
Plans for Western Branches Pass-
ed—Aiso the H. B. & P:

Ottawa" Ont.,, June 18.—Several
route map applications by railways
were made before Hon. G. P. Graham,
Minister of Railways, today. G. A.
Magrath, M.P., appeared before the
minister and emphasized the princi-
pal that roads in the west should »e
forced to spread out as much as pos-
sible, Unless they did this they
could not begin to fill the needs of
the people. In one instance he ap-
pealed against the divergence of the
G.T.P. from Carbon to Calgary. The
minister thoroughly agreed and an
order was given that the railway
should pass within one mile of Car-
bon unless engineering difficulties
preclude. Mr. Magrath drew partica-
lar attention to the C.P.R. and C.N.
R. running towards Lethbridge irom
the east. Instead of running practi-
cally over the same ground they
should be spread out and an import-
ant settlement east of Warner which
required railway facilities urgently
should be brought in, The minister
reserved approval or the routes until
he had given them further consider-
ation. The following routes were ap-
proved:

G.T.P., Bigger to Battleford; C.N.
R., Prince Albert to Battleford; G.T.
P., Regina branch; G.T.P. Yorkton
branch; «C.P.R. Manitou branch;
P.R. Moose Jaw branch.

Alex Smith, solicitor on behalf of
the provisional directors of the Hud-
son Bay and Pacific company applied
for the approval of the route map
for that portion of the company’s
line from Prince Albert, Saskatch2-
wan, through the pass to Fort Chure-
hill on Hudson Bay. Approval was
granted “rom Prince Albert to the
Pass, a distance of over 350 miles .

Visited by Son and Brother,

Yesterday afternoon a son and a
brether of the condemned man arriv-
ed dn -the city and this morning paid
a4 visit to the penitentiary. The meet-
ing was a cool one and there was lit-
tle emotion shown by the visitors who
have expressed a determination ‘o
stay in the city till the end if the
condemned man so wishes. The son
whio is about 35 years old with a wife
and six childrep. and the brother
both eome from Butte, Montana, and
are deeply moved by the terrible case
‘with which they have become con-
nected.

Barrett was formerly a Roman Cath-
olic, -but *after he identified himself
with Mormonism he renounced the
Catholic religion. He now receives
visits from the Presbyterian acting
chaplain, Rev. Mr. Duclos, and- the
priest, Demers, but, with the excep-
tion of reading the Bible, shows mo
remorse for his terrible deeds.

Wants Hanging at Fort.

The incident referred to was noth-
ing more or less than a “tiff’” be
tween "Mr. Bennett, who is appearing
for the plaintiffs, and Mr. Justice
Stuart, who is trying the case.

In his cross-examination of the de-
fendant, Mr. Bennett is said to have
taken a wrong tack, with the result
that Hiss Worship' objected to the
method- of asking questions, claiming
that they: were in the nature of in-
sinuations against Mr. Davis.

Mr. Bennett resenied the interfer
ence of His Lordship, especially as
Mr. Walsh, who was acting for Mr.
Davie, had made no objections, and
after remonstrating with the judge,
he bowed in his most formal manner
and left the court room. The <case
was thereupon adjourned until ten
o’clock this morning.

Now comes the amazing part. Ap
Albertan reporter went to interview
Mr. Bennett.on the matter. He found
that gentleman in his private office,
and after he had stated his mission,
was told that Mr. Bennett had noth-
ing to say on the matter at all.

MANUFACTURERS MUST

Canada Offers True Field for Initiative
of British Manufacturer—Political
Means Useless.

Manchester, June 18—Responding o
the ‘toast of the Imperial Press dele-
gates at the luncheon given by the
‘ord mayor, M. E. Nichols, of the
Telegram, Winnipeg, remarked fhat
during the last thirty years British
manufacturers apparently have been
alive everywhere, except in Canada.
Canadians would not go in search of
British-made articles when articles of
foreign nations were brought to their
doors, which is the position in Canada
today. No political device could re-
store the British manufacturer to his
former prestige in Canada. Tt could
anly be accomplished by the manu-
facturer himself, through energetic in-
ihative: and intelligent promotion
and above all, by a little real vital
interest in the Canadian market. (Ap-
plause.) It would be more than a
profitable enterprise, for the manufac-
turer, for with freer trade would coma
@ better. knowledge oi each other and
a nearer approach to the common
viewpoint. Dealing with imperial de-
{ence Mr. Nichols said when it was
thought Britain’s mastery of the sea
was imperilled Canada did not talk
of autonomy, she talked of Dread-
aoughts. He personally thought the
gift of a Dreadnought would have
thad an educative influence on for-
eign nations, but anyway Britain
would not find Canadians evading
their obvious duty. The value of Can-
ada’s autonomy lay in the preserva-
tion of the power behind it, and
Canadians now were more interested in
the prompt performance of a long-
neglected duty than in. the manner
wherein this duty should be"discharg-
ed. (Applause.)

In acknowledgement of the pleasure
given the Imperial Press delegates.by
the manoeuvres at Aldershot, Sir Hugh
Graham has forwarded a hundred
pounds to the funds for soliders, or-
phans and a similar amount to the
admiralty for’ the sailors’ orphans.
General BSmith Dorrien, expressing
thanks for the former gift, said it
would be mentioned in an order that
the rank and file might know of this
kindly thought for the welfare and
happiness of their kin.

LABOR CONDITIONS.

Fifteen Strikes in May—Ninety-Three
Fatal Accidents,

Ottawa, June 17.—The labor de-
partment reports that during May
there were 15 trade disputes in Can-
ada, an increase of two compared
with May, 1908. Thirty-two firms and
4,759 employees were affected, the
loss of time beisg approximately 96.-
3567 days. Industrial accidents oc-
curred to 278 individual workpeople
in €anada during May, of which 93
were fatal and 185 resulted in ser-
ious injuries. Lumbering headed the
list with 27 fatalities, while the rail-
way eervices came second with 23.

The first cabinet meeting for a fort-
night will be held on Friday, when
it is expected considerable business
will be disposed of before -the rest of
the ministers leave the Capital. Sir
Wilfrid Laurier will spend consider-
able time at Arthabaskaville, but
will take frequent trips to Ottawa to
attend to public business.
