Sir Courtney 
llbert’s Letter.

Ÿékterday the Government papers 
were in great fettle. They were ap­
parently under the impression that 
they had caught a great black whale. 
It now turns out to be an absurdly 
small sprat. We expressed satisfac­
tion that they had been able to extract 
a crumb of comfort from the letter of 
Sir Courtney P. llbert It must, how­
ever. have been a very small measure 
of satisfaction. But the ridiculous 
outcome of it on the part of 
the protagonists of the Reid gifts, 
was t he inquiry : Where is Bond now? 
AVe assume that Sir Robert is where he 
has be'en all the time, viz., on a strong 
and unshakeable foundation in op­
posing the acceptance of these gifts. 
Tf anything could be more ridiculous, 
it is the suggestion that Sit- Robert 
should withdraw his opposition and 
express regret for the fight that he put 
up against the acceptance of them.

We take it that he will not comply 
with these modest requests. First, 
because his stand was taken in the in­
terest of the country; second, because 
the country is well satisfied with the 
stand he took; and third, there is no 
reason advanced or suggestion made 
in the letter under consideration why 
he should do so. On the contrary. 
Sir Courtney shows that it was per­
fectly proper for Sir Robert to oppose 
the acceptance, should he deem it in 
the public interest to do so. He lays 
down: "Where such gifts have to be 
maintained at the public expense, the 
propriety of receiving them can l>e 
discussed on the vote for the purpose. 
Sir Robert did discuss the propriety, 
and took the stand that the Govern­
ment had been guilty of an Impro­
priety in accepting them. We have 
already said that the Government 
must have derived a .very small modi­
cum of comfort from the letter, for 
in no part of the letter is there a 
scintilla of an expression of concur­
rence with the action of the Govern­
ment in accepting the gifts from the 
great contractors. On the contrary, 
tlie sting of the letter is in the tail-, 
and the leader of the Government must 
be very callous, if he did not wince at 
Sir Courtney’s reference to the ex­
pediency of laying the Government 
under an obligation to a particular 
person or body of persons. Therfe 
however, a small measure 
fort in the letter for Sir Edward 
Courtney gives some modern instances

of the "receipt by the Crown, without 
the previous consent of Parliament, of 
gifts for artistic, scientific or philan­
thropic purposes, or for purposes of 
general utility.”

His comment on this matter is.as 
follows:—

"Where such gifts have to be 
maintained at the public expense, 
the propriety of receiving them 
can be discussed on the vote for 
the purpose. But. so far as I re­
member, the impropriety, on con­
stitutional grounds, of accepting 
such gifts without the previous 
consent of Parliament has never 
been suggested. The expediency, 
in any iiarticular case, of laying 
the state or the government of the 
time under an obligation to a par­
ticular person or body of persons 
is not a constitutional hut a poli­
tical question.”
It will be noted that Sir Courtney, 

in reference to the constitutional as­
pects, is speaking from memory. He 
says, “so far as I remember." Now 
the memory of the best of men at 
times is treacherous, and especially 
that of old men like Sir Courtney 
llbert. If he had refreshed his mem­
ory by a reference to authorities, he 
would have found that objections had 
been taken not alone oiy•grounds of 
policy but also on «institutional 
grounds, and not alone to gifts for the 
maintenance of armed force nftt to 
gifts of every kind. Moreover, these 
objections were_.in the mind of Sir 
Robert Bond who^uoted thep on 
February 29th. Here are the refer­
ences used. This is what ’Richard 
Brinsley Sheriden said in the House 
of Commons: —

"There can be no true sanctity 
for public liberty except on the 
ground that the Crown tjan neith­
er take nor use property to any 
public purpose without the vote 
of Parliament. It was not the 
boasted liberty of Englishmen 
merely that property was secured 
to them, but that no property, 
however’ it might come into the 
hands of the Crown, could be ap­
plied to any possible purpose, ex­
cept such as had been previously 
authorized by Parliament; and 
that people cannot by any act of 
indiscreet benevolence present 
their gifts to the Crown except 
through the channel of Parlia­
ment. Would the House see the 
great and strong fence of all their 
liberties,, the power of the purse, 
invaded in the slightest manner; 
and would they say that we had 
any sensible, practicable security 
for any one privilege, if the 
Crown had resources independ­
ent of the people.”

Fox said: “I look upon every gift 
as an injury to the Centitution.
"Suppose,” he added, “that the 
House of Lords were to offer out of 
their private pockets to contribute 
to the exigencies of His Majesty’s 
Government would you not spurn 
the proposal as an encroachment 
upon your rights?”
And it will not be unenlightening to 

borrow light from the legal luminary, 
Lord Coke, viz.:—

“Contributions never can be vol­
untary, some give through pride, 
others through fear, and some for 
expectation of titles or other per­
sonal Interest.”
Now there are some well established 

guiding principles in reference to 
constitutional conventions, as In re­
gard to othertxules and understand­
ings, viz., that yhen the reason for a 
convention has ceased, the rule Itself 
fails, and that Parliament like other 
authorities will not bother about 
trifles. It is true that gifts of the na- 
ttffe alluded to by Sir Courtney II- 
bert have been accepted, so long as 
they were comparatively trifling com­
pared with the greatness of the State 
which received them and were not a 
menace to the liberty of the subject 
or prejudicial to the State. The long 
list of statutes against benevolences, 
the great fights that were put up to 
preserve the rights of Parliament to 
>e the exclusive channel of gifts to 
the Crown show how strenuously these 
matters were fought out, and that the 
rule has only been relaxed so long 
as the menace is absent. The modern 
instances cited by Sir Courtney are 
by no means analogous to the case of 
the local gifts we are considering. 
None of the donors stand to Great Bri­
tain in the relation that the Reid Nfld. 
Company stand to Newfoundland.

It is absolutely impossible to find 
a. parallel. The best that is possible 
s to Imagine one. Let us for a mo­

ment suppose all the railways in the 
British Isles 'state owned and leased 
to a gigantic trust, who also controll­
ed most of the coastal steam service. 
With such a mighty industrial Czar- 
dom, overshadowing in stature the 
State itself, with intimate contractual 
relations to it, which demanded that 
the Czardom be kept at arm’s length 
and watched with alertness, and'which 
wielded an Immense Influence 
throughout the length and breadth of 
the land, is It possible that any Peo­
ple's Government would accept a 
Sift from such a mighty Colossus, 
which placed it under obligation, and 
which would have a tendency to tie 
is hands in looking after the Czardom 

in the people’s interests? Can it be 
imagined that an Asquith Govern­
ment would stoop so low? Can it be 
imagined that the High Court of Par­
liament would so forget its dignity 
ind traditions, or would not thq^spirit 
which animated it In Hampden’s time 
spring to life against it and brook no 
:uch infringement of its rights?

Just as there was a reason for the 
stand taken of old against benevo­
lences In England, 9o to-day a reason 
ixists for the non-acceptance of gifts 
from the Railway Contractors. The 
acceptance of gifts in the old days in 
England was a menace to the people’s 
rights, so to-day In Newfoundland the 
acceptance of gifts from the Railway 
Contractors by the Government is a 
menace to public interests. The in­
terests of the people demand that the 
Government shall not place them­
selves under obligation to the Railway 
Contractors, who are lessees of inter­
ests over which the Government is 
the People's Trustee, and whose duty 
It is to be ever ready to look after the 
people's rights In these interests.

Therefore it is that we declare 
that the sting of Sir Courtenay’s let­
ter is in its tail, for it implies clearly 
that Sir Robert Bond was within his 
province in making a big issue of the 
receiving,of gifts in a particular case, 
from particular persons, and thus cre­
ating an obligation which cannot ex­
ist in the true interest of the people.

Schr. Stranded.

schooner Louisa A. W. was stranded 
at Connaigre on Saturday morning, 
the weather at the time being very 
stormy.

An answering signal 
came from the steamer, which was 
a long distance away, and to slew 
around she had to steam out to tl 
loose Ice. Her lights were seten a* 
preaching Saturday night, and at 11 
o’clock she ranged up about 3 mlies 
away from the Corona and remained 
until daylight Sunday last, when two 
of the crew came on board anfl were 
informed by Capt. St. Clair of the 
predicament of his vessel and that he 
and hie crew wished to abandon her 
and be taken home to St. John's. The 
men had all their clothing and effects 
on deck and quickly made the trans­
fer to the Bonaventure. where they 
were shown every kindness and atten­
tion by Capt. Parsons and his crew of 
sealers.

As 
the ship entered the Narrows hund­
reds of people thronged the various 
waterfront premises and nearest 
viewpoints eager to catch a glimpse 
of her and hear her report.

The Bonaventure hails for 5,000 
seals, all of which are young harps. 
She left here March 14th in company 
with the rest of the steel fleet and 
taking an inside cut struck the first 
patch of 100 whitecoats northwest of 
the Grois Islands the day following. 
After 'that the ‘Bon’ headed to the 
eastward. The Florizel and Bella- 
ventune which were with her taking 
a gpfitherly cruise. When about 60 
miles to the eastward of Cape 1 Freels 
a small patch of whitecoats were 
struck. This was early on the 16th 
The crew, were quickly on the ice— 
began the slaughter and 1,200 seals 
were stowed below. The ship then 
steamed towards the Funk Islande 
and remained in that vicinity for sev­
eral days picking up scattered seals 
and scouyed the ocean but could not 
succeed in finding the main patch. Or 
March 24th while butting through’tin 
floe the Bonaventure lost a blade o, 
her propeller by coming in contact 
with a growler.’ The same day the 
Bellaventure met with a similar mis­
hap, losing two blades, and the ‘Bon’ 
had to remain with her the whole 
spring fearing assistance. On Friday 
last when about 200 miles to the east­
ward of St. John's the ship bore up 
for home. The ice was then loosen­
ing and breaking up and the weather, 
the captain reports, very bad. On 
Sunday, home ward "bound, the ship 
was delayed by; dense fog and on that 
evening 200 miles off this port the 
schooner Corona was sighted in a dis­
abled condition and about to be aban­
doned. The Bonaventure bore down 
on he rNn answer to the distress sig­
nals of the vessel, took off the crew 
of six meinand a half hour after tins 
Corona sunk. 'Çhere is little doubt 
but that it was fortunate for the Cor­
ona’s crew the Bonaventure came 
along else another tale of the sea 
would have to be told.

pened. This kind of history is always 
written by some author with a keet 
and retentive memory, and who was 
either an--eye-witness or secured his 
facts from immediate relatives of the 
deceased. Every once In a while sonn 
author with a better memory than his 
predecessors puts out a new ancient 
history with a limp binding and t 
limpid style, and introduces a new 
^jouological order and several obi- 
tuan^Wptices, which make v e r > 
wholesome and cheerful reading foi 
the long winter evenings. There art 
so many ancient histories on the 
market nowadays that the averagt 
high school student can’t tell whethei 
the battle of Gettysburg was fought 
B. C. or A. D. Modern history deals 
with people who are more or less 
alive, and is usually written at a sal 
distance from the individual who if 
being dissected. History writing if 
a very pleasant occupation, as all that 
is required is a lively imaginatior 
and a stub pen. The late Mr. Plu­
tarch wrote one of our nicest histor­
ies. giving a number of confidential 
anecdotes about people who at one 
time made a quite a noise in army 
and navy circles. We should enjoi 
Mr. Plutarch's book better if it hac 
a little more conversation and an oc­
casional drawing room scene, but he 
seems to have no trouble in sellinr 
it.
