“I was first shot three weeks ago 
come next Monday. 1 was in a corn­
field when a bullet got me in the leg

-were lots of dead Germans near me, 
and one living German dffiçer, who 
was lying quite close. He could un­
derstand a little English and gave me 
a piece of bread. That was the only 
food I had for five days.

“After I was shot two of oUr strag­
glers came along and tried to help me 
to get along, and tried to help me to 
to get along but the fire was too hot 
for them and they let me down again.

NAVAL FIGHT IN BALTIC. 

Special to Evening Telegram :
LONDON, To-day.

The engagement between German 
torpedo boats and hostile submarines 
in the Baltic near Rugen Island off 
the Prussian coast is reported from 
Stockholm, according to a despatch 
from Copenhagen. No details of the 
fight or of its result are given.

BOMBARDING CATTABO.
ROME, To-day.

Late news from the Adriatic is -to 
the effect that the bombardment of 
Cattaro Dalmatia continues with 
great violence.

Trafalgar Day.
“England expects every man will do 

his duty.”—Nelson’s last signal.
Trafalgar Day appeals to the Em­

pire to-day with peculiar force. The 
circumstances preceding October 21st, 
1805 were in many respects similar to 
those of to-day. Britain was at war. 
as she is to-day. On the continent 
there Was a mighty military force op­
posed to us and our Allies. Napol­
eon's rage wa$ directed against Bri­
tain, just as the Kaiser’s is to-day. 
His ambition was to crush England, 
just as the Kaiser's aim is to-day, by 
throwing an overwhelming force of 
soldiers on the shores of England. The 
same obstacle confronted both. Na­
poleon schemed to obtain the com­
mand of the Straits of Dover even for 
a day. The Kaiser has schemed for 
“the day” wh$n he should be able to 
wrest the trident from the bands of 
Britannia. Preceding the Battle of 
Trafalgar, the Admiralty endeavoured 
to bottle up the French, and Spanish 
fleets in their harbours, just as the 
British fleet have been holding for 
nearly three months the Germans bot­
tled up in Heligoland Bight and in the 
Baltic Sea. The main difference wes 
that these blockades in some cases 
lasted over two years and in other 
cases nearly two years. Villeneuve 
escaped Nelson’s blockade at Toulon, 
made for the Atlantic, crossed it and 
doubled back to Ferrol. Napoleon 
was expecting Villeneuve to break the 
blockade of Cornwallis at Brest, re­
lease the twenty-one ships there, and 
then nteke for the Channel and give 
him the command of it for the 
few hours necessary to get his trans­
ports and soldiers that were waiting 
across to England. Villeneuve failed 
to do so, and leaving Ferrol made 
south for Cadiz, and Napoleon in dis­
gust broke up his camp at Calais and 
abandoned the campaign, to invade 
England. Lord Nelson made for 
Cadiz and did his best to entice Vil­
leneuve out. Then was fought the de­
cisive naval battle of Trafalgar, the 
story of which is told officially in the 
London Gazette Extraordinary, which 
was published in, the London Times of 
November 7th, 1805, a copy of which 
came into our hands in the early part 
of the summer. We understand that 
it was discovered among some papers 
of the late Mr. James Murray, who 
had obtained it in Devonshire many 
years ago.

The result of the action put,beyond 
peradventure Briton’s superiority on 
the sea. This found public expres­
sion in a verse added to Rule Britan 
nia, which was smng throughout the 
land.

GERMANS DEFEATED ON THE
CHANNEL COAST,

LONDON, To-day.
Correspondents of the London 

newspapers in the field, have suc­
ceeded to-day in getting through 
some details of the fighting along the 
Channel coast, In Belgium their re­
ports agree that Germans have met 
with a reverse and it is said they are 
retreating. The Belgian correspond­
ent of the Telegraph in his account of 
the fighting reports that British war­
ships bombarded villages which the 
Germans £ad occupied, and also the 
country south of these places. Then 
an order was given for the infantry 
to advance, he says, and the rattle of

machine guns supplemented the noise 
of naval guns. The Germans were 
caught between two fires and their 
line began to waver and slowly gave 
way before the pressure of the infan­
try. The strength of the attack was 
then increased and soon the whole 
German line resting on the coast was 
in full retreat. In a despatch from 
Flushing, sent at 1 o’clock, the cor­
respondent of the Daily Mail declares 
that Germans appear to have been 
driven back in the engagement at 
Moddle Kerke six miles southwest of 
Ostend. He says that cannon has 
now been placed near Ostend, and 
adds that most of the German wound­
ed have been removed from Bruges. 
The Daily Mail Rotterdam corres­
pondent under date of Tuesday night 
says, that according to a German 
message, a fierce battle is still raging 
between Furness and Dunkirk. He
continues: On the march on Dun-
Writ, the German! met a large and
unexpected body of troops which at­
tacked them with horse, foot and ar­
tillery, while the British warships co­
operated with the land forces. The 
Germans are reported as falling back 
in confusion on Ostend, and troops 
from all over the West of Belgium 
have been hurried to Nieuport. The 
Germans have received the greatest 
surprise of the war. A despatch from 
Ghent says that the result of this 
fighting has caused anxiety among 
the German officers, one of whom, a 
German General, committed suicide. 
Festivities announced to celebrate the 
German successes, were suddenly 
cancelled ^yesterday.

TRAFALGAR DAY.
Extracts From Issue of the London 
Times 109 Years Old, Dated Nov. 
7th, 1805, Containing Gazette Ex­
traordinary With Collingwood’s De­
spatches Reporting the Death of 
Nelson and the Victory of Trafalgar 
-•-Also Editorial of the Times on 
the Glorious News.

YVEDNESDAY, Nov. 6. 1805.

M„ from Tice-Admiral Colllingwood,
Commander in Chief of his Majesty’s
ships and vessels off Cadiz:—

As the mode of our attack had been 
previously determined on and com­
municated to the Flag Officers and 
Captains., few signals were necessary, 
and none were made except to direct 
close order as the lines bore down.

off Cape Trafalgar,
Oct. 22, 1805.

Sir,—The ever-to-be-lamented death 
of Vice-Admiral, Lord Viscount Nel­
son, who in the late conflict with the 
enemy fell in the hour of victory, 
leaves to me the duty of informing my 
Lords Commissioners of the Admiral­
ty that on the 19th instant it was 
communicated to the Commander in 
Chief, from the ships watching the 
motions of the enemy in Cadiz, that 
the combined fleet had put to sea; as 
they sailed with light winds Westerly, 
his Lordship concluded their destina­
tion was the Mediterranean, and im­
mediately made all sail for the 
Streights entrance with the British 
Squadron, consisting of twenty-seven 
ships, three of them .sixty-fours, where 
hie, Lordship was informed by Captain 
Blackwood (whose vigilance in 
watching and giving notice of the 
enemy’s movements has been highly 
meritorious) that they had not yet 
passed the Streights.

On Monday, the 21st instant at day­
light, when Cape Trafalgar bore E. 
by S. about seven leagues, the enemy 
was discovered six or seven miles 
Eastward, the wind about West, and 
very light. The Commànder in Chief 
immediately made the signal for the 
fleet to bear nip in two columns as 
they are formed in order of sailing; 
a mode of attack his Lordship bad 
previously directed to avoid the in­
conveniences and delay in forming a 
line of battle in the usual manner. 
The enemy’s line consisted of thirty 
three ships (of which eighteen were 
French and fifteen Spanish), com­
manded. in chief by Admiral Villen­
euve; the Spaniards under the direc 
tion of Gravina, were with their heads 
Northward, and formed their line of 
battle closeness and correctness; but 
as the mode of attack was unusual, so 
the structure of their line was new; 
it formed a crescent, con vexing the 
leeward, so that In leading down to 
the centre I had both their van and 
rear abaft the beam; before the Are 
opened, every alternate ship was about 
a cable’s length to windward of her 
second ahead and astern, forming a 
kind of double line, and appeared 
when on their beam to leave very lit­
tle interval between them; and this 
without crowding their miipa. Ad­
miral Vtlleneauve was in the Bucen- 
taure in the centre, and the Prince of 
Asturias bore Gravina’s flag to the 
rear; but the French and Spanish 
ships were mixed without any appar- 
c nt regard to order of national squad­
ron.

casion in which he fell does not bring 
the consolation which perhaps it 
ought His Lordship received a mus­
ket ball in his left breast about the 
middle of the action, and sent an Of­
ficer to me Immediately with his last 
farewell, and soon after expired.

I have also to lament the loss of 
those excellent Officers Oaptains Duff, 
of the Mar®, and Cooke, of the Belle- 
rophon: I have yet heard of none 
others. I fear the numbers that have 
fallen will be found very great, when 
the returns come to me; but it having 
blown a gale of wind ever since the 
action, I have not yet had it in my 
power to collect any reports from the 
ships.

The Royal Sovereign having lost 
her masts, except the tottering fore­
mast, I called the Euryalus to me 
while the action continued, which alhip 
lying within hail, made my signals— 
a service Captain Blackwood per­
formed with great attention; after 
action I shifted my flag to her, that I 
might more easily communicate any 
orders to, and collect the ships, and 
towed the Royal Sovereign (out to 
seaward. The whole fleet was now in 

very perilous position, many dis­
masted, all shatered, in thirteen fath­
om of water off the shoals of Trafal­
gar; and when I made the signal to 
prepare to anchor few of the ships 
had an anchor to let go, their cables 
being shot; but the same good Provi­
dence which aided us through the day 
preserved us through the night, by 
the wind shifting a few points, and 
drifting the ships off the land, except 
four of the captured dismasted ships, 
which are now at anchor off Traifal- 
gar, and I hope will ride safe until 
those gales are over.

Having thus detailed the proceed­
ings of the fleet on this occasion, I 
beg to congratulate their Lordships 
on a victory which I hope will add a 
ray to the glory of his Majesty’s 
crown, and be attended with public 
benefit to our country. I am, &c.,

The order in which the ships of the 

British Squadron a tacked the combin­
ed Fleets on the 21st of October, 1805.

The action began a(^ twelve o’clock
by the leading ships of the column 
breaking through the enemey’s line, 
the Commander in Chief about the 
tenth ship from the van, the Second 
in Command about the twelfth from 
the rear, leaving the van of the enemy 
unoccupied: the succeeding ships
breaking through in all parts, astern 
of their leaders, and engaging the 
enemy at the muzzles of their guns. 
The conflict was severe; the enemy’s 
ships were fought with gallantry high­
ly honourable to their Officers; but 
the attack on them was irresistible, 
and, it pleased the Almighty Disposer 
of all events to grant his Majesty’s 
arms a complete and glorious victory. 
About three P.M., many of the ene­
my’s ships having struck their colors, 
their line gave way; Admiral Gravina 
with ten ships joining their frigates 
to leeward, stood towards Cadiz. The 
five headmost ships in their van tack­
ed, and standing to the Southward, to 
windward of the British line, were 

I engaged, and the sternmost of them 
taken; the others went off, leaving to 
his Majesty’s squadron nineteen ships 
of the line (of which three are first- 
rate—the Santissima, Trinidad, and 
the Santa Anna,) with three Flag Of­
ficers, viz., Admiral Villineuve, the 
Commander in Chief; Don Ignatis 
Maria D’Aliva, Vice Admiral; and the 
Spanish Rear Admiral, Don Bathagar 
Hidalgo Cisueres.

After such a victory it may appear 
unnecessary to enter into enconiums 
on the particular, parts taken by the 
several Commanders; the conclusion 
says more on the subject than I have 
language to express; the spirit which 
animated,all was the same; when all 
exert themselves zealously in their 
country’s service, all deserve that 
their high merits should stand record­
ed; and never was high merit more 
conspicuous than in the battle I have 
described.

The Achille (a French. 74), after 
having surrendered, by some mis­
management of the Frenchmen took 
fire and blew up; two hundred of her 
men were saved by the Tenders.

A circumstance occurred during the 
action which so strongly marks7 the 
invincible spirit of British seamen, 
when engaging the enemies of their 
country, that I canot resist the pleas­
ure I have in making it known to 
their Lordships. The Temeraire was 
boarded by accident or design by a 
French ship on one side and a Span­
iard on the other; the contest was 
vigorous, but in the end the com­
bined Ensigns were torn from the 
poop and the British hoisted in . their 
places. Such a battle could not 
fought without sustaining a great 1 
of men. I have not only to lament 
in common with the British Navy and 
the British Nation to the fall of the 
Commander in Chief, the loss of a hero 
whose name will be immortal and his 
memory ever dear to his country; but 
my heart is rent with the most poig­
nant grief for the death of a friend 
to whom by many years intimacy and 
a perfect knowledge of the virtues of 
his mind, which inspired idées superi­
or to the Common race of men, I was

The official account of the late naval 
action, which terminated in the most 
decisive victory that has ever been 
chieved by British skill and gallantry, 

will be found in our paper of this day. 
That the triumph, great and glorious 
as it is, has been dearly bought, and 
that such was the general opinion, 
was powerfully evinced in the deep 
and universal affliction with which the 
news of Lord Nelson’s death was re­
ceived. The victory created none of 
those enthusiastic emotions in the 
public mind, which the success of our 
naval arms have in every former in­
stance produced. There was not a 
man who did not think that the life of 
the Hero of the Nile was too great a 
price for the capture and destruction 
of twenty sail of French and Spansh 
men-of-war. No ebullitions of popu­
lar transport, no demonstration of 
public joy, marked this great and im­
portant event. The honest and manly 
feeling of the people appeared as it 
should have done; they felt an inward 
satisfaction at the triumph of their 
favourite arms; they mourned with 
all the sincerity and poignancy of do­
mestic grief their Hero slain.

To the official detail we are enabled 
to add the following particulars re­
specting the death of as great an Ad­
miral as ever wielded the Naval thun­
der of Britain. When Lord Nelson 
found that by his skilful manoeuvres 
he had placed the enemy in such a 
situation that they could not avoid 
an engagement, he displayed the ut­
most animation, and with hi» usual 
confidence of victory he said to Cap­
tain Hardy, and the officers who sur­
rounded him on the quarter deck, 
Now they.cannot escape us; I think 

we shall at last make sure of twenty 
of them. I shall probably lose a leg, 
but that will be purchasing a victory 
cheaply.” About two hours before the 
close of the action his Lordship re­
ceived a wound in the shoulder from 
a musket ball, which was fired from 
the tops of the Sântisima Trinadada, 
with which ship he was closely en­
gaged. The ball penetrated his breast 
and he instantly fell; he was immedi­
ately carried below, and the surgeons 
pronounced the wound mortal. His 
Lordship received the intelligence with 
all the firmness and pious resignation 
to the will of Divine Providence, of 
which he has given such frequent and 
signal examples during his brilliant 
course of peril and of glory. He im­
mediately sent an officer to Admiral 
Colllngwood, the second in command, 
with his. instructions for continuing

commenced, and the melancholy be­
quest of his last farewell.

During the short Interval between 
his receiving (the wound and his final 
dissolution he remained perfectly coK 
lected, displaying in his last moments 
the heroism that had marked every 
action of his glorious life. In that 
trying moment, cut off from nature 
and from glory’s cause, all his anx­
iety, all his thoughts, were directed 
to his country and her fame.

A few minutes before he expired 
he sent for Captain Hardy; when the 
Captain came he inquired how many 
of the enemy’s ships had struck. The 
Captain replied that, as nearly as he 
could ascertain, fifteen sail of the line 
had struck their colours. His Lord- 
ship then, with that fervent piety 
which so strongly marked his charac­
ter, returned thanks to the Almighty; 
then turning to Captain Hardy he 
said, “I know I am dying. I could 
have wished to have survived to 
breathe my last on British ground, but 
the will of God be done!” In a few 
moment he expired.

If ever there was a man who de­
served to be “praised, wept, and hon­
oured,” by his country, it to Lord Nel­
son. His three great naval achieve­
ments have eclipsed the brilliancy of 
the most dazzling victories in the an­
nals of English daring. If ever a hero 
merited the honours of a public funer­
al and a public mourning, it is the, 
pious, the modest, and the gallant 
Nelson, the darling of the British 
Navy, whose death hat “ plunged the 
whole nation into the deepest grief, 
and to whose talents and bravery even 
the enemy he has conquered will 
bear testimony.

The action appears to have been 
gallantly contested by the French and 
Spaniards. Their object in risking an 
encounter with such a fleet, command­
ed by such a man, must have been one 
of imperious necessity at this mo­
ment; no less, we suspect, than a bold 
effort to acquire a complete ascend­
ency in the Mediterranean. Had they 
succeeded in liberating that portion 
of the Spanish Navy which is confined 
to the port of Carthagena by the bare 
apprehension of an English Squadron, 
their united force would have amount- 
d to upwards of forty sail of line. 

There are also some ships off Toulon, 
and the Rouchfort Squadron, with its 
usual success, might have perhaps al­
so added its troops to the combined 
force. With such a port as Toulon 
to take refuge in, a fleet of this ex­
tent, under Commanders of common 
capacity, must have occupied a very 
large portion indeed of our naval 
strength.

We shall anxiously expect the de­
tails of this glorious and important 
victory. We trust that the apprehen-
sions entertained by Admiral Colling-
wood with respect to the captured |
ships may not be realised, and that a 
few of them, of the French at least, 
may yet be added to the list of the 
British Navy.

Captain Sykes, of the Nautilus, and 
Lieutenant Lapenotiere, of the Pickle 
schooner, arrived at the Admiralty to­
gether about half-past one o’clock yes­
terday morning. The former did not, 
as was generally understood, arrive 
from the scene of action ; he fell in 
by accident with the Pickle schooner, 
and on learning the intelligence pro­
ceeded immediately to Lisbon with the 
information, from whence he was sent 
with dispatches, by Mr. Gambrier, the 
British Consul, to England, and landed 
at Plymouth. Lieutenant Lapeno­
tiere made the Port of Falmouth, and, 
by singular coincidence, met Captain 
Sykes at the gates of the Admiralty. 
This active officer was yesterday pro­
moted to the rank of Commander.

Immediately on the arrival of the 
dispatches, Lord Barham rose from 
his bed to peruse them, and continued 
at business till five o’clock, when a 
messenger was sent off to his Ma­
jesty at Windsor.

Admiral Collingwood’s conduct has 
obtained the fullest approbation, and' 
last night dispatches were sent off to 
Plymouth to be forwarded1 to him by 
the Acasta, containing a commission 
which appoints him to the command 
of the ships in the Mediterranean with 
the same powers as Lord Nelson had.

The several ships of the line at 
Portsmouth and Plymouth are order­
ed to put to sea without loss of time, 
to reinforce Admiral Collingwood.

Besides those officers mentioned in 
the Gazette as having fallen in the 
action, Mr. Scott, Lord Nelson’s Sec­
retary, was killed by a chain shot, 
which cut him asunder.

War News.
Messages Received 

Previous to 9 A.M.
FRENCH OFFICIAL REPORT.

PARIS, Oct. 20.
The French War Office gave out an 

official announcement this afternoon 
as fallows: In Belgium, in spite of a 
violent attack on the part of the ene­
my, the Belgian army has Ijeld its 
position on the line of the River Yser. 
There have been other actions in the 
region of Ypres between the Allied 
forces operating in this territory and 
the forces of the enemy. On our left 
wing the Germans continue to hold 
strongly their advance posts around 
Li lib in the direction of Armen tieres, 
Fcurnes and La Bassee. On the 
Meuse the enemy has endeavored in 
vain to drive back the advance posts 
of our troops who have moved out 
along the right bank of this stream 
In the Peninsula of Camp Des Ro­
mains. To sum up: during the day of 
October 19 we have made progress at 
various points. On the front, in 
East Prussia and the Vistula River, 

-there is no change in the situation. 
The efforts of the Austrians to cross 
the River San have been repulsed. 
The battle south of Przemysl is con­
tinuing under conditions favorable to 
the Russians.

REPORTED DEFEATED.

LONDON, Oct. 20.
The German Crown Prince’s Army 

has been defeated near St. Mihiel, ac­
cording to a semi-official report 
which states that the Germans have 
retreated, abandoning their big guns.

A GERMAN REPORT.
AMSTERDAM, Oct. 20.

The following official communica­
tion from Berlin, dated Oct. 20, has 
been received in Amsterdam : “The 
Germans advancing along the coast 
from Ostend. met hostile forces upon 
the river near Nieuport, where fight­
ing has been going cn since last Sun­
day. Yesterday, attacks by the ene­
my west of Lille were repulsed, the 
enemy suffering heavy losses. In the 
Eastern theatre of the war there has 
been no material change.

AUSTRIANS SURRENDER.
PETROGRAD, Oct. 20.

There has been no further change 
in the situation, says the official re­
port. Russian troops are in contact 
with the enemy at various points, and 
there has been fighting on the River 
Zoura in Galicia and in East Prussia. 
To the south of Przemÿsl the Rus­
sians continue to take prisoners in 
large numbers. An entire Austrian 
battalion with all officers and ma­
chine guns surrendered to us.

This is announced in a French official 
communication issued last evening, 
and is admitted in the report of the 
German General Headquarters, which 
says the fighting has been going on 
since Sunday, in the vicinity of Nieu­
port, which stands at the crossing of 
the River near the sea. A little fur 
ther to the south the ^Allies are mak­
ing an attempt to advance toward 
Lille, for the relief of that city, which 
has been in German hands for some 
time, and are also pushing on to the 
north and south of Arras. To the 
southward at the bend of the line the 
Germans continue to make furious, 
but unavailing attempts to break 
through the French Unes.

IMPORTANT BATTLES BEING 
FOUGHT.

LONDON, To-day.
Colonel Repington, Military expert 

of the London ’limes, commenting on 
the present military situation in the 
vVestern theatre of war. cables: It is 
difficult to overrate the importance 
of this battle. Victory on one side or 
the other will -mean the recovery of 
strategic liberty, and in the event of 
German defeat Belgium may be re­
covered by the Allies. Control of the 
sea which we exercise enables us to 
throw troops ashore when and where 
we will to outflank the German line 
which rests its right upon the coast. 
Our troops can tnus act with many 
advantages owing to the proximity ol 
home territory, and the whole situa­
tion afford aground for hope. Regard-
ing the situation in Eastern Europe,
Colonel Repington is less hopetul. 
He says "The public read of one Rus­
sian army almost at the gates of Cra­
cow, another almost on the Lower 
Vistula, and Russian cavalry on the 
borders of Silesia, well across Car­
pathians to the borders of Hungarian 
Plain. How comes It that Austro- 
German Allies are now posted along 
Vistula and San, in possession once 
more of Western .Galicia and in occu­
pation cf one half at least of the Vis­
tula Province. Fighting is taking 
place over an immense front and de­
cisions of modern battles are not re­
markable for rapidity. All we can be 
sure of is that the Russians are fight­
ing on the ground of their own choos­
ing and will give an excellent account 
of themselves.

Aberdeen, Scotland, Oct. 16.—The 
British cruiser Hawke was sunk in 
the North Sea yesterday by a German 
submarine, and of her crew of four 
hundred officers and men only 73 are 
known to have been saved.

The cruiser Theseus, a sister ship 
of the Hawke, was attacked by the 
same submarine, but escaped because 
she obeyed the Admiralty’s instruc­
tions and looked to her own safety, 
instead of rushing to the aid of the 
Hawke's perishing crew.

A survivor of the Hawke gives the 
following description cf. the disas­
ter:

“Within eight minutes, the Hawke 
had gone under. Had the ship gone 
down forward or aft, there would 
have been some chance for us to get 
the boats out, and clear of the cruis­
er, but she keeled over on her beam 
ends. All of the boats were lowered, 
these on the starboard side were use­
less, and those on the port side were 
crushed as son as they touched the 
water.

“I was proud to be among such 
comrades. Every thing was abso­
lutely in perfect order. When the 
ship was struck, a fearful explosion 
followed, and grime and dust were 
everywhere. I was in midships at 
the time and could hardly see to 
grope my way to the ship’s side. I 
heard orders given to lower the boats 
and then some one shouted ‘look after 
yourselves,’ so I did that.

“Most of the men on board were 
married men. We saw hundreds in 
the water, but were afraid to pick 
them up as our boat was already over 
crowded. So we threw life belts to 
them. It was all we could do.

“The weather was bitter cold, and 
I do not think that many, apart from 
those who were taken to Aberdeen 
were saved.” >

Here is a statement of a rescued 
stoker:

“When the explosion occurred, I, 
along with others who were in the 
engine room, was sent flying into 
space and was stunned for a time.

Horror of the Situation.
“When I came to my reason, I 

found myself in the midst of what 
must be described as an absolute in­
ferno. One of the cylinders of the 
engine had been completely wrecked, 
and steam was passing out in dense, 
scalding clouds. The horror of the 
situation was increased, when a tank 
of oil fuel caught fire, and the flames 
advanced with fearful rapidity.

“Seeing that there was not a ghost 
of a chance of doing any good by re­
maining in what was obviously a 
death trap, I determined to make a 
dash for it, and I scrambled up an 
iron ladder to the main deck. All this 
happened in less time than it takes 
to tell it, but such is British pluck, 
coolness and nerve, even in such a 
situation, that the commander and 
other officers weer on the bridge, and 
other officers wére on the bridge, and 
oeuvres, the orders were given and 
calmly obeyed.

“The buglers sounded a stiff call, 
which summoned every man to re­
main at his post. During the first 
minute or two, many of us believed 
all that was wrong was a boiler ex­
plosion, but the rapidity with which 
the cruiser was taking water on the
starboard side, quickly disabused all
our minds of this belief. Realizing
the actual situation, the commander 
gave orders to clôse all the water­
tight doors. Soon after then came 
the order to abandon the ship and get 
out the boats.

Were All Overcrowded.
“One cutter was being launched 

from the port side, but the Hawke at 
that moment heeled over before the 
boat could be got clear, and the cut­
ter lurched against the cruiser’s side 
and stove in one or two of her planks. 
As the Haw.ke went down, a small 
pinnace and a raft which had been 
prepared for such an emergency float­
ed free, but such was the onrush of 
men, who had been thrown into the 
water that both were overcrowded. 
On the raft were about seventy men, 
knee deep in the water and the pin­
nace also appeared to be over-filled.

“When those who managed to make 
their way to the cutter, which was 
also in great danger of being over­
turned, caught the last glimpse of 
these two craft, they were in a pre­
carious condition. The cutter moved 
around the wreck. and picked up as 
many survivors as the boat would 
hold. All those aboard who had life 
belts took them off and threw them to 
their comrades who were struggling 
in the water. Oars and other move- 
able wood work also were 
overboard to help those clinging to 
the wreckage, and many of whom 
were seen to sink.”
