An Object Lesson 
For Newfoundland

The D$ily News this 
morning strikes a note of 
warning, which should 
be heeded. The outrages 
perpetrated by the Huns 

in Canada and the United States may 
be attempted in Newfoundland. Al­
most without exception the enemy 
aliens have been rounded up and sent 
out of the country for internment 
abroad. But there still may be hostile 
persons here and other enemies may 
come here. While there is prob­
ably no ground for anxiety, for anxiety 
would be a giving way to German 
‘frightfulness’, precautions should be 
taken, and we have no doubt the 
police will do their utmost, but the 
police are handicapped by the small­
ness of their numbers and the fre­
quent changes of the personnel in the 
ranks. There are, however, some 
thirty naval recruits on the Calypso 
and nearly a hundred here in con­
nection with the Newfoundland Regi­
ment. These of course will be sent 
away in time, but every effort should 
be made to aid recruiting, so that there 
may be a body of soldiers and sailors 
always available for an emergency. 
Moreover, it might be well to rajse a 
home defence force of those who from 
age, or having a wife, or children, or 
others dependent on them for support, 
are unable to volunteer for service 
abroad, but would be able to give their 
services for home defence and would 
be willing to do so.

The discoveries made in the exam­
ination of Von Papen’s correspond­
ence and that of others make it clear 
that the German authorities are 
fomenting plots on this side of the 
water, and the activities of the Can­
adian Secret Service agents in the 
United States, as well as newspaper ! 
investigators of the Providence Jour­
nal, and other newspapers makes it j 
abundantly clear that plots are actu­
ally in existence to destroy public ! 
buildings, railways, docks, shipping 
and industrial plants. These agencies 
do not hesitate to state boldly that ] 

. the firing of the Parliament Building . 
was one of the objectives of German 
plotters. The Providence Journal, it ’ 
will be remembered, claims that it 
gave notice to the Department of Jus­
tice at Washington three weeks ago, 
that a plot existed to destroy the Ot- , 
taw's Parliament Building by fire. : 
Whether it is possible to bring home j 
to the plotters that crime, and the 
plot of an invasion by the Huns in the 
States to destroy Welland Canal, the 
future will show. Meanwhile it is but 
reasonable that precautions should be 
tiÿcen in Newfoundland to avert the 
destruction of our Cathedrals, Chur­
ches and public buildings.

We got a parcel from Queen 
Alexandra, in it were a pair of socks, 
cake, carbolic soap, pipe and tobacco, 
one towel, one shirt, pair of boot laces, 
box of ointment for the feet, quarter 
lb. chocolate which I found the best 
of the whole lot.

It is very cold here now. Don’t 
worry about me, but keep'on writing, 
it is good to get news from home. Re­
member nié to all my friends. -

YOUR BOYS AND GIRLS.
When baby becomes a year old it’s 

diet should begin to include fruit juices 
and the whites of eggs. Begin with a 
wing glass of chicken broth or bouil­
lon fed from a spoon, and gradually 
decrease the amount of bottle food. 
Soon after it turns it's first year the 
child should learn to drink from a 
sjnall cup and it's meals may- be re­
duced to five a day with an occasional 
drink of orange juice and plenty of 
water.

The first and second meals should 
consist chiefly of modified milk to 
which half as much strained oatmeal 
had been added. Early in the after­
noon a gill of chicken broth, or half 
as much beef juice, may be given, and 
this may be varied every few days 
with the white of an egg boiled for a 
minute. The two remaining meals 
should have milk as their mainstay.

SUPPOSED BOMB OX STEAMER.

BORDEAUX, To-day.
A small tube supposed to be a bomb 

has been found on the British steam­
ship Hannington, which arrived here 
last Friday, flour laden from New 
York. The tube was concealed among 
some sacks of flour, where it is 
thought to have been placed after the 
steamer left New York. Investiga­
tion is being made.

THE LONDON BUDGET.
LONDON, To-day.

The British are pressing the Ger­
mans hard in the Kamerun region of 
German West Equatorial Africa. A 
Spanish official communication says 

/DO Germans and 14.000 of their Col­
onial troops crossed the southwest 
border and sought refuge in Spanish 
Guiena, where they were disarmed 
and interned. Except on the western 
line in France and Belgium and on 
the Causcasus front little fighting of 
moment is in progress in any of the 

- war theatres. In Northwest Russia 
there have been aerial raids by both, 
Germans and Russians. In Galicia 
and Bukowina small infantry and 
grenade attacks at one point along 
the line, where Russian General Ivan- 
off in command of the Russians found 
a system of Teuton mines and having 
wired it, detoned the mines. The 
British and French in Belgium have 
shelled with destructive effect Ger­
man trenches at Boesnghe. The 
French heavy guns have silenced the 
German batteries east of Boesnghe. 
Petrograd says ,the Russians continue 
to harass the Turks over the entire 
Caucasus region and that all attempts 
by the Turks at an offensive have been 
repulsed with heavy losses to them. 
In Mesopotamia, near Felahie small 
artillery infantry engagements have 
been going on between the Turks and 
British. At Kut-el-Amara where the 
British are besieged by the Turks, 
there is no change in the situation.

GERMAN RIOT TO INVADE CAN­
ADA BY THE HYPHEN.

NEW YORK, To-day.
The Herald this morning prints a 

lengthy story to the effect that Cana­
dian Secret Service has uncovered a 
plot of enormous proportions, the ob­
ject of which was the invasion of 
Canada and/Gie destruction of the 
Welland Canal. Canadian Secret Ser­
vice Agents working on this side of 
the border, are reported by the Her­
ald to have submitted these findings 
to their Government: That two hun­
dred thousand Mauser rifles have been 
secretly purchased by German Agents 
and were being shipped to points 
along the Canadian border; that 
scores of German army officers re­
cently have arrived in the United 
States in the guise of Belgian refugees 
from the neutral ports of Europe with 
the object of heading the armed force 
for the invasion of Canada. That the 
principal object of this secret move­
ment is the destruction of the Welland 
Canal and the crippling of the ship­
ment of $800,000,000 of Canada wheat 
to the Allies. That one-third the out­
put of American munitions plants 
have been purchased by German 
Agents, masquerading as agents for 
the Allied Government; that these war 
supplies in greater part are composed 
of rifles, stored secretly; that the de­
struction of "the Canadian Parliament 
Buildings at Ottawa last week and the 
attempted destruction of . munitions 
plant in the same city on Feb. 5th 
were the work of German sympathi­
zers.

GOING TO GERMANY.
BERLIN, To-day.

King Ferdinand of Bulgaria is com­
ing to Germany it is learned here to­
night, as a return to the visit paid by 
Emperor William to the King at Nish, 
in Serbia, on January 18.

ACCUSED OF TAKING BRIBES.
SOFIA, To-day.

PÈTROGRAD, To-day.
The Germans have established a

MESSAGES OF SYMPATHY FOR 
CANADA.

OTTAWA. To-day.
Thursday night’s, disaster has stir­

red the whole Empire, and has 
brought to Sir Robert- Borden mes­
sages of sympathy from every part of 
Canada, from the United States, from 
tlie sister Dominions and mai”’ from 
the Motherland . Premier Asquith 
cabled on Saturday as follows: 
“Deeply sympathize with you and the 
Government, Parliament and people 
of Canada on their great loss. The 
people of Britain are already bound 
to the Dominion by gratitude which 
gave magnificent services to the Era 
pire’s cause and will be yet more 
firmly united to Canada by common 
Brief." Earl Kitchener sent the fol­
lowing, message: “My sincere con­
gratulations on your fortunate escape 
from the disastrous fire which, to our 
deep regret, has wrought such dam­
age to your Parliament Buildings." 
Earl Grey, former Governor-General, 
cabled: “Filled with grief at the sad 
news. For seven years I made a daily 
inspection from the high and beauti­
ful towers, but Lady Grey and 1, 
while deeply mourning Canada’s loss, 
know you will raise from the ashes 
a building worthy of the great destiny 
which sacrifices, in the cause of right­
eousness have already abundantly in­
sured for the Canadian people.” Right 
Hon. Bonar Law: “I heartily ex­
press my profound sympathy with 
your Government and the people of 
Canada in the disaster which they 
have suffered by the destruction by 
fire of the Parliament Buildings.” Pre­
mier Massey, New Zealand: “The 
Government and people of New Zea­
land desire to express the warmest 
sympathy with the people of Canada 
ia the destruction of their magnifi­
cat Parliament Buildings by fire and 
consequent loss- of life. Telegrams 
indicate some doubt as to the cause 
of the disaster, and I will therefore 
not deal with this point until'definite 
information is at hand.” From Fer­
guson, Governor-Genefal of Austra­
lia: “Would express to your Royal 
I-Iighness my deep regret at the loss 
sustained by the people of Canada at. 
the destruction of the beautiful Par­
liament Buildings.” From Governor 
Stanley, of Victoria: “The Govern­
ment of Victoria deeply sympathize 
with the Parliament and people of 
Canada on the great disaster which 
has befallen them by the destruction 
of the magnificent Parliament Build­
ings at Ottawa, and the consequent 
loss of life.” Sir George Perley: 
“Deeply deplore the loss of life and 
the disastrous fire. Have received 
many expressions of sympathy and 
regret.” From Hod. Harcourt: “Ac­
cept my deep sympathy in the great 
disaster.” Similar messages were re­
ceived from the Governor of New­
foundland, the Russian Consul Gen­
eral, Montreal, the French Consul 
General, Montreal, the Premier of 
Manitoba, Consul General of Italy and 
Chairman Smithers, of the Grand 
Trunk.

GERMAN WARSHIP SUNK.
COPENHAGEN, To-day.

A large German warship has been 
sunk in the Cattegat between the Is­
land of Anholt and the Swedish coast, 
according to a Copenhagen despatch, 
quoting the newspaper Helsinger Av­
is. The despatch says the supposed 
vessel struck a mine. Wireless calls 
for help were heard but these ceased 
after a timè.

COLONEL HOUSE, WILSON’S PElt-

PARIS, To-day.
George Clemenceau, former French 

Premier, commenting in his news­
paper, Lhomme Euchians, on Colonel 
House’s mission, which he says seems 
to be characteristic of President Wil­
son’s spirit of hesitation, writes, 
Europe has suddenly seen a dumb 
missionary disembark on its shores 
for a tour of inspection among com­
batants. He has passed everywhere, 
appearing and disappearing by turns 
like the flying'Dutchman, in the mists 
of the horizon. He has said nothing. 
His whole mission evidently being to- 
observe. His task he is supposed to 
report faithfully to the Presidential 
Candidate the one conclusion he draws 
from personal observation, personal 
observation as to the balance of force 
between the belligerents. “I know 
nothing about Colonel House,” con­
cluded Mr. Clemenceau, “but the 
fact that he has been chosen for this 
investigation by the first magistrate 
of the American Republic, leads me 
to infer that he has at least the qual­
ities of observation, and good sensf. 
This is enough to satisfy me as to the 
results of his investigation.”

CONCENTRATING ON GREEK 
FRONTIER.

MILAN, To-day.
A despatch from Athens says the 

French aviators report continued con­
centration of adversary forces on the 
Greek frontier. German reinforce­
ments are advancing from Uskub to 
northwest of Gieveneli. Fresh Ger­
man regiments have arrived at Monas- 
tir. and Austrian forces are concen­
trating around Kchevikovo. A Bul­
garian division, says that despatch, 
finally had left Kustendil! going 
south, and the transfer of heavy ar­
tillery from Nish to the Bulgarian 
front is confirmed.

THREATENING ROUMANIA.
LONDON, To-day.

The tension between Roumania and 
the Central Powers appears to be ap­
proaching a point, according to a de­
spatch from . Italy and Roumania, ap­
pearing in tp-day’s newspapers. The 
Daily Chronicle’s Mamornitz’ corres­
pondent says Vienna and Berlin are 
adopting a threatening attitude to­
ward Bucharest, and that there has 
been sudden concentration of men 
and guns on the Bulgarian side of the 
Danube, while the Roumanians are 
trenched on the western frontier with­
in fifty yards of file Austro-Hungari­
an lines. It is also stated,’ the corres­
pondent said, that the Central Pow­
ers have demanded “neutrality favor­
able to the Central Powers,” as well 
as the demobilization of the Rou­
manian army.

PATROLS CLASH.
LONDON, To-day.

A despatch’ from Salonika says, 
there was a skirmish on Sunday be­
tween the French and Bulgarians' 
mounted patrols on the Dorian front 
at Salient 227 about a kilometre 
south of the front lines. It resulted 
in two of the French troops being 
wounded. Bulgarian casualties are 
not known. This was the first clash 
since the Entente Allies retired to 
their new tines. ‘

REDUCTION IN M.P.’S salaries.
LONDON, To-day.

The Express says there is- reason to 
believe that, the coming report of the 
Public Service Retrenchment Commit­
tee will recommend that salaries of 
members of Parliament be reduced 
from four hundred to three hundred 
pounds.

LONDON, Feb. 5. 
The Governor, Newfoundland:

Reports of the Zeppelin raid show 
that three breweries, three railway 
sheds and one engine shed were seri­
ously damaged, and about fifteen 
working class houses demolished.

BONAR LAW.

«> ATTEMPT to wreck victor- 
IA BRIDGE.

MONTREAL, Feb. 5.
What is believed to have been an 

attempt to wreck Victoria Bridge 
was frustrated by men of a composite 
battalion on guard shortly before five 
o'clock this morning. Several shots 
were fired, when the figure of a man 
was seen creeping over the ice to­
wards the bridge. A searchlight on 
the city side picked him out some dis­
tance from" the stone piers, and as it 
was evident he had no right to be in 
such place at such and hour, one of 
the guards opened fire. In a twink­
ling other guards were turned out. 
Several more shots were fired, but 
the man escaped.

ANOTHER FIRE AT OTTAWA. .
OTTAWA, Feb. 5.

Following the destruction of the 
House of Commons, an Ottawa equip­
ment factory is in ruins this morning. 
Another fire, suspected of having 
originated through German plotters, 
completely destroyed in the early 
hours to-day the clothing manufactory 
of Grant, Holden & Graham. The 
firm has contracts with the Militia 
Department for a supply of clothing, 
tents and haversacks. The building 
was completely gutted, entailing a 
loss of one hundred and twenty-five 
thousand dollars. No very conclusive 
evidence exists of treacherous hands 
ot enemy agents originating the fire, 
but suspicion at least points that way 
because of the firm being engaged in 
making soldiers' equipment.

BODY DISCOVERED IN RUINS.
OTTAWA, Feb. 5.

The body of J. B. R. Laplante, as­
sistant clerk, who perished in the 
6re, was discovered this morning. I» 
was in the room of Deputy Speaker 
Hill. A messenger had tried to in­
duce Laplante to descend by a rope 
of curtains, but he would not risk it. 
The messenger finally jumped and 
saved himself.

CALLS FOR REPRISALS.
NEW YORK, Feb. 5.

A cable to the Herald from London 
Ibis morning says the ‘British press, 
while expressing its gratitude to the 
United States for its sympathy with 
Canada over the destruction of its 
Parliament Houses, is stirred to the 
depths by this outrage and calls up­
on the Government henceforth to 
wage relentless war upon an army, 
navy and people capable of demoniac 
crimes such as this, with murders 
from the skies by Zeppelins wholesale 
slaughter of Americans aboard the 
Lusitania and use of poisonous gases 
on the battlefield.

As 
Britain, France, Russia and Italy are 
fighting for their lives, all measures 
by sea, land and air, no matter how 
terrible, should be employed to in­
sure the crushing defeat of an enemy 
which in defiance of all laws, human 
and divine, has sought to destroy the 
freedom of the world.

BELIEVE IT TO BE WORK OF THE 
HUNS.

LONDON, Feb. 5.
Notwithstanding official denials ot 

German intrigue in connection with 
the burning of the Parliament Build­
ings at Ottawa, the British press is 
unanimous in regarding the catas­
trophe as the work of the Huns. With 
the expression of sympathy there is 
invariably coupled confidence that 
Canada will in no way allow herself 
to be terrorized by acts of frightful­
ness. The Evening Star suggests that 
the Imperial Parliament, aided per­
haps by other Dominions, be allowed 
to rebuild Canada’s Parliament Hous­
es as a mark of the Empire’s gratit­
ude and unity.

TOOL AND SHELL PLANT PAR- 
TIALLY DESTROYED.

HESPELER, Ont., Feb. 6.
A fire which started in the lurnace 

room, shortly after noon, to-day, par­
tially destroyed the tool and shell 
plant of Jardine & Co.

AUSTRALIAN PREMIER ON HIS 
WAY TO LONDON.

HONOLULU, Feb. 6.
William Hughes, Premier and 

Treasurer of Australia, arrived on 
Saturday aboard the steamer Makura, 
on his way to Vancouver and Montre­
al, to join, it is said Sir Robert L. 
Borden, the Canadian Premier, and 
proceed with him to London to attend 
an Imperial Conference. Premier 
Hughes declined to discuss his mis­
sion.

SENTENCED TO DEATH.
LONDON, Feb. 6.

Lieut. George Coderre, of the Cana 
dian Expeditionary Force, was sen­
tenced to death to-day at Winchester, 
on the charge of murdering Sergt. 
Ozanne, of his regiment.

ARTILLERY ACTIVE.
LONDON, Feb. 6.

' British and French reports state 
that artillery has been active on the 
v/estern front. Enemy shelters and 
trenches have been shelled. One ene­
my aeroplane was brought down in 
flames.

BERLIN PRESS INDIGNANT.
LONDON, Feb. 6.

According to Berlin telegrams 
transmitted by Reuter’s correspond­
ent at Amsterdam, the attitude of the 
crew of the trawler King Stephen to 
ward the crew of the wrecked Zep­
pelin L-19 has raised a storm of in­
dignation in the Berlin press, which 
describes the case as a worthy coun­
ter-part of the Baralong incident. 
This fresh action, says the Lokal An- 
zeig'er, discloses a brutality of the 
British character, which we barbari­
ans did not know. The Vossische 
Zeitung says that every one who 
has still preserved an Impartial judg­
ment, will agree that the King Steph­
en affair is a stain on the shield of 
Britannia.

THE BISHOP OF LONDON.
LONDON, Feb. 6.

The Bishop of London, Rt. Rev. Ar 
thur Winnington Ingram, speaking at 
Stoke Newington last night, said: 
“One of the saddest men in England 
must be the skipper of the trawler 
which came upon a sinking. Zeppelin

in the North Sea. The skipper would 
have liked to rescue the men, though 
they were enemies, but was unable to 
trust the Germans’ word. Had he 
taken the Germans on his ship they , 
might have attacked the crew, and : 
the whole German press woulj have 1 
applauded the action as a clever piece i 
of strategy. Therefore we ought to ’ 
stand by the skipper. The Germans 
have killed chivalry in warfare.”

ENCOURAGING REPORTS.
LONDON, Feb. 6.

The Italians report the enemy re­
pulsed on all hands and many pris­
oners taken. The Russians report 
the enemy held in check, and repuls­
ed in some parts. General Ivanoff’s 
scouts annihilated a strong body of 
Germans at Juliow.

Oar Volunteers.

KAMERÜN CAMPAIGN NEARING A 
CONCLUSION.

MADRID, Feb. 6.
Nine hundred Germans and four­

teen thousand of their Colonial troops 
from the German Colony of Kamerun 
have crossed the border into Spanish 
Guinea, according to an official an­
nouncement made here to-day. The 
troops have been disarmed _ and in­
terned. This is taken to indicate that 
the Franco-British campaign in 
Kamerun is nearing a conclusiou.

PARIS OFFICIAL.
PARIS, Feb. 6. Official.

A Bulgarian report forwarded from 
Athens to the Temps, says that 470 
men were killed and more than 500 
wounded during the recent attack by 
French aeroplanes on the Bulgars’ 
camps. The attacks are said to have 
been made by seventeen aeroplanes. 
More than 200 bombs were dropped 
on the Bulgarian camps at Petrich 
in the Strumitza Valley. The bom­
bardment was over in twenty min­
utes.

IN MESOPOTAMIA.
LONDON, Feb. 6.

A correspondent of the British press 
in Mesopotamia, telegraphing from 
Basra, under date Feb. 2, emphasizes 
the hard task of the Kut el Amara 
relief force. He says that climatic 
conditions compare with the worst 
experienced in France in the winter 
of 1914. In few campaigns have the 
British and Indian • forces been so 
severely tried. Lack of cover in a 
fiat country exposes the advancing 
troops to rifle fire at 2,000 yards. At 
the present time, owing to the recent 
hE.lt, conditions are becoming like 
these in France. Communication 
trenches have been Cut and for the 
moment operations are confined to 
sniping and artillery fire.

EXPLOSION PARTLY DESTROYS 
AUSTRIAN FACTORIES.

ROME, Fob. 6.
Austria’s army factory at Skua, and 

the works at Pilsen in Bohemia, have 
been partly destroyed as the result of 
an explosion, according to a despatch 
from Bucharest, Roumania, to the 
Messagero.

BRITISH STEAMER SINK.
LONDON, Feb. 6.

The British steamer Baigownie, 
1,061 tons gross, is sunk. The crew 
with the exception of the second offi­
cer, was saved. The Baigownie was 
235 feet long, 30 feet beam, 17 feet 
deep. The vessel was built at Aber­
deen in 1889, and owned by the Gen­
eral Steam Navigation Co., Ltd., of 
London.

PRINCE LEOPOLD WILL ATTACK 
SUEZ CANAL.

GENEVA, Feb. 6.
Prince Leopold, of Bavaria, who 

has studied Egypt thoroughly, will be 
appointed command of the German- 
Turkish army attack on the Suez 
Canal, according to the Kuriere of' - 
Munich. The newspaper says that the 
Expedition, it is reported, will get un­
der way in the spring, and that it will 
be commanded by German officers 
who are making preparations at Con­
stantinople.

KING GEORGE AGAIN IN PUBLIC.
LONDON, Feb. 6.

King George to-day made his first 
public appearance since he suffered 
injury- from the accident while re­
viewing the British troops in France 
last October. His Majesty attended a 
performance of Verdi's Requiem in 
memory of the soldiers who have fall­
en in the war.

TAKING PRECAUTIONS.
NEW YORK, Feb. 6.

A general police order, issued last 
night, assigning patrols to all sta­
tions on the subway system and the 
Hudson terminal building, led to re­
ports that threats had been made to 
dynamite New York underground 
railroads, but no confirmation was 
obtainable of the assertion that a 
plot had been uncovered.

Prospero Back.
The S. S. Prospero, Capt. Meikle, re­

turned from North Sydney yesterday 
with a cargo of coal. She will take 
up the western route about the end of 
this week, the Portia laying off for 
her annual overhauling.
