Well, now, what about National Ser-
vice? NOW, or Never, Neville! Do let
us know where we are. At present
all is confusion. I quité understand
that, as in the case of Devonport, you
are probably handicapped by the
politician. Gi:e him a miss. If you
are controller of National Service —
CONTROL; if you are director—
DIRECT. You were dragged away
from your own manifold business ac-
tivities to create this new department

Under the head-line, “Newfound-
landers’ Glorious Fight for Three
Days,” Mr. W, Beech Thomas, writing
from War Correspondents’ Headquart-
ers, France, on April 26th, gives a
splendid account of the work perform-'
ed by our Regiment in the great onen-‘
sive,

“I was permitted yesterday,” he
says, “to mention the name of three
Regiments whose companies did sig-
nal service—the Middlesex, the Argyll"
and Sutherlands and the Worcesters.

Butler, M.C., took charge of the re-
serves following the advance of the
14th, and set a fine example by his
fearlessness and devetion to duty.
Pte. James, of the R.AM.C., dress-
ed several wounded men in the opén,
and continued to do, so, although
wounded himself.

Sergt. Thos. Hussey, under heavy
fire, assisted wounded wefficerss and
men in “No Man’'s Land,” and” made
several trips across the open to secure
help.

Pte. J. Rose in an isolated position,
held his post under heavy fire, and ac-
counted for quite a number of the
Germans who twice attacked.

There are, doubtless, other acts of
bravery in the last engagement that
will come to light soon. In the in-
stances quoted, many of the principal
characters have been wounded, and
some have paid the supreme sacri-
fice. But they upheld the honour of
Newfoundland and Empire to the last
and in the words of Beech Thomas:

“They paid the price!
“They won the fame!”

Should Capture Zeebrugge.

The placing of mines in German
-encouraged:
American naval men- to believe that
from now on the war against sub-
marines will be carried right to the
doors of Germany. But that course
will be only a small part of what is
necessary to do in order to combat
the ruthless U-boat warfare. It is
felt that more effective measures
should- be taken to prevent submar-
ines from leaving their ports, or de-
stroying them before they have gone
very far from home. *The re-capture
of Zeébrugge, the Belgian port from
which many German submarines ' are
supposed to operate, would help ma-
terially in solving the problem, it is
believed, but it is felt that some ef-
fective method must be devised of
dealing with U-boats that make their
headquarters at Wilhelmshaven, at
the mouth of the Jade River; Cux-
haven, at the mouth of the Elbe, and
Bremerhaven, at the mouth of the
Weser.

Opinion is growing in the most in-
fluential circles in Washington that it
is more necessary to deal drastically
with the German submarine danger
than to meet the situation merely by
building a large fleet of cargo-
carrying ships in the hope that a
sufficient number of them will escape
the U-boats and carry food and war
material to the British Isles and
France. For this reason the view
prevails that while the shipbuilding
programme ~ is ' being carried out
means should be taken of dnvmg the
German submarines from the seas.
That can be done best by going after
the U-boats in their home waters in-
stead of following present methods,
is strongly supported by experts.

What Canadians
at War are Doing

(From a letter from an officer who
went over Vimy Ridge, received - by
his wife in Toronto.)

“Safe! What can I say? How can
I describe to you what I have come
through. It doesn’t maftter. It will

; : take years. But the fact remains, I

féught my platoon to the tip of Vimy
Ridge and down over the further
slope (censor has removed the names
of officers and men who fell.) Our
company’s job was to go through to
the top, make sure .of the further
slope, and dig a trench at the crest. =

“The barrage was a thing this world
has never seen before. It was a wall
of blazing steel, that crept slowly for-
ward and destroyed utterly every-
thing it rested on. And we followed
it, close behind. Shells fell amid us.
Men would lie down obediently. But
we didn’'t care what happened. I
came on a machine gun crew of an-
othe regiment who were laid out. I
carried their gun on and my sergeant
fought it splendidly over that hellish
ridge.

“I did not see a single Hun alive or
dead. Right at the top in La Folle
Farm, which it was my duty to attack
if the regiment at the right were
held up, I saw a lonely Hun field gun,
18 pounder, all deserted. I fired my
revolver at it. That was the only
shot I fired in the whole battle. La
Folle Farm, famous in three years’
battles, was deserted when I came
through it. It was as peaceful as any
Ontario farm, with apple trees some-
times torn,.and ploughed by a terri-
ble ploughshare. There was no sign
of a German in this famcus strong-
hold.

“Down on what the papers term ‘the
eastern slope of Vimy Ridge,” I started
our strong point, and my men fell all
about me from the heavy fire from
the valley.

“A ——— was hit Tuesday morn-
ing, and we made three attempts to
reach him, but were driven in with
losses. We do not know whether he
is dead or a prisoner; and as I was
able to creep within a few yards of
where he fell and couldn’t see him, I
fancy he was taken in by the Huns.
After taking the ridge, we had three
days of steady bombardment to en-
dure. 1 do not remember much. I
remember tying up wounded and di-
recting burial of dead. I remember
standing with my helmet off, while
our splendid padre stoéd there in the
flying snow and the unearthly shells,
and said the hurial service in a grect
ringing voice. I remember the long
knights - of “tramping from*post “to post”
and cheering the men, soaked and
frozen, to keep awake and strafe the
Hun. I . remember running what
seemed a thousand miles under shell
fire out to a s,!ml]—h(z_]o where our one
Stokes gun “was mounted to help the
gun sergeant and his one remaining
man to fire it. 1 remember being
buried twice and blown up once, and
to-day I shaved cut a dozen tiny par-
ticles of steel from my face.

“Then a long, long tramp through
a thick silent snow-storm, back to our
rest camp of tents and tarpaulins.”

“No Indermnifi s.

no annexations,” put forward in Rus-
cia by Socialists under German guid-
ance, has a large, philanthropic
gound, like so many phrases of Ger-
man workmanship. The sound dulls
the ear to the meaning. Such a
phrase was “the frcedom of the seas,”
a singularly noble pihrase. It meant,
however, the unchecked rampancy of
German militarism by the destruc-
tion or the surbing of the British
fleet. And “no indemnities, no an-
nexations,” a phrase of even sweeter
sound, meang something far less beau-
tiful.

“No  indemnities.”. Let us begin
with Belgium. If Belgium gets no
indemnity, she will have to build up
with her own money the house fthat
Germany destroyed. It will cost just
as much to build the house again,
whether Belgium pays out of her own
pocket or whether Germany pays with
an indemnity. Therefore “no indem-
nities,” in the case of Belgium, means
that there will be an indemnity, but
that Belgium will pay it, not Ger-
many.

But outside of Germany Socialists
concede that Belgium will be an ex-
ception. There is, then, the case of
France. The burned house of France
will have to be rebuilt; the only ques-
tion is with whose money. If France
must rebuild with her "own _money
the house that Germany burned down,
not for military reasons, but wanton-
ly, merely to destroy, then the phrase
“no indemnities” merely means that
the cost is transferred from ¢ Ger-
many’s shoulders to France's. For it
will take money to rebuild that house,
and if Germany does not pay the
money France will have to; if the in-
cendiary dpes not pay for the damage
the householder must.

The same thing is true of every
other matter in which indemnities are
involved. Somebody must pay for the
damage. Shall it be the aggressor
or the defender? Shall Russia,
France and England pay for the de-
struction committed by Germany, or
shall Germany pay for it? It has to
be paid for; that fact cannot be es-
caped; all that can be done is to
shift the burden, shift it from guilty
shoulders to innocent ones.

Mr. Gompers said in his cable mes-
sage to the Workmen’s and Soldiersg’
Council at Petrograd that those for
whom hLe spoke were opposed to “ail
punitive aud improper indemnities,”
which is a different thing and not at
all what the German agents mean. He
ably pointed out that such punitive
and improper indemnities had already
heen-0ollgeted by Germany from Ser-
bia, ~ Belgium and foland.  These
countries-cannot be reimbursed save
by the levying of an indemnity. “No
indemnities” would mean that Bel-
gium, Poland and Berbia must suffer
the improper and punitive indemni-
ties already levied on them, and no
counter-indemnity must be assessed
on the aggressor who robbed them.

Mr. Gompers also illuminated the
meaning of the equally lovely phrease,
“No annexations.” What that means,
he told the Russians, is simply “that
all oppressed non-German peoples
shall be compelled to remain under
the dominion of Prussia and her
lackeys, Austria and Turkey.” It is
a complete characterization. So  is
Mr. Gompers’ summary of the whole
German Socialist pacifist movement
on Russia as “false pretenses and
underground plotting to bring about
an abortive peace in the interest of
Kaiserism and the ruling class.”
There is not a word in that phrase of
his that is not scientifically accurate;
and the word “abortive” is one of es-
pecial significance and importance.—
New York Times.

Crowning Barbarifty.

Boston Transeript: Never in the
history of the world has a conquering
or a defeated force shown such malig-
nity of destruction. It never occurred
to Sioux or Apache Indians to destroy
even the earth over which they trod.
This is the crowning barbarity of the
history of war. It puts the Germans
outside the pale of civilized warfare.
The whoie hideous proceeding, which
has been accompanied by the ship-
ment of the able bodied population of
the abandoned French territory, in-
cluding young girls, to Germany, in-
dicates a movement of desperation;
it belies all expectation of ever again
putting a German foot on the &ban-
doned soil—on that soil which is

Likewise
east of Arras around the village of
Roeux the battle has been waged with
a viciousness. scarcely ever before
seen here. The British have been suc-
cessful against the Germans. In Wed-
nesday night’s fighting the Germans
were forced to give ground before
counter-attacks inside the village and
loosen their hold on the positions they
previously had taken. Although the
forces of the German Crown Prince
renewed with extreme violence their
attacks against the French north of
Soissons in the sectors of Moulin-de-

they were repulsed by the French ar-
tillery and infantry, suffering enorm-
ous casualties. To the -east the
French troops near Croanne deliver-
ed a successful attack, capturing Ger-
man trench elements.

“Eye-Witness Tells the Story of a
Prompt Act and a Gallant Deed.

Early in the morning a big “stunt”
had been pulled off on the Western
fronf. Three Regiments had *gone
over” and taken their objective. The
position was not: an easy one, the
Germans having held it strongly, and
one portion of the trench badly bat-
tered in the bombardment, while some
Huns were actually in the same line.

One Regiment had suffered - many
casualties, and three hours after the
attack," I was despatched by the
Brigadier-General, with -fifty men, to
assist in holding a portion of the new
position. On the way up we had an
example of Hun “frightfulness” in the
form of a heavy barrage, in which the
Major in charge of our party was
wounded, and half my men scattered.
I reached the trench with sixteen out
of the original fifty.

The hours passed slowly to the ac-
companiment of “Minnenwerfers” and
Trench mortars, and early the next
morning “B” Company, under Capt. B.
Butler, M.C., moved into the line.
Lieut. Gerald Byrne, with his platoon,
took over my post.

That night our men were subjected
to a very heavy bombardmnt, and the
area was bright with Hun flares. This
audacity brought forth the customary
retaliation from our artillery, and
there was considerable activity on
that front until the morning. Just
before dawn the sound of sharp ex-
plosions announced the presence of
Bosches on the right. The presence
of the enemy in your own trench puz-
zles those who read.about it at home.
It is, however, somiething of fair]y
common occurrence, and. a hostile
party on the offensive may prove un-
pleasant. The whole situaticn then
hinges upon “Bombs” and their rapid
use. Suddenly a Bavarian OGlficer ap-
peared on our parapet; as quickly he
went down, and then. Lieut.
took charge of the position. Seizing
couple of grenades, he turned to his
men: “Come boys, no Newfloundland-
er gives way to a Bosche!” and thus
the defensive commenced. The first
grenade made the Huns
second checked their advance, amd the
third, followed by a rush of New-
foundlanders routed the Germans who
fell ‘down ‘the trench. Lieut. Byrne,
with Privates Picco and Lewis - gave
chase, and within five minutes the
position was cleared, and another
forty yards added to . our line. The
flank was saved, the trench held, by
the prompt action and initiative of a
gallant. officer!

I remember distinctly the words of
the Brigadier-General the day our
party moved up:—they were “I know
I can depend on the Newfoundlanders
to hold, that line!” and the sequel is—
“Always, while we have such men as
Lieut. Byrne, M.C.”

Stabbing Affray
