Conscript the 
Man-Power

THE WOMAN POWER, AND THE
YOUTH POWER FOR NATIONAL
SERVICE AND THUS MAKE SURE
OF QUICK VICTORY!

(From an English Exchange.)
The other day I pleaded with Lord 

Davenport to “DO IT NOW”—that is 
to gay, to stop tinkering with the food 
question and put us all on rations, 
just as though we were in .the navy 
or the army. I said that what is good 
enough for “Jack” and “Tommy”—in 
the cold North Sea and the wet trench­
es—should be good enough for US at 
home. Not that I like the idea of 
compulsion—in anything. I don’t like 
rates and taxes, or castor oil, and all 
kinds of other things which I am giv­
en to understand are good for me— 
BUT I HAVE TO SUBMIT to them. 
And I didn’t .plead for compulsory 
food rations until I saw that the vol­
untary plan was doomed to failure. 
You see, every voluntary system—in I 
regard to anything—means: Do what 
you LIKE, not what you OUGHT to | 
do. And such is human nature that 
we all like doing what we ought NOT 
to do. That is the secret of the Fall 
of Man! If Eve hadn’t been told to 
leave that apple alone she would nev­
er have wanted to take it Let us 
hope it wasn’t ripe, and that it gave 
her a nasty stomach ache !

Well, now, what about National Ser­
vice? NOW, or Never, Neville! Do let 
us know where we are. At present 
all is confusion. I quité understand 
that, as in the case of Devonport, you 
are probably handicapped by the 
politician. Gÿe him a miss. If you 
are controller of National Service — 
CONTROL; if you are director— 
DIRECT. You were dragged away 
from your own manifold business ac­
tivities to create this new department 
—create it. The public are sick of 
the half measures ; they want the war 
finished ! They don't want speeches. 
War waits for no man—no Nation. We 
ALL belong to the state now. THAT 
point was settled the day we got mili­
tary conscription. Thence forward 
every citizen became a mere part of 
the great body politic—every CITI­
ZEN, I said ; the “conscientious ob­
jector" is a fungus growth— A HU­
MAN Toadstool—which should be 
uprooted without further delay.

So—NOW, or Never, Neville! Don’t 
take two bites at the cherry; swallow 
it in one go—and let the stone look 
after itself. We are ready, and xyait- 
ing—ONLY WE WANT THE OTHER 
FELLOW TO COME ALONG WITH 
US, just as he wants to be sure that 
we are with him. We know that the 
war is to all intents and purposes 
over, and we want to be in at the 
death—only tell us just what we have

! to do. To-day we are floundering; 
and every day—every minute counts. 
We have to catch up the arrears of the 
late Government. We have “to do in 
six weeks what should have been 

[done two years ago”; and this is no 
time for experimenting in “voluntary 
sadcrlflce .and effort.” Don’t let us 
have the military service muddle over 

j again.
We have already given Germany a 

flying start in this as in other di­
rections. THERE IS ONLY ONE 

I WAY to catch her up—COMPULSORY 
National Service. We must have lo­
cal labor tribunals—and why not au­
tomatically convert the present mili- 

I tary ones into such new authorities? 
Surely there can be little need for the 
continuance of these courts of mili­
tary appeal. Or, let their functions 
be duplicated—with the addition of a 

I few new members specially qualified 
to deal with the question of National 

I War Service. And give them power 
to summon before them every man or 
woman in the district, to examine 
them as to their present occupation 
and to conscript them for one or other 
of the classes of National Work into 
which the country should be divided 
by the central authority.

In this way, the rich lady with her 
poodle dog and the wealthy man of 
leisure would have to help, EQUALLY 
with the hunmblest in the land, 
would have NO age limit—and NO 
sex distinction. The demands of 
home—such as the care of children 

[and of the old and infirm—would, of 
course, be a first consideration; but 
subject to that, EVERYBODY would 
Be called upon to do some work of Na­
tional importance. In these days 
war has ceased to be the job of only 
the sailor and the soldier. They—God 

! bless them!—take the risk; but we 
I must back them up. Our work is 
equally vital.

Can there be a shadow of doubt as 
to the response of the Nation when 
once it hears the trumpet call of Duty, 
Devotion and Discipline—the Trinity 
of Triumph? What is the use of tell­
ing us “we must build ships, we must 
make munitions, we must till the 
land?” MAKE US DO IT—every man 
Jack of us who isn’t doing anything 
of equal importance. In days of peace 
we were told that “the price of liberty 
is ETERNAL VIGILANCE”; in days 
of war it is ETERNAL WORK. But 
that work must be general—universal. 
One must not be penalized because of 
the sloth of his neighbour. Copsci- 
entious objectors, pacifists and all the 
rest of them must be roped in ; the 
round men must be pulled out of the 
square holes, and all overlapping anh 
confusion must cease. WE MUST 
CONSCRIPT THE MAN-POWER, 
THE WOMAN-POWER, and THE 
YOUTH-POWER OF THE NATION.
As I have said elsewhere, lusty lads 
and lasses have something better to do 
to-day than to learn how many wives 
Henry VIII. had, and how he managed 
to get rid of them. There is no better 
“education" in the true sense of the 
word than that provided by the les­
sons of this war. Everything else will 
keep.

Daya," Mr. W. Beech Thomas, writing 

1 from War Correspondent*' Headquert-1 
era, Franco, on April 26th, gives a 
splendid account of the work perform-1 
ed by our Regiment In the great offen­
sive.

"I was permitted yesterday," he 
says, “to mention the name ot three 
Regiments whose companies did sig­
nal service—the Middlesex, the Argyll 
and Sutherlands and the Worcesters. |

“I may add to this list the New- j 
foundlanders. In this battle they 
were in the very eye of the storm. 
They wrestled to and fro for three 
days. Once they yielded the middle 
of tlieir trench to overwhelming num­
bers, but held one end, and thence a 
handful shot every German who enter­
ed that straight corridor of death. 
Twice German counter-attacks in 
mass flowed about them, and they still 
refused to give an inch.

"They paid the price and wor the 
fame!"

A great many deeds of personal 
heroism have come out of. this gallant 
fight, among which the following are 
known in the Battalion: —

Lt.-Col. Forbes-Robertson, M.C. 
In the face of heavy counter-attacks, 
he held an advanced line with a small 
detachment, and continued to hold the 
position until relfeved.

Lieut. K. J. Keegan by excellent 
fire-control and good Judgment held a 

i hazardous position against strong at- 
. tacks.
I Lieut- L. C. Murphy, with Lc.-Corp, 

B. Colbourne and Pte. D. Richards, at­
tacked a German machine gun pos­
ition, captured It and took the team 
prisoners.

Lieut. R. W. Bartlett, with Capt. B. 
Butler, M.C., took charge of the re­
serves following th<) advance ot the 
14th, and set a fine example by his 
fearlessness and devotion to duty.

Pte. James, of the R.A.M.C., dregfe- 
ed several wounded men in the open, 
and continued to do so, although 
wounded himself.

Sergt. Thos. Hussey, under heavy 
fire, assisted wounded officers and 
men in "No Man’s Land," and' made 
several tripe across the open to secure 
help.

Pte. J. Rose in an isolated position, 
held his post under heavy fire, and ac­
counted for quite a number of the 
Germans who twice attacked.

There are, doubtless, other acts of 
bravery In the last engagement that 
will come to light soon. In the in­
stances quoted, many of the principal 
characters have been wounded, and 
some have paid the supreme sacri­
fice. But they upheld the honour of 
Newfoundland and Empire to the last 
and in the words of Beech Thomas:

"They paid the price!
"They won the fame!"

What German 
Women Reverence

Westminister Gazette.—Here is a 
curious extract from the journal 
which Gertrud Batimer (who is the 
only woman editing a paper in Ger­
many) writes in her paper, "Die 
Hilfe": “The women in the streets 
were talking about the ships sunk by 
the 'U' boats. They shuddered at the 
thought of the destruction of so much 
food stuff. One can easily under­
stand that feeling. We have been 
taught to bold bread in reverence, 
to feel the wasting ot it as a crime 
and a blasphemy, and something of 
the shudder that ran through us in 
childhood, at the old story of the 
northern city which threw corn into 
the sea, revives when we read these 
calculations of losses in a work of 
dreadful necessity." It is well to 
hold bread in reverence, especially 
when you are hugry. But one 
might have thought that the shudder 
would have been kept for the loss 
of innocent lives caused by the ‘U’ 
boats.

Should Capture Zeebrugge.

The placing of mines in German 
territorial waters has encouraged 
American naval men to believe that 
from now on the war against sub­
marines will be carried right to the 
doors of Germany. But that course 
will be only a small part of what is 
necessary to do in order to combat 
the ruthless U-boat warfare. It is 
felt that more effective measures 
should be taken to prevent submar­
ines from leaving their ports, or de­
stroying them before they have gone 
very far from home. The re-capture 
of Zeébrugge, the Belgian port from 
which many German submarines are 
supposed to operate, would help ma­
terially in solving the problem, it is 
believed, but It is felt that some ef­
fective method must be devised of 
dealing with U-boats that make their 
headquarters at Wilhelmshaven, at 
the mouth of the Jade River ; Cux- 
haven, at the mouth of the Elbe, and 
Bremenhaven, at the mouth of the 
Weser.

Opinion is growing in the most in­
fluential circles in Washington that it 
is more necessary to deal drastically 
with the German submarine danger 
.than to meet the situation merely by 
building a large fleet of cargo­
carrying ships in the hope that a 
sufficient number of them will escape 
the U-boats and carry food and war 
material to the British Isles and 
France. For this reason the view 
prevails that while the shipbuilding 
programme is being carried out 
means should be taken of driving the 
German submarines from the seas. 
That can be done best by going after 
the U-boats in their home waters in­
stead of following present methods, 
is strongly supported by experts.

Who Was it?

Merit the Only Test.
Editor Evening Telegram.

Dear Sir,—I quite agree with you 
that merit alone should guide the ; 
powers that have the right in grant­
ing commissions in the Nfld. Regi 
ment. It does not matter, or should 
not, what station the candidate holds, { 
what “pull” he may have, what is the 
color of his eyes, or any other condi­
tion-merit and merit alone should i 
be the recommendation to promotion.

I have been wondering at times of 
what use it is in appointing men to 
officers’ rank who have not left the 
Island, some of whom were not fit to 
be admitted to the Regiment. There 
may be some excuse advanced why 
such appointments were made at first, 
but to keep these men in their places 
when there are so maiyy men home 
from the field of action disabled who 
are competent to discharge the duties, 
is more than I can understand. It is 
unnecessary to give names, but we 
all know that men have been going 
across trip after trip with contin­
gents, men whose right place is in the 
trenches. You have men, too, who 
were not fit to take charge of our 
boys, men who could not be expected 
to bear the hardships of the firing 
line. You have men holding high po­
sitions to-day who are unfit to pass 
the sentry-box, as far as active ser­
vice is concerned. Men are in charge 
of the boys to-day who have never 
smelled smoke, and you have men 
who have been pitch-forked into com­
missions through influence and not 
by merit.

There was a man made a Sergeant- 
Major, and when the time came to 
test the “man” sickness came on, and 
another man had to do the “funker’s’ 
work. Later on, the "funker” came 
back, and what was done, with the 
MAN? He was made a Sergeant. The 
MAN rests to-day beneath the soil Of 
France, having died for the Cause on 
bloody Beaumont’s field. The “funk- , 
er,” where is he? Consult the crim­
inal îecords, and you have the an­
swer. Another MAN who was turfa- 
ed down through pique. His merit j 
has been proved. He was unfit in the 
opinion of those who had the choosing 
of the officers, but he has been made j 
a Lieut.-Colonei, been mentioned in 
despatches more than once, and is 
now filled with the true spirit for the 
Empire although maimed for life. The 
man taken to fill the MAN'S place, 
what has he done? Taken trips I 
across with contingents, but has not 
yet seen the firing line. There are 
others of the same class as this es­
corter of contingents.

How many commissions have gone 
to boys from the outports? It may be 
said that there are no boys from the 
outports qualified to take commis­
sions, but there are some. Our boys 
are volunteers, and look for recogni­
tion on merit. They do not want the 
cast-iron rule of the Regular Army, 
but they will follow their own men, 
but do not care for the kid-glove, 
lawdy-da upstart, whose commission 
has come through “pull” and not 
merit.

I know one MAN who has two med- j 
als pinned to his breast He has been 
made a Sergeant. Another for some 
act of bravery has been made a Cap 
tain on the field. Unnecessary to add 
that the Sergeant is the son of a 
widow, and he has a brother in the 
ranks. The Captain is a well-off man, 
and has friends at Court.

I do not care who receives com­
missions, if merit be the rule in giv­
ing them. Any one who has watched 
the course of events must arrive at 
one conclusion, and one conclusion 
only—that the commissions have been 
given not on merit but on favor.

Fight the merit plea to the last 
ditch. It is the reward of our boys. 
Those who stay at home, tin-pot sol­
diers, should at least recognize merit, 
and act independently. To be ruled 
by orders is but fawning; merit will 
stand the test of time, and prove its 
usefulness in all times and places.

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No Indemnili sWhal Canadians 
at War are Doing Special to Housekeepers--City&OutpoitThe programme of “no indemnities, 

no annexations,” put forward in Rus­
sia by Socialists under German guid­
ance, has a large, philanthropic 
cound, like so many phrases of Ger­
man workmanship. The sound dulls 
the ear to the meaning. Such a 
phrase was “the freedom of the seas," 
a singularly noble phrase. It meant, 
however, the unchecked rampaccy of 
German militarism by the destruc­
tion or the surbing of the British 
fleet. And “no indemnities, no an-- 
nexationk,” a phrase of even sweeter 
sound, means something far less beau­
tiful.

“No indemnities." Let us begin 
with Belgium. If Belgium gets no 
indemnity, she will have to build up 
with her own money the house «that 
Germany destroyed. It will cost Just 
as much to build the house again, 
whether Belgium pays out of her own 
pocket or whether Germany pays with 
an indemnity. Therefore “no indem­
nities,” in the case of Belgium, means 
that there will be an indemnity, but 
that Belgium will pay it, not Ger­
many.

But outside of Germany Socialists 
concede that Belgium will be an ex­
ception. There is, then, the case of 
France. The burned house of France 
will have to be rebuilt; the only ques­
tion is with whose money. If France 
must rebuild with her own money 
the house that Germany burned down, 
not for military reasons, but wanton­
ly, merely to destroy, then the phrase 
"no indemnities" merely means that 
the cost is transferred from • Ger­
many's shoulders to France's. For it 
will take money to rebuild that house, 
and if Germany does not pay the 
money France will have to; if the in*- 
cendiary dpcs not pay for the damage 
the householder must. -,

The same thing is true of every 
other matter in which indemnities are 
involved. Somebody must pay for the 
damage. Shall it be the aggressor 
or the defender? Shall Russia,

"Safe! What can I say? How can 1 
I describe to you what I have come 1 
through. It doesn’t matter. It \Ji!l 1 
take years. But the fact remains, I : 
fought my platoon to the tip of Vimy 1 
Ridge and down over the further 1 
slope (censor has removed the names ' 
of officers and men who fell.) Our 1 
company’s Job was to go through to ' 
the top, make sure of the further 1 
slope, and dig a trench at the crest. 1

“The barrage was a thing this world 
has never seen before. It was a wall 
of blazing steel, that crept slowly for­
ward and destroyed utterly every­
thing it rested on. And we followed 1 
it, close behind. Shells fell amid us. 1 
Men would lie down obediently. But 
we didn’t care what happened. I 
came on a machine gun crew of an- : 
othe regiment who were laid out. I 
carried their gun on and my sergeant 
fought it splendidly over that hellish 
ridge.

“I did not see a single Hun alive or 
dead. Right at the top in La Folle 1 
Farm, which it was my duty to attack ' 
if the regiment at the right were 
held up, I saw a lonely Hun field gun,
18 pounder, all deserted.

A recent arrival reports having 
passed a vessel on her beam ends in 
the direction of Sable Island.

“Eye-Witness Tells the Story of a
Prompt Act and a Gallant Deed.

Early in the morning a big “stunt” 
had been pulled off on the Western 
front. Three Regiments had “gone 
over” and taken their objective. The 
position was not an easy one, the 
Germans baying held it strongly, and 
one portion of the trench badly bat­
tered in the bombardment, while some 
Huns were actually in the same line.

Ohe Regiment had suffered many 
casualties, and three hours after the 
attack, I was despatched by the 
Brigadier-General, with fifty men, to 
assist in holding a portion of the new 
position. On the way up we had an 
example of Hun “frightfulness” in the 
form of a heavy barrage, in which the 
Major in charge of our party was 
wounded, and half my men scattered. 
1 reached the trench with sixteen out 
of the original fifty.

The hours passed slowly to the ac­
companiment of “Minnenwerfers” and 
Trench mortars, and early the next 
morning “B” Company, under Capt. B. 
Butler, M.C., moved into the line. 
Lieut. Gerald Byrne, with his platoon, 
took over my post.

That night our men were subjected 
to a very heavy bombardment, and the 
area was bright with Hun flares. This 
audacity brought forth the customary 
retaliation from our artillery, and 
there was considerable activity on 
that front until the morning. Just 
before dawn the sound of sharp ex­
plosions announced (he presence of 
Bosches on the right. The presence 
of the enemy in your own trench puz­
zles those who read, about it at home. 
It is, however, something of fairly 
common occurrence, and a hostile 
party on the offensive may prove un­
pleasant. The whole situation then 
hinges upon “Bombs” and their rapid 
use. Suddenly a Bavarian Officer ap­
peared on our parapet; as quickly lie 
went down, and then Lieut. Byrne 
took charge of the position. Seizing a 
couple of grenades, he turned to his 
men: “Come boys, no Newfoundland­
er gives way to a Bosehc!” and thus 
the defensive commenced. The first 
grenade made the Huns think, the 
second checked their advance, and the 
third, followed by a rush of New­
foundlanders routed the Germans who 
fell down the trench. Lieut. Byrne, 
with Privates Picco and Lewis gave 
chase, and within five minutes the 
position was cleared, and another 
forty yards added to our line. The 
flank was saved, the trench held, by 
the prompt action and initiative of a 
gallant officer!

I remember distinctly the words of 
the Brigadier-General the day our 
party moved up:—they were “I know 
I can depend on the Newfoundlanders 
to hold that line.!” and the sequel is— 
“Always, while we have such men as

On Board French Schooner—Captain
Cut With a Knife by Colored Sailor
Lad.
A stabbing affray, though not of a 

serious nature, occurred on board 
the French schooner Mexa, lying in 
the harbor, yesterday afternoon, Man­
uel Feliceano, a 16-year-old negro 
seaman, cutting and wounding Capt. 
Pierre Zion. It appears that another 
seaman and the lad entered the cab­
in and asked the captain for some 
wages as they were anxious to go 
ashore to make some purchases. The 
captain refused and a melee followed 
the exchange of some hot words, the 
negro lad slashing the captain in the 
arm with the blade of a clasp knife. 
The police station was immediately- 
acquainted of what had happened and 
officers Furlong, O'Flaherty and 
Green boarded the vessel and arrested 
the lad. Meanwhile the captain’s 
wound, which bled copiously, was 
treated by Dr. Scully. This morning 
the accused appeared before court. 
The hearing of the case was at a 
standstill right at the outset, as the 
prisoner was a Brazilian ; he could 
speak Portuguese, but no other lang­
uage. The one assaulted could speak 
very little broken English, but not 
good enough to be heard in evidence. 
Messrs. ' Evans and Bidell were en­
gaged by the court as Portuguese and 
French interpreters, respectively. 
The accused when asked by Mr. 
Hutchings, K.C., J.P., what he had to 
say for what he had done replied, 
through his interpreter, that he was 
being rough-handled by the captain 
and used the-knife tir self-defence. 
Mr. Hutchings requested the Supt. of 
Police to arrange and have the lad 
put on board another vessel and 
brought back to Brazil, as the cap­
tain did not want to take him back. 
Meanwhile the lad was remanded for 
eight days. The captain stated that 
his aggressor had about $12 wages 
due him.

War News.

RUSSIAN MINISTERS WITHDRAW 
RESIGNATIONS.

PETROGRAD, May 17.
As a result of the meeting in Petro- 

grad of the Commanders-tn-Chief 
from all the fronts except the Caucas­
us, Generals Brussitoff and Gnerko 
have withdrawn their resignations, 
and report of further resignations 
have been refuted by a definite an­
nouncement that all commanders 
have decided to remain at their posts. 
Thus the crisis in the army, which 
formed an alarming accompaniment 
of the political crisis, has been avert­
ed. Discussing with the temporary 
government the serious condition of 
affairs at the front, the commanders 
declared that the unfortunate phrase 
"Peace without annexation” had found 
its way to the Army and was there 
translated into an argument against 
offensive warfare. This and other 
harmful doctrines were pervading 
the army, and the inability of the 
officers to satisfactorily explain them 
ruined discipline and destroyed the 
authority and prestige of the officers. 
The discord at Petrograd naturally 
found an echo everywhere at the 
front, but the spirit of the soldiers 
was slowly recovering. The power 
of the Russian army was by no means 
lost. General Alexieff, Commander- 
in-Chief of the Russian armies, during 
the course of an interview said, the 
whole gist of the new idea of reforms 
can’t be properly understood by the 
army. This brought about dangerous 
results. We can overcome the con­
sequent loss of authority if irrespon­
sible persons and organizations will 
cease furtljer to interfere with our 
work. I feel assured under the new 
coalition government it will be pos­
sible to conduct the military affairs 
in a more energetic manner. It is 
time to wake up and stop shouting 
peace without annexation. Let us 
leave peace negotiations to the Gov­
ernment.

During the sitting of the Council, 
H. L. Chernoff, Nationalist Socialist, 
was appointed Minister of Agriculture 
and M. Skobeleff, Vice-President of 
the Council of Workmen’s and .Sol­
diers’ Delegates, was appointed Min­
ister of Labor. It was also decided 
to include in the government Feadot* 
Kokoshine, Constitutional Democrat 
and Professor at the University of 
Moscow, and M. Tzeretelli, member of 
the Council of Workmen’s and Sol­
diers’ Delegates. The duty of these 
men will be to prepare for the Con­
stitutional Assembly.

The Cabinet crisis may be consid­
ered as settled. A declaration of the 
Government’s policy, accepted by the 
representatives of the Council of 
Workmen’s and Soldiers' delegates 
with merely verbal alterations, will 
be signed by both parties without de­
lay. It has been decided to take into 
the cabinet five representatives of the 
different Socialist groups with A. F. 
Kerensky, who assumes the war port­
folio.

Generals Alexieff, Dragomiroff, 
Gurke and Brussiloff arrived in Pe­
trograd to-day for a conference on the 
military situation. They declared the 
formation of a coalition ministry was 
indispensable as it would make pos­
sible strong measures to re-etsablish 
discipline and the fighting spirit in 
the army. The Generals expressed 
the opinion that the appointment of 
Kerensky as Minister of War would 
be received by the army with great 
enthusiasm as he is very popular 
among the soldiers. There are ru­
mors that General Alexieff has re­
signed as Commander-in-Chief. or 
that his resignation is impending.

AUSTRIANS ATTACK POSITIONS.
ROME, May 17.

Austrian troops strongly counter 
attacked the positions the Italians 
had gained in carrying out their of­
fensive movement. The enemy re­
action, however, has . failed, the war 
office announces. The prisoners tak­
en by the Italians since Monday now 
number 4,021. Five additional small 
calibre guns have been captured. The 
Italians made further progress in 
their drive, pushing ahead on Mount 
Vodico, also south of Grazigna, north­
east of Gorizia.

TALK OF PEACE OFFERS.
ROME, May 17.

The Vatican is convinced there will 
be peace overtures soon from the 
Central Powers. Emperor Charles, 
of Austria-Hungary, is determined to 
make peace soon, as his government 
is cultivating better relations with its 
peoples through promises in this di­
rection. These promises, however, 
no longer satisfy the people who in­
sist upon quick action.
