General Is Compelled by Revolutionist 
to See American Interviewer.

An article of very great interest 
appears in the current issue of Every­
body’s Magazine from the pen of 
Herbert Corey, the war correspond­
ent. As soon as the armistice was 
signed Corey took the grave chance 
of slipping across the border. He 
even got as far as Berlin and the im­
pressions that the trip left on his 
mind are valuable in the extreme. He 
brought back the impression of an 
unrepentant Germany. Perhaps the 
most interesting part of his article is 
the account of his interview with Von 
Hindenburg.

The officer of the Rath (Soldiers’ 
and Workmen’s Council) who had qs 
in charge at Caccel differed from the 
usual military adjoint in that he was 
a true revolutionist Hé was slender 
and corseted and diffident, and click­
ed his heels most sensationally when 
he saluted.

He came to us with this plaint 
when we were somewhat merrily in­
clined. We were at dinner, and en­
gaged in demolishing our fifth goose 
in two days. Goose meat is not cover­
ed by the meat cards in Germany, and 
so he who has the money may eat 
goose when he will. We had the mon­
ey, and although we had lost our ap­
petite for the German’s best friend, 
hunger had driven us to it. Every­
thing had become a Joke to us in the 
reaction from the depression occa­
sioned by too much goose. "We 
knew Hindenburg would not see us,” 
we said. “We knew it all'the time.”

“Ah!” said the young lieutenant.
He bowed and heel-clicked formally 

to each of us as he withdrew. An 
hour later we were told to present 
ourselves at the Field Marshall’s of­
fice on the following day. The little 
lieutenant accompanied us, perhaps 
to see that his orders had been obey»- 
ed. We found the Field Marshal a 
pathetic figure, his clothes hanging 
loose upon his huge frame, his gray 
eyes sad under his overhanging 
brows. But his eyes flared in anger 
at the sight of this unknown little 
man in an officer’s uniform. Officers 
do not enter the Field Marshal’s rooms 
unbidden.

"Who are you?" he demanded, in a 
true Field Marshal’s roar.

“I am the president of the local 
Rath,” said the little man. He bowed 
and heel-clicked valiantly, and if his 
spirit was shaken his knees were 
not. “I arranged the interview for 
these gentlemen and I have come with 
them.”

That was all. But I shall remem­
ber Von Hindenburg’s face as be 
turned toward his chair, long after I 
have forgotten what he said. Enemy 
or not, the Field Marshal had been a 
great soldier, and even to-day, with 
the Empire crumbled about him, he 
remained the idol of the people and 
the army alike. Every man we met 
spoke bitterly of Ludendorff and Von 
Kluck and Von Tirpitz and the lesser 
figures of the war, but only affection 
and respect were manifested for Hin­
denburg. To see him forced to obey a 
Rath made up ot men who are patri­
ots, but can only seem to him a body 
of unclean rebels, had something 
about it which touched the heart.

“You have come to me at a moment 
of great depression,” said the Field 
Marshal, slowly. “TW8 is the time of 
my country’s greatest sorrow. What 
is it that you wish to know?”

One had no time in which to phrase 
courteous and circumlocuitous quer­
ies. We blurted out the question in 
which we were all most deeply inter­
ested: “Why did you remain at the 
head of the German armies under the 
revolutionary government?"

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Marshal. “I had a struggle with my­
self, but I felt it was my duty. I 
must stay in command until my men 
have been demobilized and have got­
ten safely home. Then I feel I may 
lay down my arms. I am getting to be 
an old man, and I am very tired. When 
this task is completed I feel I shall 
have done my part."

He dismissed queries as to the 
possibility that the old Government 
may return to power and as to the 
form the German army may assume 
in the future, with a wave ot the 
hand. “That is beyond my province," 
said he. "T cannot discuss such 
things. Let events decide."

As we rose to go, the Field Marshal 
added: “I hope our friendly relations 
with the United States will soon be 
resumed." There was a second’s 
pause and he added: “We are suffer­
ing greatly." We bowed ourselves

MENARD’S UNIMENT CÜKE8- DIPH.
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The Charter Clauses.
The ten clauses of the new 

Charter of Incorporation for the 
city of St. John’s, which are now 
being debated in Committee of 
the House of Assembly, pre­
paratory to their passage or re­

jection by that body, appear to 
be veritable bones of contention, 
and it is doubtful how the mass 
of citizens regard them. Con­
troversies by individuals, rag­
ing in the press, will not explain 
the various abstruse sections, 
sections, which apparently are 
open to whatever construction 
and interpretation each party, 
for or against, chose to place 
upon them. Unless all are 
agreed that it will be well for 
the city to have the Legislature 
sanction the Bill now before it, 
amending the Municipal Act by 
the addition of the ten sections 
referred to, the incorporation 
of these, into the present Act 
will not be considered seriously 
by the members of the House, 
as the open hostility of a ma­
jority of the civic voters will 
have its due effect. Hence un­
less there is a unanimity1 of sen­
timent, one way or the other, it 
can scarcely be expected that 
legislators will interest them­
selves beyond perfunctorily al­
lowing the Bill to go through its 
varous stages, and eventually 
letting it die,for want of assist­
ance.

Meanwhile the city suffers. 
It is not at all perfectly clear to 
the ordinary citizen as to what 
is meant by the various opini­
ons ventilated in the ■ news­
papers. What is quite visible to 
him, however, is that conditions 
in the city are rapidly becoming 
worse and worse as time goes 
on, and no Municipal benefits 
are accruing, though taxes have 
to be paid with unremitting 
regularity.

It were better perhaps for the 
citizens themselves, were they 
to call a public meeting and 
thresh the whole matter out 
there and then. To make their 
decision effective this meeting 
should be convened before the 
Legislature closes in order that 
the result may be communi- j 
cated to the law-makers. In a 
matter of this sort, considering 
its vital importance to every 
man and woman, yes and child, 
there should be some way | 
of uniting popular sentiment 
and having the whole affair 
adjusted on the basis of the 
greatest good to the greatest 
number. % ,

“A trial of the former German 
Emperor Without due process of 
law would not be an Impressive 
proceeding, and might do far more 
harm than good. It would enable 
his supporters in Germany to pic­
ture him as a martyr, and in the 
end the Wilhelm legend might be­
come as prolific a source of mis­
chief as the Napoleon legend.”
This, however, is not necessarily 

an argument for giving him his lib­
erty, and the New York Times would 
cage him up and claims to see ways 
of doing it legally, and believes that, 
on the whole, lt would come nearest 
to punishing him as he deserves, 
since “capital punishment seems mist 
srably inadequate in his case.”

“That would end his sufferings at 
once. Remorse, the tortures and 
torments that will prey upon his 
mind and soul would seem to be a 
penalty more nearly commensurate 
with his crimes ; eo long as he holds 
his former greatness In memory he 
must be the most miserable man on 
earth. That he must be under re­
straint, a prisoner, that he must 
never be a free man, is indicated by 
common prudence. There the Con­
ference will be upon solid ground, 
with a multitude of precedents to 
justify the process against the ex- 
Kaiser, with the whole body of 
international law for the guidance 
of the court. There will be no dif­
ficulty in drawing up the Indict­
ment against him for many and 
flagrant violations of international 
law; and the supreme law of self- 
defence and safety gives abundant 
sanction,, after conviction, for a sen­
tence imposing restraint or impris­
onment The decision of the Coun­
cil that he muet be placed on 
may be expected to lead to 
end."
Under the head-line, "Naughty, 

Naughty Wilhelm!" the Pittsburg 
Gazette-Time* ridicules the plan $o 
let him off with a mere reprimand, 
and declares, “Keen disappointment 
will be felt over the decision report­
ed to have been made at Paris that 
the former Kaiser can not be legal­
ly executed for starting the world- 
war and ordering or approving the 
atrocities which characterized the 
German operations.” As for the ob­
jection that it is bad policy to make 
a martyr of him, the Baltimore Manu­
facturers’ Record asks: "When a vile 
criminal has been banged, does he be- 
come a martyr?" and the Ash ville 
(N.C.) Citizen emphatically objects 
to "chesting the gallows.’’—Literary

tnyone who lives in the dark mnst 
But the man who is constantly in­

specting and dissecting his motives not 
only takes the life out of them, just 
as he would if he kept pulling up 
plants to look at the roots, but also is 
apt to spend too much time and energy 
that way.
They Mark Time Instead of Marching

People who are too introspective 
are likely to lose their proper per­
spective on things outside themselves. 
They are likely to become so absorbed 
in the academic interest of the great 
subject “myself” that thëy forget to 
use that knowledge as a means to an 
end.

And whereas, self knowledge is the 
first step towards self development, 
one won’t get anywhere if one steps 
and marks time there.

Know thyself, but know thyself for 
a worthy purpose, not merely as a 
form of intellectual entertainment.

We do not know whether we favour 
a League of Nations or not; we are not 
sure what sort of a League we would 
have, if we could. But we are entirely 
clear that in the arguments against 
the League there is to be found a vast 
amount of sheer nonsense.

A favorite plea against the League, so 
far as the United States is concerned, 
is that it is unconstituional. The 
right to make war and peace resides, 
under our Constution, with the Con­
gress. If we enter a League of Nations 
we agree not to make war; and the 
Congress loses its constitutional rights 
in the premises. Or, perhaps, the con­
stitutional aspect is not emphasized ; 
perhaps we are solemnly told that we, 
as a nation, must not give up our 
God-given privilege of making war 
when and upon whom we please.

Very good. But what is the dif­
ference between a treaty with one 
nation, and a treaty with a score of 
nations? Peace can be made only by a 
treaty, In any event; and our treaties, 
we hope, are binding. So fihe moment 
we make a treaty of peafce we are 
bound not to make war, except in 
defence of the terms of the treaty. 
Then, whether we put the matter upon 
the basis of constitutionality, or up­

on the baaid of our own inherent right 
to make war when we want to, peace 
is objectionable.

If you can make a peace treaty with 
one nation, you can make one with a 
dozen. You can make one with the 
world. If you can’t make a peace 
treaty on a large scale, you can’t make 
one on a small scale. There is fio mid­
dle ground ; either peace is uncon­
stitutional, or it isn’t. So says a 
correspondent of the New York Times, 
and we must agree with him.

To our humble intellect, it seems 
just as reasonable to object to law and 
order on the ground that it prevents 
us from assaulting our next-door- 
neighbor when the spirit moves us, 
that it forces us to settle our 
grievances with him through a legal 
procedure which imperils our rights, 
as it is to object to a League of Nations 
on a similar ground.

We had always supposed that the 
prime object of a League of Nations 
was to prevent war. It seems a trifle 
curious to have it violently objected 
to because it threatens to accomplish 
just that purpose.—Scientific Am-

A WARNING AGAINST SYSTEMATIC 

FRAUDS.
Now that Spiritualism has become 

a fashionable hobby, the Inevitable 
harpy is very much in evidence, and 
nowadays more so than under the 
sinister guise of black magic.

Two classes of people are to be 
found dabbling in this darker side of 
spiritualism. One, that class which 
genuinely believes in the nearness of 
the supernatural powers of evil, and 
dsires to get into touch with,them in 
order to ask their aid in helping them 
to acquire money; and two, that class, 
common or garden fakers, which, 
knowing how a certain section of the 
public are always fascinated by any­
thing labelled wicked, starts clubs 
and cults for the alleged purpose bt 
trying to get in touch with spirits, for 
as bfg a fee as possible.

Both classes haunt London. Deal- 
in with the former first, there is in the 
West-End a lady who nightly prays 
to the evil spirits "to assist her to ob­
tain money.

In the centre of one of her rooms is 
a kind of altar, and hanging over it 
the portrait of a notorious witch, said 
to have flourished somewhere about 
the middle of the sixteenth century.
On the altar itself are a besom handle 
and a big stone basin reputed to have 
once belonged to the witch.

At midnight the lady in question ap­

proaches the altar, mutters a series of 
incantations, learned from an ancient 
colume of Oriental magic, and, kneel­
ing down, prays to the spirit of the 
witch to come to her in her sleep and 
tell her how to get money the follow­
ing day.

That done, she anoints her forehead 
with a mixture of fat and herbs, pre­
pared from a recipe in the same vol­

It was the telegram from 300 
members of Parliament which brought 
him to London, and his assurance to 
them was the same as he gave them 
in his telephoned reply to their tele­
gram—namely, that he stands by his 
election pledges and that the peace 
terms will be found to he entirely in 
accord with those pledges. We will 
withhold our opinion as io this until 
we see the terms, but we have no 
doubt that in any event Mr. Lloyd 
George will vigorously maintain that 
he has kept his word. The country 
will judge, as we said on Monday. It 
will look at his pledges and it will 
look at his performances, and it will 
form its judgment on a fair comparion 
of the two things. We suspect the 
otherwise inexplicable ferocity of his 
allusions to the Nortbcliffe Press 

. was due to a fear that the expecta­
tions he has aroused will not be fully 
satisfied, and that he wishes to dis­
credit his critics in advance. Mean­
while we shall continue to refresh the 
memory of onr readers by reprinting 
his pledges from time to time.

Politicians, as this country has 
learned to Its bftter cost, have to be 
“kept up to the mark,” and the fact 
that Mr. Lloyd George does not like 
the process any more than Mr. Asquith 
did will not deter The Daily Mail. We 
are not clear, as to whether the Pre­
mier’s wild accusation of “sowing dis­
sension between the Allies’' was dir­
ected against us. In » speech in 
which melodramatic insinuations and 
mere buffoonery were so mingled it 
is difficult to know how much is 
meant to be taken seriously. In any 
case, it is extravagantly untrue. There 
is no sort of foundation for it, as our 
readers well know. We have often 
suggested that when politicians at­
tack newspapers in the House of Com­
mons they should be required by the 
Speaker to quote the words complain­
ed of. Mr. Lloyd George quoted noth­
ing. for the very good reason that 
there is nothing to quote. He was at 
pains to explain that The Times is 
not a “semi-official Government or­
gan.” The Times, no doubt, can speak 
for itself, but we sincerely hope that 
nobody thinks anything of the kind 
about The Daily Mall. Our relations 
with politicians are of quite a different 
character! There has been no Oovern- 
ment In our brief history that we could 
consent to serve in such a capacity— 
least of all the present one.

“The First Sunday 
School in the World.”

Bishop J. C. Hartzell, writing to 
Zion’s Herald, says:

Recently while on a visit with Mrs. 
H. J. Heinz, of Pittsburgh, to Savan­
nah, Ga'., one of the oldest and most 
beautiful cities in the South, I learn­
ed that John Wesley had founded a 
Sunday school in that city in 1736. 
That was nearly bait a century be­
fore Robert Raikee, started his Sun­
day school for boys (1780) at Glou­
cester, England.

As one enters Christ Church he 
sees on each side of the door a bronze 
tablet. One commemorates the work 
of George Whitefield, Wesley’s imme­
diate successor, and the other reads 
as follow:

“To the Glory of God in Memory 
of John Wesley, Priest of the 
Church of England, Minister to

Under him Mr. De La Motta every 
i Sunday morning instructed the chil­
dren of the church.” “Every Sunday 
afternoon it was Wesley's custom to 
meet the children of the congrega­
tion before service and hear them re­
cite the catechism, question them as 
to what they had heard from the pul- 
put in the morning, instruct them still 
further in the Bible, endeavoring to 
fix the truth in thnr understandings 
as well as their memories. This Sun­
day school was established in Christ 
Church, Savannah .nearly fifty years 
before Robert Raikes originated his 
scheme if Sunday instruction in Glou­
cester, England, and eighty years be­
fore the Sunday school was establish­
ed in New York, and is still carried 
on.” “This is believed to be the old­
est Sunday school in the world.”

When in 1904 it was strug­
gling along under adverse circum- 
stances, financially poor, but trying to 
do its best with the means and faci­
lities then obtainable, Col. Rendell 
“burnt his bridges” after him, by sell­
ing out the old Armoury, King’s Road, 
and attempted with the late "Mrs. R. 
G. Rendell, another wonderful work­
er at that time for the Brigade, to 
provide funds to build the present 
Armoury, and Col. Rendell has, thank 
God, lived to see the job through suc­
cessfully and the building out of debt 
—the final payment of five thousand 
dollars liquidated through his fore­
sightedness by providing Endowment 
Life Insurance some eight years ago 
which has now matured. Col. Ren- 
dell’s life has not been lived in vain— 
he has erected a building devoted to 
the moral and physical improvement 
of many a lad, whose education and 
training received in the Brigade has 
been reflected in many parts of the 
world. Look at the record alone of 
C.L.B. lads in the war!

CoL Rendell then officially passed 
over his command to LieuL-Col. Good- 
ridge, the band playing “Auld Lang 
Syne.” Lieut-Col. Goodridge excelled 
himself on making a fine farewell ad­
dress to the former CoIonel-in-Chief. 
Lieut-Col. Rendell was dressed in 
fv.Il CX.B. kit, and honored the Bri­
gade by wearing his medal as an Offi­
cer of the Order of the British Em­
pire. The Shrine was then present­
ed by Col. Rendell to the Brigade as 
a memorial to those heroic lads, for­
mer members of the Brigade, who 
have laid down their lives in France 
and elsewhere in the Great War.

The Shrine has a copper cross in 
the centre with some 80 brass plates 
surrounding the same .each containing 
the name of a dead hero. There are 
60 more names to go on the Shrine 
as soon as ther are here from Eng­
land. The Shrine has a permanent 
fixture in the Armoury and is kept 
locked, except on Thursday nights. 
The Shrine is covered by a pair of 
purple curtains, for the work of which 
the Brigade is indebted to Mrs. R. G. I 
Ash, wife of the Battalion Paymaster, 
who made them as a labor of love. 
Over the Shrine a special electric 
light is fixed, throwing the detail in 
great prominence. The speech by 
Col. Rendell, O.B.E., was as follows: 
Officers, Non-Coms^ and Lads—

It is my privilege to-night to ask 
your acceptance of a small personal 
token to the memory of members and 
ex-members who have fallen in the 
Great War. This is what is known 
as a War Shrine, made of teak wood 
taken from the timbers of the British 
training ship Britannia, It at pres­
ent contains on metal plates the names 
with date of death of 80 of our heroes. 
To this has to be added 60 more 
names we know of, and probably as 
time goes on still more.

The records of these members have 
been compiled as carefully as possible 
and are kept in a special book for 
that purpose held by the Women’s 
C.L.B. Memorial Association. I am I

A GOLD MINE FOB THE LAWTEBS.
It is said in the Temple (the home 

of lawyers and law students In Lon­
don) that the expenses of the Globe 
and Phoenix lawsuit, which began in 
1916 and ended‘last week, will exceed 
$2,000,000, the estimated value of the 
Rhodesian mining rights in dispute.

“According to Cocker.”
The phrase, “According to Cocker,” 

originally appeared in Murphy’s farce, 
“The Apprentice,” and referred to 
Edward Cocker, an English engraver 
and teacher, who died on May 14, 1675, 
and who 'Compiled au Arithmetic, 
whieh was published in 1678* three 
years after the death of its writer. 
Many reliable authorities have attested 
tc-"Cocker's abilities, and tke^ Arith­
metic had such a widespread popul­
arity that it ran through 112 editions, 
The title-page of the work ran tints::— 
“Cocker’s Arithmetic: being a plain 
and familiar method suitable to the 
meanest capacity for the full under­
standing of that incomparable art as It 
is now taught and practised by the 
attest schoolmasters in town and 
country, Composed by Edward Cocker, 
late Practitioner in the Arts of Writ­
ing, Arithmetick, and Engraving, 
Being that so long promised to the 
world.” The series of examples was 
so framed that each one “came out” 
nicely, and with ease, according to the 
meagre rules given in the book. Hence 
“According to Cocker” became a by­
word. Mr. Cocker’s work treated 
Arithmetic in six sections, thus— 
Natural Arithmetic, which comprised 
the ordinary rules of computaation ; 
artificial, which was calculation by 
means of logarithms ; analytical, which 
showed how, “from anything unknown 
to find truly that which is sought"; 
Aigerbraical, “an obscure and hidden 
art of accompting by numbers in re­
solving hard questions”; Lineal, “that 
which is performed by lines fitted to 
proportion”; and Instrumental, “that 
which is performed by instruments."

A Great English Artist.
The Church of St Paul, Covent 

Garden, which figures conspicuously 
in Hogarth’s pictures, was the scene of 
a quiet christening on May 14, 1775, 
when the infant son of William Turner, 
a barber, doing business in Maiden 
(originally Midden) Lane, received the 
names Joseph Mallard William. They 
were to be famous in British Art for 
the unconscious centre of the humble 
ceremony was destined to become one 
of the greatest of painters. He had 
been born on the previous April 23 and 
his father, by birth a Devonian from 
South Moiton, had established a con­
nection in the theatrical district of 
Covenant Garden. Hie bouse stood at 
the west end of Maiden Lane, entering 
from Southampton Street, and was 
opposite to the old Cider Cellars, 
opened about 1730, but occupied by a 
society of artists at the date of Tur 
ner’s birth. The number of the house 
was 26, and it was in existance until 
1661, when it was demolished.. Such 
are the facts as to Turner’s birth, hut 
the curious love of secrecy and mystifi­
cation by which the man was charac­
terised, prompted him to talk to hie 
friends of having first seen the light 
six years earlier, in 1769. Perhaps 
the fact that that year was distinguish­
ed by the birts of Napoleon and Well­
ington led him to indulge in this 
misrepresentation, for he knew him­
self to be a great man, and liked thus 
to link himself with great names.

The Weather Man
and Ocean Flight.

There has of course been volumin­
ous discussion of the trans-Atlantic 
flight; but with few exceptions this is 
centered around the mechanical fea­
tures involved. Now this is altogether 
necessary and proper; but to-day the 
mechnical side of the ocean flight has 
been developed to precisely the point 
where consideration of another aspect 
of the case is in order, too. It is no 
longer problematical whether a plane 
can be built for which a flight of trans- 
Atlantio distance is a physical pos­
sibility; this question is conceded to 
have been answered affirmatively. On 
the other hand, while we may yet hope 
tor the day when any plane of ade­
quate size that? is fit to take the air 
at all may be pointed for the other side 
of the world with assurance of getting 
there, we are still a long way from this 
consummation. . — •

It, then, an airplane to-day can make 
the crossing while a given airplane 
will probably fail, the determining 
factor between success and failure is 
external conditions. In the case of 
the airplane, external conditions means 
the weather. True, weather conditions 
have been mentioned freely in con­
nection with the efforts now being 
made to win that $50,000 but they 
have been mentioned in a wholly in' 
sufficient way. If the weather on Us 
face is bad, the aviator will keep out 
of the air; if the weather looks as 
though it might be favorable, he will 
Start, and trust to a benevolent Pro­
vidence to see him safely across 
This does not constitute adequate dis­
cussion of a determining factor.

Weather is a complex of temperat­
ure, humidity, pressure, wind direc­
tion and velocity, precipitation. On 
all these heads there is much to be 
said with regard to the difference be­
tween conditions at the eurface and 
above it, between conditions over land 
and over water. There is much to he 
said, much even to be learned, with 
regard to average and extreme values 
under each head mentioned, with re 
gard to seasonal and local and casual 
variations, with regard to probable 
values at a given time and place, with 
regard to the effect of each of these 
factors upon the functioning of plane 
and pilot. There are special ramifi­
cations to be discussed with regard to 
fog, its altitude, duration and extent, 
and with regard to other items of 
equally special nature.

A compilation of what we know and 
what we hope to. find out under each 
of these heads is essential to flight 
across the ocean on any basis other 
than that of a sporting proposition 
with death. Accordingly, the United 
States Weather Bureau has assigned 
one of its meteorologists to investigate 
the subject; and among hie duties is 
that of being present at the starting 
point of trans-Atlantic flight to advise 
the aviators upon weather conditions. 
Further than this, he has prepared a 
statement showing just what bearing 
the meteorological conditions known 
and suspected to exist along the prob­
able routes of flight may have upon the 
success of the venture, This state­
ment considers the various questions 
which we have suggested, and disposes 
of them so far as it is possible to do 
so.—Scientific American.

M. CLEMENCEAU AS THE WORLD 

DOES NOT KNOW HIM.
No public man (n Europe shrinks 

more from the limelight than K, 
Clemenceau, and none Is more thank­
ful to escape from It to the obscurity 
of private life.

“Give me my Men’—the tiger’s 
lair,’ " he laughingly declared the other 
day, “and you are welcome to aH the 
fame and laurels.”

For a quarter of a century the great 
Frenchman has made his "den" on the 
ground floor of No. 8 Rue Franklin, 
Paris, a charming “backwater* In the 
heart of Paris, and here he can shut 
himself out from the world almost as 
effectually as if he were in a Breton 
village.

It is no Spartan home; it Is the 
home of a man who loves luxury and 
refinement. There are few finer 
rooms in Paris than the "Tiger’s" lib­
rary, which is his sanctum, with Its 
row of books, its beautiful pictures, 
its wealth of Japanese bronzes and 
objects of srt, and its Louis Quinns 
writing-table, equipped with a sheaf 
of his fare-rite quill-pens.
