The Advocate extols the Min-
ister of Marine and ‘Fisheries,

“When once it becomes appar-
ent to the fishermen of the West
Coast that Mr. Coaker’s fight on

crete proof is needed. To claim
that because of these enact~
ments by Mr. Coaker the fisher-
men of the South and West
Coasts have been receiving $10
and $11 per quintal for their
fish this season is utterly decep-
tive. They have not and no per-
son is better aware of that than
Mr. Coaker himself. Still, if he
can produce proof to substanti-
ate the statements of his paper,
there is not the shadow of a
doubt but that he will be given
credence.

“Reliable reports received from
the West Coast show that al-
ready West Coast fishermen are
cognizant of the true aspect of
the position.

Thus the Advo-
cate. Yet if all reports from
North are to be believed, the
fishermen there are not quite so
keen in their eagerness to stand
by Mr. Coaker as the Advocate
would have us believe. At one|
time Mr: Coaker could repeat |
the veni, vidi, vici of Caesar, but
not to-day. A change has come
over the spirit of the dream of
the North. So far as the West
Coast is concerned Coaker’s
name is anathema, and apart
from a very few, who do no
fishing themselves, the bulk of
the real fishermen regard him
as the man who is responsible
for the present gloomy condi-
tion and disastrous outlook.
Here is a desecription from an
important fishing centre on the
West Coast, that is absolutely
correct, and will serve as afoil
to the “Reliabl: Reports” reach-
ing the Advocate:

“Affairs are looking serious
on the coast at present, be-
cause of the fish regulations.

" Fishermen from Isle aux
Mortes, Burnt Islands, Rose
Blanche and other places are
quitting their skiffs, reeling
up their lines, drying their
trawls, and going to the lum-
ber woods seeking employ-
ment, as the merchants will
not supply for the coming fall
and winter fishery. It is an
unheard of thing for these
men to be abandoning the
voyage at this season, when
it is about now that they’ be-
gin to make ready for the fall
catch.”

Such advices are by *way of
evidence that no such price as
$10 and $11 was received by
these men, who from their boy-
i hood have grown up in the fish-
| ing boat and who never let up
on their avocation until com-
pelled this year by Coaker’s
"regulations. The picture is not
'overdrawn, but is an accurate
limning of just what is taking
place. Sort of discounts those
“Reliable Reports,” does it not?|

Jacques will likely have to go on dock
for repairs. Hon. Tasker Cook is
looking after the interests of both
captains.

The British
Financial Situation.

The Chancellor of the Exchequer
made a very strong case in the House
of Commons against the idea of a levy
on - capital and abundantly justified
the decision of the Government not
to adopt the scheme propounded by
the Board of Inland Revenue which
the Select Committee on War Wealth
found to be practicable in the admin-‘
istrative sense, while declining to ac-|
cept the responsibility of recommend-i
ing its adoption. The objection to a'
levy was admirably summarized by |
the Chancellor in the words: “It |
would not obtain the moral effect
which its advocates have thought; it,
would not obtain the fiscal advan-
tages; it would not materially help
us in the reduction of the floating
debt.,” In consequence of this decis-
jon the proposed increase in excess
profits duty is to stand.

Mr. Chamberlain - claimed in his
speech that we had already accom-
plished much, We have bought well
over half our share of the Anglo-
French loans, and we have in sight
of New York, or on the way, suffi-
cient to cover the remainder,yof our
half of the loan. “We have enough
to meet thie remainder of our share, to
meet all other market obligations of
the Treasury in the United States up
to the end of 1920, and to leave a
satisfactory margin over.” We have,
in effect, paid off $50,000,000 of a debt
of $100,000,000 to the Argentine, and
have made arrangements for the re-
demption of the remainder in the
course of the next two or three years.

Exciting Moments
on Ships Afire.

Common enough are smoldering
fires on board ship. In many cases
they are comparatively harmless.
They  arise mostly from spontaneous
combystion, caused by piling large
quantities of coal in close quarters.

It is said there is not much danger
from such a fire; hardly any on an
iron or steel ship. The first protective
measure is to exclude the air, so that
the fire can only smolder. Then the
bunker is flooded with water, which
usually serves to extinguish the fire.

Even in wooden ships the danger
from smoldering fire is not half so
great as has been pictured by lands-
men. This Is illustrated by the experi-
ence of the captain of the Twin Bro-
thers, engaged some years ago in the
wheat trade between San Francisco
and Liverpool. The vessel was re-
turning from the latter port with a
thousand tons of ceal in the hold as
ballast. Just after she rounded Cape
Horn it was discovered that the coal
was on fire.

There was a steam pump on board
and, after closing the lower hatches,
the crew flooded the hold until the
ship bhad settled about four feet low~
er in the water. No one was frighten-
ed and every one was confident that
the ship would be safely brought into
port at San Francisco. Call was made
at Valparaiso, but not a man deserted
the ship.

The vessel was seventy-two days in
reaching San Franpcisco from the
Horn, and all that time the coal burn-
ed, and little streams of smoke could
be seen coming through the cracks in
the deck. Arriving at San Francisco,
the Twin Brothers sailed out on the
mud flats and was flooded until she
settled almost even with her upper
deck. This extinguished the fire.

The appearance of the vessel after
all this: was, pretty fair evidence of
what a ship. may survive in the way
of fire damage. In a dozen places the
bottom had burned through, and all
that was between the crew and the
deep sea was the thin sheet of copper
bottom. The weight of the coal and
the presure of the water kept about
equal strain on both sides of the cop-
per sheeting, and it had not ‘broken
throngh, although it was little thicksr
than an ordinary tin pan.

And so it was to that last day in
1834, when Dorette. whose health had
long been failing, passed peacefully
behind the veil.

Red Russia
Challenges the World.

Once more Soviet Russia shows her-
self in her true colors, and the blood
that is staining the soil of Poland
and Northern Galicia fs directly
chargeable to her breach of faith, her
suterfuges and her vacillation.

Throughout their negotiations with
Poland the Bolshevists have employ-
ed every possible evasion, and have
sparred for time from motives that
are contradicted by their professions.
They added delay to delay, and when
the Poles appealed for a truce pend-
ing the negotiations for an armistice,
the offer was rejected. The conference
at Minsk was time and again postpon-
ed on plausible excuses until it was
clearly apparent that if the Bolshe-
vists desired to make peace, as they
averred, they would have hastened
their diplomacy and slowed down ths
march of their armies,

Kameneff, who acted as spokesman
for the Soviet Government, in hand-
ing to the British Premier the terms
on which the Bolshevists would con-
sider an armistice, stated implicitly
that nothing that was not of a secon-
dary nature had been omitted ‘from
the summary. On this point Lloyd
George laid stress in his speech in the
House of Commons. He reverts to it
again in the statement now issued
from Lucerne:

“To have added such a condition
(the arming of the industrial work-
ers of Poland), after Kameneff’s

The Milner Commission faced tre-
mendous difficulties in the accomplish-
ment of its task, the chief of which
was the undisguised hostility of the
Nationalist pafty, whose leaders not
only refused to state their case to the
Comm/:sion, but did everything in
their power to thwart its aims. If Lord
Milner has succeeded in finding a way
out of the impasse, some common
ground on which forces, with views
as wide apart as the poles, can erect
a promising edifice of government he

for the Empire and for the peace of
the whole world.

When Abraham entered the delta from
Canaan they had long been enjoying
the advantages of a settled govern-
ment. But the Ethiopians, the Assyr-
ians, the Persians, the Greeks, the Ro-
mans, the Turks and the French con-
quered them in turn and under suc-
cessive suzerain powers they sank
lower and-lower into barbarism and
weakness.

The Most Important
Man on a Newspaper.

A “copy-taster” is a man whose pal-
ate is his “rnews” judgment, and whose
judgment is his chief stock-in-trade.

He starts work about four o'clock
every afternoon, and remains at his
desk till long after the normal man
or woman has gone to rest. He sits
there passing a silent judgment on the
world’s affairs, calculating public in-
terest in this event and that incident.
And it is his judgment that gives you
the news you read at your breakfast-
table when he is just preparing to get
into bhis bed.

At his elbow there are many wire
or wicket baskets into which “copy-
boys” drop mpystericus little pieces of
paper. Some are cablegrams from
out of the way quarters of the globe,
others are typed manuscripts from the
editorial rooms, the result of the
news-editor’s efforts and the reporters’
ingenuity.

His Arduous Job.

He reads each news item carefully.’
assesses the value according to public
interest and importance, and marks
it with a code letter, which tells the
sub-editors exactly the kind of title
or heading that should be put on the
news, and the amount of space it
should occupy when set in type. ‘

A very large amount of news is
placed in a basket at the copy-taster’s
side. That is the “W.P.S.,” and every-:
thing placed therein is considered not
to be of sufficient importance or in-
terest to appear in the paper.

Every item of news that reaches the
copy-taster’s desk is weighed against
other news. Thus, when a corres-
dence im Bath, for example, sends to
the London newspaper offices some-
thing which he considers of great im-
portance to the town of Bath, the
copy-taster surveys its value as com-
pared with a cablegram from New
York probably of international and
world interest.

It is calculated that every night a
newspaper receives an average of five
time more news than it can possibly

Sugar Marketis |
Demoralized.

Toronto, Aug. 26.—President Hugh
Blain at the opening of the Wholesale
Grocers’ Convention at the King BEd-
ward Hotel to-day, sald that since the

war confusion had been Wworse con-
founded than ever. Everywhere there
was a walil of distress “even in our
land where plenty abounds.”

“We are pursuing a course of ex-
travagance and thriftlessness.

“The shock of the war seemed to

have distorted the moral and indus-
trial fibre of the world.
. “The high cost of living—the re-
sult of these conditions—has been
largely attributed to the distributor,
the so-called ‘middlemen’ while as a
matter of fact the responsibility rests
with the producer,” said Mr. Blain,

“In my experience, the distributor
actually made a lower percentage of
profit on his turnover during the war
than he did previously.”

Over 125 wholesale grocers from
all parts of Canada were present
when the address of welcome was
given by the Lieutenant- Governor.

Aarmand Chaput, of Montreal, re-
plying to His Honor, pleaded for more
unity between Ontario and Quebec.

“By -her position, Quebec holds the
gate of the federation and I may say
the key that opens the gate that will
lead to the midst of our great coun-
try,” he said.

“We in Quebec enjoy more liber-
ties, less labor troubles and more
freedom of language and religion than
anywhere else in the Dominion. We
are all here for a sole object, of unit-
ing forces to battle in the life of
business and fair play for all.”

A telegraphic message was received
from J. H. McLaurin, President of the
Southern Wholesale Grocers’ Associa-
tion of the United States, dated at
New York,; expressing regret that he
could not attend the convention in
Toronto, owing to “the extremely ecrit-
ical condition of the sugar market of
the United States.” - Mr. McLaurin
stated in his message, that the sugar
market was demoralized, and many
wholesale grocers - throughout the
country were threatened with finan-
cial ruin. He stated that he was be-
ing deluged with letters and tele-
grams in consequence.

President Hugh Blain stated that
the sugar business in the  United
States was ten times worse than in
Canada. !

In a discussion of “the uniformity
owing to charging sales tax,” J. W.
Charles, of Niagara Falls, Ontario,
claimed that the manufacturer should
make an-allowance of one per cent.
discount to the wholesaler all along
the line. He declared that it was the
average retailer and not the public,
who was made “the goat” throughout'
the country.

Dr. Dubois, a dis‘tinguished French
physician, has laid it down that the
very best preventive is to inhale pure
oxygen gas. The amount he recom-
mends is from thirty to forty pints.
Oxygen relieves the strain on the
breathing mechanism, and gives the
lungs a rest. He has found this
treatment excellent if the gas is used
before starting or before the patient
begins to suffer.

A treatment which the contributor
has personally tried and found ex-
tremely useful is an eminently sim-
ple cne. Get a flannel bandage twelve
feet long and about six, inches wide,
and wind it firmly around the whole
of the abdomen. It seems to steady
one’s inside? ’

Some people swear by a similar but
lighter bandage wound around the
forehread.

But perhaps the best preventive of
all is to lie down flat before one be-
gins to feel “swimmy,” and to keep
quiet for the first twenty-four hours
at sea.

Atlantic Adventure.

Three Men’s Voyage in & Five-Ton
Yacht.

Three intrepid gentlemer have just
crossed the Atlantic in a five-ton
ketch, the Typhoon, which is only 37
feet long on the water line. They came
from Baddeck, Nova Scotia, expressly
to see the international motor-boat
racing, and were only three weéks on
the voyage. “We just jumped into a
boat, eand without any trial trip head-
ed from Nova Scotia for Cowes,” de-
cleared Mr. Washburn Nutting, one of
the party. “Our best record on the
passage was from Cape Race to Bis-
hop’s Rock, Scilly Islands. In one
week we did 1,038 miles. From Cape
Race to Bishop’s Rock took 15 days
9 hours 25 minutes. Experience proves
that the passage can be made com-
fortably and safely in a properly-
designed boat, regardless of her size.
I hope to return to New York by the
same boat. We shall go back along
the French coast and then via Lisbon
and Bermuda,.which, I think, is about
4,000 miles.” Mr, Nutting, who is man-
aging editor of the Motor Boat Pub-
lishing €ompany, reported to Mr. Gar-
field Wood, vice-commodore of the
Motor Boat Club of America, who
warmly congratulated him and his
two companions, Mr. F. W. Baldwin,
of Toronto, and Mr. Jim Dorsett, of
Washington, Columbia, on the comple-
tion of their adventure.
