Squires, as Premier of Newfoundland, is satisfactory to the 
Halifax Herald!

Of 
course raw sugar would have to be procured, and he proposes to do 
this by subsidizing steamers to ply to and from the West Indieg, 
carrying out his fish, and bringing in his sugar, and being paid 
for by the Government out of the taxes of the people. In other 
words, it’s all another scheme to use public money to pay divi­
dends to his Union shareholders.

Now, while everybody would be glad to see these poor delud­
ed shareholders, receiving dividends, who is ready to double or 
treble the price of sugar for their benefit, or who is willing to pay 
dollars per quintal to carry Union fish to market, for that is what 
this wild cat scheme amounts to.

Our Weekly Letter.

(From our own correspondent) 

MONTREAL, March 24th.—Dr. Wil­
liams. Managing Director of the Na­
tional Tuberculosis Association of the 
United States made some startling 
statements here lately in reference 
to consumption. Throughout the en­
tire world tuberculosis is responsible 
for over 10 per cent of all the deaths. 
The disease is chronic, lasting from 
3 to 5 years, and ther are at least 
5 times as many persons living suf­
fering from tuberculosis, who need 
constant medical care as there are 
deaths annually, and at least ten 
times as many persons affected with 
chronic tuberculosis, as there are an­
nual deaths from the disease. In 1921 
there were 107,000 deaths from tuber­
culosis in the United States aproxt- 
mately 100 out of every 100.000. Dur­
ing the same year, 7,694 persons died 
in Canada from the disease or 88 out 
of every 100,000. The deaths in both 
countries were more numerous 
among the males at the ratio of 3 to 
2.

"It is known that almost every 
individual is infected with tubercul­
osis bacilli in civilized communities 
by the time he is 16 years of age. The 
distinction must be made, however, 
between tuberculous infection and 
tuberculosis, because persons who 
may be infected do not necessarily 
become diseased unless there are pre­
disposing factors. Because one can­
not have tuberculosis unless he has 
already been infected by the bacillus.

"We find there is a marked differ­
ence in the amount of tuberculosis in 
different races; that although the 
amount of infection may be the same, 
the amount of disease which develops 
is much less among the Jews and 
Italians and much more among the 
Irish and negroes thaax exists among 
the Anglo-Saxon races. There is, 
therefore a certain racial Immunity 
and ther is also a family and Indi­

vidual immunity or as it is commonly 
called, resistance to disease.

"To predisposing factors causing 
the disease to develop are primarily,

die.”

Another important factor in the 
development of the disease was the 
constant exposure of the individual 
to repeated doses of tuberculosis 
bacilli, bread winners, with the dis­
ease, suffering from lowered standard 
of living which, together with the 
infection of the father often caused 
the disease to spread in the family.

Study had shown in certain trades, 
the death rate was five times higher 
than in others. “For example, among 
stone cutters, cigar and tobacco 
workers, compositors, printers and 
pressmen the death rate from tuber­
culosis are frequently over 400 per 
1,000 whilst among coal miners, 
steam railroad workers, farmers and 
professional men the rates are not 
higher than 100 per 100,000 work 
ers.”

These figures, however, based on 
the 1900 census in the United States 
were relatively high; if a study were 
made to-day the rates might be found 
to be one-half of those quoted.

Dr. Williams considered there 
should be more attention paid to the 
specifications of industry as, on 
diagnosis, it was> often found that 
the disease might have developed in 
an occupation other than that in 
which the worker was employed when 
found to be diseased. “It can be de­
finitely stated, however,” he added.

In his concluding remarks he 
urged employers to take cognizance j 
of the effects of the disease on their j 
industry through illness of their em- ! 
ployers. Much good could be achieved ! 
by the installation of sanitary ! 
facilities, medical service for the ! 
diseased and visiting nurses in in 
dustrial establishments.

The famous Mendelssohn Choir of 
Toronto, composed of 220 mixed 
voices, was heard here at the St. 
Denis Theatre to large audiences. 
It was remarkable for its great var­
iety in shading and expression. The 
choir passed its highest test in un­
accompanied numbers. Philip King, 
the musical editor of the Montreal 
Daily Star in reference to their work, 
said, the Russians say that a church 
organ is a confession of weakness, 
that a choir should not need help 
from an instrument, or from instru- 
thatments, and that accompaniments 
are only useful to hide defects. Cer­
tainly no accompaniments are need­
ed by the Mendelssohn Choir, which 
gives a wonderful demonstration of 
the expressive possibilities that are 
to be found in the human voice, en , 
masse.

Choirmasters will naturally be 
most interested in the Mendelssohn 
Choir’s technical attainments; music- j 
ians in general will take satisfac- ; 
tion in fundamental matters of tone, 
rhythm and phrasing; but the man 
on the street, who represents the ma­
jority and who is not trained to ob­
serve such details, will be more im­
pressed by an effect made through 
direct means of expression, by the 
choir’s power to say something de­
finite without circumlocation, to stir 
up emotion, to paint a vivid mental 
picture and to quicken imaginative 
faculties. That the Mendelssohm 
Choir did not fail the man on the 
street last night was evident from 
the applause. That the Toronto 
singers were equally successful in 
their appeal to musicsihs is certain. 
Then, in the words of the song that 
children used to raise heavenward on 
Fletcher's Field last summer, "Every­
body happy? Well. I should say!”

It is this power of expression on 
the part of the choir that makes it 
unique. Mr. Fricker is expert in 
matching and weighing tone against 
words in such a way that the notes 
of color that he produces in extraor­
dinary. Take, for example, the at­
mospheric and mystic effect brought 
out in the “Eriskay Love Lilt,” ar­
ranged by Hugh Robertson, and con­
trast it with the straightforwardness 
of the “Men of Harlech" and "Scots 
Wha Ma’e;" or think of the scholarly 
reverence voiced in Mendelssohn’s

Mr. Shaw was a 
resident of Sennevllle, Que., and was 
hurrying to catch his train from 
Windsor Station when the stroke oc­
curred* He was carried into a store 
and an ambulance summoned from 
the Ge&rat HosplWl, but death was 
almost Instantaneous. «

The late G. A. Shaw was bom at 
Huddersfield, Eng., In 1869, came to 
Canada twenty years ago and entered 
business as a linen importer.

Survivors are his widow, formerly 
Miss Elizabeth Munn, of St. John’s, 
Nfld.; two sens, Harold and Geoffrey; 
a daughter, Elizabeth; three brothers, 
J. Hampden, John H„ and Charles 
A. Shaw; and a sister, Mrs. Dougald 
Munn, of St. John’s, Nfld.

Another one of Montreal’s fine 
Catholic institutions has fallen a prey 
to the devastating element, fire. It 
was the Hospital for Incurables, 
situated in a beautiful spot at Notre 
Dame de Grace. O! the memories of 
that sad evening and night, the pitiful 
scenes, the awful disaster as the 
flames quickly consumed the haven of 
rest and consolation that has shelter­
ed and cared tor thousands of the 
worst cases of poor, suffering human­
ity, the gallant fight put up by the 
Montreal and Westmount firemen to 
save the building, hut above all, the 
whole-souled charity and help extend­
ed to the helpless victims by all 
classes and creeds, are things never 
to be forgotten. The flames caused a 
reflection that could be seen for miles 
around. Twenty thousand spectators 
stood in awe and sorrow, while 400 
patients, many of them bedridden, 
were taken In chairs and stretchers 
by willing helpers. Ambulances from 
every city hospital, and a hundred or 
more taxi cabs rushed the patients to 
the different hospitals, other institu­
tions, and their homes. Even citizens 
offered to take some of the affleted to 
their own homes. The firemen had 
lines of hose attached to hydrants 
three-quarters of a mile away from 
the building, four miles of hose were 
in operation, pumping engines and 
motor power, all working together 
that poured tons of water in all direc 
tlons on the big structure, but to no 
avail. The big tower In the centre 
fell with a crash nearly killing three 
firemen who were near at the time, 
then followed the explosion of the 
boiler in the furnace room, and these 
formed the last scenes In the closing 
moments of a fire, that had It occur­
red at midnight Instead of fire o’clock 
In the afternoon, there is no doubt but 
many of the patients would have been 
sacrificed in the flames. Only one, an 
old lady of over 80 years, a patient for 
years who was seriously ill at the 
time of the fire, died the next day at 
the Hotel Dlen Hospital.

The scenes during the rescues were 
distressing. There were men with 
shaking limbs, others emaciated by 
tuberculosis, others victims of can­
cer, and many simply withering with 
age. These were conveyed In wheel 
chairs, on mattresses and beds, and 
for others It was neeeesary to resort 
to blankets «nd sheets. Residents of 
the neighborhood crowded to the hos­
pital to render assistance, and a 
steady stream of the moving patients 
was maintained by a small army of 
volunteers until all were placed In 
safety. As many as a dozen persons 
lent their aid in the carrying of one 
bed, and the transportation of the in­
mates progressed In a satisfactory 
and orderly way. ,

A few there were who could walk, 
being In the hospital bn account of 
some disease that had not affected 
the lower limbs. Attired In blankets 
these stumbled or groped their way 
te safety. One of these cases was a 
young man with an affliction that re­
quired a large bandage across his 
face. He found temporary safety in a 
nearby shed and, as soon as able, was 
conveyed to the adjacent bullrings. 
Most of the homeless patients were 
taken to the Grey Nuns’ Orphanage 
nearby. *

“The firemen had a hard task ini
fighting the flames," Chief Chevalier 
said, "owing to the fact that they had 
to lay more than 4 mîtes of hose. But 
the nuns, the police and private citi­
zens gave a hand, and a great disas­
ter was prevented. All did their best."

The building occupied by the Hos­
pital for Incurables was built in 1896 
tor the Sisters‘of Mercy. The build­
ing, however, was found to be too 
large tor their needs, and, in 1901 was 
purchased by the Hospital for Incur­
ables. It was operated by the Sisters 
of Providence whose Motherhouse Is 
on Fullum street. The large annex, 
which was saved, was built In 1910. 
The root of the building was of wood 
covered with slate. The beams were 
all made of wood.

The lose is estimated at nearly $1,- 
000,000. A campaign for funds Is to be 
started in a few days, and the re­
building will begin at once, as it is an 
absolute necessity to have such an In­
stitution in this city, as the other hos­
pitals 'cannot and will not take in­
curable cases, where patients linger 
for years with no hope of a cure, pa­
tiently watching and waiting tor 
death to release them of their awful 
sufferings.
