rador to Canada, and is not Halifax eager to see the time when
it and not St. John’s will be the outfitting place for a Labrador
fishery, carried on by Canadians. Sydney is already revelling in
the prospect of being the pert from which argosies will put forth
for the Labrador gold fields. Quebec is probably already gloat-
ing over the prospect of developing the forest wealth of our Lab-
rador.

When the scandalous contract about Bell Island ore, made a
few months ago, is recalled, whereby all the royalty which might
have been collected on exported ore was sacrificed, it iz easy to
recognize another reason why Canadian papers should be ready
to speak of Squires as a God-given statesman—given to Canadal
There’s plenty of election funds just now for Squires’ candidates
—wags it supplied by Canadian Companies for concessions won
here?

And there’s still another reason why Halifax praises Squires.
This Colony’s fish trade with Brazil was filched from us, and
bestowed on Hallifax and Lunenburg, by the Fishery Regula-
tions, which the Squires-Coaker Government enforced. For that
trade the Bluenose Canadians are sincerely thankful. The
statesmen who gave it to them are men to be thankful for, on
their part, but on ours they are blunderers to be got rid of.

Squires, having done much to bring this Colony to wreck
and ruin, having sacrificed its trade, bestowed its iron ore, and
now about to convey the Labrador, to Canadians, is looking for-
ward to Confederation, and is already making friends for him-
self of Canadian newspapers, for the day when he will git in Ot-
tawa, the man who sold Newfoundland to Canada.

“FIRST PRINCIPLES”.

Under the above caption, the Mail continued the personal
attack it has been waging upon Sir Michael Cashin, We propose
to turn upon itself certain of its remarks here-anent:

“Had Cashin,” it says, “during his long term of office-such
an enviable record that the public can safely entrust their inter-
ests to him again?”’ During the time of office referred to, ex-
cept for the last few months, Sir Michael had either Sir Richard
Squires or W. F. Coaker as colleagues, and they made no protest
against anything he did. Squires left when Lloyd succeeded
Morris, long before which event the electors of Trinity had left
Squires. Coaker remaijned with Sir Michael until the latter kick-
ed him out.

The Mail refers to a charge made against Sir Michael, once
upon a time, by the Advocate, when Dr. Mosdell was. its editor,
but refrains from stating that the resulting libel suit brought
by Sir Michael was dropped at the request of Mr. Coaker, because,
Dr. Mosdell having quarreled with him, there was no evidence to
offer for the defence; and of this Coaker was so convinced that
he afterwards became a colleague of Sir Michael in the Morris
Government, and remained a colleague until Sir Michael sacked
him. ‘

“Can a man who is Premier,” says the Mail, “who wrote an
open order for a case of whiskey, in defiance of law, be regarded
as the right kmd of man to guide the destinies of the country?”
Oh shades of Squlres and Campbell! Can a3 man, we ask, who
sets all law aside be trusted to be Premier? Can a man who
writes scripts as Campbell does, be trusted as a Minister? Can
a Government be trusted that permits the saturnalia of booze to
£o on as it now does?

A SWEET JOB!

One of Coaker’s election “kites” is, that if the Government
is returned to power, it will help him establish and operate a
Sugar Refinery at Port Union, using the electric power he has
created there, 4nd for much of which he has no present use. Of
course raw sugar would have to be procured, and he proposes to do
this by subsidizing steamers to ply to and from the West Indieg,
carrying out his fish, and bringing in his sugar, and being paid
for by the Government out of the taxes of the people. In other
words, it’s all another scheme to use public money to pay divi-
dends to his Union shareholders.

Now, while everybody would be glad to see these poor delud-
ed shareholders, receiving dividends, who is ready to double or
treble the price of sugar for their benefit, or who is willing to pay
dollars per quintal to carry Union fish to market, for that is what
this wild cat scheme amounts to, If all the sugar used in the
Colony, or all that could be used, were refined at Port Union, it
would not be enough to keep one refinery in work, and the cost
per pound to the consumer would be greater than even when the
Mews blunder about sugar kept the price away after the war.
The steamers plying to and fro with fish and raw sugar would
never be more than one quarter loaded, and the subsidy per voy-
age would be taken out of taxpayers for the benefit of Coaker’s
shareholders. The fact is, Coaker is hard up, for wotes; and
would if he could make “ducks and drakes” of the public money.

MONTREAL, March 24th,—Dr. Wil-
liams, Managing Director of the Na.—,
tional Tuberculosis Association of the |
United States made some startling

statements here lately in reference

to consumption. Throughout the en-
tire world tuberculosis is responsible
for over 10 per cent. of all the deaths.
The disease is chromic, lasting from
3 to 5 years, and ther are at least
5 times as many persons living suf-
fering from tuberculosis, who need
constant medical care as there are
deaths annually, and at least ten
times as many persons affected with
chronic tuberculosis, as there are an-
nual deaths from the disease. 1n 1921
there were 107,000 deaths from tuber-
culosis in the United States aproxi-
mately 100 out of every 100,000. Dur-
ing the same year, 7,694 persons died
in Canada from the disease or 88 out
of every 100,000. The deaths in both
countries were more numerous

among the males at the ratio of 3 to
o
known that almost every
indtvidual is infected with tubercul-
osis bacilli in civilized communities
by the time he is 156 years of age. The
distinction must be made, however,
between tuberculous infection and
tuberculosis, because persongs who
may be infected do not necessarily
hecome diseased unless there are pre-
disposing factors. Because one can-
not have tuberculosis unless he has
already been infected by the bacillus.
“We find there is a marked differ-
ence in the amount of tuberculosis in
different races; that although the
amount of infection may be the same,
the amount of disease which develops
is much less among the Jews and
Itaitans and much more -among the
Irish and negroes than: exfsts among
the Anglo-Saxon races. There s,

Another important factor in the
development of the disease was the
constant exposure of the individual
to repeated doses of tuberculosis
bacilli, bread winners, with the dis-
ease, suffering from lowered standard
of living which, together with the
infection of the father often caused |
the disease to spread in the family.

Study had shown in certain trades,
the death rate was five times higher
than in others, “For example, among
stone cutters, cigar and tobacco
workers, compositors, printers and
pressmen the death rate from tuber-
culosis are frequently over 400 per
1,000 whilst among coal miners,
steam railroad workers, farmers and
professional men the rates are not
higher than 100 per 100,000 work-

”»

ers.

These figures, however, based on
the 1900 census in the United States
were relatively high; if a study were
made to-day the rates might be found
to be one-half of those quoted.

Dr. Williams considered there
should be more attention paid to the
specifications of industry as, on
diagnosis, it was often found that
the disease might have developed in
an occupation other than that in
which the worker was employed when
found to be diseased.
