Heart Beat by Wireless

HEARD BY DOCTORS MILES AWAY.

The heart beats of three men were
sent a mile by telephone to the B.B.G.
Studio at Cardiff, recently, and broad-
casted from there to doctors, in an
experiment to discover ' whether it
might be possible for a doctor to diag-
nose the illness of a patient by wire-
less. The experiment was a remark-
able success.

An appeal was made to doctors in
South Wales to the West of England
to listen with the object of ascertain-
ing at what distance the heart beats
could be detected.

One of the men whose heart beats
were broadcast was in perfect health,
but_the Other two suffered from heart
disease., A special microphone Wwas
strapped over the heart of each pa-
tient, and each microphone was con-
nected to a twelve-valve amplifier.

One of the three doctors present re-
mained in the room to supérintend the
patients while the other two “went
into another room in the studio and
listened at a loud speaker.

Startling Results.

The twelve-valve amplifier was
connected with the telephone wire,
which carried thé sounds to the trans-
mitting station a mile away. From
there the beats were transmited by
wireless back to the B.B.C. studio,
and were heard by the two docors.

“The sounds were weak at first,”
sald one of the doctors, “but after in-
creased amplification it became pos-
sible for us to tell what was wrong
with the hearts by the different beats.
The heart beats in the case of the
young man upon whom we first ex-
perimented were not at all times ex-
tinguishable, but with the men suf-
fering from heart disease the results
were good.

“We hope, before long, that excel-

.|1ent results of scientific value will be

obtained through the medium of wire-
less telephony. We have been much
impressed, and hope to experiment
again shortly.”

British Postal :
o Service Returns

After charging interest on capital, |
the British government owned and
operated postal, telegraph and tele-
phone system showed a net révenue
in the fiscal yéar ended March 31,
1924 of £5,291,922, according to an
official report just published and
communicated to the Bankers Trust
Company of New York by its British
Information Service. Up to March 31,
1924 the sum of £67,316,000 had been
invested by the British government
since 1893 in the acquisition and de-
velopment of the .telephone system,
which i8 operated as an adjunct of
the post office. The capital invested
in the telegraph system is £10,948,-
000. From the fisca] year 1912-13 to
the fiscal year 1923-24, inclusive, the
British postal service had been op-
erated at a profit after charging in-
terest on capital, with the exception
of the three years 1919-20 to 1921-22,
inclusive.

The money required for the
purpose of building highways
was granted last year, and the
policy and plans to be followed
in expending that money have
been thoroughly discussed this
session and endorsed by both
branches of the Legislature.

BRITISH EMPIRE LEAGUE
LECTURE,

The following account of an address
given by Captain Vietor Gordon, High
Commissioner for Newfoundland, ap-
peared in the “Hampshire Chronicle”
of February 28, 1925:—

Captain Victor Gordon, the . High
Commigsioner for Newfoundland, ad-
dressed the King’s Worthy Women's
Institute on Thursday, February 26th,
under the auspices of the British Em-
pire League. He was accompanied by
Colopel Murray, the Secretary of the
Leagne, Mrs. Donald Nicoll, President
of the Branch, was in the chair, and
there were also present: Lady David-
son, Sir Henry Burstall, Miss Ings
(Hon. Secretary of the Branch), and
Miss Buchanan-Riddell (Hon, Trea-
Surer). -

Capt. Gerdon, who was briefly intro-
duced by the President, sajd he did
not intend to make a long speech, but
for a few minutes he would like to
have a straight talk about the great-
ness of the British Empire. Very /few
Britishers realiged what its greatness
meant. There were six self-governing
Dominions within the Empire besides
dependencies. The British Empire, to
his mind, was the greatest creation in
the history of mankipd; it was the first
step towards uniting all the Christian
peoples. Newfoundland was the oldest
colony within the Empire; it had be-
longed to the Empire for over 400
years, and had been a colony for 100
years before the Pilgrim fathers-set
sail from Plymouth. For lhundreds of
vears, Newfoundland had been a fish-
ing eentre, and even to this day, thou-
sands of poor people living on the
shores of the Mediterranean were de-
pendent for their main food supply up-
on the Codfish taken from the shores

| the Jast self-governing colony to adept

Colonel Murray, Secretary of the
British Empire League, said the Lea-
gue had heen working since 1885 to
secure the supremacy of the Emprie.
It was desirable that everyone, women
espegially, should realize what a great |
heritage had been handed down to
them,

Those who lived in England often
lived in a little world of their own,
and they found it hard to realize what
the Empire was. That was so with the |
different parts of the Empire. West |
Indian people knew little about the
thidgs in New Zealand, and the peo-
ple in Australia knew little about,
say, Newfoundland, The British Em-
pire Exhjbitian at Wembley had dene
a great deal to spread knowledge of
the Empire, not freely among the peo-
ple of England, but also among the
Colonials who had attended the Ex-
hibition, and who had thus learnt a
great deal about other parts of the
Empire.

Mrs. Nicoll said it. had , surprised |
her greatly to learn what Newfound- !
land had dome in the Great War; it
ought to make them very grateful to
Newfoundland, and anyone who came
from that Island.

Sir Henty Burstall said there was
often more ignorance in the Domin-
ions copeerning England, than there
was -in England concerning the Do-
mihions. There was, therefore, as
much need to preach the gospel of the
Empire in the Dominions as %here
was in England.

Answering questions, Capt, Gordon
said it was in 1763 that the French
King ceded to the English the whole
of North America, excepting only
Newfoundland, and the strip of ter-
ritory known as the coast of Labpa-
dor. Bver since 1763, Newfoundland
had governed this, but the exact
boundary of the ceast of Labrador
had never been, seftled. It was com-
ing before the Privy Council shortly.
It was a deeply interesting question,
for the Newiloundiand Government
eontended that “the coast” included
the hinterland. Theé Canadian Gov-
ernment contended that “the coast”
meant only the shore, and not the
hinterland. Labrador was a desolate
country, but it had one valuable and
rare\mineral called Labradorite, Lab-
rador wag ice-bound for many months
of the year, and fogs were frequent.

Lady Davidson said the Newfound-
land Regiment was the only regiment
in the British Army to win the title
of “Royal” in the Great War. She had
spent five of the happiest years of her
life in Newfoundland, and the New-
foundlanders were” the . finest and
brayest men she had ever come
across, One old lady, whose son had
been killed in the war, said, when she
heard the sad news: “Thank God, I've
another son to.take his place.” That
spirit was universal through® the
Dominions. =
