Until daylight and long
after, the men searched up and down
the street and finally concentrated
their attention on the brush-covered
lots in the 1300 block.

The blue uniform of the murdered
officer caught the eye of Sergeant
Campbell at 9:30 o'clock this morn-
ing. Chief of Police Mulhern, Deputy
Chief McLennan, Inspector of Detec-
tives McRae, Inspector McIntosh, In-
spector Wilsher, Sergeant McLeod and
a dozen of uniformed and plain clothes
men were rushed to the scene in autos.
Most of them came back a féew mom-:
ents later. There was nothing else to
do. TUnder the direction of Inspector
McRae, the detectives searched the
neighborhood and examined the rifled
offices of the Shingle company.

The death of Mr. Breckenridge oc-
curred vesterday morning, after an ill-
ness which lasted for more than two
months, and during which he submit-
ted to two operations in an effort to
remove the indirect cause of death,
gall stones,

Race Between Life and Death.

Mr. Breckenridge had been a suffer-
er from gall stones for.many Vears,
and two months ago decided to have
the cause of the malady removed. The
trouble had reached an acute stage,
ind a .hurried message was sent to
Dr. Mewburn, of Lethbridge, the fam-
ily physician, to come to Calgary im-
mediately and operate. Dr, Mewburn
was in Chicago at the time, and He
took the first train for Calgary. It was
a race between life and death, but the
surgeon arrived on time and perform-
ed the operation, which at first prom-
ised to be successful.

About two weeks ago Mr Brecken-
ridge was so far on the way to a com-
plete recovery that he was able to sit
up in bed. Then a reaction set in and
a second operation was performed.
This, for a day or so, promised to be
a success, but the patient was taken
down with a heavy cold, and symptoms
of pneumonia suddenly developed. In
his weakr~ ~ ‘=~ "he was not

o ‘withstand the ravages of the
disease,” auu .a. cua came yesterday
morning.

Birthday Was Tomorrow,

Mr. Breckenridge was born in Ayr-
shire, Scotland, and would have been
52 years of age tomorrow, had he liv-
ed. During his busy life he had a
thorough early training for the great
contracting works which he afterward
carried to a successful termination.
He first engaged in the lumber busi-
ness, then learned the trade of a foun-
dryman, and finally served a hard ap-
prenticeship in railroad building. He
branched out for himself as a railroad
contractor when but 23 years of age,
and from his first venture until his last
contract on the C.P.R. was uniformly
successful.

He was but six years of age when
his father left Ayrshire and settled in
Peterboro, Ontario, where the boy was
educated in the public schools, after
which he engaged in the lumber busi-
ness for a few years At the age of 18
the young man decided to learn the
boilermaker’s trade, and for the next
three years he was employved in the
foundry of the William Hamilton com-
pany at Peterboro, building up the rug-
ged strength and physique which af-
terwards stood him in such excellent
stead in his pioneer railroad and ir-
rigation work.

Started Real Career at 21.

When he was 21 he started to learn
the business of building railroads, the
entire continent being in the throes
of a great railroad building campaign
at that time. He started for Winnipeg,
and engaged himself to learn the tech-
nigal details of the business in the
l.ake Superior regions, being employed
on a new line on the north shore of the
great lake. Two years later he branch-
ed out as a contractor in his own in-
terests, and for years consistently and
successtully followed the iron rails to
the Pacific coast.

Early in 1886 Mr. Breckenridge
undertook some important mainline
construction work on the Northern
Pacific railroad between Ellensburg
and Tacoma, requiring his constant
attention from .June, 1886, until May,
1897. Much of his heavy construction
work in the succeeding few years was
done in the Kootenay country, in and
iround ‘Nelson, British Columbia, in
partnership with Peter Lund, includ-
ing the construction of the Crow's
Nest Pass Line and other Canadian
Pacific branches in British Columbia
and Alberta.

Remarkable Feat at Frank Slide.

One of the most remarkable pieces
of railroad constructien accomplished
by Mr. Breckenridge in those days
was the building of the C. P. R. line
across the Frank Slide, a difficuit
piece of construction work one mile
and three-fourths in length, which
was finished within 16 days.

In 1962 M- Greckenridge and Mr.
[Luna organized ihe well known Crow's
'T‘iest Pass Lumber company, of which
Mr, Breckenridge was president from
1902 till 1909. In 1903 they organized
the Breckenridge & Lund Coal com-
pany and Mr. Breckenridge was presi-
dent of it until 1907. The railroad
contracting firm of Breckenridge &
Lund, active from 1897 till 1907, was a
powerful factor in the railroad and in-
dustrial development of British Co-
lumbia and Alberta in all the years of
its existence.

In Charge of Irrigation Canals.

In 1904 Mr. Breckenridge came to
Alberta an dtook charge o fthe Can-
adian Pacific railway company’'s
extensive system of irrigation canals,
a work that occupied nearly five yeaps’
time, being completed in 1908. In the
last named year Mr. Breckenridge,
through - the purchase of Mr. Lund’s
interest, became sole owner and head
of .the great contracting concern. 1In
