hook the pathway to such an extent that
a number of the passengers were thrown
down to the street below, with the result
stated.

The narfow platform from which the
people fell was about two ‘and ' one-half
feet in'width. Tt is'used by trackmen
when on duty, and. above. Fourteenth
street “is ‘not provided with hand rails,
When the p zers left the blocked cars
and took to the platform the gatemen of
the train offered né' objection as they

A Noble Mother Perishes With Her Children,

AvrBUuQUERQUE (N. M.), Feb. 26, —Par-
ticulars have just refched here of a cal-

Cart left Carrizo, a place where she ‘was
visiting, ' distant seven miles, about 5
o'clock p. m., February 18th.
