BAD NEWS FOR SEALERS

Great Britain Turns a Deaf Ear to
Their Appeals in Order to
Please Uncle Sam.

The Reopened Question of Seal Pre-
servation to Be Submitted to an
International Conferenee.

Lo~pox, July 31.—The British foreign
office notified Ambassador Hsy yester-
day morning that Great "Britain had ac-
,cepted the proposition of the United
States for an international conference on
the question of pelagic sealing in Behring
sea, to be held in Washington City
doring the coming antumn,

Under the caption of ** Great Britain
and her Gold Regions,” the New York
Evening Post has the following interest-

ing article with regard to the Klondyke:

_‘* These gold fields are in British " ter-
ritory. The Kiondyke branches from
the Yukon near the Alaskan boundary,
and the gold has been discovered mainly
along its course in the Northwest Terri-
tory. Yet the successful miners, the
men who come home with tales of fabu-
lous wealth attained in a few weeks, ar®
largely American citizens. That is to
say, they are ‘ aliens,” *foreige devils,’
allowed to go freely into British terri-
tory and carry away its chief treasure
without let or hindrance. Imagine the
case rev.ersed. Imagine the gold fields
on our side of the Alaskan border, and
Enpglishmen swarming in to despoil us.
‘What shrieks to high heaven and appeals
to Congress there would be! We ghould
ha_ve law:a in a twinkling to make all
alien miners pay nine-tenths of their
findings into our treasury. We should
tax them heavily to get into the terri-
tory, and not let them get out without
paying the uttermost farthing, What
some of our states have done in the way
of legislation to make aliens smart for
lending us ca.Yit.al and developing our
resources, fairly indicates what we would
do in the case supposed. This stupid
English indifference to the nationality of
the man extracting wealth from English
soil would never be the policy of a wide-
awake and paternal and strictly look-
out-for-number-one American govern-
ment.

_‘* The incident throws light on the ter-
rible ‘land-grabbing ’ propensity of Eng-
land. She grabs everywhere, but she
throws what she grabs open to all the
world'. She is well known to grab with
peculiar fury when it is a question of
getting a bit of gold-bearing land; that
always drives her frantic. But, as the
Klondyke gold find show, she lets for-
eigners come and help themselves to the
gold after she has grabbed it. S8he po-
lices the.territory acquired; she makes
life and property safe there; she estab-
lishes courts; she fosters education and
religion ; but she gives Frenchmen, Ger-
mans, Italian, or even her dearest foes,
Americans, the same rights there
as Englishmen. There is a policy of in-
credible silliness, according to American
standards. It might be justified on the
theory that law and international policy
are intended to promote trade and in-
ddstry, and make human liberty and
happiness as secure as possible; but we
know that theory to be entirely mis-
taken. Laws exist for the purpose of
discriminating against foreigners, and
caueing misery in foreign cities, as Mec-
Kinley boasted that his tariff had done.
International relations are to be so man-
aged that every nation’s hand will be
against its fellow.

Our party were well nsed to min-
ing and hardship, so we carried packs
of 100 pounds each over the pass and had
to make two trips over the mountain to
get in all our supplies. The pass I con-
sider too’heavy for summer travelling,
but it is better in the winter, as one can
make steps in the snow to get a foothold
to climb.”

The distance to Lake Bennet, Mr.
Brebant thinks, is about 37 miles,
and from there the . rest of the
journey was made over the chain
of lakes to the Lewia river on the ice.
Then the rest of the journey was made
by way of the Hoptalinqua and Yukon
to Forty-Mile. Brebant’s party reached
Forty-Mile by June 18, and after
exploring nearly two hundred miles
of the Hootalinqua they decided
to work a bar on Forty-Mile. In two
months he and three others of his party
made $700 to $800 apiece. They wintered
in the Yukon and came back to the
Coast in the following spring. Some of
the miners were more lucky than Bre-
bant’s party, getting as high as $2,000 to
$3,000 for their season’s work.

*I did not go back to the Yukon a sec-
ond time,” said Mr. Brebant, *but
Joseph Leman, who had been with me,
started off the next year, worked his way
up Canyon creek and discovered Mill
creek, on Sixty-Mile. He took out $14,-
000 that year and it made me feel sorry
I had not gone.”

Mr. Brebant is not at all envious, how-
ever, of the big sums that other men
have made, though he says he worked
hard but never managed to make .a big
strike himself. . He seemed particularly
pleased to hear of the success of Neil Mc-
Arthur in the Klondyke.

Indian Johnny Puts a Rifle Bullet
Through a Roek Creek
Bieyelist.

Has No Reason for Trying to Kill
His Inoffensive
Yietim.

To city bicyclists who are occasionally
the victims of the wicked who strew
tacks, life often seems to losé its spice
with the prospect of a tiresome walk
home and a punctured wheel. But their
trials are as nothing to those that came
to Roy Hagin a few days ago on the
Cariboo road, when, for no other reason
apparently than that he was a man of
two wheels, he was potted by an Indian
in ambush and now lies terribly wound-
ed with a bulet hole 1n his body.

On the 16th of July Roy Hagin was
riding along the Cariboo road near
Bridge Creek Hill, ang there dismounted
to fix something that had gone wrong
about his wheel. Riding a short dis-
tance behind, on his cayuse, was Johnny
Ducks, alias Johnny Prosper, one of the
Canim lake tribe of Indians. Johnny
had been well supplied with whisky, ac-
cording to his own story, by another In-
diau. )

When he saw the wheelman leave his
saddle, Johnny got his gun, and with no
reason at all that he could give, except
whiskey, dismounted from his pony,
tied the animal and creeping into the
brush knelt down and took a deliberate
shot at Hagin.

The poor cyelist fell with a dreadful
wound, the bullet traversing his body
almost from shoulder to shoulder. The
Indian did not try to rob bis victim, but
rode quietly away.

Johnny was arrested by Jim McCann
at Bridge Creek, but managed to make
his escape and cleared out, seeking to
avoid capture among his tribesmen.

Chief Emile of the Canim Lake tribe
of Indians is, however, a good, law-
abiding man,-and he promptly had
Johnny caught and surrendered to con-
stable Mitchell. Johnny has not made
the least attempt $o conceal his crime,
but stated freely that he had been drink-
ing and when he saw Hagin, who did
notice his approach, guietly shot him.
The Indian will no doubt be committed
for trial for attempted murder, unless
indeed his victim dies, when he will
have to stand trial for murder. How-
ever, at last accounts Hagin was im-
proving and, unless blood poisoning sets
in, he will recover.

THE LATEST LETTER.

Residents of Rossland, although the
majority entertained their own opinions
that Kootenay was the best corner of
the earth, were just a little enthused as
long ago as last April by news then re-
ceived from above Forty Mile. Two of
their namber indeed were sufficientl
mresaed, to bid good bye to Rossland,

now one of the two writes from
Dawson City in a tone that indicates no
regret. Hart-Humber is the miner in
question, and his letter—dated as re-
cently as June 18—is as below:

¢ Dawson City,N.W.T., June 18, 1897.

*‘Friend Charlie—As I ‘promised to
write to you after I got into this country,
I will now try to give you some idea of
the condition of things in this region.
After leaving Dyea we had a trip full of
hairbreadth escapes and arrived at Daw-
son on the Klondyke June 9. We were
about 75 days on the trip. We came in
at the very worst time; - we should have
started either a month earlier or lager.

“1 was the only one in the party that
had the nerve to ride through the can-
yon, White Horse rapids, Five Fingers
and Pink rapids, . They are all very dan-
gerous places, but I made them O K,

I will starg work to-morrow morning
at $1.50 per hour. I will work with pick
and shovel about three weeks, and will
then have a better job with the same
outfit and will get an ounce of gold per
day ($17). X

**There are at least 50 people going

Flour last winter was $1.50 per pound
and bacon $2; but now flour is 1214 cents
and bacon 75 cents a pound. It costs 25
cents & pound to have your stuff taken
out to the mines. There are more ways
of making money here than any place I
ever saw. :

**If you conclude to come up here you
can come on the last boat to St. Mich-
ael’s, then take the river boat for Daw~
son, which is the cheapest and best way

to come in. They only allow you 150

unds of baggage, so that you cannot

ring any supplies. You can get outfits
ere.

Some men prefer to take
their lumber plain and fashion it into
shape when the lakes are reached, while
a8 might have 'been noticed on the
Islander and Tees, many took with
them lumber all cutto size so that the
boatscan be knocked together as quickly
as_possible.
They must be light but they must be
strong and capable of sustaining quite a
cargo. Here in Victoria several firms
have had men working overtime fashion-
ing boats for the miners. Some were
sent up by the last steamers and many
are now ready or in process of construe-
tion for the Danube to-morrow or for the
Louise, Bristol or other vessels an-
nounced to sail. "

STRICKLAND TALKS SENSIBLY.

Inspector Strickland, of the N.W.M.P.,
has just returned to Regina from the
land of which all the world just now is
talking. Forty Mile creek, when he
reached there on July 24, 1895, was the
centre of the mining district. The
twelve members of the police who have
taken to mining are all doing well. The
five who @re now 6n their way backdid’
not like 2 miner’s life. George Cormick,
alisg Siwssh George, found geld in enor-
mous quahtities in a creek running into
the ' Thron-Diuck, on August 12, 1896.
He made it known as soon as he could
get to Forty Mile. A stampede to the
creek at once took place, and miners
poured in from the United States side
in such numbers that now not more than
half a dozen claims are being worked in
the Cirele¢’City district. These men had
to drag their kits and belongings on
sleds for 300 miles over rough ice. This
stampede set in at the inning of
January and continued all winter. The
first work of the men was to build their
houses, and very heavy work it was.
Mr. Strickland does not believe the
story of $200,000 having been already
made there by any one man, but says
the most literal truthe read like fairy
tales. It ie, however, very hard to say
just what is being made.

The miners are reticent about their
earnings.. He can say, however, that
miners who have come out' and staked
claims this year, who number about a
hundred, have taken or sent away
already sums varying from $5,000 to
$60,000 each, and have kept back con-
siderable” sums, for development and
other investment. Miners from Cali-
fornia, Australia and South Africa say
that nothing in the world has been
struck 8o rich. Inspector Strickland
says if the country fills up as rapidly as
it is doing the two trading companies
will not be sufficient to supply the food
for them and there is plenty of room for
other companies in this line. Provis-
ions are not so dear as might be expected.
Flour is $12 a hundred, bacon 40 cents a
pound, canned meats 75 cents and $1,
and caribon and moose flesh is sold by
the Indians at 50 cents a pound.

Inspector Strickland strongly recom-
mends that no person should go out to
the Yukon district without taking with
him a year’sfood, as well as some dol-
lars, 'becauge. paying claims are not
always found immediately and there is
the long and hard work of building a
home.

He says that mining is not a picnic.
There are no enjoyments. 1t is all hard
work. Wood is scarce and requires a
great deal of labor in cutting. The cli-
mate is healthy and there is very little
sickness. “The chief: complaints are
scurvy and kidney trouble and rheuma-
tism. Though the winter is eight months
long it is only three weeks that the sun
is not seen. Miners’ wages are $15 a day,
but this rate will fall soon if the present
rush continues from the Pacific Coast.
When Inspcetor Strickland leit Inspec-
tor Constantine, Mrs. Constantine and
the rest were well. Inspector Scarth,
with the N. W. police detachment, had
arrived safe and sound.

NO LIQUOR FOR ALASKA.

Collector Ivey, who has gone to Alaska
to agsume qharge of the customs district
of that territory, it is understood, has
specific instructions from. the treasury
departgnent to enforce to the letter the
executive order restricting the importa-
tion and sale of liquors in Alaska.

Under the laws governing the terri-
tory of Alaska, no liquors, malt or vinous
can be importcd, manufaciurcd, or sold
there, 82ve by a special nermit allowing
their use for mc licinai, mechanical or
scientific purpoz:s, Dispite, this regula-
tion, there are now :n Alaska five brew-
eries in operation, and 142 other places
yvhere liquors are c5id. < Alaska is in the
internal revenue district of Oregon, and,
during the year 1873, there were 147 spe-
cial taxes collccted from persons engaged
in gelling liquor. There are numerous
saloons in Juneau, Sitka and other Alas-
kan towns, where liquor is obtained for
the asking, and no attempt is made to
conceal the fact that this business is
being carriedon. The special tax which
every one in the liquor business is forced
to p:{ is not issued as a  license, or to
afford any protection to the holder, as it
is expressly stated theron that the same
shall not be in conflict with any muniei-
pal, county or state laws concerning the
regulations of the liquor traffic.

The sale of liquor in Alaska is only al-
lowed under the. execative order, for
medicinal, mechanical or scientific pur-
poses by persons who obtain a permit to
do so from the governor of the territory.
Before the permit is'issued, the appli-
cant has to make an affidavit, and fur-
nish a bond in not lese than $500 that he
will not sell intoxicating liquors to any
pergon not known to him, or duly iden-
tified, or to a person in the habit of
becoming intoxicated, nor on his prem-
ises,and that he will make full re urns of
the disposition of liquor he is permitted
to have. Every person under the regula-
tions who securesa permitfrom the gov-
ernor to gell liquors for medicinal, me-
chanical or scientific purgoses, is requir-
ed to secure from the collector of the Or-
egon district a epecial tax receipt as a
liquor dealer. Two of the breweries pay
a special tax on the manufacture of 5C)
barrels of beer, or over, and the remain-
ing three on less than 500. The other
special taxes are issued to druggists, and
retail liquor dealers.

Just now five breweries and 142 other
places can find it a paying business to
sell liquors only for medicinal, mechani-
cal and scientific purposes is the ques-
tion that Collector Ivey has to wrestle
with, It is understood that he has ex-
plicit instructions to enforce the regnla-
tions against liquor in his distriet, and,
if 'he does, the law hitherto more
honored in the breach than in its obser-
vance, is likely to become odious, and
be followed by a strong effort to secure
the removal of the present restrictions.

The Klondyke excitement and the
mad rush to that distant country have
given an impetus to the smuggling of
liquor through Alaska, and thousands of
gallons beught at Fort:8impson, it is re-

FISERMEN RETURN,

Northern Canning Business About
Over—Employes Arrive to
Work on the Fraser.

‘ City of Seattle’” Preparing for
Some Unknown Service—The
* Maude” on Her Old Run.

Seventy-five'white men who had been
engaged in the Northern canneries ar-
rived down yesterday to try their for-
tunes on the Fraser. The steamer
Princess Louise, which carried. the
greater number of the men, returned
from her Northern trip last evening,
after calling at Vancouver to land her
fishermen-passengers. Capt. Sears re-
ports that there is a probability of the
fishing operations being suspended in
the North on Sunday next. The Indians
have made such poor wages that canners
fear they will be unable to retain their
services longer. Some of the natives
have made so little that they have not
enough money now to pay their way
home by a steamer, and the canners
will be obliged to offer them assistance.
Since being North on a former trip Capt.
Sears says the Northern residents have
only experienced half a day’s sunshine.
The weather throughout the season has
been exceptionally backward and ehange-
able, and it is owing ‘to this that the
canneries are meeting with such poor
Fishermen using seines are
having better luck than those using
the gill net. On  account
the cold, rainy weather
do not rise to the surface
have to be caught low down. At Naas
river when the Louise left the local pack
was 7,000 cases. The largest pack on
the Skeena when the steamer called was
7,600 cases. Three or four canneries
had an average pack of 7,000, while the
remaining ones had an average of some-
thing like 500 cases less. The total pack
on Rivers Inlet was 40,000 cases, as
against 100,000 cases for this time of
year last season. At Alert Bay 1,500
cases were packed and at Lowe Inlet
7,000 eases. The Louise brought very
little freight. Among her passengers
was Mr, Alexander, who had been visit-
ing his brother at Port Simpson, the
latter having paid him a visit in Eng-
land last year. Miss Crosby and Mrs.
Spencer and son were others who ar-
rived on the steamer.

MYSTERIOUS PREPARATIONS.

Waterfront men are speculating on
what the steamship City of Seattle is
being fitted out for in Tacoma. They
assert positively that it is mnot for the
Northern trade, and some cannot but
cherish the idea that the ship will be
run to Victoria. Those who are fitting
the vessel up are keeping the matter of
her charter a secret. The local ageunt of
the Northern Pacific railroad could not
throw any light on the subject yester-
day. Nor has he yet been advised of
any re-arrangement of the City of King-
ston’s schedule, although such is now
expected in view of the withdrawal of
the Rosalie from the Victoria-Sound
route.

ON THE COAST RUN AGAIN.

Once more the old reliable C.P.N.
steamer Maude has fallen heir to the
West Coast business. No other boat is
available to send on the route this even-
ing. The Willapa is not quite ready for
service and the Tees has gone North with
the Islander, so the Maude has been
loaded up and will be sent off this even-
ing. She does not carry a large freight
and the passengers so far booked to
leave on her are few. Among them are
Messrs. Dawley and Grice -and three
passengers registered at the Dominion.

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AN APPEAL TO THE
EASTERN PRESS.

A few days ago the Mail and Empire
printed a map of the Northwest Coast,
showing the Klondyke. The only towns
marked on it were Seattle, Juneau and
Sitka. It seems absolutely impossible
to comprehend how a Oanadian paper
can excuse such an exhibition of ignor-
ance. Thousands’ of people in Toronto
are thinking of the Klondyke, and wond~
ering how to get there. When they
look in the Mail and Empire' for infor-
mation they find no reference to the
Canadian Pacific railway, incomparably
the best means. of reaching the Coast
though it is, no reference to Canadian
lines of steamers up the Coast, though
they are equal to any, no reference to
Victoria or Vancouver as. outfifting
points. In the name of common sense

something ‘about the geography of the
West?

There is another side to the case, and
it.is that the merchants of the Coast
cities of Canada have the right to expect
the newspapers of the East to help dis-
abuse the public mind of the carefully
fostered idea that the gold mines are in
United States territories, and hence that
the proper places to outfit are the United
States cities. We in the West have a
right to expect this much from the pat-
riotism of the Eastern press. When
those papers know that Victoria is mak-
ing a gallant fight against her United
States competitors for its proper share
of ‘this Canadian trade, our Eastern
newspapers will not ‘be backward
in giving their assistance. We ask
of them that they give special
prominence duripg the mnext few
months to the fact that the best way to
get from the East to the Yukon mines is
to travel over the Canadian transconti-
nental line and by Canadian steamships
ranning North; also that in Victoria
they will find the most experienced out-
fitters for prospectors and miners to be
found in America. The men who out-
fitted for Cariboo, Cassiar and Omineca
—Tfor journeys quite as difficult and’for
isolation more complete than are con-
nected with mining in the Yukon—are
in business in Victoria to-day, and can
tell miners and.prospectors just what
they waat to take with them and how to
pack it.  The papers also should tell that
the Yukon, being in Canadian territory,
duty must be paid on outfits from the
United States, and that everything can
be purchased just as cheaply in Victoria
as anvwhere.

We make this appeal to the patriotism
of the Eastern press. In Seattle, Wash-
ington, outfits to the value of $325,000
were sold during the last fourteen daye.
If miners understood that they could
get these goods as cheaply in Victeria in
the first instance and save the duties,
they would come here to buy. It may
not be possible to convince all the peo-
ple who go from the United States of
this fact; but there should be 'no diffi-
culty in making it clear to Canadians.
It will be an unfortunate thing if Cana-
dians are not warned against going to
the United States to buy goods to take
into Canada. We believe this appeal to
the Eastern press will not-be in vain.

A WORD OF WARNING.

Some of the papers of the State of
Washington have taken a position in
regard to thé Yukon mines that is
ridiculous in the extreme, and the
same nonsense was freely talked by
some of the Seattle miners who went
North on the Islander. It was an out-
rage, they said, to collect duties, and
the papers referred to say that the pro-
posed regulations for mining are abom-
inable, and should be met by the United
States - government with retaliation.
There is only one answer necessary to
these people, namely, that if they do not
like Canadian laws they can stay at
home. -No one asked them to go
to the Yukon. The CorLoNisT be-
lieves in treating aliens with liber-
ality, but if a lot of people
from the United States are going to set
up a clamor against Canadian laws and.
retase to deal with Canadian merchants,
it will be no very difficult matter to shut
the door of the Yukon in their faces.
‘We tell our neighbors in the plainest
possible words that while we désire to
live on'the most friendly terms with
them, if they do not cease.to decry the
land. out of where they hope to re-
trieve their shattered fortunes, a demand
will go up for the enactment ;of regula-
tions which will drive them all back to

the country from which they came, and
this demand the government will neither

be able nor willing to resist. We
tell these people that in coming
to Canada they have come to. a
place. where the people rule and
the laws are enforced. If the people “of
Canada believe that they have been
treated unfairly by foreigners,they know
how to have the laws changed to meet
the case and how to enforce the laws
when changed.

When this same class of American
citizens thought the only gold mines on
the Yukon waters were in Alaska, they
would not allow a-Canadian to lift a
ghovelful of earth in any other capacity
than that of a hired man, and it gces
without saying that they would not
permit a pound of Canadian goods into
the territory without paying duty. Can-

found better onés on British soil.
the miners, who wentinto ‘Alasks from
Beattle and other points, were allowed
for several years to carry -their supplies
across five hundred miles of Canadiah
territory withou$ bonding them or pay-
ing a dollar in duty. They were allowed
to break bulk, to dispose of them on the
way, to camp, go to work and consume
their supplies in Canada. Not a word
was said. Not a sound of protest was
raised. Now when it is mnecessary to
carry Canadian goods across & few miles
of mountain road, over which the Uni-
ted BStates -exercises jurisdiction,
though with only a color of title, a
howl goes up from the miners who
enjoyed these privileges, and from the
merchants, who profited by Canadian
generosity, against the extension of such
courtesies at the head of Lynn Canal to
goods in transit as are extended to each
other by civilized countries in all parts
of the world.

The people of British Columbia have
put up with about as muech of this sort
of nonsense from their neighbors as they
are willing to stand. If they are driven
to take aggressive steps they know how
to take them and they can be taken
most effectually. We havein the Yukon
and Northern British Columbia the
greatest gold-bearing region in the
world, and if our neighbors wish to come
over and aid in exploiting them,
they would do well to dis-
play a little less of the spirit
of the hog and a little more appreciation
of the neighborliness which the people
of British Columbia have ever extended
towards them and are willing to extend
to them now. :

We would have preferred not to have
writtenin this strain, but it is time that
our neighbors realized how easily they
may carry their arrogance and grasping
propensities too far. There is nothing
of an international nature involved. It
is'simply a matter of the internal regula-
tion of Canadian affairs, and if our neigh-
bors are not satisfied with the privileges
they get, perhaps they may have an op-
portunity of seeing how much better
pleased they wonld be to have these pri-
vilegesentirély withdrawn.

HAWAITAN ANNEXATION.

The comments in many of the United
States papers upon theattitude of Japan
towards Hawaiian annexation are very
fiippant. The writers do not appear to
appreciate the responsibility ‘attaching
to newspaper utterancés on a matter of
this nature. It will-be recalled that at
the opening of the campaign, which
ended so disastrously at Sedan, the Em-
press Eugenie spoke very proundly of
‘ ber war,” and her husband Napoleon
III said he engaged in it with a light
heart. . /Flippancy in international mat-
ters is not only in the worst possible
taste, but is exceedingly dangerous, for
it inflames the popular mind and.ren-
ders the peaceful solution of questions
extremely difficult.

In a general way the situation in re-
gard to Hawaii seems to be as follows:
The government of the islands desires
annexation, and the administration in
the United States is ready to accept the
proposition. A treaty- has been pre-
pared, and is before the Senate for con-
sideration. Congress having adjourned
until the first week in' December,
the treaty remains in abeyance un-
tii then. Meanwhile Japan has
taken a very positive position
against the treaty, or against annexa-
tion on any terme whatever. The
nature of the protest entered by Japanis
very nearly that of a positive declaration
that annexation will be resisted by force
of arms. In the face of this the United
States Senate has rather a difficult
problem to work out. To ratify the
treaty may lead to an open rupture with
Japan; to refuse to ratify it may lead
Japan to assume that it is master of the
gituation, in which event the seizure of
the islands by that power would be
probable. This would doubtless lead to
an attempt by the United States to dis-
lodge the Japanese, for although the
people of the United States may not
want the Hawaiian islands themselves,
they certainly will not stand by and see
them taken by Japan. Marquis Ito re-
peated in Paris whet he said to the
CoroyisT, namely, that he believed a
peaceful solution of the difficulty would
be found ; but the Marquis only speaks
in his personal capacity, and Count
Okuma, the Premier of Japan, in a
public speech distinctly said that the
annexation of the islands would not be
permitted.

So far as the people of Oanada are con-
cerned, they would ' prefer to see the
United States acquire the islands in pre-
ference to their passing into the hands
of any other power except Great Britain,
and the latter has shown no disposition
to take them. There has been some
little talk in the papers about the alleged
geizure of Palmyra Island by the British,
and the statement is made thatitissa
part of the Hawaiian group. This is
simply the result of ignorance in high
places. Palmyra Island is one ‘of a
group of four lying a little north of the
Equator. Their names are: Palmyra,
Fanning, Christmas and New York. All,
except the latter, are recognized as Brit-
ish territory, and are so marked on the
maps. Palmyra is separated by fifteen
degrees of latitude from the nearest of
the Hawaiian group, that is to say by

an group, and there is no suggestion that
Hawaii has ever occupied it. The Brit-
ish * geizure’’ of Palmyra is another
case where the Dutch have taken Hol-
land, :

OUR TELEGRAPHIC
COMMUNICATIONS.

The repeated interruptions of tele-
graphic communication with the main-
land have been a source mnot only of
great inconvenience but of loss to the
people of Victoria. No disposition &x-
ists here to make undue complaint or to
take steps, as long as they can be avoided,
towards securing & connection with
some line on the mainland other than
the Canadian Pacific; but there is a
time when patience eeases to be a virtue,
and if any of the- members of the C.P.R’
Telegraphic Company will talk with our
business men for a few -minutes they
will be conyineed that the limit has very
nearly been reached. We pointed out a
few days ago how we were mnot excep-
tionally situated in regard to interrup-
tion of cable communication, but in
view of the fact that by the laying of a
second cable the chance of connection
with the mainland being ever broken,
we think it not unreasonable to urge that
such a cable should be laid at once,

Tha business interests of Victoria re-
qure this, and especially so as the im-
portance of Victoria as'a business centre
is steadily increasing becauss of the de-
velopment of the gold mines of the
Yukon. Victoria being the provincial
capital, the interruption of telegraphic
communication for daysat a time may
easily be a very serious matter, and it is
not rizht that the chief naval station, in
fact the only British naval station on
the North Pacific coast of America, may
at any time be cut off from the Main-
land. Tt is also of the greatest import-

FOOD FOR THE YUKON,
‘“ We take it that Alaska cannot be-

there are some things that can be grown
in the Canadian portion of the Yukon
valley. As this subject is one of very
great interest at this time, we present a
few facts bearing upon it.

Dr. Dawson says that owing to: its
lesser altitude the climatic conditions in
the Yukon valley are much more favor-
able than in the Cassiar district. He
notes an absence of glaciers thrqughout
the Cassiar and the mountains in which
the Yukon’s main tributaries rise, which

from his report of 1888: *‘ The depth of
enow in'winter continues to be incon-
siderable or moderate, at least as far
down as Stewart river and Forty-
Mile creek.” He compares the climate
of the southern half of the Yukon
district to that of Central Russia, saying
that the same general characterigtics are
observable. Wheat, barley and pota-
toes:are grown successfully at Telegraph
Creek on the Stickeen,and wheat has
been grown *‘ experimentally.”” Barley
has been ripened at Fort Yukon on the
Arctic circles on the few occasions when
it has been tried, and James Anderson,
for some years Hudson’s Bay Company’s
officer -at the Fort, said that potatoes
had been successfully grown there. Dr.
Dawson summarizes hig observations on
this subject as follows:

Taking into consideration all the facts
that I have been able'to obtain, as well
as those to be derived from an examina-
tion of the natural flora of the country
and the observed advance of vegetation,
which, in the absence of actual experi-
ment, are capable of affording valuable
data, I feel no hesitation in stating my
belief that such hardy crops as barley,
rye, turnips and flax can be successfully
cultivated in the Yukon district as far
north as the former position of Fort Sel-
kirk near the 63rd parallel,or, in other
words, about 1,000 miles north of Vic-
toria. Taken in connection with the
physical features -of the region, this
means that chiefly within the drainage
of the area of the Yukon and for the
most part of the 60th parallel,there exists
an area of about 60,000 square miles, of
which- a - large proportion may, and
doubtless in the future will, be utilized
for the cultivation of such crops and in
which cattle and horses might be mgin-
tained in sufficient number for local
purposes without undue labor, as excel-
lent summer grazing is generally to be
found along the river valleys, and
natural hay meadows are frequent. I
dob not maintain that the country is suii-
able for immediate occupation by a large
self-supporting agricultural community,
but hold that agriculture may before
many years be successfully prosecuted in
conjunction withthenatural development
of the other resources of this great coun-
try, of which by far the most valnable
portion lies east of the line of the
Alagkan boundary.

This is a statement of extreme impor-
tance, for it bears directly upon the ex-
ploitation of the gold mines of the coun-
try.

Boumsay, July 28.—The @prising in the
Swat valley has led the government to
adopt_the policy of suppression toward
the native agitators, who in speeches
and throughout the native press have
for a long time been emdeavoring to.pro-
mote the spirit of revoit.

In pursuance of this policy a number
of arrests have already been made, and
others are expected to follow. At Poona,
two well known agitators, Sirdar Bal
Yantrao Natu and his brother Huropant
Ham Chunder Natu, have been arrested
on charges of disloyalty.

A number of houses have been search-

ed with the resultfhat the police have
found arms concealed, though the own-
ers have departed ‘for parts unknown.
Eshoo Madow-Bal, a partner of Gangad-
har Tilak, in publishing the newspaper
Kesari, has been arrested. The office
has heen searched and a quantity of in-
criminating decuments- seized, together
with an issue of the paper.' Eshoo will
be put on trial here with Tslak.

Gangadhar Tilak published inflama-
tory articles before the murders of plague
commissioner . Rand and Lieutenant
Ayerst. He hasTepeated the substance
of them since the murders, and . there is
general astonishment that he has so long
been sallowed immuniiy. He was re-
cently elected a member of the Bombay
council, but his confirmation by Lord
Sandhurst, the governor, has been
severely criticized.

The two Natus were arrested at sun-
rise and escorted outside the limits of
the Poonah ¢ollectorate by a formidable
body of mounted police. All their pro-
perty has been attached. The family is
old and wealthy, and it has been impli-
cated in many Brahmin fanatical out-
burste. It iealleged that the brothers
Natu led the mob which desecrated the
Mohammedan mosque Haru Wallaha.
Two men were killed in the riot, and the
vounger Natu was tried for murder but
acqguitted.
