HIGH SPEED ELECTRIC LOCOMOTIVE

At Baltimere a Speed of 75 Miles is
Attained.

Bdltimore, Sept. 80.—The engineers
conducting the test of the electric lo-
comotive in the B. & O. Railroad tun-
nels- here are at last fully satisfied
with the working of the powerful en-
gine, and next month it will be used
to draw passenger trains through the
tunnels and over the Belt Line Rail-
road. The second electric locomotive
is finished, and will be put into use in
October. The third one, Wwhich is to
be more powerful than the other two,

In the second test of high speed on
the underground road recently the
electric locomotive sped along at the
rate of 61 miles an hour; the engineers
said it was equivalent to 76 miles an!

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MORE THAN A GOOD PLAN ESSENTIAL.

In spite of the Engineer’s partiality
for a tunnel as the best means of con-
veying lake water through tl}e Bay, a
great many practical men &re of the
opinion that steel or cast iron pipes
can be used for the purpose and de-
liver just as good and reliable water
as the other ‘system. It is believed
by those who entertain this opinion
that Mr. Mansergh, may recommend a
system of pipes as being cheaper and
just as satisfactory as the more ex-
pensive tunnel. It is contended that
the use of pipes for conveying water
under conditions which exist in To-
ronto is a sound engineering principle.
The best plan that an architect ever
devised will prove a failure if its exe-
cution is scamped. If faulty cast iron
pillars are used in a building, the prob-
ability is that the structure will tum-
ble down. Similarly if bad workman-
ship is allowed in the laying of pipes
designed to convey water the system
is likely to give out..

1t is. admitted on all hands that the
conduit across the Bay was not put
fdown as it should have been. Its ris-
ing was not due to a faulty plan, but
to a badly executed plan. . The men
to, whomx was entrusted the inspection
of this work must have been negli-
gent in thair duty, . When we under-
take a new Waterworks system, we
shall have to pay as much attention
to the execution of the work as we are
now paying to the devising of a plan.
‘We must not be ecenomical at the ex-
pense of good workmanship, and es-
pecially must we be careful to have
inspectors who are competent and upon
whom we can rely. An inspectcr
must work in the city’s interest and
not be influenced by the contractor, as
kas been too often the case in the
past. g :

PROF. SMITH AND COPYRIGHT. .

The merit of the particular Copy-
right Act that is now the subject of
negotiation between the Mother Coun-
try and Canada is a secondary maitter
compared with the constitutional ques-
tion in regard to the jurisdiction of
Canada to deal with copyright. Mr.
Goldwin Smith seems to think that the
relation between Great Britain and
Canada is such that the latter should
be ;ﬂlling to submit to a certain
amount of control by Great Britain as
representing the Empire. Mr. Smith’s
idea is that Canada should either sub-
mit to the controlling influence of
Great Britain or become an indepen-
dent power and ascume all the respon-
sibilities 'attaching to such a state.
Prof. Smith has not grasped the situ-
ation as it is regarded by Canadians.
Canada, although a sparsely. populat-
ed country, does not relish the idea
of being controlled by any power, even
by Great Britain. Canadians are
thoroughly in sympathy with the Im-
perial Federation idea that has come
to the front during the past decade.
That idea involves, we take it, an
equality among the different members
of the' Empire. = When the Imperial
Federation scheme is fully developed,
every part of the Empire will have
representation in an Imperial Coun-
cil commensurate with its interests.
There are many subjects in regard to
which the different parts of the Em-
pire are, and under any scheme will
be, entrusted with full power. The
arrangement of tariff, the question of
copyright, education, the administra-
tion of justice and other such like mat-
ters will be left entirely to the va-
rious States composing the Empire.
Or, if copyright, for instance, is to be-
come an Imperial question, then Can-
ada ought to have a voice proportion-
ate to its status in the control of Im-
I perial copyright. To permit Great
Britain to shape our policy while we,
although members of the Empire, have
no voice in shaping hers does not par-
take of the equality which every self-
respecting member of the Empire must
in justice to itself demand.
The time has apparently arrived for
organizing some system whereby the
different members of the Empire can
take council together on matters re-
spéctifg their mutual welfare. Gom-
pared with the Empire at large, Canada
may cut no greater figure than Rhode
Island does to the Republic to the
south of us. Still, Rhode Island has
just the same sovereign powers as the
State of New York. - Canada is will-
ing and ready to pay her full share of
expenses involved in defending the
Empire, and she is fully prepared to
discuss the copyright question as an
equal- with the other members of the
Empire. - What this country does not
appreciate 'is the efforts of the small
section of Englishmen comprised in
the authors and publishers of that
country to dictate to Canada what
her copyright law must be.

THE REDUCED ASSESSMENT.
Our taxes mext year will be based
on an assessment of about $142,000,000,
or $6,500,000 less than the 2ssessment
of the current year. The reduced as-
sessment means that the tax rate for
1896 mut be 2-3 of a mill on the dollar
higher to produce the same revenue as
.was raised this year. The amount of
exempted property aggregateS more
than $23,000,000. A good deal of this
exempted property belongs to the city
or the Government amnd must, there-
fore, continue to be exempted, but a
sufficient quantity of it, at least, might

Civic Reform.

Editor World: I was much impressed
with your remark in your issue of
Friday last respecting civic govern-
ment. We all agree that our municipal
system, as applied to cities of the size
of Toronto, is an utter failure, Look-
ing for remedy, you Vvery aptly insti-
tute a comparison between the man-
agement of the Bank of Montreal and
that of our city. There is no reason
why the latter should not be managed
as efficlently as the former, except
that we go about it in the wrong way.
In the bank, as in any other ‘jolnt
stock institution, the sharsholders elect
a few directors who appeint the execu-
tive officers and whose duties there-
after are merely legislative and super-
| visory. The fundamental grln{;iple in
this system, which has beeh found to
work so well, des in the method of
electing the directors. It is that each
share entitles the holder to ome vote,
so that the person holding a'large in-
terest in the concern has a correspond-
ing influence in the management, In-
stead of this, suppose we widen the
franchise so that each shareholder,
possessing any number of shares,
should have only one. vote, and in ad-
dition let any person who does busi-
ness with the -bank to the extent of
handling ohe of its five-dollar bills dur-
ing the year have 6ne vote, and, there-
fore, as much influence ‘as 'the largest
shareholder, and you will see how soon
the institution will come .to grief.
Suitable men would no longer offer
themselves for the office of directors,
but only that class whose chief qual-
ity is “to play to the gallery.” That
is the case with our city. I once knew
of- @ man asgessed for over & million
dollars’ worth of property going tovote |
for Mayor and of his coachman, pos-
sessing no property and earning only
310 per week, entering the booth after
him and voting for the other candidate
in deférence .to his lodge, and thus
nullifying the influence of the large
property-owner in the management of
the chief executive office. The truth is,
we have gone mad on democracy. We
fail to distinguish between the Scope
of municipal and parliamentary gov-)
ernment. The former has chiefly to do
with the collection of money by 'way
of taxes and its expenditure; while
the latter legislates as to the_ personal
rights of citizens. Whatever we may
do in respect to parliamentary fran-
chise, the municipal franchise should
be regulated in proportion to the as-
sessment. Let the shares in the muni-
cipal corporation be’ as high as $3000
each and let the holder of a part of a
share down to one-third have a vote,
but let each additional share entitle
the holder to an additional vote; that
is to say, let the franchise ifor the elec-
tion of Aldermen be regulated accord-
ing to assessment, one vote for each
$3000 of assessment, and ‘the electorate
will soon limit the number of Alder-
men, and the Aldermen will soon ap-
point competent executive officers at
reasonable salaries; d in due course
thé city will be managed as efficiently
as the Bank of Montreal.
