Its
lenses gather together and bend to a
focus beams of ages instead of rays of
light. With its aid he sweeps all past
and coming aeons into the field of his
mental vision and strives to view them
in the mass, as they are seen by the
‘ancient of days’ himself.

It is going away from you at a speed
of thirty-five miles per second, seventy
times as fast as the swiftest cannon
ball. REvery successive night it is
3,000,000 miles farther than it was
twenty-four hours before, and yet its

distance is so great that it has not ap-
|preciably diminished in brightness in
| & thousand years,
| “Then fix your eyes on a little star
under the feet of Orion, which astrono-
mers call Delta Leporis. It is flying
away from us at the rate of sixty-two
miles per second. That means a re-
treat of more than 5,250,000 miles be-
tween one night and the next, and yet
Delta Leporis does not sensibly fade.
It is like a distant steamer’s light—so
far away to begin with that no altera.
tion of its distance can produce a
change in its apparent magnitude until
the time elapsed begins to bear some
appreciable proportion to the space that
intervenes.

‘“If you will regard another little star
in the Whale, called Eta Cephel, you
will be looking at a projectile as big as
a sun, which is shooting toward us
more than fifty miles a second.

The vast Orion
Nebula is retreating eleven miles a sec-
ond, but that whirling wonder called
the Andromeda Nebula is rushing hith-
erward 180 miles a second, or more
than 15,000,000 miles per day!

NUTE AND COMMENT

Canada’s losses in battle are not
light, but they are not to be com-
pared with those of Britain. The
Dominion’s death roll is still under
fifteen hundred. The same propor-
tion to population would give Britain
about 9,000 dead, whereas the total
is over 50,000. :

Germany has formally notified the
United States that the submarine
commander ‘‘failed to notice” the
American flag on the Gulflight. We
understand  that submarine com-
manders in Germany are selected
from among the shortsighted and
colorblind, with a special preference
for cases of cataract.

Belgiuin bas a great many man-
ufacturing plants. The Germans
have taken possession of them and
are running them—some of them
day and night in turning out war
munitions. A Paris despatch says
that the German, Austrian and Bel-
gian machinery works, taken to-
gether, exceed all other machinery
works combined in Europe in output
capacity.

The story comes from Paris which
is said to be absolutely true, that the
illness of King Constantine of Greece
is due to a stab in the side with a
sharp-pointed metallic pape: knife
his wife, Queen Sopia, gave him dur-
ing a violent quarrel over the war.
The knife pierced the pleura and
grazed the lower lobe of the king's
lung. The queen who is a sister of
Kaiser William, remains passionately
devoted to the policy of her imperial
brother and the cause of Germany.
The tragic episcode was hushed up.

Despite an increase in the fees and
prevailing war-time conditions, there
is an appreciable increase in- the
number of automobile licenses issued
by the Provincial authorities.  Last
vear's figures will be easily eclipsed.
For the year ending December 31,
25,308 licenses were issued to resi-
dents and 6,416 to non-residents.
It is expected that in the resident
class the figure will rise to 30,000,
and in the non-residemt class to
7,000 or 8,000. With European con-
ditions in their present state it is
regarded as likely that American
tourists will be more to the fore in
Ontario than formerly.

For every able-bodied male in the
Dominion, not of military age, there
is, in the opinion of The Financial
Post, at the present time some kind
of useful employment. Those of
military age and physically fit are
nob entitled to consideration except
for special reason. There's lots of
room in the ranks When our
manufacturers dare not take orders
at a profitable price because of lack
of labor, and with a big harvest but
two months distaat, there is no
possible justification for the system-
atic effort being made to foster em-
igration of mechanics. Our railroad
repair shops and the harvest field,
as well as the shell factories, require
them in Canada, where the need of
labor is as great as in Britain. A
sheli made in Canada is as effective
as one made in Britain. To take
from Canada a man to make a shell
in Britain is wasteful to the extent
of the cost of his transportation, in-
asmuch as he could be made as ser-
viceable in Canada as in any other
part of the Empire.

Zeppehn imdem
Did Much Damage

According to Mr, Ernest Cowper, a
Toronto journalist, who is one of the
survivors of the Lusitania disaster, and
whe arrived in the city from New Vork
yesterday, the recent big Zeppelin raid
on London created great destruction.
One entire street of houses, with a pro-
proportionate loss of life, was almost
totally destroyed, he stated. [ ‘From the
situation of the district demolished, they
were evidently making for the docks,”
he said. '‘A surprising feature of the
raids is the unconcern with which “the
Londoners regard them. They go to bed
and sleep as usual, and if an alarm is
given, curiosity gets the better of dis-

lcretion, and instead of seeking  the

cellars as the authorities haye warned
them to do, they throng the streets with
field glasses, eager for a sight of the
aerial ionvader.” :

Miss Dorothy Decow, of Strathroy,
met with a painful accident late Satur-
day evening, while driving along the
road in compafhy with Mrs. M. Morgan,
The horse got near the ditch in the dark
and turned the buggy over, tipping the
ocupants out, Mrs. Morgan escaped
with a fow bruises. Miss Decow will be
laid up for some time.

Fishing with a seine in Lake St. Clair,
Thursday morning, Fred J. Kirsch, pro-
prietor of the Lake View hotel, on the
Canadian side of the Detroit riyer, netted
a sturgeon that tipped the scales at 115
pounds. More than 35 pounds of caviar
was taken from the fish, which is valued
at $85. This is the largest sturgeon
caught in five years in the lake.

While playing near a piggery Friday
afternoon, the two-year-old daughter of
Mr. and Mrs. Stevens, Huron Line,
Sandwich, thrust her hand through the
railings where the pigs were feeding and
was severely bitten by an old sow. On
being examined by a doctor the hand
was found to be badly mutilated apd
necessitated amputation at the wrist.

Henry Williamson died at his residence
in Thedford on Thursday, May 27th,
after a long illness. He was born on the
2nd con. of Bosanquet 61 years ago, and,
with the exception of three years, has
been a resident of Bosanquet all that
time.. He was a man of splendid phy-
sique, but the effects of a slight sun
stroke six years ago brought on a stroke
of paralysis, from which he never fully
recovered the use of his limbs,

Judge MacWatt, senior judge of the
county, has started his investigation into
the building of the new Sarnmia water-
works, which hdas been in process of con-
struction at the lake shore above Point
Edward, for the past three years, and
which has not as yet delivered water to
the city mains, except for short intervals,
owing the failure of the infiltration sys-
tem, whieh refuses to take in water from
the gravel, although it is only a few feet
from the shore of the lake.

Lawrence, the 10-year-old son of Mr.
David Marriott, Sauble Valley, died
Sunday last under peculiar- circum-
stances. The Sunday previous he fell in
the river off an old scow. Nothing was
thought of the matter until the same
evening, when he complained of a pain
in his knee. Monday he lost conscious-
ness, which he never regained. Some
say that when he fell into the river he
was bitten by a reptile, asthere wasa
puncture in the skin just below the knee,
and blood-poisoning set it.

Ezra Cook, a farmer ot Romney town-
ship, has been committed to Chatham by
Police Magistrate Callwood, ot Tilbury,
for examination to his sanity., Cook has
been conducting revival services for some
time at Quinn and he became so worked
up by religious mania thai he threatened
dreadful disaster upon those who refused
to accept salvation, Fearing that the
poor fellow would attempt to sacrifice
some of the erring ones, at the expiration
of the tim¢ he allowed them to repent,
he was taken in charge by the authorities.

Government Crop Report
Ottawa, June 11, 1915.—A press bullet-
in issued to-day by the Census and Sta-
tistics Office is of special interest as
giving the oreliminary estimate of the
area sown to grain crops in Canada tor
the present season and the condition of
these crops on May 31, as reported by
correspondents. The reports received
show that in the Maritime provinces
cold and rainy weather during May de-
layed farm work, and at the end of the
month a good deal of seeding has still to
be completed. In Quebec and Ontario
cold winds and frost, coming after the
exceptionally warm weather of April,
retarded grown. In these proviances the
frosts injured pastures, but did little
damage to grain crops. Inthe Northwest
provinces growth was checked somewhat
by cold and frosty- nights, but, on the
whole, conditions continue to be favour-
able, In some parts of Manitoba and
Saskatchewan the need of rain was being
feit. In Alberta and British Columbia
the conditions of the grain crops was
generally favourable.
Measured in percentage of a standard
of 100 representing a full crop, all the
grain crops were reported as showing a
high average, the points being as follows:
Fall wheat 94, spring wheat Y6, oats and
barley 92, rye 91, peas 93, and mixed
grains 91. Hay and clover with 86, pas-
tures and alfalfa with 87 are not so good,
these crops having suffered from cold
and frosty nmights during May. Convert-
ing the points of standard condition for
the principal grain crops into a scale of
100, representing the average of the past
five years, 1910-1914, the result—assu-
ming couditions between now and harvest

War Notes

Petrograd, June 14, — The German
population is now learning the .truth as
to the terrific losses their armies have
suffered since their advance on the Dun-
ajec River, Many meetings have been
held in towns in the east of Germany in
favor of peace. The German Govern-
ment has prohibited all mention of the
failures in the Baltic, hoping that the
population will believe that the fleet is
still intact and prepared to continue
operations,

A Russian flying column, headed by
cavalry, crossed the Dneister behind the
Germans, who last week pressed into
Bukowina, hoping to outflank the Rus-
sians. The German force was entrapped
and attempted to retreat, but was forced
to abandon an enormous quantity of
equipment and stores.

Berlin, June 14.— The' Lokal Anzeiger
publishes an official statement regarding
the American note, saying : ‘It will
take weeks before Germany'’s answer can
be given. The note is so extensive,
touching on so many points that it will
be necessary to collect evidence from
many sources. It will take considerable
time before the whole material for the
reply can be collected and set forth.”

Rome, June 14.—A dispatch to the
Giornale d’Italia from Scfia says : ‘M.
Filipesco, leader of the Roumanian Con-
servatives, declared today that the quad-
ruple entente powers — Great Britain,
France, Russia and Italy—have agreed
to the demands of Roumania. Theretore
a definite conclusion of an understanding
for the intervention of Roumania in the
war 1s imminent.

Milan, June 15.—The operations along
the entire Italian frontier is becoming
more intense. For the moment the main
action is being lett to the artillery. Big
guns are pounding away mercilessly
against the Austrian fortifications, es-
pecially in themeighborhood of Tolmino
in the valley of Fella, and against Fort
Hensei, one of Austria’s most powerful
strongholds, which bars the way to Tar-
vis. Shells have damaged the lower
defenses of the fort, causing the explosion
of another ammunition deppt. At the
neighboring Montenegro, the fighting
also is being carried on . vigorously and a
heavy artillery action is in progress.
One of the enemies’ camps have been
swept out of existence by well directed
shell fire, and the troops which held it
have fled toward Piezzo.

London, June 15.—While the advance
on the Gallipoli is necessarily slow on
account of the difficulties of the ground,
the allied troops ‘are making -progress,
capturing trench after trench, according
toan offlcial statement issued to-night.
The Turkish offensive is growing weaker
and the allies, aided by the fire of the
warships, are inflicting heavy losses,
Paris, June 15.—A great panic was
caused early to-day, when 23 French
aeroplanes arrived over the German city
of Karlsruhe and for 30 minutes bom-
barded the city. In all 130 projectiles
were dropped, the main object of attack
heing an arms factory. Many fires broke
out. The French official account of the
raid says : ‘‘In retaliation for the bom-
bardment by the Germans of French and
English open towns, the order was
given to bombard this morning the
capital of the Grand Duchy of Baden.

Death or Mr. John Boda.ly

A well-known and highly-respected
resident of Watford has passed away to
his heavenly home after a long and ted-
ious illness extending over more than a
year. We refer to John Bodaly, who died
at his home on Front street on Tuesday
morning, in his 90th year, being born in
Greens Norton, north of London, Eng-
land, November 21st, 1825. He was edu-
cated at the Friend’s school at Ackworth,
and afterwards served his apprenticeship
to the baking business at Northampton.

High Court C.0.F.

There were over 500 delegates in at-
tendance at the 36th annual meeting of
the High Court being held at St. Cathar-
ines.

The reports of the officers show that
substantial progress was made during the
past year in membership, which now
stands at 91 557.

The increase in the insur
during the year amounted to $375,2¢
this increase being the second larges

TO IMPROVE THE FRUIT.

Thinning Advised For Those Who Want
Product of High Quality.

To many it is a waste of time and
labor to thin fruit trees, but with few
exceptions - it should be done. When
the tree bears a light crop little thin-
ning is necessary, but since most
trees bear too much it is necessary to
thin them to obtain fruit of proper
quantity and quality. The furpose of
thinning is to secure large, healthy,
well flavored fruit in culling out the
knotty, diseased, ill flavored ones. In
order to prevent waste, feed the culls
to hogs and poultry.

Culling out can be gauged by no fast
rule. It is seldom overdone since the
fruit grows fast up to harvest time. It
is best to pull each wormy and blight-
ed fruit. Such fruit will either drop
from the tree before picking or prove
worthless for storage or marketing.

Thinning will also prevent good fruit
from contamination. In addition, the
remaining fruit has a greater chance of
development because the tree is not
called upon to nourish those infested.
The fruit produced from trees that
have been thinned is of far superior
quality,—~American Agriculturist,

To Cut Strawberry Runners.

When strawberries are not allowed
to run over the bed, but are cultivated
in bills, an implement for cutting the
runners is a necessity. One of the
simplest as well as one of the best is
shown in the figure. The cutters are
old disks from a disk harrow or cultk
vator and must be kept well sharpened
to do their best work. The axle may

be made of any bolt of suitable size
threaded on both ends so that a nut
and washer may be placed on each
side of the disk. This clamps the $wo
disks firmly to the axle and prevents
them from revolving independently of
each other. The handle should be made
similar to a lawn mower handle.

The disk can be set at various widths,
depending on the size of hills desired,
about eight o ten inches being usual.
By setting the plants in check row
fashion the tool can be ‘run in both
directions, ' making the operation of

This is all important, for if she is
not steady in a heavy sea she is not a
good gun platform.

To gain the requisite combination of
speed and steadiness each new war-
ship, a8 soon as her plans are complete,
is built up in model, and these models
are tested in a big tank 5600 or 600 feet
long.. The models, which are built ab-
solutely to scale, are drawn thiough

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"ARMY AND NAVY TERMS.

Origin of Some of the Titles and Ex-
pressions In Use.

Here are the origins of some of the
terms used In the army and navy:
“Captain” 18 derived from the Latin
“caput,” meaning a head; *“colonel™
comes from the Italian “‘colonna,” a
e¢olumn, the “compagna colonella”™ haws
fng been the first company of an in:
fantry regiment, the little column
which the *colonel” led. The title
“lieutenant” comes from a word sig
nifying  “hoiding the place”—e. g, &
lieutenant colonel is a sort of under
study for a colonel, a Heutenant looks
after a company in the absence of the
captain, and so on. The titles of “lance
gergeant” and *lance corporal” origi-
nated in the fact that in the old days
the holders of those ranks carried a
lance instead of a halberd, round the
head of which was twisted a slow
match., Their duties were to go round
the ranks with these torchlike lances
and give fire to the matchlock men just
before a battle took place.
The word “dragoon” was first used
of a regiment of mounted infantry, so
called from the “dragons,” or shorg
muskets, with which they were armed;
the well known cavalry call of “Boot
and saddle” is really a corruption of
the old French gignal, “Doute selle,
or “Put on your saddles.” *“Admiral™
comes from the Arabic “Emir of bagh,™
meaning “Lord of the sea”; “commos
dor¢” comes from the Italian “coms
mandatore;” “mate” 18 from the Ice-
Jandic and means an equal, and the
term “giving quarter” is believed to
bave originated in the agreement which
existed in the old fighting days, that
the ransom of a foot soldier should be
one-quarter of his pay for one year.=

BELFRY OF BRUGES.

A Belgian Landmark That Goes Back
to the Thirteenth Century.
Of all the citieg of Belgium Bruges
has best preserved its medieval char
acteristics, Bruges in Flemigh means
bridges, the city deriving fts name
from its many bridges, all opening in
the middle to admit of the passage of
vessels, It Is connected with the sea,
eight miles away, by thb three canals
from Ghent, Sluys and Ostend.
Dating from the ' third century,
Bruges uitimately became the metropo-
lis of the world’s commerce. Beven
teen privileged trading companies,
from gevemteen different kingdoms,
settled there, while its importance was
such thag twenty ministers from for«
eign courts at one time had mansions
within its walls,
The belfry of Bruges is probably the
most famous in the world. It was
bullt at the end of the thirteenth cen-
tary. It is 353 feet high and pos-
sesses & carillon of forty-eight bells,
regarded as the finest in Burope. It
is really one of the detached municipal
belfries which were erected in the
twelfth and thirteenth centuries in cer~
tain continental towns as important
symbols of their freedom.
Caxton, the first English printer,
Hved at Bruges, where Le served out
his apprenticeship after the death, in
1441, of his first: master, Robert Lange
(lord mayor of London, 1439-40). Cax-.
ton lived in Bruges for thirty-five
years, when he returned to London
and set up his press in Westminster.—
London Answers.
