Reveistoke, Vancou-
ver, Victoria, New Westminster, Vernon and
Nelson. At these places the hearing of
specific complaints was but a small portion
of their work. A great deal of their time
has been devoted to becoming acquainted

with the requirements of the differenît indus-
tries. They have visited the large ranches,
have driven through the finest farming dis-
tricts, in one instance covering as much as 

6
o

miles in one day; they have talked with the
farmers, with the cattie shippers, with the
fruit growers, the Itîmbermen, and with the
traders, and also represen 'tatives of the dif-
ferent towns, and the divisional superintend-
ents of the railways. In this way they have
acquired on the one hand a knowledge of
what the public requires in a most practical
way, and, on the other hand, the difficulties
which the railway companies experience in

coping with the marvellous increase in traf-
fic consequent upon the rapid development of
the country.

On the whole, with the exception of a few
specific instances, there exists a friendîy feel-
ing between the people and the railway com-
panies. Throughotit the whole western coun-
try there was constantly looming up the in-
fluence for good exerciscd by William Whyte,
of lhe C. P. R., at Winnipeg, whom the people
describe as a big man. In many of the
towns visited where complaints had been
lodged for hearing it was found that his

diplomacy had effected an amicable
settlement, and the Boards of Trade
would announce that since the filing of
their complaints things had been ar-
ranged to the satisfaction of ail con-
cerned. Most of the trouble com-
plained of had been the result of some
careless subordinate, or by the blocking
of trafflc at stations where the business
had grown faster than the shipping
facilities, but everywhere was to be
seen immense improvement, works
which must be costing the railways

* many millions of dollars. On the whole,
- those 'vho addressed the board as com-

plainants or on behaîf of the railways
treated the subjects in a manly way.

* There was very little bickering, and
* the meetings closed with amicable feel-

ings as between the companies and the
people.

One of the most important questions
brought before the commission, and one
which required exhaustive investiga-
tion, was the subject of fireguards
throughout the ranching districts be-
tween Moose Jaw and the Rockies.
The railways cannot operate without
their locomotives emitting sparkswhich
cause fires. The heavy winds which
prevail on the prairies cause these fires
to spread, burning hundreds of miles of
grazing country. Great herds of cattle
are sometimes lost. The cattle have
either to be driven great distances or
perish of starvation. Mr. Whyte took
much interest in this question and asked
that the commissioners give the subj eçt
their earnest consideration. Evide
was taken at Winnipeg, Regina, Medi-
cîie Hat and other points regarding
the most effective means of prevent-

ing these fires. The suni of it ail was that
the board should prescribe the most ap-
proved spark-arrester and firebox for the
engine, anid that fire-guards, consisting of 16
furrows, eight on each side of the railway,
should be plowed at a sufficient distance, in
some cases 300 feet from the track, and that
then the grass should be burned between the
track and these fire-guards under the man-
agement of a special crew supplied with
proper appliances. Then came up the ques-
tion of the cost. Premier Haultain and others

At Nelson, B.C., the commissionens were
told that since the fling of coînplaints mat-
ters had been amîcably adjusted, but the
Board of Trade of Kaslo, andI representatives
frorn Slocan City, Sandon, New Denver,
Ainsworthî and other places put forwand a
dlaim that Nelson had secured an advantage
in the matter of distribution rates, andI
claimed they were also entitled to the same
consideration. This sarne question of distribu-
tion rates andI wholesale centres bas come up
throughout the whole country. Most of the
tawns aspire to be wholesale distributing cen-
tres, and claim rates equal ta those accorded
large wholesale centres. This bas become a
difficult question, and will require much con-
sideration. AIl of the freîght rate investiga-
tions will have ta be concluded at Ottawa,
where the officiais of the railway companies
will be required ta produce tariffs, and so on,
and in many instances the cases of the dlaim-
ants are being supplemented by further pan-
ticulars. The indications are that the board
wiIl have months of work in disposing' of the
business initiated on this western trip. Cases
simple at first developed intricate phases as
the trip proceeded, and contentions weread
vanced by other districts involving diametric-
ally opposite principles.

The trip was an exceedingly interesting
one, covering practically the whole of the
Northwest Territories, fromn the boundary line
to the most northerly portion of the settled
counîtry. The development which bas been
going on is sirnply marvellous, and no uîatter
how often this statement may be repeated in
the press, non in what glowing ternis it may*
be described, the people of eastern Canada
and of Great Britain can but faintly appreciate
the opportunities which are afforded.-N. R.
Butchèr, in Toronto Globe.

conductors' cars, 993 board, tool and auxil-
iary cars, and steam shovels.

The Simplex Railway Appliance. Co. has
Ptrchased a site in Montreal on which it is
PrOosed tb erect a new factorj'. The site
l"es between the G.T.R. tracks and the
Lachine canal. It lias a frontage Of 3,000 ft.
on the canal and a total area of about 40
acres. Plans for the buildings are being pre-
pared and are expected to be ready in Nov.
The question of adding to the nuniber of lines
fllanufactured has not been finally decided.

The Canada Rolling Stock Co., which îvas
recentîy incorporated under the Dominion
CO1panies' Act, will supply rolling stock on
the car trust plan. For the present it is in-
tended that the rolling stoL.k will be manufac-
tured by Rhodes, Curry & Co., Amherst,

SIIops, Montreal. The moving from the
'ý0Chelaga shops was completed early in
Sept. with the exception of the grey iron
fotundry, which was expected to make the
Change by the end of the month. The
Hochelaga shops will not be abandoned this

winter, but will be operated in connection
wiîh the Angus shop. Ail the passenger
equipment will be shopped at Hochelaga for
general repairs, and the sleeping, diîîing and
parlor cars and ail newv work will be done at
the Angus shops. Lt is probable that the
Hochelaga shops will be perînanently closed
in the spring of 1905.

The question of fenders for street railway
cars bas been brought forward owing to a
verdict returned by a coroners jury in Toron-
to. In igoî an act was passed by the On-
tario Legislattire under which the Provincial
Engineer was authorized to approve of a fen-
der or fenders to be adopted by the electric
railway compaîlies. Under this act three
patterns were approved, and one of tîtese was
adopted by the Toronto R>'. Experience
showved that some inîprovements on this fen-
der were necessary, anid some alterations
were made by way of experiment. An En-
gineer of the Public Works Departinent lias
been directed to look itîto the malter of the
use of the approved fender on the Toronto
Ry. and to report to the Commissioner.

The locomotive shops of the C. P.RI. at De-
lorimier Avenue, Montreal, have been pratcti-
caî'y closed, the only slîopS Open On Sept. 26
being the boIt and nut shops and the brass
foundry, the whole of the machines, togeth-
er with a staff of operators, as welI as the
office staff, having been removed for somne
time to the Angus shops. The office staff
moved on Atîg. 9, the shop machinery and the
shop staff having been moved gradually group
by group, in fact, on April i a temporary
group of machinery was started up in the
Angus shops composed of new machines ptur-
chased for the new plant, thus forming a nu-
cleus of the present plant, to locomotives be-
ing taken into the shop for repairs. While
the repairs were going on with this temporary
group of machiner>.. the machines, tools and
operators were gradually removed from De-
lorimier Ave. and pîaced in position in the new
shops; and this system ivas carried on until
the Angus shops were able to take care ofthe
whole of the repairs, when the company
stopped sending locomotives into the Delori-
mier slîops and sent them to the Angus shops,
simply holding sufficient machines to keep a
few locomotives left aI the Delorimier shops
going. By Ibis means the work was s0 grad-
t.ally transferred from the old shops to the
new, that, outside of the men working in the
shops, it was hardly known on the road gen.

The congestion, and consequent diffi-
cultY of economically handling the traffic,
have rendereci necessary the doubling of por-
tions of the line west of Hamilton, and it has
been decided to proceed with the work be-
tWeen Hamilton andi Lynden (14 Miles),
Brantford and Paris (7.80 miles), andi Paris
andi London (47.29 miles), which is now in
hand, and considerable progress will be made
during the current half-y-ear.

The number of
Passengers carrieci during the half-year was
764,03o, against 737,637, an increase Of 26,-
393, or 3.58% and the passenger train re-
ceipts, including mails andi express receipts,
were £133,746, against £137,407, a decrease
of £3,661, or 2.66%. The quantity of freiglit
Ifloveci during the half-year was 1,375,720
tons, agaiiist 1,544,207, a decrease of 168,487,
or 10.91%. The receipts from this traffic
were £371,786, against £416,137 inl 1903, a
decrease Of £ 4 4, 3 5 1, or îo.66%.

The gross receipts of the Detroit, Grand
Haven and Milwaukee Ry., for the half-year
were £' 17,746 against £uî15,038 in 1903, an
incirease Of £2,708; the working expenses
Were £1o0,078, against £92,4o8, an increase
of £7,670, leaving a balance Of £17,668,
against £22,63o, a decrease Of £4,962, com-
Pared witb the corresponding half-year of
1903. The net revenue charges for the haîf-
Year were £37,051, against £36.995 in 1903,
S0 that there was a net revenue deficiency of
£19,383, as compareci with £14,365, for the
cOrresponding period Of 1903. The number
Of passengers carried during the half-year
was 27 8 ,409, against 268,425, an increase of
91984, or 3.72%; and the passenger receipts,
including mails andi express receipts, were
£40,238, against £42.704, a decrease Of £2,-
466, Or 5-7% The quantity of freight moveci
Wa's 503,702 tons, against 454,833 in 1903, an
increase Of 48,869, Or 10,74% and the receipts
froin freight traffic were £73,783, against £70,-
565 in 1903, an increase of £3,2I8, or 4,56%.

The act of the Dominion Parliament ratify-

ing the supplemental agreement between the
Government andi the G.T. Pacifie Ry. Co.,
approved by the proprietors on March 8, re-
ceived the Royal Assent on July 18. Consici-
erable progress has been miade witlî the sur-
veys of the propo.sed route of the railway,
and it is intended to commence the work of
construction next spring.

A resolution will be submitted for the ap-
proval of the proprietors authorizing thîe
directors to enter into an agreement for
acquiring the control of the Canada Atlantic
Ry., and authorizing an application to Par-
liament for an act to ratify such agreemnent.
The railway extends from Depot Harbor on
Georgian Bay, througli Ottawa and Coteau
to the boundary line of the Province of Que-
bec andi the State of Vermont, 400.3 miles,
and by means of the Vermont andi Province
Line Ry., a controlled line Of 3.-i miles, to a
connection with the Central Vermont Ry. at
Aldburgh jct. The Canada Atlantic Ry. also
owns the Canada Atlantic Transit companies
incorporateci in Caniada and the United Stai es,
the steamers of whiclî lines run between De-
pot Harbor andi the Canadian and United
States ports on Lake Superior and Lake
Michigan. The consideration to be given by
the G.T.R. Co. is a gtîarantee of the principal

and interest of a total mortgage of $16,ooo,-
ooo four % fifty-year gold bonds, of which a
proportion will be reserved for future capital
expenditure. The Canada Atlantic Ry. formis
a very valuable connection, via the lakes, be-
tween the G.T. and Central Vermont Rys.
and the Northwest of Canada, and its acquisi-
tion will tend to strengthen and consolidate
the G.T.R. system, and will also secure to
the Company the advantage of possessing its
own station in Ottawa.

The Chief Engineer reports that the ex-
penditure for maintenance of the companys
property during the half-year ended june 30
last, was $153,000 less than during the cor-
responding period Of 1903. The companys
permanent way and works have been main-
tained in good condition.

Up to the date of his appoint-
ment lie was the senior member of the law
firin of \Vade & Paton, of Halifax and
Bridgcwater, N.S. His connection with
railways dates back to 1878 wien he was ap-
pointed Solicitor of tie Nova Scotia, Nictaux
and Atlantic R>'. Co. In 1888 lie undertook
and successfîîlly financed the completion of
the Nova Scotia Central Ry. for tiat com-
pan>'. Tlhe conipany proving ilîcompetent, it
became necessar>' for hini 10 virtually take
control of the %vork of conipleting the road.
Under tie management of lie compan>' this
road did nol pay the interest upon ils bonded
indebtedness;. Foreclosure proceedings were
commnîced, and lie was appoinîed Receiver
and Manager by tie Supreme Court of Nova
Scotia, a positioni le ield for six years, and
until the road was sold to the Central Ry. Co.
It may lie nîentioned, as an incident, that lie
was not asked 10, and did not give, any
security while lie leld this position. He was
one of the most active promotors of the Hali-
fax and Southwestern Ry. He promoted and
organized the Middleton and Victoria Beach
Ry. Co., and subsequently negotiated a sale
of Iliat road to Mackenzie, Mann & Co. He
was leading counsel for lie Southi Shore Ry.
Co. in ils struggle witi Ithe Narrow Gauge
Ry. Co., and for tlhe Varmouti Steamship Co.
in its long figlît witi the Dominion Atlantic
Ry. Co. He represented Annapolis in tlie
Dominion Parliament from 1901. He lias
been an active supporter of the Liberal party
since 1878 whcn lie was ciosen organizer for
the Lunenburg 'ounty, and in that year con-
tested tlîat county for thie Local Legisiature.
In 1901 i e as nominateçl against J. B. Milîs,
the Conservative member in Annapolis, %vho
had ield that count>' for 14 years, and was
elected by 150o majority. He lias spoken free-
ly, boîli in the debates of the House and in
the coînmittee discussions. Ho married in
1877, Florence L., daugliter of Capt. R. P.
Trefry, Bridgewater.

The O.T.R. and the Canada Atlantic Ry.

At the half.yearly meeting of the G.T.R.
shareliolders in London, Eng., Sept. 29, a
resolution was passed autliorizing tliat com-
pany tIc enter into an agreement providing for
the purchase of the franchise, property and
assets of tie Canada Atlanîtic Ry., and par-
ticularly for a guarantee by the G.T.R. of the
principal and interest on the bonds proposed
10 lie issued by the C.A. Ry.

The report presenfed to the share-
holders contained a reference to tle proposal
to acquire tlic une, and statcd Iliat the con-
sideration 10 lie given b>' the G.T.R. Co. is a
guarantee of the principal and interest of a
total mortgage of $16,o0o,oo0 4% 50-year
gold bonds, of wvhicli a proportion will lie re-
served for future capital expenditure. Sir
C. Rivers Wilson (President) presented the
resolulinn 10 the meeting, and a somewliat
lieated discussion ensued, an amendnîenî to

adjourn the malter to the next ialf-yearly
meeting being proposed. Sir C. Rivers Wilson
stated thal tie resolution re thie acquisition
must lie voled on at lie preselît meeting, as
an answer was reqîîired within 2o days. He
regretted lie had been unable 10 take tlie
shareliolders mb l is confidence, as lie would
have liked 10 do, but if the acquisition were
postponed il nîeant abandoning thîe idea alto-
gellier. Finallv the resolution wvas put and
carried.

The Canada Atlantic R>'. Co. wvas formed
in i899 b>' thie conîsolidationî of the C.A. Ry.

10 Swanton, Vt., 6.7 nmiles, and lias traffic
agreements witi lie G. T. R., by whicl iti uses
the latter's tracks between Lacolle anîd
IZouse's Point, N.Y., 4 mîiles, and between
Coteau and Montreal. This iakes a total
Of 400,3 miles owned, 61.4 miles leased, 6.7
miles operated under trackage riglits, and 41
mîiles ruti over under traffic agreements, inî al

Control of C.P.R. Toile.

In the Canadian Pacific Railway Act pass-
ed by tbe Dominion Parliament in 1881 it was
provided that "the limit to the reduction of
tols by the Parliament of Canada provided
for by the i îth subsection of tbe x7 tb section
of tbe Consolidated Railway Act, 1879,
respecting tolîs, is bereby extended, so that
such reduction may be to sucb an extent that
sucb tolîs, when reduced, shaîl not produce
less than îo% per annum profit of the capital
actually expended in the construction of the
railway, instead of not less than 15% per an-
num profit as provided for by the said subsec-
tion; and so also tbat such reduction shaîll ot
be made until the net income of the company,
ascertained as described in the said subsec-
tion, shahl have exceeded îo% per annuni in-
stead of 15% per annum as provided by the
said subsection. And the exercise by the
Governor-in-Council of the power of reducing
the toils of the company as provided by the
îotb subsection of said section 17 i5 hereby
limited to the sanie extent with relation to the
profit of the company, and to its net revenue,
as that to whicb the power of Parliament to
reduce tolîs is limited by said subsection i
as bereby amended.'

A reference bas been made by the Dominion
Government to the Supreme Court to ascer-
tain when Parliament is to have the right of
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control over the C.P.R. tolls. Urîder the
terinisof Uic section quoted above such con-
trol cannot be exercised until sucli tinie as the
road earns xo'/ on the "capital actually ex-
pelnded in the construction of the railway.- It
is for tlhe court to interpret this tcrm and to
sav. what the actual capital expenditure bas
been on %vhielî the calculation is to be based.
In the order-in-council on which the refèrence
is hased it is stated that after conference be-
tween the Govertînient and the C. P. R. Co. it
%vas tlîought tuai a judicial determination of a
series of questions would nîatcrially assist in
arriv'ing a.t an understanding of the mutual
rights of tlîe Government and the company.

(t. Most of the cribbing is in place, and it is
expected to bave the whole of the cribwork
completed by tbe end of Oct. Tbe cernent
work will be gone on with in the spring.

Tbere passed tbrough the Canadian canal
at Sauit Ste. Marie, Ont., during Auig. 518
vessels baving a registered tonnage of .588,.
867 tons against 644 vessels and 741,778 tons
for Aug., 1903, while the actual freigbt carried
in Aug. was 69o,713 tons against 879,420 tons
for Aug., 1903. The total number of vessels
using the Canadian canal for the season was
1,884, and the freight carried was 2,123,588
tons against 2,774 vessels and 3,481,91 1 tons
for same period 1903. During the season the
U. S. and the Canadian canais carried 14,842,-
975 tons of freight against 22,628,146 tons for
the season Of 1903 to Aug. 31-

J. Dudley, of Hamilton, Ont., bas secured
a patent for a new method of propelling ves-
sels, by wbich be cdaims an extraordinary
speed can be obtained. There is a tube in
the vessel open at both ends; at one side is a
gasoline engine whicb will pump the water
through a feed pipe against the water in
the tube. A model boat four feet in length
bas been tested with satisfactory resuits, and
a 40 ft. boat is now under construction at
Hamilton for experimental purposes on the
bay. According to the calculations of the
inventor a 75 h.p. engine would drive a vessel
of the size of the Macassa at 40 miles an hour.

Tbe Turbine Steamship Co. bas under con-
sideration the desirability of having another
steamer built for its trade, but we are advised
that notbing bas been definitely decided, and
no decision bas been reached as to the route
upon whicb it is to be placed. Reports in
Hamilton state that the order for a second
steamer bas been placed at Hebburn-on-
Tyne, Eng., and that the keel has already
been laid. It is also reported in Hamilton
that the new boat wiiI run from Toronto to

Niagara in connection witb the Turbinia,
wbile anotber report says tbat it will be put
on the Toronto-Hamilton run in addition to
the Turbinia.

Tbe piston rod of one of the cylinders of the
engine on the Niagara Navigation Co. 's str.
Cbicora broke on tbe return trip to Toronto,
Sept. 25, wben tbe vessel was about io miles
from port. Tbe cylinder was damaged by
the broken rod, and otber damage was done
to tbe macbinery. After some delay some
temporary repairs were effected, and tbe Chi-
cora reached port under ber own steam. The
vessel was tboroughly overbauled and some
new macbinery put in prior to going on ber
route for the season. Tbe loss is covered
by insurance. As tbe company's otber
steamers had been laid up for the season the
str. City of Owen Sound was put on tbe route
on Sept. 26, on the 27tb the Hamilton Steam-
boat Co. 's Modjeska was chartered, and on
the 28tb the company's own str. Cbippewa,
wbich was being dismantled for the winter,
bad been got ready to take up the run.

The lake cruiser Vigilant for the Dominion
Government was launcbed at tbe yard of the
PoIson Iron Works, Toronto, Sept. io. The
vessel was named as she left the ways by Mrs.
F. B. Polson. Capt. Spain, R.N., of the
fisheries protection service, was present on
bebaif of the Government. A general de-
scription and plan of the steamer was given
in our May issue, p. 171. The following ad-
ditional particulars are of interest: The Vigi-
lant bas a commodious deckbouse aft of the
foremast, containing cbart-room, galley and
fan-room, and also a deckboîuse abaft tbe
mainmast. The bridge is arranged extend-
ing from the forward deckbouse to the sbip's
side. The vessel is scbooner-rigged, witb
jib-beaded foresail and mainsail. She bas a
complete installation of auxiliary gear, in-
cluding steam steering gear, steam windlass
for working the anchors, electric engines and
dynamos and powerful searchligbt. She is to
carry a 30 ft. speed motor-launcb, two 25 ft.
gigs and one 16 ft. dinghy. Accommodation
for the officers and crew, about 4o, are located
below the maindeck.

The engineers who wiil make the surveys
of the proposed Montreal, Ottawa and Geor-
gian Bay canal from Montreal to North Bay,
Ont., have been appointed by the Department
of Public Works.

An order-in-council bas beetn passed en-
abling steamnsbip and î-ailway companies en-
gaged in transporting Chinamen from one
point to anoîber outside the Dominion tbrougli
Canadian ierriîtory to put up bonds as secur-
ity for the payment oC the capitation tax for
eacb Chinamanl carried. Hitherto the coin-
panies bave bad to put up the $500 capitation
tax in cash.

be signed after the annual meeting Oct j,
and the vessels 'vilI be ready for service by
the end of 1905.

A contract bas been let by the Dominion
Governmenit t A. Weir & Ce., Glasgow,
Scotland, to put on a steaimsbip service be-
tween Vancouver, B.C., and ports on the
Pacific coast of Mexico. The subsidy is
$ioo,ooo a year, one-balf of wvhich will be paid
by Mexico.

If the necessity arises, by reason
of a breakdown or other accident, the conduc-
tor by placing the book over a telegraph
wire can comimunicate with the Chief Dis-
patcher at Mont real, and thus secure protec-
tion for bis train and assistance at once.

The Brantford, Ont., City Council bas
adopted a report of the specialtelephone com-
inittee recommending the provision of a mu-
nicipal telephone systemn at a cost of about
$4o,ooo. A by-law to authorize the issue of
debentures to raise the money for the installa-
tion was passed be voted on in October, but on
Sept. 25 the couincil rescinded this motion and
threw out tbe by-law. An offer bas been re-
ceived from a telephone construction com-
pany in the U.S. for the installation of a
municipal telephone system. A Toronto com-
pany, in asking for a franchise, offers to sup-
ply instruments for business bouses at $2,5 a
year, and for private bouses at $ 12 a year,
sucb terms to hold good for a radius of 15
miles fromi Brantford, to pay $70o a year,
and to provide i0 free instruments for tbe use
of the corporation.
