Not only ** woman’s gentle indueace,” but hersound common senss
might with great advantage be included in many boards of management.

_ The question of running the street cars on Sunday is again agitatiog
the people of Toronto, and appearances indicate that a large majority of the
eitizens of the Queen Cuty are opposed 1o the innovation. The Toronto
Week turne the matter over and looks at it all round and dnally sides with
those who oppose the introduction of Sunday cars. The Week's reason
for this decisiun 15 fear of the ultimate result of ranning Suoday cats. It
thioks it would be hikely to lead to enlarged opportunities for both business
d pleasure to be attended to on Sunday, and while it expresaly states that
docs not regard tho question as one of religious objection, holds to the
tew that faithful observance of the day of rest is the best thing for the city.
In Halifax we have not found the Sunday cars bring in their train any of
the evils feared by the Week ; they have rather aided the caunse of religion
by carrying hundreds to places of worship every weck. It is all very well
to theorize abont the question, but the. practical test is what tells. The
idea that a man may drive 1o hic carnisge on Sunday, aod 2 poor man may
not be aliowed the conveyance afforded by the street car, is not likely to
prevail for long.

The bomb throwing experiment practiced on Russell Sage by a man
whose remains have since been identified as those of Henry L. Norcrass, of
Boston, supposed to have bzca insane, has been imitated in Germany, but
not to the extcot of actusily throwing the bomb. The man 1o this case lost
nerve and cleared off, but that a wave of this sort of criminality is in motion
is indicated by the murderous attack made on Mr. Abbott, psymaster of the
Rideau Canal, on the x7th 1ast.  The affair took place in the Ridean Canal
office, where Mr. Abbott was sitting with a satchel contzining some hun-
dreds of dollar, for the payment of the hands, before him. The would-be-
tysamin and thief struck Mr. Abbott from bzhind with a piece of rabbér hose

filed with lead in the ead, at the same time making 8 grab for the satchel.
Mr. Abbott tried to capture his ussailant, and teceived scveral more heavy
blows, but the man finally escaped—without the booty. Even had he suc.
ceeded in currying off the satchel he would have secured but a small portion
of what he must have expectod, for the bulk of the money—about $3,000-~
was in Mr. Abbott’s pocket. It is to be hoped that Norcross' exsmple will
not be fruitful of many more of these events.

In weighing the results of the recent elections in the United States it
must be remembered that many of the elections turned upon purely local
issuce, but taken as 2 whole they hava resulted favorably to the Republicsn
Party, and weuld apparently indicate the probable success of that party in
the Presidential election of 1892. The collapss of the Farmers' Alliance,
which endeavored to work upon an independent platiorm, ensures e re.
abzorption of its members by the Republican Party, The reaction agsinat
the McKinley Bill, which was so manifest in the Autumn of 18go has
apparently spent itselt, and the people appear to be scttling down to the
conviction that the merits or demerits of the Bill cannot be determined
until it has bad a fair trial. This conviction greatly strepgthens the Repub-
lican pesition.  Wherover the free coinago of silver has come under discus-
sion the Democratic politicians have been found supporting the movement,
while the Republicans held true to s sound currency. The Republicans
will therefore have a1l the prestige which a wise conservative money policy
cen ensure,  For these three reasons we think the chances of the Republi-
cans for clecting the next President are niuch better to-dsy than they have
been for many a year. . )

If she meaos she draws, the woman who calls herself, and i» called, the
“ Little Georgia Magnet,” is well named. London (G. B.) 2eems to have
goue wild over her. Sho performs such wonderful feats—lifting six men
heaped on a chair, raising billiard cues held down by six men, makiong her-
self so heavy that strong men cannot lift her, and many other remarkable
actions, that the pubhic and the press are agape with astonishmant. Some
papers firmly believe all is done by tnckery, but just where the trick is
puzales them. This lady, Mrs. Abbott, has been an unusual sttraction at
the Albambra, where she hasbeen giving exhibitions of her prowess for some
time. A London physician writing in the Iliusirated News, inclines to the
opivion that though frail in appearance, Mrs. Abbott is really a rematkably
strong woman asd aids this strength by variouns devices known to the initi-
sted. Her claims to some abnormal force or magnetism he does not enter-
t2in for an instaot, and goes into lengthy explanation of how, from his
poiat of viow, the Jady macsges 10 do what she does. However this may
be, Mrs. Abbott has been successful in making a sensation, and probably a
goodly sum of money out of her ability to do things which ordiocry people
either do not understand or cannot perform if they did.

The Quebec crisis has been the chief political topic of interest during
the past weck, and floods of editorial ink have been expended in sctting
forth the different sides of the question. As every one is aware, Mr. Justice
Jette was taken ill at a critical time in the history of the Commission—just
when it was expected to make a report—and besides his own illness, those
ncar and dear to him were suffering, and Mrs. Jette, his mother, died but s
few days ago. The repert, which was impatiently awaited, certainly conld
not bz fully propared ucder the circumstances, and it would be uncharitable
to blame en ill and sorrewiul mon for the delay. In tbc meanwhile Judges
Baby and Davidson presented a report unfavorable to the Mercier Govern-
ment, upon which Licut -Governor Augers immediatsly dismissed his advi-
sors—a course that has excited much criticism, and it is questioned whether
it is constitutional, Tt has been stated, and is geoerally understood, that
Judge Jette does not concur with the other members of the Commission, but
we have no means of knowing if this be correct  The new premier is Mr.
De Bouchersiile, snd the legislature will probably be formally cslled on
December 29'h.  The Lieut.-Governor will open the House and give a
syoopsis of what has occurred during the last three months, after which
the House will be diesolved, and the elections will follow shortly. Mr.,
Mercier hasissued 2 wmanifesto to the Lieat.-Goveraor statiog that the pre-
liminaty report upon which Mr. Aggers bases bis right to dismiss him, is
the report of two partizans, from which he has dragged an unjust and up-
founded opinion oo tbe investigation. We believe in turniog boodless out,
but it must be dooe constitutionally, and if the stealing of $100,000 and its
distribution amongst the members of the Mercier Goveroment—excepting
Hoo. Messrs Ross, Shehyn, Boyer and Dahamel—has been proved by the
investigation, the process would be no less sure because of a little judicions
delay. It wou'd appecar to be'a simple question to settle whether Governor
Angers acted within his rights, and pzrbaps when the violent talk on both
sides has ceasod, some constitutional autho:ity, Dr. Boutinot probably, will
pronoynce on the matter,
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Walt Whitman, “tho good gray poet,” is so ill that he was unabls to
send o few lines of congratulatory verse to John Greenleaf Whittier, the
Quaker poet, who was eighty-four years old on the 17th inst.

A correspondent writes us that the marriage market in Manitoba would
not be overatrained by the importation of young women from Eugland,
but that they ought to come properly chaperoned and no# expect engage-
ments  while stepping from the cars, as is sometimes talked of. No doubt
there is room for able women in parts of the Northwest, but in the east
there are sufficient for the present,

In the llustrated London News there is no department better worth
perusal than James Payn's ¢ Note Book,” but Canadians often have cause
to wish the able author of those jottings a more amiable disposition
towsrds the Dominion and its people, Mr. Payn knows everything that is
worth knowing—presumably—and speaks of things Canadian in a tone that
may be supposed to soitle whatever subject is under consideration for all
time. He frequently scoifs at any suspicion of any good—literaturely
speaking—coming out of Canada, or America altogether for that matter, and
in so doiog exhibits his collossal ignorance of the real stato of affaivs. He
was, we are happy to say, consirained pot long ago to give this
continent the credit for a piece of original literary criticism which
commended itsolf to his favor. In doing so he had the ill-grace to remark
that it was from a quarter from which no sound literary criticism was expected
—a slur on our men and women of letters as unmerited as it was uncalled
for. Mr. Payn would do well to remember that his stinging sentences are
widely read on this continent, and that the wit, even though it resembles o
diamord, both to sparkle and cut, should not be directed against those who
are not in a position to return the civility. Hoe should not forget that this
fiue young country of ours is chiefly populated by those whom Britain bore
in her flank, and who are in all respects as proud of Britain’s glory as if
they still lived in the isle “ bound in with the triumphant ses.”” It is not
fair to run down everything Canadiaa in the fashion Mr. Payn i3 doing, but
perhaps when he considers that our literary aspirations are sufficiently
crushed he will let us alone and turn his attention elsewhere,

According to tho results of the naval matceuvres during the past year,
the Whitehead Torpedo in practice appears to be a most costly and almost
worthless weapon. A vecord was kept of the discharge of eight of them—
being appsrently all which were in operation. They were of recent pattern,
incorporating nearly all the improvements that have been suggested by many
years' experience, snd had an extreme speed of about twenty-six knots. In
epite of the beauty of their mechanism and the experience of the officers
and men in charge, three out of the eight utterly failed to run; three ran,
but failed to hit anything ; one missed its asim and bit something else, but
so gently as to make 1t doubtful whether the concuseion would have
expluded the charge ; and only one hit its mark and theorstically did its
work. Thbis great want of success is a disappointment to those who held
extreme views as to the deadliness of this immensely costly piece of mechan-
ism. Besides the fact that meny of the torpedocs failed to speed, the torpe-
dc-boats were so long in discharging their weapons that 1 actual warfare
tbey would, in all likelibood, have been sbsolutely disabled and out of
action. Two and a quarier minutes at close range under a heavy fire is con-
sidered sufficient to cripple these greyhounds, and each of the discharges,
save that of once torpedo which failed to run, was made sfter a longer delay
than wes sufficient to permit an encmy to koock the boats to pieces. The
success of the torpedo in the Blanco-Encalada affair off the coast of Chili,
moy have been more from good luck than good management. Its efficiency
as  weapon should be further and thoroughly tested by the War Office.
The notion is paying a pretty penny for what is evidently an undeveloped
combative implement.

The fashion of cutting prices, which has obtained in Christmas papers
and some other lines this scason, is to be deprecated from every poiat of
view. We do not mean to say thatwe are not as glad as anybody to have an
opportunity of getting things at a low rate—for our means are limited —but
we tbink the system is decidedly unfair to the purchasers at the original
pnce. The first purchasers are valuable, because they help to establish the
reputation of a paper or book, but the people who hold back until the price
drops ought not to be considercd. It a person buys a Christas paper, or
several of them, for fifty cents each when they first arrive, it is not fair to
that pcrson to reduce the price to twenty-five ccats each for the benefit of
those whotz purse strings are more tightly drawn. Papers and bnaoks
st .'d, as far as practicable be kept at a fair, aven price, or else those who
paid the most moncy should have it :efunded. Ve speak, of course, of
ctanges within a short time such as the Cnnstmas season. If papers or
bocks can be sold at a profit at a “ cut price,” then the price from the first
sheu:d be low, but 1f 'the * cut price '’ means a Joss, some means should be
taken to prevent the market being demorahized 1n this way. Many people
wlo purchascd * Tlustrated Halifax*’ at scventy-five cents are wishivg they
hed waited until it was “cut,” as advertised by one firm last week,
sud we do not see why, if it can be sold at a profit for eixty
cente, the quickest buyers should have been obiiged to pay seventy-
five cents for it, and if it is being sold at a loss it is not fair to the
prilisbers and the more conservative dealers.  If this sort of thing continues
the public will always wait for the * cul,” und precious few things wall be
BC.2 utthe firet price.  In order to adjust matters so that money will not be
lost, pabiishers will then have to neme the first rato high, in order to be
able to afford the “cut.” A nice state of trade, truly, that would be!

Extreme youth is not a positive necessity to enable one to partake at
times with relish of that popular juvenile baverage, the juice of the cow.
Tiven those who have reached years of discretion, and who are not uafami-
liar with tho taste of other drinks, may somstimos refresh themselves with
the fluid that is ssid to contain all the constituents necsssary for the nour-
ishment of the body, The St John Progress last week sought to be funny
by re-publishing, with the headiog ¢ Stillin ite Infancy, Vol. VIII, No, 50,”
our remarks on the Halifax Creamery's gilt of milk to us.

In connection with the tax reform movement in this city it is interesting
to notice that the New York Tax Reform Association has reached a decision
quite opposite to that of our association. The Engineering ana Afining
Journal of New York says :—* Every one who has given sny thought to
the subject admits that wa sre very far fram baving reached aa ideal system
of taxation. In fact our so-called tax systems resemble our systems of
weights and measures, being, like those, relics of barbarism. The New
York Tax Reform Association is making a strong effort to educate the
peoplo io the following * planks’ from its ¢ platferm 2’ * 1. The mast direct
texation is the best, because it gives to the real payer of taxes a consciouns
and direct pecuniary intercat in honest and economical government.
3. Mortgages and capital engaged in production or trade should bz exempted
from taxation, becavse taxes on such capital tend to drive it away, to puta
premium on dishounesty and te discourage industry. 3. Real eatate should
bear the main burden of tixation, because such taxes can bs most easily,
cheaply and certainly collected, and because they baar least heavily on the
farmer and the worker” It is safo to say that overy form of indirect
taxation bears most heavily on the poor, the wage-earuers and tbose of
moderate means. These are not able to defend themselves aod are
universally the victims. The rich can always escape. Every man, every
poor man especially, should advocate the most direct taxation. He can
then learn who pays the taxes; and he will soon see to it that pablic
expenditures are economically administered.  The best way for any man to
get rich is to hold oa to what he gets, and not let his hard-earned means be
taken in taxes, whether concealed as an outragevus tariff or as 2 personal
property tax ihat is paid by the poor and honest and evaded by the rich
and d:shonest.” OQar proposed professional tax is being vigorously apposed
by the doctors and lawyers—clergymen are excmpt from its possible
operations,—and they are busy signing a petition sgainst it. Reform for
some may not be regarded in the same light by others.

A semi-circular dial plate bearing a series of numbars, cach nuwber corres-
ponding to a fire district ; an indicstor or pointer travels around this plate.
YWhen sn slarm is desired to be sounded, the pointer is moved around to the
nomber of the district snd tho machine started. DBy mcans of an srrange-
mont of clockwork apd a confact breaker, the number indicated by the
pointer is struck on the alarm bells and tho oxact locality of the firo thus
made known to tho departmont. Tho instrument repeats the alatm four
times ond then stops sutowmatically. Sigonals for mora assistance, all out, etc.,
can also bo transmitted in the eame way by thisinstrument. Tho slarm may
be repseted by restarting the instrument.

Tbhis instrument is mede availdble by districting a city, cach block taing
pumbered, or each district may consist of from two to four blocks length in
straight lines of a stieet. Each telepkone in the district is provided with a
card having printed thercon the sumber of the fire district in which it is
situated, and the tranemitter placed in the central telephono offico is pro-
vided with numbers corsresponding to the different districts.

On discovery of a fire 1o any district it is only necssssry to go to the
noarost telephone, call up ceniral and snnounce the fact. The operator places
the indicator of the transwmitter on tho number of tho district and the slarm
is announced to tho eptire cily or to tho fire dopartment as msy be desired.
When tho fire has been extinguished or if moro assistance is roquired the

0{ facts are made known by tho samo mesbs.

All theso advantages aro socured by tho uce of one very simple little
instrument not liable to get out of order, und, ascompared with other syatoms,
at 2 morely pominal cost, insuring at least as prompt an alarm and affording
an incomparably greater protection than other systowms,

The sutomatic transmitter is in reality a compouad alarm box set up in
tho most accessible position in the city (i. e, the central tolophone office)
always ready, and itsclf doing tho work done by tho many complox machines
of otber systems.

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A WORD ABOUT COFFEE.

Much has been writlen and printed concorning coffee. Cook books all
contain regeipls for proparing it in different ways. Every housekoeper con-
sidors Lhat coffee is something anybody can muke, and therofore she takes
no parlicular paine to makoe it. It is n fact that on tho breskfast table of
nino out of ten families, whero nice cooking in othor respeots is the rule, the
coffoe will bo found watery atuff, tasting strongly of chicory, or olse so black
and thiok 88 to bo undrinkablo by whoover is used to tho Lotter-made articlo.

Iu tho cily the vast majorily of housswives buy ground coffee at corner
grocories. I thiok the same rulo is good in the country, for most country
stores have their coffee-grinder, The grocerymen’s profit is so large oun
coffes that of course it pays him woll ty grind it. And ho can, in grinding,
adulterate it to g0 great an extont that he would profer to sell his ¢ real
Java®™ and *“‘real Mocha" ground, even if ho had to sell ata less prico
than in tho bean. The fact that tho price is the same, ground or unground,
noever goems to show peoplo plainly how well it would pay them to grind
their own coffee. Thoy may be sure the grocery man dovs not do it for love,

It is not easy to soast coffee, for it requires much closo watching, patience
and oxperionce 1o brinz it just to the proper shade, not burnt, no: yot 100
light, neither too little nor too much, but just right. It can be bought
freshly ond perfectly rossted in the larger grocery houses of good repute.
It is best to buy not more than two pounds of this nt a time, and it should
bo kept closely covered until tho last grain is used. I have always found
that oue-third Mocha and {wo-thirds Java make a good combination., This
coats about thirty-two cents per 1b, at the larger downtown houses,

A coftee-grinder—a good one—~is worth fifty conts. The comfort of the
good coffee it gives you 1s worth far more. It is true Bridget will not grind
it unless compolled, and if she hasn't uny coffes but unground to use, but it
should bo mads a case of “ needs must.” If shoissllowed to grind it over-
night for use in tho morning, it should be put into a tightly-covered vessel
until used.

I use a coffee cup full, for a family of five. This makes a pound last
about a week. Puv in an egg-shell, and fill the pot a third full of cold
water. When it boils hard, add boiling-hot water to the quantity you wish
to make. 'When that boils up once, put in a dash of cold water and cover
the coffee-pot with a_foldod towel, and aet on the back part of the stove
uatil you wish to use it. If you pour into a silver urn, be sure to scald the
urn fivst, tbat the coffee may not bo chilled.

Whoover is uzed to drinking good coffee, bought and made in this way,
will never be content with * grocers’ coffee” again.

Always buy a grinder 10 screw against the wall. It saves timo and
teraper, and is at hand whon it is wanted.—Harper's Bataar.

INDUSTRIAL NOTES.

The Lunenburg Iron Company, Ltd., was organizad last summer by two
Yarmouth gentlomen, who enlisted the interest of n number of Lunenbury
citizens to establish a foundey. The foundry his now been built, and the
first cast, which was o success, was made on Docerber 5th. The following
is taken from Lunenburg Progress of Decombor 9th :—¢ The Compsuny is
incorporated under the Joint Stock Companies Act, with a eapitil of
$10,000.00, and Mr. W, T. Liodsay, Chas, E. Patterson and P. 0. B. Harris
are the provisional directors. The foundry promises cousist of a lot of Jand
at the head of the harbor 200x220 feot, with a wator frontage of 220 foot, on
which are throo substantial buildings, one of which is 30x40 ft., two stories
used below for engine room and fitting shop and containing engive nnd
boiler, blower forge, lathe, drills, emery wheels, etc. Tho second floor is
dovotad to the pattern maker's department, of which Mr, W, H. Sanders,
one of the stockhulders, has charge. Hore is also tho necessary machinory
for making and mounting patterns. Another building is the moulding shop
and foundry, sizs 35x65 ft., well lighted and ventilated, with floors of
cement and iron copings on which the moulding is done. The faurnace or
cupolar for melting tho iron is in this buildiog, and is 44 inches in diamoter
and 28 feet high, mado of steol and lined with fire brick 9 inches thick
clear to the top. These bricks wero specially imported from Taunton,
Mass. The pipes which foed tho wind chest, to forco the draft while the
iron is being melted, aze brought in under ground from the ¢blower’ in the
other building, Tho wmoulding sand hero used i brought from Albany,
Neow York, the only place in America where it is found suitable for stove
plates. Connecting these two buildings is a shed 15x20 in which i3 the
¢ gingler,” & machine used for cleaning the sand off the castings as they camo
out of the moulds. Hero is also the pickling tank in which iron patterns
are ‘ pickled ’ in sulphuric acid before boing used. Tho third building is
20x30 ft., used as a storohouso for sand and coal, and is convenienily
situated within the yard, which yard is enclosed witk a substantial foncs and
uged for storiug pig irom, fire brick, coarse sand, wood, etc. Eight hands
aro now omployed, and it is expectod that some six or oight hands moiro
will be required in the near future. Tho patterns of some eleven gtoves are
now being bearded, including throe cooks, throe ranges and two office or
cabin, and three parlor stoves, some of which, it is expocted, will be on
tho market by New Year. The Company intend msking o spocialty of
their cook stoves, called ¢ Gur Own,’ made expressly for them at the Vedder
Pattern Works st Troy, Now York, design of which is registered st Citawa.
Thoy also have tho patterns df two parlor stoves which they call tho ¢ May-
flower,’ also mnde for tham al Tisy, Dasides making stoves thoy are
prepared to do general casting and jobbing, and will soon have a fall lino of
vossel-casting on the market,”

Capt. McGrsy, of the City of St. JuAn, is making the oxperimont of
sending livo lobsters to England by tho steamer Historian. His method is
to pack the crustaccans one deep in iron frames secured to the deck, with a
covor scrowed down on them. Noar the frames is a reservoir of sox wator,
which flows in a constant stream tbrough tho lobster frames with which it
is connected by rubber hose. Tho reservair is replopished from the ocsan
by means of a pump. If the experiment proves a success a large lot will be
taken across in this manner next spring. Capt. McGray will tako out a
patent for his method, which appears to bo both simple and practicable.
Theoro is a big proft on lobators in tho London warket.

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COMMERCIAL.

The general state of trade has shown some improvoment during the past
week. Though wo heve not at tho presont time of writing bad auy fall of
snow, and sleighing {s impoasble, yet sufficient frost has come to harden the
roads and streets and to mako travel convenient and even plensant. This
bas brought large pumbers of people from the country into tbis city and
heas made bueiness brisker than it has beon for six or cight wecke.

As Is usual at this sesson, the retail dry and fancy goods stores have been
crowded, and dealers in these lines aro lookivg happy over the prosperous
trade that they are doing.

The evil of fraudulent failures and fraudulent sottlements is a growing
one, to check which concerted means should be-taken by the wholesle
merchants of Canads, Instances are yeoarly mulitiplied whero goods are
obtained under false protences long previous to suepeneion or failure, and
their value is ultimately lost to the oreditors for the want of adequato means
to rezcver them or their equivalent. In such caces the creditors may be and
often are widely scattered, and the majority, deeming it unwise to ¢‘ throw
good meney after bad” in attempting to bring the debtor to justice, too
often leave the matter in the hands of tho largest creditor, with the result
that the debtor generally escapes, Thus the neglect of creditors bears fruit
In other failures under similar circumstances in the same branches of trade.
Thus emboldoned, the number of unecrupulons dobtors is increased by this
goneral policy or practice. A remedy that we may auigeas is that the
ereditor who is first acquainted with the embarassment of the debtor should
call an immediato meoting of all parties concerned, since delays are always
favorsble to a fraudulent debtor. A committes of the creditors should then
be sppointed to scratiniee the affairs of the debtor, and if crooked motives
or actions are discovezed evory effort should be made to punish to tho fullest
extent the guilty parly or perties, To carry out this desirablo end a
permanent fund which shall be available at any moment should be established
to eet the riachinery of the law in motion to prosecute dishonest traders.
The absence of such a fund is a premium on fraud. It is only natural that
merchanis should demur about throwing good money after bad, but when
this principle is snalysed it loses much of its forse. Satiefaction is to be
derived from bringing the disbonest trader to book and msking a salutary
example of him. The conmsequences of wisdoiug cannot bo accurately or
fully eatimated. Such a course will also frequently either bring back the
* bad money " or recover the goode. In addition to these facts it is to be
observed that no one can foretell the meaaurs of its influenco upon other
unecrupulous deblors and the amount of future possible losses that may by
these means be avoided. We observe that this question is attracting the
attention of the trade press in Eogland. The Drapers' Record of the 14th
ult, says :—* Apart altogether from motives of self-protection, wo urge upon
tks trade now, as we have done before, the serious consideration of the
subject-matter in grestion, on the very substantial ground that it must be
profitable. It is 8 well-known fact that it would frequontly be possible 1o
rescue from oblivion some considerable portion of the goods which are
snnually consigned thexe with perfeot safety, were there the means in
existence for taking prompt action, Take the eago In point. Hag there
been the ineans at the dispossl of a properly constituted authority ready
snd willing to act at the firet suspicion of dishonesty, or even at a later
poriod whon ovents proved the correctnoss of apprehension, then we have
20 besitation in saying that thers would have been s great saviog to those
who now have to Jook upon a totalloss; there would have been a considerable
sum in sassets available for the creditors where now there is none; and this
would have been brought about not by the risking of an increased loss:of
24 per cent. upon a cuw slready calcalated as lost, but by an interest in a
fand which in its intrinsic valune would require expression in very emall
fractions, - All this most be obvious. Goods cannot be spirited away ; the
¢ Mabatma Express’ 1sstill an invention of the future ; goods are to be, and
more often than not, could be easily recovered if steps wezs taken in tims.
Here, then, is a tangible and commonplace srgument for tho creation of such
a fond, sofficient in itself to justify its establishment withont taking into
account the influence which its very existonce would exorcise opon thozo
tempted to ill-doing.” It is for the interest of honest debtors no less then
of creditors that fraudulent failures sbould be rigidly investigated and their
perpetrators punished. The evil effect of a failuro also extends to the
merchants and manufacturers who aro obliged to endure the competition of
Eankrupt goods.

New York, Decombor 19,—* The stock market is following tho courso
which our late advices have foreshadowod as likely to be experienced during
ihs clesing weeks of the jear. Although almost overy condition and
influence favors the value of securities, the speculative business is very
moderate, and on the surfaco affairs have the appearance of s holiday.
Under the surface, however, the feeling does not at all correspond to this
outward expression. Under a quict oxterior, there is the throbbing of great
expectations and impatience for the beginving of the promised active cam-
paign. The exceptionsto this rule aro an unhappy minority among tho
room-tradors, who bave put thomselves in a condition to be very uncomfort-
ably squeezed on * short™ contracts; and are eagerly watching for an
opportunity to escape from their dilemma.”

Manufactured iron
(bar) is very quiet, and there is no movemsnt to noto except in a jobbin
way. Advices from Great Britain quote tho demand generally slow an
prices steady. Business in tin, terno and Canada plote is practioally s, all
that is now doing beiog merely to supply the actual lceal consumptivo
demand. Stock-taking is still tho chief acoupation of tho goneral hardware
houses, sud as all the traveilers are in off the road for the bolidays thero is
little or no busineas to roport. Iadications, however, scom to point to a
favorable movement shortly, 18 stocks of most kinds are mnot large, and
dealers confidently predict a business of an svorsge voluwe {n the imme-
diate fature,

Breapsturrs.—The local flour market is steady, Although buyors are
not urgent there are no stocks pressing for sale, so that dealers await the
future with a marked degres of cobfidenco, The oalmeal market is quiet
with only 8 modorate demand, bt pricos remain steady. Tho market for
feed, bran and shorts is firm, cspecislly for the latter, whicb, being rather
sosrco, havo slightly sdvanced in price. Beerbohm'a cablo reports wheat
easior and corn very wesk, Tho French country markets are mostly a turn
cheaper. In the lesding United States’ markots wheat, corn and other
cereals bave ruled dull and ossy, though no sppreciable change in values has
ocourred,

Provistons.—The local provision market hes ramained very quist under
a small jobbing demand. Prices are still unchanged, nominally, but there is
no doubt that pork could be bought below quotations. At Liverpool prices
have been steady bub sales are slow. Tho Chicago provision market hss
been somewhat firmer, but prices remain as befors. In that market hogs
advanced 10c.; the cattle market wasstrong and the sheep market ateady.

Burrer.—There is not any change to note in this commodity during
the week, except that recoipts are sgmewhat increased in volumse, which bas
a somewhat depressing effect on the market, Holders are firm, however,
and claim that the increased conaumptive demand will absorb all rev stook
that irat all likely to come forward, London advices statethat: “Batteris
considerably firmoer, snd an advance of 4sto 53 generally characterises the
tone of the market. Danish is officially announced 4 kroners up, and 1s kag
been added to the price of Normandy rolls per doz. lbs, The market is
bare hare of the laiter, and sgents here are considering wrether it would be
wise to add further to the load of price next Monday, They have, however,
to consider the arrivals from Australia and Now Zealsnd, which, showing
fine quality, are heing esgerly snapped up by purchssers. Thers are arrivals
this week from both points of departure,and all doubts as to keeping quality
bave been setat rest by the manner in which the stuff has turned out, the
quality being superb despite the long refrigerating process. FPricss have
ranged for this article from 100s el the way to 124s, with buyers more nu-
merous in the latter than in the former department. American and Cana-
dian have been enquired for with more than the ususl amount of anxiety,
and purchages have been snade frooly of all that is to be had at very fair
rates, 1128 having been reached, though within the vicinity of 1103 would
be tho fairest repnit as to the goneral run of prices for best Canadian croam-
ories, whioh, however, have frequently touched tho top figure.”

Creese.—Practically nothing is doing in cheess in this market, and
prices are unchanged. Considerable quantities of nativo and Cansdian
factory products are offering, but wo hear of no considerable sales being
eXocted, as holders and buyors appesr to be apart as to valaes. It doas not
geom that any business will be effected in ihis article in the near future in
this market. A London correspondent writes as follows:—* Paople here
bogin to realize that stocks of cheeec on the other side already are short, and
a general firmness porvades the trade in consoquence. It is reported by
cable that tho export basis is passod on your side, but though this msy be
true it should not long be so, for tho market here is firming up in such a
manner that considerably enhanced rates must be current cre long. All
stocks sxe now preity well cleared, and though holdera of prime Canadian
Septomber are still parting at 56s., all of this stock can be counted in fow
figures, and the run oun alightly inforior having produaced a shortage thers
also, I look for a gencral rise before leng, the present position of retsilors
buying from hand to mouth being noticeable for :ome longth of time. One
of the best of sigas is that English has improved in value, and that holders
are firm in asking more monoy.”

Eaas.—The receipts of eggs in this market continue to be loss than the
demand, and prices, consequently, rale firm. Probably in no previous sea-
son have so fow, proportionally speaking, oggs been offered for sale ia
Halifax. Of courso a preference is always ovinced for thoss brougbt from
tho districts near us, but Capo Breton oggs and even limed ones from Mon-
treal and other Canadian points, do not lack ready purchasers, Eggs are
somewhat slow in London, tho top rate, 13s per huandred, being too much,
as is tho bottom, 8s 3d, for buyers of Fronch of all grades. Italians %00 are
off song, and inferior descriptions have tho run here as buyers all round
cannot possibly pay the extremo rates demanded. Oh | for some Canadisns
of good quality not asking too much in return, they would go off horo
splondidly in the vicinity of 9s. In Liverpool, Canadian oggs rule the roost.
Demand is good, supplies olsswhero have fallen off, and prices keop up
splendidly.  Queboc fotch 8s 64 to 10s and Ontario 10s to 11s per 120,
with domand activo, and no diffculty in olearing. ,Shippers are playing
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splendidly into tho hands of disposers. Eioh works with oach, and the
style of packing now adopted gives groat satisfaction. A large receiver in
Liverpool says that he is now roceiving his oggs from the Dominion packed
in oloan atraw, which givea them a mora lively nppearanco and renders thom
more ealeable, What do the cavillors say to this season’s record — 40,000,-
000 oggs from the Dominion landed ot Liverpool tlone, oxclusive of othor
ports, end etill more in route t

Arrues.—Thoro is nothing new raspectiog apples in the local markot.
Tho supply is about equal to the demand, and fruit well packed brings
good and steady prices. A London letter says :—*The applo trsde keops
oxtraordinarily firin, the exceptional character of fruit fromn Canads guaran-
teoing it a good markot, This wenk sales have been good, tho cargoos per
the StockAolm City ~nd the Norse King going cff at full rates, In Liverpool
trade keops eingularly strong, thorgh the moerit of the season's shipmeuts 18
in dauger of being overclouded by the nofatious practices of suvme Buston
shippers, who are top-layeriug with good fruit, and under-layeniog wiw
bad. This is suicido and should bo immediately stopped.”

Green Fruir.—All the attention in this lino has been practieally dovoted
to oranges and grapes, which, in antioipation of holidsy requiroments aro
activo and strong.

Driep Fruir.—Tho indications of activity notad lest weok havo been
verified, and thoro has becn a large turnover of hith raising and currants
sinco our last report, Prices havo beon much ficrer than they wore, though
we have no actual advance to record.

The new mining act of Quebec passed at the last sossion of the Local
Parliawont and a pet measure of Promior Mercior, was a most outrageous
pieco of legislation, and had the effect of paralysing the mining industry of
that Province. The mining mon united againsi it and potivioned tho
Domiuion Government to disallow the act. Tho Mimstor of Justice has
lately given his decision in the matter, and the act is to be disallowed.
Promier Mercier by his unwiso act has lost the confidence of the mining
men of Quebee, and in the coming contest in that Piovinco thoy are bound
to make their influence folt against him. Wao congratulate the mining men
of Quaobec on tho success of their united efforts.

Nova Scorta Caar MiNing —Coal mining in Nova Scotia is heavily
handicapped by the suspension of pavigation during tho winter months.
No matter whether the miners are working or standing idle, the bill of ex-
penso is about tho samo, with the excoption of thoitem for the men's wages.
In Cumberland county the demand made by tho railways bas kopt tho
mines st work through tho winter; but there is no inducement for the
opcning of new once.  Capo Broton county isin a worse predicament than
apy of tho othprs. Heavy insurance rates provent shipments up tho Gulf
after tho close of September, and the local demand during tho winter
mounths amounts to only a fow thousand tons. A successful attermptis now
being mado on a small scalo of towing coal from Sydnoy to Halifax. If
the Piclon district is desirous of sccuring a winter outlet by sea, it csn turn
to Ilalifax only, which involves a rsilway carrisge from Sydnoy to tho
Strait of Canso. Tho port of Parrsboro offers excollont facilitics for winter
shipmeonts, as it is readily accessiblo, and tugs of moderate power could
tako large tows. In fact, from this point it would scom that, evon with tho
opposing duty levied in the United States, a succossful attemnpt could bo
mado 10 introduco Cumberland coal in that markot.—Toronlo Coal Trade
Journal.

. Nicker, Mines axp Mixine.—The remarkablo development of the
nickel mining industry in Canuda is ono of the marvels in tho recent history
of minivg. In 1889 there was but one company producing in the Sudbury
district, and in the following year tho output exceeded 1,000,000 pounds
of nickel, surpassing the output of the fsmous mines of New Caledonia.
With theso two deposits of nickel, both of which aro of vas: extent and
centein ore of high grade, there is evidertly no danger that-the demand for
nickel will outstrip the supply, sithough consumption of tho metal is increas-
ing enormously. During the past year this has been particularly marked,
s largo awount of nickel having been purchased for the mavufacture of
nickle steel, both in the United Ststes and ic Lurvje. A large preportion
of the werld's production of nickel bas been absorbed in this way.

At the samo time tho demund for nickel from other channels of con-
sumption, such as nickol-plating and the manufacturo of Gurman silver and
various alloys has undergone considerable expansion, and bids fair to
increaso still further, as soversl new alioys, of whick Lickel is an impuitant
constituent, and which promises to be of con-iderable use in the arts, have
been invenied during tho past year. <This and the fact trat the United
States Governme=t has definitely decided upon the adoption of nickel-steel
for tho armor of the new cruisers and batile-ships insures a very largo
consumption of tho metal next year, In view of this the Socielé du Nickel
and the Capadisn companics have all beon increasing their sineliing plaots,
nad the supply of ore being very largo, the supply of the metal i3 Jimited
by the capacity of these works only.

The United States, which formerly led the world in the production of
nickel, hes dropped to third place since the opening of the Cancdian and
XNew Caledonisn fields, aud for several years its product has been steadily
diminishing, owiug to tho exhaustion of the famous old Luncaster Gap
mine. This has boen tho only important producer of nickle in this
country, and although deposits of the vre, which have been considered
promising, have been discovered in several places, nothing has como of
‘them so far. Oregon and Nevada are perhaps the most promising localitics.
nickel silicato ore having been discovered at Riddles in the former State,
and nickel-cobalt sulphide in Churchill County in the latter. Nothitg of
consequence has been done at the Orogon mines during tho past two years,
and those of Nevada wero also long idle. Last spring, however, one of
than was purclased by an Anglo-American company, which has done
some development work sinco then; a coasiderablo quamity of ore has
slready been taken out, wo are icformed, which it is thought will assay
well, but nono has beon shipped yet.  The results of this enterprise will be
watched with interest. It scems very doubtfel, howover, from the present
outlook, whother either the Urozon or Nevada mines will ever roplace the
Tancaster Gap. Tho only other producers of nickel in the United S-ates
aro the Mino La Motte asd St. Juseph Lead Cowmpany, whose lead ore con-

tains a small amount of nickel and cobalt-bearing pyrites, which is saved as | 4

a by-product, but the production from this source is insignificant.—ZTe
Lngineering and Mining Journal.

New Process or Steer-Marine.—The important practical results at-
tending tho new process of steel making, as tested at an exporimental opon-
hearth furnace in Sheffield, Eng., have been published in detail. The
process in question is tho outcomo of Prof. Arnold's valuablo rescarches,
“and consists in removing all impurities from Swedish pig iron, with the
oxception of the exact proportion of carbon required for a given purposo,
thus obtaining tho ideal carbon and iron steel, homogencous in etructure
and freo from blow hoies; theso results, a8 stated, being oblained without
tho presence of more than mero traces of manganeso aud silicon, and also
without tho uso of iron vre. According to tho account given, it further ap-
poars that the averago time occupied by this precess in the conversion of a
ton of pig iron icto thoe highest.class of steel yet made, will bo about threo
hours, tho fael used covsistizg ol about half ¢ ten of ruugh slack, and the
very high qaality of the steel angots jtoduced sufficienuy indicated the
perfect success of the run.  The anticijation by Prof. Amold s2d others
who havo investigated tho process is that the range of tho metal produced
will vary from what will be practicelly wrcught iron to tho hardest tool
steol.

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A CHINESE SYSTEM OF GOLD MILLING.
Br Hexny Lovis, A.R.S. M, F.I.C,, F. G. S.
From the Engineeriny and 3ining Journal,
{Concluded.) '

A stone hammer-head lasts from o weok to a month, according to ita
quality. They aro made, as in the foot-mills, from boulders of quarlz rock,
and it is mostly ono man’s business to soarch for thess boulders in the bed of
ihe strcam, and, when found, to dress them into shape.

Tbe crushing capacity of one of these mills varies from 850 1bs, to 1,400
1bs. per 24 hours, accbrding to the hardness of the rock. It is to be specially
noted that the crushing is performed quitedry, .

After the mill has been ruvning for a longer or shorter period, according
to circumstances, s clesn-up takes place. The crushed ore is carried out in
large wooden pails to a Chiramap, who washes it, squatting down by the
side of a squaro pit through which a swall stroawm of clear water is kept run-
ning. The implemeont ueed for washivg is a flat, somewhat conieal, wooden
dieh, cut frem the spurs of cortain hardwood trees, and faghioned with much
eare, It is known as tho dulang snd much resembles the Spanish-American
batea, except that tho sectién of the former is that of a vory obtues roundéd
cone, while the section of the latter is spproximately that of. a sphere.

Much importanco is attached to the correct shape of the conical poiny, as
it ia in this that the precious motal is gathered together. The dulang is
filled with from 10 to 15 lbe. of crushed stone, according to ita sizo, and this
is washed by a curious circulsr, combjred with a slight undulatory mation,
by which the paiticles of light, bsrren quortz are swept over the edge of the
dulang. whichis held just dipping bolow the nurfaco of the water at the pit,
while the heavier partticlee are collected in the- rounded apex of the cone.
When nearly e aned, the gold snd corcentrates are transferred to a smaller,
scry carefully wade and polished dulang, about 1 ft. in dismeter, in which
the quar'zis washed ¢ff a3 thoroughly a8 possible, and the gold, by a skilful
jeik, is thrown closr from the sulphurets, and fivally collected in a small
bress dieh. The sulphurets still retain much cosfso gold, to which they
clirg obsticately, They aro ground ss fine as possible on a stone and
rewashed reveral times, a good:deal of gold being thus separated and added
to that previously obtained. FEven then the sulphurets still carry much
gold, the larger portion of which is free. They are stored away in jars
while wet avd allowed to rust, and after a timo they sro sometimes recrushed
and rewashed ; very often they are morely sllowed to sccumulate and aronot
treated further.

The cleaned gold is dried and radlted over a small forge provided with
a box-shaped wooden blower of tho usual Chinese type. Tho fuel is char-
coal. Tiny, conical crucibles, capablo of Loldingabout acouple of onnces
of gold, ars used; the gold dust i3 melted in thoso with borax and niter as
fluxcs ; 1he slag is difted off the surfaco of the gold when-the latter is sup-
posed to to clesn, by mesrs of an iron rod, and the gold is then granalated
by pouring :nto water. Ifitis not coneidered to be sufficiently soft and
pure it is remelted, and the process is rzpested untit the gold is quite soft.
The principal impuritics romoved seem to bo sulphur, arsenic, a little copper,
nnd perbeps traces of lead. DBoth the granulated gold and the crade gold

ust, a5 slso gold got from river washing, aro used as currency in this dis-
trict, coined money Loing scarcely ever seen bere, and then oaly in tho form
of the old Spanish dollar.

In a partial wash-up at one of theso mills daring my stay in the district
the following resulis, considered to bo excoptionally good, were obtained,
the quantity washed beicg as nearly as possible 2,000 Iba. of crushed ore.
Rough geld, got before smelting, 3 ¢zs. 11 dwis. 7 grs.,, worth $52.60; 51
1bs. of sulphutets for retreatmont, 16 dwts., worth $14.75; 283 1bs. of sul-
phurets supposed 1o be cleaned, 6 dwle.,, worth 25.60; total gold, about
4 cza. 13 dwts. ¢ grs,, worth §72.95, The taiiings from this (or a similar)
washing gave by fire assay, per ton of 2,2{Q lbs. gald, 15 dwts. 16 grs;
silver 7 dwis. 12 grs.; total 1 cz. 3 dwts, 4 grs.

As a rulé, there scems to ba left in tho tailings about ome-third of the
£old originally presentin tbe ore, whilo thero must bo a considerable addi-
tional lees of floal-gold carried awsy in the process of washing, due to the
originsl finenrss of gowo of the gold in the oro, and tv the over-stamping
alteady referiod to. Tho Chineso themsslves seom to bd of opinion that
1k:ey get about one half of tho gold originally contained in tho stone.

The following example will show how much gold is rotained in the tail-
irgr. Ibp working a very rich ore, which assayed por ton of 2,240 lbs:
Gold 6 ca3. 12 dwta. 15 gre.; eilver 1 r3. 1 dwt. 9 gra,; total 7 cze. 14 dwls.
Tho tailings, aftor threo times pounditg 2ud washicg. still assayved: Gold,
2 cz2. 16 dwts. 10 gre.; silver, § dwis. 6 grs.; total, 3 czz, 1 dwt. 16 gra.
‘Thus showibg that nearly one-balf of the vroportion of gold originally
preger:t was still locked up in tho tsilinge.

The loszes above indicated appear cnormous, bat it must be remembered.
that tho thiifty Chinamen t*row nothing away—not even tailings ; however
compietely these mey be extausted, ia their opiniou, thoy still pilo them up
snd keep them.  When, for any reason, their mill would otuerwise bo idle,
they Tepourd and rewash their old tailings, svd a2lways got some gold out
of there, Tho piles ¢f tailings aro, howover, 1+t exposod, so that 2 consider-
ablo proportion gets wasked d.wa inte the st.cams and nivers by tho heavy
rsirs that occur at each change of monsoon ; and thero are a good many
Clan so of the pouter claszes who make a sort of lLising by sashing tho sands
1 the river-beds, the gold they get being principally, to all appearance, that
wtich hes bren thrown into the rivers by tho miners up stream. It is
roticeahle that there is no gold, or vory lutle, to ho found in the rivers
above tho points whero there aro mines in operation. A fair day’s work of
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-ne Chinaman in the river-bed (ssy six hours’ sctual work) was fouud, as the
avorage of sevoral trials, to produco sn eutput of 7.3 grains of gold about
940 fino, worth say 80.28. This quantity of gold was obtsined by wishing
22 large dulangs of gravoe), each holding about 70 lbs. of dirt.

1t is interosting to note that in oustom-milling, of which there is a good
deal done here (many of the  fossickers '’ sending ull the gold quirtz they
collect, whether by miniog or picking oul of the 1iver-grave!s, to one of the
water-mills for crushing), the chargo made is equal to 83 10 per (long) ton of
querts, this payment including the washing of the gold, but not, so far as
1 can make out, ite cleaning and melting,

1t is obvious, from the abave desoription, that tho total quantity of stuno
crushed by 2ll the mills in the district, supposing them u!l to bo guing siu -
ultaneously, and icclugi.y *»~ foot-mille, could not exceed somo 12 tovs a
doy at best, an amount that vould bo far moro economically and cffi.iently
handled iz a five-stamp Ualifornian mill of moderato power, Yet the total
annusl output of gald from this district (includiag, havrever, allucial a3 well
as reof gold) is esid to bs 4,000 taels (4,861 czs.) fully .900 fine.
