MAGAZINES AND THE MAILS.

OTH the Ottawa and the Washington

Governments have been for some

time considering the standing of a

number of periodicals which contain very

Ittle letter press and are chiefly medsums of
advertising.

Objections have been made from many
quarters that such publications should not
be allowed the special mail privileges they
now enjoy, and it is now mooted about that
both in Canada and the United States they
will be ruled out as second-class matter.

LACKING IN ENTERPRISE.

Evidence is continually before us tha
many of our booksellers do not show suffi-
cient enterpnse in their busness. If they
want to successfully compete with the rap'd-
ly growing departmentat stores they must be
more alive to their work, and qu ck to take
advantage of every opportunity aflorded
them for the advancement of their iatere.ts.

WWe learn of a peculiar zase of slywness on
the part of a bookseller in a thriving Cana-
diin town, which slowne;:s lost him consid-
erable business.

The dealer in question, when Dr. McKay's
** From Far Fo:.a05a” was 155ued from the

- Revell press, ordered half a dozen copies.
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These were sold out in a day, and six more
were ordered. These were quckly disposed
of, and then the dealer placed another big
order for six copies.

A day or two after an agent entered the
town, and in a few hours sold 5o copies of
the Look.

The natural deduction from all this is that
the bookseller did not grasp the situation at
all.  Thecity in question has a population of
several thousand, and the dealer, if he had
known what ke was doing, would, when he
saw the volume was taking so well, have at
once placed a decent-sized order and pushed
the sale of the work

THE COPYRIGHT BILL,

The only matter of importance discussed
at the last meeting of the Bookse'lers' and
Stationers’ Section of the Toronto Board
of Trade was the amended draft of the
proposed Canadian Copyright Act.

The members were practically a unit on
the bill, and will likely at their next meeting
unanimously endorse it.

The Speech from the Throne at the open-
ing of Parliament, January 2nd, contained
an announcement that copyright ‘would be
dealt with this session.

THE STORE COMPETITION.

The keen competition which booksellers
and s'ationers n B-itan, Canada and the
States are mezting from departmental stores
must put them on their mettle. The book
and statonsry business calls for a large
degree of inte’igance. The succe,sful man
works vp a clientele of his own from his
personal knowledye of the trade and his
acquiintance with his customers. The de-
partment stores cannot, in the long run, 1ake
away his bast trade. A policy of slaughter
may dislocate business for a while and tax
both the pocket and the patience. But the
dealer will live through it.  Let him buy

with judgment and keep thoroughly up-to-
date. Let him retain the confidence of his
customers and they will not stray far away.
There is a current belief that the cut price
mania, whic h alone sustains the department
store, will, like a fever, burn itself out.

WHY HE BOUGHT.

A Christmas purchaser thus rclates his
experience:  *‘I bought all my presents
this year at B—'s stationery and book store.
I don’t quite know how it came about. I
always go in there for my daily paper,
and B-— is a pleasant fellow to exchange a
word with, and always knows what's go-
ingon. He showed me some fancy goods
he had in stock, and, bsfore 1 realized it, I
had bough: half-a-daozen different articles,
enough to o round the family. The goods
were attractive, not too costly, and unlike
what 1 saw in other stores” There is no
doubt this purchaser was well served, and
bought also because the right kind of goods
were in stock.  Probably they were tastily
arranged, too—another strony point.

INATTENTION.

The writer went into alarge store the
other day to choose a book. The man in
charge (nat the proprictor) was showing a
Iady customer some dictionaries. Or,
rather, he was gazing pensively across the
store, his thoughts ‘probably miles away,
while the lady turaed the bogks over slowly.
No doubt the man was tired. The lady was
a bit urcsome, and the hour was five p.m,
There were several people 1n the store, and
the staff were a'lbusy  The writer chose his
biok unaided, and then tried 1o catch the
salesman’seye.  Butit wae sull fixed dream-
ily on the opposite wall. So the wrier
selected the volume and handed it over tie
counter to be ued up  The salesman woke
{rom his reverie, passed ths bok 10 a small
boy to be wrapped in paper, and wurnel—to
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find that the lady had slipped out. She
hada'; bought, and neither would the writer
if the matter had Leen left to the man In
charge. The madent just shows how in-
attention can spoi’ business, [t 1s one thing
to bother a customer when he simply drops
in to have a look rouna, anciher tolose
him by neglect,

THE BEST SELLING HOLIDAY
BOOKS.

HE holiday trade in Montreal this sea-
T son was quite equal to that of the past

year, though the tradesmen, owing to
unfair compeution from certain parties—-to
whoin BOOKSELLER AND STATIONER has
had occasion to refer before--had to content
themselves with a very narrow margin of
profit.

One very striking and favorable feature
about the holiday demand for books this
year was the enquiry for works in a superior
class of binding. A canvass of the trade
clicited the fact that this tendency was be-
cotnng more and more marked each year.
It is a point worthy of the bookbinders'
attention, for by giving a more varied range
of style in binding, the turnover of high-
class, properly bound novels would certainly
be increased. This at least is the opinion
of several of the leading Montreal book-
sellers.

Some teports gathered from leading firms
in regard to the holiday trads in Mountreal
may be interesting, and they are appeaded:

Maoager Brophy, of the Montreal News
Co., reporied that his conpany had experi-
enced a phenomenal demand for cloth.
bound works of lan Maclaren, especially
“Bannie Brier Bush” and “ Auld Lang
Syne.”

V. Foster Brown said that he had never
met with a better demand for single copies
in cloth and half calfof the popu'ar novels.
When he closed on Chnstmas Eve he was
completely sold out of what he considered
an ample stock of the following : ** Men of
the Mass Hags” (Crozkett), * Red Cockade
(Weyman, * Chronicles of Couat Autonio”
{Hope), ** Auld Lang Syne.” ** Bonnie Brier
Bash” (Maclaren), * Sonows of Satan,”
and others. In fact, there had been an un-
usual dewnand for tine bound works of such
autbors as Stevenson, Eugene Field and
Whitcomb Riley.

W. Drysdale & Co sud that there wasa
decided and growing taste for the better
clais of binding. They had a larger tuin.
over of half calf binding, than ever before.
Rlackimore's latest work “Slain by the
D.-ones,” which had reached the market in
ume, was one of their best sellers. The
same could be said of Washingzton Iiving’s
** Tales of a Traveler,” with steel engravings,
which was patup two volumes in one case
for 36 by Pawams. A complete sst of
Br whing s poenis iy one volume, cloth 33

and ha!f calt $6, had also snld remarkably
well, as did also some of Mrs. Sangster's
prems, such as ** Little Knigh s and “On
the Road Home.”

AN AMATEUR PUBLISHER.

It 1s a common fallacy shared by the
majority of people that anyone can run
a newspaper, be his own publisher, or
manage a hotel sucesifully, Anyone would
suppose that a hard-headed, shrewd business
man, who had made a s:riking success in his
own particular line, would be the last person
1n the world to be taken in by this popular
delusion. But the old adage about people
being more daring than the angels still holds
good Previous to the ho'idays the proprie-
tor of one of the largest Montreal depart.
mental stores conceived the idea that he
could get up and pablish a holiday piper
that wou'd compete with the numbers pub-
lished by the regular illustrated weeklies.
If this gentleman had taken the trouble to
enquire of the veriest tyro in the newspaper
business he might not have made the
venture. The public nowadays are too wide-
awake for experiments of this sort, and those
who are acquainted with all the intricacies
of the publishing trade, and the amount ot
work and expense that a reilly first-class
number of this sort entails unless specially
equipped for the work, would hesitate over
the venture, let alone a complete outsider.
Well, the merchant got out the number in
question ; he has got the most of them yet,
and the less said about the matter the better.

REVIVAL OF BOOK PEDDLING.

*‘Canada is likely to expenence a great re-
vival 1n book pe:ddling.” This was the re-
mark mads by a well-known publisher and
jobber of Toronto the other day, and the
speaker backed up his assertion by a line of
argument which he considered well founded.

Such a revival, if it comes, is to naturally
follow the growing de.ire of the consumer
to have his wants supplied with th: least
trouble and inconvemence to himself, and
when we lock back over the years we must
be impressed with the changes in favor of
the pblic that have coins over our methods
of doing business.

Twenty years ago or thereabou:s the needs
of the book buye: were nat very promptly
attended to. If a customer wanted a parti
cular boaok he yave his order to the local
dealer, who seat to England for it, and
brought itout anywhere within the course
of two or three manths.

Gradually, however, the purchasers of
books became more numerous, and the sel-
lers of books more enterprising. Then the
dea'ers began to keep the leading pubhica-
tions of the day in stack, and th= customer
had only to visita news.stand to obtain what
he desired.

Lately the wants of the consumer have
been catered treven more effectively than

ever before, as a result of the springing up
of the departmental stores. These city
establishments sell books to the people at
cut rates, and even send what 3 man wants
to outside points at reduced prices, post or
express prepaid.

All these gradual changes have spoiled
the public to such an extent that they may
soin demand that their books be brought to
their very doars by pedlars.

All these reflections and prognostications
are not very welcome to our retail boaksel-
lers, and it behooves them if_ they wauld
ward off such a culmination that they throw
additional energy into their business and
make a point of promp:ly catering to the
wants of all consumers, «

PUBLISHERS ARE WAITING.

According to men who should koow
whereof they speak, a marked revival of
printing and publishing is likely to follow the
passage of the amended Copyright bill.

It is expected that as a resu't of the visit
receatly paid Canada by Messrs. Hall Cune
and Daldy, the assent of the English inter-
ests will be given the measure 1n time for
the Government to bring it down at the pre-
sent session of the Dominion Parliament.

Of course, the political crisis at Onawa
may delay the required legislation for a t me,
but 1t 1s hoped that such a settlement of the
pohtical difficulties will be forthcoming as
will ensure the speedy adoption of the bill
i question.

And, as stated before, when once the bill
has become an Act this country will prob-
ably see a welcome improvemeant in printing
and associate industries.

If Toronto may be taken as a criterior,
this prophecy will undoubtedly be fulfilled,
for it is known that at least three prominent
and rehiable city firms are ounly awaiting the
adoption of the bill to launch out into the
publishing business on a large scale.

TORONTO CHRISTMAS TRADE.

As far as Toronto is concerned the deal-
ers seem to havedone a fiirly good business
at Christmas time.

We areinformed that two or three book-
sellers had the best holiday trade in years.
\Ve learn that at least one establishment sold
more Christm1is cards and calendars than
ever before, and it is said that large sales
were made in dolls, toys and fancy goods
generally.

Of course the wet weather that prevailed
interfered to some extent with business, and
grumbling is h:ard in some quarters about
*the poor Christmas trade,” but on the whole
the season seems to have passed off 1n a way
fairiy satsfactory to the dealers.

The d:partinental stores, as heretofore,
made coasiderable inroads into the legitimate
dealers’ trade, but did not by any means do
all the business that was done. Instances
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of how they cut prices to catch customers
are the figures at which they sold Christmas
papers and The Boys’ and Girls' Own
Annuals., One of these establishments sold
The Figaro, which is priced at $1, for 35c..
and at several stores the annuals, which cost
the trade $1.60, were offered for $1.25 delis -
ered or post prepaid.

EARLY CANADIAN MEMORIALS

IN ENGLAND.

O journalist in Canada has done more
N to biing old Canadian records to light,
to 1inves‘igate obscure points in early
history, and to republish prints and sketches
of Canadian places and houses, than Mr.
John Ross Robertsen, of The Toronto Tele-
gram. When in England this autumn, Mr.
Robertson was not unmindful of a task which
with him seems to be a labor of love. He
visited the British Museum, and while lonk-
ing into some of the treasures in the King's
Library, found a number of highly interest-
ng pictutes relating 1o Canada. Among
them were no less than thirty-two small
sketches done on the bark of trees, oval,in
size about 4 x § inches, and executed by Mrs.
Suncoe, the wife of the first Governor of
Upper Canada. These she had presented to
the King and they went with His Majesty's
Library to the Museum. They include a
sketch ot Navy Hall, at Niagara, a view of
the Old Fort in Toronto, etc. Mr. Robertson
has had reproductions made of these. He
also found in the lbrary an old plan of
Niagara with a picture of the fleets on Lake
Ontario in 1760 and 1770, showing both the
English and French vessels and giving the
names. He secured a photograph from a
picture of Ogdensburgh in 1703, or Oswe-
gatchie (black water) as it was then.

Another visit made by Mr. Robertson,
tull of .nterest to the students of Canadian
history, was a jouraey to Wolford, near
Homniton, in Devonshire, the home of John
Graves Simcoe. The Manor House of
Wolford was built under the personal super-
vision of Governor Simcoe, and contains
many memorials of his Canadian life. It is
now occupied by Mrs. Simcoe, widow of
Governor Simcoe's grandson.  Mr. Robert-
soy called upon Mrs. Siincoe, who is a
charming woman, and whose neice, Miss
Macrone, an entertaining companion, lives
with her. The Canatian visitor was en-
abled to examine the original drawings of
Mrs. John Graves Simcoe, the wife of the
Governor. In the spacious entrance ha'l is
an oil painting of Chief Justice Oszoode, of
Lieut.-Col. Shunks, who took part in the
war of 1812 aud the only full leagth oil paint-
ing of Simcoe done when hie was youn3. He
is painted standing at the tomb of a friend,
along with two other friends. In the draw-
ing room there 15 a good miniature of S m-
coe from life, as well as a drawing of Mrs,
Simcoe. Mr. Robertson, in looking over
this valuable collection, came upon some

[y

pictuzes not previously known to be in ex-

istence. Thereis one of Colonel Talbo.'s
house, one of the earliest residznces in Up-

per Canada in the London district. A pce

ture of the King’s Head tavern at Burlington

Bay, where, 1t 1s said, the Queen’s Rangers’
Masonic lodge met on one occasion, is also

there. This lodge was at work in York be-
tween 1797 and 1800. Another picture is a
view of Cartwright’s mill near Napanee, and

there 1s a sketch of Kingston in 1790, one of
the first, the earliest being that of Lieut.
I’eachy, of the 6oth Regiment, in 17834,
showing Fort Frontenac. In Mrs Simcoe's
collection Mr. Robertson saw a view of the
old fort at Toronto and the two first bridges
over the Don. There are several views of
Burlington Bay, when it had no outlook into
the lake, save a small creek. ‘The entrance
hall at Wolford contains the original colors
of Simcoe’s Rangers, the corps which fought
in the revolutionary war. Near Wolford on
the Simcoe estate still standsthe farm house
where John Scaddiny, father of Dr. Scad-
ding, of Toronto, was born about 120 years
ago. There seem to be only two monuments
in England relating to early Canadian gov-
ernors, the one 1o Simcoe in Exeter Cathe-
dral, the other to Brock in St. Paul's. The
latter is hardly ever seen by Canadian visit-
ors, being placed high up, and escaping
notice in a casual inspdction. Mr. Robert

son has a photograph of this, as well as of
the pictures previously referred to. The
zeal and sagacity evinced in making these
resear hes are to be highly commended.

RE VERTICAL COPY BOOKS.

Bditor CaNADA DOOKSELLER AND STATIONRR !

Sir, In your issue of November last, in
referring to the vertical copy books author.
ized 1 the province of Quebec, you state
that the Text-Book Committee did not re-
commend Gage's vertical writing for author-
izition because they thought itin any way
inferior to the series already authorized, but
because, in their opinion, the senes already
in use wers sufficient for the needsof the
province.  Here is their unanimous report
sent to the Protestant Committee, and pub-
lished in the November number of The Edu.
cational Record : “ That the committee have
carefully examined Gage's practical system
of vertical writing, but cannot recommend
its authorization because, in their opinioa, it
is decidedly inferior, in essential points, as a
series of copy books, to the upright series
already authorized.”

Further: In your December isiae you
make the statement that at the November
meeting of the Protestant Committee Gage's
vertical writing was finally authorized. On
the contrary, the Text Book Committee were
sustained, and Gage's vertical writing was
not authorized, nor will it be until it is
thoroughly revised and graded.

At the present time * Grafion's Vertical
Penmanship” and the Jacksoa system are the
only vertical copy books authorized for use
in this province.

ment, and would not be a party toit.
The firm was dissolhved, and Mr
Gillies refused to touch a penny of the
insurance money. Hoyd sett’'ed with
the msurance companies for about a

third of lus claim and left the country,
Then the whole disgraceful story came
out, ‘Twomen were arrested in con-.
nec:ion with the fire, and facts transpired
showing that there had been a plot to bumn
the warchouse and that part of the stock had
been removed beforehand. Mr. Gillies, in
whose absence and without whose know-
ledge, the whole thing had been arranged,
gave Ins strmghtfornard evidence at the
criminal investigation, and was campliment-
ed on all hands for his scrupulous integrity.
Theress hitile doubt but for hus action the
swindle would have been successfully work-
ed. To those who know Nr Gillies, and
the kind of man he 13, it will not seem
strange that he should have followed the
course he did,  But the arcumstances cer-
tainly point to a strong regard for the
straight course, which gang for every man

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WALL PAPER AND DECOVFATIONS.

OLIN McARTHUR & CO. have had
a very busy month of i, pushing
orders forward. They noie winh saus.
faction, as a sign of an extendiny trade with
the sister colonmes, the receipt of large orders
bo h fiom South Aftica and Austraha.  Itas
their second ycar in catering to the South
Afncan tiade, which is now well established,
while the orders from Australia indicate as
promising pussibilities from that quarter.

Mr. Foster, of Watson, Foster & Co,, left
for New Yotk on Thursday, the 2nd, to post
himself regarding new wall papers, eic., for
the comnyg season’s trade.

In the last issue of BOOKSELLEKR AND
STATIONER, and in all the daily papers, it
was stated that a recent Customs suling on
Anaglypta, the new wall decoration, made
it subject toan ad valorem duty of 23 per
cent. This was incorrect, the Customs
charges an the goods being a specific duty
of 1 4c¢. per roll, as well as the ad valorem
duty of 235 per cent.

Steadily increasing sales tesufy to the
populanity of M. Staunton & Co’s wall
papers.  Their output thi> season is mmuch
targer than last year, and, notwithstanding
the additional machinery put up in antici-
pation of increased business. they have been
working their enure stafl overtime for
scveral weeks past to enable ther to fill all
orders in ample e for spring trade
Several casloads are being shipped each
week. The stock room in their factory,
large as it1s, has proved wnadequate to the
demands made upon it, and the firn have
nad to procure additional warehouse room
it a building conveniently sttuated near by.

J- M. Kelly, who sepresents \Watson,
Foder & Co.in the United States markets,
has been in Detroit and other western points
recently.

M. Staunton & Co’s Ontavio salesmen
ate now on the road calling on those of the
trade who were unable 0 place orders dur-
wp the fall.  Dealers who have room for
wnre patterns shou'd wiite 2o the finy, who
will have them looked after.

ln the Umited Siates recently there has
been some talk about wall pape. faciones
bLang a bad nsk for wsurance companies
and underwrniters are askiny increased rates.
During the past 8 years 23 factones have
been bumed inthe States, and this the com-
panies vonsider a poor secord. The same
rgument canoat apply o Canadan fac.

tories, which are well construcied and well
looked after. A Canadian factory lately had
a fire which was put out before any matetial
damage was done. There are plenty of
o her kinds of factories where the danger of
fire is infinitely greater. The truth seems to
be that insurance companies are always
looking for grounds on which to increase the
rates, and if someone will just give them a
hint they will raise the rates on warehouses
for stoning ice.

In the States the wall paper men are look-
ing to 1896 as the banner year of the trade,
and with improved trade conditions .4 Can-
ada, there is no doubt it is going tobe a
food one with us, too.

Papering ceilings continues to be the rule
even in business cffices. No other form of
decoration produces the same effect, and 1ts
complete concealment of all defects n the
ceiling marks it out as a fashion come 10
stay.

The Attorney General of New York has
refused the application made in the courts
for the dissolution of the wall paper trust.
The application was based mainly on the
ground that good-will cannot be considered
as property or capital. The Attorney-
General said he was nat called upon to de-
cide whether the trust constituted a com-
binatron to control the =wall paper market,
or to pronounce upon the legality of the
combination or the solvency of the company.
The applicants had been paid $1,600,0c0 for
their assets and goad-will in common stock
of the company.and desiredto know whether
the statute allowed the capital stock of
$30,000,000 of the company to cover good-
will.  The Attorney-General decided that
good-will was law(ully property, and might
be included in an issue of capital stock.

Purchasets of wall paper, as any dealer
knows, arc harder to please than most
people. A competent dealer usually knows
far more than the average purchaser, who
has vague 1deas of what he wants, and pos.
sesses few arttistic tastes. A story illustrat.
ing it is related by Curtains, Wall Paper and
Carpets, about a lady who went into a store
in a tawn with a sample of red paper and
wanted a room pipered with some of that
exact shade. The dealer had some nearly,
but not quite, hke 1. But the customer
wouldn’t take it. She knaw what she wanted
and no:hing else would suit.  The decorator
wroe to the factories but could not get the
desired shade. So he went to the house to
1¢ll her this, and took along a roll of the

paper he had ia stock. Ushered into the
reception raom, he wait-d her entrance,
thinking over the little story with which he
hoped to change her mind. In looking
about the room, he espied protruding from
behind the murror alittle edze of the same
sample of the paper she had shownhim. A
happy thought. Quickiy pulling it from its
concealment,he tore offhis roll a piece of like
size and shape, stuck it behind the mirror
where the other had been and placed her
sample in his pocket. \Vhen madam came
in he explained that he had written to
various factories and thought he had a paper
that would suit. She went to her mirror,
produced the sample, compared 1t with the
roll, aud everybody was hippy, even if he
were guilty of a bit of deception.

The exports of Canadian wall paper to
British Colontes and elsewhere are begin-
ning to be perceptible ir: the trade returns.
We have no official figures later than last
June, but the trade returns for the year end-
ing June, 1893, show exports of 10,439 rolls,
against 1,770 rolls the year before. About
half the quantity exported goes to the
United States.

The imitation leather wall paper of Japan
is manufactured by hand. Al the processes,
from the stamping of the dies on the moist,
heavy sheets to the delicate painting of the
vaised arabescues and quiint flowers, are
done by the deft fingers of skilled work-
women. The raaterial used is the inner bark
of certain trees which do not thrive out of
Japan, and the same kind of paper cannot
therefore be made so well out of Japan.
Ceiling pattemns of the same kind of leather-
paper are made by the Japs, and they are as
firm as wood. ‘They sell at 2 yen (about $2)
per yard.

Brother McGaillicuddy
in The Signal cays :

The duty of Canadians is plain, whether
they be Grits or Tones, colonists or conti-
nentalists, They all love (he land in which
their lot 1s cast, and where the remains of
their loved ones lie, and rather than yield
one foot of the sacred soil to the armed foe.
man they are prepared to march to the music
of Tbe Maple Leat Forever, and defend
fair Canada, if necessary, until the last man
dies in the last ditch.

Mr. Donly in The Simc~~ Reformer an.
nounces himself with equal vigor thus :

Three years ago many Canadians would
have cheerfully voled for union with the

United States, to-day we telieve no difter-
ence of opinion exists from one end of Can-

ada to the other. War will nnt be dis~redit-
ably avoided. The voice of England is the
voice of Canada. Conscious that we are
right and that the opinion of the whole
civilzed world is with us and adverse to the
United States, stroog in the fact that with us
1t will bea warin defence of all we hold dear
—{reedom, home and native land—we will
resist to the last the advance of enemies, be
they of our blood and Janguage, or no.

It is an 1t wind tha: blows no good, and
Cleveland’s ill wind tends at least to solidify
Canadian patriotism.—Ottawa Journal.
PROTECTION OF BOOKBINDINGS.

A novelty for the protection of fine bind.
g3 without hiding any of their beauty has
made 1ts appearance. The material used is
a transparent composition in sheet form,
about one-six‘eenth of an inch thick. A
piece of this, a hittle larger than the book to
be enclosed, 1s bent to the exact shaps of
the book—that is, with a rounded back—
and the top and bottom are closed by
leather strips Into this case the book is
slipped, and the transparent material per-
mits every detail of the binding to be seen
through it, as if the volume were encloxed in
glass. Lying on a table 2 binding thus pro-
tected loses noneot its elegance, and may
be turned over and examined without touch-
ing the book itself. It is equally valuable
for hibrary sheives, as it is a co nplete pro-
tection. yet leaves the shelf ba.ck plainly
visible.

ONE WAY TO GET STAMPS,

The ways of stamp collectors ate persistent,
to s1y the least, The Government hisa so
cent postage due stamp, which is somewhat
rare, as there i3 not much demand for i,
and it 1s not found in smail oflices; but 1t
worth its face value in the market and a
small premium, and all collectors want one.
So the local enthus-ast selects a buok weigh-
ing just 50 ounces, wraps it up, and ad-
dresses 1t to himself, marked ** immediate.”
The stamp clerk, who is in the plot, rushes
it over to the general delivery clerk, who
must give it to the owner on payment of 50
cents due. The collector has hardly ume
to walk around to the delivery window be-
fore the package, all stamped. is awaing
him. Of course, an unsympathetic delivery
clerk mught put on a row of smaller denomi-
nation due stamps, but the official happens
to b= accommodating.—Amencan S*ationer.

ferent events, scenes and peisons in the
same volume, are so many in early printed
books that it might be supposed that every-
one who felt interested in books knew of
such.  ** Vitus Patrum,” by Wynkyn de
Worde, 1493, 13 a striking example ; most,
if not ali, of the cuts bemng repeated many
times, some of them six or eight, and they
are about the most absurd and grotesque
ever seen, although the book is so beauti-
fully orinted thatthere need be no hesitation
1n saving 1t has never been excelled, and
rarely equalled, either by the Kelmscott or
any other press, except, perhaps, by Whit-
tingham, in his fine folo Victoria Prayer
Book, which he printed for the elder Picker-
Ing.

An extremely line copy of the * Vitas
Patrum," measuring nearly to3y inches by
8 nches, quite sound and almost as clean as
the day 1t left the printers, 1s one of the
principal ornaments of my modest collection.
It has the title, a leaf of table, and last leaf
of text in facsimile. Coverdale's, Cranmer’s
and other Bibles have such repetitions, and
Holinshed's * Chronicles” are full of them.

There was another way of handling wood
cuts, which has not been alluded to, namely,
dividing blocks into two parts and mixing up
the halves so as to form many varieties.
Examples of these mixed blocks may be
seen inthe Strasbourg ** Horace ” and * Ter-
ence,” printed about 1490.

In the beautiful edition of Tyndale’s New
Testament, prunted by Jugye, 1552, there are
many of these divided and mixed blocks,
which are shufiled about in the most in-
genmous manner.  So> many hand books and
* near cuts * to knowledze as we now have,
it 1s a wonder these mixed or composite
blocks have escaped uotice.—Notes and
Queries.

COSTLY STATIONERY.

The most expensive note paper, 1o my
knowledge, says a \West-End stationer to
The Statonery Trade Journal, was used by
the Countess of Cardigan, for in place of the
monojram an exact copy ol her county seat
was reproduced, hand-painted n  correct
coloring. This paper cost 15s. a sheet. For
stationery used on yachts or at hunting
seats 5. and §s. persheet is frequently paid,
owing to the fine designs on tham—such
designs as hunting scenes, yachts' colors,
and even yachts thems«lves, being engraved
or punted.  For the Princess of Wales® note
paper several diffzrent designs are used, two
favonies being two A’s crossed, surmounted
by a crown, and a Greek cross, with the
Christian same:n {ull across the front. The
Empress of Russia has her monogram in
thres diffzrent sty'es and in three languages;
xold aad bronze, with the royal blue, are the
favonte colors of both.

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PENCIL-MAKING IN GERMANY,

OW that the large works of Johann
N Faber have been turned into a com-

panv, a lectute delivered at the Trade
Museum by Herr Ernest Faber may be of
some interest. According to a Berhn report,
he stated that thiere are 26 penail factones
n Bavana, of which 23 are 1n Nuremberg,
employing abant 10,000 warkers, and turn-
Ing out 4,300.000 pencils per week.  Inthis
figure the makers of fancy pencils and ol
pencil boxes and packing cases are not in-.
cluded. The firm of Faber alone makes
nearly 1§ million pencils a week., [t must,
however, not be overlopked that this indus.
try has lately been coping with unexpected
difficulties through rained smpornt duties n
many of the export countries. In the Umted
States this duty i1s about hall the value of the
pencils. Lower class penvils can therclore
no longer be exported tothe United States.
By such protect:ve dutics a pencd indus-
try has been developed there which pro-
duces about as many pencils as the whole
of Bavaria. The valvable cedar wood i1s
wasted 1n America in 2 most unaccount-
able way, and exhausted woods are not
replanted, Therefore good cedar wood 1
difficalt to obiain, and the blacks no longer
give the same aumber of panals as before.
1o addiion 1o the lugher price of the raw
wood, makers suffer from the fact that the
Americans export their over-production be-
low cost price to cauatries chaning a very
lowduty. Great Britain particularly s over-
run with cheap Amencan producs.  India,
Mexico, Japan, Aunstrahx are as good as lost
10 the Bavaran makers. [n Haly the duty
is 100 lire for the melre cwt., also France
and Russia have high rates. 1n Russia like-
wise penail factories have lately been erect-
ed. France hasforbidden in schools the use
of German penals. The unlavorable com-
mercial treattes with Spaua. ltaly an 1 Greece,
and the unsatisfactorv political and finanaial
conditions 15 South America have made the
export business of the German penal in-
dustry most unsatisfactory. The new treaty
with Russia somewhat improved matters.

HE Boston Globe published a sym-
postum a short tune agn on the ques.
tion * What is Immoral Luerature?”

From three of the most remarkable answers
to this query we extract the following :
Robert Appleton : Immoralty in litera.
ture is the absence of motive in composition,
of design ir execunon. It is like lhife with.
out principle—almost an impossible concep-
tion ; or, like nature without beauty—an ian-
conceivable possibility, It is no more im-

.moral to embody in hving types the ugly

accidents in life and humanity than it s
injurious to pubhish 1nformation about certain
dangerous conditions of disease. ‘T'he ob-
jective lessons of both gre inevitably moral
and salutary.

Albert Ross : The story of a dishonest life
1s not necessarily a dishonest story. A his-
tary of vicious and depraved persons may be
quite the opposite of a vicious and depraved
history.  Otherwise, much of our best litera.
ture must come under the ban, and news-
papers would be suppressed for printing the
grand jury indictments.

The truest morahty is taught by placnng 1t
in contrast with immorality. It is better to
see thesc contrasts on a printed page thao to
come in touch with them in actual ex-
perience. .

Ignorance of sexual dangers has never
proved a safeguard, and there 1s no reason
to suppose it ever will, A chief duty of the

. novelist, therefore, 15 to call things by thet'i'

proper names.  The greatest immorality I
know of is to sketch a quagmire, and write
above it, * This is solid ground.” To call
attenuion to it and teach people to avoid If
1s morality, if anythung wrntien with a pen is
woral.

FRENCH AND GERMAN TOYS.

IVE to asmall Pans manufacturer a
G few tools and some refuse tin chp-

pings, and it1s astonishing what he
will produce.  In the first place, he can
make scales that sell at twenty-live centimes
a dozen ; also, little trumpets, dishes, teapots
and coffee pots. There are factoties for hutle
mihtary equipments and the fashioning of
umforms. Panis possesses about forty es-
tablishments for the manufacture of elastic
balloons. The largest house turns out 120,-
000 dozern a year, withcut counting the gutta.
percha dolls, punchinellos and animals.

The doll furniture and the boxes of nols
are made -in the Faubourg St. Antoire.
Everybody has seen the animals mounted
upon bellows, which utter a cry under pres-
sute. They are also made in the same
quarter, are manufictured by hundreds of
thousands and are sold very cheaply.

The history of the toy irdustry in Ger-
many extends back to the Middle Ages. In
the thirteenth century Nurembery toys were
celebrated, and to this day it is the centre of
the German production. Berhn and Stutt-
gart also manufacture large quantities, and,
in addition, 1n the thickly wooded districts,
where the people are poor and the agricul-
ture bad, toy making has become a house-
hold industry, and tends to keep the wolf
from the door. Indeed, the industry in
Germany is essentially a domestic one, In
which every member of the family takesa
part, and is carried on stde by side with the
work of the house and the field.

The large factories are Principally for
special articles, such as transfer pictures,
picture books, metal soldiers and the like.
In France the industry 1s comparatively
modern, and is concentrated in Pans, where
nearly 4,000 operatives are engaged in the
business, over 2,400 being women.

The manufacture of lead soldiers by the
artisans of Nuremberg and Furth, for which
they have long been famous, dates from the
Seven Years' War,and is due 1o the influence
of the Prussian military spirit and to the en-
thusiasm excited by Frederick theGreat. The
d:fferent cperations by which the rough metal
is converted into a smart-looking soldier,
with knapsack on back and weapon in hand,
is well worth a description,

The firsy thing is to make sketches of the
ntended figures, and the best artists do
not hesitate when asked to supply models
for these toy soldiers. In making their
sketches they have tor bear in mind cer-
tain fixed rules, while when they make
colored sketches they have to avoid deep
tints and select gaudy colors, which children
s¢ much prefer. They must also prssess a
full knowledge of the military costumes-of
the peniod to -which the soldier they repre
sent belonged, mistake 11t this respect being
fatal to the success ol 1he model. At Nurem.
berg and a* Furth, slate models are used for
the plain figures, while brass molds are em-

ployed forthose in relief. The slate for the
former is bousht at Sonnebery, in Thurningia,
and the un, which is purchased in England,
is mclted and poured im0 them through a
small oritice, the molder holding them o the
lett hand with a piece of felt.

The sketches of the figures have, of course,
first of all been engraved upon the moulds,
The metal soon hardens when it bas been
poured in and the workmen then remove the
figures, cutting off any rough parts or imper.
fections which may have been caused by the
molten lead. The soldiers then have to be
panted, and this is always done by women,
who work at home, each woman being given
a certain number of figures at the hegwning
of the week. A dozen figures or more are
placed upon a piece of wood slit up the
centre 50 as to hold them in a fixed posttion.
When one side of the figure is dry she turas
it around and paints the other.  Her wages
are very poor. not amounting to more than
five or six marks a week, from which must
be deducted the cost of the brush and colors.

The final process, also entrusted to wo-
men, is that of packing the soldiers, which
are pliced in boxes of 30, 60, 120 or 240
pieces,weighing one eighth, one-quarter, one.
balf or one pound for the infantry, and of
12, 23 48 or 96 pieces (of the same weights)
for the cavalry. These wooden boxes all
come from Sonnepery, in Thuningia, the cost
ofthote holding one eighth of a pound, which
are the most numeraus, not exceeding twenty-
five cents per 100, ‘The boxes are all hand-
made, S0 1t is easy to imagine how poorly
the workmen who produce them are paid —
Geyet's Stationer. ’

————

CHINA’S POSTAL SERVICE.

The mails in China are different from the
postal arrangements of any other country in
the world. In China the mail service is not
only not in the hands of the Government,
but 1t 15 lelt to private persons to establish
postal connection, how and wherever they
please. Anybody may open out a store and
hang out a sign, advertising that he is
ready to accept letters to be forwarded
to certain places or countries. The re.
sult of this arrangement i> that in
populous towns there are a great number
of persons accepting letters to be forward-
ed to all parts of the country ; at Shang-
ha', for instance, there are not less than
3,500 stores competing with each other and
carrying on a war to the knife as far as rates
are concerned. This system, although hav-
ing great faults, has some good qualities.
There are several parties accepting letters to
one certain town. The Chinese merchant
who writes letters two or three times will
patron-ze several of the concernsy, and ask
his correspondent to inform him which he
got-quickest. Having expenmented for a
while, he will select the firm giving the best
service, but he always has the choice of sev-
eral mailing services lor his correspondence.

But one’s feelings
are quite different when receiving the usual
weekly batch of newspapers and magazines,
and upon turning over such regular friends
as The Athenaum, The Academy, The Sat-
urday Review, or The Literary World, one
finds the leaves uncut and perfectly inno.
cent of having been separated by tnmming
or inhinding.  So also with one's weekly
parcel of books from Mudie's or any other
library. Uncut books and papers are a real
worry and nuisance. This subject hasdrawn
forth a letter from *“ E. W, T.,” who writes
in The Pall Mall Gazetie as (ollows ;

“The publishiny season being now in full
swing, | ask your permission to call attention
to A grievance--an old grievance—which
has, | think, been ventilated before, but stil
too often recurring to vex the souls of read-
ers. | 1efer 1o the question of uncut pagee,
1 was induced this afterncon by a country
bookseller to invest 1n the charmingly getup
and extremely *cheap fifueth thousand of a
novel by a popular author  Hawving settled
mysell comfortably in a chair, with a lamp
by my side, I picked up my novel with intent
to have an hour's pleasant reading.  Alas !
the pages were uncut. Then ensued a ten-
minutes' search for a paper knifs, which was
atlast discovered in the form of an unwieldy
piece of bamboo, purchased by one of my
family at a charitable bazaar, covered with
uncomfortable carvings, and with a handle
intended to represent a fish, the fins of which
penetrated to all the tender places of one’s
hapd. Withthis weapon, for fifteen minutes
by the clock, 1 hewed my way through the
483 pages of the volumme—my unaccustomed
thumb fumbling with the lower edges to in-
sert the knife, and even having to tilt the vol
ume atthe level of my noseand blowtoget
the leaves apart.

* Nor 1s the result satisfactory. | feel
that ! have depreciated the value of my pro-
perty by teaning semi-circular patches out of
the tops of pages by opening the book where

copies meast have wasted at a quarter of an
hour apiece; nor raise the question of the
reneral inappropnateness ot piper kmves to
the purpase. for which they are made.

“ 1 only wish to make a suggestion. The
general publ¢ often woaders what publith-
ers do. They do no: prnint the books ; they
do not bind them; thevdo not even wnie
them. \Why should they not keep in their
offi:es a machine for cutting their edyes?
Then, 1 we did not hear less of the griev-

ances of authors against the publisher, we
should certainly hear less of the grievance of
the public against the publisher.

SMUGGLING BY A BIBLE.

Tbe logwood extract, in the form of a
coarse powder, is to be put into a porcelain
vessel with the sada, then add 230 grammes
(1,000 grammes equals 1 kilo., about 2
lbs, English), and boil until the extracts
dissolved and the solution bas a reddish tint.
Then take it off the fire, add the glycerine,
and then the chromate and the gum, which
can be dissolved in a lutle water.

“That seems to me to be just the truth
about the book.  Most of the tales are of
Canadian folk ; a few of the American War
of Secession.  We have had good tales in
plenty of the war, and Canada has found a
most poetical story-teller in Mr. Gilbert
Parker. Nevertheless, be they of Canada or
the States, Mr. Thomson's stories hild a
place of their own by their distinctiveness
of fancy and of language.
