Soveral satisfactory sales have
alroady been made both {or domestic and export and everything
points to an early selling of this year’s pack.

—0On March Gth last. the premises of Samuel Schaeffer and
Moses Rittenburg in Toronto, were destroyed by what was con-
sidlered a suspicious five, They were said to be ecarrying $5,000
in insurance on a stock only worth $1,200 and their disappear-
ance two days afterwards led to enquiries. As a result Isanc
Schaellor, father of one of tho partners and bookkeeper of the
firm has been arresiad on 2 chiygoe of incendiarism, It is claimed
the police have a strong case against the accused.

—Nrws from Germany upon the boet crop say that in some
favorably situnted sections farmers have started sowing but in
general they are back about six weeks compared with last year.
In some places the culture is deercased, in others increused; so
thitt the number of acres cultivated with beet roots will be about
tho same as last year,  Licht says that the weather is still very
bad.  Tnsome places in the western part the cultivators began
thoir work on the fields, but were forced to stop it again by
snowfall in the eastorn proviuces.

—Lavvir adviees from Norway while conlivming the news that
the Fofoten catch of cod will be & poor one this year, are more
encouraging to cod-liver vil importers than the earlier predic-

tions. The oflicial figures give the yield from the opening of the
season to date as 9,210 barrels as against 7,188 barrels for the
corresponding period of 1894 and 14,991 barrels in 1893, Although
‘this is a very considerable falling oft from the yield two years
ago it indicates a decided improvement over that of last year,

—Loss claimants of the .Btua Live Stock, of Glens Ialls, were
informed last month that they must be content with four and a
half per cent. of their claims. The reason agsigned was that
more than 2,000 policyholders declined to pay their last assess-
ments, and that only $747 had been realized against over $17,000
ol claims. Thus another live stock company has added its testi-
mony to the apparently hopeless character of attempts to do this
class of business, either on the agsessment or any other plan,

—Lerrenrs from Havana say that the weather continues satis-
factory and that the farmers ave gathering their tobacco which
this year shows a good proportion of tobacco suitable for the
American and German markets. So far only small lots ol the
ground leaves hiave come into market. A los of Partidos tobacco
of this year’s growth from Ceiba de Agua was sent to Germany
by a commission house, as a sample of what may be expected
later on, Another small 1ot of new Vauelta Abajo leaf came into
the market, it so far has not been taken any notice of.

—Croy reports say that winter wheat has greatly ixflprOved
during last weel in Tllinois, and is in good condition in Michigan,
Missouri and Tastern Kansas, but less lavorable reports are re-
ceived {rom Minnesota and Wisconsin, where it is reported as-
badly winter killed. In Nebraska the crop has suffered from
drvought and high winds. Spring wheat seeding is well advanced
in Minnesota and Southi Dakota, and while some seeding has

business this yoar. The syndicate began its operations at Duluth
and has gradually spread over the entire field. Already rates
have been reduced in Chicago, and soon it is expected that a cut
will be made in Milwaukee. A representative of the combina-
tion was in Milwaukee recently oflering to make season con-
tracts at liberal reductions. In many cases the cuts have been
100 per cent. and over,

—Tx ofticial returns of the trade of British India for the first
nine months of the current fiscal year—that is, from April last to
December, inclusive—give the total declared value of the im-
ports as 520,859,081 rupees, showing o decrease of 9,877,798 rupees

as compared with the figures for the corresponding period of the
fiscal year 1893-94. The decrease shown at the end of November
was much increased during December, The declared value of
the exporte of Indian produce and manufacture is given as 746,
546,610 rupees, showing an increase of 27,471,618 rupecs, or
somewhat less than the inerease at the end of November, there
having been some falling off during December. These amounts
do not include Government stores and treasure of the re-export of
imported goods. .

~—Anvanes sheets of the April issue of the United States Con-
sular reports contain returns of the exports of Canada to the
United States for the quarter ending Dec. 1894, They show be-
yond question the impetus given to Canadian trade by the Wilson
bill. The relurns ave, of course, not complete, because Mani-
toba and the 2Torthwest are not included, but Newfoundland is.
The total exports for the quarter from Canada to the States am-
ounted in value to $7,500,000, compared with $6,414,000 during
the corresponding quarter of 1833.

THE CANADIAN

In our last issue the salient points in the statement
of the Canadian Pacific Railway were reviewed and dis-
cussed ; but so compreliensive a subject could not be
completely analysed within the limits of a single article
and thus there werve necessarily minor points in sa
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elaborate a statement which could not receive that
amount of prominence o which their importance en-
titled them, in view of the necessity of condensing the
review within normal limits.

To these points it is well to recur, inasmuch as the
sunmary cutting down of the company's surplus by
four and a half million dollars, and the extinetion of
the $4,000,000 dividend fund, would put the affairs of
the company in the eyes of the ordinary reader in
much worse position than they really are, were they not
susceptible of explanation. It must be remembered
that this surplus fund was not a surplus in the usnal
sense of the word. It composed the company’s current
working eapital, and has always been employed more or
less in its various financial transactions. As a conse-
quence it was on this fund that the drafts .necessary to
wipe off the back interest on the Land Bonds, and make
up the deficiency of 1894, were made, and the resultwas
its reduction to the still handsome figure of 2,789,792
of which $2,193,000 is actaally in cash in the bank. In
fact it says a good deal for the strength of the com-
pany’s position that it has been able to meet all the
calls upon it from its own resources withont incurring
any floating debt. It has no loans outstanding, no
current liabilities save those on operating account, and,
after paying all interest, rental, and mandatory charges
as well as the April dividend on the preferred stock, it
can still show a cash balance of over two millions of
dollars with its bankers. -

As to the causes which have led to this wholesale cut
down in the surplus of the road, they are the same that
have affected adversely every railroad on the continent.
“IPhi¢ decline in the price of wheat, and in mosbt other
agricultural commodities, naturally involved a scarcity
of money among the farmers, and a’consequent falling
off in the purchasing power, which was followed by a
corresponding reduction in the volume of traffic carried.

This decline has been going on since 1893 and the fol-’

lowing figures show that the company has lost $2,657,-
154 in its gross and $1,997,038 in its net earnings
within two years, and this, too, at « time when the fixed
charges have been materially increased by new outlays
on capital account. .

Aside from this loss in its own resources, the Cana-
dian Pacifie found itself forced to meet its guarantee
of the obligations of its two subsidiary lines. It had
to provide $456,187 for interest on the consolidated
honds of the Duluth South Shore & Atlantie, and §694,-
487 for that on the “Soo” road’s bonds. In addition to
this, $656,618 for interest on the land honds was for the
first time included as part of the year’s fixed charges,
and thus the road found itself involved in an additional
expenditure in all of $1,807,292 at a time when its
carnings were at the lowest point reached since 1892.

Under these circumstances the absolute necessity of
passing the last dividend npon the common stock bhe-
comes apparent. Indeed it is doubtful if the dividend
of 23 per cent. declared last August should have been
paid. Tt was evidently not earned; but the manage-
ment believed at that time that the movement ol the
new crops would have caused a marked improvement
u the volume of their traflic—a confidence in the fubure

which the after conrse of events did not justify. At
the time when that dividend was declared there was a
deficiency between the income account and the ordi-
nary fixed charges which by the close of the year had
grown to $526,731. The payment of 4 per cent. on the
preference shares, and the Augnst dividend of 2% per
.cent. on the ordinary stoels, bronght that deficiency up
to $2,408,601.  To have puid another dividend on the
common stock wonld simply have bronght the deficit
up to $4,000,000, and as its payment would merely have
put off the suspension of the dividend for another six
months, while it would have weakened the resources of
the road by over a million and a half of dollars, oh-
viously the wisest course for the management was the
one they have pursued, however unpalatable it may he
to the shareholders, or however incompatible it way
seem with the roseate promises of a year ago.
However, the company starts now with a elean sheet.
It has taken the public into its confidence and the
course of the stock since the annual mneeting shows
that that confidence is reciprocated. Indeed there is
no reason why it should not be. The company’s re-
ceipts must inerease commensurately with the revival
in commercial and agriculbural prosperity which is now
setting in both in this counfry and across the line. T
has emerged suceessfully from a period of tension
which has tested the resources of other franscontinen-
tal roads severely, and it is reasonable therefore to pre-
dict that the statement presented in 1896 will be a good
deal more satisfactory than the one we have reviewed,

" although it may possibly not warrant the payment of

a dividend upon the common stock.

AUSTRALIAN BANK RETURNS.

The record of the banks in Australia since the panic
of two years ago, is one of great financinl interest.  As
a display of recuperative power we believe it is unpre-
cedented. This is all the more remarkable because the
staple products of those colonies have recently fallen
very serionsly in value. T'he value of the wool elip for
instance, has declined since 1893 from £12. 10. 0. per
hale to £10. 2. 6. in 1804, the total clip of the former
year being worth in Londou £22,600,000, and the value
of the last year's elip being only £20,666,000, although
192,000 hales more were exported.

Tn the ten vears before the eollapse of 1893, wool
fell in value 35 per eent,, & decline which doubtless was
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one cause of the trouble, as this industry had been un-
duly stimulated by the over liberality of bank advances,
which had produced similar mischievous effects in other
lines of enterprise.

AL the time the twelve Australian banks suspended
they held deposits to the extent of $365,198,500, they
now held only $237,745,000. Of this enormous sum the
depositors converted §8-4,286,880 into the permanent
stock of the banks which held those deposits, a very
remirkable operation, showing a confidence in fhe
future of those inslibubions when yeorganized, which
evidences the highly sanguine public spirit which per-
viJes Australia.  The halance of the gross total of de-
posits $93,176,000 was disposed of by writing off the
indebtedness of depositors on their open accounts, in
Jiguidading advanees on properties; in granting of long
term deposib receipts, and the transference of a lurge
sum of wovernment deposits to other banls. 1t has ro-

- cently become lnown that, the 12 banks which sus-

pended but which resumed operations, now hold within
$15,000,000 of the total wmount of theiv deposits they
had when the erash caune. That is the Australinn pub-
fic only perunuiently withdrew their enormous deposits
to the extent of three-fourths of one per cent. in con-
sequence of the banks suspending payment, and, as o
further mark of confidence, they converted elose upon
10 per cent. of their deposits into stock to assist the
banks ‘in the work of reorguniziation ou a . stronger
husis.  Besides this, there have been calls paid to en-
barge the eapitals of the banks to bhe extent of $18,621 .-
300, which, with the issuance of preference shares,
and other extensions of share capital, has resulted in
increasing the total share-capital of the 24 Australian
banks from $77.947 450, ut which figure it stood hefore
the panic.ibo $135,128,000. ab which figure their total
capital now stands, with $16,885,000 still to be called
up. A recent reburn gives the total Reserve Funds of
the hanks as §25,815,000. Oub of the whole number
six old no such Rest.  In this respect our Canadian
banks are far more favorably sibuated, as out of our
38 hanks only two are without a Reserve Tuud, amd
the proportion of the whole of such reserve to
fotal  capital, b per cent, is much bheyond the
amount held by the banks of Australin. In regard
also o Cireulabion our banks are in a bebter position as
Bhey bave nole issues to about 50 pev cent. of their
botal Capital, sny abont 30 millions of dollars, while the

“notes in cireulation in Ausbralia only amount to 20

millions.

The shrinkage of husiness caused by the disasters of
1893 is visibly shown by the bills disconnted, loans, and
advances having gone down from §776,757,000 in the
March of that year to $666.333,000 on the 81st of Dee.,
1894, The froubles of the panie seem to have induced
the banks to increase the reserves, or holdings, of coin
and hullion, asin 1893, they held 18,30 per cent. of such
eash in proportion to deposits and civenlation, whereas

oyer

they now hold 28.31 per cent.  Tn regurd to * deposits

“aboeall™—or fon demand® as we say--the Australian

banks ocenpy an excepbionally strong position, as they
hold 77 por cent. of khe total of sueh Tands and of eir-
enlabion in coin and bullion. There the ditterence be-
bween #deposits ab call® what they term © fixed de-
posils™—is more marked than in Canada.  Practically
the whole of the deposits in Canadian banks are pay-
able on demand, Lhough nominally o large proporiion

are “ payable after notice.” In Australia the distine-

tion is a vital one, and iusisted upon, and thé term
fixed for paying such deposits is far longer than is the
vule here. The interest these funds bear is in some
parts, also much higher, as we find 4, 4% and 5 per cent.
quoted for deposits left for one year; the average how-
ever for deposits for six months is low, the interest
rates ranging from 1} to 4 per cent., the minimum rate
prevailing at Melbourne, Adelaide, and Hobart Town.
Bills ut three months are charged 6 to 73, over that
term, 7 to 9, and advances on current accounts bear
from 7 to 9 per cent. The average difterence between
deposit rates and discount rates is much wore favorable
to the banks in Avstralia than it Is here, a natural re-
sult of deposits being so plentiful. 'We note a remark-
able restriction in the number of branch banks in
Australin, 200 of which have been closed since 1893.
I'hese oftices were a source of much mischief, which
brought on the panic as they ran a race with each other
for business which led to a dangerous expansion of
eredits. Now that closer relations are being estab-
lished between Canada and Australia, velations which
necessifute banking connections with the latter coun-
try, it is important to have a clear idea as to the posi-
tion of banking in the antipodes, and the above sketch
will, we frust, prove as useful as it is interesting as an
exhibit of the financial buoyaney of our sister colony.

PATENT RIGHTS AND WRONGS.

When the patent rights acl first hecume embodied in
British legislation it was the intention ot its framers to
make it not only a reward for mechanical genius but an
ineentive to spur on the inventor to further efforts, se-
cure that his past results were safe under the protec-
tion of the law. [t is in this spirit that Canadian and
American legislation upon this subject has been framed,
and it is from this standpoint that the public regard
the question of patent rights

Undorbunately, owing perhaps to the nabural obli-
(uity of certunin sections of society, these results are
not often attained. It is rare indeed that the reward
acerues to the inventor who constructs the device. 1t
is to those wlo finance the invention that the bulk of
the reburns under the patent right usually come. There
are some inventors. no doubt, who combine keen finan-
cial acumen and a knowledge of the shadier intricacies
of the patent law, with mechanieal skill ; but amoug
veal inventors they ave few and far between, althéugh
they are frequent in that elass of so-called inventors
whose knack lies in improving the suggestions of some
more original mind but who rarely originate anything
of importance themselves.

Where the patent right develops into the patent
wrong is when it comes into the hands of some power-
ful syndicate who, thanks to their command of capital
and consequently of legal neumen, can use it effectnally
as a har to any further progress in the direction fhey
are anxious to control. A ease in point may be cited in
the negotintions hetween fwo large Awerican electrical
companies in whieh the prineipal elaim of one of the
conbracting parties to recognition is its possession of
cerlain patents whieh it claims are hroad enough to
stop uny progress in invenbion in that parbicnlar line.
"The ohject of this combination hetween the two com-
paaties is avowedly to prolong the life of certain ex-
piring patents, by patenbing changes which practieally
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cover the original device. This would be impossible
ware the two powerful corporations hostile; since cach
possesses the means and influence to thwart any mea-
sures of this sort on the part of its opponent. Bub
could the combination bhe arrived at, the joint com-
panies, by assisting each other in defending patents to
improvements, or alleged improvements, upon the de-
vices covered by the orginal patents, might prolong
their life indefinitely.

In fact, in too many instances, the faw of patent
rights—so far from henefiting the public—has heen the
means of saddling it with exactions. Kvery article of
commnieree, every household necessity, is hedged about
with patents, the royalty upon which eventuaily comes
out of the pocket of the user or consumer. In mann-
facturing it is even worse. The dread of becoming in-
volved in suits with corporations owning patents ex-
pressed in broad terms,and possessing capital enough
to tire out anyone who ventures to resist their claims
hefore the courts, forces many a factory o refrain from
using methods or devices which are really open o all,
or have been patented withoub right. ILvery now and
then we find some firm bold enough to attack and upsed
one of these alleged patents, hut, as a rule, the manu-
facturer prefers to deprive himself of the advantage
rather than risk tedious and expensive legislation, and
thus permits the patentees to consolidate themselves in
their wrongful posibion.

Tt is claimed, on their behalf, that unless the present
patent rights law be maintained in its integrity inven-
tion wounld cease from the fear that its vesults would
become the prey of men even more unserupulous than
themselves. To this it may be replied that in few
lines has invention heen more active than in these of
surgical instruntents and seientific appliances, in hoth
of which the inventors are barred by the etiquette of
their professions from applying for patents. Tt is evi-
dent here that the absence of patents has not proved a
check to invention, and there is no reason why the
same thing should not prove trae in other hranches of
mechanieal science also. '

There could be no objection, of course, to granting
an inventor the full reward of his genius—providing
it is the inventor who receives it and not some one who
has taken advantage of his necessities, or his lack of
business skill, to secure the patent riglts from him
for a mere song-—but there is no reason why this just
recognition of his services should take the form of an
oppressive monopoly. A law which forbade any in-
fringement upon a patent for seven years, except upon
payment of a reasonable royalty, would amply satisfy
the demands of justice. It would remunecrate the in-
ventor fairly, and ab the same time would effectually
prevent his invention from becoming the basis of a
monopoly which could dietate its own terms to the con-
saming public and thus make a few millionaires at the
expense of the rest of the community.

—Tue scheme for erecting a large modern hotel on the pro-
perty hounded by Dominion square and St. Catherine street has
been abandoned, at least for the present. The condition of the
market in London las not been favorable to investments in colo-
nial enterprises of late, und although Canada is not to be com-
parved with other countries in certain important vespects, we
suffer move or less by associntion. South Alrica is monopolizing
largely the attention of English investors now, though there
seems to be again some inclination to coquet with what are
termed “ American Rails” ~

THE CONFEDERATION LIFE.
To be able to record so substantial a measure of pro-
wress under adverse business surroundings, as is con-
tained in the bwenby-thivd annual report of the Con-
federation Life Associakion, is to pay a high compli-
mentb to Lhe skill and enterprise of its management.
Under prosperous circumsbances the task of guiding so
vast an enterprise successfully must be diftienlt enough.
But when we consider the period of commercial strin-
veney through which the country has just passed, the
necessity for economy with whiel most of the insuring
public were confronted, and the difliculty of finding se-
cure invesbments ab remunerabive  rates during the
period in which this progress wis made, our estimate of
the diftienlties et and sarmounted and of the weasure
off suceess abbained, is naturally much enhaneed.
During the year the new husiness aceepled by the
company amounted o $3,628,204, 'This falls slightly
under the figures of iis predecessor, which were the
largest ever obtained in the history of the Association.
The total of insurance in foree is now $25,452,842, an
advance of $1,021,611 during the year, amd an encour-
aging fuct is the reduction of over 20 per eenl. in the
death claims which in 1893-1 amounted (after deduct-
ing re-insuranees) to $208,734 as against only $162,293
for 1894-5.  The other features of the report are equally
subistactory. In fack the generous treatment of policy-
holders, and the prompt setblement of elaims, have had
their due effect in maintaining the popularity of the
Confederation among the insuring public.  The man-
agring diveetor, Mr. ). K. Macdonald, is to be congrabu-
laled upon the suceess of his efforts, as well as upon the
able corps of assistants he commands.  In this provinee
the progress of the Associntion is equally marked, and
the Provineial  Manager, Mr. H. J. Johnston with
the co-operation of an advigsory hoard composed of Hou.
Jdward Murphy and Messrs, Jas, A, Cantlie, Wm. J.
Morrice, and AL 8, Hamelin, have done mueh to further
ity interesis.

THE WESTERN BANK OF CANADA,

The bown of Oshawa is proud of having a charbered
hank all to itself, and the report of the Western Bauk
locibed there shows there is o good field for banking
husiness in that tocality, and that the manufacturing
and other industries of the distriet did nob suffer much
from last year's depression.  Indeed there is nothing in
the report to indicabe any lack of prosperity.

T'he neb prolits for 1894 exceeded 9% per cent., an ex-
cellent fignre considering that the resonrees of deposits
are more limited than with the banks having a wide
area to draw from.  After paying two dividends of 8%
per eent. eael, or 7 per eent. for the year, the Western
carried forward o its Rest $7,500, which now stands at
$100,000, aun inerease sinee 1889 of  $40,000, which we
regard as very grabifying progress.  Last year the
losses were nob farge, asign of prudent and  conserva—
Live management, for the conditions ol Dusiness woere

sueh as might naturally have been expected to bring
an exeeptional amount of had debts. The circulation
was kept np as well as the average of other banks, its
deposits ave larger than a few years ago, and the tofal
volume of business has heen well maintained.

The * assets readily available,” are exceptionally
high, and ** past due bills,” are quite low, under 2 per
cent. of the discounts. Mr. John Cowan, President,
and Mr, McMillan, Cashier, have our congratulations
on the very satisfactory report of the Western Bank -
for last year.

THE UNIIED STATES DEBT.

In view of the recent bond issue, and the possibility, in
spile of the sfforts of the Rothschild syndicate to restrain the
outfiow of gold to Iurope, of another issue so soon as the
Treasury reserve of wold falls below the safety point, the
present, position of the debt of the United States becomes a
malter of moment to hankers.

At the close of the last fiscal year, on June 30th, 1894, the
uross debt of the United States, including the bonds issued to
trans-conlinental railreads, amounted to $1,081,512,328. To
thus wust be added the issue of $50,000,000 in 5 per cent.
gold bonds made in November 1894, and the issue of $62,317,-
500 in 4 per cents. made last February. This brings the
{otal gross debt up to $1,103,338,828. I'rom this we may de-
duct the neb eush halance in the Lreasnry on the same date
(Tune 80th, 1894) which was then $117,534,456, which would
make the net debt of the United States $1,076,254,392—a
figuro & good deal larger than those who ave accustomed to
speak of our neighbors across the line as o country practically
without a national debt have been led to oxpect.

This debt may be divided into fonr classes—interest bear-
ing debt, non-interest beaving debt, debt on which intevest
has ceased, and bonds issued to {rans-continontal railroads.
The interest bearing debv consists of the 4% per cent. loan of
1891 amonnting on the 30th June, 1894, to $25,364,500; the
funded 4 per cent. loans of 1907 amounting to $559,618,400;
the refunding 4 per cent. cerlificatos now reduced fo $59,990;
the loan of 1904 at 5 per cont. of $50,000,000; the hond issue
ot $50,000,000 last November at 5 per cont., and the February

.4 per cent. bond issne of §G2,517,500.

The non-inlerest hearing debt consisls of $346,681,016 in
United Stales notes, $54,347 in demand notes, $26,371,785 for
the redemption account of national bank notes, and $6,897,-
157 estimaled as still outstanding in fractional paper cur-
rency. 'I'his amount is avrived at by deducting from $15,-
273,071, the amount outstanding in 1864, the sum of $8,375,954
estimated as the amount lost or destroyed. 'T'he debls on
which interest has ceased are the old loans maturing hefore
September 1891 which still amount to $1,851,240.

The bonds issued by the United Stales to the trans-vonlinen
tal railronds de nol appear in the official statements of tho
national dobl, but are reported separately. On June 30th
1894 thoy stood as follo ws :

Against this the roads liave paid $26,495,558 in transpor-
tation services, and $1,108,620 in cash, thus leaving the net
amount of inlevest paid by the United States ab §72,335,745,
The sinking fund exists only in the cases of the Contral
Pacific and Union Pacifie. In the firsl instance it consists of
$5,530,000 in honds and $124,78% in cash, und in the sscond
case of $13,605,250 in honds and §240,418 in cash.
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. THE FORGET-O5TIGNY CASE,

The full toxt of the judgment of the Privy Counecil in the
stockbroking case of Forget vs. Ostigny, to which reference
has so frequently been made in these colmmns, is now to
hand. It will be remembered that the Superior Court and
the Court of Appeal, Judge Hall dissenting, had dismissed
Mr. Forget’s elaim for a balance due him by Ostiguy on ac-
count of stock tiansactions earried out on his behalf. The
courts hoth considered the transactions to be of the nature of
a gaming contract, and as such no money could be recoversd
thersunder. T'he Stock Exchange felt the case to be of sueh
importance that they agreed to pay the costs of appeal, pro-
vided Myr. Forget paid the $1,000 necessary for leave to ap-
peal. This was done—with the vesult that their Lordships
reversed the decision of the Canadian Cowrts and held that
the shares purchased and sold, baving been in every respect
delivered, and the price paid or received, as the case might
he, the transactions were genuine and legitimate. Moreover,
there was no gaming transactions belween the parties. The
broker simply acted as agent, and his remuneration, was nok
based on tho increase or decrease in the valne of the
stock, buf on a fixed commigsion. Under these civenmslances,
the party on whose behalf the transactions wore made was
bound to indemnify the agont or broker against any liability
incurred in respect ‘of them. As regards the costs, their
lordships held, that the appeal having been allowed, notwith-
standing the small amount at stake, on the ground that it in-
volved a question of general interost for brokers, the appel-
lant should hear the-costs of the appeal on both sides.

THE RISE IN CRUDIE OIl.

The independ ent: oil producers of Pennsylvania hive be-
came alarmed at the phenomenal +ise in the crude oil warket
and claim that the Standard 0il-Co. is forcing up the prices of
crude in order to push them out. The fact that refined -oil
is not advancing in proportion seems to justify their sus-
picions. The Standard Oil Co.'s agents ave certainly very
active ab present. Since the commencement of the month
1401 new wells have Leen drilled as against an ordinary
monthly average of 232 last year. The company is expend-
ing $6,000,000 in new work in all the fields. Men are at
work night and day, and derricks ave evected whevever there
are the least signs of oil; while the big monopoly’s agents
stand ready to buy wells und leases at prices the small pro-
ducers cannot touch. Hence the alarm of the independent
producers. They fear that unless they combine and do some-
thing they will be squeezed out. If is also announced that
the Standard will remove its northwestern distiibuting
plant from Chicago to a point on Lake Superior between
Duluth and Superior this spring. It is now building a line
of steamers especially constructed for carrying oil, and these
will go into service soon after the lake season opens. Trom
Duluth the oil will be distributed on the Pacilic coasl and to
Southern and Northern points.

A GRATIFYING EXHIBI.

The official examination of the New York Insurance De-
partinent into the affairsof the Mutual Reserve Fund Associa-
tion has resulted in a report which, in its entirety, is highly
complimentary to that instibution. While fault is found
with & few routine defails of no special importance, the
sound, financial character of the association are established
beyond all question. It is, as a matter of course, impossible
to operate a great enterprise of this nature, involving so
many trausactions, without developing some things that can
bo improved upon. It would be surprising if a thorough
and searching investigation of the character referred tv had
not brought to light some minor flaw, and the utual Re-
serve und has endured the ordeal better than might be ex-
pected from any other insurance concern now doing business
.nso large a scale, It is noteworthy that while in its annual

report the association claimoed a surplus of 3,276,180, the
official veport places it at $3,514,157., The superintendent
and examiners unite in stating that all proper claims against
the association are met in full, and that every claim in which
a full payment has not been made was of a character such as
tomake it the duty of the association to compromise the
same. Testimony is borne to the perfect system of xeeping
vouchers, and to the thoroughness and completeness which
attends the auditing and guarding of cash receipts.

THE NATIONAL BANKS.

The changes in the statements of the National bunks in the
leading cities of the United States since their last report to
the Comptroller on December 14, ave of the nafure usually
disclosed by the Mareh veports. There is no great change,
on the average, in the loans and discounts between the two
reports on Decomber 19 and Mareh 5, but March usually
shows smaller discounts than the December ov May reporls,
which precede and follow. The loans and discounts have, in
maost cases, refurned bo nearly the figures before the panicof
1893, but this does not indicate as favorablo a condition as
usually exists, becanse the growth of population and v .lume
of business in normal years usually results in a steady in-
creage from year to year. The following table gives the
loans and discounts of the banks of the leading cities on
May 4, 1893, before the outbreak of the panic, and at the
date of the last two reports to the Comptrollor of the Cur-
rency :

THE LATE MR. GEO. CHILDS.

One of the prominent figures in the wholesale grocery trade
in this city has passed away by the death of Mr. Geo, Childs in
hig T0th year. When the Wholesale Grocers’ Association was
formed somne years ago Mr. Childs was its first president, and he
was also for many years vice-president of the Dominion Grocers’
Guild, IIe was a member of the council of the Board of Trade,
who attended the funeral in a body, and for a number of years
was prominent in civie affairs. He was at onc time chairman of
the Finance and Ilealth committees and only retired from the
mayoralty contest owing to ill-health. He was & governor of
the Protestant House of Industry and Refuge and of the Western
Hospital, one of the founders of the Y.M.C.A,, in this city, and
represented the American Presbyterian Church, of which he was
senior deacon, on the Mount Royal Cemetery Trust. e leaves
four sons to revere his memory and mourn his Joss,
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PARLIAMENT OPENED.

The Lifth and last session of the prosonl parliamenf was
opened ab Ottawa yesterday with the usual imposing cere-
monies. The points wmost interesting lo the commereial
world in the Speech from the Throne were the announce-
ments that the Insolvency and Joinl Stock Ccmpanies Acts,
the amendments to the Tnsurance Act, the Dominion Lands
Act, and 2 bill relating to the Jand subsidy of the Canadian
Pacific, would De laid before the House, as well as the esti-
males for the year, Itis expected that the session will be a
short one and there are no issues hinted ab which have not
already beon fully discussed by the public.

"The result of the hye-slection in Antigonish came somewhat
as a surprise in this city, where it was not anticipated that
the majoriky of 227 by which the late Sir John Thompson
carried the seat would be converted into an adverse majority
of 114 by Hon. C. I*. Melsaac. Doubtless Mr. Mclsane was
well awaro of his prospects of snccess when he gave up aseat
in the local legislature and « position in the provincial min-
istry to contest the county ; but there are not wanting those
who point to his victory as an instance of the power that lies
lohind the crozier. The results in Haldimand and Vercheres
woro foregone conclusions, and in both constituencies it was
simply a question of majorities. 'The overwhelming vietory
of Dr. Montagne was only to be oxpecied, considering his
porsonal magnetism, his prestige as a cabinet minister, and

his excollent political organization, while Mr. (teolErion wa$
squally strongly enirenched al Vercheres.

TIHE BIMETALLIC CONFERENCE.

I, is pointed out by one of the leading writers on financial
topics in the United States that the bringing of the restora-
tion of silver as a monelary metal as a practical measure be-
foro the British and American commercial worlds will vesuli,
ab all ovonts in ono compensating advantage. It will compel
the advoentes of the silver standard to declave distinetly what
bhoy propose to do and why they propoese to do it. In this
connbry the line has already been tolerably well drawn, and
the demand of the silver men is, a5 we have sevn in Michigan,
Ohio, Tilinois, and the silver mining Stutes generally, for the
troo coinago of silver at the vatio of 16 to 1, thus cutting the
oxchangeable value of the present dollar in half and doubling
the prices of ail kinds of commodities. In Gueat Britain the
bimetallists, while they avow their purposes o increase
prieos, have not yel. committed themselves to any particular
ratio belweon gold and silver, but they will have to do so if
bimetallism is made, as they ave striving to have it made, a
party question. In both countries, however, as soon as the
politicians take up silver, its merits will no longer be dis-
cugsed, as they have been hitherto, from a historical and a
theovolical point of view, but with reference to what will ve-
sult, from adopting it as a standard of value. Voters will be
called upon to decide whether the law shall be invoked to
impair the obligation of contracts, or whether it shall con-
tinuo to enforce thom. The dispute will not be what has
boen done in years gone by, but what is going to be done
now, and whother dobts contracted according to the gold
standard ghall be paid in gold, or whether they shall bo dis-
charged by a payment in silver, of oune-third, one-half, or
somo obher fraction of their present value.

THE DOMINION COTTON CO.

T'ho voport presented at the annual general meeting of the
Dominion Cotton Mills Co., was more satisfactory than was
anficipated, and it is evident that the reduction of the divi-
dend to G per cent. por annum was merely a precautionary
measure, 'The neb earnings for the year were $326,000, or a
Little over 104 per cent. on the capital of $3,000,000, and the
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roport in other respeels was thoroughly satisfactory to the
sharcholders. 'L'he president, Mr, A. F. Gaunlt occupied the
chair and there were alzo present Messis. Jacques Grenier, R.
1. Gault, David Morrice, S. H. Ewing, J. 0. Villeneuve, C.

The
opening of a country of 400 millions of people, half again as
populous as Burope, cannot fail to greatly influence the trade
of the world. What sway Japan inay exercise over the great
ampire is & source of anxiefy to several of the leading Buro-
pean nations. Canada is advantageously situated in respect
of the great new market.

—J. B, Frrousos stavted a woollen mill at Innisville, Ont,, in
December, 1893, but in too small a way to leave him much pro-
spects of success. I'he competition of stronger firms, coupled
with dull trade, wiped out his slender means and he has been
forced to make an assignment.—Armstrong & Co,, a drygoods
firm of Goderich have assigned: C. B, Armstrong is understood
to be the only partner. He was manager of the Goderich branch
of R. C. Struthers & Co. of London and bought the business from
them about two years ago. His margin wuas a small one and
some losses arising from hisbeing burnt out at the commence-
ment of the month were sufficient to compel him to make an as-
signment.—Barsalon & Whitehall, plumbers of Brockville, have
assigned. DBursalon was in business alone for a number of years
until his failure about seven years ago. He then took in White-
hall, under the present style. TFor a while they did well, but
their means were light and when trade became dull they ran
behind.—G. I'. Moore, saloon keeper of this city, is offering 40
cents in the dollar, cash, on liabilities of about $700, He started
last summer with a partner under the style of Crevier & Moore;
but they soon separated and since then he has been alone.—E,
Hird, opened a tailoring shop originally at Nanaimo, B.C., where
he found it hard work to get wlong. About two years ago he
moved to New Westminster and, as ho has just made an assign-
ment, it i3 evident the change did not benefit him.—Jules Gend-
ron, baker of Sherbrooke, can ascribe his present assignment
principally to # lawsuit in which he Lecame involved and which
has eaten up his means, 1le owes about $7,000.—C. O'Brien,
shoe maker of this city, has assigned with liabilities of $8,200.
He started in business last summer on a limited capital and
scems to have tried to do a lavger business than his means war-
ranted—James Ardley, a grocer in a small way at Ottawa is of-
foring 50 cents in the dollar on liabilities of $800.—The creditors
of McDonunell and Darragh, general storekeepers of Lancaster,
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now considering offers on 6,000 barrels to beshipped next month.
At the mills the feeling seems to'be firmer than at distributing
points and consequently not much business is going that way.
There has been a very good export demand for white oil recently
Germany being the chief buyer of this grade, taking 1,000 barrels
during last week at 30c. The mills are getting move money for
their cake and meal, but they do not seem disposed to make any
concession on the price of oil because of this.

—Mgr. R. H. GouE, formerly, of London, Ont,, has entered suit
against Rev. D, A, Kolasinski and the oflicers of the Potish
Clinreh in Detroit for the sum of $2,500.  tle claims that in De-
cember 1893 he agreed to procure a loan ol $60,000 for the church.
This was to be secured by a mortgage, insured against fire, and
the eight oflicers were to take ont lifc insurance to the uextent of
$120,000 in a leading Canadian company; the premiums for ihe
first year to be deducted from the loan. He duly effected the
loan at 7 per cent. in January 1504, but the defendants refused to
carry out their promise in regard to the life insurance agreement,
For this reason, he claims, he has been damaged to the amount
of $2,500, $2,000 for time and labor spent in negotiations, and
$500 for expenses and time in going to Toronto to effect the loan
of $60,000.

—A. Dusois & Co,, boot and shee manufacturers of this city
held a meeting of their creditors on Tuesday last at which a
rough statement of their position was presented showing lizbilitics
of 6,840 and assets nominally worth $7,782, No steps were
taken pending further investigation of the estate. Dubois
started the present business in September 1884, His means then
were stnall 5 but he was a practieal man and gradually accumau.

Thirty minutes
later the drawee became bankrupt, and payment of the substi-
tuted check, when presented the same day, was refused, The

" drawee had no funds in the hands of the bank on which the sub-

stituted check was drawn,and there was no evidence that the check
il presented for payment within the thirty minutes would have
been paid. The court held that the taking of the substituted
check, and failure to present. it for payment within tho thirty
minutes, did not relieve the original drawer from liability, as it
in no way injured him. In the second case a check drawn on
bankers in Baltimore, dated Jan. 11, was received by the payee
Ly mail on the 12th, and forwarded by tl:e payee to its correspon-
dent in Philadelphia who received it on the 13th, and on the same ]
day sent it to its house in Baltimore, who received it on the 14th,
and presented it for payment by 1 o’clock of the same day. If
the check had been mailed by the payee on the 13th directly
to Baltimore, it would have rcached theve on the 14th. ITeld, that
the eheck was presented within a reasonable time, so as to render
he drawer liable thercon in casc of non-payment.

—I'me Weston Woollen Manufacturtng Co. (shoddy woollens,)
whose meeting of creditors was chronicled in our last issue, has
made assignment, The balance sheet shows liabilitics ol $244,023
made up as follows : Secured—Canada Permanent Loan &
Savings Co., $47,613 first mortgage real estate and plant; Union
Bank, $101,986, secured warehouse receipts including disputed
security 80,123, accounts §17,070, and second mortgage on real
estate and plant; Robert Carrie (secured by goods), §18,707; Milli-
champ, Coyle & Co. (partly secured by goods), $17,683; A. Boyd
& Sons (secured by goods), $5,258; unsecured wages and salaries,
$8,412; direct linbilities per list, §45,267. The assets claimed
amount to $332,164, showing 1 nominal surplus of $87,241; but of
this $219,607 is vepreseuted by real estate, plant and machinery,
invoiced at prime cost, and which would not fetch anything like
that price ata forced sale. The insolvent company was first in-
corporated in 1883 as the Oliver Wilby Co.,, the title by subse-
quent legislation being changed to the Weston Woollen Manu-
facturing Company. The capital stock is $250,000, and the pre-
sent directors are Messrs, Copeland, President; P. . Wilby,
Viee-President, and Oliver Wilby of Weeton, and James Gran-
ville and John I, Taylor of Toronto. The mills are at preseut
closed down, and there was not much hope held out that opera-
tions could be resumed. General depression in trade and keen
competition are given as the causes of failure.

—T'nE agricultural experiment station at Cornell University
claims to have discovered a method of utilizing the portion of fat
which escapes in the whey during the manufacture of cheese to
make butter, They have run the whey from the cheese-making’
regularly through the separators and have been successful in se-
curing a large proportion of the fat in the whey in the form of
commercial butter of good quality. The butter has been searcely
if any, inferior to that made from cream, separated from whole
milk, and it has been printed and sold in the same market with
the best butter. Full details of the experiments and their re-
sults are given. Good judges who have seen the two kinds side
by side have been in some cases unable to detect which was made
Irom whey and which from cream. In other cases slight in-
feriority in texture and flavor have been noticed in the whey but-
ter. That it is possible to make butter of good commercial
quality by the use of this methodis claimed to have been clearly
demonstrated.

Your dircctors have had before them 2,321 applications for a
total insurance of $8,681,550, Of these 2,218 for $3,469,650 were
approved; 98 for $152,000 were declined and five for
various reasons were deferred. Adding the revived
policies, which had been written off in previous years, and bonus

additions, the new business for the year was 2,248 policies for

$8,628,204 of insurance,

The total insurance in force at the close of the year was $25,-
455,342 under 16,625 policles on 14,667 lives,

The death claims for the year were light, being 93 deaths
under 107 policies, calling for a total insurance of $164,287.50.
TUnder a reinsurance this amount was reduced by the sum of §1,-
994.50, making the net claims $162,208. This is a striking evi-
dence of the care exercised in the selection and acceptance of
new business, and is a high compliment to our field staft.

The financial statements submitted herewith {ully exhibit the
position of the association on the 81st December last.

The auditors have continued to give close attention to their
duties, and have been thorough and prompt in their work, Their
report will be found appended hereto.

" Your directors are pleased to be able to state that the head of-
fige building is filling up very well, considering the effect of the
prevailing depression upon ail property of thekind. A consider-
able portion has been reuted during the past year and more
since the beginning of the present ycar.

The boot and
shoe men at their recent meeting did not
agree on a uniform scale of advanced
prices. There may be exceptions but
travellers are not expected to get abroad
before next month with fall samples. In-
dividual manufacturers have advanced
coarse lines 10 per cent-, and fine goods 5
per cent,

Marui Provucrs— A diversity of op-
infon stil exists as 1o the yield.  The
season, however, is late and reports are
not uneommon of recent large flows of sap,
so that some dealers are predicting an
average production. The square tin and
open wooden packages arc coming into
favor, in place of the round tin; but barrels
are retained for large quantities.
