T the Faithful in Christ Jesus, Members of the
Clurch of England in Cunada, G'reeting :

Your Chief Pastors hasten to make you pur-
takers of their joy in the Consolidation of our
(:hureh, now happily completed,

Ilitherto some of our Dioceses huve had the
opportunity of acting together in their Feclesi-
astical Provinees of Canada and Rupert's Land,
Others outside these two provinces have been

standing nlone, unable, by reason of their isola-
tion, to receive or to impart that additional
life and strength and energy which are found in
undon,

Consolidation:

Now, from East to Weat—from the Atlantic
to the Pacific—all are united in the General
Synod, which, through the good hand of our
(vod upon ue, has been constituted with the
hearty good will of all. Init, and through it
a1l our Dioceses are so bound together that they
can *take sweet counsel together” and speak
with one voice,

Some thirty years ago the Civil Provinces of

our country, so feeble in their isolution, were
consolidated under the one Government of tho
Dominion of Canada. The results of thal union
are familiar to us all. They foreshadow the
advantages which we muy look for from the
union of all our Dioceses under the General
Synod, .

The life and rights and powers of our Dioceses
will be just what they have been hitherto, ex-
cept that a deeper meuning and fresh energy
will be infused into them. For it is distinctly
luid down as a fandamental principle that,

“The General Synod shall not take away
from or interfere with, any rights, powers or
jurisdiction of any Diocesan Synsd within its
own territorial limits, as now held or exercised
by such Synod.”

Fundamental Principles.

Another fundamental principle is that the
(teneral Synod brings with it no change in the
existing system of Provincial Synods. The re-
tention or the abolition of the Provincial
Synods is left to each Province and the Dioceses
therein,

The first act of the Gieneral Synod was to set
forth the position of the Church of England in
Canada, in the one Holy Catholic and Apostolic
Church; the foundations of her faith, her wor-
ship and her discipline, and her determination
to maintain and transmit the same unimpuired.
We repeat this solemn declaration to you to-
day, and desire you to storeit up in your hearts
and minds.

Solemn Declaration.

In the Name of the Father, and of the Son,
and of the Holy Ghost, Amen.
We, the Bishops, together with the delegates

of the Clergy and Laity of the Church of ¥ng-
land, in the Dominion of Canada, now assembled
in tho first General Synmd, hereby make the
following solemn Declaration ;

We doclare this Church 1o be, and desivo that
it shall continue, in full communion with the
Church of England throughont the world as an
integral portion of the one body of Christ, com-
posed of churches, which, unitod under tho one
Divine Head, and in the tellowship of the one
Holy Catholic and Apostolic Chureh, hold the
one faith vevenled in Iloly Writ, and defined in
the Creeds ay muintained by the undivided
primitive Churchin the undisputed (Fenmenieal
Conneils ; receive the sume Canonieal Serip-
tures, of the Old and New Testnmonts, as con-
taining all things necessary to salvation ; teuch
the same word of God; partake of the sume
divinely ordained Sacraments, through the min-
istry of the saumu Ap stolic Orders, and worship
one Gl and Fuhber, throush the same Lord
Jesus Christ, by the same Holy and Divine
Spirit, who is given to them that believe Lo
guide them inwo all trath,  And wo are detor-
termined by the help of God to hold and muin-
tain the doctrine and Sacraments and discipline
of Christ as the Lord hath commuanded in 1lis
Ioly Word, and as the Chareh of Eugland hath
received and set forth in “ the Book of Common
“Prayer, and administration of the Sucraments
“and other rites and ceremonios of the Church,
“aceording to tho use of the Church of Ing-
“lund; together with the Psulter or Psalms of
“ David, pointed as thoy nre to be snid or sung
““in churches; and the form or manner of
“making or ordaining aada consecrating of
“ Bishops, Priests and Dencons ;™ and in the 39
articles of religion ; and to transmit the same
unimpaired Lo our posterity,

Definite Teaching.

The way to maintain and hand on the Gospel
of the Kingdom of God is to teach its truths
fully, definitely, clearly. All classes, educated
and uneducated alike, have suftored in the past,
and are suffering still, because there is 1 lack
of detiniteness, accuracy und depthin the teach-
ing afforded to them,

The lessons of the Catechism and the Prayer
Book'are not vague and misty. They are clear
und positive, like the fucts with which they are
concerned. Let all, both Clergy and Laity, sco
to it that these lessons are no mere sound of
words,

The History of the Church of Godin all its
dispensations, and especiull'y in the Cbristisn
era, ought to be familiar. The first planting,
the growth, and the continuity through the
conturies, of England’s branch of the Holy
Cutholic Church should be presented in frequent
lectures everywheore.

Religious Education.

Itis a great cneouragement to be assured
that there are indieations ot growing dissatisfuc-
tion in the community with the absonce of re-
ligious instruction from our public schools,

The General Synod hus put on record its
judgment that ** Religious teaching in our pub-
lic schools Is absolutely necessary in order to
fulfil the true purpose of education and to con-
serve the highest interests of the nation at
large.” Wo urge all who are willing to be

guided by us to use their influonce to hring the
educution and training of the young mto a truo
and close connection with the religion of our
Lord and Saviour Jesus Christ,

Until this is effected, paronts, sponsors and
pastors should he uncensing and porsistont in
thoir offorts to teach the youngall that s Chris-
tinn ought to know and beliove to his soul's
health,

Sunday Schools, Bible Clusses, Liocturos and
Public Catochizing in our churches may he
made offoctive means of imparting roligious in-
struction. Nothing, however, enn be” accom-
plishod in any of those wauys, either by the Cler-
gy or their lay-holpers, without intelligent,
painstaking, systematic, and porsistont oflorts,

The peried of proparation for Confirmation is
of ineatimable value,  Tho sorions thoughts to
which our young people are opon, in snticipa-
tion of thoir Confirmation and admission to
Holy Communion, and their desire to learn
what their position and priviloges and dutios us
Christinns are, afford to their parents nnd cler-
gy nn opportunity which is singular in its nd-
vantugos,

Lnstruction, however, is not overything., The
training of mind, heart and soul, the formation
of sound religious habits, the cstablishment of
spiritual character in every ono of our young
peuple, these demand the combined uncensing
influonce of home lif¢ and schaol lifo, of purents,
pastors and tonchers, of kindly lessons and wor-
thy oxamplos,

It iv not right that any part of tho child's
life should bo weparate from roligion, its influ-
enco und its lessons,

We repout it, 8o long as thore continues in
the schools of our country the grievous sever-
ance of education from roligion, parents, pas-
tors and sponsors must put forth special offorts
in every way open to thom, wo thut their chil-
dven may be virtuously brought up to lead a
godly und a Christian life.

Candidates for Holy Orders,

Next to the religious training and instruction
of the young, is the seloction nud the education
of suitable men for the work of the ministry.,

Our universities and theological schools are
doing excellent work, notwithstunding the hin-
drances which besot thom, through inndequato
ondowments and insuflicient support.

One fact, however, which will ¢all forth at
once your sympuathy and your co-operation,
weighs heavily ou our hearts, Very fow of the
sons of our wealthier families offer thomselves
for the sacroed ministry, They nre drawn away
by the hright prospoects of wonlth and advanco-
ment afforded by Lho seculur onterprisos which
abound in our young and growing country.

But this is not all  They are ropelled from
tho highest and noblest vocution in lifo by the
unworthy views of the Christian ministry,
which are frequently exprossed in their hesring,
cvon in Christian homes. Some shrink from
the indignities to which not au few of our clergy
are subjected by reuson of their poverty, You
are ceriuinly able to help us in this maiter,

We call upon you, then, most earnestly and
affectionately to see to it that your children
never hear in your homes anything which can
lead them to think lightly or unworthily of the
culling of u mininter of Jesus Christ.
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Take care, Lo, that you are doing all in your
power to provide a muintenance, not for your
own clergyman only, but for all the ministers
of the Church in your Diccese and in the mis-
sion field.

It were well for you and your children Lo un-
dorstand that © An unworldly church, an un-
worldly clergy, menns not a poor church, a
poverty stricken clergy. A poor, unprovided,
dependent clergy is scarcely able to be an un-
worldly one, and uccordingly cunnot betoken an
unwordly luity, A laity which breaks the bread
of it ministers into smuller fragments, and has
none of the divine power to multiply, works no
mirncle and has no honor.”

An Unworldly Church and Clergy.
“ Unworldliness is not empliness of garners,
but the right and noble uso of gurners filled by

God. An unworldly clergy is uot a clergy
without u world, but one which knows the workl
and uses and toaches man how to use the world
for God until it brings at last the whole workl
homeo to God,”

The Church exists for tho purpose of bring-
ing all men into union with God, through Jesus
Clrist, nnd teaching them to know and love and
sorve Ilim with their whole being. The moro
closely and complotely she is one inevery land,
tho grouter will be her power and cfficiency to
sceomplish this fav 1eaching object of her exis-
lence. '

Missionary Work.

Accordingly wo look for extended and more
offective missionary cflort as one of the bright-
ost nnd best results of tho Consolidation of the

Chureh of Lngland in Cnnadn,  Tho field,
which the General Synod opens up for direet
and promising lubor, is bright and hopeful be-
yond the ronch of man’s imaginings. 1t stretches
across this groat continent from shore o shore,
Millions in tho near future will plant their
homes over its plains,  The Lovd, who died for
all, hath laid it on us in Hiy Church that these
homes should, from their first establishment, be
hristian,

Beyond the Pacific Ocean there are millions
ol heathon who have been brought by rapid
stonmships within our roach.  They are nccoss-
ible to us, and our Church can now uet upon
thom and among them with combined foree and
onorgy.
heathen Indisns in tho Northwest of this Do-
wminion, who huve yet to be brought o the
congrogntion of Christ's flock.  There is also
large company of Christinn Indians, whose spir-
itual trnining has already boen undertaken by
our Church.

Wedo aftoctionately ask you all to realize
your opportunities and to rise up and meet
thom—rnot by one offort—but by porsistent
loving efforts from day to day, oftering freely
your sous and your daughters and your gifts of
wettlth for your Church's work,

1t rosts upon us ull togethor, and upon cach
one individually, to do all that in us lies, so that
«Christ may seo of the travail of His soul and
bo satistied.”

Many Christian bodies, separatod from ux,
are working by our side, somo in advance of us,
both in the toreign field and in the Dominion.
Wo yearn for union with thom.

Organic Unlon.

Tho General Synod has set forth the position
which the Church of England oceupies in her
desire to recover and restore, among all Chris-
tinn bodies, that organic unity which Christ
})rnyod might evor distinguish His Church, The
anguairo adoptod by tho General Synod is as
follows :

We dosire horoby to make it known that we
adopt and sot forth, as forming o basis for ne-
rotintion with any bodios of our separated
rothren, with a view to union, the following
articlos agreod upon by the Lambeth Confer-

Bosidoes thewo, there is 1 multitude of

ence, held in London in the year of our Lord
1888, viz. :

1. The Holy Seriptures of the Old and New
Testaments as containing all things necessary Lo
salvation, and a3 being the rule and ultimate
standard of faith,

2. The Apostles’ Creed us the baptimal sym-
hol, and the Nicene Croed us the sufticient state-

-ment of the Christian faith.

3. The two Sacranents ordained by Christ
Himself, Baptism and the Supper of tho Tord,
ministered with unfailing wse of Christ’s words
of institution and of the elements ordained by
{lim,

-k The Histore Episcopate, loeally adapted
in the methods of its administration (o the va-
rying needs of the nations and peoples called of
tiod into the unity of [is Church.

The Lord's Duy.

Foremost among the blessings of our heri-
tage, as Churchmen, is our Sunday. As a day
of rest, of worship, and of religions teaching it
has been generally observed and fairly appre-
cinted amongst us.  Of late years, however, u
growing laxity, which threatens to impair its
sucred character, has been observed. This ten-
dency cannot be too strenuously withstood.
The * Lord’s Day ™ has brought priceless bless
ings to England and her colonies. We exhort
you, brethren, to guard with a jealous eye and
resolved spirit those precious privileges of rest,
of worship und ot religions instruction, which
all invasions of the Sunday are certuin to
diminish,

The lurger obligations laid upon us at this
time in the wider tield opened by the Consolida-
tiun of our Church are bound up with onr joy
—which is yours a8 mneh as ours—and we bid
you face with a good courage and firm resolve
the claims of our new position, co-extensive with
the Dominion of Canada,

Brothron, we commend you to God and the
word of His Grace, which is able to builil you
up.

RURAT: MISSIONS,

Bisior GRarToN's INteEREsTING PAPER AT THE
Misstoxary Couxcir, ar Cicaao,

The subject assigned mo is “ Rur: 1 Missions,”
or churches and work in small towns, 1 pre-
sume one reason for my sclection is, that my
Diogeso has no large towns tnit. There are but
two having over 20,000 inhabitants ; a few have
from 10,000 to 14,000, and the rest are much
smallor places, springing up in lumber regions,
the mining distriet and along the lakes, with
the magic of western growth and development,

Tho marked peculiarity of the Diocese and
which makes the progress of the Church both
interesting and difficult, is that it contains :
greator vaviety of nationalities than any other
in the United States, 75 per cent. ot the popu

lation being of foreign birth or parentage:
Frenchmen, Germans, Belgians, Swedes, Nor-
wegians, Danes, Hollanders, Pollacks, Cana-
dians, Welsh, Bohemians, and a few Russians,
PFinns and even Icelanders, are resident here,
besides om own Indians, the Oneidas, Chippe-
was, Menominees, Winnebagoes and Potowato-
nies,’

Divine Providence seems to have brought the
representatives of the Western Hemisphere
together to be moulded by Anglo-Saxon free
institutions, and cateh the spirit of” Anglo-Saxon
Christianity, They have now their ruce and
national wutipathies.  They have inherited the
cultivated religious animosities; as well as the
strong veligious convictions and attachments to
their respective creeds.  But if our Church ix
what it clains to be—Apostolic in her govern-
ment and descent ; Catholic in her doctrine,
alive with all the wisdom of the pust, possessed
oit all sacramental endowments for porsonal
sanctification, fitled with an enthusiasm for
humanity, and the Master's sympathy for all
its needs and sufferings in its progressive devel-
opment known by those who have most fully
tested her supernatural powers to be the best
embodiment of the living Christ, she has o mis-
sion lo every class and every nationality, This
then, is my tirst point, Our Church is nnt 1
be « mission to a small number of Episcopalinune
who have migrated from the east, but wherever
found must be a mission to the whole popula-
tion of any place, no matter what may be their
nationality or what may be their existing form
ol taith,

New Praces or Wonk,

In the selection of new places of work no
Bishop has much ditliculty of discovering them.
Ilv is only embarrassed by the multitude of
available places pressed on him. The Archdea-
con or his General Missionary, or the Board of
Missions or his Clergy, who are possessed of an
aggressive  missionary spirit, are constantly
bringing before him the advaniages of oveeapy-
ing some new field of labor. Towns quickly
rise’in the west, and sometimes, us in mining
and lumber districts, as quickly decline. A
bishop must watch tho growth of these places,
the character of' their population, and cousider,
before undertuking any worlk, where it is most
likely to be permunent, In my own Diocese,
whichis as large at Massachusotts, New [Iamyp-
shire und Vermont together, I am in a large
region of territory as much on the frouticr of
civilization as any of my brethren west of the
Mississippi.  And what 1 would say to the
laity for them and myself, is the jurportance of
enabling the Church in these now regions, to get
there, and to get there early. In new places, and
under the excitement of Lown extension, many
belonging 10 no religious body are willing to
unite thomselves with the first religions enter-
prise inaugurated, and many others are quite
willing 10 pool their religious diflerences in the
first place of worship vpened,  After a number
of our modern Christian seets have entered o
town, the sharp competition for members, self-
proservation leads them, in spite of their better
and more liberal ympulses, to combine ngainst
any new-comer, It is one of the miserable con-
ditions of our divided Christianity. Now money
can be made to go in planning new churches,
three times as far here in the west, as in the
cast. .And in this time when all Christendom
i3 rousing itselt with unwonted devotion to
missionary work, our own Church must not lag
behind. Get carly upon every mission field
that is open.  Opportunity yet lingers near our
Church. But she is a goddess with veiled face
and winged feet. Her face is veiled beeause
men so often fail to discern her. Her feet arc
winged beeause she so quickly takes her flight,

HOW TO START A MISSION,

Thoere are usually to be found a few Church

people in every place, who can only be discov-
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ered by careful inquiry and visiting; but if it
should turn out that only ome such could be
tound, it would be no ground for discourage-
ment, I have known a successtul Mission to
start from a8 small a beginning. Awaken in-
terest by meotiogs in the homes of the people,
and then not only by outlining your plan of
operations and inviting co-operation, but always
by some spiritual ingtruction and prayer. Ob-
tain a hall or store or the loan ot once of the
buildings belonging to some of the denomina-
tions, I have frequently used places of wor-
ship of the Baptists, Lutherans, and of our
spiritual first cousins, the Methodists. 1t is
better, except for an oceasionul service, to take
u hall or union meeting houre which can be

used regularly, for by a few simple picces of

Church furniture and by temporary and re-
movable hangings for the walls, and by an altar
which can be go constructed us to fold up and
put away, and with the appropriate ornaments
of the symbol of salvation and a dossal hung
against the wall or extended on a frame, quite
u Churchly appearance can in a very short time
be given to an apartment. The roughor the
people and the less accustomed to our rervices
they are, tho more these properties of worship
are appreciated. They look for something dif-
ferent from what they rce clsewhere. But the
contents of the Church’s net is of every kind
and sort, and she must consider the smaller and
inherited prejudices of her own people in hoer
ritunlism.  In a Canadian Orange pupulation,
or in a congregation
castern-bred lipiscopalians, it would not be ad-
visable to puc eandlesticks on the altar, but
where thero are many Roman Catholics or
stnunch Protestant Lutherans, it would not be
wlvisable to omit the symbols, which to their
minds are so connected with Christian worship
a8 1o male their absence suggestive of a disin-
herited Church and a rationalizing and decay-
ing faith. We have lost at times quite a num-
her of persons who joined for a scuson by the
bareness of our ceremonial and lack of congre-
wational singing.  Begin as you mean to go on,
Don’t be afraid of ¢ynical claptrap about cleri-
cal millinery. An officer is never ashamed of
his uniform or the dress parude that does honor
to the flag,

A great use may also be made of Church
tracts, which should be largely distvibuted.
Lieafllets may be used temporarily in the ser-
vice bnt the Prayer Book is ko excellent & mis-
sionary that as soon as possible it should be
introduced. These are small matters, yet suc-
cess in every enterprise largely depends upon
perfection of its details. But what I venture
to urge under this head is the importance of not
starting the Mission until provision is made for
maintaining the services with regularity. And
for this end we need to utilize the luity more
targely. The Church neceds not only lay read-
ers, but a body of Iay workers, Sisters, like
the Missionary Sisters of the Iloly Nutivity and
also of men who will give themselves for a term
of years or for life to the Church’s service in
planting Missions and in working along with
the Clergy, who will assume no monastic dress
nor seek the revival of n medieval order, but
who will be men along with men, who will re-
side with the Missionaries. assist in the service,
take charge perhaps ot the music, teach in the
Sunday-schools, and be licensed to act as Lay
Readers. It is through the instrumentality of
lives consecrated in reliance on Christ's promise
(St Matt, xix, 12) that the Jezebel of worldli-
ness will be cast out of the windows of the
Church. It is through the aid of lives laid down
in the spirit of that brave and loyal soul Uriah (2
Sam, xi. 11) that the battle of the Lord will be
carried on to vietory. Oh! men and women in
this agonizing erisis of the Church's need will
you not hear Christ call unto you for a complete
surrender to His service. He speaks to you
from the cross and says: “ This I have done for
thee,” what hast thou done for me ?

How 10 Work a Misston,

With ax little machinery us possible and with
such as ixin union with the whole Chureh like
the organization of the Woman's Auxiliary, or
St. Andrew's  Brotherhood,  From the start
teach the people while working for self to work
for others, Distribute and get them to read
the ** Spirit of' Missions,”

In the raising of funds for the Mission, resort
nsually is had to methods some mignt deem
unchurchly, such as fairs, concerts: but the
opponents of these methods forget that in new
places, while the wives have little money
of their own to spend, their. husbands do not
object to their wiving of their time and labor,
and from their home supplies, and there iy no
other practical way of their assisting in the
finunces. ’ . . . .

In working a Mission a Boys' Club, or a fort-
nightly evening club for men, may bo found
useful,  For the Church must show her interost
i all elasses, tud brivg Christinnity into every
distriet of home life. But the point about
working any Mission is this, that the suceess to
be sought, worked and prayed for, is spirvitual
suceess, winning souls to Christ and  building
them up in the Lovd, A deep evangelical spirit
must run through all the work and touch every
part of it [firis to attain that best success
that eannot be invoked or weighol or pnt in
statisties, hot i= known alone to God,

On Thursday, July
27, 1843, the Right Rev. F. R. Nixon, DD,
was installed in St. David’s church, in Hoburt
Town, in the same Episcopal chair to .wlnch ho
had been Jed after his consecration in West-
minster Abbey on St. Bartholomew's Day, 1842,

TYENDINAGA,
Mouawk MissioN,—The first church, a small
woodon one, was erected in 1787 ; it was served

for many years by a native catechist, with
occasional visits from the Rev, Dr. John Stuart,
rector of Kingston, who had been appoinied to
the Mohawk Mi~sion at Fort Hunter, N. Y, in
1770, by tho Society for the Propagation of the
Gospel in foreign parts, and preceded his flock
to Cataraqui,now Kingston in 1783. The rectors
of Bath, Adolphustown, Picton, and Belleville,
sometimes officiated in the Mohawk chureh,

In March, 1831, the first resident clergyman,
the Rev, Sultern Givens, was appointed mission-
ary to the Mohawks, and rector of Richmond ;
visiting and holding church sorvices in the houses
of many of the early settlers in the then dix-
triets of Vigtoria and Midland. The Mohawk
parish was the parent from which have sprung
many of the parishos in the surrounding country,
in all of which the memory of the Rev. 5,
zivens is revered.

Cannift vays of the original Mohawk church:
Having served its purpose, and being in a state
of decay, it was deemed necossary to have erect-
et o new and more substantial building, The
Mohawks consequently held a council at which
chief Powles Claus made the following speech,
after having all the ways and means discussed :
“ [f we attempt to build the church by ourselves
it will never be done; let us therefore ask our
Father, the Governor, to build it for us, and it
will be done at onee” Reference was herce
made not to the necessary funds, for they were
to be derived from the sale of Indian lands, but
{o the experience requisito to earry out this pro-
ject.  Sir Charles Bagot, the Governor, was uc-
cordingly petitioned ; the petition was granted,
and the corner stone of the present handsome
edifice was Inid 1n May, 1843, by Samuel Peter
Jurvis, chiof superintendent of India affairs in
Canada, assisted by the venerablo Geo. O'Kill
Stuart, Archdeacon of Kingston; the Rev, S,
Givens, rector of the purish ; the Rev. W. Mac-
auley, vector of Picton, and the Rev. Job
Deacon, rector of Adolphastown.

This being the 50th year since the church was
erceted, was deemed an appropriate time to re-
novate the interior, and give it & more bright
and churchly appearance ; accordingly a re-
quest was made to the Indian Council for a grant.
This with the proceeds of a jubilee picnic made
the requisite repairs,

While the improvements were talked of the
missionary volunteered to raise money to place
an altar in the chancel in memory of the lev.
Saltern Givins, first tector of the Q;\x'ish. He
accordingly with the asgsistance of Mrs, Finlay-
son, of Descronto, & warm friend of Mr. Givins,
solicited subscriptions from persons of all creeds,
who responded cheerfully. .

The young people of the parish, dotermined
to have u share in the work, organized a Guild
with Miss Sophia Anderson as president, and
worked with a will to assist the venerable
Rector in what was his dearest wish—to have 4
real altar in the church in which he had
ministered for so many years, That work is
completed, and we all thank God forit. Old
Christ church, Tyendinaga, now looks clean,
bright und churchly ; it has, too an altar and
reredos, of which any church in the Diocese of
Ontario may be proud. There aro still curtains
and lectern hangings to be procured, but the
Guild, encouraged by what they assisted in ac-
complishing, will not cease to work for the
church.

The design and workmanship of the altar
and reredos reflect great credit upon the
mechanics of the Rath%urn Coy's sash factory,
where it was manufiactured.

At the base of thoaltar, which is of beautiful-
Iy grained butternut wood, in the inscription,
“In memory of the Rev. S. Givins, first rector
of this parish, 1831-1850."—.Napanee Beaver.

Committee for o wise distribotion of its funds.
And our King's Daughters, who are not the less
ready todo their part for the heathen abrowd
beeause they do so much for the sick and suffer-
ing ab hoine. Buu to-night we ought to learn
sontething of what this dear young Band has
been steadily and perseveringly doing for the
st seven or eight years,  They have, 1 know,
helped missions in Algoma and the North-west,
sending contributions in- money as well as big
hales of warm clothing from time to time. They
have taken their full share in the support of Lhe
fady  missionaries in Japan, and Omoksene in
the Diveese of Suskatchewnn,  They have sent
gifts conjointly with those of the Ministering
Children's League to Muskoka ; and when there
was a special  plew made on behalf of Algony,
many of the young peaple luid by 1 cent a day,
o that this band might have a gift 10 offer as
their thank offering for CGod's blessing on their

But to whom did Jacoh pay his tithes?  We
don't know, Certainly not to the priesthood,
for he was himself the only priest of his tamily,
and he surely did not pay tithes to himszelf. To
say so would be to make a morkery of his
awtinlly solemn vow.

Again, seeing how deeply mysterious a Being
was Melehisadee to whom A braham paid tithes,
we cannot suppose that Melehisudee, though he
was the Great High Priest as well as King, was
supported by the things which Abraham aml
others gave hin,

So we see the primary object was not tosup-
ply neessary funds, though we are all the more
amazed al the wisdom of GOD in finding =0
alovions 1 use tor the funds thus veligionsly
provided,

Thenwhat was the primary object of its in-
~titntion but to attord 1o man @ practieal way
by which to acknowledge that all he receives
comres from GOD, and that all he possesses be-
Jongs to GOD, Whe in giving them holds him
responsible tor their use as His steward.

This latter truth we all admit, Buat, ob!

ST. ANDREW'S DAY,

This Apostle was born in Bethsaida, and was
brother to St Peter, though whether older or
younger has not heen determined ; the woight
o anthority is in favor of his being younger
than the Prinee of the Apostles,

On the division of the world among the
Apostles, St Andrew had Seythia and  the
neighboring countries assignad to him s his
provinee,

Having traversed Thrace,  Muacedonia and
Thessaly, he passed into Aeahin, and camo to
Patrae, o city of the last mentioned province.

Frens, Proconsul of Achain, came at this
(ime to Patrae, where, observing that multi-
tudes had abandoned  Paganiam, and had em-
braced Christinnity, ho endenvored by all arts,
hoth of fvor and eruelty, to recovor the poople
1o their former wolutries; he called the Apostle
before him, and deriled him as aninnovator in
religion, a propagator of that superstition
whose Author the Jews had infamously pul o
death an a Gross,

Upon this, 81, Andrew took oceasion Lo re.
hearse the indinite love and kindness of our
Lanwl, who eame into the world to purchuso the
sulvation of mankind, and for that; he did not
disduin to die upon the Tree. Whoercapon tho
Proconsul veplied that St Andeew might per-
~ade those who wonld balieve hiw but, for
his part, unless he wis oheyed by the Apostle’s
doing savritice to the deities of the Fupire, he
would eunse him to sutler npon that Cross
which he had so murh extolled and mugnified,
St Andrew replied that he did saerilice every
dav 1o Gap, the ouly True and Omuipotent

eing—not with incense and bloody offerings,
bt in the Sacrifice of the Tmaculato Lol of
God, Upon this the Apostle was remanded to
prison, at which the people wore so enragel
that they woubd have hroleen out into & mutiny
had not hie restenined them, persunding them to
imitate the mildness and patience of our meck
and hamble Saviour, and not tc hinder him
from that erown of martyrdom that now awaited
him.

St. Andrew expired on the st day of Nov-
ember, but in what year is uncertain, The jn-
strurent of his martyrdom seems Lo huve been
somewhat peculiae, wul iy generally aflirmed to
have been a eross decussate, heing formoed of
two picces of timber vrossing one anothor in tho
form of the letter X, 1 form of a cross which
Liws become known by his nawme.—=Parish (fuide,

And so it
strotches on through the Christmas festival, the
Kpiphany evidencoes of our Lord’s Divinity, the
Lenten sorrow for sin, the shadow of the Cross,
tho gloom of the grave, the Kuster triumph, the

the Glory of Olivet, the Pentecostal effusion of

Holy Ghost, the establishment of the Church
as an historie and porpetual organization on
ourth, the fostival of Trinity and the nocessary
Prinitarinn concoption ol true Christianity, it-
goll followed by the long reason boaring this
name and devoted to pracueal teachings in the
dutios of every-dny religion. In this annual
vound, how true it is, that—

Dwern upon tho thought of Advent as a
groat reality. 1t is an articlo of the Creed. It
is n truth that was once most intimately con-
nocted  with that corner-stone of primitive
prouching — the  Resurrcction. Now it has
almost disappeared from Christian thought, and
cortninly is nover heard in many pulpits,  Yet
it ono will tako the trouble to exaumine the
cpistlos of the Now Testamont it will bo sur-
prising to sce the prominenco of that teaching
of the Yiord's veturn. It will be an instructive
study to note how very markedly our Lord
dwelt upon the same in Iis parables and dis-
coursus,  Out of thirty parabies at least ton are
jote or loss concor od with the idea of Advent,
and theso are : mony: the wost noted ones.  Of
tho set discour osi. whicl the tenching is most

direct and positive, there are not a few. Yet
this doctrine has been pushed to one side, ex-
pluined away, even denied in public teachings,
without seemingly a suspicion that it belongs
to the very essence of New Testamont Serip-
ture, Of course, scientific rationalism denies
it. Having disposed of the beginning of the
world, to be consistent it must drop all belief in
the ending of the sume.—Selected.

Frox time to time obscuve and evanescent
sects, founded by illiterate men, much bewil-
dered from pouring over the prophecies, Tevive
the thought of Advent, only to fall into the
specinl error the Lord warned against—rviz,
the fixing of the day and hour. This, no doubt,
has led to the distaste with which some, who
should know better, view the idea of Advent.
But errors of all sorts should not be suffered to
obscure any vital truth of Rovelation, Weo bid
our readers strive for themselves to sec what
(tod’s Word declares, and to clear that away
from all speculations of men  For the Lord’s
own solemn and affectionate Word bids his
chosen to ““ Watceh "3 “Tiest coming suddenly
ILe find them sleeping.”

ThE coming in of cneh Advent soason wil-
nesres to some great and decided advance to-
wards the second coming, in His glory, of the
man Christ Jesus. The religious observer can-
not fuil to recognize this progress yoar by year,
though to tho purely secular mind it may not
be evident,  Thai che kingdom of God cometh
not with observation is a truth that is enforeed
by the failure ol every attempt that has been
made to predict the times and the scasons of
the coming of the Judge; and yet nothing is
more evident than the fact thut His way is pre
paring, and that each year marks more
fully some progress definitely and clearly
made in that work of prepuration. The
note of preparation is not always whal the
world calls a  roligious one—it is often
indeed gonerally, what is regurded ax entirely
socular.  BEvery advance in civilizution, every
stop towards the botterment of the human race,
whether in knowledge, in matorinl welfure, or
in spiritual advancoment, is a sign ot the Com-
ing Lord, and that the promise of Iis Coming
iy sure.

The day of Christ's appearance is not to be
determined by the fanciful intorpretation of
detached texts of Seripture, He Himsell has
snid that it is not for human minds to know the
times and tho seasons, which the Father has
put in His own power. The tulilment of pro-
phecy is not a thing that can be forced by any
such proceeding as was recently seen in the for-
mation of a railroad company with the design
of hastening the fulfilment ot a prophecy which
the projectors chose to intorprot as declaring
that n railroad should run through Palestine.
But in the events of the worid’s history can be
scen each year how surely and stoadily God s
bringing on the day of the coming ot the Son
of Man. Even in the event of a short time
since, when the American world witnessed the
establishment of a unitorm standard of time,
though apparently u thoroughly secular event,
and dovised for tho benetit of “purely commer-
cial interests, marked an era in the history of
the human race that will one day be recognized
as having an tmportant boaring on the prepara-
tion of the world to meet the Lord at His
coming,

The world does move, and it moves onward
in that ono direction, though men may think
but little of it. The Church of Christ is the
groat instrumeutality which lle has ordained
for the bringing in of Ilis kingdom, and yet the
groatost triumphs of that Church are notalways

those that are most patont to human sight,
The Holy Spirit prepared tho way for the first
Advent of the Savipur in a manner that the
devout student of history can easily recognize
now, but of which the nations of the earth,
seeking only their own material advancement,
wore absolutely unconscious. And when the
fuln.ess of the time was come, the Anointed One
appeared, to be the Saviour of the world, And
50 it 18 to day. The Holy Spirit is doing the
same work ; in the Church sanctifying the peo-
ple of God, and uniting them with Christ; and
in the world preparing the way for that Church,
*“ tho Saints of the Most High God,” to tuke
the kingdom, and go forth to meet the King
when He shall come again,

The Advent thought is full of hope to the
Christian, even when he looks upon the world
as it now is, There is no advance, no real for-
ward step in the history of mankind, that ix
purely secular and without its important bear-
ing upon the advancemont of Cbrist’s kingdom.
The Holy Ghost has His active objective work
in the world as wellas in the Church and He is
performing it, The progress of thought, the
advance of physical scienze, the great strides
that civilization is making throughout the
world through the levelling instrumentality of
commerce, and the wonderful developments of
human intellect and intelligence, are as much
His work as the great progress which the
Church of Cnrist is making in the world. And
it is for the same ond, the preparation of the
world for the Coming of its Lord,

It is the hopefnl mind, looking cagerly for
the Master's approach, that is quick to discern
tho evidence that He gives of His drawing nigh.
It was in the durkest days of persecution thal
the aged Apostle saw the glory of the coming
Suviour, and uttered that hopoful prayer,
“ lven so, come Tword Jesus,” There i3 no
cause for doubt or fenr in the mind of the
Church’s children to-day. On every side is
seon ‘“the promise of Mis coming.”—The
Churchman.

PROPORTION OF THE FAITH.

The beginning of u new Christian yeur brings
with it the inquiry whether any onc of the
great facts concerning the Christ are lost sight
of. The Christian religion is historical as much
as it i3 doctrinal, The two great creeds arc
almost wholly occupied with statements of his-
torical facts. Itis on those facts that men’s
faith may depewl.  Ltis on the right holding of
those facts that a right faith depends. No
one of them must be held to the exclusion of

another.

Therein lies & great comfort, Faets remain.
They cannot be misunderstood. Doctrines may
be perverted. The language of doctrinal state-
ments may change its meaning, and so their
meaning may be changed. But no man nced
ever forget events, or misunderstand them.

So the Church has handed down through all
her centuries the fucts of -the Saviour’s birth
and life and death, His resurrection and ascen-
sion, His sitting at the right hand of the
Father, and the assertion of His coming again,
in fature time,

These great facts do not contradict each
other. They fill up and round out the Gospel
of salvation,” They are all, too, essential, and
i any one loscs sight of a single one of them
all, his faith becomes disproportioned. ‘

“ Rnowing the time,”—Rom, xiii,, 11

I.—The keynote of this first Sunday of the
Christian year is struck by the Bpistle, of which
the Collect is an echo.  * The night is far spent,
the day is at hand : let us therofore cast off'the
wark of darkness and put on the punoply of
light.” 1t must be observed that Advent looks
forward to the whole of the manifestation of the
Incurnate Son of God : The Word made Flesh ;
for it presonis in frequent contrast the ideas of
the First Coming ot the Lord, which inaugur-
ates the mediatorial kingdom, and the Second
Coming, which closes it. Advent, thercfore,
docs not  breathe the spirit of unmixed
Christmas joy and thankfulness, but dwells
much on the thoughts of the GreaT JUbGMENT,
and therefore on man’s sin and its awful conse-
suences, The Advent call is to awakening out
of indifference and sinin the face of the fuct that
the dawn of the Second Advent is a yeuar noarer
o each of us, The Epistle proper begins at
verse 11, with  And that knowing the time,”

II.—The time of our mortal life is here com-
pared to the night, s being u period of imper-
feel knowledge and happiness during which we
have need to take heed to our walk, “Ifa man
walk in the night hestunibleth,” St. John xi, 10.
With the heathen this life was everything. All
heyond was dark and cheerless. The grave
hounded the horizon of human hope before
Christ came.  To the Christian, even with all
the Dlessings and light which are his in this
lite, it is but as the night compured with the
ulory and freedom from feur, and the joy of the
new life in God beyond the grave, when * the
light of the moon shall be as the light of' the
sun, and the light of the sun shall be sevenfold
as the light of seven days, in the day that the
Lord bindeth up tho breach of His people and
healeth the stroke of their wound,” Isa, xxx,
25, That day is the day of salvation for the
believer, *‘Now is our salvation nearer than
when we believed.,” Then all doubts will be
cleared up, all difficulties solved, all wrongs
righted, all’ mistakes rectified in the dawn of
the true life and immortality brought to light
by Jesus Christ. “Sleep,” —the condition of

It
contains the cuneiform text of the Chuldeans
account of the Deluge, as restored by Profeswor
Puu] Haupt, The text is based on  thirleen
fragments, which were found during the British
excavations in the valley of the Kuphratos und
Tigris and are now preserved in the Depart-
ment of Orientul Autiquitios at the British
Museum, London.

Mission to the Assyrian Christinns,
he was oqually intorested, and he
guvo practical proof of the catholi-
city of his Missionary spirit by the
orection in the parish church in
which ho hnd officiated for fitty years
of & momorial window, wherein he
had commemoratod the martyrdom
of two distinguished representatives
of the two great Chureh  Missionary
Societics, viz, : Bishop Patteson and
Bishop Hannington ; and in his own
fumily worship he vogularly prayed,
not only for those who were in the
Mission, but for those travelling by
land or by wator to thoscene of their

Inbors. Dangers by sea did overtake
some who had been his visitors, and
in the hour of peril one is recorded
to have said to another, ¢ Be of good
cheer ; one family in Iingland at least
will be praying for us,” His house
was ever the hespitable home of the
deputations, and his carriages and
horser were always ungrudgingly
placed at their disposal. The an-
nouncerent of his death will be read
by many a missionary abroad, and
