Imagine o tall, erect and perfectly propor-
tioned stately figure, clad in a Catholic Arch-
bishop’s robes, a face handsome, fresh, frank,
determined and genial, and you have the out-
lines of a picture for Dr. Thomas W. Croke,
the tamous Archbishop of Cashel, a man fir
many years endeared to the people, not only
of his own diocess, but of all Ireland, because
ks love of country followed closely after
Yis love of the Almighty, and bucause he was
rever afraid to brave his soperiors and his
Government for the bemefit of those who
looked to him for advice. Many have wond-
ored how Parnell—cold, methodical, nnmag-
netic; alike ignorant of and untouched by the
poetry, the battles, the heroes and adventures
by flcod and field which fill the pages of Irish
istory and appeal so strongly to Irish im-
agination—could ever have found 8o wara a
place in the breasts of his countrymen. The
man whom all Ireland would have selected

for & leader is their favorite Archbishop,
fitted by natore and  edmcation to
direct the people, to control their pas-
sfons while arousing them to energy and ac-
tion, and to appeal to their noblest feelinge.
Tipperary has been a national county a8 long
back ag living memory can travel. The late
John B, Dillon, a rebel of ’48, was its proud
representative ; the present John Dillon is a
ufighting” member, and has given his liberty
for bis opinions ; P. J.8myth, another rebel of
48, is Dillon's fellow member. What won-
der, then, that Tipperary has an Archbishop
in sympatby with its people, and what
could be Dbetter in the interests of
kumanity than that an ardent populace
should be led and controlled by
one in whom they have absclute con-
fidlence, but who knows that the national
cauge may best be served by peaceful means?
In the present crisis he has sprung to a
power perhaps possessed befors, but not be—
fore so fully recognized, and he skilfully
checked a rising storm of violence without
sacrificiny the affections of the people nor yet
commending himeself to the praise of English
authorities—to do which may be considercd
tke unpardonable gin in Ireland—axnd it is to
him equally with Parnell that the people
:;mk at present for wuidance and instruc-
on.,

A POPULAR WELCOME,

When I arrived in the south of Irelanda
{ew weeks ago 1 found his name on every
tongue; all his movements were topics oi
public interest. At Tipperary, when going
to a great public demonstration, I followed in
his track and found the roadways erched at
{ntervals for miles with floral emblems of de-
votion to bim, the trees hung with mottoes
of welcome, and flowers strewn along his
path, which was lined by thousands of
cheering people. Wherever I went nothing
tonld exceed his popularity, no character in
mance was ever the hero of more incidents
creditable alike to head and beart. Sparred
by curiosity I ventured to visit Thurles, the
8sat of the Archbisbops of Cashbel, & Sunday
or two since, and finding a crowd making its
way to # The Palace,” ag the residences of the
Bishops of lreland are somewhat tancifully
<alled, I followed in its wake and soon found
mysel! on o velvety lawn before a houss
which, if not actuslly a palace, is a large,
beautiful and exceedingly comfortable
mansion. I found the Archbishop addressing
the people, who turmed cut to be
4 deputation jrom Waterford, and
they had been presenting him with an address
which testified to thelr devotion to him and
to their approval of his recent actions.
After they had gone His Grace treated me
cordially and invited me Into the house, the
interfor of which offered numerous evidences
of the tasteg, the travels and the popularity of
1ts occupant. It was replete with every com.-
fort, the tables covered with books and the
walls with rare pictures. The numerous
Iluminated addresses from town corporations
and_ socleties are an interesting feature of the
dining room, aud curiosities characterlstic of
Australia, New Zenland, Fijl and the Con-
tinent ars in every room. Perhapsthe impor.
tation most highly valued in the palace at
Thurles is & restless, scared looking little dog
from the Fiji Islands, which accompanies the
Archbishop wherever he goes, will take his
dinser from no other hand and goes frequently
to church, where he is as quiet a8 a monk.

you any objection to telling me
your age, My Lord?" asked this bold in-
dividunl. T have, sir,” replied the Arch.
bishop with mock severity ; «the next thing
I know you may be asking me what my in-
come is,” I can, however, safely hazard this
much. If Dr. Croke be sixty time has dealt
kindly with him. If he be forty.eight he
bears his honors and his youth with the dig-
nity and seriousness of one much older. His
hair is just tinged with silver, his blue eyes
are briglt and piercing, bis face bas not a
mark of age, his step is firm and the grip of
his band warm and earnest.

From this time I had several opportunities
of conversing with his Lordship, and found
him a remarkably entertaining and fascina-
ting talker, with onginal ideas nnd oasy,
graceinl ways of expressing them, He has
traveiled more than most men, seen many
countries and many great men. Combining
the experience gained by education and many
years residence in one of the oldest civiliza-
tions—Italy—with several years’ life in one of
the newest—New Zesland—his mind is natur-
ally broad, 1iberal and nnbiassed. Heis fond
of the impressive ceremonisl displaysin the
conduct of the service of his Church,
and I could almost believe I was in some
old Romish or Parisian Church at even-
tide when I wandered into the aisles
of the really megnlificent Thurles Cathedral,
saw the kneeling multitude by the dim lights
around the far off allar, heard the low chant-
ing words of the priest and then the slow,
sweet music of the organ. Yet the Arch-
bishop is awake to every New World idea, is
progressive, and even democratic, He has
in his travels besn a close observer. He likes
to talk over his experience in various parts of
the world. His memory of places is remark-
able, and even to the details of streete and
names of minor people he i8 never at a Joss,
He remembers with pleasure his visit to the
United States, and particularly to New York
snd San Francisco, and bas many stories,
gerious and amusing, illustrative of American
character and of the unbounded hospitality
he met with there.

POLITICAL ATTITUDE,

The attitude of Archbishop Croke has
during the ptogress of the land agitation been
noteworthy and creditable alike to his prin-
ciples and good gense, though to be sure he
has not escaped calumny. Appearing first as
a firm defeuder of Parnell and the movement
he leads, braving the admonishing voice of
the Head of the Church, he has in some de-
gree been forced to sppear in the lists against
the dictator, by advising the acceptance of the
Land bill a8 an ingtalment of justice, though
Parnell has openly stamped wupon it
the mark of his disapproval. That His Lord-
ghip is not at a!l sanguine as regards the
effact ot the Land Bill will be seen in his
conversation below, bat it was necessary six
weeks ago to calm the people who were be-
coming riotous and exasperated. In April
and May last there were signs of disturbance.
The people were irritated at the increasing
evictions, the victories of the Landlords’
Protective committees, the arrestof a favorite
priest, and the threatened arrest of others;
they were without leaders, their chiets being
in Parliament or ino jail, and the more reck-
less element of the League was show-
ing itsslf. The rising could never bave
been serious. The country was fall of mili-
tary, sufficient to quell any distarbauce, but
it was desirous that there should not even be
the slightest bloodshed. The resistance to
authorlty bad gone a step too far, the govern-
ment showed its teetb, and a strong man
and friend of the people was needed
to draw the populace back to the line of
satety. Archbishop Croke saw the position.
It was a difficult one, but his genius was
equal to it. In the latter part of May he
made a tour of his diocese, during which
time he delivered six or eight spseches,
in all of which he discussed fally the
state of public affafrs. Those who watched
his course were surprised to see the frst
address ringing with bold and bitter de-
nunciatinn of the ruling claes, offerlng no
compromise but cheering the people on to
further eftorte in their own bebalf and re-
minding them of the heroes of their history
and the great deeds for liberty accomplished
by Irlshmen dead and gone; while the final
speeches, though withdrawing nothing, ad-
vised the acceptance of the Land bill asa
temporary measure, snd cautioned them
againet resistlng the authorities, who were
goading them on to violence and resistance
in order to put them in the wrong. The
speeches all through had been becoming more
and more moderate, and many thought His
(Grace was recanting. No such thing. When
he began the people were fullysronsed ; they
bad been overfed with strong words and ma-
tional sentiments, aud would lsten to nothing
elge. Dr. Croke gave them what they wanted,
and having gained their complete atiention
he proceeded to temper hia words with reason-
able advice. I have heard 1t said that had
the Archbishop dslivered his last speech first
he would have lost his case. Be this as it
may he retained and added to his tremendous
influence and yet testrained kls countrymen
from exceasea greater than any that had been
committed betore.
INTERVIEWED.

In the courae of bis conversations with me
Dr, Croke expressed himself frankiy as re-
gards the situation in Ireland, and I bhave
made nots of some of his more important
and interesting utterances, which are here
given :—

Correspondent—Do yon think, My Lord,
tbhul the Gladstone Laund bili will settle the
agrarian question fn Ireland ?

Archbishop Croke~There is not the least
likelibcod that it will. Rents under the new
measure will, I fear,be ever so much too high,
and the landlords in many instances cannot
afford to lower them, while in other cases
they will not consent to do so.

Correspondent—Is not the Land Commis-
sion to settle disputes a good idea 7.

Archbishop Croke—The commission will

at best bs B very wmoderaste affuir and no

striking effect will be produced by it in this
matter.
Correspondent—Do you think the lords
will ta mper seriously with the Land Bill?
Archbishop Croke—I think the House of
Lords will certainly attempt to mutilate the
Land BIlll and really do so ; but Iam &t the
seme time of opinion that Mr. Gladstone will
not allow them to alter the mesgure materi-
ally for the worse without a struggle. Should
he, however, suffer them to have their way,
then the useless character of the Land Bill
will be placed beyond a doubt.
Correspondent—What would be the feeling
in the country if the bill was thrown out or
seriously mutilated by the Lords ?
Archbishop Croke—There are many, I

think, who would like to see the bill thrown
out by the Lords or seriously ipjured by them.
I know ssveral among the best thinkers in
the popular rauks who believe that the people
alone can settle the land question, aud that it
will never be satisfactorily settled by British
legislators. Let the people, they say, now
stand to theirjguns, keep united, determinedly
objact to pay exceseive rents, avoid land grab-
hers, refuse to bid for or take a farm
from which a man hes been evicted for
non-~-payment of a rack rent and con-
tinne the agitatlon for & year or two longer,
and then landlords will have to come and ask
terms from the tenants, who can thus settle
the land question on an equitable and « let
live” basis., Speaking meore generally, how-
ever, I am decidedly of opinion that the great
bulk of our farming, and, indeed, shopkeeping
classes, would be glad to see the present Land
bill substantially passed into law, especially
if fair provision be made in it for leaseholders
and tenants in arrears, and still more so0 if the
commissioners sppointed by the government
nuder the act be such as to inspire confi-
dence.
Correspozdent—Do you think the resentiul
feeling of the populace would lead them into
committing acts of violence?

Archbisbop Croke—I think there may be
desultory acts of violence here and there in

BRADLAUGH.

THE ENGLISEH DANTON-—A PHYSICAL BTRUGGLE-—
BOMETHING LESS TEAN A BMILLION MEN.

NEew Yorg, August 3.—The Telegram’s Lon-
don specia! says:— When Bradlaugh ap-
proached the House of Commons this morn-
ing he looked pale and evidently suffered
from suppressed excitement. His black
dress heightened the «ffect of his pallor, and
it was remarked he looked like an animated
corpsa. The arrangements to prevent
Bradiaugh's entrance were most com-
plete, At the door of the House stood
two Deputy Sergeants-at-Arms, flanked or
either side by policemen picked for great
bodily strepgth. A number of athletic Con-
gervative members aleo stood close to the
door, anxzious to distinguish themselves as
volunteers in suppressing the atheist. With
a resolute stride the member from Northamp.
ton made directly far the door, and so eager
were the members to hear and see all that oc-
curred that the rush nearly pusbed him with
the Deputy Sergoants-at- Arms into the sacred
precincts. Erskine, however, barred the way,
and informed Bradlaugh that, by the Speaker's
orders, he was obliged to forbid bim to pass.
A parley ensned. Suddenly Bradlaugh seized
Erskine and attempted to push him aside.
Immediately the member from Northampton
was seized by deputies and policemen, who
proceeded to drag him acrose the lobby to-
wards the ent-ance. He struggled violently,
and a most painful scene ensued. He was half
pulled and shoved through the door by force,
followed by a hundred members, principally
Coneervatives. Many indulged in jibes.
Down the broad stairway, struggling with
might and maln, with the risk of breaking
his own and his captor’s nocks, Bradlaugh
was dragged, until Palace Yard was reached.
Then the door was swung to, and the ex-
pelied member released from the grip of
his assailants. A number of delegates wit—
nessed the scene from beyond the line of
policemen, and crles of * shame, shame” rent
the air a8 Bradlaugh was hurled nut of the
door. These men made a rush to his ald.
Umbrellas were brandished, and tbe angry
cries of the spectators in Palace Yard were
taken up and echoed by the thousands who
were thut out of the yard by a strong cordon
of police. When Bradlaugh, whostood in the
centre of a circle of policemen, recovered, he
said to Inspector Denning that he would return
with a force that would compel hiz admis-
sion or arrest. Denning asked him how.
many would come with him? Bradldugh re-
plied »Something less than amillion.” Cheer
alter cheer was given for Bradiaugh by the
people, but the police cleared the precincts of
the House and Bradlaugh was left stand-
ing almost alone in the midst of the police-
men. He remained for half an hour and
then leit heartily cheered by the crowd.

When Bradlangh was seized bv the usher
he grappled with him fiercely, shouting, « If
any one dares to hinder wme” He was
hustled down the members’ staircase, grappl-
ing with the police and members, but no
blows were struck. The summonees againat
the police, applied for by Bradlaugh, were re-
fused, but the maglstrate advised him to pre-
pate Iinformation in reference to the sum-
monses aud charge of assault.

Mr, Bradlaugh's case will be considered by
a Cabinet Council.

LETTER FROM MICHAEL DAVITT.

Dillon Would Not Compromisec!

[ By Cable.]

Dueriy, August 2. At a meeting of the
Land League it was announced that the
League would hold a National Convention in
Drblin on the 15th of September, to consider
the best means to obtain Irish land for Irish-
men, The cuggestion was unanimously ap-
proved. Paruell udvised the tensnts noti to
truet to the Land Bill.

Parnell said it would be tho duty of the
League to select test cases, in difteront parts
of Irsland, to see what the Land Commission-
ers were going to do, and how much they
wero going to lower the rents. That would
be & test whereby the working of the bill
would stand or fall. .

There is a strong feeling nmong » number
of Liberal members of Parliament in favor of
amnesty to the Irish prisoners on passing of
the Land Bill. Parnell’s action on Monday
checked this feeling, but it is likely to find
formal expression before the House rises.

The Standard says the attituce of the Par-
nellites has become increasingly menacing.
On Tuesday they were painfully critical of the
estimates. There is reason to suppose that
thelr tactics will develope to very combative
proportions before the end of the week., Ow-
ing to this attitude, negotiations have been
re-opened by the Government with the Op-
position to secure a declaration of urgency for
the remainder ot the supply. Conservative
amendments to the Land Bill, including thore
purely technical or verbel, exceed fifty, but
the really important ones number less thun
tweuty.

Dusui, Avgust 3.—The Land Court has
granted the application for liberty ot substi-
tutes service of writs In different parts of
County Limerick, on the ground that service
could not be cffected in the usual way owing
to the state of the country.

HOUSE OF LORDS.

In the House of Lords the Duke of Argyll
(Liberal) in an hour's speech attacked the
Land Bill, to which, however, he gaid the
Government appeared to be driven, ss the
Lords were algo, by circumstances. He com-
pared the Government to a jelly fish. He
advised the Government to tell the Irish that
they will hencusforth support the decisions of
the courts, and that poverty is no excuse for
wrong. The Duke of Marlborough (Conser-
vative) also spoke in condemnation of the
Bill, .

The Duoke of Argyll, in his speech on the
Land Bill to-day, said thers was a feeling of
bitterness and humiliation, which was not
confined to that House, in being obliged to
accept the Bill to which so many had strong
fundamental objections, Unlversal power,
he said is given these men of valuing rents
all over Ireland, which was eminently ridicu-
lpus, and giviog absolute right of eale to
everybody was eminently uujust. He parti-
cularly attacked the provision enabling the
Land Court to interfere in leases. The eftect of
the bill was to retain a poor class of ten-
ants iv holdings. This would only perpetu—
ate difficulties in Ireland. No people could
prosper who, like many Irlsh tenants, hed
been pleading poverty as an excuse for
fraud.

Lord Selborne, Lord High Chancellor, said
the Land Bill was fenced in with such safe-
guards a3 woold prevent any undue inter~-
ference with the rights of property. The
bill would strengthen the moral power of
the Government for the enforcement of law.

Cairns (Conservative) sald the fact that
landlorda were suffering by the present state
of -affairs was due to the Government’'s ab.
negation of its primary function and the
encouragement it had given the agitation,
but he was glad, under the circumstances,
of the House not coming to an issue on
the second reading, as important amend-
ments in detalls of the Blll were necessary.

Earl Kimberley haviog replied to Calrns,
the second reading of the bill was adopted
without division, and Kimberley expressed
satisfaction at the gemeral tone of the de-
bate, showing the unanimous opinion that
Jdegisiation is necessury upon the lines of
the Government’s policy.

HOUSE OF COMMORS.

Replying to a quostion by Mr. Cowen
(Radical) a3 to whether the Irisl: «“suspects”
would bv relensed or granted a trial, Glad-
rlone faid the Government were bound from
time to fime to consider the circumstances
under which they obtained exceptional
powers, but his answer must not be con—
sidered ns foreshadowing any declsion.

Sir Charles Dilke said tho Government was
negotlating with Japan relative to the opium
trade, and communicating with other Powers
on the subjsct.

In the House of Commons last night on
going into Committes of Supply, Mr. Parnell
brought under review the suspenrion of Alr.
O'Kelly, Home Ruler, some weeks ago for
claracterizing the statement of Earl Totten-
bam, Conservative, as lying and calumnious.
Mr. Parnell argued that the standing order
under which Mr. O'Kelly had been sus-
pended was intended only to check persiatont
obstruction and not to punish the hasty use
of language, aid he blamed the Spesker for
pot giving him an opportanity of withdraw-
ing the language he used in the first instance,
when he was suspendod by s vote of the
House for persisting in splte of the Spesker's
ruling 1n mising the question of the Irith
political prisoners.

Mr. Glpdstone commonted very warmly on
tho liberty assumed by Mr. Parnell of ap-
pealing to the rules of the House one night
and insulting them the next night, and he
severely censured him for jintroducing the
subjoct at a time when It was impossible for
the House to pronounce judgment. Consider-
ing that Mr. O'Kelly had used the words im-
mediately after Mr. T. P. O'Conner had been
culled to order for using the word ' menda-
cious,” be thought the chnrge ngainst the
Speaker had completely failed. The subject
then dropped.

Lonpoy, Aug. 8.—Mr. Forster stated that

In consequence ot Mr. Gladstone's answer,
Mr. Labouchere announced he would not pro-
ceed with a resolution enabling Mr. Brad-
laugh to take the oath despite the resolntions
against him.

Mr. Ashley, Becretary of the Board of
Trade, replyiog to the question as to the pro-~
gress of negotiations for & Consular Conven—
tion with the United States, said the Board of
Trade had takon initial steps by esking the
Forelgn Oflice to move in the matter.

LoxooN, Aug. 8.—A Dublin correspondent
says the time of the manufacturing and in-
dustrial clagses {8 coming, and when the
Land question is settled, other questions al-
rea'y beginning to loom before the eyes of
political observers will come to agitate the
conntry as much as ever. The agitators will
do thelz ntmost to keep the countryin a stale
of ferment. The releass of Dillon was quite
unexpectsd. The pastoral of Archbiahop
McCabe, which was rend in the chapels on
Sunday, chiefly deals with the prevalence of
infidelity on thd continent and the danger of
its extending to Ireland.

Mr. Dillon wag
arrested nominally for n speech ot a Land
League meeting, but really for the determined
agitation egainst the tyranny which the
Government {6sclf has bad to dethrone:

The Ilerald correspondent saw Mr, Dillon
tc—day. While ready to spenk on personal
matters he did not wish to say anything of a
political nature. Mr. Dillon stated that he
got on well for the first two months, but in
tho last month his health had given way and
caused great uneasiness to his triends. Dr.
Keony and the prison physician both
recommended his discharge a week ago
but on Saturday Mr. Dillon was informed
that the first threo months of his confinement
had expired and that his term had been ex-
tonded for three months longer. Dr. Kenny
visited him on Sunday afternoon, but then
hnd no idea that his patient would be re—
teased for sevoral weeks, Tho correspondent
is informed that a congratulatory meeting of
tho Lengue wns to have been held as 8 com—
pliment to Mr. Dillon, but he declined it. 1t
is not likely that he will speak at the League
meeling to-morrow. If he does rponk he will
be brief. He 'will romain in Dublin for two
or three days.  1le is roceiving congratulatory
telegrams from all parts of the country and
America, Reports nre hourly arriving of
boutires and rejoicings in all partsof Ireland.

Tho unexpected releaso of BMMr. Dillon
created almost as mach excitement in Dublin
tn-day, a8 his arrest on the 3rd of May last.
No renson, whatover, hns been assigned for
the step on the part of the Government. Mr.
Dillo u {8 not in bad henlth as was ot firet Ta-
ported. The statement that he hns been re-
leased on this ground turns out to be a mere
guess, The Imprisoned # Suspect” was at
his evening ‘meal whon the Governor
of Kilmainham visited him and informed
him that he was wno longer under
restraint. In less than 20 minutes Mr. Dillon
wasg driving bhome. As he paseed up Sack-
ville street he did not even stop at the Land
Lengue'soffices, although thero were lights in
the windows. "The news of the relenso was
accldentally made public by a reporter who
called at an out-of-.the-way detective station,
but it was not credited until the reporters in-
quired at Mr. Dillon’s house and found him
in bed. In answer toinquiries he stated that
his release was unconditional, and he had not
the slightest oxpectation of kis imprisonment
being so suddenly curtailed.

A serioua conflict between soldiers and civi.
[ians hus taken place nt New Ross.

LonnoN, Aug. 9%.—Indiroct overtures to
Dillon, that he ghould bo released on con-
dition of going to Madeira or elsewhere where
the climate was favorable for pulmonary
dieense, wero firmly rejected by him., He
algo positively declined to make any condi-
tious upon his relecase. In compliance with
the urgent rejuests of Parnell and many Home
Rule members of Parliament, he is to be pre-
sent when the amendments in the House of
Lords to the land bill are considered.

Lonpon, August 9.—It is stated that
Davitt, now in Portland prison, will probab-
1y be released by Sept. 1st, on the condition
that he does not return to Ireland for 7 years.

Mr. Davitt writes as follows {from Portland
prisonto his slster : Since my arrival here my
general health has been toirly good. The
tonic ntmosphere and sen breezes of the
1sland, though somewhat boisterous betimes,
is on agreeable countrast to the damp, foggy
climate of Dartmoor, of foggy memory, and
as I am at the same time subject once more
to those favoured disciplinary conditions ot
life by which health, wealth and wisdom are
at least proverbially acquired, I am, you see,
in want of nothing that goes in making sub.
lnnury bappiness, it I except among a few
other trifles those of liberty, the newspaper
and some one to speak to.

What he has Seen in his Travels.

—r

LETTER FROM JAS. REDPATH

DosLiN, July 19, 1881.

The English Delegation from the Demo-
cratic federation more tban eonfirm, in their
public speeches, the pre-Raphaelite reports of
the Northumberland and Durham Miners;
bot as some of them seem, to the unre.
generated eye, to be protesting too much love
for the Irlgh for the amount of service they
are rendering them, and to be fonder of popu-
larity than hard work, I shall pass them by
with one remark only—that it illustrates the
hypocrisy and cowardice of Gladstone's deal-
inge with Ireland that he has arrested one
priest only out of hundreds who have spoken
as boldly, and even more boldly, than Father
Sheehy, while he has imprisoned every earnest
advocate of pemsant pioprietorship who has
given him the slightest pretext; that he has
not dared to seize n Bishop or Archbishop al-
though severel bishops have spokenas # sedi-
tionsly ”’ (which, in Ireland, under an English
¢liberal ” administration, means as trothfully),
astheincarcerated Stalwarte; and, furlhermore,
that not one of the Buspects now in jail inany
part of Ireland has ever uttered such treeson-
able oplnions and denounced the administra—
tion in such unguarded words as those roving
Englishmen, now and recently in this country.
Gladstone and Bright are afraid of English
constituencies, for they know that the arrest
of representative Epglishmen, even of the
working classes, would tear off their * Liberal”
masks before the eyes of the English peopls,
and reveal the fact that a # Liberal” in office
does not differ from a Tory excepting in his
brogue. So these Evglishmen defy Quaker
Forster's bucksbot policy with Impunity.

I saw in Sackville.street the other day a
tall, swarthy gentlemsn who was making him-
self unconscientiously conmspicucus by wear-
ing a soft felt hat—the sacred emblem of onr
nationality abroad. I could not decide from
his looks whether he was s Westerner or
Southerner, and so I made his acquaintance,
and found that beth gunesses were correct :
that he was Captain Bell, of Dixon, Illinols,
who bad been a sharpshonter in our army,
while his father had been a Bilgadier-General
in the Soutbern army. Hels a man of educa-
tion and intelligence, and I learned that, like
myself, he had been both a jonrnsalist and lec-
turer at home. He has been in ireland two
months, travelling about all the time, mostly
on jauntiog cars in the south and southwest.

Hea came to Ireland as I came af first, and
as all the English deputations confess that
they camo-—~with a very scant supply of sym-
pathy for the political uprisings of the Irish
people, and with the feeling that while the
Lrish might have some wrongs, their English
rulers were probably in no way responsible
for them. But, like the rest of us, the scales
have fallen from his eyes.

% What do you thiok of Irish landlordism,"”
I asked, “end Eaoglish rule in Ireland now ?"

«Y think injustice,” he replied, #is a very
mild name for it—the whole thing is based
on crime. I could not believe that any
people would endure such wrongs patiently.
Talk about the clamor, the discontent, the im-
petunosity of the Irish: d—u it, no people on
earth could he more subumissive uader such
atrocious tyranny. These people, the real
peasantry, sare on the verge of starvation.
None of them ever pretend to taste meat, or
usse their own butter or eggs, or any other

marketable produce they may raise.
Their food 18 Bour milk and po-
tatoes. 'Their huts are worss than the huts

of the hottentots, and their clothes—well
they are just a little better than our first pa-
rents, yet these poor creatures are vilified,
both at home and abroad, because they dare
even to complain |"

* How about the lawlessness in Ireland -
what counties buve you seen most of it in?”

«Well,” roplied Captain Bell, «I'vo been
pretty well through the Counties of Cork,
Kerry, Waterford, Limerick, Clare, Tipperary,

Galway, and Roscommonr, and I only
saw one act of violence on the
part of the people——1 only saw

the finale of it, 80 to speak—and to offset it, I
saw what I certainly regarded as a deliberate
sffort on the part <f the Government troops
to incite an insurrection, and such a provoca-
tion would have been sure to lead to the an-
nibilation of the troops in any part of
Americn. There 18 no reign of terror in Iro-
land. Nowhers is life and property
held more smcred. I folt as safe among
these wild mountains of western Ire-
land as on my own farm mnear Dixon
Illinoig. Every reported crime or outrage,
whether true or bogus, and whataver its
cause, ia not only grossly exaggerated, but
attributed to political disaffoction. If a care-
less boy shies a pebble at a window treason
must be lurking about! If an old woman
drops a stone from a8 window ou a policeman
the district inust be proclained ! Ifa drunken
brawler gets into a row with a neighbour, in
a personal difficulty, the country is overrnn
with troops, and some Land Leaguer must be
marched to prison.”

4 What was the act of violence you saw ?”

«] was at Blarney village, near Blarney
Castle. I was walking out from Cork to see
the castle, and I was quite near the village
when I saw laboring men runaning down from
the fields to the road, and heard shoute from
the direction of the village; and then I saw
& man running, or rather pacing—as near a
run a8 he could get; he seemed tired out,
and he was stark naked with the exception of
cue sook on his left foot! He was covered
with blood aud dirt. As he passed me he was
panting and looked frightened to death—his
Jook of terror reminded me of pictucss of the
dethroned fiends In BMilton. He passed in
silence.

#] went ou to the village and found that
ho was a process server, He had used hia
power, they eaid, in a very Insolent way, and
suddonly the exasperated women nttacked
bim, literaly tore his clothes from him, and
then whipped him with furse., He was sur-
rounded by bundreds of furious wamen.
The men took no part; they just stoed aloof
and shcuted aud lnughed at the women., I
understood afrerwards that the Jandloxd com-
promised with those tenants.”

n What about the troops?”

¢ A Land League meeting wae advertised
to be held at Milistreet, a town of 7,000 in-
habitants, sbout 3¢ or 40 miles from Cork.
There had been no outrnges in that district
aud there was no preteuce that thero was any
danger of an oatbreak. Yet the Britlsh Gov-
sramant, nador Mr. Forster's adviss,arditvarily
prohibited the meeting two days before, or
s proclaimed’ it a8 they call suppressing free
speech in Ireland. The country people, of
course, did not hear of the proclamstion, and
20,000 or more came In. The stroets were
packed. The leaders did not intend to hold
the meeting, and . both the people, and the
mititary, and the police officers understood it.
Teot, without asking the people to dieperse,

or without aiking the leadera to tell them

to' go home quletly, a company of 52
dragoons, armed -with sabres, carbines
and - revolvers, supported on both sides
by companies of regular infantry, came from
within the walled snclosure of the barracks,
rode and -marched into the centre of the
crowd In the most insolent fashlon, and
formed in line of battle in the thichest part
ot the dense thropg. It seemed to be de-
liberately intended to provoke the people.
But the people understood it, and not a hiss
wag heard nor an excuse given for a masgsacre,
But the scowling faces of the people re.
vealed their thoughts clearly enough.”

#Did you hear of any landlord outrages ?”

In every county I have travelled
in I have heard tales of the cruelty and op-
preesion of landlorda which seem incredible;
that I would not have believed iIf I had hear
them in America; and that I would not have
believed even hers, if it had not been for the
tangible evidences of ruin and poverty that
He scattered over the whole country.”

% Give me an illustration or two 7"

« Well, take Bence Jones, who had been de-
scribed as a martyr in England, and who has
written a book in defence of the landlords.
I hesrd so many stories ot hts cruelty that I
wonder how he has ever been allowed to live
at all. I will give you one, told by Mr.
Haurley, at Clonakilty. Ozne peasant family
had occupled & tarm near Clonakilty for seve-
ral generations. Daring the last famine the
old people died of hardship and starvation.
Beofore the surviving son was allowed to
keep the little farm he had to pay
a heavy fine——as the Irish call a bonus—
to Bence Jones for the privilege. Bence
Jones, every one there says, did
not give a penny towards the rellef fund in
the time of the famine, or towards the relief
of the tenants in any way. ‘This poor fellow
bad to sell bis little farm stock to pay this
tine. He bad a grown sister and two little
orphan children, a brother and sister, I think,
to support., These tender children yielded
to the want and hardship of their lot, and
sickened and died. Daring their sickness
Bance Jones craftily agked the son how much
it cost to support these chiidren, The ten-
ant sald £10 a year, As soon as the child-
ren died Bence Jones raised the remt of the
little farm £10 per annum, as heclaimed that
by their death the profita ot the tenunt would
be 1ncreased to that amount.

% That's a sample,” continued the captain ;
# it is the deliberate policy of the Irish land-
lords to allow the tenant just enough to keep
soul ard body together—but to keep him too
poor to educate his children, too poor to
organize, too poor to fight, and too poor to
run away !”

4 Bence Jones’ rents were all very high %

% Yes, very high. Mr. Hurley, who told
me this story, said that it took all the pro-
ducts of his farm and a portion of the profits
of shop to pay his rent.”

“Why do the peasants pay such vents?”

« They have no whore elss in God's world
to go if they are turned out. Evictions mean
dsath or starvution. Men like Hurley keep
their furms even when they have a business,
becanse their ancestors have always lived on
them, and they hopo by-and-bye to own them,
I suppoge.”

Land Lansdowne in Koerry is another Llrish
Iandlord, lilke Bence Jones, who huas posed
a8 a'good landlord. Did you eee any of his
tenants 2"

«] travelled extensively in Kerry," sald
Captain Bell, “and I saw a good maoy of his
tenacts. While some of them spoke of him
ag a8 good landlord, I saw a great many cases
of kardship and even cruelty.”

® What did they mean by Lansdowne being
a good landlord 7"

#] find in Ireland, everywhere, that if
the landlord eimply allows them to live and
doesn't evict them, the tenants talk of himag
a good landlord. I haye gons through the
estates of there men who are called good
landlords,and 1 bave fully made up my mind
that there 18 no such thing as n good land-
lord in Ireland. I found Lansdowne's rents
te be very high—out ot all proportion {o the
productive capacity of the land. The intel-
ligent people I met in Kerry charge him not
ouly with giving nothing to the relief of his
tenants duriog the famine, but with making
mongcy out of the Government advances.”

1 omit Captaln Bell's statement of Lans-
dowue’s methods of turning Government ad-
vances intanded for the tenantry to his own
personal advantage, as I explained and ex-
posed them in an elaborate series of letters
published last summer in the New York
Tribune. These letters were republished in
the Couaties Kerry and Mayo, nnd neither
Lansdowne nor his agent Trench dared to
deny their accuracy, saithough Lord ILans.
downe, by trickery worthy of a Toomb's
lawyer, undertook to impeach the statemenls
of my firat letter, which related to Lis in-
famous father und grandfather, by protending
that | wrote them about himeelf.

“]I. remember” continved Captain Bell,
twhen in the mountaln districts betwoen
‘Bantry aud Kenmare, I was denouncing the
wrongs of the peasantry that I had seen. The
two young Eoglish gentlemen nn the car with
me were defending the landlorde. They denied,
with the usual arrogunce of Englishmen, that
suck wrongs existed. I pointed to n miser-
able hovel on the mountain side as a
specimen of the wretchedness of the
people. The Enbglishmen said of course
there was no rent pald for that I chal-
lunged them to go up with me. We stopped
the car and ascended. The cabin was go low
that we had to stoop to get in; the door was
not over four and a half feet high ; thers was
no chimney—ouly & hole in the thatch ; the
floor was the earth; there were a few chickens
and duckse ip the dark cabin-—far it had no
window; it was wretched beyond my power
to describe. I asked the woman if she pald
anyrent, She said indeed she did ; that she
bad enriched her littls plot of ground by
carrying mspure up the mountsip side on
her back, s¢but now, she sald, bursting
irto tears, +I have to leave it, as they’'ve
ralsed thv rent and I cannot pey it.” She
said shie was one of Lord Landsdowne's ten~
aats. The Englishmen wont back in silence,
greatly moved, and made no further defence
ot the Irirh lundlords.”

It is pretty evident to the intelligent
stadent of current history that a disin-
tegration of parties is taking place in
Epgland.

It is also apparent that a rapprochment
is takipg place Ybetweem the ‘Whigs
and the Conservatives, as wby should
thera not, the difference between tbem
being merely one of couvenience. Great
Conservative families fatten on state pen-
sions, 50 do the Whigs, and both are for re-
taining abuses, although the latter pretend to
much liberality. We see the Whigs and To-
ries unite against the admission of the no-
torious Bradlaugh, not becamse he iz an in-
fidel, but becanse he is a Republicanand hasa
notice of motion on the papers emquiring
into the origin of certain pensions.

The general elections may
come on, too, unexpectedly., The lords are
amending the land bill by overwhelming
majorities to such an extent that even Glad-
stone will scargely stand it. They are strik~
ing oot the clauses that were of any benefit
to the tenant and are particularly careful
in nullifying the seventh clanse, which ia the
piece de resistance of the measure of relief.
If Gladstone accept those amendments—
and he is famous for ths weakness of his
knees in presencs of the lords—his Radical
following will most assuredly desert him,

THE IRISH CONGRESS IN CHICAGO.

That there is a Congress of Irish-Ameri-
cans assembled at Chicago there can be no
doubt; that is a very important one is
pretty cettain, but that outsiders know any-
thing about the proceedings inside
israther doubtful. 1t isevident that all the
Irish societies are repressnted, whether un~
der the mname of Fenian Brothe:-
bood, the Clan.na-Gael, or any other
title, and we would not be surprised even if
delegates from the Land League were pregent,
though this is not probable. Itis slso evi~
dent that all forras of opinion are represented,
and that the constitutionsl action of Parnell
has a veice as well as the advanced ideas of
O’'Donoven Rosea! What we do not believe
is that Canada is represented in the Congress,
but, then that alsois possible. What convinces
us that there is something like a constitutional
party at the Chicago convention is the fact
that there are advocates for calling a Parlia-
ment of Irishmen from all parts of the wo:ld
for 1882, or the anniversary of Grattan's
national proclamation of Irish tieedom. Itis
a poteworthy fact that the chairman of the
Congress is the Revd. Dr. Betts, a Protestant
clergyman of St. Louis. As a matter
of course the spies of England swarm as thick
as flies round the building at Chicago con-
taining the delegates, and we are tola Mr.

A CAR FACFORY AT LONGUEUIL.

Y esterday afternoon at Longueuil, a public
mesting was called by the Mayor of that
Municipality, Captain C. Bourdon, to take
under consideration a proposal to establish,
within the limits of that town, a car fuctory.

The Mavor called upon Jean Benoit, Esq.,
to act as Chairmnn, and upon Ospt. Jedoin as
Secretary.

Captain BovrooxN briefly explained the ob-
ject of the masting, and insisted upon the ab-
soluto necessity for the citizens to do some-
thing to bring back the prosperity which they
enjoyed a few years ago.

Mr. Bexoir followed in the eame sense,
and introduced Mr. Francis A. Quinp, of
Montreal, advocate, who, he said, because of
the large property at Longueuil owned by his
family, had every reason to forward the pros-
perity of the town.

Mr. Quixxy began by referring to the interest
which all had in promoting msnufactures
in their midst, the laborer would find work
and good wages, the owner of houses and pro-
perty could either rent or sell at fair prices.
Impressed with that idea he had communi-
cated with a nomber of capitalists, for the
purpose of getting up a Car factory at
Longueuil. He had mot with gratitying suc-
cess, and might say that practically a com-
pany was formed with a capital of $100,000.
As we were now in an ern of railways, if he
might 50 express it, the company would fiod
a ready market for its products. This ought
to promrt taxpayers to give to the company
every possible aid, This could be done
gither by the town giving a bonus simply,
or by its giving a bonus and also
taking stock. By the latter mode
tee dividend to be received on the stock
would go far, and, probably, would fully con-
tribute to pay off any obligations incurred by
reason of the bonus and the stock, He
would propose that the town of Longueu.l
should contribute a bonus of $10,000 and take
$10,000 in the rtock of the company. Atter
the establishment of the company the popu-
lation of the town would considerably in-
creage, a§ from 150 to 300 men would be
glven employment, The Mayor had told them
that each family contributed at least $15 per
annum fo the water tux and to the city assers-
menis ; they wounld, therefore, recsive addl-
tional cootributions to the extent ot from
$2,250 to $4,500; this, with the present as-
sossment and taxes, wou!d more than meet all
the obligations, present and future, of the
Municipality. He contluued by giviog turther
explunutions, aud concluded, amidst applause,
by expressing the hope tbat the tax-payers
would upprove of his proposals.

In suswer to loud calls,

Mr. Ovior Durresse, Managing Director of
the Loogueuil Navigation Company 8aid that
he was in full accord with Mr. Quinn, having
assisted at some of the interviews which that
gentleman bad had with the capitalists who
were to supply the money. He reminded his
hearers of the efforts he himself had made to
induce the Spriugfield Car Co. to establish
themselves at Longuenil. He regretted that
he had not Bucceeded. Nobody could do
otherwise than approve of the present pro-
pogala; he saw in them the means of adding
to the wealth of Lougueuil, and, after going
over the details of the scheme, he strongly
urged upon his hearera to give it the closest
attention and approval.

Hardly had the applause ceased until the
President, according to the wishes of the au.
dience, introduced L, E Morin, E3q., a large
property holder of Longuenil, Fish Inspector,
of Moutreal,

Mr. Mogix referred to the opposition he had
displayed to the giving of a bonus of $20,000
to the boot and shaoe factory which it waspro-
posed to start in Lobgueuil ; if he was
warmly opposed to that proposition, he was
no less warmly In favoer of the present
gchemo. There was now only a question of
a bonus of $10,000, with the taking of $10,-
000 stock in the capital of the company.
This latter featore would give that control of
their property which, as business men, they
should inslst upon preserving ; they would
have on the Board a director to repre-
gent them, They were asked to
pay the bonus only when the company
would have expended a sufficient amount to
give them a full guarantee for their money;
and they had, judging from the gereral
progperity of the country and from the
immense numbers of cara now requirad, every
reason to calculate that the dividends upon
thelr stock would meet any engagments they
would make in this metter. He was strongly
in favor of the scheme and ke hoped that the
citizens would give it their support. He
g}roposed, seconded by Adolphe Trudean,

£q :

« That thTh meeting, composed of the pro-
perty holders of Lionguenil, baving heard tho
oxplanations glven by Messrs. Quinn and
Dufresne, cancerning the proposal to establish
& car manufacturing company in this town,
requests the Mayor and Councitlors to take all
the steps necessary to secure such establish-
ment within the limits of this Municipality,
by giving such bonus and taking such stock
asmay be deemed just and reasonable under
the guarantees neual in such cases.”

The motion was carrted nnantmously.

The meeting comprised almost abount all
the property holders of the Municipality, to
the numboer of abont 300, and was moat enthn.
slastio in its support of the measure.

The proposals will shortly be submitted In

regular form to the Council; if the latter be
favorable, it will be afterwards laid beforea
public meeting, where it may be adopted at
once, or' referred to a public vote. Lot us
hopa that the good people of Longueuil wiil
see their way to adopting the schemse.

But my sense ot dignity i much less than
wmy love for the eprend of wmsthetics and true
culture, and I, therefore, smothaw my weeent-
ment and make another attempt to weach the
Philistine public through the medium—aw—
of your valuable journai. Perhaps it will be
asked of me what wsthetics are, as also what
is phillistinism. I shall enlighten you. Es-
thetics mean a perception of the truly beau-
tiful. When you stand at thae St. Lowrence
Hall and see a lovely maiden pass you with
oyes either cast down or raised to heaven
(perish their color) with bair cropped close,
except & few tufts nllowed to straggle
over the temples, with purasol, dress
(no overskirts allowed Ly wmstnestica), dress,
I pay, of tho esme as the parasol, with
sleeves going little further down than the
elbow and the shape of the maiden some-
thing like a poker tagged out in teguments,
that is the absolute perfection ot utterness,
according to the school of philosophy I be-
long to. Phillistinism (in my estimation} is
its antithesis. A Philistine comer along with
round cheeks, sparkling eyes, blushee, swell-.
ing chest—like Nora Crerna, you know,—
indulations of shape, waving of hair, and sin-
uosities of outline, so to speak. 'T'osum up
a telegraph pole is sublimely wathetic, while
a barrel is Phillistine. 1 don’t think
think Montreal will ever amount to apything
in the way of cultaw, although it mey emerge
from its present state of barbarism. You bave
no idea of beautw, you have mo singing
saloons, no free lunch rocome, no nothing where
one can sit leisurely and cheaply down to ex-
amine the beautiful in art. A fcllow goes
into a public place in this city and it
he goes out again without leaving money
bebind him, a scowl follows him through tbe
door. There was & time when Montreal had
its cheap and innocent amusements, and
would have them to-day only for the tyracny
and envy of a Phillistine Corporation, who
grudged the people their open air recreations.
When I eojourned in Montreal four years ago,
you could not turn a corner without coming
oy top of a French man with ome or more
legs leading a bear, the man singing Le Mar-
seillaise, and the bear looking sad and solemn
as Napoleon III. after Sedan. I used love to
jook at those bears, they bore themselves so
heroically in captivity. A bear is wmsthetic
in the highest degree. Where are the bLears
now, and where are their masters? Where
are the tem thousand dollars voted to St.
John? Where are your millions of taxes?
Ask the tyrant City Council.

An asthetic philesopher may put up with
poverty, but he cannot stand jgnorance. A
water.cress and a crust of bread does him for
breakfast, with a pound of beefsteak thrown
in. Still it is not necessary to be poor
—I mean utterly poor—for a few hundred
thousand dollars cannot destroy one's taste.
I rather like money myself. Itis so funny
to have your pockets well iined while other
feliows are running round with fire in their
eyes to get a note diecounted before coon. A
fellow running round in that way caonot
cultivate the beautiful with any great success.
Or a man wanting a square meal. I have
heard and read of misers literally rolling
themselves in wealth, I have known
a man  myselt cash =a cheque
for a thousand pounds, lay the sovereigns
in rows of thirty-three, and then roll himself
over them. T saw nothing ia this of which
a man need fevl ushamed. 1 offsred him a
shiliing tor a roll, but he refused. He was
afraid ([ was then pretty seedy and yressy);
he wus afraid ao odd sovereign wounld roli
into my pocket. I fancy that man wasa
true wor-hipper of the beautiful. What, after
al), is wealth? Any man may become weal-
thy. Can Jay Gould eat his securities, or
Vanderbilt carry a hundredth, aye, a
thousand, part of bis tortune ou his person if
hard pushed? I repeat it, almost any man
can grow wealthy., Suppose you have only a
thousand dollars a yesr; what then? You
can call it & hundred thourand cents ns easy
as you please, or make it a million mills and
pose as & willionaire. What more can any
one demand ? 1 was much grieved to see
the Tawm (O'Stsuter cap of last year
go out ot fushicu. I have not seen
a lndy strong micded enough to wear it
this sammer. And yet they were very beau-
tifnl. I wonder what bave the owners dons
with them, and where they have stowed them
away, or if they will ever ceme into fashion
again. Stlll I wust confess they did not be~
comns all females, those for instance with the
nez retrousse, or with a swivel eys. Lacies
baving those little eccentricitivs of feature
should wear deep sombereros which throw a
shadow over the countenance, and preserve
harmony of expreselon. (This is an ®:thetic
expression) The great objsction I have
against Moutresl girls is that they are too
prone to gush, to' ready to fall into ecstacies.
Of course'this is only right and proper when
in the prerence of s British aristocrat, such aa
I confess I am, but [ would advize that under
ordinary circumstances they should keep cool
and adopt the principle of niZ admirari. They
should be cold, severe, analytical and hyper—
critical. There skould be a school in Mon-
treal for the teaching of those nscee-
sary qualities. When they go to Europethey
are eashiy known ae barbarians before
ey are five mioutes in good company.
The French girls bere are as a rule
vory ugly, but when one is pretty she
is beautifnl as wel!, and indeed the
only bandsome girls I have yot seen in
Montreal have bean ¥rench. Bat they speak
French in an awful fushion; use a patois you
kuow which no fellah can uoderstaud who
hss leurned classic French in an English col-
lego. This cannot be remedied in the pré—
gent generation, but it may in the next, Some
ot your public buildiugs sre—aw—deucedly
fine, but not as fine as in Old Eogland, and
the pity is you don't know how to furnish
them inside, such picturee, such carpets, such
& bnse confusion and throwing together of
what you consider bric-a-brac. Your igno-
rance 18 astounding. When will you learn
that profusion is not elegance, and that a
well dressed drawing room Tequires as
much real art as a well dressed woman.
But 1 had forgotten; you have neither;
vour furniture is flung together by the
upholsterer and your clothes with a pitch-
fork. 1 know you cannot help this as
you are preity mnearly all—aw—upstarts
who have lately acquired a little wealth with-
out the taste to dispose of it in a proper man-
ner. You should always begin with o few
chalrs and then go on increasing until you
have learned how to place things as regards
color. You should send your children to
Eogland at least ouce every two years to have
this colonial rust taken off them. Your pre-
gent arrangements ave simply revolting to the
mind of an mathete. ‘

LETTER FROM JAMES REDPATH.

_ Dupuw, July 21, 1881,
THE TENANTS OF LORD EENMABE,

Captain Bell visited the estates of Lord
Kenmare:in Kerry, Xenmare 1s a Catholic
landlord, He holds office under Gladstone.
His religious faith bas served to shield him
cutside of Kerry from the obloquy that has
Jjustly beer thrown on Lord Lansdowne; but,
in Kerry, among the peasaniry, it has caused
him to be hated even more, because more
leniency was expocted from him. Kenmare
iz a8 harsh and exacting as Lansdowne, and
his agent, Mr. Hussey, rivals of the famous
agent of Lansdowne, Mr. Trench, in the de-
testation of the tenantry. Eenmaro has
evicted at least thirty families since my last
visit to Ireland. Captain Bell told me two
instances of K¢nmare’s cruelty.

One tenant, David Byrne, held a farm be-
tween Castleislond and Killarney, The farm
had been occupied by his family for genera.
tions, The goverment wvaluation of it was
£26. This wvaluation, it should always be
borue in mind, is based on the reclamations
and improvements made at the sole expense
of the tenant, and on the houses and other
buildings that bo has erected at his own
cost, Griffith’s valuntion, therefore, is a tax
on the tenant's industry and improvementz,
Kenmare charged Byrne £36. Byrne ran
bohind six months in his rent. 'The indebted-
ness of the famine year had almost ruioed
hmm. Keomare demanded payment. Byrne
did not refuse, nor even aek for a reduction :
he only pleaded for a little time and offered
sacurity. Kenmare evicted him. This farm
wag placed in charge of the Emergency men
who pastured Kenmnare's cattle in the cora-
fislds. Byrne nsed every means to borrow
money to get back the farm. He succecded
and offered tbe amount due. Kenmare
refused to reinstate him wunless he
he sbould pay 10s. a day for the services of
the Emergency men! When Byrne was try—
ing to raise this money the Emergency mon
pulled down his house. By this device Ken-
mare secured, without giviog any compensa~
tion for them, the reclamations and improve-
ments made by this family for genwera-
tions. Thiz is mnot confiscation, you
konow, it is one of #the Rights of
Property " under Victoria the Evictor.

John Counin i8 another of Kenmare's
tennnts. He wag one year in arrear. He
offered 50 per cent. over Griffith's valusation.
Kenmare refused it, He was thrown into
the roadside with his wife and ten cbil-iren,
As be was 80 poor a man aund had such a
#long family,” the Land League of Tralee
tried to raise the full amount in order to
reinstate him. Connin was suddenly ar-
rested under the Coercion -Act, * reasonably
suspected” of bhaving “dostroyed the
fence,” and allowed his cattle to go into a
pasture field of the farm from which he had
been evicted. He had built this fence lim-
self and reclaimed the land. If it had been
proved that Connin did let bis cattle into the
the field, tho offence, at the worst, was anact
of trespass only ; yet one of Gladstone's
own associates uses a political coercion act to
punish a personal grievance—pracisely asthe
old French noblesse used the lettres de cachet !

RULES OF THE ESTATE.

Lord Ormathawaithe 15 a landlord near
Listowel, in Kerry. His sagent, Grorge
Sands, {8 reported to be a rmall edition of
Lord Leitrim in bis social relations—a con-
stant terror and menace to the families of
‘the pensantry. One of the # Rules of the
Estaty” of Ormathwaithe is that no tenant
shall marry without the consent of the lord
or his agent. 1u most parts of Ireland this
custom, once almost universal, was abolisn-
ed, not by A«t ot Parliament, but by acts of
assassination.

Laudlords were shot go often for interfering
between lovers that they allowed this ancient
privilege of thelr order to fall ianto disusse.
Ormathwaitbe still exercisgs it. Captain Boll
was fnformed by the vlergy at Listowel, that
one Jotn Galvin applied for permission to
marry his sweetheart, who had a fortune of
£300. Bands refused to allow him to merry
her unless Galvin should give him £200!
Galvin remnins unmarried.

EYIOTIONS THIB YEAR,

1n my firat letter I gave the total number
of persons evicted in Ireland during the first
three months of the present year, as 1,732.
Daring the last three months, ending July 31,
according to a recent parlinwentary retarn,
there have been evicted in Ulster, 3,028 per-
sons; in Lelnster, 750 persons; in Con-
naught, 1,570 ; and in AMunster, $14 persons—
in all 5262 peraons: or, for the last six
monthe, 6,994 human beings consigned under
Gladstone in oflice to a fate that Gludatone
out of office declared to be ¢“a sentence of
death "
LAND BILLE AND LAND COURTA.

No Land Bill that does not provide for the
rapid extinction of Irish landlordism (corpo-
rate, absentee, and resideunt, alike and equal.
1y), and for the speedy establishment of pea-
sant proprietorsbip, will be of any permanent
value to the Irish p~ople. Many of the large
farmers of the East and North of
Ireland are as harsh to their laborers
as the absentee and corporate land-
lords of the West and Boutk ot Ireland
are cruel to their tenants. Besldes, the Irish
courts are composed of landlords, inspired
with the most fanatical spirit of caste. 'The
Freeman's Journal recently issued to the re-
presentative men of 27 counties a table of in-
quiries relative to the character of the conaty
courtjudges, to whom responsible duties aze
to be argigned by the Government Linnd Bill.
16 out of the 27 are Protestants. Only
two out of the 27 are not themselves
landlords, ond one of these two ia
connected with landlords by marriage. ln
Antrim, ot the chairman of the county court
it is said that the cbaracter of his land deci.
sions bas been unfavorable to tenants,and that
the people would bave no confldence in him
as land judge under the new Act. In Armagh,
the peopls, it is reported, would have more
confidence in a court than in their chairman,
The Donegal chalrman js *distrusted as a
friend of the laudlorde’ In Dowo, the
chairman’s decisions bave been % In favor of
the landlords ;" in Londonderty, “always in
favor of the landlords;” {n Carlow, ¢guspi.
cious ;" in Kildare, “not trusted by tenants;”
in King's, “leaning to landlords;” in
Meath, “most unsatisfactory;” in West-

meath, ¢ not satisfactory;” in  Wex.
ford, wnot in favor of tenants;"” in
Wicklow, ¢«doubtful;” In EKerry, ¢«in

tavor of landlords'—often reversed on
appeal ;" and in Galway, % prejudicial to ten.
anta.’ In Fermanagh, Cork and Mayo, the

Leftrita’ and Roscommon, “in favor of the
people.”  Yet, among these «impartinl”
chairmen is P. J. Blake, of Fermaragh,
whose brutal conduet, quite recently, in bois.
teronsly defying the Land League on the
bench, astonished even a people with
whom judicial digalty in neither =«
fact nor & tradition — who bhave boeen
accustomad  for  generations  to  gee
blackguarns in ormine, anpd prosecuting st-
torveys wearing the judge's robes. Thu vver.
whoelming vazdict i3 that the people woud
bave no confidence, in the yreat msajority of
tha counties, in these couunty court judges as
adjadicators hetween landlord and tenaut.
Breo-aud-bye, when n how! is raised in Eog-
land against thu unrousonableness of the
Insh peopls in scorning the Land Bill—in
not taking a stone when they asked for bread
—let this verdict on the character o} the
chairmen of the“county courts, by name, be
ramembered as their vindication.

The Land Commission appointed to ad-
judicate betwesn landlord and tenant in
Ireland is composed of a large landlord, a
large land agent, and a conspicuous type of o
class universally despised here—those rmm-
pant patriots of 1848 who became recreauts
to their patriotic creed, and sought and ac-
copted governmont oflice!l Not ouo repre-
sentative of the tenant interest has besn
placed on the Commission, althongh every
body admits that tho Bill will be nse-
let:s unless both classes bave coufidence in
it

IR18H FARM LANORERS

An nttempt wns made by the landed inter-
ost to arrny the furm biands against the Land
League, because it pleaded tha cause of the
tenant-farmers only, and not of the laborers.
Peasant Proprietorship, such as exists in
France, would make these farm-laborers land-
owners ; but the cessation ot the apitation for
peasant proprietorsbip~—it is raruly named
here now—made this device seom formidable.
A priest who weat with a deputation of farmn
laborers to see br. Forster, stated that their
homes usually consisted of one apartment
only, in which the family slept, Jived and eat
their meals—n state of things prejudicial both
to health and morals. Durlng last winter he
hnd seen men broaking stopes during
storms snd hail for 48. & week—less than
onu dollar for six days’ hard work on the
roudside for twelve hours a day! One
laborer told the Home Secretary that
his average wagus, taking one day with an.
oiher, all the year round, was ninepence or
tenpenco a day. This man said he lived in n
small cabin that ¢ wuas ten or twelve feer
square. He had five children nnd bis wife,
they all living in one room, and sleeping ou
a s0p ot straw on the floor which served them
for a bed. Even if he had room he had never
enrned the price of a second bed, The cot-
tage was made of mud, and there were only a
few sticks preventing the roof from fulling
in.”

There was po garden attachod to this
hovel ; the tenant had to keep it in repair
himself ; bat the owner of the land exucts 18s.
a year as ground rent.

As a proof of the trranny of soma of the
Iarge farmers, a contruct between one of them
and a laborer was handed to the Home Secrea.
tary. By this agreement the poor laborer
undertook to pasy L4 a year for ono acre of
ground, ¢a part of the rent to be paid in
work.”

« Under this agreement tho farmer was en-
titled to 52 daye’ work in the year from the
laborer, at 7d o dny. The farmer had the
power to elect the days, and he always se-
lects those times when labor is dear, and then
he pays this laborer 7d a day, while he hos to
pay the others perbaps 2s.”

It is too Iate in the nineteonth centuiy for
a compromlse with such a cruel systern  If
the Irish landlords cannot Ls driven out of
Ireland, the Irish pcople should muke an vxo-
dus from their worse than ligyptian despot-
ism.

The tribe name of the Kerry clan was Me-
Crcham, now Anglicised “Grabam” ond ¢ Gree-
ban.” The tribe name of the Fermanagh
clanz was O'Creochain, some of whose des~-
cendants Anglicise the name Graham, Grekan
and Greeban.

There ars many fimilies of the nams of
Grakaln to be found in Leinster as well as in
the South and West of Ireland.

I would simply ndd that Mr. O'Hart is the
best living authority on Irish namesand their
origin, and his invaluable work on Irish
Pedigrees should be in the hands of every
Irishman in Canada,

ENGHISH PITHEN 1N IRELAD

Toe Dawn of Democratic Frafermity.

Letter froin James Redpath.

Dusrix, July 13 1881.

In my !ast letter I quoted from the report
on the condition of tbe Irish peassantry ot
Galway, made by a deputation ¢f Northum-
berland and Durbam coal-miners. It i3 too
valuable and too remarkable o publicatior to
be confined to thu North of Lhpgland. Let
mo make a few mors extracts from it.

In the Village of Lurne, near the ancient
City of Galway, thuy entered e peasant’s cabin
that they thus described :

“(ne of the smallest huts {n the viliage,
which could not in fact occupy an area of
more than 7% square feet, wo found to be the
habitation of a »an, his wife, and seven
children. They appeared to gain a sub-
sistence by the rearing of poultry and selling
the eggs ; und cocks, beny, and ducks travelled
about at wiil in their domicile, They also
rented a plot of land, which the husbaud,a
big, gaunt lcoking man, laboured upon, to
wrench from it & scanty subsistence. All
the family were clotbed in rags. This mwan,
our informaut told us, had never tasted a
drop of strong drink, nor a drop of tea, nora
bit of fresh meat for two years—hia sote food
for himself and his family having besn a
few potatoes, with the Indian~meal por-
ridge made from the same, the only lignor
ever passing their lips or moistening the food,
begides & drop of buttermilk at rare intervals,
being pure water. The quantity of butter-
milk falling to his nse had been, during the
last six months, only two pennyworth, pur-
chaged from one more fortunate than he in
the possession of a cow, so that the liquid was
indeed a luxury. He had, like the farmer
and his sons, fallen under the ban of the agent
for non-payment of his reot, and the usual
result bad followed, in the shape of a notice
to quit, which was hanging over the family
when we visited them.”

Thousands of these wretched tenants are
the victims of evictions executed by the ad-
ministration of Gladstone, Bright and
Forater. These are the men who are accused
by Eeglish journals and Engllsh « Siates.
men,” so-called, of « conepiring to defraud
their landlords, although they are abund.
sntly able to fulfil their contracts.”

What did the honest pitmen think of such
hovels ?

#Such places would not beallowed to exist
on the face of the land in England, even for
a pig to be put into them," said Mr. Bryson,
# they would bave the inspector of nuisances
down upen him, In no time, and if they com-
mitted no other offence they would be in-
dicted as places to hLarbor discase, and they
would ho ewept away wholesale, or the owners
would be ealled upon to put them in a proper
snpitary condition, whilst benevolent puople
would have their foelings outraged by the
mera thouglt thut such places existed in their
country.”

« ] heartily agree with his remarks,” said
Mr. Patterson, “and I pictured to mysolf the
burst of public indignation that would ensue
on the nowspapers announcing that such
places were to be fonad 1n our North-
Uounty.”

The landlord’s crops, however,
require gathering, and there he must
go aud work ~and ounly return to his own
property, when the whole has been got in—
probably to see his whole crop destroyed by
the advent of bad weather, Iu fact, no mat-
ter what position his own affairs are In, he
must go at tha call of the agent, and hig own
affairs must take their chance atter the de—
mands of the agent have been s&atisfied.
Should he fail to go, them down
comes the agent upon him, aand cow
or heifer, or some otler ohject—usually
the most valnable property the tenant is pos-
sessed of—is distrained and marched off, aud
ig only returned when the tenant hae paid a
heavy fine for his noglect of duty. This fine
for neglecting a day’s work is usually from 53
to 155, when the animal is returned.”

Does the reader understand that for these
52 days of v duty work” the labourer receivea
no wages and not oven his food while he is
working ?

¢ The occupant of the village shop him-
gelf, last year,” continued the pitmen ¢ re-
fused to go to the master’s place to work, and
on this refusal the bailiff at once teok away
the cow, valued at between £10 and £15.
Fu route to the farm of the landlord the poor
brute stumbled over the rough stones she had
to traverse, and broke her leg. No commu-
nication was sent to the tenant of the
accident, and when applied to as to
the fate of the cow, the agent replied
with n sneer that had hs gone to work as he
ought to have done no such accident would
have bappened. No compensation was even
paid for the loss ot the cow, nor yet the
sligitest regret expressed at the accident.”

In the Island of Innisturk, in the Atlantic,
off the Galway coast, 1 found that the
fishermen had struck against duty
work, Innigturk i o long rocky little
barren island. 1t is owned by one Berridge
who is said to be a London brewer. He
rents the island for £40 a year to a wan
named McDopough, who keeps all the good
laad in it for his own use. The smallerand
rocky portion is sablet by McDonough to 21
fsmilies of puor fishermen, whose united
rental is £42. In addition to this remt,
McDonough exacts that each tenant (mean-
ing thereby bis whole family), zhall glvs
him eix days, duty work a year,
and that they shall gather and carry to his
farm ope-half of all the sea-weed that is
washed ashore, without any compenesation for
this double labor. Sea.weed is necessary to
coax the wet cold, sterile, snil there to raise
any crop. The lendlord’s Lalf of the sea-
weed has to be gathered first, and it ofter
happens that before his share i8 s&e-
cured the ocean reclajms the ten-
ant's portion., Nor is this all. The same
island despot compels the tonants to sign a
contract by which they are forced to bind
themselves to work for him (in addition to
the six days’ duty work which is forced and
unpaid labor), two days in each week of the
year, if demanded, for 16 centz a day!
Twelve houts work for 16 cents! These aro
examples of the «freedom of contract”
between landlord &nd tenant in the
West of Ireland. The men 1efused to
submit to this slavery of duty work last
year ; and, althongh they had all paid their
rent they were each served with a summons
to answer & snit for dumager, asseseed at £5
each for breach of contract! I have these
summonsges in my desk in New York. Why
did the fishermen pay these rack reuts, and
submit to these despotic rules? Because they
could not pet a bit of rock or a rood of
bog on which to build their cabins in
all that countty on any more favorable
terms, and because, however exacting
these forced contracts may be, the magistrates,
who are all landlords or selected by them,
rigorously enforce these Shylock bonds. for
generations 1t has been useless to resist, for
England, like thet resplendent savage Thomas
Curiyle, regarded the lowly Irish toilers of the
tea, 4s only ureptiles la the path of the

elepbant,” that it was her duty to
wcrush without pity.” The families of
these fishermen were clad in  rags.

The men were dressed in flannel trousers
and flavnel shirts. 7They had nc coats of any
kisd. Their hovels wetre dark and cheetless,
their diet was fish and potatoes and a little
Indian.meal. Of course they had been kept
in compulsory ignorance for generations. And
then when hungry and cold, with starving
families, driven to despair by these petty de-
spots, they made a frantic appeal to God
and gunpowder—¢crush them by heaven,’’ said
Carlyle, #erush them like vermin.” Carlyle
died without baving uttered one such sen-
tonce against the English vermin in high lite.
Yet he knew all about them. Why all his
pelaverings about the ¢ verities” and shame,
Carlyle, like hig father, lived and died essenti-
ally a Scotch peasant—that is a semi-serf,who
mistook sycophancy to power for reverence
of nobility of character. No wonder that no
poor man wept when this moral mastadon
was buried.

These poor Euglish pitmen, by their fesble
Davy lamp light, were led to the discovery
of more truth in Ireland than Carlysle could
ever fiod with all the illumination of his
Everlasting Stars, and other epileptic literary-
melodramatic etage properties.

After describing duty work at Barna, M.r
Patterson says:

« Mr, Bryson remairked, on the principle
that a horse may be led to the well, yot be
cannot be mede to drink, thaf, after going to
the landlord’s place by compulsion, they need
not work harder than they liked; but he was
met by a retort from the men to the offect
that the agent, or some one deputed by
him, stood over the tenant aimed with a
stout cudgel, which ho did not fail to
lay on the back and shounlders of
the tesant if he showed mny sign of
shitking his work. The exclamation tim-
possible’ broke ont {rom us involontarily, as
wo could not for one moment realizo that
such a system of slave-driving could exist.
Tp jumpod ono of the men befors us, a ro-
spectable looking man enough, who told us
that if we had tre slightest doubt om this
watter of Lhe stick, he would thore and then
strip to the skin and show us nndeniable evi-
dences of the beatings he had sustsined in
shape of sundry bruises and dliscolorations
which he had recelved at the hands of the
bailiff.”

« These bloody Irish, yon know,” said an
Englishman to me in London, *are never
content you know | * ’

The English pitmen, following the example
of the'North of England and Scotch preach-
ers, end their report with some reflections « by
way of application.” 1 quote a couple of
pusEages.

& human: being to exist i, the tremendous
burdens imposed upon tbe dwellers in:the
shape of rent and service. their struggles with
sterile land jor which it almost aj-peared mon-
strous -to‘ask themto pay rent at all—much
less to raise their rent when, by the expendi-
tare of their little capital and their utmost la.
bour, they had caused it to give some ap-
preciable return for their desperate strug-
gles. with it, the payment of rack rent,
under ordinary circumstances when . to
our gaze it secemed an Impossibility
for a-man to gain from the land for himself
and family even at rent based upon Griflith’s
valuation—these were a combination of mis
fortnnes the magnitude of wbich we had
never believed to have been heaped upon the
head of one unfortunate fellow creature in our
lives. If the industry of the people were
only allowed free scope, we had not the
slightest doubt that, where a barren and
stoney country exists, pastures and arable
land would be geen; but, with the ccurse
purgued by the tyrant in raising the rent
directly an improvement is #een to bear fruit,
there can only bs one result—the best and
most skilinl agriculturists can be driven
away, probably out of the couatry altogether,
whilst a veto will be most effectually placed
upon the enterprise of those left behind.”
Thege are solid cbunks of good sense that
the Eoglizh pitmen have dag iu Ireland!

I do mnot think the clergy would,
a8 a rule, Iabor hard if at sll to sllay it, but I
feel assured that 1t would not show iteelf ip
serious or systematic violence to the law.

Correspondent—There has lately h%en a
good deal of wild talk about the « rieings” and
« civil war.” Do you tbink in case of such
unlikely events the present garrisons in Ire-
1and are quite able to cope with it?

Archbishop Croke—No ¢rising” is antlel-
pated, nor would any sane man contemplate
‘ guch ‘o thing under existing circumatances.
or, indeed, under any setlo! circumstances,
that we or this geperation may resumeto be
worth practical consideration. We need not,
therefore, speculate on the military aspect of
the case. .

Comrespondent—Is not some legislation
needed for the laborers ?

Archbishop Croke—Legislation is sorely
needed for the laborers, but it is my opinion
that a measuore brought forward for the im-
provement of their condition should bea dis-
tinct and independent one, and not Bimply an
appendix or supplement of the Land bill now
Yefore the Houre of Commons. Indeed, I ap-
‘prehend that serions froubles and complica-
tions will yet arise out of the labor question
jnireland. I amsure that the laborers will
gather a lesson from the land egitation and
combine againat the farmers and landlords be-
fore the world is much older.

Correspondent—What would you propose
as a remedy for theircondition ?

Archbishop Croke—I think legislation
promptly required, and I would propose that
a Iaborer’s cottage with a small patch of land
adjoinicg be provided for every laborer with
a family, in the proportion of one such tene-
ment and allotment of land to every thirty
acres of average value. My personal Bym-
patbies are, I own, rather moro with the
laboring aud artisan clagses than with the
farmers themselvee—to say nothing of the
landlords.

Cormrespondent—What do you think of the
general stute of the country at the present
time ?

Arcbbishop Croke—I think the state of
the country may be said to boe fairly pro-
preseive in almost every sense of the word,
That is to say, the people aro better fed, bet~
ter clad, better lodged, more intelligent, bet-
ter educated, and I believe more practically

one, would be thoroughly =matisfied, agd
feel that notbing better could be done in
this respect for Ireland. But this apppoaltion
is, to my mind, practically impossible..- The
colonies will before long become independ-
ent or confederate among themaelves, and we
must confine ourselves, therefore, to England,
Ireland and Bcotland alone. Now the
question comes, would I be sotizfied with &
confederation between the three great
constituents of the British Empirol And I
unhesitatingly angwer in the affirmative.

Correepondent—Do you think the intenee
feeling of dislike for England will ever die
out in Ireland? oo 4

Archbishop Croke—I do not think this
fesling will die out in our time or at amy
future time unless England alters her attitude
altogether ag regards this country snd treats
it as she treats each and every one of her other
flourishing dependencies.

Carrespondent—What has been the effect
of the Coercion act?

" Archbishop Croke—The Coercion Act has
done no gcod to the Government, but it has
done good to the popular cause in Ireland.
It has made martyrs. Voile tfout. it has
fixed the determination of the people to free
themselves from rack-rents,and ithas inten.
sified the hereditary hatred of Saxon rule.

- 5 at the present, Mr. Parnell’s party would
riot, I think, be greatly increased, if st all.
County Cork would I believe, go for the
League, and ¢“swop” its present members
for Parnellites. County Tipperary would
certainly get rid of Mr, P, J. Smyth. The
game thing might occur in one or two other
places, but those may possibly be counter.
balanced by defections elsewhere.

Correspondent—Do you think Parnell
wonld be arrested if he came to Ireland ?

Archbishop Croke—I gee no reason at all to
suppose that Mr, Parnell would be arrested if
te came to Ireland. He has really said or
Jopse nothing that could wmerit snch a dis-
tinction—~and wisely so. The general-in-
chief should always keep out of the line of
fire.

Correspondent—Supposing the Land bill
pasgsed, would the Land Lesgue be likely to
be held together for the purpose of agitating
for other objects—possibly home rule ?

Archbishop Croke—Bill or no bill, I am
thoroughly convinced that the Land League
will be kept up in some shape or form and
that the question of self-government will
never be lost sight of by Irish patriots.

Correspondent—Are you of oplnion that
Irgland will ultimately secure independent
self-government ?

Archbishop Croke—I sm decidedly of opin-
jon that it will soon become absolutely neces-
sary to grant some share, and even a consid-
erable share, of independent government to
Ireland. The British Parliament caunot deal
satigfactorily with Irlsh affairs for many rea-
sons, but notatly for three:—

First—Because 1t doesn’t understand them.

Second—LEecnuse it capnot vlew them dis-
passionately.

Third—Because it has not suffictent time
at its dirposal to devote to the conslderation
of them,

I may add thaf the Irish popular party in
the British House of Commons can, and I be-
lieve wlill, heighten thelr difficulties from day
to day and uitimately render them unsur-
mountable,

Correspondent—Are you of opinion that in-
dependent self-rule for Ireland would weaken
her bond with Eogland, as many believe, or
strengthen them.

Archbishop Croke-~There can be no doubt
that the bonds would be strengthened. A
people discontented and dissatisfied with
those who rule over them have a natural ten.
dency to secession, and that tendency will be
in proportion to the discontent. Diminish
the grounds of discontent and in so far yon
strengthen the union.

Correspondent—In concading self-govern-
ment to Ireland would you consider the
federal form of government the best?

Archbishop Croke—1I think such a govern-
. mept ag that of the United States is of nll
[ ‘others the slmplest and moat sat'sfactory.
" Hence it all British dependencies could -be
formed into a conferleration, as the erald has
Rugrgested, Ireland being a part of it and
holding to tha other confederated bodies and

It is quite probable he is married,
has a large family and perforce must keep
his nose to the grindstone without re
laxation—hence his fagged and worn-
out appearance. But that distinguished
leoking man who strolls by about noon. He
has a good income, easy hours and plenty of
vacations.

4. For granting llcenses to mine for gold or
a{lver on publlc lands and on conceded portions
of Selguory Rigaud, Vaudreul:, and other pri-
vate lands. Ses. 14, 50, ef seq.

5. For the sale of lands as mining locations.
Seo. 23, et seq.

8. For imposition of penailies for contraven-
tion of Act. Sec. 101, el 3cq.

Under this Act purtles hulding Letters Patent
tor lands granted for agricultural purposes may
acquire the right 10 work any mines of gold or
silver theroon, without license, by paying the
Commlssioner of Crown Lands a sum sufHelent
to make up, with the amonnt paid before issue
of patent, the price of twodollars per acre. In
the case of " fres grants” the whole price of two
cdollars per acre must be pald. Censitaires in
the selgnorles in which the Crown holds miping
rights IRy acquire thesc rights by paylng one
dollar and a half per acre for the whole of thel
land. or at least one hundred acies; and the
seignor or proprietor of the unconceded portion
of & selgnory may do the same on paying two
dollars per acre; the extent over which such
rights can be acquired belng, however, limited
to four hundred acres, or, in Bpecial cases, eight
hundred acres.

Mines of gold or sllver onpublle or private
lands may be worked by partles tuking out
llceunsss for themselves and their empluyees,
conting two dollars for each person for three
months, if the mining is to be done on private
lands, and four dollars if on public lands.

The slze and position of elaims on pubilc lands
worked under such licenses ure regulated by the
Act or determined by the mining inspector ac-
cording to eircnmstances.
