THE SOYEREIGN PONTIFF STRIKING THE THREE BLOWS OF THE HAMMER OR THE SACRED DOOR AT THE BASILICA OF 7. PETER'S.

The pomp, cerecmony and circumn-
stance that, at special times,
gompany the more significont wnd
mora rara celehrations in the (atho-
lic Church, lend to that immortal in-
stitution a grandeur and a strength
thatt exorecise influemces over the
world unnpproached by any other
establighment religious or seculan on
earth. Of these nope more significunt
and atiractive than the solemn op-
ening of a jubilee year by the Sove-
reign Pontiff. The '“Holy Year"
ihe year of jubilce par axcellence—is
celobrated every quarter of a ‘cen-
tury; put for reasons beyond the von-
trol of the reigning: Pontiffs, this
magnificent spcctacle has not
witnesped amince 1825. It was reserv-

In all suclh cases, he continuecs, Lhe
confessional furnishes o counselor

No
one would question the capacity of
the Irishman for business methods
or for any system in which iutelli-
gence, keenness, intellestunl insicht,
or quickness of perception were ihe
required quulitics.  But what muny
of those who lud watched the pro-
gress of the movement, and who
had been brought into contact with
the work of the varions agricultural
societies would be inclined to «ues-
tion was whether in nmwny Irish dis-
tricts  there was & capacity for
steady plodding uttention to nusi-
ness details whiclh was cssential Lo
success.

The bad influences of cigarette
smoking are manifest £n many ~ways
which do not obtain in other forms
of tobaeco using. Their cheupness is
always n direct invitation for excess
of consumption. The smokes  are al-
waye short ones, but are repeated
so often as to be practically contin-
uous The habit is confirmed before
the danger is realized.

The pernicious habit of inhatling
the smoke is one to which the youth-
ful habitue is particularly addictl.
The irritating products of rapid com-
bustion are thus brought directly in
conlact with the throat and air
passuges, inducing a persistent arri-
tation of delicate membranes.—Now
York Herald.

The enptire fortune of Miss lenox
amointing to alipost $1,000,000 will
go to her sister, Mary Lenox and her
nephesw, H. van Rensseluer.,

The bequests to charity and chur-
chey knocked out by Surrogate Var-
mnn's decision were :

000,

Women, $20,000.

Boyuests of $10,000 each to the
Rev. Howard Duflield and the Rev.

THE HulLY YEAR.

As will be seen by our description
of the imposing ceremonies of Sun-
day lasl, in Rome, when leo XII[.
for 4 first time simece 1825, opened
the Sacred Door of St. Peter's, and
therchby opened the Holy Year of Ju-
bilee, these last twelve months of
the expiring cenlwy aro spociully de-
dicatod by the Church to unusual
acts of thanksgiving and of penitence.
In nccord with the express desive of
tho Soversign Ponfiff, His Grace Lhc
Archbishop of Montreal, has issugd a
circular lotter on the subject of the
Papal decree “Urbis el Orbhis,"
wherein it has besn ordained that on
tke opening and the closing of the
year 1900, Midnight Mass wiil e
celebrated. This is g decided depar-
ture from the olden practices of the
Church. As His Grace. expresses it
“Tho Sacred Congregation of Rites
has just published a dccree, *“Urhis
et Orbis,’
Holy Father accords permission, dur-
ing the the night of the 3lst Deccm-
ber 1899, and that of the B81st Iec-
ember, 1900, (with the present ap-
probation of the ovdirary), in all
church <wherein the
ment is soleamnly exposed, to cale-
brate at midnight the Mass of the
Circumcision, and thereat to pgive
Holy Communion to the faithful.”
