the rectora than the archdeacoce, the archdeacone
than the deavs, the deans than the hishope, and the
bighops than the a-chbishops., This miy appesr,
perbaps, 8t fist gight, matural egough, It may be
true that young bicod ghon'd be better adapted for
the discharge of the dnties of an active mioistry then
old ; apd that, cons:qnently, curates should.be ex-
pected to labour mote than rectors, and rec’ora more
than those above them, s2d 8o on. Bat it pever
counld be right that the corates shouvld doa great
deal of work, the rectors not much work, the arch
deacons rery lit:1e work, the deans scarcs!y any work,
the bishops less, and the archbisbops nearly wnone.
Much Iess could 1t be right that the curates shounld do
all the work, and all the reat absslutely notbiog.
And yet this is dangeronsly like what happens in the
Irish Charch Eatablishment. A young man who bas
jost managed to ! paes’ throngh a university, looks
around him aud sees that the life of a Proteatant
clergvman i1 Treland is generally a véry agreeable
one indeed. Sometow or saather he contrives to
get & curany, and then tis course l'es clear before
him. If be have jafuential connections, be need oot
prt himself to sng very great inronvenience for the
rest of bis li e, for his promotion i3 pretty certain
He need ooly preach one ur two secmons in the year,
producs a worthless edition of some (_}reek plny, and
geot married, and immediately his merits and aptitnde
for the work of winning souls to Christ meet with
their doe recognition, Far different, hawever, is the
course which the friendless curate must pursue, bat,
st the gsme lima, it ia eqoally plain. Hemust at
once set about brilding a modeat cburch or sehaol .
houae, in Bome remote * priest ridden ’ district witb a
view to diffusing therein *th» light of th) reforma-
tion,’ and in order that the Ecclesiaatical Commis-
sioners may utext year have some improvemest to
raport. He must call meetings, and preside therea*,
and advertise himaelf ag havingalready effected_some
wounderful conversions He mast make some violent
speeches, and abuse his oppouents in uomeasared
terms, denonnce their religion a3 *damnable and ide-
latrous,’ and, if poasible, get into 8 newspzper con
troversy with some Qatholic divice—in which con-
troversy our Proteatant curate not unfrequently shows
that Legic was not one of those subjects in which be
took his degree. He must get up bazaars for ragged
childzen, and lotteries for proselytiziog schoolhonses,
and preside at old ladies’ tea-parties ‘or the purcose
of providing night-caps and peckat-handkerchiefs for
the diminutive negross of Boraboolagr. He must,
finally, attend s meeting in Exster Hall, and deliver
at exciticg barangue, descanting on the wretched
condition of benighted Papists,’ the tyranny of the
' Romish priesthood,’ and the ! pore, undefiled faith
of the Reformation,’ and wind-up by giving adetailed
and circumstantial account cfimaginary canversiozs.
If he ba gufficiently fanatical and sufficiently violent,
he may be sure that his courss of condact will, in a
wonderfally short time, bring him to his Elysium.
Then, as s0on a8 ke obtaing A ¢ vested intereat, in an
iacumbency, he gits down in spathetic contentment,
and, a8 far ag he ig concerned, religiun is left for the
future to take care of itself, The gale’, unabtruslve
occupant of yonder glebe-bouse wae eratwhile your
zealous, restlees curate. His learned leisure i3 now
occupied in editing & anuacnipt lately discovered in
the bahs of Alessndris, or in coatributing to tke
elucidation of the myaterious inseription on that re-
markabla atone, discovered by Mr. Pickwick, or in
disputing some of Dr. Msziere Brady’s figures in
regard to the Church population in certain parishes,
or in soms sach cogenial apd not laborions occupa.
tion. One would imagioe that his promotion would
ba only an incentive to more energetic action ia re.
deeming the laed from ¥ Popery, that it wou'd only
stimulate him to renewed exertion ia the pleasant
field of missionary labour, But no; it has no Euch
eff:ct on your Protestant dean or other dignitary,
generally epeakiog ; be i3 not the self-3acrificing man
he before appeared ; he worked to gain bis deanery
or other prefermens, not to benefit his Church, unless,
indeed, the twn things be syponymons ; and having
goined hia object, bae takes his ease.

The arches are elabor-
ately carved in imitaiion of the best exay:pl_es of
pure Celtic orpsment. These are takea prineipally
from Dr. Petrie¢'a work. Interlsced aerpeuta-asty]_e
of orsament much used in the beat examples of tiis

-olaas of work —fill the hollow of each, and the bsges

of the intervering piilara bave a gecpent coiled
aronnd therm. The spaces between the (‘.."PHBIB n_nd
198 usper portion of ihe toxh pre filed in with ic-
terlaced ornaments, all of them diffaricg in desigo,
but presérving earefully the ancient Iriab character.
The four anglee of the tomb are rounded and slightly
suok, and are also carvnid with interlaee_d designs.
The table of the tomb, which projects slightly over
th8 snbatructars, s formed of one elab of Kilkeuny
marble, taken from Mr. Colles' celebrated quarry.
1t is mon'ded and sauk to receive a brasa jnsoription
plate, and in the centrs an Irieh Oroes I8 m_ciaed, the
design of which i3 slao taken from Dr Petrid'a work.
The other portions of the orypt are made to harmoun-
ize with the tomb, In the head of the doorway lead-
ing into the basemont chamber of the Round Tower
ia placed a tympan of stone, on which ia carved Our
Blessed Lord crnolfied, with the Blessed Virgin and

St. Joho at tbe foot of ‘the Cross. Undernesth the
tympnnom i8 placed a grill of wrought-iron woik,
consiating of panela of shamrocks, paiated and cilt.
The walls of the erypt are ornamented witk bsn.
nerete baarfng Irish dealgus, and izscrintions baving
seference to the priacipal events in 0’Oonuell's lite.
The whole of the work conrected with the tomb and
ita surronadingg was degigned and carried out by the
Messra -Eurley and Powell, Sculptore, Camden etreet
Warka Dublin, by whom, alse, photographs of the
tamb have been publisted, which will prove iaterest-
iag as gnavenira of the celebration that took place
lngt week —Week!y Newa.

The Commons, when the Bl so amended shall
be returned to them, will then be obl:ged either
to accept the Lord’s amendments: or, as the
session 1s 80 far advanced, to reject the mutilated
Bill, so that another year at least will be lost,
Tn the meantime agitation in Ireland will wcrease,
and the reproach of British government, the
great blot upon its in most other respects excel.
lent institutions, will reman to produce the in-
evitable fruits. 1f there be any any who shoald
rejorce in the defear, or postponement of Mr.
Gladstone’s Bill they are the esemies of Great

Britain’s honor, safety, and good nam'e amoogst
the pations of the earth.

But though the struggle may be protracted,
aed though victory may be delayed, the issue is
certain, wevitadle. The Protestant Church, as
By Law Established in ITreland, 1s docmed, and
must fall.

Tue SistErs of Cuariry.—The lamentable
copflagration of the 6th instant with all its har-
rowming details, is, po doubt, sl fresh o the
memory of our readers. Tbat sad calamity has
ucen iotensely felt by the public at large as 2
household one, for 1t deprives our community of
one of its most important establishments, and
many poor and infirm of the fond and incessant
cares of the Sisters of Charity, The warm ex
pressions of sympathy that still burst forth from
every heart, wrespective of profession or creed,
bighly testify to the importance of the benign
missinn of those charitable ladies, and revea!l at
once their well-merited populamty and the great
esteem wn which thewr benevolent and truly pbil-
antbropte efforts are umversally held. Hence, 1t
is superfluous to expatsate on the preeminent :m-
portance of their institution; neither nesd we
paraphrase their past history, to elicat the geve-
rosity of the public n thewr favor. 1t suffices to
say that the Sisters of Cbarity are n want—in
want of pecumiary aid to reconstruct their chapel,
thewr infirmary, and their asylum; to enable
them to weleome again the lonely orpban to
a comfortable bome, and to minister apew-to
the waoty of the sick, the aged, and the infirm.

The colfection which these devoted ladies heve
already commenced has, we uoderstand, a two-
fold end—first, to aftord the the means of re-
stormg ke buildings destroyed by the late fire;
azd secondly, to enable them to realize a project
whirh has been pecding these last two years,
namely, the eréction of a spacious hospital ia the
vicipity of St, -Sauvesr. The grousd bas al
ready been gewercusly appropriated for this pur-
puse by a wealthy citizen, and nothiag is nosw
wantiog but the funds for copstruction. This
foundation is decidedly a great desideratum, par-
ticularly if we consider that besides apartments
for the training of orphans and the oursing of the
sick, a section of the establishment will be care-
fally set apart tor the reception of persons af-
flicted with conlagious diseases. Tiis advan-
tage alone—and a priceless one 1t is—would suf.
fice to make the project meet general support,
and to ensure its immediate realization. More
over, it becomes un absolute necessity from the
panful fact that sumbers of poor and helpless old
men and women, not to mention destitute chil-
dren, bave vamnly sought a reifuge for their de-
clining years or a balm for their premature dis-
tress withio the walls of the * Haospice.” Their
non-admittance, so extremely pawful to a Sister’s
teart, has been estirely nwing to want of space
and accommodation. The new hospital 1s 10
tended to supply this deficiency, and will there
fore be a precious supplement to the one, which
in a tew months more, we trust, will have aren
{rom its ashes.

It may be pertinent to remark that the scb-
seriptions will be strictly appropriated to the end
for which they will have beeo made, whether lfor
the construction of the prejected hospital or for
the rebuildiog of the church and orphanage.

"1n conelusion, we may cxpress the well founded
hope tbat the charity of oer fellow citizens will
shew itself in the present circumstances what it
always bas beea ou occa-ions of great dwsasters
—~—prompt spontageous and hberal.— [Quebec
Mercury.

It declares bierarchical errors,and
particalarly the action of the Jeenits to ba the chief
eause of the p-esent deplorable religions differences.
Ooly by the determined rejection of the bierarchica!
pretentious, which have been remewed, and have been
conatantly oo the incresss pince 1815 ; only by & re-
tarn to pure Scriptare and by the recognition of the
conquests of civilization, can divided Obristianity re
gain the peace which it bas lost. Finally, the Coa-
ference declares that all efforts made within the Pro-
testaat Qhurch 1o found a hierarchbical power or the
eupremncy of dcgma are & flit denial of the principles
of Protestantism, and are simply 8o macy bridges to
Rome. All co religionists are, therefore exorted fo
oppose with energy every tendency that may be
dengerous to freedom of thke mind cr cobscience.
With regard to the Constitation of the Uburch, the
Protestant Oonferarce takes ils stend upoun the prin-
oiple of the independence of eaclh cowmunity. It
desires that the direction of the Oburch should be
