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SUPPORT OF E{OSPI’L‘ALS

In a community like ours, begging for
charitable and other purposes scems to
have no end.  One reason for this seem-
ing condition is the comparative small-
ness of the English speaking population,
making it appear as though the demand
on their purses was continuous. The
lack of system in the matter of collections
is also a great factor in the seeming
continuity.

As a matter of fact, Montreal does not
give as well in proportion to its wealth
as most of the small places of the country,
which are mnot even dignified by the
pame of city. Very many of our grand
gifts to charity, ete., are the work of
individuals who are blessed with gener-
osity in addition to an abundance of this
world’s goods. Such a state of affairs is
a deplorable one, and we should rouse
ourselves to remedy the evil. In regard
to lhospitals, people, fortunately for
themselves, are beginning to see their

usefulness and are ready and eager to
avail themselves of their advantages in
time of need, in the great majority of

cases claiming the privilege on the
grounds of their having subseribed

(usually a sum in cents) towards the
hospital’s support. The deduction from
this is, that the growing apathy evinced
in time of hezlth, and the failure to sup-
port such institutions according to our
ability, leads ultimately to a loss of
independence, and a condition of general

moral debility.
The remedies for this discase are
systematic collection and systematic

giving, be it great or little, consistent
with our capacity. Systematic collection
is hard to accomplish where small sums
are concerned, as the cost’is too great ;
it therefore behooves the giver to be his
own collector, and see that the hospital
gets the money without cost or labor.
Systematic giving is a matter resting
eutirely with ourselves, and if religiously
followed out would obviate the necessity
for special and irregular appeals for aid,
as well as promote greater efliciency in
the work of hospitals, as it would give
them an assured income.

In the small subscription lies the
strength of any institution. 2;000 sub-
scriptions of 10 cents each are much
better than two of 8100 each. The
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former gives 2,000 friends, supporters
and helpers, the latter but two. But
there ix no reason in a person with an
income of £150,000 giving an annual
subscription of $10, because there ave
not enough of us blessed with sueh in-
come to make the aggregate sum equal to
the total of the small subscriptions.

[n conuection with the above, the
management of our hospital have decided
to adopt an attempt at systematic collee-
tion, and have in preparation books which
will be muiled to subscribers, for the
entry of their amount  of
yearly subscription they wish to give,
and date when most convenient for them

sowme time to inaugurate, and could be
greatly facilitated by our friends sending
the above informadon or money to the
hospital treasnrer.  We are alming at a
regularity in the subseriptions  (the
amount youarrange for yourself); so that
we may have a fixed income which we ean
depend upon with reasouable certainty,

In order to sturt the next hospital
year with this scheme in good working
order, and that we may derive the full
benelit of our subseription list in increas.
ing the hospitad's work and ctliciencey, it
is necessary that the floating qebr should
be removed.  For this purpose special
subscriptions ave solicited, payabic but
once, wud rendering any such further
appeals unnecessary.  We are now in
the most favorable position homaeopathy
has oceupied sice its advent into Mont-
real, and we believe the time is ripe for
the vigorous propag:wtion of the wospel of
Similia Similibus  Curantur.

Court in the State of New York were
homeopaths, showing that these men of

calm and deliberate judgment were as a’

unit on the safety of the homao:epathy,
which is weighty testimony. Will you
not read and deliberate? Whilst to
neither school, nor to any man, is it
given to have absolute power over life
and death, we must be guided by per-
centages, and there are numerous public
records which go to prove what you may
naturally expect in private practice— that
is, greater percentage of recovery under
homaopathy. The livesof those dearest
to you are in the same balance of per-
centages, therefore wive a fair hearing!

Subject : What are the relative chances
of recovery of your sick ones under allo-
pathy and homwopathy? Which com-
pauy will you insure in ?

After comparing a longlist of statistics
covering the period between 1833-1870 in
all classes of diseases, he sums up as
follows :

These figures, like the former, are sll
public records. In the Illinvis State
Penitentiary, with an average nuinber of
13,790 prisoners, during ten years under
allopathy, the average mortality was
twelve and six-tenths (12.6) per cent. per

annum. During the ten succeeding years,
under homeeopathy, the average number
of prisoners was 14,595 ; the death rate
was only eight and seven-tenths (8.7) per

cent. per annum, practically 1 less
deaths. Michigan State prison, for three

years under allopathic treatment, the
mortality rate was eight and nine-tenths
(8.9) per cent. For the sume period of
time under homcopathy the mortality
was. only three and six-tenths (3.6) per
cent. In the DMiddieton, N.Y., State
Homwopathic Asylum for eight years
there were 4,712 patients, with mortality
of 4.06 per cent. and with 50 per cent. of
cures. In the State Allopathic Asylum
in New York there were, in the same
years, 18,878, with 6.08 per cent. of
deaths and 29 per cent. of cures, against
50 per cent. cures of the homoeopathic
patients. ‘Lhis was a tremendous saving
ro the taxpayers, as these patients kept
piling up year after year. In Cook
County Hospital, Chicago, for five years
the death rate in allopathic wards was
11.88 per cent. In the same hospital
there are homoeopathic wards, where the
death rate for the same period was 9 per
cent., nearly } lexss. In 1894 in Massa-
chusetts General Hospital (allopathic)
there were treated 605 patients, with a
mottality of 9.83 per cent.  Tn the same
year Massachusetts Homweopathic Hos-
pital treated 1,101 patients, with mortal-
ity of 4.19 per cent., or much less than
half of the allopathic hospital death rate,
with nearly twiceus many paticatstreated.
In 1897 Massachusetts General Hospital
(allopathic) treated 4,312 patients ; mor-
tality 8.37 per cent. In the same year,
1897, Massachusetts Homocopathic Hos-
pital had a death rate of only 3.44 per
cent., less than half the death rate—
again in favor of homoeoputhy. These
instances can be multiplied indefinitely,
always bringing credit to homoeopathy.
How many thousands of lives does
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homoeopathy save annually—and how
many thousands of lives are annually lost
because allopathy stands aloof from
homoeopathy 7 Mothers ! whathave you
to say now that you have read 7 Wil
yon strive to learn more of homocopathy ?

VETERINARY HOM@EOPATHY.

I don’t like to brag, but T can't help
stating my experience with homozopathic
medicine.

Three weeks after the same party had
a horse taken the same way : they called
their horse doctor, but the next day sent
for me. When T came there some of the
family were ery’ag. It was a good horse,
about dying, and they said T was called
too late. I treated this horse the same
and in five hours it was well and eating.

Before I used homwopathic medicine I
lost horses, mules and cows. Since 1
use homceopathic medicine T have not
lost one. Many a case I could relate,
but above will do to burden you to read.

Dr. J. M. Selfridge, of San Francisco,
cured a case of pyelitis (inflammation of
kidney) where Old School men said the
only remedy was extirpation, and also a
case of asthma of long standing. with
Hepar sulph. In the first case, although
warmly wrapped in blankets, the man
complained of a sensation of wind blow-
ing on his legs, and in the second case, a
lady, she one day complained that,
although warmly wrapped, she felt a
sensation of wind blowing between her
shoulders. “Lhis was the guiding symp-
tom in each case.

A weman (monatslatter) suffered from
diarrhaa for five months, thin evacua-
tions, severe pain, frequent fruitless
urging. Diarrhcea awakened her every
morning at 4 o'clock. Nux vomica 3,
three times a day, completely cured her.

Yellow, oftensive discharges from the
ear is often cured by Pulsatilla.

Sxcessive appetite, desire for lmge
quantities of water, sour and bitter
eructations, colicky, griping pains calls
for Bryonia.

Tris versicolor, not lower than the 30th
potency, is a good remedy for constipa-
tion, according to Dr. Claude.

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When teeth turn black, or become
discolored, and decay early, the remedy
is Kreosotum.

The Eclectic Review strongly recom-
mends the free use of pure, cold water in
cases of cholera infantum.

A persistent sensation of a hair on the
tongue may be a call for Silica in any
disease.

Dr. T. B. Laird, of San TFrancisco,
says that Hepat sulph. will cure more
cases of hay fever than any other drug.
Also where there is itching without
visible ecruption Hepar sulph. is the
remedy.

A flushed face, bright eyes with fever
indicates Belladonna.

When patient is chilly and hot in turn,
dull and apathetic, Gelsersium is probab-
ly needed.

Dr. J. K. Ebetle, of Pana, 1ll., says
that Castanea vesca 3x will cure neavly
every case of whooping cough in ten
days.—Homoeop. Envoy.

Dr. C. F. Howe, of Atchison, Kan.,
health officer, says that if any one ex-
posed to small-pox-—nurses, doctors, ete.
—will take a tablespoonful of pure cider
vinegar in half a cup of water, four times
daily, there will be no danger of infec-
tion.  Also the same applied locally will
allay all itching and prevent pitting.
