Moreover, iL is note-
worthy tliat this love and solicîtude of
Gregory was inlieruted by the Ponitiff
who succeeded hîî. Thise i s sowîi
by thoîr constant interpositions in
providîng worthîy pastors and capable
teachera ini learning, bath human and
divine. by theur lieipful counsels, and
by thoir afforduîîg in abundant mensure
whatever was noessary for establisli-
ing and developing that rising CLurch.
And vary sean was sucb caro rewarded,
for in neother case, parbaps, dîd the
faith talie reot se quietly, nor was so
keen nor intense a lave man'fested
tcward the Se cf Peter. That the
Englush race was in tliea days devet-
cd Le the centre cf Christian unuty
duvinely centituted in the Roiuan
]islicps, and that in the course of
ages mien of ait ranks wcre bound te
thein by ies cf loyalty, are facts tee
abundantly and plainly teatified by the
pages cf history te admit cf doubt or
question.

But, in the e terme wbich devastated
Catholicity threughout Europe in the
1Uth. century, Englarid, toc, received
a griovous wound,- for it was flrst
unhappily wrenched frein communion
with the fiai7 Sec, and thon was bereft
cf the HeIy FaiLli in which for long
years iL had rjoiced and found libert).
IL was a sad dufection , and aur prede-
cessore, wbila lainenting AL in their
carnest love, made every prudent effort
te put an end ta iL and taeIitigate the
many evils censequent uponi i.

Arnong theo înuy excellent Catholie
erganizatione that have sprung np iu
the t 'nited States during the lust few
years, the Atnerican Cathulie Hlistori.
cal Society- cf Plîiladelphia eccupies a
unique position, net only by reasen of
the scope cf werk which itlibas laid
dovwu for itsLlf. but aIea liccause of the
gi-eat succesa whiclî bas attended its
eff orts. Its bistory is s conîplete refu.
tation o! the charge, made by soite
aud formulatt-d iu the minds of others,
that Oatholies do not take intereat lu
Catholic educational moyeuteuts. lu
illustration cf its progresa as cornpared
ivith other organizations cf a airnilar
charact.-r, Proetant as well as secu-
lar, I may cite the fact that it bas
already, in tie eleventh year cf its
existencsa. otgrowu iLs pi-osent quar-
tera, wbich wvre occupied sud found
amply large b>- a secular association cf

inmilar aims, for fort>- years. Nor bas
the developmcunt o! its librsry been the
ouI>- erideràce cf ils prosperity; it bas
eutsîripped inost ethtr organizaètions iu
the increase o! iLs membersbip, sud it
has rivalled mny lu the wealtb sud
usefuluess ef the mater in iLs publica-
tions.

Tint inception Df the society was
the crystallization o! the individual
cntbusiasm of a few men who hadl
devoted thecesoîres for some years
preriously, alune aud spasmedi-
cal!>-, to Catholic histonical resasnh.

Iu the lîvo volumes whicb the society
bas given te the publiec k bisefnot euly
recordeài much interoasting Catlîolic
bistory, but bas pnblialhod :iaiy docu-
ments which bad nover socu tthe liglit
botore, aud wleo publicity arc necea-
sary for writing thet histery ef tho
Church. Many of the articles pub.
li-qhed received mont favorable coin
mient, and there in reasen te believe
thàt the publication as a whele lins
crented a tante for Oatholie history,
aud to a consideralo e xt.ent liais stimu.
latcd the Production cf Catholic litera.
ture.

In ita library dcpartmient the society
has made oven greister pregres sud
ehown more useful rosultai tItan in iLs
publications. During the ton years of
its existence it bau collected aud
arranged for use a library eofîuany ef
the rarest Catholic historical bookesud
pamphlets, wbich coustitute an (xceI.
lent working iibrary for Catholil lit-
crary ptirposes, Ameng tho books
that have been collected there arc net a
few lay C.itholic Anicrica-ne the existence
of whîch wero net knowu te Catholic
bibliophiles until they hsd been dis.
covered sud placcd on record by the
society. The greatest wealth of the
ibrary probably consista iu Catholic

pamphlets, thn preservation of which
is ef mucb importance, because ef the
liêbt which they frequeutly throw
upen obscure peints in Catholic history,
sud hecause of tho danger o! their
being lest, owiug te teunustable condi-
tien in which thoy are usually put
forth. INext iu importance te the
collection of pamphlets is the collection
of Oatbelic manuscripts, icîters, and
leaflets. Of these a gi-et mauy have
fallnion jtolte societys bauds, aud on
nîsuy occasions bundles have been
secured wbicb, when arrsuged, turned
eut to bc complote biographies of
CAàtholic men sud wexnen who played
important parts net only in the growth
of the Catholio Churcb itis country
but in the dcvelopmcnt ef the social
and political condition o! the country
as well.

Possibly the niost far.rpachiug itimlt
cf te ton years' effort of te socipty
bau been the creatien ot the machiner>-
necessary for the performance of its
work. Wit.heut anythiug e go b>-. or
suy other societ>- te cepy froni, an
erganization bus been built up, ex-
teuding over the entire country, aud
capable of desliug cemprehensivel>-
with the gi-est werk of bringing into
existence a specificall>- Cathelic Amer-
ican literature. The society bas now
iu the ncigbboehood of 2.0011 members,
ropresenting over>- Stato ite Union
sud even Canada, sud embedyiug
within itreif mucb of!the talc-nt, stand-
ing, sud influence cf the Ohurch
threugheut te country. It carrnes on
il.. roll mou sud wornen of literai-y
abilit>-, who csu give ne a Oatholic
littrature, aud ethers cf Wcalth sud
influence which ned oly te bo nuited
snd prrperly dirccted te suppl>- the
requisite facilities for te production
ef such s literaturo. It !:.&lu Phils-

American papors bring intelligence
of tbe death of s once famous Foenian
worker-îa Pagan "Qi'"r.*He died
in one of the Hlomes for Veteran Sol-
diers whicb the ptriotiani of the

Anierican bai provided to shlter in
their old age tho brave men who risked
their livos to sustain tho national
honor abroad or to defend the Union
at homoe. Mr. O'Leary vas a very old
uoldier of the Republîc, baving fought
in the 31exicain caupaign, in which the
iriesb.Amorican olicor, General Shields
(a native of Tyrone) won sucb luting
renovn. That is nearly fitty yearu
&go, And OLar>vua ven thon vel
into nianboodms yearu, so that ho bail
attained to, a vory ripe oid agea t bis
deatb; hie uet bave been an octogen-
arian for everal yoari.

The deceased vau a native of Mac-
roni, in tho Co. Oork, vberesemvral
of bic relatives itili resido. Ho was
old enougb ta remetuber the lawleu
limes of the Whiteboys, and tbe terri-
ble reprisais on the country people
taken by the icarcely loi lawlosm au-
thoritios of that day for the operations
of three desperate men. There ii no
more ghastly chapter in the biut.ory of
that time thani that vhich records the
spiking of alleged Wbiteboyum beads on
the nmarket iquar of Macroom - a
spectacle wbich mon stili living re-
meinher with borror. O tsary lf t
honte aLan early agae; vben ho rsacbod
Amria it wuasiltl a country of vild
adventure in vaut ragions on the fron-
lier. Ile led an advonturouu life, and

'Wu in oneocf tho earliest battalionh
that crossed the frontier into 31exico
onvar bresking out witb that Ropub.
lic. Fifteen years alterwards vhen
the Fenian moveint vas inful
activity, and vben ho bimmef nigbt
be said to be verging on old aga, ho
plunged int the vortex cf the cocnpir-
acy. Ile vau a daring and an active
agent, and rau great risks as a mis-
szonary axnong Irzsbrnen in the fBritish
an>y. Hic white haira and his ro
markablo var record in the romantio
lands cf Spanamh .Amrica exercised a
curions fascination over theoYoung Irish
soldiers, among wbonx ho freed> moved
in b.rrack and camp, and tbey took
the ath ta the Irish Republic in
tbousands. It was long, indeed, beforo
the British ailt" yauthorities came
to recognize the dangerons bouinge of

thoew o ovement on thes armny. It
is doubtful, in fact, wbethor t.bey bad
a real appreciation cf the danger tawbh lb.> ers expoeod until after
that danger bad pused away as the
reauît of repested courtmartIsansd
the removal cf Irish regitnents to
foreiga stations. In producing that
dangeocus situation probably no ans
bad a ]auger ahare Ibau tbe white-
beaded veteran O'Loany. Ile wva
mian cf deaperate determination, in
vhom niait of the traces cf those tofter
nfluenoces that the religiously.nurturead
Iriahman usualil>take. with bu to a
foreign land were for long obliterated
by the influences cf a wild Western
life. This fact developed traite in bis
character whicb bis oompaniopu, in the
truc pirit cf caricature, exaggerated
in thes sobriquet preflxed above to bis
name, and vbich attacbed to bimt t
bis ding day. Hes had blà faultu,
but ho had at ]eut co greatly re-
deemir.g 'ruIe-, love cf native land
that knew no furansd braved very
min> dmne". - Dublin Froeman's
