In the Country the Speed Limit Will Be 20 Miles, Accord ™!
ing to Amendments Made by Legislature Yester- -
day—Must Stop for Street Cars —Both Lead-
ers Were Right According to Speaker.

By an amendment to the Motor Ve-

hicle Act in the legislature yesterday, |

motorists may now travel a maximum’
rate of 15 miles an hour on city streets,
and 20 miles in the country. The old
speed regulations, which have caused
an outburst of indignation among mo-
tor car owners, called for a maximum
rate of 10 miles in the city and 15 miles
in the country. Hon. W. J. Hanna, pro-
vincial secretary, was the mover of the
amendment to the bill, which received
its second reading. ; 3
