In 1884 he sold another property
and deposited $5.480.36 in the same bank.
Other deposits were made and the amounts
entered up In his pass books. The money
was left in the bank at Interest, and In
1894 portions were withdrawn from time
to time. Mr. Dill claims that he took his
pass books to Mr. Price at the bank in the
usual way and Mr. Price added the in-
terest due at the end of each half year.
According to the pass books to date Mr.
Dill had in this branch of the bank $16,-
655.26, the amount cl ed in the writ to
be issued this morning.

prof. Barey Says the Sudbury Product 15

Just What 1s Wanted for Smelt-
ing Niekel and Irom.

The formation of the Algoma Codl
Mining Company, limited, seems to
have met with popular approval, Many
applications were made for stock yes-
terday from Toronto business men
and other residents of the city, while
requests for shares came by wire from
outside. The public do not seem to
care whether the deposit is coal or not.

Prof. Barry yesterday handed out
the following report on samples of the
Sudbury coal:

“Messrs. Campbell, Currie & Co., To-
ronto:

According to promise I beg to hand
you heérewith partial report on . tuc'
Sudbury coal, samples of which you
kindly  gave me last week, I have
looked at this material from a practi-
cal enquirer’s standpoint, not as a
geologist, and should be glad to ex-
amine any further samples you may
{ obtain from deeper bearings.

The samples reputed anthracite coal
from Balfour Township, obtained from
Messrs. Campbell, Currie & Co., are
somewhat similar in appearance tO
cuter croppings found elsewhere, and
underneath which at a certain depth |
good coal has been mined, but there
are special features in the Balfour ar-
ticle, which, while they do not polnt!
towards a very extensive’deposit or
coal of a true anthracite quality, yet
are sufficient to warrant the owners
in developing the find and arranging
to supply at least the local market.

The. samples I have treated leave|
from 33 to 37 per cent. of ash. The
coal does not contain much sulphur,
except in the pyritic bands which, no
doubt, more or less interlace the de-
posit, and all- I have seen being on
¢r close to surface do not yet pos-
sess the homogeneous character inci-
dent to anthracite coal of commerce.
Further development will determine
this, and also show that at a lower
depth the admixture of quartz and
other impurities does not continue.

I consider the coal of special loeal
value for reducing and also smelting !
purposes. ¥t will, in my opinion, be
found preferable to either coke or any
other fuel at present used in connec-
tion with nickel and iron smelting,
and, owing largely to its quartz spe-
cific gravity (1.859), will burn with ant
inténse heat and be capable of stand-
ing a higher blast than any other fuel
known of. |

From the few experiments made, 1
believe that both nickel and iron when
converted by this fuel will be found
of a greater tensile strength than that
rroduced by the fuel now in use. It'
has, in fact, the same apparent ef-
fcct on nickel, iron and steel that the
addition of alumina has on these
metals,’ and, although we may not
look to see it compete in Toronto with
United States anthracite, yet it will
eventually be found the best pos-
sible fuel for treating our Algoma and
adjacent ores.

After the dip of the vein has been
determined and a drill core brought up
from 300 to 400 feet, we shall, of
course, be in a better position to pass
a positive opinion upon the nature
and extent of this discovery, but in
the meantime it may be accepted that |
u# fuel' particularly adapted for our
lccal needs has been found, and that
if it does produce a little more ash it
will give out more heat per unit than
what we now use, and in the Algoma
district. at any rate, will be cheaper
than the imported article. I am cer-
tain that by carefully exploring|
amongst the Cambrian slates in or
near Balfour Township other depogits
may be found. I do not here touch at
all upon the geological features of this
find or the country rocks. All the
tanefrs and public care to know is ex-
ént and quality of deposit, where it
can be used and what it 1s worth.

PROF. MONTGOMERY TALKS.,

He Says the Deposit In Sudbury Has Every
Appearance of Coal.

Prof. Montgomery of Trinity University
has carefully examined specimens of coal
from the Sudbury mines, and he says the
deposits have every appearance of coal,
and, judging from the specimens the de-
posits ‘were disintegrated at the surface by
glacial action and have the appearance of
several changes. He strongly recommends
the working of these wmines at once on the
grounds of surface specimenss 2

Prof. Montgomery is late professor of
geology and geologist of Utah. He has
spent ten years in the mining regions of
the west, and has examined numerous de-
@ ssits of coal from mines all over the west
and under various conditions. He has also
examined deposits of minerals kindred to
coal, such as wurtzilite and uintahite, and
knows coal from kindred minerals.

Dr. Cole, after making what is known as
the burning test, reported as follows: The
coal from the Sudbury district Is a very
hard burning coal and requires much light-
ing. It will burn well in a forge or a blast
fgrnace, and will do well for smelters.

well-known citlzen, speaking'to a re-
porter, polnted out the great Importance
of this discovery to the people of this
country from an industrial standpoint., If
this coal turns out well for smelting pur-
poses it can Dbé shipped to the mines in
British Columbla, and so do away with the
use of the coke used at present, and which
is shipped from CardIff in Wales at an enor-
mous expense, as it has to be taken around
Cape Horn. Lately a test of coal found in
the Rockies near Canmore was made. Sev-
eral carloads were shipped to Nova Scotia
and coked, but when it was returned it
was found not to be strong enough to
stand up in the furnace.

Dr. Cole’s report shows this coal to be
perfectly adequate for all such purposes.

Recognized by a Geologist.

The first geologist to recognize the
presence of anthracite in the region
between Georgian Bay and Hudsons
Bay was Dr. Robert Bell of the Geos
logical Survey. He repeatedly called
attention to the presence of anthracite
in this region. The specimens were
obtained from Indian and Hudson Bay
officers. Mr. Christian Hoffman, the
analyst, on page 423 Geological Survey,
1875, gives an analysis of one of these
specimens which is catalogued as an-
thiracite. The analysis’ showed 94.91
per cent, of fixed earbon, which ciose-
ly resembles the result obtained -by
Dr. Cole from the Sudbury mine.

Mr. J. M. Clark was the first To-
ronto man to examine the deposit of
coal and recognize its economic value.
Mr. Clark is an honor graduate in
physics of Toronto University, and
carried off the gold medal in this de-
rartment, and an essay by him on a
geological subject earned the Mec-
Murrich medal. -

A Report From New York.

‘Some time ago those interested in the
deposit of coal in the Township of Balfour,
near Sudbury, submitted pbrtions of the
slate or shale, in which the deposit occurs
to .Messrs. Ledoux & Co,, ~the leading
chemists dnd sclentific analysts of New
York, for a report.

This
will go far to prove that the geologists
must have overlooked a portion of the for-
mation in this locality ana confirm the
belief that the mineral is true coal.

TWO MEN DROWNED.

They Were Port Bruce Fishermen and
Their Flat-Bottomed Boat
Was Capsized.

Aylmer, Ont., Nov. 5—~Two. of Ycung
Bros.’ men, W. Anderson and E. Bur-
rows, fishermen of Port Bruce, while
trying to make the harbor at Port
Burwell this afternoon in the gale,
were drowned by the capsizing of
their flat-bottom lifting boat. There
were four in the boat at the time, two
of whom were saved. The deceased
were both lately married. The bodies
have not yet been recovered.

Will Issue an Injunction,

The World is in receipt of a letter
from Mr. E. A. Macdonald, in which
that gentleman accuses the Mayor and
Ald. Lamb of entering into a conspir-
acy to defeat the Georgian Bay Ship
Canal Company. The letter asserts
that the fruits of the congpiracy are
to be seen in the Mayor’s opposition to
the Aqueduct Company’s proposal, and
Ald. Lamb's support of a resolution
granting the Mayor $500 to meet. the
unusual demands for charity. The
letter concludes :

“But the price of the betrayal has
nor. yet been delivered. The Mayor
has not yet ved his cheque, and I
now publicly n y the city auditors
and other officials upon whom the re-
sponsibility rests that there is no
money provided for such a grant. The
payment will therefore be illegal as it
would exceed the amount of the totfal
levy for the fiscal year. An injunction
to restrain the payment of this money
will be applied for  forthwith. This
shameful ipiqﬁlty must not succeed.

The tragedy of “Virginius” took place at
a date in the history or ancient Rome
when the Plebelans were in a deadly strug-

le with the Patricians, with the odgl
argely in favor of the latter, for the Ple-
belans had in a sfugular crisis in public
feeling consented to the avolition of the

-| Tribunes, and the whole direction of the

state had been committed to a council of
ten, at whose head was Applus Claudius,
The dominant class In Rome was a money-
ed class, which made and administered the
law_solely to its own interest. The law
of debt, framed by creditors and for the
protection of creditors, was the most hor-
rible ever known among men. The iiberty
and even the life of the Insolvent were at
the mercy of the Patriclan money:lenders.
Children often became slayves in conse-
uence of the misfortune of their parents.
The debtor was imprisoned, not in-a public
{nll, but in a J:rlvnte workhouse  belong-
ng to the creditor, and frightful' stories
were told respecting these dungeons. The
story of the tragedy is this: Appius Clau-
dius sees and desires to ger possession of
a beautiful young girl, Virginia, the daugh-
ter of Virginius, who is betrothed to Ici-
Jlus. - Claudius induces a dependant of his
house to clalm the damsel as his slave, al-
leging that her mother (a slave) had sold
the child when an infant to the wife of
Virginius, who believed the child to be his.
The story was a false one, but as the al-
leged slave mother swore to the story and
Claudius was the judge, he decr that
Virginia should be given over to his de-
pendant. Virginius, in resisting the exe-
cution of the decree, was, with his Plebeian
friends, overborne, and to prevent the ser-
vitude and dishonor of his chilld he stabs
her. The blow was the signal for a gen-
eral explosion of the populace, The Ten
were pulled down, the Tribunes re-estab-
lished and Appius Claudius meets with
death. The version of the story, as given
' by Macaulay, ends with the sulcide of the
tyrant, but, as narrated in the dramatic
version of Sheridan Knowles, Virginius
himself strangled the tyrant and so be-
came the iastrument of vengeance,

The play is necessarily full of tragic in-
cidents and lends itself to emotlonal act-
ing.

SMELT THE ORES IN CANADA,
The great bulk of the ore of the
‘mines in the Kootenay country, wheth-
er gold or silver, is shipped across the
boundary line ‘into the United States
for the purpose of smelting. It is true
there is one large smelter near Ross-
1§nd, and a promise of others being
built ; but as long as the present syS-
tem is allowed to continue just so long
will the smelfing of Canadian ores bé&
carried on ' largely in the United
States, to the great profit of Americans
tand to the certain loss of Canadians.
The News-Advertiser, a paper publish-
éd in Vancouver, brings up this ques-
tion. It points out that the output of
the silver, mines in the Slocan district
is finding its way to the American
smelter at Tacoma, and calls upon the
people of Vancouver to take some steps
to prevent it. In view of the fact that
the output of the Slocan mines is cer-
tain to develop in a very short time
into enormous proportions, our West-
ern contemporary asks the citizens of
Vancouver to take the matter up seri-
ously, and to erect a smelter in that
city. ~'This, we take it, is a wise move
on the part of the people of Vancouver.
But something. more has to be done,
and that something by the Do-
minion Government. Parliament at
its mext gession ought to pass
a law putting. .a heavy export
duty on all ore going out of thé coun-
try for smélting purposes and even
matte—which is the product of the
smelters—going out of the country for
the fingl A process of refinement. The
World, férthermore, would support any
Government which would bonus or subg
sidize, if private capital does not see
its way to giving it, smelters for hand-
ling the British Columbia ores. Min-
ing may be profitable to the individu-
als who reap the profits of valuable
mines, but mining is much more profit-
able to the people of the country when
all the work in connection therewith is
distributed among them and not given
to the miners, smelters and refiners of
foreign countries. Now is the time for
the Government
whether it is equal to the occasion and
ready to do whatever is necessary to
make.

The Mascot Looks Well.

Mining Review, Oct. 28.

The Mascot Eldorado, one of the
properties now being developed by the
Big Three Company, has a splendid
showing both in the tunnel and in the
shaft., The tunnel, which is a continu-
ation of the tunnel started on what
was supposed to be the Eldoradn, is
now in 87 feet. The face shows very
good ore and lots of it. It occurs in
seams and bunches all 'through the
rock, the widest being 18 inches. It
is being run to intersect the shaft
‘at a vertical depth of between 160 and
200 feet.

It is, however, not yet solid ore, but
. shows a considerable admixture of
country rock and calespar. There ap-
pears to be little doubt that a big
chute of ore similar to that of the
Kootenay mine has been located in this
property, amd the future of the mine
will depend on the extent and rich-
ness of this chute, which has yet to
be determined by, development. A
good road has been made to the tunnel
site and buildings have been erected.

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Did Mr. Ferrier Get His First
Inkling of Corundum,

FOUND IN CARLOW LANDS.

The Find Will Likely Lead to the
Opening Up of a New Industry

Owing fothe Abrasive Value of the Material
—~What Corundum is—Large Block of
Evening Star Sold—What are Toronto's
Manufacturers Deolng Now That Thou-
sands “of Dollars Worth of Mining
Machinery is Wanted ?—Latest About
the Sudbury Coal Find—General Mining
News.

Otttawa, Nov. 5.—~The recent discov-
ery of corundum in Hastings County
by Mr. W. F. Ferrier, lithologist of the
Geological Survey Department, came
about in a somewhat curious way. He
had recognized the mineral amongst
a number of crystals labelled “Py-
roxene, Township of Carlow,” which
came into his possession some time
ago, and on communicating the facts
‘0o Dr. Dawson, director of the survey,
was authorized by him to visit Carlow
Township and endeavor to locate the
mineral and determine the extent of
the deposits. Mr. Ferrier was ac om-s

panied by Mr. A, Cole, and after con-
siderable difficulty found the mineral
on the 14th lot of the 14th concession
of Carlow Township, in Hastings
County. The corundum was found to
oecur .in a coarse-grained red, fels-
pathic rock, which forms, together
with red and brown micaceous gneiss,
a perpendicular cliff from 80 to 100
feet high at the base of a sloping
mountain. Well-developed ecrystals,
often of large size, and generally of
a grayish or brownish color, as well
asirregular masses of the corundum
are thickly distributed through the
10ock, and the mineral was observed
throughout this rock for a distance
of ahout 300 feet ‘across the strike, and
traced along the strike for about 700
feet. The interest of the find lies not
in the |possibility of the dis-
covery of the gem * varieties
of the mineral, ruby and sapphire,
which is improbable in view of the
nature of the occurrence, but- in the
fact that this is the first time that
the mineral has been found to exist in
Canada in any quantity, and that itis
valuable as an abrasive material on
account of its great hardness, whic
in the pure mineral, is next to tha
of the diamond. Corundum is an oxide
of aluminum, the crystallized varieties
being essentially pyre, whilst the
granular variety, to &hlch the name
“‘emery” is given, comains more or
less impurities, chiefly’ magneuce and
hematite. The _transparent purer
kinds of blue and colors constitute the
gems sapphire and by. These usu-
ally occur as roll pebbles in river
beds, or as crystals imbedded . in
iilmestone, as in the famous ruby mines
of Burmah, As already stated the value
of the mineral lies in its employment
As an abrasive mateérial, and_.statistics.
show that there a widespread mar-
ket for it. The supply of the mineral
in the United States comes chiefly from
North Carolina, small quantities of
emery being also obtained in West-
chester County, New York State. The
finer grades of emery continue to be
imported from Turkev and Greece.
Should further investigation prove
the existence of this mineral in large
quantities in Hastings County it will,
without doubt, lead to the opening up
of an important industry.

despair.

If
the Canadians are about to ruln their repu-
tation for being slo¥W the ‘fact must be
borne with all the calm resignation that
we have in stock. Still we feel bad when
we think of poor Spokane, Tacoma,. etc.,
and if we were a womau we would ery.
As we are not a female, we will sit stil
and wonder what we will do with all the
money that is in 'sight since the Crow's
Nest upset our calculations.

TRADE IN CANADA,

R, G. Dun & Co.’s Daily Bulletin says:
Montreal basiness men in all lines profess
their gratification at the result of the
Cuited States elections, and the feeling of
bhopefuluess for the future which has been
gaining ground of late Is further intensi-
fied, Ty goods men report an improving
sorting busluess, 4nd as far as can be
Judged from returns to hand 4th Novem-
beér payments have been fairly met; im-
provement is noted in remittances in this
line from the Northwest. Groceries show
a good general distribution; sugars are firm-
er, two small adviances having been estab-
lished fn yellows, but the quotation for
granulated has mot yet been altered. Teas
and dried fruits generally show continued
tendency to advance. In metals and hard-
ware the demand is moderate; tinplates are
notably dearer, barb wire quotations have
been lowered a little. The leather market
is hardly so active as some of the .larger
shoe manufacturers are 'preparing for stock
taking, but values are very steady, and tan-
ners are not disposed to contract_ ahead.
Hides hold their value well, ind lambskins
are advanced ten cents.

The weather has been unpropitious this
week and the movement of general mer-
chandise at Toronto has been curtafled
somewhat in consequence. The trade Is
confined chiefly to orders of a sorting-up
character. ~ Stocks of goods at country
points are, If anything, comparatively lower
than in previous years. The tendency in
prices appears upwards, and any stimulat-
ing influenge would result in a most satis-
factory -trade.. Remittances show a slight
Improvement, and with present good prices
for wheat and cheese the outlook is en-
couraging. -‘In-a monetary sense Canadian
merchants and manafacturers are well
pleased with the outcome of the  United
States elections. The Increase in specula-
tion and sharp advances in Cable and Pos-
tal are attributed to the victory of sound
money. The hoarding of gold will be stop-
ped, and already some of these hoardings
are coming out. There Is no change as yet
in rates for money at Toronto. Call loans
on cholee collateral are obtainable at 5 per
cent. The Bank of England yesterday made
no change in its minimum rate of discount,
which continues at 4 per cent., but the open
mul;ket rates are firmer at 3% to 3% per
cent.
