CANADA'S HORSE SHOW

The Third Day Entirely Eclipsed
All Previous Records.

AMERICAN VISITORS WERE IN FULL FORGE

There is no breaking yet in the popular
passion for the Horse Show and Tourna-
ment, and the devotees’ ranks were yester-
day swelled by a host of Americans. From
the first the place has possessed a loveliness
entirely its own, but yesterday it became
more attractive than ever, and sent Its
message of beauty straight to the heart of
the visitors, But the eye was held from
wandering by more than mere beauty.
There was the musical march, in glitter-
ing uniform and shining helm, of resplen-
dent Dragoon and sword-bearing Body
Guard, . plumed Highlanders, the scarlet
Grenadfers, death-dealing batteries, the
Queen’'s Own Rifles and the cadet lads in
red, .both marching lke clockwork, And
then the stirring call of the trumpet and
the headlong rush to encounter of quiver-
ing steeds, who swept across the arena
amid the thundering applause of the ring-
pressing crowds. It was magnificent and

jauntlly digplaying the Stars and Stripes
on their b yms, remembered the war being
waged by their own loved Republic and
frantically waved their hands in approval.

The French Liner Lafayeite Chased and
Brought to By the Gunboat Annapolis,
Whe Was Alded By Two or Three Other
U.8. War Vi is—An Incident Which

Complications. i

On board the Assoclated Press despatch
boat Kate Spencer (via Key West, May 6).—
The Lafayette of the French Genperal
Trans-Atlantic Company’s line, a vessel of
3584 tons gross register, bound from Cor-
unna, Spain, on April 23, for Havana, was
captured yesterday evening off the latter
port, by the United States gunboat An-
napolis, Commander; J. J. Hunker, while
trying to run the blockade, after having
previously been. warned off, She has on
becard a large number of passengers and a
valuable generdl cargo, possibly contain-
ing contraband of war.

The Lafayette, which halls from St. Na-
zaire, France, is a fine vessel, of the old
type. She is over 344 feet long, has 44 feet
beam, and is over 28 feet deep. She was
built in 1864 at Greenock, of iron,

Her capture was effected shortly before
sundown last night,. in the following man-
ner: The Lafayette was heading for Ha-
vana and was boarded by an officer of the
Annapolis and wd®ned not to enter the pozt,
She afterwards made an attempt to do so
and was taken after an exciting chase.
The Wilmington, Newport and Morrill took
part in the capture of the Frenchman. Af-
ter an examination of the Lafayette's
papers had been made a prize crew from
the Annapolis ‘was placed on board her

by the Wilmington.
Capture ¢ansed a Sensatfon.

Washington, May 6.—The secizure of the
French liner Lafayette,by the gunboat An-
napelis caused 4 distinct sensation in offi-
cial and diplomatic circles here, as it Is
believed to Invelve the possibility of more
serious foreign complications than have
arisen thus far.

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POSSIBLE CONSEQUENCES OF THE WAR.
Perhaps the strongest appeal in favor
of an Anglo-American alliance is that
of Rev. Lyman Abbott, who tells bis
countrymen that, while Washington's
advice to avoid entangling alliances with
European nations was good at the time
it was given, yet changes wrought by
human progress make inapplicable in
one century advice which was wise in
the preceding century, and it is dan-
gerous for a .nation to fasten itself too
firmly to its past traditions. He goesy
on to say: “lt is because Spain adhéres
to the traditions of the sixteenth cen-
tury and England has from time to
time departed from these tiradikions,
using them as a guide toward the future,
not as a prohibition to progress, that
Spain has sunk from a first-class power,
while England still remains a leader
among the nations of the world.” il
This idea that changed conditions
necessitate a newgpolicy is rapidly grow-
ing in the United States and there is
no telling what it may lead to. The
feeling toward the British is much more
friendly than it ever has been at any
previous time since the Kevolutionary
War, and it would seem that with their
minds cleared by the removal of long-
standing prejudice the Americans oughg
to be able to see how greatly to their
advantage .an Anglo-American alliance
would be. If they should @ecide fo re-
tain the Philippines themselves an
alliance with Britain would be almost a
necessity in order to avoid the inter-
ference of the great Kuropean powers
with which the United States is not
yet ready to cope. .But whether a
formal alliance should be formed or not,
thére is no doubt that the relations be-
twéen the two Iinglish-speaking powers
will be particularly friendly for some
time to com& and there .is reason to
hope that Canada ma profit by it.
Canada has always been anxious to have
cordial relations with the United States
and will respond heartily to any friend-
ly movement that does not involve the
sacrifice of Canadian interests, Arrange-
ments have ,already been made for, a
conferenceé to consider the relations be-
tween the two countries, and as the
Americans will probably be more dis-
posed to make concessions than usual,
there is a prospect that a reasonable
if not a favorable treaty may be made

wide awake, but it should be under-
stood beforehand by our Government,
;the British Government and that of the
United States that the Canadian people
will never approve of any treaty -that
will sacrifice Canadian interests, even
for the sake of cenfenting the new friend-
ship between Xngland and the United
States.

Another interesting possibility of the
Spmxish-Axierican twar,  is, that jthe
annexation of Cuba by the United Stutes
may lead England to resort to a pre-
ferentinl tariff in the interests of the
British West 1India lslands. .‘I'he pro-
ducts of Cuba would of course have free
entrance to the United “States, while
those of the British West Indies would
have to pay high duties. If Cuban pro-
ducts, ile having this great advantage
in the United States, could enter Eng-
land on the’ same terms as those of
Jamaica, the ruin of that fertile British
island would soon be complete, and un-
less the British Government provided a
remedy a feeling in favor of annexation
to the United States would almost cer-
tainly develop.

THE ELEVATOR QUESTION.

On more than one occasion the City
Council has rejected the lowest tender
on the ground that the tenderer was a
resident of another city or of another
country. The settled policy of the coun-
cil has been to give l'oronto/residents a
preference for contract work where such
preference can be extended without
violating the ordinary rules of business.
The council has sometimes exceeded the
rules of business equity in awarding
contracts to l'oronto men when outsiders
offered to accept them at lower figures,
One glaring instance was on the occasion
when we gave a contract for waterpipe
to the St..Lawrence Koundry of this
city in the face of a decidedly better
tender from a Hamilton firm. We had
a great deal of difficuity in justifying
our conduct on that occasion, and as
far as Hamiltoh, Montreal and some other
places aré concerned, we have not yet
been able to justify ourselves, and never
will be. In regard to the tender for
equipping the new city hall with ele-
vators we fortunatély have not that
difficulty to_ contend with., "The lowest
tenderer, is not only a Canadian, but a
Toronto firm. And the difference be-
tween this firm’s figures and those of
the next highest tenderer is the sub-
stantial sum of $2600. One would have
thought that the awarding of this tender
would be the simplest thing in the
world. As a matter of fact it has been
one of the most prolonged and suspicions
transactions in the history of the City
Hall. A dead set” has been made by
the Mayor and certain of the aldermen
against the Toronto tender. T'he Mayor,
with his double vote, and Ald. Leslie
control the Board of Control, and they
have been most assiduous in advoecating
the  interests of a United States tirm
against the Fensom Elevator Company
of Toronto. Mayor Shaw has evidently
decided not to contest the mayoralty
next January, because he could never
face the electorate after his record on
this elevator question. The awarding
of the contract to the ‘I'oronto firm
means that over $30,000 will be spent
among the workmen of this city, while
|the city itself will get the work done
|for $2500 less than the United States

"I'his excuse as to the
excessive cost is trumped up like the
rest of them, It is merely put forward
to prevent the 'loronto firm getting the
contract. It has been evident all the
way through this elevator deal that
Mayor Shaws and Ald, Leslie are tied
up in some way to the Ameérican firm,
Why they should offer such strenuous
and persistent opposition to Canadian
and Toronto enterprise is a conundruin
that may be difficult to prove, but is not
hard to surmise. . The result of their
continued opposition to Canadian en‘er-
prise has been the withdrawal by the
Fensom Company for their tender. They
feel that they cannot get justice from
the Board of Control and we sympa-
thise with them. Mayor Shaw’s policy
is desigped not only to injure a local firm
in regard to this particular contract, but
he is aiding and abefting the Otis Com-
pany in a scheme to destroy the whole
Canadian - elevator ' industry. How
can we ever expect to develop
big industries in this eity un-
less the peoplé’s representatives
have confidence in the ability of our
business men to do as they promise?¥
Tt will be an outrage to Canadian
business enterprise if ‘the council allows:
this contract to go to a foreign firm,
when we have men in this city who
guarantee to do the work according to
the specifications and to do it cheaper
than the foreign firm, whose chier repre-
sentative in Canada seems  to be the
Mayor of Toronto. As the Toronto
firm cannot get justice under the present
administration at the Oity Hall, the de-
cision of the question should be post-
poned till next year. "There is really
no hurry for these elevators. Let the
matter be deferred till we get a new
council, ahd especially a new Board of
Control, :

MEN AND THINGS,

'ALL-CANADIAN RAILWAY.

What the British Columbia Legisiature
Has Pone and Will Do in
This Connection.

Victoria, B. C., May 6.—(Special.)—The
promised measure of the British Columbia
Government dealing with the problem of
all-Canadian railway connection with the
gold fields of Northern British Columbia
and the Yukon territory, as well as with
the Kootenay Mining Company, has been
presented to the Legislature. . It provides
for a loan of $5,000,000.. Half of this
amount was ' already  authorized by the
Legislature, so that the contemplated m-
crease in the publi¢ debt over and above
that already provided for is $2,500,000. Last
year the House authorized a loan of $2,-
500,000, out of which the proposed rail-
ways from English Bluff to Boundary
Creek via Penticton, and from Bute Inlet
to Quesnelle, were to be subsidized. The
present act continues these subsidies, and
adds to them $4000 for a railway from
Boundary Creek to Robson, 80 miles, and
a like amount for a railway from the coast
of British Columbia to Teslin Lake, 400
miles. Tabulated, the miléage provided for
is as follows: Penticton to Boundary, 100
miles; Robson to Boundary, 80; English
Bluff to Penticton, 230; Bute Inlet to Ques-
nelle, 233; coast to Teslin, 400; total, 1040

Testimony of Witnesses in Behalf of|
Mrs, Olive A. Sternaman.

The Proscoution Closed Its Case Yenerds,
at Cayuga, and Mr, Johnston practical-
1y Cancelled the Evidemce of Some of
Witnesses, Notably That of the Under-
taker—The Defence Evidemes Was
Sireng.

Cayuga, May 6.—The first witness called
this morning in the Steruaman case was
Charles Roberts, Inspector of the Metropo-
litan Company, who was not present, Mr,
Osler called several other names, but none
that he called were on hand.

‘‘These witnessey. seem 'to be the only
people' who don't know a trial is going on,”
remarked Chapcellor Boyd.

William R. Martin of Buffalo, a fellow-
workman of the deceased Ezra Chipman
and George Sternaman, gave evidence. He
said neither Chipman nor Sternaman was
addicted to the drink habit largely.

Terence McDode, who was Sternaman’s
foreman for a time in Buffalo, corrobor-
ated the former witness’ statement. He
sald Sternaman quit work at 3.30 the day
bhe took ill, an hour earlier than usual,
complaining that he felt ill. Several other
fellow-workmen, of Chipman and Sternaman
were called. Chipman, one of them sai?,
ate some ple’ for lunch one day and Im-
mediately after was taken ill and vomited.
Mr. Johnston brought up the sulc.de ar-
gument again, and questioned these men
as to the temperaments of Chipman and
Sternaman, whether they had steady work
and were earning falr wages, but the wit.
nesses seemed Inclined to scout that theory.

A brakeman named Cox, who was em-
ployed on the train on which Sternaman
was brought to Canada, in answer to Mr,
Johnston, said that Sternaman Jooked very
ill and ready to die at any moment,

Avery Sterpaman, a brother of the de-
ceased, was called pext. Mr. Osler asked
him no questions,

‘“You saw your brother when he was
brought from Buffalo, did you mot?’ asked
Mr. Johnston,

“Yes.”

“ITe looked very ill, didn't he?"

Prison Statistics.
During the month of April there were
discharged from the Cehtral Prison 56 pri-

soners; first convictions 26, second or more
than two convictions 80. From the jall
tkere were discharged during the. month
121 prisoners; males 106, females 15, Of
these 89 were convicted for the first time,
while 82 were sent down for the second
time or more. There were 24 cascs’ of
drunkenness, The Prisoners’ Aid Assocfa-
tion assisted 51 prisoners as follows: From
the Central Prison 16, from the jail 27, and
from the Mercer Reformatory 4. From the
Mercer Reformatory there were 6 prison-
efs dischargéd during the month, of whom
8:were from the city and 3 from the coun-
try the Bible woman pald 12 visits to the
Jail,and 8 to the Mercer Reformatory. She
made 97 calls and had 828 interviews with
female prisoners during the month. The
Central Prison night school had an aver-
age attendance of 60.

MR, E. B. OSLER, M.P,,

Thinks the Question of Prohibitiom Wil
End in Turmeil

The followilng is the Hansard report of
the speech of Mr. E. B, Osler, M.P., on the

second reading of the Government’'s plebls-
cite bill.in regard to prohibition:

Mr. Osler: Mr. Speaker, this ts apparent-
ly one of the questions on which most of
the members of the House would like to
say nothing. I have as strong views on
this subject as the most ardent temperance
man, and I do not think you can put a
eountry into greater turmoil or do greater
damage than by Introducing such a mea-
sure as the Government propose. This is
one of the election promises of the Govern-
ment that I would have well forgiven them
if they bad broken, like so many of their
other promises. Prohibitory laws have
been a fallure wherever tliey have been
enacted. 'Failure Is written In broad plain
letters upon prohibition wherever it has
been tried.. It is bound to end in fallure.
It will cféate a demoralizing [ufluence tn
the community and lead to perjury and de-
ceit and a degraded moral sense, far worse
than intemperance. , Canada s progressing
steadily and firmly on ‘terperance prinei-
ples. We are improving from day to day,
and from yeéar to year as a temperance peo-
ple. We are improving in that respect
without prohibition, without one part of
the community taking another part by the
throat and saying you shall not do this,
but simply by the increasing moral sense
and knowledge of the people that drinking to
excess is wrong and vicious, Let us go
on steadily, from year to year, improving
as we are doing, and thus helping to solve
this question in the only way it can be
solved, by, creating temperate living In the
country. I belleve that no greater calamity
could befall Canada than an attempt to en-
force a prohibitory law. Buch 'a law can-
not be enforced, as we know from experi-
ence everywhere. With regard¢o the point,
whether the question submitted should be
simply: ‘Are you In favor of prohibition,
yes or no,’! I do not agree at all that It
should be put In that shape. I think it Is
the duty of statesmen, when face'to face
with an important medsure like this, to
tell the pegple how they are going to pro-
vide for te loss of revenue which would be
involved, in case the majerity should vote
in the affirmative. Wesire, T hope, a fair-
minded British peoplg’ and yet it Is propes-
ed to do away with all the buildings and
money and capitd]l Invested in an enter-
prise which is#how ‘perfectly legal. Why,

;| ccmpensating all those now engagmi in the

legitimate trafficc the manufacture and
sile of liquor. You are stirring up strife
among the people, you are taking a leap
in the dark, and you are declaring that
we should take a step which Involves the
loss of seven millions or eight millions of
dollars of revenue and perhaps one hundred
millions of dollars of capital, and you are
about to do this simply -on a chance vote
yes or no?’ I do not agree at all that it
have before them, when voting on this
question, all the consequences Involved,
and should be called upon to vote whether
they are prepared to take these conse-
quences. I firmly belleve that the Gov-
ernment have not the slightest Intention
of ever putting prohibition into effect, even
should the majority vote In’'the affirma-
tive.

Washington, May 6.—The understanding
at the State Department Is that Consul
Uscur F. Willlams, United States repre-
sentatlve at Maniia uutdl the recent war
began, is now aboard the flagship Olympia
I Manila MHarbos, having accompamed
Commddore D«wey from Hong Koug, so
that advices may come from him to the
Blate Department as well as from Cowmumy-
fore Dewey to the Navy Deparument.

‘mail ‘report: from Cousul Wliliams
reached the State Department recently,
under date of Manila, Feb., 28 last. It
gives a full description of the ’hllippines,
thelr resources, growth of American trade,
pte. Mr, Williaws' report says:

**Local and Earopean authorities estimate
the area of the I'hilippine Islands at 150,
000 square miles, und thelr population at
15,000,000, The Island of Luzon, on which
the clty of “asianmila Is situated, is Iarger
than New York and Massachusetts, and
bas a population of 5,000,000, and the
Island of Mindanao is nearly If not quite
us large. There ure scores of other Is-
Junds.

“Au ldea of the extent of the population
of .the I'hilippines may be formed when
{t is stated that the six New Eagland
States and New York, New Jersey, Deln-
ware and Maryland have ten per cent. less
mvea uand pepulation,”

Mr. Williams states that twenty-two con-
sulates, representing the leading comumer-
cial countries of the world, are established
at Manila, apd. adds:. .

“The volume of the expnrt ‘trade coming
under my official supervision equals that of
wy-21 consular colleagunes combined.”

Mow the Trade I Expanding.

He then shows in detail how the trade
of . the Philippines with the United States
excecds that of ull other countries com-
bined and is growing at a remarkable rate,
As indicating the extent of this trade, he
Bays:

*To-day I have authentlcated Involces for
export to the United States amounting to
$138,000.”

He says the exports to America average
$1,000,000 a month. The report states that
216,000 bales of hemp  were exported dur-
ing the last three months. Of these, 188,-
702 went to the United States hnd 78,000
to Great Britain and other countries.

Mr, Williams shows from this that the
United States has 64 per cent. of the ex-
port trade from the Philippines, as against
86 per cent. for Great Britaln and other
countries. He says that last year the in-
crease of shipments to the United States
was 133,000 bales and the decrease to Great
Britain 22,000 bales. He adds:

“Of increased shipments from the Philip-
pines those to the United States were 54
per cent. greater ‘than. to all other coun-
tries combined.”

He also gives details of the large ship-
ments of sugar, cigars, tobacco, wools,
bhides, shells, indigo and coffee. In the
item of sugar, which i$ second in impor-
tance, the shipments to the United States
were 53 per cent, of the total to all points.

In a previous report, dated Feb. 10, Mr.
Willlams stated that Manila had just passed
fhrough a most devaStating fire, the total
loss being $2,500,000,

Ratiread and Steamship Facilitles.
In another report Mr. Willlams gives the

“Failrohds "and’ Geean- steamship facilitigs of

ihe Philippines. The main raliroad from
Manila is first-class, having steel rails, stone
culverts and Bwglish engines which make
40 miles an hour, There are four steam-
£hip lines to Hong Kong and a monthly
line from: Manila to Liverpool.

Besides -these direct reports from the
T'nited .States Consul, the State Depart-
ment also has a gazetteer published it
Hong Kong, which gives a full aceount of
in the Philippines. It shows
that by the last census the population of
Manila was 160,000 natives, 61,000 Chinese,
4100 Spaniards and 250 Europeans other
than ‘Spaniards.
