The 
column marked Sun south, are the times shown by a correct time-piece when 
the centre of the sun is on the meridian, or in other words, when it is noon by 
a correct noon mark, or dial. For example, when it is noon by the Sun on the 
first day of January, it would be four minutes after twelve o’clock by the time­
piece. The other matters are so plain as to need no explanation.

ECLIPSES OF THE SUN AND MOON.
In the year 1842 there will be three eclipses of the sun and two of the 

moon, all invisible at Montreal.
I. An Annular eclipse of the sun, January 11th, at llh.21m. morning. This 

eclipse will be visible only in very high South latitudes,
II. A partial eclipse of the moon, January 26th, at Oh. 56m. evening. This 

eclipse tv ill be visible from the whole Eastern Continent.
III. A total eclipse of the sun, July 8th at 2h. 7m. morning. This eclipse 

will be visible from every part of Europe, from nearly the whole of Asia, from 
the northern part of Africa, and from the extreme northern parts of North 
America. The path of the central and total eclipse will first touch the earth 
on the western coast of Portugal, and taking an easterly course, will traverse
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the southern paris of Europe, the whole continent of Asia and terminate on 
Ihc Pacific Ocean in long. 148J east from Greenwich.

IV. A partial eclipse of the meon, July 22d at 6h. 3m. morning, This 
eclipse will be visible from the western parts of North America and from the 
eastern parts of the eastern continent and from all the Pacific Ocean.

V. An Annular eclipse of the sun, December 31st, at 2h. 8m. evening, 
This eclipse will be visible from the whole of South America, from the West 
Indies and the greater pari of the Pacific Ocean. The path of the central and 
annular eclipse reaches South America in the southern part of Peru, and pass­
ing across the continent in a north-easterly direction, terminates near the mouth 
of the River Amazon.

The following Table, constructed by the celebrated Dr. Herschell, upon a 
philosophical consideration of the attraction of the sun and moon, in their 
several positions, as to the earth, and confirmed by the experience of many 
years actual observation, may without doubt, suggest to the observe • what 
kind of weather will probably follow the moon’s entrance into any one of her 
quarters, and that so near the truth, that it will be very seldom found to fail :—

OBSERVATIONS BY THE REV. DR. ADAM CLARKE.

About twenty years ago, a table, purporting to be the work of the late Dr. 
Herschell, was variously published, professing to form prognostics of the 
weather, by the times of the change, full, and quarters of the moon. 1 have 
carefully consulted this table for several years, and was amazed at its general 
accuracy ; for though long engaged in the study of the weather, I never 
thought that any rules could be devised, liable to so few exceptions. I have 
made a little alteration in the arrangements, and illustrated it wi'.h further 
observations.

1. The nearer the time of the Moon’s change, First Quarter, Full, and Last 
Quarter, arc to M idnight, the fairer will the weather be during the seven 
days following.

2. The apace of this calculation occupies from ten at night till two next 
morning.

3. The nearer the Mid day, or Noon, the phases of the Moon happen, the 
-Store foul or wet weather may be expected during the next seven days.
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4. The space for this calculation occupies from ten in the forenoon to two 
in the afternoon. These observations refer principally to Summer, though 
they nfleet Spring and Autumn nearly in the same ratio.

5. The Moon’s change, First Quarter, Full, and Last Quarter, happening 
during six of the afternoon hours, i. e. from four to ten, may bo followed by 
fair weather ; but this is mostly dependent on the wind, as it is noted in the 
Table.

6. Though the weather, from a variety of irregular causes, is more 
uncertain in the latter part of Autumn, the whole of Winter, and tho beginning 
of Spring, yet, in the main, the above observations will apply to those periods 
clone.

7. To prognosticate correctly, especially in those cases where the wind is
concerned, the observer should be in sight of a good vane, where the four 
cardinal points of the heavens are correctly placed. With this precaution he 
will scarcely ever be deceived in depending on the Table. ,

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No. 1—If intended to be forwarded from England to the place of destina­
tion by private ship, the Postage will be Is lOd sterling, equal to 2s jd cur­
rency for each letter, not exceeding ,Joz. Weight—l'or a letter not exceeding 
1 oz. two rules 3s 8d sterling, equal to 4s Id currency. For a letter not 
exceeding 2 oz. four rates 7s 4d sterling, equal to 8s 2d currency. And so on 
for letters of greater weight, adding two rates of Postage for every additional 
ounce weight, without regarding fractional parts of the ounce, when the weight 
ul" the packet exceeds one ounce.

No. 2—Letters for other countries than the above, intended to be forwarded 
by private ship from England, may also be sent through the Canada Post 
Office upon payment of a similar rate of Postage.

No. 3 Willi respect to the East Indies, no letter can be forwarded as above 
by private "ship unless thus addressd, “ by pi irate ship from England." 
When not marked to go from England by private ship, letters for the East

Her "Majesty’s Government has at the same time k',en pleased to decide 
with regard to what are called “ Ship Letters,” for and from these Provinces, 
that the entire Postage on a Letter or Packet, not exceeding half an ounce in 
weight, shall be 8d sterling, or 9d currency, provided the same be Posted at 
the port of the ship’s departure or delivered at the port of the ship’s arrival; 
but if posted or delivered at any Inland Office in the Colonies, lOd sterling, or 
11 id currency, and the same ascending scale for Packets of a greater weight 
than half an ounce, which obtains on Packet Letters, will apply to those 
sent or brought by ship. It should be observed, however, that on letters sent 
by private ship from the Provinces, the Postage must be paid.

OF THE HISTORY OF AGRICULTURE IN THE AGES OF
ANTIQUITY.

The world, as known to the ancients, consisted of not more than half of 
Asia, and of a small part of Africa and Europe. During the inundation of 
the deluge, a remnant of man, and of other animals, is related to have been 
saved on the top of the high mountain of Ararat, near the Caspian sea, and 
when the waters subsided, to have descended and multiplied in the plains of 
Assyria. As they increased in numbers, they are related to have separated, 
end after an unknown length of time, to have formed several different nations 
and governments. Of these the principal are those of the Assyrian empire, 
known as Babylonians, Assyrians, Medes, and Persians in Asia, the Jews and 
the Egyptians, chiefly in Africa ; and the Grecians, chiefly in Europe. Least 
is known of the nations which composed the Assyrian empire ; of the Jews 
more is known of their gardening and domestic economy, than of their field 
culture : the Egyptians may be considered the parent nation of arts and civili­
zation, amt are supposed to have excelled in Agriculture ; and something is 
known of that art among the Greeks.

OF AGRICULTURE IN EGYPT.
The origin of Agriculture has been sought by modern philosophers in natural 

circumstances. Man in his rudest stale, they consider, would first live on 
fruits or roots, afterwards by hunting or fishing, next by the pasturage of 
animals, and lastly, to all of these he would add the raising of corn. Tillage, 
or the culture of the soil for this purpose, is supposed to have been first prac­
tised in imitation of the effects produced by the sand and mud left by the inun­
dations of rivers. These take place more or less in every country, and their 
effects on the herbage which spontaneously springs up among the deposited sand 
and mud must at a very early period have excited the attention of the country­
man. This hypothesis seems supported by the traditions and natural circum­
stances of Egypt, a country overflown by a river, civilized from time imme­
morial, and so abundant in corn as to lie called the granary of the adjoining 
states. Sir Isaac Newton and Still in» fleet accordingly, considered that corn 
was first cultivated on the banks of the Nile. Sir Isaac fixes on Lower Egypt ; 
but as Herodotus and other ancient Greek writers assert that, that country 
was once a marsh, and as X.ajor Kennel in his work on the geography of 
Herodotus is of the same opinion. Stillingfleet considers it more probable 
that the cultivation of lands was invented in Upper Egypt, and proceeded 
downwards according to the course of the Nile.

SUMMER FALLOWING.
This is one of the most important branches of good farming, and upon wliic 1 

h'.s arisen a great variety of opinion and practice. Some farmers are of opii 
ion that the ploughings for a summer fallow, cannot be too frequent, and thi,. 
all fallow crops are injurious to the land, and particularly to the succeeding 
crops. Others consider all naked fallows as a waste of expense without 01 y 
adequate benefit, and insist upon some fallow crops either of turnips, to be fi*d ] 
off by sheep, or of potatoes, to be dug for stock, or of buck wheat, or clove X i 
to be ploughed in as a fertilizing crop. Both probably are in an error, aii'C*• 
run into the opposite extremes. A strong stiff clay, or a hard gravelly soil, 
cannot be ploughed too often for a fallow ; but a loose sandy soil may be 
greatly injured by too frequent ploughings. The latter may be tilled to mi- /I 
vantage, with a potatoc fallow ; and the former by a turnip fallow, to be f yrl 
off by sheep ; or after several ploughings, with the fertilizing fallows of buA 
wheat, ploughed in ; but a rough stony soil cannot be tilled with a fallow*' 
to advantage ; this land, and perhaps this only, requires a naked snmp^ , 
low. The great advantages to be derived from a summer fallow are v ..
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1. Frequent ploughing! destroy the herbage upon the fallow, and the roots 
and seeds of herbage, and thus render the grounds clean for the following 
crops.

2. This is greatly promoted by a potatoe fallow, both in hoeing and digging.
3. Thu plough renders the earth light and mellow, to receive the seed when 

sown, and to admit the extension of the roots of the grain when it vegetates.
4. At each ploughing it changes the soil, and exposes a new surface to re­

ceive the be dits of the sun, air, rains and dews, with their fertilizing powers.
5. It renders the earth light and pervious, for the admission of the sun, air, 

rains and dews, and opens a free circulation for them to the roots of the grain, 
(or plants whatever,) and they impart their fertilizing properties to the vital 
principles of the crop you cultivate.

6. The green fallow, when ploughed in, as well as the potatoe fallow, 
greatly promote this benefit, by meliorating the soil. Upon this principle the 
plough, with the fertilizing crops, upon a summer fallow, are the only substi­
tute for manure, under tillage ; because the effects are the same, with this 
exception, that the meliorating effects arising from the fermentation of strong 
manures, are both greater for the time, and more permanent and lasting. 
The manure, also, will continue to assist the plough, in meliorating the soil, 
for after crops, by causing a new fermentation upon every new exposure of 
surface to the air, until the strength of the manure is wholly exhausted.

, Hence again, the value of your potatoe fallow, to increase your number of 
stock, and quantity of manure.

MANURES.
The basis df good husbandry, are labor and manure ; these rightly applML 

will always insure good crops. You have disposed of all your winter manure#* 
from the farm-yard and hog-styes, undoubtedly, to the best advantage ; the 
time has now come to attend to your summer manures; to dress your lands in 
autumn. Let your hogs be enclosed in an open pen, near to, or in one part 
of your barn-yard ; throw into this the scrapings of your barns, together with 
every vegetable substance that will putrefy and rot through the summer : 
Plough up and cart in occasionally, such earth as can be collected from your 
ditches, or old sward balks ; your hogs will root and mix them together, and 
thus, with a little attention you may obtain 20 or 30 loads of the best manure, 
or much more if your hogs are numerous and receive your attention* You 
will find an advantage, both in the growth of your hogs, and in the quantity of 
of manure, if you sow half an acre, or an acre, of clover on a rich soil near 
the barn-yard, and begin to cut early for feed for your hogs ; it will be found 
both cheap and profitable.. According to the best practical calculations, it 
(will give a profit of $30 per acre, when cut green and fed in the barn-yard, 

4eilher by horses, cows, cattle, or hogs, besides the profits upon the manure. 
Ilf you are in earnest about your farm, you may carry this mode of making 
f iianure, to any extent, by mowing and carting in your stout stubble ; collect­
ing and carting in your coarsest hay, pumpkin and potatoe vines, corn bottoms, 

tusks, &c.® The same materials will yield you a stronger and richer manure 
, from your hog-pens, than from the stercorary, (as is practised in England) and 
t j without the expense of shifting, or changing it by hand, as in the stercorary 
| practice. Your hogs will do better than in a close pen, and the same land, in 
*■ slower, will yield them more and better feed, than in a pasture ; and the 

Iianure thus obtained from the clovcr-field, will give you a handsome profit. 
^ little experience will soon lead every farmer to make the most advantage in 

1 this way, which may be rendered very extensive.
