Conscription in a limited form has 
at last been adopted in Great BritalU. 
This was inevitable if the war was to 

continued indefinitely, an® it is 
plain that an indefinite limit to the 

-is the only thing conceivable àt 
present. There should be little objec­
tion to the idea of conscription among 
those who understand the serious state 
of affairs in which the British Empire, 
along with the other alliés fighting 
against the permanent' domination of 
conscription, now finds itself.

The measure is an emergency one, ■ 
and only those who see no emergency 
will object to conscription. If conscrip­
tion had been adopted a year ago it is 
probable we should see the end of the 
war much more dearly evident* But 

the point is that we have to face tho 
facts as they exist, and the facts arc 
that there are not enough men to bring 
the war to a conclusion without the 
slight measure of conscription em­
bodied tn the bill which la now passing 
thru the imperial house of commons.

Nearly all opposition has foiled., ' A 
vote of 39 against 431 Indicated titot- 
the first objection» had. been largely 
overcome. The only sign of danger 
now appears where it baa been seen 
before, In the Welsh colliery districts. 
Thp Welshmen do not seem to mind 
wagther the empire be defeated or not, 
and they, perhaps, share the feelings 
of* some that they would be as well 
content *to live under the German flag 
as the British.

They cannot understand, or they 
would not do anything to embarrass 
or weaken the forces of liberty and 
civilization. It is jtrue'that the col­
liers have suffered in the past from 
the rapacity of the masters. The. great 
strike o1 191!2 had deep-seated causes 
But there alfc greater and deeper things 
still, and ifhiess Britain triumphs in 
the war, the colliers of Wales and 
other parts of the United Kingdoms 
wlU have a Sorry repentance to-make 
for their shortsightedness. ’
