GENERAL PROTEST

Ottawa Hears From Doctors

Ottawa, Jan. 26.—(Can. Press)—
Following the deaths of two Toronto
wemen, which ensued after treatment
with diarsenol, messages have been
received by the federal healih de-
partment ifrom doctors in all provs
inces urging that the restrictions on
the impurtation of this and similar
drugs. iiom other countries be re-
moved., The importation of these
drugs was prohibited and one Cana-
dian company given a virtual mono=
poly, thru the handing over of Ger-
man patents under the . war measures
act. Many Canadian doctors, whe
have previously used only the French
or English drugs for this treatment
prefer to use those with ‘which they
became. familiar previous to the war,
and are pressing for admission of the
former drugs to this country.

It is stated to be unlikely that the
hea!th department will take any aotion
with regard to the individudl cases at
Toronto, any action in that regard
being left to the provincial authore-
ities.

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DRAYTON EXPLAINS TAX, DRURY AND BECK

BUT SILENT ON BUDGET

Minister of Finance Addresses Shoe ‘Manufacturers — Re- fTranaportation Board Waiting

gave amp.e reasons last night betfore
sthe Canadian Shoe Manutacturers’
Association, at a banquet held in the
King Edward Hotel, for the imposi-
tion of the excess business pro‘ius
tax, but regretied that he was unable
to make. any budget announcement
on the tariff or luxury taxes.

President Doust believed that the

bottom had been reached and that
ieather should be bought at the pre-
sent time, and - that the factories
Suouss wegin to manufacture, if only
stapie lines, in' order to relieve the
unemployment situation.

There is as many differ-
ent op'nions on taxation as in the in-
dustries. There is not only a desire
to see that the ot*:r man pays, but
behind it all there is a sincere desire
to put Canada on as firm a basis as
possible.

“Let us follow the president’s re-
marks. On his authority business con-
ditions are the result of extravagance.
After the war the cost of living index
was 200 or under, but instead of the
expected happening, prices began to
climb and the buying was luxurious.
I don’t know th4dt $25, boots are a
necessity and I don’t know whether
that is a luxurious purchas:"

He explained that the taxes were
not imposed begause everything taxed
was non-essential. What was sought
was to check’luxurious buying which
could only result in an exhaust of cap-
ital and a cerious position where the
country was concerned.

There was a big job ahead of
the employers, who could not afford
to be provincial, and there was no
room for dissension. An industry
could only thrive thru the efforts of
the workers and could be maintain-
ed by good business management. If
there ever was a time when one
needed to get the point of view of
the other man, it was the present.

Canada had a vastly different out-
look than any other country in that
she had not been devastated by the
ravages of war. The country was
still intact, and it was important to
note that a very lange number of
Canada's creditors were Canadians.
He enlarged upon the fact that the
public always bought on a rising
market, as’'in the case of sugar, and
were backward about buying when
prices were low. While we were do-
ing better regarding our exports, we
were not doing &0 well with our
purchases. Much money was being
spent in foreign markets, where thé€
dollar is at a discount.

Rev. W. T. Manning Chosen
Despite Anglophobe Edi-
torial by Hearst.

New York, J;n. 26.—Rev. Dr. Wil-

liam 7T. Manning, rector of Trinity
Cnurch, was elécted -bishop of the

Protestant Episcopal diocese of New |

York at a gonference called here to-
day to chose a successor to the late
Bishop Charles Sumaer Burch. The
choice was made on the third ballot.

The vote was made unanimous.
Otner candidates who figured in the
early ballots were: Rev. Dr. €harles
L. Slattery, rector of Grace Church,
New York; Bishop Nathaniel 8.
Thomas of the missionary diocese of
Wpyoming, Rev. Dr. Percy Stickney
Graat, rector of the Church of the
Ascension, New York., and Rev. Dr.
Ernest M. Stires of St. Taomas’
Church, New York.

The - Hearst newspapers took a
hand in the election of the bishop by
publishing this moraing an editorial
denouncing Dr. Manning on the
ground that me was born ia England.
This editorial was read at the con-
ference today by Rev. John P. Peters,
rector of St. Michael’s Church, in
seconding Dr. Manaing’s nomination.
A copy of the article had been sent
by telegraph to all delegates.

“Is it the Cnurch of England or
the Protestant Episeopal Church of
the United States that is selectiag a
‘bishop for its most important dio-
cese?’ asked Hearst, ‘“Will the Pro-
teetant Episcopal clergymen of New
York at their gathering today =ay
to Dr. Manning: ‘We are only Ameri-
cans, poor, second-class creatures,
not fit to rule ourselves. We need
an Englishman to hold the reins and
fasten the tight bit on us. Please
climb up oa our backs, drive us and
curb us.’"”

“This newspaper feels
predict,” the article continued, “that
American clergvmen will filad an
American’fit to be head of the great-
est diocese in the Uaited States. The
Rev. Dr. Mahning should be allowed
to continue nis present useful work,
with the big gambling institutions in
front and the profitable tenement
houses in the rear.”

- MEAN MORE WORK

Outlook Favors Emploérment
for Large Number of
Men in North.

'Plans are now being formulafed by
thgge in charge of the unemployment

looking toward
Securing a substantial amount of work
in the near future.

Superintendent Miller of the Bov-
ernment unemployment office told
The World yesterday that all expert
woodsmen could now=be placed inthe
lumber tamps, aitho no demand was
to be found for inexperienced men,

The labor situation at the mines had
been temporarily at a standstill thru
lack of water for power purposes.
Bome of the oldest inhabitants of the
north country had told him that they
had never before seen anything to
equal the present shortage of water
in the mining districts.  Some good
heavy rainfalls would mean an early
spring resumption of mining opera-
tions and employment for large num-
bers. of men.

A few big snowstorms would mean
the temporary employment at least by
the railways of hundreds of men to
assist in keeping the lines clear.

Sixteen men were sent on farms yes-
terday to assist with the winter work
of handling the stock, clearing the
land of timber, ete, As soon as the
spring plowing commences the farm-~
ers would probably be able to employ

all good men available,

There were 1073 applications for
work at the government bureau yes-
terday, of which 238 were new cases

and 840 repeats.

The harbor board in particular is
expecting shortly to be able to give
employment to 250 men,

An improvement in the position of
the married men was reported at the
Krausman House yesterday, only 98
new cases of married men seeking re-
lief reporting, compared with nearly
double that number the day previous.
There were 109 new applications for
relief from single men. The total
number of old and new cases of
single. and married men handled yes-
terday, however, was again over 2000,

A good response has so far been
received to "the appeal for clothing,
underwear, sox and shoes for the des-
titute workless men, one man devot-~
ing the sum of $100 for the purchase
of sox,

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GOLD PRODUCTION
IS FALLING OFF

Northern Ontario Makes Up
Losses in Other Parts of
the Dominion.

The production of gold in the world
was $473,124,590 in 1915. - Last year it
was only $338,000,000. This is.$25,700,000
less than in 1919. In every gold pro-
ducing country, except Canada, there
was a decline in 1920, In the Yukon
production fell off 30 per cent. and in
British Columbia 20 per cent. It re-
mained for northern Ontarlo to make
good the ‘shortage in other parts of the
Dominion and to “bring the figures for
the whole of Canada above those of 1919.

In the five-year period, 1915-1920, the
decline in production in the TUnited
States was $51,000,000. In 1915 the out-
put was $101,000,000. In 1920 it was only
$50,000,000. In Africa the decllne was

. $28,800,000 and in Australia $27,400,000.

In 1920 the production of Australia was
only $22,000,000. . The once famous Kolar
field in southern India will have less

than $10,000,000 to its credit in 1920.

The number of producing mines on
the Rand at the end of September was
41 as against 46 in September, 1919,
The resources of the Rand are being
upheld by eight mines in the far east-
ern Rand. One of these is the New
Modderfontein, the largest producer in
the dvorld. Its profit for the year end-
ing June 30, 1920, was $7,250,000, but
$2,225,000 of this sum was due to the
gold premium. The influence of the
premium on profits has enabled some
of the lower grade mines to operate,
otherwise there would be a greater de-
crease ' in production.

Nearly $20,000,000 of the shertage thru-
out the world is due to the disintegra-
tion of Russia. Still there is no dis-
guising the fact that the known deposits
of gold are approaching e ustion. We
may fairly claim that northern Ontario
is prospectively the greatest gold field
in the world. It is still far from in-
tensive development, and yet the Hol-
lipger Consolidated appears to be a much
higger mine than the new Modderfon—
tein. The Dome Mine is also proving
up remarkably well. The fiction that
it is a low grade proposition will be
effectually buried in a few years. Then
wg should keep our eyes on the Wright-
Hargreaves and the Lake Shore. Values
at, the latter run from $24.76 to $32.60
per ton, according to the last report of
the department of mines. Few as yet
reali the tremendous profit-making
possibilities of this grade of ore, and
apparently the ore is in greater volume
than in any other high grade mine.

The porphyry belt has a great future.
Thruout the ore c¢an be traced directly
to its source, as Dr. Cooke says the ore
bodies are satellitic to the
masses. S. R. Clarke.

GOVERNMENT OF QUEBEC
HAS LIQUOR MONOPOLY

Premier Taschereau’s Measure Introduced Yuterﬂny Pro-
vides That Commission of Three Handle Whole Busi-
ness—Liquor todBe Sold, One Bottle at a Time, in Gov-

ernment Depots.

Quebes, Jan, 26.—Premier 'Tasch-
ereau outlined the proposed new
legislatioa in regard to the sale of
liquor in the province of Quebec at
a caycus of government supporters
today. He announced that a commis-
sion of three members will be ap-
pointed by an order-in-council to
handle the whole liquor business, The
head office will be in Montreal and
the provincial warehouses in the old
disused Montreal jail, Mr, Tascher-
eau said liquor .will be sold retail at
government depots, but only one bot-
tle at a time, with certain provisions
governing the price, In the city of
Monatreal there will be one depot for
every 50,000 inhabitants, while in
Quebec there will be one for every
40,000, 'In the depots wine will be
sold by the bottle, and in hotels hav-
ing more thaa 100 ebdrooms by the
glass, between 6 a.m. and 9 ph.
Certain permits may be obtained for
extended hours in the case of ban-
quets,

Five Per Cent. Beer Tax.

Brewers are authorized to

sell

beers to parties dicensed by the com-
mission, but must pay a tax of $1,000
for every brewing establishment as
well as five per cent. of the amount
of their sale each month, Special
provisions are made Zfor liquors in
regard to mining districts,

The measure will be in force on
the first of May next and present
authorized vendors are ordered to
give a full report of the liquor they
have in stbck by the 18th of April,

Ernest R. Decary, chairman of the
administrative commission, of Mon-
treal, is to be appointed chairman of
the new commission in the event of
the metropols commission being dis-
solved, D, Murphy, K.Q. at present
government liquor controller, and L.
Giguere, former secretary to Sir
Wilfrid Laurier, are respectively
mentioned as chief attorney and sec-
retary of the commission,

The bill was introduced this after-
noon in the legislature by Provincial
Treasurer Mitchell. “The govern-
ment’'s intention is to take over ab-
solutely ‘and completely the liquor
traffic,” he sald,

London, Jan, 26.—Reports that dis-
turbances which broke out recently in
Siberia are assuming an alarming
character are contained in a Helsing-
fors despatch to the Central News to-
day. The peasants, it is declared, are
kesieging several towns held and for-
tified by Soviet forces; thus cutting
off the supply of foodstuffs from the

That a fat rate for the province is
neither practicable nor advisable, but
that much can be done to lessen the
burden of providing the small urban
centres and rural districts with Hy-
dra service.

every 1000 feet of pine timber you
cut and manufacture, and from the
most rellable information that your
committee could secure the average
net profit per 1,000 feet is only $10 after
deducting operating expensed, we
submit that a rental of $2 per horse;

treasurer and the assessment com-
missioner.” ‘

‘A special meetinggwill be devoted to
the subject shortly.

A communication was placed befare
the board from a firm of lawyers, giv-
' ing warning that the city would. be
held responsible for any damage <o
the plant of the Dominion Shipbuild-
ing and Repair Co. resulting thru lack
of poljce protection.

Laundry and Dye Industries
Will Have Special Atten-
tion of the Board.

Investigations into wages paid
certain industries, notably the laundry
and dye industries, are soon to be held
ly' the mlnirpum wage board to deter-
ir;u;e the ml(xlnmum wages now given

0 Wwomen and the minimum w -
sible under existing industria?ggofl?ﬁ-
tions,

This was the information giv. -
terday afternoon to The Woildegy,yf;r.
J. W. Maemillan, chairman of the
minimum wage board. He stated that
the lieutenant-governor had already
blaced his seal upon 'the regulations
formulated for +he administration of
t.he board as affecting minimum wages
gor women. These regulationg are t(:n
In numter. arnd -cover a large field.
They - pertain solely, however, to the
problem of minimum wages for women.
The board has a tabulated list of
wages paid to both men and women
in many industries, and this list shows
that in the laundry industry at least
95 per cent. of the women are receiv.
ing less than twelve dollars a week,
twelve dollars a  week, and none of
and none of them receiving twenty
dollars. Clause 9 of these regulations
orders all employers to tatulate and
keep. records of wages paid, these
records to be always open to the in-
spection of representatives or members
of the board.

Clause 10 in the regulations provides
for minimum wages among the more
difficult class of women employes, such
as those employed only a few hours
a day. or in the evenings, as at res-
taurants. Apprentices, young girls,
novices and old women would all coms
under the meaning of this 2lause
which gives the board power to inves.
tigate wages paid in this class of work
and also to adjust wages or make re-
commendations leading to their adjust-
ment.

Dr. Macmillan stated that the board
had adopted the parliameéntary rather
than the legal methodsg of procedure
in investigations, That was to &ay,
while the board had power to sub-
poena witnesses as in court procedure
it would make the investigations ges-
sions of homely conference in which
opinions could be well and freely ex-
pressed, and the facts, therefore, more
ably presented.

Witnesseg at investigations are to re
allowed pay while under examination
at the rate of three dollars a day, plus
expenses.

NOT AFFECT RADIALS
Estimates Basz oh Torento
Improvements, Engineer
Tells Commission.

GET CHEAPEST POWER

Delay Necessary to Get at the
Facts, Says Justice Suth-
erland.

Hydro radials’ effect on the trans-
portation situation in Toroawo was
taken up before the radial. commis-
sion. by W. G. Hewson, Hydr\ en-
gineer, at Qsgoodc Hall yesterday.

Questioned ‘as to whether, oa the
city’, taking over the ‘Loronto- street
railway system, putting on an im-
proved service aund connecting wita
the present civic lnes, it would not
seriously aifect the revenue of the
radials, Mr, Hewson stated that
suvh would®not be the case, because
they ‘had estimated oa Toronto car-
rying  out these . transportation im-
provements winen the Hydro revenue
was given.L -

The Hydro estimate assumed a 98
per capita passenger traffic, as eom-
pared with 560 per capita. figured for
Toroato’s new transportation system.
In other words, they assumed that
the eat bulk of Toronto's riding
population would go ovér the im-
proved city lines. This showed that
the radials /nad- not over-estimated
the passenger traffic they would ee-
cure in Toronto, haviag estimated
only on thru business in and out of
the e¢ity.

Growth of Danforth.

Mr., Hewson was asked ' what
percentage they expected to get
in ward 8. This, - he figured,
was . about 25 per cent. “If you
did not ‘have actual _ returns be-
fore you,” ‘he said, “you would hardly
credit the way, traffic in the Dan-
forth district had inecreased. Tihe
disrict is growing enormously and by
1925 there will be a tremendous popu-
lation to take care of.” The per
capita passenger rate was based on
the number of times a year a pas-
senger would ride,

Mr. Hewson declared that the
Hydro radials of Ontario would oper-
ate on a lower cost ratio than aay-
where else in the world. - He asserted
that a number of reasons could be
given for ithis low operation ratio
compared with other electric rail-
ways now operating igy Canada, the
United States and other ecountries.

“Take the freight earnings of any
other electric railways,” ne said, “and
you  will
venue had been dispensed with as
almbst negligible. They do not have
the power facilities which would en-
able them to compete with the steam
railways for freight business that the
Hydro-electric system possesses. Other
electric - lines considered themselves
lucky if they got any freight revenue
at all. This means that operating
ratio had to be entirely borne by the
passenger revenue, The Hydro ra-
dials will get both passenger and
freight revenue, and thus cut in half
operatiag ratio as - compared with
all other electric lines.

“Also we expect to operate at far
greater speed than prevailing any-
where else, and with one man in
charge of six or eight cars,  instead
of six or eight men, as is the case
in the United States and elsewhere.

Will Reduce Expenses.

“Entering into the city thru a pri-
vate right-of-way will allow greate:
speed and operating labor -expenses
will| be reduced thru time saved in
speéd, figuring on labor wages per
hour basis,

“Also in the matter of power, we
are\exceptionally fortunate as we will
havei the cheapest power obtainable
anywhere.”

Witness was closely questioned re-
garding the proposed radials being
limited to approximately the same
revenue as the Loondon and Port Stan-
ley Electric Railway. He stated that
not onfy would they beat this line
in passenger traffic. but also in freight
revenue. He pointed out that 80 per
cent. of the frelght business ofs the
L. & P, S. was 'coal, which was one
o the least profitable freight com-
modities, and they had to <ceompete
for this against two other roads, each
of which had a boat connection. In,
spite of this handicap, thesL. &
P. 8. had turned out such a big suc-
cess, the favorable outcome of the
new Hydro radials, which would
handle all classes of freight, was as-
sured. In addition to this, the Lon-
don horsepower rate was $25, as com-
pared with a $20 horsepower rate for
Toronto.

Mr. Robertson, the anti-radial coun-
sel, tried' to get Mr. Hewson to admit
that electrification of the L. & P, S.
had exceeded the estimates by some
$300,000, but witness showed that this
money had been expended in further
