At the war office the chief blame for the failure of the move­
ment is laid to a sudden drop of the thermometer to 20 degrees 
below zero, with a high wind, which drifted the snow and render- 
ed it hazardous to expose the troops to camping in the open plain, 
and also Impeded transportation.

Celebrated Lehigh Valley Coal.There Is quite e Difference in Con­
duct of a Campaign.

Capt. Duncan Campbell, D.S.O., one 
of four Canadian aspirante for the Bri­
tish house of commons, addressed the 
Canadian Club at luncheon yesterday, 
end threw out a few Ideas on old coun­
try politics. He said that there mere 
more colonial aspirants nominated for 
the forthcoming elections than ever be­
fore, and considered this was in keeping 
with the imperialistic spirit of the day.

Organization for an election there is 
very different from what it is in Canada. 
In Great Britain the candidates pay 
the expenses of the returning officers, 
deputies and poll clerks, so thajt no 
partisanship can be shown. Much of 
the election expenses is made up of hall 
rents and campaign literature.
