To the northwest of Sois-
sons on “Spur 132" they yesterday repulsed a German attack, Following this
they attacked and occupied two lines of the enemy’s trenches along a front of
about 500 yards, thus extending toward the east the trenches captured on Jan-
vary 3, and assurring complete possession of “Spur 132.”

“On the Aisne and in Champagne, as far as Rbeims, there have been artil-
lery exchanges, From Rheims to the Argonne, our artillery bombarded the first
fine of trenches of the enemy and the shelters of the reserves. To the north of
Perthes, after having driven back the counter attacks referred to in last night’s
communication, we made progress and gained 200 yards of trenches,

“To the north of Beausejour the enemy made a desperate effort to recap-
ture the little fort which he had previously lost.

Britain’s Reply To The Protest
About Shipping Matter

FRENDLY: TONE APPAECATED

Some Comment, However, as To
Matter of Practice — Views of
Some Prominent London Papers |
on the Subject

New York, Jan. 11-—An Associated
Press despatch from Washington says:

“The United States government, it
became known today, is not altogether
satisfied with the note of Sir Edward
Grey giving Great Britain’s preliminary
reply to President Wilson’s protest con- |
cerning the treatment of American com-'
merce by the British fleet.

“While gratified that Great Britain ad-
mits the justice of practically all the
principles of international law cited in
the American note, officials reiterated to-

day that the chief difficulty had been
England’s neglect to make her usual
practice square with the previously ac-
cepted rules of international law. It is
realized by officials here that a long dip-
lomatic correspondence conceding the
principles of the American case, but not
actually carrying them into practice,
will not meet the complaints of Ameri-
can exporters and shippers, and  al-
though England’s supplementary answei
is expected to give a more .detailed
statement of her position, officials plan
to take up vigorously all indidivual cases
which may meanwhile arise.

Officials are keenly appreciative of the
friendly tone of the British note and of
the promises it makes for redress in
case of unwarranted injury to American
commerce. They say, however, that the
note, in its citation of statistics, had not
taken up one of the chief points of the
American argument. The British sta-
tistics were brought forward to argue
that American commerce with mneutral
countries had not suffered so seriously
as had been represented, but adminis-
trative officials here contend that one o.
the chief purposes of the American pro-
test was to prevent depletion of Ameri-
can commerce by continuation of British
practices.

Washington, Jan. 11—Renewed con-
fidence was expressed in official circles
here today that diplomatic exchanges
between Great Britain and th United
States, regarding interruption of neutral
commerce, soon would lead to elimina-
tion of ‘'many of the uncertainties to
which American cargoes have been sub-
Jected.)

The British reply to the American pro-
test, made public last night, was re-
garded as conciliatory in tone and as
forecasting a final arrangement satisfac-
tory to American shinners.

While high officials who have had the
British reply before them since Friday
continued to discuss it only in guarded
terms, it became known that they wert
gratified at the friendly spirit that char-
acterized the communication and con-
sidered that the situation had been
greatly simplified by Great Britain’s
frank concurrence in the basic principle
as set forth in the American protest.
They felt that an understanding had
been reached upon which details could
be worked out in a satisfactory manner.

Some officials who read the text o
the British reply today for the first time
expressed surprise at the position taken
by the British foreign office that Eng-
land could not be expected to confine
procedure in the matter of contraband
shipments because her enemies had not
done so.

It generally is expected that the Brit-

THE WAR NEWS.

It is again declared fhat the relations
between Greece and Turkey have reach-
ed a critical stage, and also that Rou-
mania is practically certain to Join in
the war on the side of the Allies.

Today's cables say that the German
offensive in the direction of Warsaw is
less active, and it is thought a new plan
of campaign in that region is about to
be adopted. It is certain that thus far
the Germans have been held in check.
The news from the Carpathians is to the
effect that the Turks are bringing up
heavy reinforcements, in the hope of re-
trieving to some extent their heavy losses
in last week’s great battle with the Rus-
sians. ‘ e
There is still desperate fighting in

France, especially in the region of Al-
sace, but the floods prevent the effective
_movement of infantry where the armieS
confront each other in Belgium. Ger-
man aeroplanes have again been hover-
ing over Dunkirk and throwing bombs,
but without doing any serious damage.

The reports appear to indicate the
early departure of more of the Cana-
dian troops for France, but no definite

sibilities of the future is clear from a
speech which he delivered in the Reich-
stag in 1885, or nearly fifteen years after

the seizure of the two provinces. He de-

clared that no French ministry had the
courage to say that the French govern-
ment renounced Strasburg or accepted
the peace by the terms of which they
had lost Alsace-Lorraine. Bismarck
was seeking to secure the passage of a
bill to increase the military strength of
Germany, and he told the Reichstag
that Germany’s only hope of peace lay
in such a military strength as would
discourage France from declaring war.

If a victor-
ious French army stood before the gates
of Berlin what conditions do you think
would be imposed on us?”

The time is at hand when Bismarck’s
question of thirty years ago will be
answered. A victorlous French army

THE BRITISH NOTE.

The full text of the preliminary Brit-
ish reply to the American note of pro-
test has been very favorably received in
the United States, and is unanimously
endorsed by the-London press. Its tone
js of the most friendly character, and
Sir Edward (Grey states at the outset
that the Bri government concurs in
the principle “that & belligerent in deal-
ing with trade between neutrals should
not interfere unless such interference is
necessary to protect the belligerent’s na-
tional safety, and then only to the ex-
tent to which this is necessary.” Reply-
fng to the American contention that
legitimate trade between the United
States and neutral countries appears to
have been interfered with, Sir Edward
Gry pointd out that the war must ne-
cessarily interfere with trade, but he
quotes figures showing that the exports
¢rom New York to Denmark, Sweden,
Norway and Italy in the month of No-
'vembcr showed an enormous increase
over those for the corresponding month
in 1018, while the exports to Holland
showed only a slight falling off. It will
be necessary for the United States to
submit some evidence that this phenom-
enal imcrease is not due to the export
of contraband destined for Germany.
‘With regard to cotton, the foreign sec-
yetary points out that the British gov-
ernment has really given special assist-
ance to this trade, but that if advantage
§s taken of the immunity of cotton car-
goes from examination to conceal con-
¢raband in. such cargoes, then where
there is good reason to suspect such con-
cealment the right of search must be
exercised. Sir Edward Grey also points
out with regard to rubber that a new
trade in exporting rubber from the Unit-
ed States in suspiciously large quanti-
ties to neutral countries has actually
sprung up -since the war, and that the
British government is confronted with
the growing danger that neutral coun-
tries will become the base of supplies
for an enemy which has “departed from
hitherto accepted rules of civilization and
humanity.” One of the difficulties con-
fronting the British government is the
change made in the United States which
prohibits the publication of manifests
till thirty days after the departure of
vessels.

Pending the more extended and speci-
fic reply to the American note the Unit-
ed States government witholds comment,
but a Washington despatch says that
high officials are much gratified with the
friendly tone of the British preliminary
gtatement.,

ALSACE-LORRAINE

An exchange says that when Germany
Insisted in 1871 upon retainihg Alsace-
Lorraine as German provinces, Von
Moltke declared it would expose Ger-
many for fifty years to the danger of
a war with France. Mr. Justice Russell
in his address before the Canadian Club
of St. John last week said it was held
by some authorities that it was Von
Moltke who insisted upon holding Al-
sace-Lorraine, because of the military
advantage it would afford, and that
Bismarck permitted himself to be per-
suaded that this was the right policy.
Whoever was responsible for the course
pursued it is certain, as Mr. Justice Rus-
sell observed, that by seizing those prov-
inces Germany planted a wound in the
side of a proud and sensitive people that
las never since been healed. Since the
present war began France has devoted
special attention to the conquest of the
lost provinges, and is now administering
a portion of Alsace, while the heaviest

GERMAN BARBARITY

The discussion of barbarities "com-
mitted by German soldiers in Belgium
has recalled something of the former his-
tory of German military operations. For
example, when the Kaiser addressed the
troops which were sent to aid in quell-
ing the Boxer rising in China in 1900
he said:—

“Quarter will not be given. Whoever
falls into your hands is forfeit to you,
just as one thousand years ago the Huns
of Attila made a name for themselves
which s still mighty in tradition and
story.” By

Another illustration is found in Ger-
man Southwest Africa, where labor was
hard to get, and one of the government
experts who addressed the Reichstag
on the principles of colonization said:—

“The Hereros must be compelled to
work, and to work without compensation |
and in return for\their food only. Forced |
labor for years is only a just punish-
ment, and at the same time it is the
best method of training them. The feel-
ings of Christianity and philanthropy,
with which the missionaries work, must
for the present be repudiafed with all
energy.”

AN ELECTRIC BATTERY
IN YOUR MOUTH

A dead frog, kicking convulsively as
it laung from the iron railing of an Ital-
ian balcony—this was the first electric
battery !

Luigi Galvani, a scientist born in Bol-
gna, Italy, in 1787, had hung the frog
on the balcony by a copper wire. He no-
ticed that every time the legs touched
the iron the frog kicked.. He believed
this proved the frog’s body contained
electricity, but modern scientists know
that the electric current was generated
because the copper and iron were in con-
tact above, while they were also connect-
ed by tae body of the frog which had
been soaked in a solution of salt and
water. It is on this principle, of two
metals joined at one edge and immersed
in an acid solution, that scientists have
invented the “galvanic cell,” as it is
called after Galvani.

You can make a primitive electric bat-
tery in your own mouth if you wish
by placing a small piece of zinc and a
piece of copper on your tongue and let-
ting their edges touch. You will note
at once a peculiar bitter * taste. This
proves that the metals, together with
the salty &aliva on the tongue, have
made an electric cell of your mouth!
