Rome, Jan. 1 1—Despatches from Vienna 
telling of an audience given on Saturday, 
to the members of the Galician nobility by 
the Emperor Francis Joseph, state that the 
Emperor’s reply to questions asked on that 
occasion regarding peace, are considered to 
be most significant

In speaking of an honorable and long 
lasting peace, compensating for present 
sacrifices, he said his efforts were being 
directed to ending the war at the earliest 
moment possible.

Pari*, Jan. JJ—The French War O ffice this afternoon gave out the follow­
ing:—

From the sea to the Lys, there was, yesterday, an intermittent and not very 
intense cannonading. In the region of Ypres our artillery responded efficacious­
ly to the artillery of the enemy, and sent well placed shots against the German 
trenches. ..

“From the Lys to the Oise, in the region of Boisselle, our troops took pos­
session of a trench of the enemy after a violent fight. To the northwest of Sois- 
sons on "Spur 132" they yesterday repulsed a German attack. Following this 
they attacked and occupied two lines of the enemy's trenches along a front of 
about 500 yards, thus extending toward the east the trenches captured on Jan­
uary 3, and assurring complete possession of "Spur 132."

“On the Aisne and in Champagne, as far as Rheims, there have been artil­
lery exchanges. From Rheims to the Argonne, our artillery bombarded the first 
Ifne of trenches of the enemy and the shelters of the reserves. To the north of 
Perthes, after having driven back the counter attacks referred to in last night’s 
communication, we made progress and gained 200 yards of trenches.

"To the north of B cause jour the enemy made a desperate effort to recap­
ture the little fort which he had previously lost. His counter attacks were de­
livered with energy. In each of them two baa ta lions were engaged, the second 
advancing in close formation. Each attack was carried on with determination, 
but each was repulsed.

“In the Argonne there were some few small engagements and our front was 
maintained. Between the Meuse and the Moselle the day passed calmly. In the 
Vosges there was a heavy fall of snow.”

British Opinions

London, Jan. 11—The London after­
noon papers, commenting on the reply 
of Foreign Secretary Grey to the Ameri- 

note, are unanimous in calling at­
tention to Great Britain’s debt of grati­
tude to the United States and her de­
sire to repay it by interfering with 
American trade as little as is necessary 
to secure the safety of this country and 
her allies.

The papers take the ground that the 
foreign secretary’s facts and figures, un­
less they can be -explained or rebutted, 
prove that enormous supplies, necessary 
to the prosecution . of the war, have 
reached the enemy under cover of neu­
tral trade.

The Westminster Gazette says: 
belligerent is guarding his own interests. 
No obligation rests Upon a neutral to 
help a belligerent or to prevent the em­
barkation of contraband. We do not 
wish to throw the slightest responsibility 
on the United States, but in dealing 
with a friendly neutral we can in a var­
iety of ways consult his convenience, 
and the people of the United States may 
be assured that we will do whatever is 
possible to mitigate the state of Var to 
them. Closer co-operation between the 
two governments will have good re- 
suits.”

The Pall Mall Gazette says:—“Foreign 
Secretary Grey’s reply was just what 
every Briton will approve, who warmly 
desires the friendship of the United 
States, but who also i$ determined that 
no legitimate weapon shall be sheathed 
which can be used to bring the war to 
a speedy and successful conclusion.”

The Globe expresses the opinion that 
Sir Edward Grey’s “frank and friendly 
reply goes in some direction even fur­
ther toward meeting the wishes of the 
United States, than some of us think 
prudent.” . .

The Globe suggests that the princi­
pal trouble over the question of contra­
band has arisen through the change in 
the American practice and the present 
prohibition of the publication of ship’s 
manifests until thirty days after the 
vessels have left American ports. In 
this connection the paper says: “If the 
consequent detention is inconvenient 
and injurious to American trade, the 
American government has the remedy in 
its own hands.”

GERMAN BARBARITY

The discussion of barbarities 'com­
mitted by German soldiers in Belgium 
has recalled something of the former his­
tory of German military operations. For 
example, when the Kaiser addressed the 
troops which were sent to aid in quell­
ing the Boxer rising in China in 1900 
he said:—

“Quarter will not be given. Whoever 
falls into your hands is forfeit to you, 
just as one thousand years ago the Huns 
of Attila made a name for themselves 
which is still mighty in tradition and 
story.”

Another illustration is found In Ger­
man Southwest Africa, where labor was 
hard to get, and one of the government 
experts who addressed the Reichstag 
on the principles of colonization said:—

“The Hereros must be compelled to 
work, and to work without compensation 
and in return for\their food only. Forced 
labor for years is only a just punish­
ment, and at the same time It is the 
best method of training them. The feel­
ings of Christianity and philanthropy, 
with which the missionaries work, must 
for the present be repudiated with all 
energy.”

In the very same year, however (1904), 
according to Mr. W. H. Dawson, in his 
book “The Evolution 'of Modem Ger­
many," General Von Trotha decided 
that the thing to do was not merely to 
repudiate “the feelings of Christianity 
and philanthropy,” but to exterminate 
the natives entirely. In a proclamation 
he said:—

“The Herero people must now leave 
the' land. If it refuses I shall compel 
it with the gun. Within the German 
frontier every Herero, with or without 
weapon, with or without cattle will be 
shot. I shall take charge of no more 
women and children, but shall drive 
them back to their people or let them 
be shot at.”

We are told that as a result of this 
order thousands of the natives were slain 
and thousands more driven into the 
desert to die.

If further illustrations of the savage 
methods of Germany in dealing with 
conquered peoples were needed it may 
be found in Poland and Alsace-Lorraine. 
The day of reckoning, however, -will not 
be long delayed.

ALSACE-LORRAINE
An exchange says that when Germany 

Insisted in 1871 upon retainihg Alsace- 
Ixjrraine as German provinces, Von 
Moltkc declared It would expose Ger­
many for fifty years to the danger of 
a war with France.

One of 
the prince’s favorite habits is to vanish 
from mortal ken—“simply evaporate" as 
one officer said to me—to be discover­
ed possibly an hour later calmly smok­
ing a cigarette and interrogating wound­
ed men in some out of-the-way corner 
which is invariably nearer the danger 
zone than his Royal Highness should be.
“That Grenadier Chap.”

He likes to get among men who do 
not know him, and the other day he 
was found sitting in a bus talking to 
a wounded sergeant and half a dozen 
privates of the Seaforths, while the ser­
geant was explaining the methods of 
snipers. A messenger came up and said 
something to the Prince, who turned 
round and wished the men good-bye and 
good luck and then went off.

A minute or two later a soldier who 
had been standing near by came up to 
the bus and looked in “Who was that 
Grenadier chap?” said the sergeant to the 
newcomer. “Why, didn’t you know?” he 
replied, with a grin—“It’s only the Prince 
of Wales.”

A look of consternation overspread 
the features of the worthy sergeant and 
his çompanions. “Great Scott!"—and 
here’s me and the boys smoking all his 
cigarettes, and I only called him ‘Sir!’ ” 
Never mind, sergeant, your prince won’t 
think any the less of you for that, if 
you but knew it.

The Unfinished Portrait

AN ELECTRIC BATTERY
IN YOUR MOUTH

A dead frog, kicking convulsively as 
it hung from the iron railing of an Ital­
ian balcony—this was the first electric 
battery 1

Luigi Galvani, a scientist horn in Bol- 
gna, Italy, in 1787, had hung the frog 
on the balcony by a copper wire. He no­
ticed that every time the legs touched 
the Iron the frog kicked.. He believed 
this proved the frog’s body contained 
electricity, but modem scientists know 
that the electric current was generated 
because the copper and iron were in con­
tact above, while they were also connect­
ed by tne body of the frog which had 
been soaked in a solution of salt and 
water. It Is on this principle, of two 
metals joined at one edge and immersed 
in an acid solution, that scientists have 
invented the “galvanic cell,” as it is 
called after Galvani.

You can make a primitive electric bat­
tery in your own mouth if you wish 
by placing a small piece of zinc and a 
piece of copper on your tongue and let­
ting their edges touch. You will note 
at once a peculiar bitter taste. This 
proves that the metals, together with 
the salty saliva on the tongue, have 
made an electric cell of your mouth!

“Before long we will have a greatly 
increased trade and a direct line of 
steamers running between St. John and 
Havana, if the progress made in the last 
two montas is maintained,” said Cesar 
Barranco, Cuban consul, this morning 
when interviewed as to the prospecte 
for increased business with his country.

“The letters which I sent out early in I 
December asking for co-operation of 
provincial shippers in routing their ex­
portations through St. John and which 
your paper was kind enough to publish 
nave brought a very hearty response, 
both from merchants already engaged in 
the Cuban trade and from new firms 
seeking a market. Among the articles 
on the list mentioned are potatoes, fish 
and box shocks and one of these come 
from a Prince Edward Island man who 
undertook to transfer his business from 
Halifax to St. John.

“The publicity given my efforts has 
even attracted a New York shipping 
firm which has promised to supply 
steamers whenever the opportunity 
arises.”

“There has already been a slight in­
crease in the trade although times are 
dull, and I will be greatly pleased If we 
are able to secure the direct service. 
Your potatoes here are superior to any 
of the American potatoes and should be 
in great demand in Cuba.

“Your business men will be interested 
to know that my government is estab­
lishing in Havana a commercial museum 
where samples of natural and manufac­
tured products from all countries with 
which Cuba is interested from a trade 
standpoint will be tf.iown and I would 
like to see a comprehensive collection of 
your products sent down for this mu­
seum as It will be visited continually by 
merchants from all over Cuba.”
