BIG INCREASE IN
MOTOR TOURISTS

3,512 More American Cars En-
ter Province so Far in
1926

More than a 25 per cent increase
is noted in the number of United
Sates cars entering New Brunswick
this season to date, by comparison
with the number that entered in the
corresponding period last year.

The exact figures as supplied by
the New Brumswick Automobile As-
sociation show that last year up to
Sept. 26 there had been 12,658 cars
from the United States to enter New
Brunswick and this year up to that
date the number of cars had amount-
ed to 16,170. At every point of entry,
with the exception of Waoodstock,
larger numbers of cars had entered
this year and at Andover the numbey
this year was considerably more than
double of the number last year.

AS CHAPEL OF EASE

St. George’s was built, as ‘a chapel
of ease to the Trinity church of that
day, now replaced by the fine structure
covering the block between Charlotte
and Germain streets. There the littled
church on the high hill overlooking
much of the Carleton of olden days and
the West Saint John of the present was
built under the direction of Rev.
Robert Willls, who was then rector of
Trinity. The chu was opened for
worshipon Nov. 6, 1821 and Reév. Mr.
Willis preached the first sermon there.

Rev. Frederick Coster, who bore a
name that has been associated with
the best in the life of the western part
of the city to the present day, was
the first rector of St. George’s. It was
during his term as rector and five years
after the church was built that the
building was consecrated. At . this
ceremony Right Rev. Bishop Inglis of-
ficlated. {

FROM OLD RECORDS

The following extract. from the
church minutes of the day will be read
with interest after the lapse of 100
years.

“Sunday, 28rd July, 1826—This day

“The petition to His Lordship for
this - purpose, from the rector, church
wardens and vestry, was by His Lord-
ship’s direction afterwards transmitted
to the archdeacon of the province, and
the sentence of consecration commit-
ed to the charge of the vestry clerk
and filed with the other papers and
documents relating to this church.”

The minute. book from which this
‘historical record was copied gives a
finc example of the skilled penmanship
of the church clerk §f that time. It
is of the copper plate grade and as
neat as the books of Tim Linkin-

tery The d. the ink have
%r itlistoogq’.‘.?e Egears. There is
a wealth of church history in the old
volume of records and much of fam-
ily association in the names that ap-
pear on its pages.

ONLY SEVEN RECTORS

" It is & remarkable fact that_in 105
years this church has had but seven
rectors, but that is accounted for by
the fact that ame of them was in
charge for 41 years and another 85.
Rev. Mr. Coster began his duties there
in 1825, and’ through two generations
and more he was the beloved leader
of his flock. During his time he
brought waterworks ‘into Carleton, en-
gineered and 'financed the utility and
put everything on a proper basis. That
was fine community work apart from
his duties to the church. He was suc-
ceeded by Rey. William W. Walker,
who was rector from 1866 to 1871. Rev.
Mr. Walker was a brother of the late
Dr. Thomas Walker for so many
years an outstanding citizen of Saint

Jerusalem, became an archdeacon and
died in Syria three years ago.

Next' to assume spiritual guidance
of the church was Rev. LeBaron Fow-
ler, who was rector from 1884 to 1886.
He was a son of Rev, Cuthbert Fow-
ler, a clergyman in Maine. Only a
few day ago Mr. Fowler paid a
visit to his old home there and visited
his birthplace.

Between 1887 and 1890 the rector
was Rev. O. G. Dobbs. On leaving
St. George’s he became rector in
Brockville, Ont. He has now retired
from the work of the ministry.

IN 35 YEARS

Then, in 1890 came to the church
Rev. W. H. Sampson, there to remain
the deeply respected and beloved rec-
tor until his retirement only last 'year.
“Under his able leadership,” said’ a
member of the church to a Times-Star
reporter, speaking of the centenary
celebration, the church has flourished
and he has left us a united and loyal
band of workers. Perphaps the most
notable achievement during his regime
was the erection of the new St.
George's Hall, costing $20,000, which
has now been in use for five years.
When the present rector commenced
his duties jone year ago, every cent
of the debt had been removed from
the church.: In connection with the
building of the new Sundgy school
hall' special mention should{be made
of the late Issac¢ Ketchum, who gave
unstintingly of his time an
during the course of erection.”

It was with regret that the con-
gregation finally gave up their efforts
to have Rev. Mr. Sampson change his
decision to resign his charge last
year and it will be recalled 'that the
matter of his long, valued services
was a subject of comment at the an-
nual meeting of the Church of England
Synod. Rev. Mr. Sampson and his
good wife are still residing in the
parish.

PRESENT RECTOR

The present rector, Rev. John Uns-
worth, who has been one year in
charge, has continued there the good
work he began while curate of St.
John’s Stone Church. He is a young
man of marked qualities, who hasg
quickly won his way into the affec-
tions of his people. He is particularly
interested in the work among the
young and is wielding a strong influ-

energy

p

ence for good among them. Rev. Mr.
Unsworth and his wife hold a high
place in the esteem of the congrega-
tion. The rector was overseas in the
Great War ih a Canadian regiment.

Speaking of the centenary, Rev. Mr.
Unsworth said: “We are proud of
this old church and trust it may be-
come increasingly useful in the cdm-
munity it is trying to serve”

Of the seven rectors of the church
it is of interest to note that three went
to ‘St. George’s after holding curacies
in St. John’s (Stone) Church. These
were Rev. O. G. Dobbs, Rev. Mr.
Sampson and Rev. Mr. Unsworth.
