The storm raged for several hours, 
and the streets of the city were filled 
with trunks of fallen trees, and debris 
of all kinds.

The exact figures as supplied by 
the New Brunswick Automobile As­
sociation show that last year up to 
Sept. 25 there had been 12,658 cars 
from the United States to enter New 
Brunswick and this year up to that 
date the number of cars had amount­
ed to 16,170. At every point of entry, 
with the exception of Woodstock, 
larger numbers of cars had entered 
this year and at Andover the number 
this year was considerably more than 
double of the number last year.

The exact Increase in United States 
cars this year was 3,512. Nearly 
half of the United States cars enter 
this province at St. Stephen. *

' as the Gloqjpy Dean has written in 
explanation and defence of his gloom. 
Firstly he feels called upon to uphold 
pessimism in general. He declares that 
optimists are “generally foolish people 
who buy from Jews and sell to Scots­
men hoping to make a profit.” The 
clerical joke, not altogether original, 
Vill offend neither Jews nor Scotsmen, 
jboth of which races are proud of' their 
reputations for business acumen. But 
'an pessimism as such be defended?

It is not necessary to be blind to 
difficulties in order to retain the hope 
for the best. Even beset with
fears it is unnecessary to screech blue 
ruin from the pulpit like a Cassandra 
tn a surplice, nor to splash from a 
fountain pen jeremmiads across the 
columns of the press.

Coming down to the particular, the 
Gloomy Dean says that the Reds are 
seeking to undermine orderly govern­
ment. Since the beginning of time good 
has always been opposed by evil, order 
f>y disorder.

' _ernment must crush the Reds. The 
British Empire, so says the dean, is 
threatened with disintegration. There 
will be a number, in fact probably a 
Vast majority, who will absolutely deny 
this, and these certainly will not all be 
people in the habit of buying from 
Jews and selling to Scotsmen as a de­
finite business policy.

God, for ever.

“The petition to His Lordship for 
this purpose, from the rector, church 
wardens and vestry, was by His Lord- 
ship’s direction afterwards transmitted 
to the archdeacon of the province, and 
the sentence of consecration commit- 
ed to the charge of the vestry clerk 
and filed with the other papers and 
documents relating to this church.”

The minute, book from which tfois 
historical record was copied gives a 
fine example of the skilled penmanship 
of the church clerk 4f that time. It 
is of the copper plate grade and as 
neat as the books of Tim Linkin- 
water. The paper and the ink have 
Aral" withstood the years. There is 
a wealth of. church history In the old 
volume of records and much of fam­
ily association ln the names that ap­
pear on its pages.

ONLY SEVEN RECTORS

Jerusalem, became art archdeacon and 
died in Syria three years ago.

Next to assume spiritual guidance 
of the church was Rev. LeBaron Fow­
ler, who was rector from 1884 to 1886. 
He was a son of Rev, Cuthbert Fow­
ler, a clergyman in Maine. Only a 
few day ago Mr. Fowler paid a 
visit to his old home there and visited 
his birthplace.

Between 1887 and 1890 the rector 
Was Rev. O. G. Dobbs. On leaving 
St. George’s he became rector in 
Brockville, Ont. He has now retired 
from the work of the ministry.

IN 35 YEARS

Then, in 1890 came to the church 
Rev. W. H. Sampson, there to remain 
the deeply respected and beloved rec­
tor untH his retirement only last y tar. 
“Under his able leadership, said a 
member of the church to a Times-Star 
reporter* speaking of the centenary 
celebration, the church has flourished 
and he has left us a united and loyal 
band of workers. Perphaps the most 
notable achievement during his regime 

‘was the erection of the new St. 
George’s Hall, costing $20,000, which 
has now been In use for five years. 
When the present rector commenced 
his duties one year ago, every cent 
of the debt had been removed from 
the church. In connection with the 
building of the new Sunday school 
hall special mention should 1 be made 
of the late IssaO Ketchum, who gave 
unstintingly of his time and energy 
during the course of erection.”

It was with regret that the con­
gregation finally gave up their efforts 
to have Rev. Mr. Sampson change his 
decision to resign his charge last 
year and it will be recalled that the 
matter of his long, valued services 
was a subject of comment at the an­
nual meeting of the Church of England 
Synod. Rev. Mr. Sampson and his 
good wife are still residing in the 
parish.

LONDON, Sept. 29—It Is announced 
officially that the last trace of slavery 
has disappeared from Northern India. 
Altogether 57,889- slaves have been 
emancipated, at a cost to the Nepal 
Government of about $1,250,000. Pre­
paratory laws were passed in 1824, 
and the work of emancipating the 
slaves began last year.

Anti-slavery feeling was aroused by 
the appeal of the Maharajah In 1924; 
and 1,200 out of nearly 16,000 owners 
volunteered to release their slaves with­
out compensation. In the case of other 
owners, higher rates of compensation 
were paid for females than for males.

In the fight for abolition the Mahara­
jah of Nepal, Sir Chandra Shum- 
shere Jung, has not stinted his own 
wealth. He has given about $1,000,- 
000 to the cause of abolitfon.

One of his appeals for human free­
dom In his state contained the words : 
“The Curse of Heaven rests on a trade 
which is overladen with the Ieade#tears 
of parents and children.”

Nepal is an independent state, in 
dose friendly relations with British 
India, on the southern slopes of the 
Himilayas. Its area is greater than 
that of England; its population about 
6,000,000. It Is the land of the war­
like Gurkhas, and of the Great Libera­
tor of two and a half millenniums ago 
—the Gaqtama Budda.

To t^ie Editor of The Times-Star:
Shy—w> note by a recent issue Of 

The Times that His Worship puts the 
responsibility where It belongs, namely, 
with the commissioners, and this clears 
the decks for action. The Mayor, is 
outside the controversy, and apparent­
ly Intends to hold to Ids proper posi­
tion—that of the chief. magistrate who 
stands for all the people and not for 
any particular section or system.

The taxpayers view with surprise 
and alarm the reluctance of the com­
missioners tto accede to the reasonable 
request of those who pay the bills, that 
such bills be gone into by an Inde­
pendent ejfpert. The commissioners 
were elected by the people to manage 
the city affairs, why then are they un­
willing tjiat the people should find out 
how they are doing it? If they refuse 
to give an account of their stewardship, 
in what sense are they public servants?

They knew far better than the citi­
zens about existing conditons which 
have ied to such widespread discontent, 
yet they took no steps to improve them.

The commissidners and the assessors 
want to secure an inside audit by ap­
pointing their own man.

Otherwise we 
would not be in a position to know 
what changes were recommended or 
carried out. We would be at the mercy 
of the commissioners, as we are at 
present.

Oft described as “The House that 
Ruth Built,” its vast triple-decked 
stands and spacious bleachers will hold 
about 66,000 persons. The largest paid 
attendance in the 1923 series was 62,817, 
but no standees were allowed and as 
there is standing room for several thou­
sand the actual capacity has never been 
officially made known. In a double- 
header this month with the Athletics 
the Yanks were said to have entertained 

few hundred over 66,000 cash cus­
tomers.

The stadium is built on a ten-acre 
plot just north of the Harlem river in 
the Bronx and is understood to have 
cost close to $3,000,000. The ground 
stand is a triple decked steel affair 
with concrete floors.

Bell,- charged with theft and with bb- 
taining money under circumstances 
which required an accounting, was 
dismissed this morning in the Circuit 
by Mr. Justice Bryne on grounds, 
submitted by defence counsel in argu­
ment yesterday, that .the whole tran­
saction was tainted with illegality 
from start to finish and that no 
criminal action could lie against the 
accused.

J. Starr Tait, crown prosecutor, 
said that he had read the authorities 
on the matter submitted by the de­
fence, and felt that they covered the 
case in this instance, and did not 
oppose the dismissal of the case.

B. L. Gerow appeared for the de­
fendant, and in his application for 
dismissal, maintained that the whole 
matter from its origin violated the 
law on lotteries, which were illegal 
under the code, and further that, 
eVen if the purposes were not illegal 
and Bell and Williams, had had an 
agreement between them, no criminal 
action could lie against Bell for alleg­
ed violation of this agreement, the 
proper course being a civil action.

The case arose out of a complaint
