Mexican Prisoner Revelation 
of Patch May Win His 

Liberty
FRANCE RESOLVES 
TO SE IT THROUGH

Drug is One of Most Potent 
and Dangerous in 

India
Will Clear Syria of Revolt; 

Adopts Pacification 
Policy

NEW YORK, Nov. 18—Twenty 
ecres, growing wild in an old dump 
alongside the SunnysfSe Yards in Long 
Island City, was found to be a variety 
of hashish, one of the most potent and 
dangerous drugs of India. The dis­
covery was made by Commissioner of 
Corrections Frederick A. Wallis, and 
resulted from the arrest a week ago 
of Andres Huerta, a young Mexican 
sailor, who was sentenced to an in­
determinate term in the penitentiary 
for having satchel full of the weed 
in his possession.

Huerta, facing a two-years’ term 
- in prison, guided Commissioner Wal­

lis to the spot near the railroad yards. 
Mr. Wallis was amazed to see a drug 
field as large as six city blocks, just 
across the river from the heart of 
Manhattan. He was amazed, too, 
whpn Huerta told of the way in which 
he had found the weeds there. The 
Mexican had been looking for employ­
ment in one of the factories in the 
neighborhood. As he walked across 
the swamps near the tracks he noticed 
a weed similar to the drug which is 
imported from the East and grown in 
Western Mexico and In the South­
western United States. Not thinking 
It was against the law, he1 took some 
to his room In the Seamen’s Church 
Institute and smoked It.

Storekeepers in the neighborhood of 
the railroad yards said that Mexicans 
and Spaniards have been seen frequent­
ly picking the weeds from the field, 
and stuffing them into paper bags, to 
take home. The habit among addicts, 
they said, was to rub the weed in their 
hands until it is reduced to a pulp. 
Then it is dried and smoked in the 
form of cigarettes.

British United Press.
PARIS, Nov. 18—France has deter­

mined to “see it through’’ in Syria and 
clear the country of rebellion by 
means 
permit.

For the time being, a policy of poli­
tical rather than military pacification 
Is being followed under direction of 
Colonel Andrea, who has been mov­
ing among the minor tribes endeavor­
ing to win them to peace. Three 
thousand rebels, as a result of his ef­
forts, have submitted to the French, 
surrendered their rifles and paid fines 
commensurate with the extent of their 
rebellious activities, the Foreign Office 
announced Wednesday. Negotiations 
with minor tribal chiefs are continuing, 
the French in each case offering to 
assess a fine against the tribe in pro­
portion to its activities. Sultan Alat- 
rasse, the outstanding figure among the 
Syrian patriots, lias not yet been ap­
proached nor is it likely that he would 
come into the French camp on sücli 
terms as arc offered.

Special Deputy Police Commissioner 

Carleton Simon, in charge of the Nar­
cotic Squad, was Interested, but not 
greatly surprised to learn of the Long 
Island City drug field. The American 
variety of the drug, cannabis america, 
is not uncommon In this part of the 
country, and grows from hemp seed, 
Dr. Simon said. There is a large hemp 
factory near the Sunnyside Yards, 
which would seem to explain such a 
large tract of the hashish, he explained, 
only a few days ago Dr. Simon pick­
ed a stalk in Bowling Green.

In the last three years, Dr. Simon 
said, more than sixty hashish users 
have been arrested by his bureau, and 
none of them confessed to obtaining 
the drug in New York City. In India, 
Egypt, Persia and Arabia, hashish is 
one of the most potent and insidious 
of drugs, much more dangerous than 
opium, he declared. The Indian vari­
ety, cannabis indica, is greener than 
the American, he said, and its use can 
produce permanent insanity Inside of 
eight years. It has a pronounced effect 
over muscular activity, and brings 
about a destructive urge on the part of 
addicts, sometimes making them dan­
gerous criminals.

NEW BODY’S FUNCTIONS.
The functions of the new body, 

President Dawson, of the Montreal 
oBard of Trade, explained, would be 
to act as the business intelligence of 
the Dominion, operating continuously 
and giving constant thought to the 
many problems of the country as th»y 
arise.

The national board, he said, would 
work on a similar basis to the United 
States Chamber of Commerce. It 
would be expected to reflect the views 
of the various boards of trade through­
out Canada.

In dealing with the market for 
Premier Baxter undertakes topower,

show that no company will contract 
for such power In advance of knowing 
what it will cost. No one ever pre­
tended that such would be the case. 
Everyone who has ever had anything 
to do with the development of hydro 
knows that the markets seek the pow­
er and not the power the markets. Such 
is the history of all hydro enterprises, 
and a market has never yet been lack­
ing once the power was ready for sale.

The late government had ample rea­
son to know that Grand Falls could 
be, and would be, developed at a cost 
that would permit the sale of power at 
such prices as would create markets 
for a great deal more than could be 
supplied by the initial development 
of 60,000 horse power. Grand Falls 
as at present designed can be develop­
ed cheaper by the Government than by 
any private company, and the power 
can be sold at a far cheaper ratfe.

If It Is the Government taht Is to

ciations, which during the last four 
years have been clamoring for this 
development along the lines of pub­
lic ownership?
ASKS WHY NO CONSULTACTION.

And what about the members-eleet 
who will form the back-hone of the 
Government support In the Legisla­
ture, and who pledged themselves to 
public ownership during the election? 
Why have they not been consulted 
before any declaration of policy had 
been mad by the Premier? Surely 
they are not to be looked upon as 
servile followers ready to do the bid­
ding of the Hydro Commission or the 
Executive Council?

ON CONFIRMATION.
I note that Premier Baxter reiter­

ates his statement that the sale of 
power to the Paper Company “has 
been confirmed by the Order of the 
International Waterways Commis­
sion and is one of the conditions 
upon which the province has been 
granted the right to use water from 
the State of Maine."

I have already pointed out that the 
order of the Waterways Commission 
does not contain one single word with 
reference to the sale of power within 
the province of New Brunswick. I stand 
firmly by that statement, and I defy 
Dr. Baxter to point to one single 
phrase or word which would Indicate 
that he Is right in his statement.

If the Interpretation of agreements 
were the only question at Issue, I would 
not presume to pit my legal knowledge 
against that of such an eminent law­
yer as the Premier, but as I am deal­
ing with matters of fact I do not hesi­
tate to cross swords with him.

VIEW OF ORDER.
The Waterways Commission included 

In their order only such matters as 
were of international import, except 
when, at the request of the Paper 
Company and the Hydro Commission, 
they made a matter of record the agree­
ment to compensate the Paper Com­
pany for property taken in New Bruns­
wick, which agreement was incorpor­
ated with the one which delt with 
property rights, etc., of the Paper Com­
pany wholly within the State of Maine 
and within International boundary lim-

WOULD BE CRIME, HE HOLDS.
If the present Government cannot 

develop Grand Falls so as to sell power 
for general industrial and domestic use 
in the province at a figure sufficiently 
low to create1 a market, Dr. Baxter 
can rest assured that no private com­
pany can do so. By changing the pres­
ent plans and designs, so as to produce 
only about 25,000 horse power, “suffi­
cient,” as Dr. Baxter says, “for two 
pulp and paper mills,” a private com­
pany could perhaps obtain power at 
a rate somewhat lower than the rate 
to be charged for the greater develop­
ment, but this development would be­
come a monopoly and be of no benefit 
to the prov'nte ns a whole. It would 
be a crime to allow such a develop­
ment to take place.

SAME PEOPLE, HE’S TOLD.
If my information Is correct, some 

of the verÿ persons called into con­
sultation by the Hydro Commission 
were among those who approached 
the late Government with the request 
that a large block of power be held 
in reserve for them for the purpose 
of resale to industries, and when this 
was refused them it was then that the 
cry was raised that the cost of power 
from Grand Falls would.be prohibitive.

The same persons are now in touch 
with the Baxter Government in the 
endeavor to lay hands on this develop­
ment and have control of this valuable 
natural resource. They try to con­
vince the Government that there is no 
market for the power, yet they are 
willing to take a chance on the market 
conditions. Where is the nigger in the 
wood pile?

ON ESTIMATED COST.
I wish once more to impress upon 

the public mind that there is nothing 
whatever contained In any contracts 
that should give reason to cause the 
present Hydro Commission to hesitate 
for one moment in carrying out the 
project as designed. The estimated 
cost of development has been guaran­
teed hy engineers of the highest stand­
ing, and these engineers who were 
called into consultation were men em­
ployed and trusted by corporations and 
governments which were Interested in 
both the policies of private and pub­
lic ownership.

The estimates, after the project had 
been considered and figured out from 
reliable data, during a period of near­
ly two years, show that power can be 
produced and sold at a rate just as 
cheap as any other similar power in 
Canada.
HOLDS THEM NOT COMPETENT

Those who eke today advising the 
present Hydro | Commission are not 
competent to give accurate, or any­
thing near accurate estimates. In the 
first place they are not in possession 
of the data that would warrant their 
giving an estimate, and in the second 
place they are prejudiced against the 
policy of public ownership, and would 
naturally incline to an endeavor to 
dissuade the Government from earry-

its.
The clause in the agreement which 

refers to this matter enjoins the Water- 
Commission “to make Its orderways

conditional on performance by the 
Power Commission of all its obligations 
under this memorandum of agreement 
according to its tenor.”

REPEATS BAXTER WRONG.
The agreement above reefrred to doe» 

not in any way deal with or even refer 
to the sale of power to the Paper Com­
pany in the province. There are other 
agreements made between the Paper 
Company and the Hydro Commission, 
but no such clause as quoted above is 
to be found in them.

I repeat most emphatically that Dr. 
Baxter is wrong when he says that the 
sale of power “has been confirmed by 
the order of the International Water­
ways Commission.” These are matters 
of fact and not of legal Interpretation, 
which I am more competent to deal 
with than the Premier, because of my 

Intimate connection with the casevery
and knowledge of what took place be­
fore the Waterways Commission and 
from my hearing all the arguments pro 
and con.

NO HINT EVEN, HE SAYS.
Further, I took a very active part In 

the framing of all the agreements made 
by the Hydro Commission, and on no 
occasion whatever did the Paper Com­
pany even hint at having an order Is­
sue

hesitation about going ahead with the 
development.

REPEATS HIS CHARGE 
OPPONENT IN ERROR DENIES DIFFICULTIES.,

In the first place let me say that 
there is no such difficulty as Dr. 
Baxter conjures up. There, is abso­
lutely nothing in any of the agree­
ments made with the International 
Paper Company which gives them 
them or anyone else any control over 
the power to be developed. They 
have an option on so much power, 
which option still leaves, as pointed 
out by me, 35,000 horse power to be 
disposed of as the Hydro Commiss­
ion may see fit, and no quibbling or 
distortion of words or phrases by Dr. 
Baxter can possibly bring about the 
difficulties which he pretends exist.

FOR GRINDING PURPOSES.
So far as the sale of power speci­

fically for grinding purposes Is con­
cerned, the agreement distinctly sets 
forth that the Paper Company can 
only have power for such use, after 
It has obtained its quota of normal 
power, providing the Government 
adopts the policy of selling surplus

It the
Government does not adopt such a 
policy the Paper Company is not en­
titled to any additional block of pow­
er for such purpose.

In thd first part of the above quo­
tation Dr. Baxter freely admits that 
he has a certain desire to place the 
control in the hands of private indi­
viduals or corporations. Such an ad­
mission should not be allowed to go 
unheeded. Where is his promise 
made during the election campaign 
•that Grand Falls “would he develop­
ed as a public ownership enterprise, 
but along business lines profitable to 
the province."

Asserts Nothing in Agree­
ments to Cause Power 

Body Any Hesitation

Denying that the difficulties seen by 
Premier J. B. M. Baxter in the con­
tract between the New Brunswick 
Power Commission and the Interna­
tional Paper Company are anything 
more than imagination, Dr. P. J. Venot, 
former Premier of New Brunswick, last 
night gave out a statement in answer 
to the recent reply of Dr. Baxter.

He repeats his assertion that Dr. 
Baxter erred in saying that the agree­
ment concerning the sale of power to 
this company had been confirmed by 
the International Waterways Commis­
sion.

He declares that the late Govern­
ment had reason to know that Grand 
Falls could be developed,at a cpst that

NOT COMPETENT, HE SAYS.

director of the Commerçai Intelligence 
Department, Ottawa.

“We have 43 offices abroad,” he said, 
“while the United States has 800, and 
in addition hundreds of special am­
bassadors, numerous business men and 
other means of establishing connec­
tion. Yet the foreign trade of the 
United States is only four times 
greater than that of Canada, and I 
think we are doing fairly well.”

Canada, however, he said, was not 
sufficiently known abroad.

MR. SWEATMAN SPEAKS.
In ,the course of his address, Mr. 

Sweatman said:
“Possibly the greatest single handi­

cap to the prosperity of this country 
is its clqse proximity to the United 
States oi^America. In a word, our 
great and wealthy neighbor to the 
South is a huge magnet ever attract­
ing to it our most enterprising and 
adventurous citizens. The movement 
from our country is continual. In 
short, this country is in keen competi­
tion with the United States in the 
great contest of nation building.”

U. S. FISCAL POLICY.
In view of this condition, the speaker 

maintained that the fiscal policy of 
the United States should never be 
overlooked in framing a national con­
structive policy for this country. “If 
we are to hold our people and compete 
with this colossus to the south of us, 
we must reduce our taxation. We 
must construct an offensive and de­
fensive national policy. No nation ever 
faced a more inspiring task. It ought 
to make the pulses of every red- 
blooded Canadian leap with eagerness 
to get into the fray.”

NEW MARKETS NECESSARY.
Canada, Mr. Sweatman declared, 

must look for new markets, to over­
come the heavy deficit on the opera­
tion of the Canadian National Rail­
way system. An aggressive immigra­
tion policy must be pursued for the 
next ten years, designed to select agri­
culturalists. He suggested putting 
"more teeth” in the Nationalization 
Act, as it would make Canadian citi­
zenship a little harder to obtain and 
more cherished.

“I would put the wohle matter in 
the hands of a commission with power 
to give financial assistance to desir­
able settlers in the purchase of cattle 
and equipment. Surely. Surely, the 
speaker said, it is better to spend fifty 
million dollars on an immigration 
policy of this kind, than to continue to 
put up a huge sum of money every 
year towards a National Railway 
deficit.

1924 Trade Shows 
Recovery From WarST. STEPHEN VETS

GENEVA, Switzerland, Nov. 18— 
The total volume of world trade in 
1924 was little if at all less than in 
1913, the year before the outbreak of 
the war, the League of Nations has 
announced. Hence, it declares, the 
world is beginning to recover from the 
ravages of the great conflict. On the 
other hand, the distribution of trade 
has radically changed, as the share of 
Eastern and Central Europe has 
dropped 40 per cent., while that of 
Central America and Asia has greatly 
increased.

Great Britain has maintained her 
position, notwithstanding the fact that 
countries outside of Europe have re­
ceived a smaller proportion of their 
imports from her than they did before 
the war. Of the great trading coun­
tries, the report says, the United 
States, Canada and Japan arc the three 
whose exports have increased the most, 
but China, Cuba, Mexico, the Domini­
can Republic, Salvador, Honduras, 
Greece and Peru all more than doubled 
the dollar value of their exports be­
tween 1913 and 1924.

Here my guide and 
I made so much noise that we alarmed 
the moose and, as it was then three in 
the afternoon, we gave up and got back 
to camp. Next day at dawn we picked 
up the track agaifi and came up with 
our quarry. My first shot disabled him 
and my second laid him low and he 
yielded a splendid head.”
