POSTAL TELEGRAPHS

Reduction of Fifty par cent
to Great Britain.

On'and after January Ist, 1912, the
Newfoundland Postal Telegraphs will
transmit, subject to the conditions of
acceptance, messages written in plain
language at a reduction of 50 per cent,
from the charges for an ordinaay wes-
sage. )

The~ message must be written in
French, or in tne ‘langunge of the
country of origin, or in the language of
the country of destinatiorn. The sender
must declare which of these langnages
is used. The sender must write before
the address. and pay the charge on one
word for the letters LCF, LCO, or LCD,
according to his declaration. This is a
stipulation »of the European Govern-
ments, and of the Postmaster General
of Great Britain,

The message must Fave an address
and a text; a signatmeé is optional
with.the sercder, but we will not be
able to make uapaid enquiries about
the senders of nnsigned messages,

The address inay be a-cahle message;
house and street numbers may be ex-
pressed it figures.

hbe text must be written entirely in
plain language without figures, com-
metreial marks, groups of 1atters, ahbre-
viations or mutilations. . Numbers ex-
cept in the address must 'be written in
words. Genuine words, spelled accora-
ing to ostablished usage with not more
than f{ifteen letters, will be charged as
single woras.

Messages written in the manner pre-
sceribed will be counted and charvged
according to the Iuterrational Regu-
Iations.

The messages will not be subgject to
artifieial delay in transmission or de-
hivery: their fransmission will only be
delayed until full ra’e messages have
been despatched, and not more than
twenty-four ‘hours.

Ubpder these provisions a cahle mes-
sage of four chargeable words may be
sent for a minimum charge of fifty
cents, eight)words for one dollar_and
twelve wods for a dollar and a halfy

Foreign Parcel Post
Packets

It is observed that parcels ad-
dressed to FOREIGN COUNTRIES
from the Outports are frequently
mailed at the different post offices
just as ordinary local parcels and
prepaid often at the local parcel
post rates.

All parcele for foreign despatch
should have affised to the wrapper
a customs declaration form filled
up with the following patticulars.
Description of contents; Weight of
parcel; value of ccntente, and name
of sender. The postage rates are
as follows: For Canada, 15 ceuts
pet Ib or fraction thereof.
