Mexico City, May 8.—General Porflro 
Diaz last night issued a manifesto to 
the people of Mexico, declaring his in­
tention of resigning the presidency as 
soon as peace is restored.

In this manner the president has vir­
tually acceded to the demands of Fran­
cisco I. Madero that he make 
nouncement of such intention.

As to when peace is actually restored, 
General Diaz reserves the right to be 
the judge. In thé words of the mani­
festo, it will be "when his conscience 
tells him that he will not leave the 
country in anarchy.”

The president said tils determination 
not to relinquish the presidency at this 
time was not due to vanity or love of 
power, because, as he pointed out, pow­
er at this time had no attraction, ac­
companied as it is by tremendous re­
sponsibilities and worry, 
was prompted solely by a desire to con­
serve the best interests of-his country.

The president makes, it clear he did 
not propose to abandon the presidency 
while his country is at war, and that 
he would not do So at any time under 
compulsion.

President Diaz made public the mani­
festo this morning.

The promise of the president is made 
to the people of Mexico and its receipt 
by the revolutionist leaders will be in­
cidental.

It will not be sent officially to Judge 
Carbajal for formal transmission to Dr. 
Vasquez Gomez, one of the Madero’s 
members of the armistice commission. 
That it will be sent to them immediate­
ly, however, by private individuals and 
regarded as entirely satisfactory to 
them is taken for granted.

Ottawa, May 8.—The adjournment of 
parliament for two months, while Sir 
Wilfrid Laurier and the Canadian par­
liamentary delegation are In England 
attending the coronation, will mark the 
beginning of an educational campaign 
for reciprocity throughout Canada un­
der the direction of the Liberal mem­
bers of the House, 
have planned a similar campaign 
against the ratification.

The government is confident the re­
sult will be the creation of so strong a 
demand for ratification that-the Con­
servatives will not be able to continue 
their filibuster when parliament re­
sumes, provided the United States in 
the meantime takes favorable action.

It is understood Sir Wilfrid was in­
duced to propose adjournment chiefly 
to put himself in a position to insist 
that Hon. W. S. Fielding should take a 
rest. Mr. Fielding had been under a 
great strain during the last two years, 
having negotiated five international 
agreements, besides doing an immense 
amount of work on Canadian domestic 
problems.

In addition to this, the government 
was informed that the United States 
senate probably would not vote on the 
agreement until July, and as it is cer­
tain the Canadian opposition will con­
tinue its filibuster until Washington 
has taken final action. London influ­
ence was a great factor in the situation.

gineer on the largest bridge under­
taking in the world. The salary at­
tached to the position is $1,000 a 
month.

Sabbath Observance.
The report of the committee on 

social and moral reform was read by 
the Moderator, Rev. J. S. Henderson.

Westminster Hall.
The report of the committee on 

Westminster Hall, was submitted by 
Dr. Campbell of Victoria, seconded by 
Mr. G. F. Gibson, and spoken to by 
Principal McKay of Westminster Hall 
and the Rev. A. L. Burch, financial 
agent for the institution.

The report showed that the pro­
gress of the college had exceeded the 
most sanguine expectations and call­
ed attention to the fact that $130,000 
had been subscribed to the endow­
ment fund of the institution in Van­
couver. Attention was called to the 
theological conference to be held here 
in July and to the moving of the pre­
sent building to the campus of the 
new University of British Columbia. 

Foreign Missions.
- After the reading of the report on 

foreign missions the moderator made 
a short address, stating that owing 
to the great interest that had been 
taken in home missions the question 
of foreign missions had been a little 
neglected.

He called attention to the large 
Asiatic population in the province and 
said, that they were being neglected. 
Only $14,594 was alloted to the synod 
last year for foreign missions, but 
this year the sum has been raised to 
$16,000.

Vitebro, Italy, May 6—Two of the 
most interesting Camorrists charged 
with the murder of Gennaro Cuoccolo 
and his wife, confronted Gennaro Ab- 
batemaggio to-day. They were Luigi 
Arena and Giro Vitozzi.

Arena, according to the theory of the 
state, based on a revelation of Abbate- 
maggio, had been sent to prison after 
his betrayal by Cuoccolo, who was of­
fended because Arena refused to share 
with him the profits of a robbery. 
Arena wrote to his fellow-Camorrists, 
setting forth Ms grievance and de­
manding Cuoccolo’s death, 
was already under suspicion of com­
bining his activity as a Comorrist with 
those of a police syp. He had incurred 
the jealousy of Enrico Alfano, the al­
leged head of thcrc£iminal society, and 
it was decided to do away with him. 
The carabineers claim to have posses­
sion of a letter which Arena wrote.

■All of this was vigorously denied by 
Arena, who denounced the informer as 
a manufacturer • of evidence and the 
paid tool of the carabineers.

According to the testimony of Ab- 
batemaggio, he had heard Vitozzi, the 
priest, who is one of the accused, and 
Alfano, discussing the Cuoccolo mur­
der at 10.30 on the morning following 
the assassinations.

Vitozzi replied that on the day and 
at the hour mentioned, he was at the 
cemetery of Poggierealoo, of which he 
was chaplain.

Los .Angeles, Cal., May 6.—No further 
official act of consequence is scheduled 
in the cases of John J. McNamara and 
his brother James B. McNamara, ar­
raigned yesterday on charges of mur­
der and dynamiting, with June 1 fixed 
as the time for them to plead, until 
next Tuesday. Judge Walter Bordweli 
then will confer with both the prosecu­
tion and the defence regarding the 
question of bail, in case it should de-r 
cide to grant it to John McNamara on 
the charge of dynamiting the Llewellyn 
Iron Works, which is a bailable of­
fence.

SHIPYARDS TO BE 
BUILT AT SYDNEY

Vltebro, May 5.—Mariano Degennaro 
who, It is alleged, was the first to at­
tack Gennaro Cuoccolo, stabbing him 
with a dagger, was given the chance 
to-day to confront his accuser, Gén- 
naro Abbatemagglo.

In accordance with the criminal pro­
cedure of Italy, the fV.Jeged principals 
in the murder of Cuoccolo and his wife, 
having been subsequently Interrogated, 
are now in turn being given an oppor­
tunity to stand face to face with the 
informer in open court and to verbally 
defend themselves.

As the accuser and accused stood be­
fore the judges’ bench to-day Abbate­
magglo recited wrhat he affirms was the 
part played by Degennaro in the trag­
edy at Torre Del Greco, on the even­
ing of June 5th, 1906. He said in sub­
stance; "Degennaro was armed wflth a 
dagger and also carried in his pocket 
a kitchen knife which had been taken 
from the Cuoccolo home, 
was later placed in the right hand of 
the dead to give the impression to 
those who might discover the body that 
Cuoccolo had been slain in a duel.

“When the assassins accompanied by 
the unsuspecting Cuoccolo reached the 
spot selected for the murder, Degen­
naro suddenly drew his knife and stab­
bed the victim. Cuoccolo attempted to 
defend himself with a pocket knife and 
wounded Cerrado Sortino on thé hand, 
but he was soon overpowered. Nicola 
Morra also stabbed him and Antonio 
Cerrato struck him over the head with 
his cane.

“When Cuoccolo ceased to breathe 
Degennaro placed -the knife in his hand, 
while others took a ring from his finger 
and from a pocket a latch-key to his 
apartments.

“Detjennaro then went to the Inn of 
Mimi-a-Mari to report the success of 
their mission to Enrico Alfano, while 
the others proceeded to the Cuoccolo 
home and murdered Maria Cuoccolo.”

Abbatemaggio’s confession had been 
supported .by the carabineers, 
claimed have found Cuoceolo’s ring 
at the home of a woman friend of one 
of the assassins.

This ring, they claim, was to have 
been sent to Lulgui Arena, who from 
his prison cell had asked for the death 
of Cuoccolo, alleging that the latter had 
betrayed him to the authorities.

Sortino was found to have a wound 
on the hand described by the informer, 
but explained this by saying that he 
was scratched by a woman’s hatpin and 
accidentally cut his hand with scissors. 
Degennaro denied every point of the 
story and emphatically protested his 
innocence of the crime with which he 
is charged jointly with other members 
of the Commora.

During the exchanges between the in­
former and Degennaro, a brother of 
the latter, who was in the audience, 
attempted to interfere and was eject­
ed from the room on the order of Pres­
ident Blanchi.

The question in dispute as put to Sir 
Wilfrid In the complaint of the In­
dians Is not whether the InMlans have 
any “right” to the unceded lands of 
the province. The infliction of the 
lengthy argument might have been 
spared. The question as agreed by the 
delegation before Sir Wilfrid was as 
to whether the Indians have any 
“claim.” The courts of - Canada are 
constantly settling disputes as to 
whether Individuals who requisition 
the authority of these courts have

tiff has not been sufficiently explicit 
In his statement. It is not the “right” 
of the Indians to “unceded lands” that 
Sir Wilfrid thinks, or does not think, 
should be brought Into court.

We 
do not presume to have an opinion In 
matters which the Prime Minister says 
he must “find a way to bring into 
court.”

As the Colonist takes refuge in al­
leged information as td the attitude of 
Sir Wilfrid which is not disclosed in 
the proceedings which have been made 
public it must, in all honor and fair 
play, disclose both that information and 
its source. We await the denouement.

After prayer by A. Hinder, Mr.' Clark 
addressed the meeting and said that it 
was to the Hindus’ benefit to have a 
strong and well organized society 
amongst themselves, which, would look 
after their -interests. There were many 
English speaking people interested in 
their welfare, but these felt they should 
do something amongst themselves to 
better their conditions.

Mr. Dll worth stated that in his esti­
mation color was but skin deep, and 
that all belonged to the one common 
Father. He considered that prefer­
ence should be given to Hindus who 
were British subjects as compared to 
the Japanese and Chinese, who were 
foreigners.

Mr. Blakemore declared that all Brit­
ish subjects in the eyes of the law were 
equal, and for some little time past he 
had been ventilating the grievances of 
which the Hindus complained. They 
were helping to develop this new -coun­
try and the home life which was the 
sacred privilege of every British sub­
ject should be made possible by allow­
ing the wives and children of those al­
ready here to enter Canada. They 
should test the law which required 
them to come by a direct and continu­
ous passage from India to see if it was 
not ultra vires.

Mr. Peirson said that as an employer 
of Hindus in South Africa he had no 
hesitation in saying that he found them 
honest and hard-working. He had a 
high opinion of the Hindus’ education 
and culture.

Dr. Sunder Singh stated that as the 
Vancouver Hindus had organized a 
very strong Hindustan association, it 
Was an opportune time for the local 
Hindus to emulate them.

Some discussion followed and the 
following gentlemen were elected mem­
bers of the managing committee of the 
Victoria Hindustan Association, which 
it was decided to organize:

Angio-Japanese commercial treaty 
were exchanged to-day. Great Britain 
and Japan negotiated a commercial 
treaty which xvill go into force on July 
17, replacing the one expiring on July 
16. The new pact removes the oppo­
sition of British merchants to the re­
cently adopted Japanese tariff, which 
heavily increases the duty of British 
manufactures, as Japanese grant re­
ductions varying from 12 to 30 per 
cent, on a large number of British 
imports.

Ottawa, May 5.—“There Is no dis­
senting voice being raised to inter­
national arbitration either in Great 
Britain or the United .States," said 
Right Hon. Dr. James Bryce, ambas­
sador from Great Britain, to the United 
States, in course of an interview at 
Rideau hall.

“What is the situation in regard to 
national arbitration proposals between 
Great Britain and the United States?" 
he was asked.

“Things are proceeding very nicely,” 
replied the ambassador. “There is no 
hitch. There Is a great deal of Interest 
taken In the matter In the United 
States, and President Taft, who made 
the original suggestions, has been much 
gratified with the reception his propos­
als have met with in Great Britain. I 
have been greatly struck during the 
past few years with the much warmer 
feelings towards Great Britain and 
Canada that is manifested in the Unit­
ed States. This warmer feeling was 
very prominently shown all over the 
United States at the time of the late 
King Edward's death, when the friend­
ly demonstrations were most gratify­
ing.”

"In your opinion is the abolition of 
war and substitution in its place of 
international arbitration practicable ?" 
he was asked.

“It Is difficult for us to foretell what 
will happen in our time for me, an old 
man, and also for you younger men,” 
he replied. “I hope the time xvill ulti­
mately come when nations will settle 
their differences by arbitration. When 
we consider the immense strides that 
have been made during the recent 
years—the truly wonderful progress— 
we must not set any limit to our hopes 
Tor what the future holds In store.

GUILTY OF WOUNDING.

Vancouver, May 4.—The first con­

viction' entered in the spring assizes 

was that of Richard Tighe, a black­
smith, who was found guilty of 
lawfully wounding a young 
named Archie Murchison in Paterson’s 
blacksmith shop on Columbia, avenue, 
last November. Tighe cut Murchison 
in the neck with a knife and 
charged in the first instance with 
wounding with intent to murder, -but 
the jury found on the lesser charge 
only.

New Agreement Ratified — 
Concessions Granted to 

British Merchants
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London, May 5.—Chancellor of the 
Exchequer David Lloyd George yes­
terday Introduced in the House of 
Commons the government’s state inr 
surance plan, which is declared to be 
the most radical bit of legislation yet 
undertaken by the Liberals. The plan 
not only insures against sickness but 
also against unemployment. The in­
surance against illness is divided into 
two classes—compulsory and 
tary.
sailors and teachers, who are especial­
ly provided for, nor does it apply to 
persons paying an income tax.

The chancellor divided his proposi­
tion into two parts, one dealing with 
sickness and the other with unemploy­
ment. By the provisions of the mea­
sure every worker whose annual earn­
ings fail below the income tax level 
of £160 sterling will be compulsorily 
insured against illness so as to as­
sure him the receipt of five shillings, 
$1.20 per week during his incapacity. 
Toward this the worker would contri­
bute about one-half, the same beingf* 
deducted from his wages, while the 
balance would be paid jointly by his 
employers and the state.

The weekly assessment against the 
insured would be eight cents in the 
case of a man and six cents in the 
case of a woman, representing as the 
chancellor put in "two pints of ale or 
one ounce of tobacco.” Everyone in 
the class mentioned between the ages 
of 16 and 65 is included in the plan.

Mr. Lloyd George said that his plan 
would effect 14,000,000 men and wo­
men. Provision is made whereby wo­
men will receive thirty shillings in 
maternity cases on conditions that 
they do not work for a month follow­
ing childbirth, and for free medical 
attention for every contributor, 
state would also help in the crusade 
against consumption, providing $7,- 
500,000 to aid local authorities in 
building sanitariums and $5,000,000 
toward their maintenance. Although 
in cases of a permanent disability the 
sick allowance would be five shillings 
weekly, ten shillings would be allowed 
for the first three months in the case 
of a man and seven shillings and six­
pence in the case of a woman. Those 
who can be shown to have invited 
incapacity would receive no insurance, 
though any necessary medical treat­
ment would be provided.

The chancellor concluded that the 
total amount to be raised for the dual 
plan of insurance and the consump­
tion campaign would be $122.500,000, 
of which amount the state would con­
tribute- $12,500,000 in the first year. 
By the fourth year the state's contri­
bution would be almost $27,500,000, 
but measures for the relief of untold 
misery in myriads of homes would 
have been taken. Mr. Lloyd George 
estimated that the expenditures in­
curred would be $35,000,000 in 1912- 
13, raising to $100,000,000 in 1915-16. 
Dealing with unemployment insurance 
the chancellor said that it would at 
first apply only to the engineering, 
shipbuilding and housebuilding trades, 
involving 2,600,000 workers. Both the 
workers and the employers would pay 
fice cents weekly each, the state con­
tributing $3,750,000 a year, or‘about 
one-fourth of the total cost. The con­
tributors, when unemployed, would re­
ceive a maximum of 15 shillings and 
a minimum of 7 shillings weekly. No 
payments would be made in strikes or 
lockouts.

especial attention should be centred. 
If the explosion was not an accident’ 
but the deliberate act of any man, it 
was an outrage of dastardly iniquity, 
for it was one of those crimes in" which 
the murderer, in order to gratify his 
spite against an individual, not only 
wrecked that individual’s property but 
with callous indifference took the lives 
of a score of innocent people as an in­
cident to the accomplishment of his 
sinister and criminal 
men responsible for the dynamiting of 
the Times building are responsible, not 
only for the wreck of the paper office 
but for the loss of many lives.

“The arrests were made in conse­
quence of testimony secured by Mr. 
Burns, who has been Mr. Heney’s right 
hand man in bringing to justice graft­
ers who violated the laws of California 
in San Francisco. He has proceeded 
with impartial severity against the 
most influential politicians and the 
richest business men. It happens that 
the men whom he has now arrested are 
members of a labor organization; just 
as men he formerly arrested were mem­
bers of Republican or Democratic par­
ties or of great wealthy corporations.

“It would have been a wicked thing 
in the former case with which Mr. 
Burns has had to do if the leading Re­
publicans or Democrats had combined 
to break him down and support the ac­
cused merely because the accused be­
longed to their political parties, and it 
would have been a wicked thing for big 
capitalists and business men to make 
common cause with the capitalists.

“Wherever any political party or any 
capitalist did actually take this posi­
tion, whether in the case of men prose­
cuted by Mr. Burns or in any other 
case, the Outlook unhesitatingly and 
severely denounced them. In the same 
spirit J state ^thç, convictions of the 
Outlook In expressing its hearty repro­
bation of conduct of those labor leaders 
who, without waiting to know anything 
of the facts of the case, have at once 
flown publicly to the defence of the 
alleged dynamiters whom Mr. Burns 
has now arrested and who talk about 
the arrest as being part of a conspir­
acy against labor unions.

“I have no idea whether the men ar­
rested on Mr. Burns’ statement are or 
are not guilty; the labor leaders in 
question have no idea whether or not 
they are.

“They are entitled to an absolutely 
fair trial. If they have no money to 
provide counsel for themselves, then 
it would be entirely proper for any 
body of men to furnish them the requi­
site funds, simply as an Incident in se­
curing them a fair trial.

“But It is grossly improper to try to 
create a public opinion in favor of the 
arrested men simply because the crime 
of which they are accused is committed 
against a capitalist or a corporation 
and because the men who are charged 
with committing it are members of a 
labor union, i

“This is an iniquity as gross as it 
would have been if when, three years 
ago, the sugar trust was indicted for- 
swindling operations in the New York 
customs house, the forces of organized 
capital had been put behind the indict­
ed men on the ground that the attack 
on capitalists guilty of crime meant an 
attack on all capital.

“Undoubtedly there have been re­
peated cases where representatives of 
capital have thus endeavored to pre­
vent successfully assaults on anuses 
committed in the interests of capital, 
and in every such case, no matter how 
wealthy or influential the offender, the 
Outlook believes that he should be con­
demned.

“It now takes the same attitude when 
the question is one of identifying the 
cause of unionism with alleged murder 
that it has always takeq when the 
question was one of identifying the 
cause of capital with alleged corrup­

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Vancouver, May 5.—The whole of 
last evening’s session of the Synod -of 
the Presbyterian church of British 
Columbia, after the usual religions 
exercise, was devoted to home mis­
sion*.

Rev. W. Leslie Clay of Victoria In­
troduced the discussion by reading the 
report of the home missions commit­
tee for the church year endihg March 
31. The report stated that there were 
at present in the province eighty mis­
sions, an increase of twenty” per cent 
over last year, and also dealt with 
the financial contributions that had 
been received from each Presbytery to 
make up the $15,000 allocated to the 
synod for home mission purposes last 
year. The announcement was made 
that the allocation for the same pur­
pose set by the Central Home Mission 
committee for ensuing year amounted 
to $17,000.

At the conclusion of the report the 
committee submitted a number of re­
commendations for the consideration 
of the synod. They recommended 
that the presbytery of Victoria should 
raise $3,400; the presbytery of New 
Westminster $10,200; the presbytery 
of Kamloops $2,260 and the presby­
tery of Kootenay-$1,150 in order to 
meet all allocations; that each pres­
bytery be urged to take the most ex­
pedient steps towards raising the 
amounts; and that the Presbytery 
women’s home mission society be re­
quested to consider the question of 
providing women desiring to enter 
upon special missionary work with 
the necessary training.

After the reading of the report. Rev. 
Mr. Wilson, superintendent of Home 
Misslons in British Columbia; Mr. G. 
E- •> Gibson, of Vancouver; Rev., D. 
Campbell, Enderby; and Mr. Wilkie, 
Nakusp, Kootenay, delivered addresses 
on. the subject. Superintendent Wil­
son .jrefqrredl^jfl the. great assistance 
that had been rendered by the laymen 
of "thé ch'flfcW W the home mission 
field diirinf two yéàrs, and
advised fipoh the decessity of con­
gregations and individuals in the 
church taking: an active part in the 
missionary work.

New Haven, Conn., May 5.—A jury 
in the superior court here has brought 
In a verdict. for $4,000 damages In the 
slander suit instituted by William 
Hassett, of Wallingford, against the 
Rev. John H. Carroll, pastor of the 
Church of Holy Trinity, of that place. 
Mr. Hassett sued the priest for $10,000 
for utterances made in the pulpit of hls 
church in September, 1909.

Man Sing, who was arrested on April 
20 on a charge of violating the Chinese 
Immigration Act. It was alleged that 
Gin represented himself as the father 
of the Chinese boy who appeared in 
the police court and- thereby gained 
$500. The Chinese boy wfts sent from 
the east to Vancouver. The father of 
the boy wrote to Gin asking him to see 
that the boy landed safely in Canada 
as a student. Students pay the full 
head tax of $500, but at the expiration 
of a year’s attendance in the schools 
of Canada the $500 is refunded. It was 
alleged that Gin, who is a Vancouver 
merchant, swore that the boy was his 
son. As a merchant is entitled to bring 
a son into Canada free, Gin, it was 
alleged, profited to the extent of $500, 
as the money was hot returned to the 
boy's father.

When the boy’s school year had ex­
pired and the $500 was not refunded, 
the father notified the federal authori­
ties and Gin’s arrest followed.

The father and the boy appeared in 
the police court yesterday, having made 
the trip from Chesley, Ontario, and the 
boy exonerated Gin. Gin Man Sing is 
the name signed to the oath in the pos­
session of the immigration commission­
ers that the boy is Gin’s son. When the 
boy failed to identify Gin this morning 
the charge against Gin was withdrawn 
and he was dismissed.

The big 
stick so grotesquely arranged is to be 
shipped to Ottawa to be placed out­
side the G. T. t*. hotel Chateau Laur- . 

1er, after it has received the atten­
tion of some of the local anthropolo­
gists.

Showing the age of the odd piece of 
timber is the fact that it is ih rather 
a bad state of preservation and al­
though none of the markings on it 
have been effaced it needs immediate 
attention In order - to be preserved. 
Having been exposed to the sun, the 
beat of heavy rains and the storms 
for so many years nearly all thé paint­
ings on the ancient stick have been 
blotted out.

To replace all the marks which 
graced the pole when it was first 
placed on public view and attempt to 
check the progress of the worms and 
bugs which are eating away the 
stick, is the work facing the local men 
who have studied the methods pur­
sued by Indians in a case of this kind... 
The method pursued in painting the 
totem poles so that they may bear 
some meaning to any person who has 
studied- the Indian customs, is an art 
which is known only to a few white 
men, and they are mostly old-timers. •

This massive pole held a prominent 
place in the Indian village at Massett 
and was selected by G. T. P. officiate 
owing to Its size, magnificent carv­
ings and also for the history which is 
attached to it. It Is one of the finest 
poles in this province and it Is to oc­
cupy a most conspicuous position at 
the Chateau Laurier.

This is the first outward 
bound passage the steamship has 
made, having only made her maiden 
trip to this port last month. Besides 
having a cargo amounting to 12,000 
tons aboard, the vessel’s passenger ac­
commodation was just about all taken 
up. The liner has a well fitted saloon 
and is bound to be well patronized by 
those who cross the Pacific.

Included" in the cargo of the Luceric 
are six automobiles, which will soon 
be the delight of dusky joy riders in 
Manila. The bulk of her cargo con­
sists of 210,000 sacks of flour, 70,000 
sacks of wheat, 400,000 feet of lum­
ber and considerable machinery. The 
majority of the \ Immense cargo was 
loaded at Portland, Seattle and Tacoma 
while the vessel also# took on some 
freight at Vancouver.
