It is Feared Three of the Patients In­
jured Yesterday Will Die.

Chicago, Ulls., lJune 10.—Of the 34 
people injured in the St. Luke Society 
hospital fire yesterday, it is feared that 
three will die, thus bringing the total of 
deaths to 13.

The eight men arrested last night were 
still held to-day, including O. E. Miller, 
president of the St. Luke Society. A 
search of the records of the health de­
partment to-day failed to show any re­
cord t^at the hospital had been licensed 
according to law.

Coroner Traiger decided to postpone 
the inquest till a complete investigation 
had been made.

'Counsel for the men under arrest said 
to-day that the society applied several 
times for a hospital license, but wàs al­
ways refused as the people in the neigh­
borhood of the hospital objected to the 
location of such an institution near them.

London, June 8.—The thanksgiving ser­

Another Fatal Fire.
London, June 9.—The inadequacy of 

the fire equipment of London has again 
been demonstrated by the fatalities 
which attended a comparatively small 
blaze in the centre of the city at a late 
hour this afternoon. The fire occurred 
in the upper portion of a five story build­
ing adjourning the Mansion House, sta­
tioned in one of the busiest localities of 
London. The first extension ladders to 
arrive at the scene could not be elevated 
to the height of the fourth story, and 
inmates of the upper floors were com­
pelled to jump down into a tarpaulin, 
which had been hastily taken by the 
firemen from a passing fruit van. Sev­
eral of those who jumped were bpdly 
injured and others who refused to take 
this risk disappeared within the smoking 
windows. Several hours elapsed before 
the casualties were ascertained. It was 
then found that three persons were dead 
and fifteen injured, one probably fatally.

Chicago, June 9.—Twelve men and 
one woman were killed and about 30 
persons were injured in a fire which 
to-day destroyed the sanitarium conduct­
ed by 1 he St. Luke’s society, at the cor­
ner of Wabash avenue and 21st street 
By far the greater portion of the pati­
ents received in the institution were 
those seeking cure from the drink habit, 
and those who had been addicted to the 
use of . drugs. When the fire broke out 
there was on the fifth floor a number of 
patients suffering from delirium tre­
mens, and some who were deranged by 
drugs. Several of these were strapped 
to their beds, and it was found impos­
sible to save them, so rapidly did the fire 
spread through the building. .

The fire originated in the basement of 
the building, and spread rapidly to the 
upper stories, through the elevator shaft. 
The cry of “fire” rang through the build­
ing, patients sprang from their beds and 
before they could be prevented several 
had jumped from the windows to the 
pavement.

The fire department was on the scene 
within a few minutes, and as the 
windows were filled with people shriek­
ing for help, the firemen devoted their 
first efforts to saying lives and allowed 
the fire to bum. While this was the 
means of saving a large number of peo­
ple, who were carried down the ladders 
by the firemen, it gave the fire such 
headway that there was almost no 
chance for those on the upper floors to 
make their escape, land those not suffo­
cated were killed or injured by leaping 
from the Windows.

A scene that, wrought to the pitch of 
madness the [ great crowd that had 
.gathered around the building, was en­
acted at a fourth story window on the 
north side. Across this window was a 
heavy, wire screen, and on the oytside 
of the screen were iron bars running 
parallel to the sill. The space between 
these ■ bars was too small to allow the 
passage of even a small boy, and behind 
them were gathered a crowd of men 
whose numbers were afterwards found to 
be between 25 and 30. To escape in 
other directions was impossible, and the 
fire was eating its way toward the win­
dow at which the men were standing. 
The chance for life for that crowd of 
men lay through that screen and barred 
window. The men closest to the screen 
tore and tugged at it in vain efforts tp 
tear it from its fastenings, and the men 
behind them fought madly to get close 
enough to the screen to fasten their 
fingers in it. So fiercely did the prison­
ers pull at the screen that from the 
street tiny streams of blood were seen 
trickling from their tom hands. A num­
ber of the men at the window were in 
straight jackets and manacles, and not 
being able to help themselves, were the 
wildest of all in their frantic efforts to 
break through the bars. _

That any escaped at all is owing to 
the work of W. E. Davis, of Cedar 
Rapids, la., a patient in the institution. 
He indheed the men to cease their dis­
connecting pulling at the screen and to 
unite their efforts. After a few success­
ful pulls they managed to tear down a 
portion of the screen. The screen gone, 
but the bars remained, and they were 
heavy, placed there for the purpose of 
withstanding all the efforts of insane 
men, no matter how strong they might 
be. As many men as could place their 
hands on the lower bar took hold. It 
bent almost double, and six men went 
to the floor with a crash, holding on to 
the iron bar which they had tom from 
its holdings.

The first man through was Dr. A. C. 
Anderson, of Chicago. No ladders were 
in front of the window, and Anderson’s

Grand Duke Doris and Crown Prince 
of Siam Going to St. Louis.

St. Louis, Mo., June 10.—The World’s 
Fair management has received informa­
tion from Washington of approaching 
visits to St. Louis of two members of 
royal families. The Grand Duke Doris, 
of. Russia, cousin of tue Czar, is now en 
route to this country, and will land at 
San Francisco in a few weeks. After 
visiting St. Louis and accepting1 the hos­
pitality of the city and investigating the 
'World’s Fair,' the Grand Duke will go to 
Chicago and thence eastward by way of 
Niagara Falls.

A little later will come the visit of 
the Crown Prince of Siam. After visit­
ing Washington, he will come west to 
St. Louis and will be entertained here. 
He will then proceed to Chicago and go 
to the Yellowstone park, embarking at 
San Francisco for his country. While 
in St. Louis the Crown Printer will in­
form himself thoroughly in regard to the 
Louisiana purchase exposition. Special 
interest attaches to the coming, visit of 
the Crown Prince by reason of the im­
pression that he is to report to the King 
of Siam, and that upon his report the 
King will decide whether he shall visit 
the World’s Fair in 1904.

Dallain, passing along the street, saw a 
round cane coup by the wayside filled 
to overflowing with live ducks in a state 
of serious exhaustion, consequent upon 
their overcrowded condition and the rays 
of the-sun. The dneks quacked pitifully 
and fought for the top placés in the 
crate.

Tlie crate was a flimsy affair, through 
which the birds’ legs would stick out, 
and it was being hawked around town 
and plumped down here and there, and 
finally it was left outside the accused's 
house for half an hour in the sun. Mr. 
Dallain stated thst the birds were very 
weak when he examined them.

Wan Yuck made a feeble endeavor to 
get dear. “Yon sure ducks not belong 
to other man?" he asked Mr. Dallain. 
“Quite sure, thank you," replied the. pro­
tector of the speechless, and that avenue 
of escape was shut off.

Mr. Crease appeared for the society 
and quoted a by-law to the effe<y that 
birds -should not be carried about _ in 
crates or cages, the bottoms of which 
allowed the birds’ legs to stick through.

the liner Boveric, which broke- her crank 
shaft while on .her way to South Africa 
with 9G5 horses and other freight and a 
number of passengers. The accident was 
beyond remedying, and tlie ship drifted 
about for nearly two weeks before the 
Blue Anchor liner Narrung came along 
and towed her to Fremantle.. An en­
deavor was made to keep her on the track 
of steamers, but, finding that she was 
drifting to the northward, the lifeboat 
was specially rigged and decked, and left 
for Fremantle on April lltli wun a vol­
unteer crew. Papers in bottles with the 
positions and account of thé disaster 
were sent adrift in buoys at various 
times. The electric light was kept flash­
ing from the masthead every nigut, and 
all possible means were taken to attract 
attention, but nothing was sighted until 
the Narrung’s lights were sren at night 
on the 9th instant. Such derricks as 
could be spared were cut up for masts 
and spars, and awnings and windsails 
were made into extra sails in an effort 
to get to the southeast. After the stop­
page the vessel drifted northeast for two 
days and northwest for three days. It 
was at this time that it was .decided to 
send away the boat, and volunteers were 
called to man heir. . The- cntivas which, 
was got on to the Boveric -consisted of a 
mainsail, topsail and foresail. Some 
strong blows were encountered, and for 
three days, namely, April 20fch, 27th and 
28th, heavy southwest seas. With this 
sail she managed to make about 400 
miles southwards: and on thé 29th cross­
ed her original track, thus i having de­
scribed a complete circle. In nbout eight 
days she did 420 miles. Following the 
heavy blow there was a spell, of calm 
weather, and no wind except 'light con­
traries. After three days, sail was again 
got on the Boveric, and she got before 
a favoring breeze, and 200 miles were 
made in n southerly direction until she 
was sighted by the Naming nt a point 
about 870 miles from Australia and 200 
miles south of where her voyage was 
abruptly interrupted.

Many stories of disaster are received 
from Australia through the arrival of the 
mail,by R. M. S. Aorangi yesterday af­
ternoon. An Adelaide dispatch to the 
Sydney Morning Herald says:

“The minister controlling the northern 
territory has received a telegram from 
the government resident, dated May 16th, 
stating that the customs officer at Bow­
en’s Straits had furnished a report re­
specting the wreck of a Malay proa on 
the northern coast and the massacre,

I with ong exception, of the crew by abor- 
ligitiHs. ’The telegram proceeds. ‘The 
survivor has been brought to Port Dar­
win. His name is Alimat, and he is a 
native of an island in Banda Sea, The 
proa was a boat'of about six tons bur­
den, and left Banda Island with Capt 
Delà, Ah mat and 10 men for Seram 
about last Christmas on a trading trip 
among the islands. Returning from 
Seram wind started to blow hard, and 
the'Sails were destroyed. After drifting 
If or ‘îfij daÿà the men sighted the main- 
lahd nèar' Cape Wilberforcc. In trying 
to anchor the vessel the rope carried 
away. The sailors were thrown on the 
rocks, and the proa became a total 
wreck. After being on shore eight days 
two natives came tip to them and were 
givefi some rice. Two days afterwards 
a large number of aboriginals attacked 
thé sailors with spears. Alimat was 
wounded, but he escaped by running into 
the bush. During 14 days he lived on 
shellfish, and he then met the crew Of 
a Malay canoe gathering trepang, and 
was taken by them to Bowen’s Straits.’

“The government resident has been 
asked to make inqpiries with a view of 
a police party being sent along the coast 
to arrest the murderers.”

Another disaster reported by the 
Aorangi is that Of a; disabled ship about 
600 miles iwest of Fremantle on Ma# 
lltli. The ship was the Dutch barque 
Geertniida Gorarda, which had been 
bound from Sourabaya to South Africa 
in ballast.

The captain of the St. Mary reported 
on arrival at Fremantle that he found 
three men on board the derelicte-the car­
penter, a sail maker and a seaman.

It appears that the Geertrnida Uernrda 
before leaving Sourabaya ballasted with 
volcanic mud. The pitching of the ship 
at sea caused tire mud to become more 
liquefied, and during some heavy weather 
it completely shifted, and the vessel 
heeled over on her side. The ship was 
dismasted, and all attempts to right her 
were unavailing. Ultimately Capt. Duit 
determined to abandon her, and with bis 
Wife and 16,of,tire,crew set-off for Java. 
■From,the positieii or the ship it is Cal­
culated the: distgpee to, Java was 1,800 
miles, but owing to prevailing winds the 
captain deemed 'lb better ho make for 
Fremantle.

The carpenter was aboard the boat, 
but at the last moment decided to stick 
to the ship. The rescued men state that 
the boat was very much overloaded, and 
they express the opinion that sue will 
never reach the shore. She had only 
about three weeks’ water supply.

Capt. Duit’s reasofi for leaving the ship 
was a fear that she would, turn turtle. 
The other boats were smashed.

After 10 Bays the men aboard were 
roused by the screeching of a mousey 
Which was aloft, and which had seen the 
St. Mary.

The. trio had fared well, having pro­
visions for two years. The Geertniida 
Gerarda, which was left in mid-ocean, 
was heeled over until the rudder was 
out of the watery : ,

The sailmaker and carpenter, who 
both spoke fairly good English, related 
their experience. , ,

The Geertniida Gerarda, Capt. Doit in 
command, left Sourabaya, they stated, 
on March 24tb,. and steering a ■ S.8.E. 
course aa far as the foriard hand can 
judge, had fine weather, with a breeze 
from" the southwest. The vessel being 
close hauled this wind kept fairly steady 
until April 28th, nearly a month ont, 
when heavy squalls, accompanied by rain, 
struck her. Sail was shortened, the gale 
meanwhile increasing in volume until she 
was under bare topsails and forestry - 
sails.. The following'night was the com- 
ffièooemtent Of the disaster. Ba^ wea­
ther still continued, the vessel being under 
shortened sail, and a dirty night set in 

daylight faded. In the middle of the 
night those below were atvakened from 
sleep by the vessel heeling over terribly, 
and all hands were called on deck. The 
ballast- had shifted^and the barque was 
on her beam endsjwHIowdng in the trough 
of the sea. Capt. Duit ordered the main­
mast to be cut away in the hope that the 
itiaRjW' would right herself. Backstays 
were chopped, and the mast—a steel spar 
with lower mast and topmast in one- 
broke off jnst above the maintop.

Daylight began to break in on the 
scene, and the Geertniida still lay with 
her decks aslant. It was then decided 
that the foremast must go, and orders 
were given to that effect. It mapped off 
close to the deck and went over the side, 
taking the bowsprit with it. This had 
the effect of making the ballast work a 
little, and with the sudden relief from the 
weight -of the foremast the vessel “came 
up a bit.” Nothing was new left; but 
the mtzzen, the ballast had shifted, and 
the barque was 1,000 miles from any 
port. With a chance of fair weather a 
jury mast might have been rigged, the 
ballast perhaps trimmed a bit, and the 
barque headed for the coast of Australia. 
Unfortunately the weathdr did not mod­
erate, and the next night saw her worse 
off than before. A sea anchor, made of 
some sails and spars, was put out. This 
had the effect of making the barque ride 
head to the wind.

One boat only remained. When the 
mainmast was cqtvaway the malnyard 
being freed from its slings swung np and 
down; and the end Of the spar striking 
the two ship’s bonte, which were on

W.), Hnnter and the mover, "be appoint­
ed to examine Mr. F. C. Cotton, late 
finance minister in the Semlin-Cobton 
government, and any -other person ter 
persons, as to the negotiations between 
the government of British 'Columbia 
and the Columbia & Western Railway 
Company in respect to tlie substitution 
of a pash subsidy in lieu of land grants, 
as outlined in the Queen's speech at 
tho opening of the spring seerion -of the 
legislature in the year 19ÜQ, with power 
to summon the said F. C. Cotton and 
any other person or persons, and call for 
hooks and papers, and report the evi-r 
dence to the House."”

Mr. Oliver alluded to the i^reanfble of 
the Columbia & Western railway bill 
wherein it was stated that in 1900 
the Columbia & Western surrendered 
certain rights to "build a portion of that 
road..

Alluding to the Queen’s speech rn 1900, 
he pointed out that it was there stated 
that by building from Robson to Bound­
ary Greek the Columbia. & Westren had 
become entitled to 2,000,000 acres, but 
that arrangements were in progress for 
the substitution of a cash -snbady for the 
land grant.

The government had stated that the 
government had no correspondence with 
reference to this matter. Mr. Cotton 
was finance minister and chief -commis­
sioner in the Semlin-Ootton government, 
and according to evidence he had it ap­
peared tiiat a cash subsidy was -contemp­
lated in lieu ,of a land grant. Mr. Cot­
ton was in town and no delay of either 
the general business or of this bill would 
be involved by his examination.

The Attorney - G en eral concurred in the 
resolution.

The following is the report of the 
San Francisco Coal Market for the week 
ending June 7th, issued by J. W. Ilarri- 

the coal and metal broker:
Coal-arrivals for the past week 

follows: Three from British Columbia, 
8,032 tons; two from Oregon, 930 tons; 
three from Washington, 10,922 tons; 
from Australia (Newcastle), 2,19» tons; 
total, 22,079 tons. It is singular that 
the apparent light demand for steam 
coals, and the average quantity arriving 
this and several weeks past, there is no 
apparent accumulation in yards. About 
all the deliveries of coal for steam pur­
poses are now being made off shore, 
which narrows down its demand almost 
entirely to May and ocean steamers. 
The transports are calling for their 
usual quantities, which aggregate 
large portion of all that is imported. 
Prices are still low for both' coal . and 
oil, so that manufacturers cannot com­
plain at the cost of their motive power 
in producing tlieir output. Coal freights 
from Australia and Great Britain do not 
show any improvement, yet the list of 
vessels loading for this port does not 
diminish. Fuel oil will, in a short time, 
be shipped to the Sandwich islands, which 
will increase the direct shipments of coal 
from Australia to San Francisco. A re­
duction of one dollar per ton of Welling­
ton coal has been made this week. This 
is a voluntary concession on the part of 
the agent here,, and as oil cuts no figure 
for domestic uses, the reduction becomes 
the more praiseworthy.

The great question, 
however, was one of markets. On this 
Mr. Gosnell had already expended a good 
deal of labor, but as yet no report of 
these researches had been made. It was 
a matter for investigation whether iron 
could be smelted here and placed on the 
Asiatic markets so cheaply as to be in 
a position to compete with the cheaper 
iron of the Atlantic coast or of the Old 
World, although the local ore was often 
richer than that mined in the East.
