ltalian Enmloymenf Agents in Toronto Discourage Laborers
From Coming to Work in G. T. P. Constriction Camps
in This Province—System of Peonage Said to Exist

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Toronto, Ont., May 13—(Special)—In a
letter to the chairman of Transcontinental
Railway commission, Hon. Mr. Parent,
Prof. Carlo Cattapani of Toronto says:
“In Toronto, the Italian employment
agents are preventing the engagement of
laborers for New Brunswick: -Mr. Socco,
who is looking after the Italian immigrants
dn behalf of the Ontario government, also
discourages the immigration of laborers to
New Brunswick, and in the last two weeks
two gangs of Italian laborers brought to
work on railway construction near Fred-
ericjon from Toronto, came back to this
city.after many unpleasant experiences.
They report a shocking state of affairs in
the construction camps, where, according

' to their own statements, state of practical

peonage exists. Conditions of work are
misrepresented at the time of the engage-
ment, and they are kept in complete isola-
tion from the cutside world. They have
to buy their supplies from sub-contractors,
and they seldom bave any money coming
to them.”

With reference to the foregoing, C. O.
Foss, chief engineer of the Transcontin-
ental Railway construction in New Bruns-
wick, said today, when told of the de-
spatch, that he believed the conditions in
the camps in New Brunswick were as
good as railway construction camps any-
where in Canada.

The sanitary state of the camps, he had
reason tc believe, was good. He had is-
sued instructions to contractors that all
camps receive medical inspection, as in
the spring season there would be some
accumulation. Since he had received re-
plys that the order had been complied
with.

As to the claim that it was compulsory
to purchase supplies from sub-contractors
that was absolutely untrue, as the
men had their money and could buy where
they liked. Mr. Foss could not under-
stand what was meant by a eystem of
peonage which the despatch refered to.

The Dominion government had, he be-
lieved, prevented many laborers going to
the camps, stopping them. at St. John,
claiming it a controvention of the alien
labor law so that nmone came at, this port,
but were secured from Montreal. Con-
tractors had experienced a lot of trouble
and expense as the result of these men,
as many on arrival, if the conditions were
not just to their liking, refused to work
and left. In this way hundreds of dollars
were lost as the cost was fifteen or twen-
ty dollars a man. It had been felt by con-
tractors that there should be a law com-
pelling men so brought for work to work
out the expense incurred on their behalf.
Mr. Foss said in conclusion that there
were alwaye a certain line of complaints
from conmstruetion camps but-that they
were no more warranted here than eles-
where.

UNITED KINGDOM
LEADS WORLD
IN TRADE

Weonderful New Record for
International Commerce Was
Established in 1907 Accord-
ing to an American Report.

Washington, May 13—A new record
for the International Commerce of the
World wae established in 1907, according.
to the statistical abstract of the United
S.tayes, prepared by 'the Bureau of Sta-
tistics of the Department of Commerce
and Labor. This abstract puts the total
exports of the various countries and col-
onies of the world in that year at $14,000,-
000,000, and the imports ‘at’ $16,000,000,000.
Ten countrics contributed more than two-
thirds of the total. On the export side
the United Kingdom headed the list with'
$2,073,000,000; the United States coming
next with $1,835,000,000; Germany next
wits $1,629,000,000 and France fourth with'
$L,uol,uv0.  On the import side the
United Kingdom again hedded the -list
with §3,143,000,000, Germany coming sec-
ond with $2,082,000,000,, France third with
$1,201,000,000, and the United States 4th,
with  §1,294,000,000. Practically  two-
thirds of this total of international trade
is accredited to Europe., In the year un-
der consideration Canada took 58 per cent
of her mmports from the United States.

MUST NOT SPIT IN

Railway Commission Passes
New Sanitary Regulations on
the Request of the Maritime
Board of Trade.

Ottawa, ng 13—An ‘order which is in-
tended to bring about more sanitdry con-
ditions on passenger trains, and in rail-
way stations, has been issued by the rail-
way commission in response to an ap-
plication of the Montreal Board of Trade.
The order prohibits spitting in stations or
In trains, except in cuspidors, and makes
it compulsory for all passenger cars and
stations to be’ fhoroughly ventilated and
fumigated. )

Reports from the employes charged with
the care of the stations, and cars, are to
be submitted monthly to each railway
company. - The 'passenger cars must be
h ventilated, and
in cold weather are to be pfoperly heat-
ed. On every passenger train| there must:
be at least one-employe” whose duty it
mﬂw toke€p” thie ‘cars ¢lean and. venti-

Spittmg in stations or on' passenger
cats & prohibited. Cuspidors must be
provided, and there will be a serious pen-
L}ty for an infraction of the rule. No-
tices are to be posted /up on all station
platfor_ms and passenger cars, warning the
travelling public against spifting.  The
cuspxdqrs must be cleaned at least every
g:rt -eight g}ﬂom:fs. Sleeping cars are to

oroughly fumigated at least e
thirty days. pis it

PARIS STRIKE IS NOT S0

EAD AS EXPECTED

Considerable Inconvenience Caused, But Latest Advices Show
the Total Number of Strikers to be Less Than 1,000

Paris, May 13—The number of striking
government employes shows no appreci-
able increase this morning. Services are
normal and at some places, notably Bor-
deaux, the telegraphers who went out
yesterday, have returned to their posts.

The concerted efforts of the strikers
stationed at various bureaus in Paris, to
induce their comrades to join in the move-
ment, have been without effect. The au-
thorities are confident, and express pub-
licly their firm belief that the strike will
be over in a few days. On the other
hand the leaders in the strike claim that
the government is “bluffing” and that its
figures regarding the number of men out
are rtidiculous. They declare the move-
ment will extend rapidly and they do not
refrain from applying vile epithets to
Premier Clemenceau, Minister of Public
Works Bartheu and other government of-

ficials, and they inlimate that the gen-

cral federation of labor soon will make
a dramatic appearance on the scene.

Only at Havre where both the post and
telegraph services are practically tied up
is the situation worse today. Two batches
of dismissals last night evidently has dis-
mayed the rank and file. The government
this afternoon will ask for a vote of con-
fidence in the Chamber of Deputies and
if this is obtained another and larger batch
of dismissals will follow immediately.

The official statistics issued at noon give
the total number of strikers at 934.

The postmen charged with the delivery
of newspapers refused to make their
rounds this morning. They were expell-
ed from the postoffice and replaced by
men of the navy.

The American chamber of commerce,
in Paris has organized a special service to
insure the despatch of the American mails
via Cherbourg and Havre.

THE RAVAGES OF
TUBERCULOSIS

Washington, May 13—That the vigorous
campaign against tuberculosis has failed to
check the great white plague was the
startling charge made today by Nathan
Strauss, the New York philanthropist, at
the fifth annual meeting of the National
Association for the study and prevention
of tuberculosis held here today.

Mr. Strauss backed up his assertion by
official statistics from the New York
health department, showing an increase of
33 per cent. in two years in cases of tu-
berculosis, in the city that Dr. Koch de-
seribed as leading the whole world in the
fight, against the disease.

The reason for this failure 'to make
headway, Mr. Strauss declared was the
neglect of the mischief wrought by the
tuberculosis dajry cow. Getting the results
of scientific investigation and his own 18
years’ experience in saving lives, he sum-
med up by saying that the abelition of
tuberculosis will begin when it is made a
crime to sell milk unless it comes from
tuberculosis tested cows, or unless it his
been thoroughly pastuerized. !

JAPANESE SEALERS
WARNED TO GET OUT

Seattle, Wash., May 13—A cable de-
spatch from Cordova says that while en
route from Juneau to Cordova on the
steamer Portland, J. R. Willis, collector
of customs for Alaska, warned a Japanese
sealing schooner to leave the restricted
fishing limits.

Collector Willis boarded the vessel and
found it to be the Nact Maru, with a crew
of thirty-six men. The captain claimed
that he had put in for water, but sealing
implements were found on board, and he
was given six hours to put to sea, under
penalty of seizure. Collector Willis thinks
that the sealer was waiting for the big
herd of seals now going up the Alaska
coast.

This is the second Japanese schooner
found within the restricted fishing lim-
its this spring.

St. Petersburg, May 13—M. Lopukine,
a former director of police who was ar-
rested in St. Petersburg last January and
placed on trial May 11, on the technical
charge that he was a member of the rev-
olutionary organization’ was today con-
demned to five years’ imprisonment at
hard labor.

CIVIC LESSONS

The city of Leavenworth, Kansas, ap-
peats in its experience to teach two Jes-
sons to other cities. One is that a city
can get along without the saloon, and the
other is that the commission form of gov-
ernment can be made & great success. We
quote from a leading American journal:

“The enthusiasm of Leavenworth, Kan.,
over its eommission form of government
is, perhaps, not to be likened to the de-
light of a child over a new toy, for the
facts seem to justify the city in its satis-
faction. When the saloons were driven
out two or three years ago, Leavenworth
sulked mightily, the complaint being that
the municipal government and’ various
public improvements could not be financed
without the $100,000 that had been derived
frm the outlawed traffic. In that emer-

form of government, the results of which
up to recent date have been summarized
by the city attorney in the Kansas city
Star.

TUBERCULOSIS
A vigorous campaign against tuberculosis
is now being waged in Massachusetts. A
Jecturer, with pictures to throw on a
screen, goes from city to city, and in
co-operation with local ministers and phy-
sicians arouses public interest in the sub-
ject. The lecturer is accompanied by an
expert in charge of a travelling exhibit,
which is shown for several days in a pub-
lic hall, and the public urged to inspect
it. A little over a week ago the cam-

in the churches that day reference was
made to the exhihit, and several ministers
preached on the subject of the white
plague and the means to combat its rav-
ages. In the evening a large audience as-
sembled in the prineipal public hall in
the city, and listened to Dr. Henry D.
Chadwick of Westfield, superintendent of
the hospital for the treatmert of tuber-
culosis there. We gquote from a report
of his address:— !

“Dr. Chadwick said tuberculosis attacks
every organ of the body, and is found
in all climates. It dates back to the be-
ginning of history. It is spoken of in the
writings of Moses as one of the curses
that would be called on those who dis-
obeyed. Hippocrates wrote a description
of the disease which is accurate teday.
In the Middle Ages it raged throughout
Furope. In the middle of the last cen-
tury a German physician started the first
sanatorium in the world. Fresh air and
exercise were prominent features in his
treatment. It was found that patients
required rest, rather than exercise. The
first sahitorium in American was estab-
lished at Saranac Lake by a phyiscian ill
with the disease in about 1885. The pion-
eer sanatorium in New England was es-
tablished at Sharon for working-girls in
1800. The results there show ‘that when
“the “disease 15 taken in its ea¥lier ztages
it can be cured. Dr. Robert Koch dis-
covered the germ, which is a parasite, and
is not unlike the fungi that attacks dis-
eased trees. Tuberculesis is mever inher-
ited direct, but childven of feeble parents
are susceptible to it. Overwork, worry,
underfeeding or improper food, overcrowd-
ing anywhere, attempts to breathe air
without sufficient oxygen in the air, all
tend to produce the disease. Vicious
habits, chief of which is alcoholism, all
tend to infection. Being out late at night,
is also a cause of consumption. Lack of
sleep, especially in children, prepares the
way to contracting the disease.

“Dr. Chadwick then described the prog-
ress of the disease when once it gets to
work in the system. The danger from the
germs thrown off by patients was ex-
plained. Persons in health can inhale the
germs without danger of infection. Those
germs are destroyed by sunshine, the most
potent disinfectant we have. The “dangers
from sputum on the streets have led
to antispitting laws. ‘A persen with con-
sumption able to work should not be pro-

hibited from working> but taught to take
care of himself. Dr. Chadwick reiterated
the necessity of prompt treatment, if tu-
perculosis is to be cured. He said it was
unwise to conceal from the patient that
he has tuberculosis. Dr. Chadwick in
closing showed pictures on the screen of
the different sanitariums in the state for
treatment of consumption.”

Following this meeting the tuberculosis
exhibit was shown for four days, and
on the following Sunday evening anpther
great meeting was held, with addresses
by men of ‘special knowledge relative. to
the disease, and its prevention or cure.

The course pursued in Massachusetts,
where there already are tuberculosis hospi-
tals and camps, may suggest something
| similar to the New Brunswick Associa-
tion.

While there has been a general im-
provenment in bueiness conditions in the
United States, labor conditions in New
York city have not improved since the
panic of 1907, according to John N. Bo-
gart, the city’s commissioner of licenses,
whose annual report, based on statistics
furnished by all the employmnent agen-
cies operating in Greater New York, was
recently made public. The report says in
part: “Recent announcements in the
press meant to show that prosperity had
returned to the country are not borme
out by employment agency records, and
these records in the past have been a
fairly accurate reflex of the conditions of
affairs in general. Not only is there less
demand for unskilled labor than there
was a year year ago, but the wages paid
to the laborers, with the exception of
farm laborers, are lower.”

London, May 13—Several interesting
and encouraging features are reyealed in

Wales for 1908. They may be summarized
as follows:

' There were on January 1, 1908; in all
95,517 premises furnished with on-licenses
and 24,924 with off-licenses, in the former
being included 541 hotels and refresh-
ment rooms attached to railways. A table
in the report shows that the decrease of
on-licenses © has been ‘continuous dur-
ing the past thirteen years, both in re-
gard to number and per 10,000 of estim-
ated population.. The same’thing has (to
be said as regards off-licenses over a short-
er period. The following abstract gives
‘the figures for the past: three years:

These figures and the general trend of
matters are emphasized by the further
statement that while the average annual
decrease of ‘on-licenses in ten years, 1895
to 1904, was 286, it has risen, in the four
years since the Act of 1904 came into op-
eration, to an annual average of about 1,

In the his-
tory of the human race, reformers never
had a more complicated and difficult task.
The people of Turkey are -the farthest
possible removed from even a suspicion of
homogeneity. . Turkey is pre-eminently the
land of strong and mutually hostile races.
The principal nationalities to be reckoned
with in any reform measure are the
Turks, the Armenians, the Greeks, the
Tlbians, the Kurds and the Arabs. There
are other races of minor importance and
influence, but these named constitute the
leading national forces operating in the
empire.  Each of these nationalities con-
stitutes ‘an integral part of the population
and provides a gpecial problem in govern-
ment and in reform.

Macedonia have been regarded as the
most uncivilized and ungovernable of all
the Turkishepopulations! The Kurds have
come next, with the Arabs following hard
after. None of these three races have
figured largely in the administration of
the empire, except that many high officials
have been Albanian, while the Kurds and
Arabs have presented many problems of
their own. The Armenians and the Greeks
have, upon the whole, taken most fully
to modern léarning and have been the best
patrons and promoters of modern educa-
tion. The Turks have been “the ruling
body, both civil and military. It is an
astounding fact that all of these races
have hot only accepted the new regime
but some of the most enthusiastic sup-
orters are found among the Armenians
Greeks and Albanians; although the lead:
ers in the inauguration of the reform were
Turks.

Lobsters are quite abundant and the re-
tailers here are receiving large sized ship-
ments from St. John and Charlotte coun-
ty points and also from Westport, N. S.
However, all fish from the latter port
arrives here only once weekly as the town
is not connected with a railroad and the
steamer Westport which plys between
Westport and' adjoining ports and St.
John makes but a weekly trip each Thurs-
day to St. John.' The shipments arrive op-
portunely however and are appreciated by
the dealers in.view of Friday's trade.|
Practically all the lobsters consigned to
local dealers are alive and are boiled by
the consignees, Most of the lobsters re-
ceived from provimcial sources are convey-
ed in vehicles and are cooked. The prin-
cipal points from which they are obtain-
ed are Musquash and Chance Harbor. At
Mispee and Black River where lobsters
were particularly abundant five years ago
they are now seldom caught.
