RECIPES.

Brack SiLk.—D6 notiron black silk.
Peel about two potatoes, slice them thin,
and pour one pint - of boiling water on’
them. Leave it standing four hours.
When ready for immediate use, put in
about a quarter of a teacupful of alonhol.
Sponge the silk well on the worn side,
rubbing any shiny spots with care.
Then roll it tightly around a thick pole.
This renews its freshness, and cleans it
well.

Parsxips.—Boil them till tender, in
salt water ; remove the skin and mash
them ; for every cup of parsnips add
half a cup of bread crumbs, and one egg,
with pepper and salt to taste. Form
them into - cakes, and fry. till brown in
butter ; serve hot: Or, when boiled
tender, pour off the water, cut into
pieces lengthwise, add butter and milk,
and boil a few minutes ; then stirin a
little flour mixed smoothily with water.
Serve hot.

--One teaspoon level full of sulphate of
zine, or white vitriol, dissolved in one
pint of rain water. Moisten your fin-
ger with the liquid and apply it to the
part affectéd, two or three times a'day;
until a cure is effected.

THE FARM.

Eces—How INcREAsED.—If an in-
crease of eggs be desired in the poultry
yard, before large sums of money are
axpended in the purchase of everlasting
layers, we would recommnend the system
of keeping no hens after the first, or at
the most, their second year. Early
pullets give the increase, and the only
wonder is that people persist, as they
do, in keeping up a stock of old hens,
which lay one day and stopping one.
In some parts of Europe it is the in-
variable rule to keep the pullets only
one year. Feeding will do a great deal
—a surprising work indeed—in the pro-
duction of eggs, but not when old hens
are concerned; they may put onfat, but
they cannot put down eggs. Their tale
is told, their work is over; nothing.re-
mains to be done with them but togive
them asmell of the kitchen fire, and
the sooner tbey get that the better.
Of course, there are some old favorites
whose lives ought to be spared as long
as they can scnd forth their represen-
tatives. Judicious mating—by which
we mean the advantage of a compara-
tively youthful cockerel—may be the
means of even exhibition poultry mak-
ing their appearance from the eggs of
the good old hen, and here we have the
exception to the rule upon which we in-
gist.— London Agricultural Gazette.

Poraroes For Horses.—L. T. Scott
writes in the Country Gentleman:—.
Nearly every winter when I have my
horses up in stable, I think I will call
the attention of jour readers to the
practice of feeding potatoes to their
horses. I once came very near losinga
very valuable horse from feeding him
dry hay and oats, with nothing loosen-
ing.. I have never believed in dosing a
horse with medicine, but something is
actually necessary to keep the horse in
the right condition. Many use pow-
ders, but potatoes are better, and safer,
and cheaper, if fed judiciously. If
those who are not in the habit of feed-
ing potatoes to horses will try them,
they will be astonished at the result.
I have known a horse to change from a
lazy, dumpish one, to a quick, active,
headstrong arimal in five days, by simp-
ly adding two quarts of potatoes to his
feed daily. If verymuchclearcorn meal
is fed, they do not need so many pota-
toes. Toomany potatoes are weaken-
ing, and soare too many apples.  When
I was alad I wasaway from home at
school one winter, and had/'the care of
one horse, one yoke of oxen, and one
cow, everyone of which I had to ecard
or curry every day. The horse ]md
three pails of water, four quarts of oats,
two quarts small potatoes, and’ two
quarts of corn extra every day he work-
ed, with what hay he wanted, and &
stronger, and more active horse of his
inches, 1 have never yet seen.

VEGETABLES IN THE FARMER'S Fau-
11y.—1In years past sume English and
Scotch gardeners have been experiment-
ing in the growth of the pea, with mar-
vellous success. Varieties have been
produced that should never be absent
from the daily board of the farmer's
meals. The tomato is equally good as

a toothsome condiment. The onion,

also, although in many farmers’ families
considered a luxury, is according to
eminent physicians, a great c;n%:
and alterative of the human syste
when freely consumed, and a’preventa-
tive,’as well as a remedy, for some af-
fections of the kidney that are becoming
s0 alarmingly frequent among our active
men of middle life. The same influence
upon the liver is attributed to the free
use of the tomato. Equally effective is
the celery plant upon the nervous sys-
tem. But the great questions of food
and economy are the ones that come
nearest home. It is no use to talk of
the heart and the moral senses until the
stomach is right. To have that right it
must be well filled, and if the farmers
cannot see their way clear to grow more
of these artigles on their farms, they
must eat more and better vegetsbles
The list is large, succulent and healthy. '
They ‘can be grown successfully not on- -
ly for summer but for winter consump-
tion. Let our wives and daughbex’ de-
vote a little time to p thaw for
winter use in the family. .We have so
hurdened ourselves with business and' "
superfluities that a goodly portionof our
vital forces is expended jn taking care
of things, instead of procuring food and
and raiment.

A Word in Season.

[FoR THE ADVAXCE.]

The Premier addressed sonnd ordl to
the pl working
so rudely at Ottawa the other day when
demanding “‘ work or bread.” In making
this demand, it should not be supposed
that they expected the Government shodki
employ men in doing unnecessary work ;
such an inference would do injustice te
their intelligence. For they must mnly
know, that the t the Gov
departed from the rule of providing em-
ployment, only so far as it is required to
perform the honest and legitimate busi
of the country, it would be surrounded
with difficulties.

The experiment has‘been tried in other
countries and been found to operate
injuriously to the best interests of the
workingmen, for it created a large class
who depended on the Government for sup«
port ; instead of depending upon their own
exertions, moreover.the paternal thedry of
Government, the system of miaking work
for the laboring classes simply to keep
them occupied and content, is a dangerofis
one, and is only one degree removed from
gratuitous alms-giving. Yet a request for
work isin itself a respectable request,
deserving to be met with as kindly con-
sideration as possible.

An occasional instance of furnijhing
labor, if only it be distinctly understood
to be exceptional and not to be drawn into
precedent can do no substantial harm.
It is only a matter wherein indulgence
may so easily grow into a bad liabit, that
the action should not be takem, except
with great precaution and in a case of
peculiar and obvious need. But while we
advocate a]l means which seems to us pro-
per and reasonable for alleviating the dis-
tress of & poor winter we confess that the
laboring classes seem to be suffering
a not wholly unmerited rebuff, and receiv-
ing a well deserved lesson.

For years past mechanics have been
having everything their own way. They
have exacted whatever pay they have
chosen to ask, and they have given in re-
turn only such quantity and quality of
work as they haveseen fit. Some of them
have been industrous, sober and pains-
taking; have taken the best wages they
could get, donbtless, fof wiieh they can
hardly be blamed, but have laid up the
surplus above living expenses, have work-
ed steadily all the week and have done
their work well, we question much if the
severity of this season has reached this
class. It is those who have worked four
days, and indifferently well even at that,
and have ‘‘loafed round” the remaining
three in each seven, who are now cold
and  hungry, penmlelr and unemployed.
And the present, is the best time, to drive

home the lesson to the intelligence of the
mechanics nnd servants of our cities while
the pressure of immediste “suffering may
render them’opelr to ‘conviétion.

The Independence of Parliament.

The list of members of Parliament
charged with having contracts with the
Government is growing long and it bal-
ances pretty well on each side of the
House. Mr. Mitchell has, it is said,
been receiving a rental of $400 a year
from the Government for the portion of
his House in Newcastle which was used
as Railway offices and a like sum for
the portion used by Mr. Light, C. E.,
a8 his residence. Mr. Moffatt of Resti-
gouche is said to have had a sharein a
contract for carrying rails; Mr. Anglin
has been prefiting by a printing con-
tract; Mr. Burpee aad Mr. Domville
are also declared to be contractors with
Government, indirectly. We have not
heard, however, of these gentlemen
changing their political views to any ex-
tent. Mr. Mitchell has, perhaps, chang-
ed more than any other, having aban-
doned his leadership of the Party of the
Left Centre, but he seems quite as de-
terminedly opposed to the Government
asever.

The Miramichi Fisheries Question.

We feel that we reflect the sentiment of
the people in this section of the North
Shore wheu we say that our most impor-
tant industry, next to lambering, has been
very badly managed of late years, and we
fear it will take a larger inflnence than
can be brought to bear in the right direc-
tion to change the system by which the
Department at Ottawa is, to a dangerous’
degree, made but an engine for giving ef-
fect to r dations and experiment
which are fast rendering the term “* Fish-
ery Regulations,” in Northumberland, a
synonym for all that is absurd, ill-advised
and opposed to the true interests of those
who are affected by them. The policy of
those who have to deal with and direct the
administration of public affairs can only be
properly judged by its effects upon the in-
terests treated;—a correct policy will gain
adherepts and its rulings will, in time, be
received as public axioms, while the oppo”
site and its results will gradually lose
favor, and even their mention call up ad-
verse senti ts if not ti We
believe that when those of our readers who
are familiar with fishery management on
the Miramichi think of their knowledge
and observation in connection with these
truisms, they will not be slow to justify
this paper in the coursc it has been forced
to take in its discussion and treatment of
the important subject referred to. Those
who divest their minds of prejudice and
think only of the interest involved, who
look at the bald facts, as far as they, them-
selves, know them—divested of official,
political or local clap-trap — who really
strive to arrive at as clear an und i
as possible of what is best for both the pre-
sent and the future in connection with this
great industry, must acknowledge that we
are doing an important duty when we la-
bor to effect such reform as will render its
management less deserving of adverse
criticism from those who are most compe-
tent to pronounce an opinion on the sub-
ject, and, therefore, the more fully sensible
of the unfitness for their work of the per.

pected fellow ms, whose sympathy
we are assured of in the mstter -of the
gross personal attacks which have beenmade
upon us from time to time by, or through
the inspiration of the officer referred to,
but we knew, we might expect any and all
weapons of defence to be brought  into
play when we commenced to-deal with his
official acts on their merits, and if we al-
lowed him, last week, to escape the just
punishment of conduct which ought to
cause the Department to feel ashanfed &f
him, the fact may be attributed to the res-
peot which we still entertsin for the au-
thority he misref.resents, rather than any
personal regard for himself.

The management of fishery matters in
‘Northl'd is beginoing to attract attention
outside. One of the dailies in St. Jolm has
handled the subject until it has, apparent-
ly, become convinced that it knows nothing
about it. At all events it has been judi-
ciously silent since we secured a partial
investigation of charges made from this
office early in thepresent month. Another
has touched the matter daintily and then
dropped it, also. Either of these journals
might have done us a great public service
by making thorough enquiries for them-
selves and publishing the results. An-
other, the Globe, was misled for a time
last winter. We observe, however, that
it has informed itselt more corredtly of
late and, referring to some of the state-
ments made by the ADVANCE says : —

“We call the atiention of the Minister of
Marine and Fisheries to these statements.
They come from a source not unfriendly to
the Government of which he is a member,
and they are n;nted with a positthivenesa
that appears to have its origin in the. con-
sciousness that they arertlg:. truth. The
Minister is, undoubtedly, animated by a
sincere desire to do what is best for the in-
terests of Canada, aud his own Province
would, particularly get fair play at his
hands, We know that he is most anxious
to do everything that is in his power to
advance the interests of the fishermen of
the Miramichi, consistent with the public
interest. Indeed he could have no other
feeling  On the other hand, there does ap-
pear to have been some malign influence at
work to occasionally thwart his desires,
and to make his efforts futile. We hold
him and the country will hold him respon-
sible for the work of his Department, but
no one who knows him wonﬁawp for
a moment that, unless acting under sug-
gestions from some one in his Department
who might be supposed to know what is
right, he would have made the regulations
that from time to time have been made,
and then recalled them and changed them,
the way they havebeen recalled and chang-
ed. We do not for 8 moment say thatthe
influences which have been in operation
have been intentionally sinister; but 1t
does seem as if the Mimister had been in-
tentionally deceived by those in whom he
had a right to place trust and confidence,
and from whom he had a right to demand
undoubted and reliable advice. We shall
beglad if itcan beshown that he wasnot
deceived ; but no one can blame him if he
starts upon a rigid iry into the causes
that, despite his ::;lnm’ ors to do
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Miramichi. The Departmenthad been given
to understand officially that a certain lagge
quantity of salmon ovs had been laid down
there,and it was informed by the editor of
this paper, by a comunication forwarded
on 4th inst. that notone half of the quantity
represented was in the trays. Statements
of similar or worse misrepresentations of
facts by those in charge of the establish-
ment in previous years were made at the
same time, and the Department, which
has allowed itself to be misled so long by
thesame person who made the cooked official
report from the Hatching House last antumm
felt,no doubt, that it must order an investi-
gation. Mr. Wilmot came to the Mira-
michi and was met by the Inspector of
Fisheries for the Province—the latter being
the officer whose report was questioned—
and a visit was made to the Hatching
House without any notice being seat to the
gentleman who made the charges. We
do not feel that we are at liberty to state
what the result of Mr. Wilmot’s count of
the ova was, but after the charges were
made the public were informed by the
Departmental organ that great losses had
taken place during * the past fortnight,”
and after the visit and count by Mr. Wil-
mot the same organ gave a statement which
it said was furnished to it hy the Inspector
accounting for losses by ‘‘fall freshet”
etc., of nearly onz half the ova originally
reported as haviog been laid down. These
losses, the official explanations stated,
were reported to the Department as they

[ occurred, but the fact is that no such

reports had reached the Department up
to the time the charges of fraud were
made (on 4th inst.) The gentleman who
formulated the charges was surprised that
the allegations respecting the official mis-
representations of past years were not
gone into by Mr. Wilmot when he was
here, but he could only offer proofs of
what he had stated and leave the onus of
non-investigation upon the Department.

While on the Miramichi Mr. Wilmot
was, we are informed, instructed to make
enquiries in connection with the prohibi-
tion of bass fishing after the last of March
and that of seining for Gaspereaux. Mr.
Wilmot got such information as he could,
anumber of gaspereaux and bass fisliermen
having come to town at the request of the
Inspector, Overseer Wyse and others to
give their views on points in dispute.
We believe that several fishermen and
others interested made statements to
Mr. Wilmot before and after the open in-
vestigation was held, but what the nature
of these statements was we can only con-
jecture. At the open investigation but
one fisherman was called at the request
of the editor of the ADvANCE, all the rest
being brought forward by Overseer Wyse,
and the whole of them may be taken as
those on whom the Inspector and Mr.
Wyse relied for an endorsement of their
past policy and recommendations.. The
language of the principal witness called by
these officers would, we presume, be quite
sufficient to give Mr. Wilmot an idea of
the kind of authority they rely upon for
““practical information” in ref to
points on which they cannot themselves
speak from personal observation. We re-
fer to the persun who obtained the signa-
tures to the petition asking for the prohi-
bition of bass-seining. He confessed that
he did not write the petition or have it
written of his ‘own motion, had not wit-
nessed the banling of a bass seine for thirty
years; never saw a small hass destroyed by
the seines now in use, but was of opinion
that great destruction was caused - by
them.

Overseer Wyse, the only local fishery
officer who has ventared to recom-
meud the prohibition of bass seining,
said he formed his opinion in the matter
on the representations of others. He said
bis specialty wss the superintendence or
overseeing of bass fishing in Napan, and
although he has held the appointment for
that specialty between four and five years
he had to cunfess that he never saw a bass
seine hauled. 'The Inspectoris similarly
situated in reference to this mode of bass
fishing. In view of the facts that the In-
spector and Overseer Wyse are the only
officers who have recommended the pro-
hibition, that neither of them has ever
taken the trouble to witness the mode of
fishing they complain of, and that the of-
ficial assertion of the Inspector that bass
spawn in May in the Miramichi has l:een
utterly and unanswerably disproved;
taking into consideration, also, the fact
that the latter officer reported 640,000
ova laid down in the Hatching House,
when not more than one half that num-
ber were 80'laid down, we have a right to
ask that restrictions placed vn our fishery
industries at the instance of these of-
ficers, in a most arbitrary unseasonable
and inconsiderate maunner, be removed,
pending enquiries which ought to be con-
tinued until the hearings of the whole
question are more fully understood.

We dunot think that Mr. Wilmotis at all
to blame because he did uot remain on the
Miramichi long enongh to make anything
approaching a thorough investigation, for
his enquiries in reference to bass and gas-
pereaux were, under his instructions, un-
derstood to be only casmal. It was not
within his prowince to make his investi-
gation a judicial one or he might have been
asked to note the fact that the Inspector
openly, in the room where the inquiry was
conducted, insulted the very men Overseer
Wyse and himself requested to give testi-
mony.

The duty of the Department is to order
an enquiry not only in reference to the
fisheries of the lower waters of the river,
but also those of the upper tidal and
fluviatic waters; these enquiries should be

hardly credit. Whether those who have
given the information have, th
beem the victims of misplaced confidence,
it i8 not our business to enquire and were
we to undertake the task we would not
know where to begin. There are few of-
ficers in this County who understand where
the Department has obtained the informa-
tion upon which it has acted of late and
fewer still who justify the policy pursued.
The requirements of the situation are
therefore obvious and we await the action
of the Department on the facts that are
presented to it with the expectation
that it will act fairly and allow no false
notions of duty or official etiquette to
stand in the way of justice to all concern-
ed—fishery officers, fishermen and the
general public alike.

and there is but one thing to detract from
its merit, which is the incomplete returns
from some of the mills for 1874, which
makes the reported cut of that year less
than that of 1876, while the converse is
true.

Michigan was to be the great timber re-
serveof the continent, but, up to therivers,
back from their banks, and on new
streams, has the march continued, until
one great section of the lower peninsular
is nearly denuded of its pine, timber, and
such a terrible consumption has oceurred
all over the Nerthwest that people may
well begin to meaaure the duration of a
limited resource, by the demands made
upon it. The tables show that in the
Northwest there has becn consumed, in
the manufacture of lumber alone, over
3,600,000,000 of pine timber during the
past year, and over one half of this has
been cut from the forests of Michigan's
lower peninsula, which, makiné acallow-
ance for the shingles or square timber Jcut,
would consume the entire supply in leas
than fifteen years. But we do not desire
to go on record as expressing the cpinion
that in fifteen yeavs the entire pine timber
supply of that peninsula will be exhaust-
ed, for the tables tell a différent story;
they show how mills are dropping out here
and there, and a forced curtailment of the
product has already begun. But this does
not change the nnwelcome fact that- in
three years, moie than ome-fourth the
estimated standing pine of the lower pen-
insula of Michigan has been consumed.

The tables assure us that, in three years,
in lumber alone, 10,865,558,015 feet of
standing timber has been consumed. This
represented in the estimated wealth of its
possessers $21,731,116.03. The question
now to be answered is, ‘“ Has its conver-
sion into currency returned to those who
have been engaged in the 1 , after
paying all expenses, that amount of money
to be invested in other securities ?”

A man may have his mill in as good re-
pair at the close of the season as at the
commencement; he may have had not one
dollar in the bank and have had $5,000 of
maturing paper against him, and at the
close of the season have paid those obliga.
tions, contracted no debts, and with $5,-
000 bank balance in bis favour, be 810,000
poorer than at the commencement of the
season! If he consumed 10,000,000 feet
of stumpage, which is estimated to be
worth $20,000, his assets have been de-
creased that amount, while the reduction
of his indebtedness and the increase of his
bank balauce account for only one half
that sum; consequently he has sustained a
loss of $10,000 on a year’s business, and
yet is easier at the close than at the begin.
ning of the year, and we feel warranted,
from the letters of prominent manufactur-
ers in all parts of the Northwest, in as-
serting that this has been the average ex-
perience, - or to state the conclusion more
plainly that the assets of lumbermen with-
in the territory embraced in our Review
have been decreased in the past three
years over $10,000.000.

The report of one locality, which need
not be named, shows that 40,000,000 feet
of timber was consumed last year n the

made from Portage River and Point Es-
cuminac to the uppermost pools in the main
river and tributaries, where spears and
torches do their destructive work unmo-
lested by officers. The facts cannot be
fully gathered in Chatham or Newcastle or
any other central point on the River, but
they should be sought out where the fish-
eries are actually carried on. If the In-
spector and vthe Overseers performed their
duties properly and their relationships
were what they ought to be towards each
other, we believe there would be a more
intelligent understanding of the question
at headquarters,but, as we before intimat-
ed, the most incempetent of the officers
(we speak of the portions of the river below
Newcastle) are those who are kept the
closest in the confidence of the Depart-
ment, while those who might be made of
service to it are almost altogether ignored.

A Whopping Fish Stery.

Frederic Robinson is a capital actor,
one of the best Hamlets at present on the
stage, an acceptable Richelien, a wicked
Richard and a Macbeth having few su-
periors. He is also a thorough angler,
having considerable - experience on our
New Brunswick rivers. He possesses
well-marked individuality —Which some
people mistake for selfishness—an essenti-
al quality in the make-up of an angler,
and he can live and be happy with his rod,
flybook, basket of ‘‘ prog” and the muses
for weeks at a time, gathering material,
meantime, with which to tickle the palates
of the epicures with whom he is acquaint-
ed or to ‘““stuff” those of his literary
friends who, while they may not know
much about Salmon or the modus operaadi
of taking them, are as ready to swallow a
New Brunswick fish story as the whale
was to take in Jonah, lest he might get
wet. Thus, we find a Robinson fish story
taken from the New York Dramatic News
going the rounds of the Press. The great
event is supposed to have taken place last
season. It is painfully evident, from the
style of expression that however free the
writer may be in handling the pen his
experience with the rod has been very
limited. He says:--

Some four weeks ago, Mr. Fred Robin-
son, of the Union Nquare Theatre, with a
couEIe of friends, started for New Bruns.
wick on a fishing excursion. Their tackle
was 80 voluminous and wieldy that it had
to be charged as freight. Our informant
tells us that Mr. Robinson and his friends,
after remaining in St. John for a day,
started out for the river where the salmon
abound. Fred prides himself on his know-
ledge of this peculiar_kind of sport, but

monster. The second day he didn’t have
a bite. On the third day he was drench-
ed to the skin, by a storm which threw
down their tent and spoiled a good part of
their provisions. ~ On the fourth day, while
standing on the river bank, he was moodi-
ly wondering if he was going to get white-
washed in his salmon fishing when sud-
denly he felt a bite tlmt almest pulled the
rod out of his hand. He let his tackle out
and the reel turned with such velocity as
to emit sparks. On, on it went, and Fred
hegan to grow anxious as he noticed that
there was no opportunity of drawing. He
judged that when it came to the end of
the line it would snap like a thread. at the
\rate it was going, so resolved to follow the
onster that had hishook himself. Throw-
ing off his hat and coat, and fortunately
hating nothing but slippers on his feet, the
boots having heen too wet to get on, he
threw himself into the boiling waters. —
Buat the line went faster than he could
swim, so tying the end round his right arm
he let himself go. Theh began a most ex-
‘traordinary chase. The fisherman instead
of dragging the fish was baing d by
it and at a rate which at times took him
completely wypder water. Almost before
he could gain'breath another plunge would
take place. His velocity was such that he
literally passed over shallow spots in the
river like a flash of lightning. It was the
quickest swimming that had ever been ac-
complished. This kept on for some fifteen
minutes, when Fred began to grow anxious
about the distancs he was getting from
camp. Dut he was now powerless. The
line bad tightened around his arm and he
had no knife to sever it. Gradually a dis-
tant roar reached him, and his hair stood
on end as he contenplated the pussibility
of reaching a cataract. The noise grew
louder, and he gradually became convine-
ed he was actually doing so and unable to
do a thing to avert the peril. Hesaw a
white foam ahead, and then suddenly felt
an increased velocity, and before he knew.
it made a sndden plunge which made him
believe all was over. To his enrprise he
went down very deep but preserved his
presence of mind. On coming to the sur-
tace, helooked up and saw some forty
feet off a fall about twenty feet high, over
which the water was rushing and boiling.
He remarked at the same time that the
line had ceased to drag him. Every now
and then, however, there was a trembling
which denoted that the fish was still at
the end of the line.

property, two years ago, was estimated by
the owners at $600,000. It is estimated
to-day at $300,000, a loss by depreciation
of $300,000 or two-thirds .the total value
of the products of the locality for the last
year, and more than all the profits made
by all the manufacturers in the ten years
since first the development of the lamber
business began there. This same lesson of
depreciation is imparted with equal force
in other localities, and may be read to a
greater or less extent in the experience of
every locality and every individual lum-
berman,

The amount on hand at the mills, as re-
ported in our tables, is but little in excess
of the amount for 1875, and the difference
would be covered if the reports for that
year were as complete as those for 1876,
This shows that there has been a demand
for all the lumber manufactured, but there
is one instructive fact cennected with these
figures that ought not to be lost sight of.
The total cut, in round numbers, was 3,-
600,000,000 feet, the total on hand, is 1,-
200,000,000 feet, or one-third the cut of
last year ; or one-third of the demand upon
the same mills for the coming season, with
the same volume of .business that was se-
cured last year.
