HAMPTON’S HASTILY IMPRISONED
CITIZEN LIBERATED

By an Order from Judge Palmer—The Dis-
tress Warrant Was No Good—Mr. Peters,
the Magistrate, has a Talk With *“Prog-
ress” About the Business.

Mr. Peters — Stipendiary Magistrate
Thomas A. Peters, of Hampton—called
upon ProGress Wednesday afternoon.
His visit had somc reference to a little free
advertising PROGRESS gave him last Satur-
day which proved not altogether to his
taste or satisfactory.

Mr. Peters is a gentleman of somewhat
commanding presence and easy dignity.
He would, without doubt, grace the bench
of a country magistrate’s court, and one
might imagine from the expression of
joviality that hovers around his counten-
ance that a prisoner would always feel
tha#¥his honor” had a good old-fashioned
heart.

Mr. Peters did not come to PROGREss
in any unpleasant frame of mind, and- he

talked from the first in a free and upre-

strained manner of the trials and tribula-
tions of a country magistrate who had any-
thing atall to do with Scott act cases.
They occasion an unpleasant ‘‘yang,” as
he called it, which is not desirabie to the
peace of the place or the comfort of the
ofﬁ;ﬁ‘h.

loming down to business, Mr. Peters
produced a well-worn copy of Procress
from his pocket and began to talk in the
same semi-persuasive, argumentative style
inwhich he would address a jury. He went
somewhat into facts and dates, and pointed
out that in some respects the account in
Procress was not perfectly accurate—for
example, the papers in the Scott act in-
formation against Belyea had been served
upon him before he laid any information
against Scribner, and that Scribner had
not charged Belyea with assault, but the
boy in Scribner's employ had.

It will be good ncws to all those tem-
perance pesple who hail the man of mod-
eration or the total abstainer to their
ranks with joy, to learn that Mr. Peters is
one of them. His laughing declaration to
PROGRESS was hing in this fashion:
“Now you don't eay that I am a drinker,
but when you say that I frequent the Ven-
dome there is an inference that some
people will not be slow to take that such is
the case. I can tell youthat I am not a
drinker—I don't think that in my life I
ever stood up at a bar and teok a glass of
hard liquor. Of course when we go on a
fishing trip and are prepared for accidents
just among ourseives, I know what is good
for a snake bite.”

Mr. Peters in his further examination of
the article declared that he did not know
of the existence of a *‘ring” in Hampton
whose aim seemed to be to down Belyea.
At the same time he admitted that the
deputy sheriff was not friendly towards
Belyea, and that Scribner’s attitude was
decidedly hostile to him. So far as he
was concerned, however, he knew no man
in his official capacity. It was quite true,
he said, that when Ross came to lay the
information he had told him that he would
serve no papers without the money was
paid for them at the time. It was also
true that Smith Sproule, a son of the
deputy sheriff, kad come to him with Ross
later, and guaranteed the amount of the
costs of the trial and he understood that
when the trial was over the costs, some
87 or $8, were paid by Sproule. It
appears. by Mr. Peters, that Belyea, while
not present at the assault trial, was repre-
sented by a Mr. Frost who, he 8ays,
demanded trial. Others deny this story,
but it is quite probable that in his ignor-
ance of legal methods Frost gave the
magistrate sufficient excuse to proceed
with the trial. The fact that he did so,
however, and the sentence of Belyen is,
ProGress understands, to be brought
before the supreme court for review.

Mr. Peters was asked by PrRoGREss to
explaiwetwo or three things which it seemed
hnrd% understand and keep the fact in
mind that he was a perfectly unprejudiced
officer of the law.

““Why was it, Mr. Peters, that when you
sentenced Martin Hopper for the same
offence as Belyea you gave him ten days to
pay his fine, while you made it payable at
once in Belyea's case P”

““That was entirely in my discretion,”
answered 4 Mr. Peters. *‘In my opinion,
Belyea’ t a disreputable place, especi-
ally on Sundays, which it was necessary to
close at once.”

The trial came off on Monday, and Mr.
Peters when he made this answer seemed
to forget that the fine might have run five
days at least and the place still closed be-
fore Sunday.

“Why was it, Mr. Peters, that when the
temperance people .asked for a commit-
ment for Hopper«you demanded a judge's
order, when in Belyea's case you com-
mitted him the same day as you tried him
without any order P”

““That also was entirely in my discre-
tion. If I chose to assume the responsi-

do s0 in the other case, it lay entirely with
myself.”

This style of answer may commend itself
to the reasoning of Mr. Peters and his as-
sociates but it will not convince the people.
They, on the contrary, think that Mr.
Peters might have strained a point to sum-
mon the witnesses asked for by Belyea even
if with one of them, Fowler, he had any
other connection save that of friendship.

But Judge Palmer granted an order for
the discharge of the prisoneron the ground
that the distress warrant was no good on
Thursday and the attempt of ProGREsSs to
gain fair play for all parties was successful.
Now, if the people ot Hampton mean busi-
ness let them lay proper information against
all those who sell liquor and close up the
holes.

The interest in the trial and the attention
it attracted warrants the printing of the
evidence given in the trial before Judge
Palmer, in full. It follows:

On Mr. Palmer calling a witness, Mr. White
objected to evidence being received, citing from
Grady & Scotland’s Practice. His honor over.
Tuled the objection whereupon Mr, Palmer calls
Henry J. Fowler, who did not respond. Mr,
Palmer then read affidavit of service of Noah
Barnes upon the several witnesses. Martin Hopper
on being called did not respond.

Charles DeMill sworn, examined by Mr. Palmer,
Q. C.: I am a constable for the county of Kings. I
was sworn in as such last spring before Mr. Pears
On the 24th of Aogustlast I received a distress
warrant from Thomas A. Peters against J. B.
Belyea. Ireceived it along about two o’clock in
the afternoon. I went with it down to Belyea’s, -I
went to his shop and found it locked, on turming
round I saw him sitting nnder a tree pretty handy
to the shop. I went upto him in the carriage I was
sitting in and told bim I had a distress warrant. I
had got out of the carriage I was in and he told me
hehbad nothing. I asked him to unlock the shop
and turn out sufficient to satisty the distress
warrant, and he said he had nothing to turn out, and
that he would not turn it out if he had. I told him
he had better come and turn it out, and he said he
would not. I read the warrant to him and then I
went away and went back to Mr. Peters’. I re.
turned the warrant at six o’clock that same
afternoon. I returned that I could not find any
goods. After that I got another paper. I then
drove down, and’ when I got pretty near the shop
Belyea ran across the road—he was under a tree
then, and when he saw me coming he ran across—
this was between 6 and 7 o’clock the same evening.
I had at that time t he warrant with me on which T
left him afterwards in gaol. He ran across and I
halloed to him to stop; he did not stop. I told him
I had & warrant for him. The front door to the
shop was locked; he went in at the back door. I
was about a rod frora him when I told him to stop
again; he did not stop, and he went in and barred
down the door. T went there again about 8 o’clock
that same evening and entered the premises. Ihad
with me Ed. McInerney and George Morrison, and
I called upon them to go into the shop. Ge orge
Morrison unlocked the door; I furnished him with
a key for that purpose. It was a padlock on the
door, and I furnished Morrison with s key of my
own. I went in; Belyea was lying on a lounge
undressed; I told him to get up and d ress himself.
I asked him if he would pay the fine and the costs,
and he said he would not. T then took him to gaol.
He had said tome thathe would not dress, and
called me all the names he could think of. Sheriff
Sproule told me I hud a perfect right to unlock the
door. (Statement of Sprou le objected to). At first
Sheriff Sproule told me to hold on till he went and
saw Mr. Tweedie,and then afterwards he said I was
perfectly justifiable in unlocking the door. The
key with which the door was unlocked was mnot
Belyea’s key, but one of m y own keys. Morrison
and Ed. McInerney went into Belyea’s with me.

Q.—Did you ever have any Scott Act papers
against Martio Hopper? Objected to. Mr. Palmer
presses question and states that he wanted to show
that this matter was a conspiracy of certain persons
in Hampton for the purpose of putting Belyea under
lock and key.

The Court.—If vou will take the responsibility of

it I will allow it.
Mr. White contends that the return was correct
and showed that the defendant was guilty of the
offence—an oftence against the criminal law, and
even what might otherwise be a conspiracy would
not be evidence of a conspiracy in such a proceed-
ing. He further stated that Mr. Peters had come
to the court asking for an order in the matter, which
his honor Judge Palmer would not grant unless
notice of such application had been given the other
parties.

Judge Palmer #aid this was correct; yet had Mr.
Peters moved in the matter himself, then he would be
liable to censure, as it was his business as & magis-
trate not to move but on application in such matters.
Witness, continuing, stated he was present in
court on the trial of Belyea under the Canada tem-
perance act and had heard Belyea apply for
subpcenas for the attendance on such triai of H.F.
Fowler, W. T.Scribner and Martin Hopper, w hen
Peters required Belyea to state to him what he ex-
pected to prove by those witnesses, and that Belyea
had stated to him he did not think to do so would
be right as he thought it would prejudice his case,
and Peters stated then he would not give them to
him—the magistrate refused to give the subpcenas
unless Belyea stated what he wanted to prove by
them, and Belyea failed to do that. I had & sum-
mons against Martin Hopper. I do not think I ever
bad & distress warrant against Hopper. I know
Martin Hopper. He worked at Scribner’'s who
keeps a hotel there. I have seen Mr. Thomas A.
Peters in the Vendome hotel at meal times getting
his dinner, and in the smoking room, but in no
other part of it.

Cross-examined by Mr. White—When I went
there with the warrant of distress Belyea told me
he had no property to turn out to satisfy the distress
warrant, and that he would not turn out any if he
had. It was a shop where I went to, and where he

IT WILL SOON BE READY.

RUSHING THE WORK AT THE NEW
OPERA HOUSE.

The Pluce Alive with Workmen—What Has
Been Done to Make the Hall Attractive,
and Complete—The Work of Carpenters,
Masons,and Artists, as Seen this Week.

Standing on the stage of the new opera
house and looking around, one sees a busy
scene these days. Men are at work every
where. As the time for the grand open-
ing draws near the hall is becoming more
and more attractive, and when that great
event takes place St. John will have a
theatre that all may well be proud of.

Even now, while the boards are yet
white and disorder is everywhere, the place
has a cosy appearance. No one would
ever think that it would seat 1,100 people ;
tor no matter where one goes he is always
near the stage, and it is hard to imagine
where the back seats will be. But for all
this there is plenty of room. The build-
ing is high, and every inch of space is be-
ing utilized to the best advantage.

Carpenters are at work in every part ot
the building; on the floors, in the bal-
conies, in the lobbies, and on the stage.
The place rings with the sound of hammer
and saw, but even this gives no idea of
how things are being rushed forward. All
the rough work has been done, and the
men are putting on the finishing touches
that are daily making the hall look more
attractive. Around the long circular
sweep of the balc fine mouldi
only need a coat of paint to make
them effective, and numerous little decora-
tions of this kind are being put in place,
so that when the stagings are removed and
the hall cleaned up, they will all have a
part in adding to the completeness of the
theatre.

Far up on a staging near the ceiling the
masons and plasterers are at work putting
a moulding around the arch through which
the stage is seen, while others work from
stagings on the walls, smoothing them off
with plaster and trowel. In the lobbies
one finds men quietly at work on the stairs,
and at the doors and windows, and tools
lying around tell of tinsmiths and plumb-
ers.

On the stage, however, more interesting
work is going on. Here the carpenters
arealso in the majority, but they are pre-
paring the stage for those little tricks ot
the theatre that sometimes mystify the
audience, or again bring forth applause for
some clever act that the carpenter has had
a hand in. Here and there are trap doors,
but so snugly fitted that one would hardly
know they existed, while men are sawing
out others that bring to view a com-
modious apartment beneath the stage.
Other carpenters are at work making the
large white frames for the scene painter's
brush, while the scene painter himselt, far
up in the fly gallery, midway between the
roof and the stage, is busily engaged. A
glance up in his direction gives some idea
of the stage accommodation. It is far
ahead of anything St. John has been ac-
customed to, and a great deal of work can
be done, while a performance is going on,
above the actors’ heads.

Just at present, scenic artist Chidley has
the fly gallery all to himself,and his myriad
paint pots. To reach him one has to
climb a long almost perpendicular stair-
way. In a large frame suspended from the
roof, and hoisted up and down by weights,
and a crank in the corner, are the scenes
on which the artist is at work. When
ProGRress visited the building this week
two large paintings were coming into view
on the walls of a fancy chamber. * This was
a part of a combination scene, several flats
of which are already painted. When the
artist wants to put on a cornice he does
not have to get on a step ladder to get up
to it. He lowers the scene down, so that
while he is painting the top of it, the bot-
tom hangs below the gallery.

Many feet above the fly gallery is what
is called the gridiron from where the scenes
are worked, and a glance up in that direc-
tion impresses one with the loftiness of the
place.

Returning to the stage again, a number
of scenes, already finished, stand against
the walls. Some are ‘‘flies” of a land-
scape, and others with the painted side
covered are interior views. When the
e is “‘set” on the opening night, every-
body will have a chance to see them at

their best, for in a theatre everything is
lace to those who “‘know it all,”

lives, too. (Quite a ripple of followed Mr.
‘White’s question as to whether apples and one t hing’
and another were not kept in Belyea’s shop, which
became catching when Judge Palmer suggested,
“and hardware,” to which Mr. White replied, “and
some of it very hard.”) T had the warrant with me
that I afterwards gave to gaoler Sproule when I
went into the room, and under which I took him
into custody.

Fowler keeps a store handy by
the court—he was present in court at the time I
think, but I wonld not swear whether he was or
not. I do not remember any statement you made
to Belyea then in court. The magistrate told Bel-
yea that if he would satisfy him in any way that he
bona fide d those 1 a8 he
would lssue the subpcenas, but that as it was the
law would not allow him to do so.

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SUNDAY IN THE WOODS,

SCENES AND INCIDENTS AT THE
WELSFORD CAMP MEETING.

Singing and Preaching in & Grove of Beech
and Birch—Dinner in the Wood—How the
People Came ' From Miles Around to
Attend the Services.

“Do you see that light? Look! where
the cart is going along the road. That is
the church, and you'll probably find some-
body over there.”

The speaker stood on the platform at
Welsford station, and pointed into the
darkness. He was the only person on the
platform when the late train for the west
drew up, and his words were addressed to
the four bewildered passengers who had
just alighted.

‘Welsford station is about as lonesome
on a dark night as most country places,
and Saturday might was very dark indeed.
A few stars vainly struggled with the
clouds in an effort to give encouragement
to those who wished for a fine Sunday, but
they seemed unequal to the task and
bobbed in and out in a way that caused one
of the passengers to regret the absence of

an umErelln. and another to feel satisfied
with himself in the possession of a mackin-
tosh.

Darkness reigned supreme. It seemed
that the people had recognized this supre-
macy ang had deserted the place, for even
the group of listless fellows usually found
ata amsﬁ station were missing. There
was nothing to indicate that a camp meet-
ing was being held there; and to people
who had gotten all their ideas of that kind
of revival service from books and the news-
papers, there was a tendency to doubt the
success of the Welsford people's efforts.

“They are holding services at the
church,” said the solitary man, *‘you'd
better go over there.” But how to get
‘‘gver there” was a matter for considera-
tion. Whether they gazed upon moun-
tains, woods or open fields, the strangers
knew not. In_ the darkness all
was alike; but when the light in-
dicated bv the man on the platform
became visible to less experienced eyes,and
the direction of the road was explained,
things looked somewhat brighter; and
when the light grew larger, and the little
church loomed up, and voices were heard,
the prospects for a comfortable night’s rest
seemed very much better than they did
while the wayfarers travelled along the
lonely road.

Here were the first signs of the camp
meeting. On the top of an express wagon
loaded with benches sat one ot the breth-
ren, while two others, with lanterns, made
ready to follow the team. The service had
been held in the church that evening, and
they were taking the seats to the grove for
the services on the morrow. This activity
gave promise of a genuine meeting in the
woods, with all its novelty and attractive-
ness, and the newcomers began to feel that
they had not made the journey in vain.

All week the weather had been unfavor-
able for out door services,and little hitches
in the arrangements, such as securing tents
and the like, had interfered to some extent
with the original plans. But the weather
was the chief draw back, and a fine Sunday
would bring the people in scores from
miles around. Up to Saturday night, the
number trom a distance had not been very
large, and this information was rather en-
couraging to the latest arrivals, who had
been speculating on the pr 8 of camp-
ing out in earnest. Every house in the
place, however, had been put in readiness
for visitors, and there was yet plenty of
room.

At an hour before midnight there are
few lights burning in the country. Most
people are enjoying their first sleep about
that time, and to awaken them outof it is
not a pleasant task. Thereis always some
doubt as to what kind of a reception one is
likely to get. When Rev. Mr. Esety,for it
was ixe who carried one of the lanterns,
knocked at the door of a cosy little home
near the railway track, and later ushered
the strangers in, the reception they
received was very different from

that usually given by people who are
awakened out of sleep. There was an ap-
parent determination to make all who
came to attend the meeting perfectly at
home, while in Welstord, and every ar-
rangement seemed to have been made with
this in view.

Early Sunday morning, Mrs. Godfrey’s
farm, a mile from the station, was the cen-
tre of attraction. One by one the strangers
strolled in that direction and had break-
fast ; then started off for the grove where
the services were to be held.

Through the woods by a narrow path,
solt in some places, and in others laid with
spruce boughs; over a pretty brook that

owed from out a shady wood; up a
hill where raspberries grew; and into a
beautiful grove of beech and birch. A
prettier place could not have been chosen.

verhead the treetops met and mingled
with each other, and the bright green
leaves, not quite plentiful enough to shut
out the sky, made as pretty a roof as ever
covered a congregation. At the lower

art of the grove a stage was built, with
genches, table, and a heavy trunk—a mys-
tery to the first arrivals.  Big logs laid
down the side of the hill and crossed by

* boughs formed the auditorium, while a

score of lanterns on as many trees added
to the attractiveness of the place, even in
the daytime. There were seats for 700.

Soon little parties of three, four, or half
a dozen strolled up the path, picking ber-
ries by the way; and when evangelist
Bartsch arrived the mysterious trunk was
opened. A box was taken out, legs put
under it, and the camp meeting organ was
ready for work. And a fine toned instru-
ment it was! The woods rang with its
melody, and when a hundred voices joined
in, those easy, catching airs,
peculiar to revival meetings, the effect was
wonderful, and all seemed glad that they
were there.  Hymn after ﬁymn was eunE.
and everybody joined in the singing—the
converts on the stage,and the delegates on
the boards, the old men, and the young
uncouth looking fellows who would have
looked sadly out of place in a meeting
house—all took part. The service was
free and easy, but very impressive.

Sitting in straight backed pews in church,
and on rough boards in the woods, are two
different things. Everybody seemed  to

realize this fact, and made themselves es
comfortable as possible. ;

Trees were in demand for rests for the
back, and young women, reclining com-
fortably among the roots of large trees in
the middle of the congregation, added to
the picturesqueness of the scene. Women
with restless infants walked about in the
woods, and dogs that were more annoying,
while prayer was being said, scampered
about among the dry branches.  The. old
men, and there were plenty ot them, took
front seats where they could hear eve:
thing, and at the same time do away wit!
the necessity of further tramping through
the wood. The younger portion of the
congregation occupied back seats, as
usual,and some did not occupy seats at all,
but “*laid off,” with their backs against a
convenient tree, and ionally took a
stroll through the woods. In some cases,
this was not due to restlessness, for the

ound was damp and cold, and to sit the
ong service out showed remarkable deter-
mination. Overcoais, cloaks and gossa-

picnicked in the woods. Then there were
excursions to the brook with creamers and
pails; the setting of dishes, and the fetch-
g of fruit; cloths were spread and
dishes laid out, and here and there
through the weods were pretty little picnic
scenes, withall the pleasure, but none of
the boisterousness '.Eat might have been on
a week day. Others patronized Mrs. God-
frey, and that good woman and her assist-
ants were more than busy trying to see
that nobody would be hungry until supper
time came round. Here a table was set in
the field, and the good work went on with
a vim,

In the afternoon another service was
held, but it was much the same as that in
the morning, except that Mrs. Murray dis-
tinguished ﬁerself by an appeal for funds to
defray expenses, and the congregation dis-
tinguished itself by an inability to raise
more than three hands when a bid of 85 a
piece was made. When the bid was for
$2 and 81, and finally the hats went round
for a silver collection, the result was more

mers that were carried over arms to the
meeting, were put to a better purpose be-
fore it was over, but the service was almost
too attractive to leave. ~ While it went on
newcomers continued to stroll up the path
and fill the seats, but they did not disturb
the meeting in the least.

By the time the singing was over nearly
all bad arrived, and when Mrs. Murray, of
Albert, began to speak there was ver
little disposition to leave the meeting, al-
though chills bid fair to be a popular ail-
ment for the ensuing week.

Mrs. Murray was the preacher of the
day, and a more forcible one could not
have been selected. Her sermon was of
special interest to the women folk, who
know all about parlor indignation meet-
ings, where resolutions are passed to ‘‘not
speak to” some friend who has made her-
self objectionable, and, to use harsher mea-
sures, “‘put her out the next time she
enters this house.”

TRACK WALKERS IN THE WOODS.

Lonely Lives of Many Men who Guard the
Tracks of Continental Highways.

After nightfall, along the 3,000 miles of
the Canadian Pacific railroad, no matter
how bare the prairie nor how wild or deso-
late the mountain or lake shore, any one
standing on the rear platform can see ever
few miles a lantern in the hands of a trac
walker, who, after the train passes, re-
sumes his duty along the track. It is a
Yule on this road that after the passage of
each train the roadway shall be carefully
inspected, and particularly the bridges, for
fear that some spark from the locomotive
may set fire to tﬂem. Along hundreds of
miles between Ottawa and Winnipeg,
over the prairies of Assiniboia and
Alberta, and through the mountain ranges
far west, the humble hut of the railroad
track repairer or guard is often the only
human habitation that is seen for long
stretches. In the wild region north of
Lake Superior one sees these log cabins
every few miles. Often the employee has
a family who lives with him in this almost
uninhabited country, practically cut off
from human society.

The log cabins are only one story high,
and very E)w at that. There is no sign ot
a garden near them, and all supplies are
brought by the trains. Sometimes it is
necessary for the men to travel twent
or thirty miles to perform a task assigne:
to them, and for these journeys they use
the railroad bicycle, a contrivance with
two wheels to fit the rails. A seat is
rigged between them and a lever imparts
motion to the small cogwheels, whigh rap-
1dly turn the wheels on the track. The men

HE CARRIED THEM HIMSELF.

How the Paris Chief of Police Was Out-
witted.

Some years ago the contraband trade in
Swiss watches was carried to such an ex-
cess that the Paris chief of police con-
sidered himself called upon to make a %reat
exertion to seek to punish the offenders.
With this view, he repaired incog. to Gen-
eva. He then applied to a celebrated dealer
in watches to seqrhim one hundred of the
finest quality. When the price was agreed
upon, the chief disclosed the condition that
they must be delivered in Paris, to which
the watch dealer readily assented, upon an
additional sum being added for the risk of
transportation. The chief gave a feigned
name and address, and it was settled that
within a month the watches should be in
the French capital.

Upon his return the chief gave notice to
the French officers on the lines of these
facts, and after exciting their vigilance, by
everything that was calculated to act upon
their fear, their pride or their patriotism,
he watched, not without anxiety, the event

price.

The chief, mortified and enraged, went
back immediately, still incog., to Geneva.
He sought out the watch-maker and
besought him to disclose the means he
had used to pass the watches over the
lines ; but he was met with only a smile
and an evasion. Finding that persuasion
had so little effect, he next resorted to
threats, but with no better success; finall
he determined to use that master key whic{
80 often unlocks the bosom where secrets
not otherwise discoverable lie hidden.
He agreed to give the watch-dealer ten
thousand francs provided he would make
a full disclosure, and, moreover, he guar-
anteed to indemnify him trom all the dis-
eable consequences which otherwise
might have occurred. This bargain agreed
upon and d by the pay of
the money, the watch-dealer began :

**Sir,” said he, ‘‘when you came to m
store disguised like a dealer in watches, {
knew you as well as you knew me ; indeed,
before you called upon me I had informa-
tion that you were in Geneva, and I was
therefore on my guard. When, therefore,

ou made me stipulate that the one
Kundred watches should be delivered
in Paris, I bad no doubt but that you
meditated me ill, and I governed myself
accordingly. The case was a difficult one.
I perceived at once that the watches could
not be passed over the lines in the ordinary
way ; I therefore bribed your own servant,
and he passed them over the lines as a
part of your own , which, on
account of your public situation, I foresaw
would escape examination.”
The chief returned to ‘‘the great city”
wiser than he left it, for he learned that
Geneva watch-dealers could use spies and
bribes as well as French detectives.

DISREPUTABLE ATTACKS.

We have had occasion, more than once,
to find fault with the local government,
and to condemn some of the tactics of
Attorney General Braik. We did so in
the public interest, and will continue to be
outspoken in that direction when the wel-
fare of the country demands it. No
decent journal, however, can follow some
of the recent attacks that have been made
upon the New Brunswick premier. The
record of a public man is a fair subject for
criticism. If he does a public act that
deserves censure, the press should not fail
to condemn that act. If he adopts a
policy, injurious to the province or
dominion, sucha policy should be shown
up. At the same time, there is no

" reason why the private character of a

public man should not be safe from
attack.

The Moncton Zimes does not seem to
agree with this view and in a recent issue
attacks Attorney General Brair in one of
the most intemperate articles ever pub-
lished against a leading public man. It
charges him with ‘‘unscrupulously robbing
the country for personal gain;” with hav-
ing robbed the country out of $100,000 to
buy up four members from the county of
Northumberland ; with having sold a seat
in the legislative council for money, “part,
perhaps, to go into his own pocket;” and
with having grown rich at the expense of
the people of this province. If Attorney
General Bramr is the bad man that the
Times tries to make out, he should be in
Dorchester penitentiary instead of at the
head of the government of this province.

The Times® attack on Mr. BLAIR is made
no doubt with the hope of injuring the
chances of the success of the government
candidate in the Kent county election,
which is to take place on the 15th inst.
If that be the kind of warfare the oppos-
ition leaders depend upon, then they can
have but little hopes ot winning. We be-
lieve that Mr. Brair did an unwise thing
under the circumstances, in making some
St. John appointments, and ProGress did
all it could to prevent them at the time.

Having lost the St. John city and city
and county constituencies on account of
that he resorted to what we considered
questionable tactics in order to retain
power—one of such tactics being the Nor-
thumberland ‘‘deal.” In reducing the
stumpage, however, he simply did what the
opposition were prepared to do it by so
doing they could obtain the reins of govern-
ment. What hypocrisy it now is for
the Zimes owner to talk of Mr. Brar’s
*‘unscrupulously robbing the country for
personal gain,” when in reducing the
stumpage he did not go to the extent that
Mr. StEVENS and his associates were pre-
pared to go! We are not concerned in
the result of the election in Kent county.
It matters little to us whether the opposi-
tion be composed of men, most of whom
hate Bra1k to such an extent that they are
prepared to go into York county
in one by-election and try to
drag  him  from power by an
appeal to protestant prejudices; and
later on invade catholic Kent county to
point out to the people there how they
should vote. As an independent journal,
h r, We p gainst such attacki
as that of the 7imes against one of the
ablest public men in Canada. Much as
we have condemned some of Mr. Brair's
emergency tactics, we believe him to be
as  honest personally as any poli-
tician ever was. Instead of grow-
ing rich out of politics, we
understand that the exact contrary is
the fact, Had he a ttended ially to his

law, his splendid talents would have proved

~ & gold mine to him. Such attacks as that

made upon him by the Zimes are re-
gretted by all right thinking men. He
has few political opponents bitter enough
to apprové of them.

PUBLIC SERVANTS.

Sir Warrek Scorr says that Hexry
1T used to call himself the chief servant of
the people.  Perhaps his majesty’s notion
of what the powers and duties of such a
servant are, would not comport with those
that we hold nowadays. Nevertheless the
idea is correct enough. Every one from
the sovereign down, who exercises a
public trust, is a public servant. Every
one admits this in theory, but in practice it
is lost sight of. ¢ Odi profanum vulgus”
sang the old Roman bard. Rome was an
empire then. *‘Your ‘public’ is a great
beast,” said ALexaxper Hamirrox, al-
though the ink was hardly dry upon that
historical document which declared all men
to be free and equal. The sentiment which
pleased imperial Rome was reechoed in
republican America nearly eighteen cen-
turies afterwards. The man who gets an
office, it it be only that of a hog reeve, be-
gins at once, as a rule, to think himself a
little better than the mass who have not
attained the dignity of hog reeveship. Had
the Psalmist lived in these days, he would
probably have said of man, “**Thou madest
him a little lower than an alderman ;" and
it the book of Jon had been written in the
last decade of this century, it would have
wound up with the statement that its hero
was elected to the county council. The
best proof of the antiquity of that work lies
in the fact that Jon, in the days of his
second prosperity, was not appointed to
office.

The modern acceptation of the term
‘‘public service” is the service which the
public renders the individual who is lucky
enough to get an office, and that is good
public policy, from the officials point of
view, that keeps him in office. ' This is why
reforms fail. This necessity may be un-
questioned, but a reformer becomes a con-
servative very speedily after he gets an of-
ficial position. Herein lies the great weak-
ness of a democracy. So large a propor-
tion of the voters are opposed to, or do
not see the need of reform, that those in
power find it expedient to ‘‘mark time”
rather than advance.

There is a degree of honor attached to
office. To be entrusted with duties and
responsibilities implies at least apparent
fitness, and thus, to some extent, distin-
guishes the individual from the crowd.
The word *‘distinguished,” which we apply
to those whom we especially wish to honor,
simply means that the person has done
something that marks him as different from
hig fellows. Therefore a man may become
distinguished by being entrusted with many
official responsibilities.  Public service
rightly performed honors the individual
who performs it; but when prostituted to
selfish ends becomes a reproach,

The aforegoing observations are intend-
ed to apply to any one whom they will fit.

MEN AND THINGS.

GaiL HasictoN has written a book in
which she handles orthodoxy without
gloves. There s nothing new in its pages.
The ideas have been advanced time and
time again; but the lady author wields a
graceful pen, and what she says is well
said.

One of the most amusing things in
modern literature is the manner in which
the women are assailing the old strong-
holds of faith. They are twenty-five or
thirty years or more behind tke times, but
go ahead with their oft-told tales as
though they were the inspired scribes of a
new revelation. Robert Elsmere, for ex-
ample, was at least a generation behind
the times, in a controversial sense, and,
except as a contribution to the discussion
between orthodoxy and heterodoxy, it had
no raison d'etre.

Another amusing thing is the way cer-
tain learned theologians continue to try to
ignore the whole history of the world with
the Old+ Testament. Instead of regarding
the historical books of the Canon, asa
part of the records ot a part of the world,
they treat them as though they were an
encycldfedia of ancient history.

Probably we forget names more éuickly
than anything else. To have some one
come up to you with a smile of recogni-

tion, to have him grasp your hand heartily

and call you by name, and then to be un-
able to recall Lis patronymic, is to haye an
experience that one does not care to enjoy
more than onée. )

A story is told of two of our well-known
public men, which illustrates the expedients
to which men will resort rather than admit
they have forgotten a voter's name. A
gentleman whose identity we will hide
under the initials A. G. B., was sitting in
his office when in came W. W. in a great
hurry. “B —,” he exclaimed ; ‘‘why on
earth did you send JENKINS to me about
that bridge on the ——?" ¢‘Oh, that’s all
right, Bill,” was the answer. *I'd for-
gotten the name, but did not like to tell
him so. So I senthim to you, as I was
sure you'd be down and raise a row about
it, and then I'd find out the name.”

For more than twenty-five years Chile
bas exported wheat and grows this cereal
in large quantities. She has a total for-
eisn commerce of $128,000,000 annually,
of which the United States furnishes some-
thing like $3,000,000 on the average.

The government is repablican, and the
congress consists of two bodies, the senate
and the chamber of deputies. The former
has forty members, while in the latter one
deputy for each 20,000 inhabitants sts.
The judicial power is vested in the supreme
court of six members, and sits in Santiago,
the capital. There are also four courts of
appeal. Ordinary cases are tried before
justices of the peace. The roman cathoh¢
religion is predominant, but other faiths
are tolerated.

Chile was one of the first South
American countries to introduce railways
and its systems are now extensive. The
cities ot Chile are very beautiful. The
climate is mild and salubrious and most
healthy. The country bas often been
visited by earthquakes, and some of its
cities have been many times destroyed
along with thousands of 'people. But
nevertheless, it is a beautifal country and
deserves a better fate than to be torn by
internal dissensions.

From the time of her becommng a re-
ublic in 1818, Chile has been' singularly
ree from quarrels with other nations. In

fact the wars with Peru and Bolivia, in
1878-81, are about the only struggles of

any consequence that she has had on her
own She has suffered, h

from_internal strife a number of times.

The two most formidable of these rebel-

he is to bave a crop, as the workers whom
he pays; yet for their aid he is absolutely
dependent on heaven. And something
similar to those unpaid gifts enters into all
forms of human weltare and success. It is
the blessing of God which maketh rich.The
smaller prizes of life we may seem to win
by our own exertions ; but the golden and
the crowning thingsare in the most literal
sense gifts. We take them in silent awe,
wondering why they have been given to us.
Why did genius, or the intellectual power
which makes the solution of the problems
of fyom‘ daily life a continual triumph and
delight, or beauty, or the charm of a rav-
ishing voice, come to you and not to
others? Why did love cast into your lap
its griceless boon when others were passed
by? Why did the tide of opportunity rise
to your feet just when you were ready to
take advantageof it? Even in temporal
things there 1s a large element of unspeak-
able value for which there is no true and
reverent name except the blessing of God.
But it is in the spiritual domain that
this word has its true scope. If in religion
there is any reality at ar, then it is the
grandest of realities. It is not only an
existence which can sweeten and enhance all
the elements of life. but it is in itself so
valuable that he who possesses it is rich
though he be stripped of all the other pos-
sessions which are the accepted badges of
happiness. It is the pearl o? great price,
which a man may well sell all he has to buy.
With what price would you buy it? It'is
like the sunshine. like the dew, like genius,
like love. It is the blessing of God, and
we bave only 1n silence and lowly awe to
take it when it comes. It is thus that true
religion begins, as St. Paul said to his
hearers on the first day of Pentecost:
¢Unto you first God, having raised up His
Son Jesus, sent Him to bless you, in turn-
Ing away every one of you from his
miquities.” And it is thus that religion
grows from stage to stage, and from at-
tainment to attainment, as St. Paul says to
the Ephesians: *‘Blessed be the God and
Father ot our Lord Jesus Christ, who has
blessed us with all spiritual blessings in
heavenly places in Christ.” Thusin both
the t,emé)ornl and the spiritual spheres, the
true and the highest felicity of man de-
pends on the blessing of ‘God. Keeping
this n mind, let us try to take fully in this
eat and precious romise about it, and
et us der first the copi of the
blessing as brought out in the words,
““There shall be showers of blessing;"

II.—Its Timeliness.

*I will cause the shower to come down
in his season.” This refers to the well
known fact that in Palestine rain fell only
at certain seasons of the year. In our
climate it falls at very uncertain intervals,
some people might be inclined to say that
it is falling ~ always, and in ~other
countries I . found the idea quite
current that it rains in Scotland
every day. But in Palestine what
was called the early rain fell in au-
tumn, and what was called the later rain
fell in spring. It was of the utmost con-
sequence that at these seasons itshould not
fall.

If it did not come, the drought meant
loss or even ruin to the husbandman: but
if it came copiously it caused the fields to
rejoice with abundant crops and made glad
the hearts of the husbandman. No doubt
our text refers, in the first place, to this
temporal blessing, but it has also a wider
scope ; blessing of every kind may be said
to come in its season. God is not, indeed,
bound to times and seasons, and sometimes
His blessings come when they are least ex-
pected, resembling in this respect the sud-
den showers of rain to which we are ac-
customed in our own variable climate.
But, as a rule, the blessing comes in the
time of need, when the hearts of men are
sighing and crying for it. This is God's
season for which he waits.  His blessings
would not be appreciated it it fell on
hearts unprepared to receive it. The rain
might fall and do more good than a shower
on the burning sands ot Sahara. This is
the use of special seasons, like the Sab-
bath or the sacrament. Men’s attention
is drawn away from world’s things and
their desires after divine blessing are
stirred up. Are you expecting a blessin,
today? Is your heart longing for it
Then this is a promise for you: “I will
cause the shower to come down in his sea-
son.” You may be very near a great bless-
ing, which would change your spiritual ex-
istence from an invalid, backsliding condi-
tion into a life of joy, of power, of unfal-
tering progress. In ordinary life, it is the
little extra which makes all the difference
between the weak and the strong man.
It is to have health enough, and a little
over, which ensures a happy physical exis-
tence. In business, there is all the dif-
ference in the world between having just
enough capital and having enough and a
little over. In art, there is necessary not
only the perfect training which all can
attain, but, over and above it, the one
ravishing note which subdues and intoxi-
cates the audience. I once asked a friend
why a mutual friend of ours, though a man
of many accomplishments, did not succeed
in the pulpit. *“Well,” said he, giving a
slight crack of finger and thumb, *‘he just
wants that.” Yes, that was exactly it.
It is this something extra, this little more,
that makes everything exceptional and ex~
cellent. And many of us are just needing
this to make us holy, happy, creditable
christians. It is very near at hand; it is
just hovering above your head; one touch
of faith, one act of surrender, one earnest
prayer to God, and it is yours. Why should
you not be saved? Why should you not
be baptised with power? ¢Now is the
accepted time: behold, now is the day of
salvation.”

IIL.—The Diffusiveness of God’s Blessing.
*‘I will make them and the places round
about My hill a blessing.” Those on
whom God's blessing descends are made
blessed thereby. They live in a state of
blessedness. This is more than happiness.
ppi is a paratively shallow
thing, and it is liable to a thousand acci-
dents. But blessedness is a state of deep
satistaction which the changes and chances
of fortune cannot disturb. The happiness
of some people is rather to be pities than
envied, because they are made happy by
such questionable things. But blessedness
is derived from a pure as well as an inex-
haustible source. Yet this is not the best
result of the blessing of God—that those
on whom it falls are themselves blessed.
It is a far nobler thing which is promised
in our text: ““Iwill make them a blessing”
—they shall be the means of making others
blessed.

From of old this has been the noble pre-
rogative of the people of God. When
God gave Abraham His blessing this was
distinctly predicted as the result of it: ‘In
thee and in thy seed shall the families of
the earth be blessed ;” and as the blessing
of Abraham descended from age to age,
from father to son, this high ambition was
kept alive in the hearts of all who inherited
the faith of Abraham. In christianity this
element has come to the very front. What
is it to be a christian? Ts if to be blessed?

THINGS THAT THE AUDIENCE DOES
NOT SEE.

And Others That Are in View, But Are
Surrounded By Mystery—Mr. Chidley Ex-
plains Some Stage Terms—Anecdotes of
the Theatre.

It is said that in every art, the initial
step is to name the tools, and upon this
branch of the scene painters’ art there is
much matter of interest.

Every scene as it is set upon the stage
constitutes one picture, although composed
ot several pieces, or at least it is a homo-
geneous view of them, Those several
pieces are so arranged as to also serve the
purpose of screens to hide the persons and
things on the stage not intended to be
visil*ﬁe to the audience. These pieces or-
dinarily consist of wings, flats, drops, bor-
ders, set pieces and backings. . !

The hanging scenery is manipulated
from a gnlﬂry called the fly gallery, or,
more usually, the ‘flies.” Now it is
curious, but true, that outside the theatre,
nine people out of ten confuse these two
words and call the wings *flies,” a popular
error which carries its own solution on the
face, and is ot little consequence.

Quite recently, however, a leading New
York journal gave an account of a cele-
brated actress being taken il in the flies, a
statement which set theatrical people won-
dering what on earth she could be doing
in a place sacred to stage hands only.

It 1s by the way a little difficult to trace
the etymology of *“fly” in this connection,
but it would seem to be derived from the
machinery called by the French a vol, on
flight, by which a rapid descent is made
apparently from the sky; but really from
the gallery, by such characters as the
dainty Ariel in the Tempest or as in the
Midsummer Night's Dream when Puck es-
says to ‘‘put a girdle round the earth in
forty minutes.” -

he wings are screens, as their French
name (hassis indicates, and 2re arranged
in pairs on each side of the stage,
having intervals of about six feet be-
tween each, which are called theentrances.

The mysterious and symbolic-looking
letters to be seen in printed plays, L1, RS,
etc., refer to these entrances.

There is another popular intellectual
confusion with reference to the French
stage. People constantly write and talk of
“‘les coulisses” and mean by it and trans-
late it, the wings, whereas the ‘‘coulisses”
are the grooves or slides for the wings.
When a Frenchman speaks of being in the
*‘coulisses” he means, in general terms,
“‘behind the scenes,” and specificaliy, *‘in
the entrances.”

The picture which closes the scene at the
rear of the stage, ‘‘upstage,” is either
painted on hanging drops or on large can-
vasses framed in the same manner as the
wings and called flats. They are generally
made in pairs. A few years ago I was
asked by the president of a New York
amateur dramatic society to paint a flat to
roll up. He meant a drop. Inch and a
half lumber is not an easy substance to
“roll up.”

Drops are hanging sheets or curtains of
canvas suspended from the rigging loft
(called from its construction the *‘grid-
iron”) and dropped into view when

uvired by means of ropes fastened by
belaying pins to a pin rail in the fly
gallery, and passing over sheaves in the

Eridiron. These lines are called the head

nes, and are three in number, called
respectively centre, prompt, and opposite
prompt. The latter has, however, been
condensed into O. P. in theatrical jargon,
and to the uninitiated the process of *‘trim-
ming” a drop by the *‘grips” i. e: Stage
hands, sounds peculiar with such directions
being shouted to the flymen as ‘‘take up
on your O. P.,” *lower your prompt,”

“*let down your centre.”
it may not be out of place here to

mention & curious custom in the theatres

of France. There the word *‘fil,” liter-
ally a thread, is appled inside the theatre
to all ropes whatever. To call it any-
thing else is a crime against stage
etiquette which must be atoned for. Woe
be to the unlucky wight, who speaks
of a ‘corde.” It he be a novice or a
stranger, he will get out of the scrape by
treating all hands at the nearest wine shop,
but it it be a director or a stage manager
or some other official who has committed
the lapsus lingue, it is a horse of a differ-
ent color. The following morning a pro-
cession is formed by the stage mechanics,
who, carrying a piece of rope frayed out
into an enormous tuft called the ‘‘bouquet
de fil,” visit the delinquent in his office.

With t mock gravity the master

mechanic presents the bouquet with a

solemn explanation of the name and use of

the ““fil,” and the victim has to listen to it
until he parts with a couple of gold

Napoleons or so. The smart money thus

collected goes to an admirably managed

benevelent fund for theatrical mechanics.

I may also here refer to the French
equivalents of prompt and O. P. which in-
dicates the right and left sides of the stage.
In the time of Louis XV. the king’s box
was on the prompter’s side or right hand,
and the queen’s on the other, and the sides
were called king’s and queen’s sides. Dur-
ing the reign of terror, the directory pre-
scribed even the use of the word king. The
actors were in a fix when it occurred to
some one in the theatre of the Tuileries,that
it stood between the court and the garden.
Cote and Cour and Cote Jardin replaced
the old names of Roi and Reine and have
remained in use to this hour. The neces-
sity for such names needs some explana-
tion. Right and left as you stand on the
stage is the reverse as seen from the audi-
erice and as in rehearsals the stage manager
is usually “‘in tront of the house” or if on
the stage is looking that way it would be
embarrassing for him to be constantly,
mentally transposing the sides. The spec-
ial won{u determine the side; the ordinary
la would not.

rops are curtains which are suspended
from the rigging loft and serve various
offices. In the language of the stage they
are affectionately termed the ‘‘rags.” The
most important is the proscenium curtain,
usually known as the drop curtain, and in

France ularly called la foile, or the

sheet. 'fl;'xl: serves to temporarily shut off

the stage from the audience during the
change of scene. It then occupies so con-
spicuous a place that it is usually painted
to form the main decorative feature of

That at the Haymarket theatre, in Lon-
idon,"is said by competent judges to be a
work ‘which may challenge comparison
with any of the world's great‘ ieces:

The drop curtain had a curious effect a
few years back on lmnanmnnaer-
vant girl in Berlin who never been to
the theatre. = She had a ticket given her by
her mistress. She returned home about
the time the performance should com-
mence, and her astonished mistress said :
*“Why, Gretchen, you cannot have been to
the theatre.” Oh, yes, I have, and it was
beautitul, and such sweet music, and such
a lovely, lar icture on a wall, and I
staid there till the picture went up out of
sight, and a lot of ladies and gentlemen
came forward and to talk about
their private affairs, so it would not have
been good manners in me to stay and
listen to them !”

The other drops are used as portions of
the scenery, and an excellent scene may
be constructed of drops only, some of them
having spaces cut out of them through
which  the others are seen—these are
known as cut drops and leg-drops. They
form one of the best resources of the
artist for certain effects, especiall
of space and atmosphere. The Frenc
name their curtains or rideaux according
to their use, such as the rideau du fond or
upstage drop, and the rideau d'avant-scene
or drop curtain. This often has in front of
it a large proscenium lambrequin reaching
at the sides to the ground. 7This is called
the Manteau d'Arlequin, from the former
practice of an acrobat coming between it
and the curtain to perform a specialty act
during the change ot scene. Nowadays
the stage manager comes that way to make
or as the case

may be.

In England, in the last century, there
was a space in the drop curtain on which
the name of the piece and the next act were
displayed to the audience. That was in
the *‘good” old days when you had to pay
for a **bill of the play.”

Borders are short curtains which mask
the overhead machinery and represent such
jects as the sky, ceili and foliage.
Set pieces include such things as statues,

rocks, balustrades, etc.

To state all the technical terms of the
theatre would require a voluminous diction-
ary so we will compromise the matter with
an anecdote.

Artists classify colorsinto ‘‘warm” and
*‘cold” aecording to certain qualities. On
one occasion an artist wanted to use a pot
of warm grey he had mixed and called to
his paint boy. a novice, ‘‘bring me that
warm color.” Halfan hour elapsed and
becoming impatient, he called again,
“Coming sir” was the reply as the boy
brought in a pot boiling hot from the stove.

RAIN SUPERSTITION.

Various Ways Which Moisture Is Coaxed
from the Unwilling Clouds.

In the Caucasian province of Georgia,
where a drought has lasted long, mar-
rilgeablc'firls are yoked in coupﬁas with
an ox-yoke on their shoulders, a priest
holds the reins, and thus harnessed they
wade through rivers, puddles and marshes,
praying, screaming, weeping and laughing.
In a district of Transylvania, when the
ground is parched with drought, some girls
strip thémpelves naked, n.n%, led by an
older woman, who is also naked, they steal
a bharrow and carry it across the field to a
brook, where they set it afloat. Next they
sit on the harrow and keep a tiny flame
burning on each corner of it for an hour.
Then they leave the harrow in the water
and go home.

A similar rain charm is resorted to in
India; naked women draw a plow across
the field by night. It is not said that they
plunge the plow into a stream or sprinkle
it with water. But the charm would hardly
be complete without it. Sometimes the
charm works through an animal.

To procure rain the Peruvians used to
set a black sheep in a field, pour chica over
it and give it nothing to eat till rain fell.

In a district of Sumatra all the women of
the village, scantily clad, go to the river,
wade into it and splash each other with the
water. A blackcat is thrown into the
water and made to swim about
for a while, then allowed to es-
cape to the bank, pursued by the
splashing of the women. In these cases the
color of the animal is part of the charm;
being black it will darken the sky with
rain clouds. So the Bechuanas burn the
stomach of an ox at evening because they
say, ‘‘the black smoke will gather the
clouds and cause the rain to come.” The
Timores sacrifice a black pig for rain, a
white or red one for sunshine. The
Garos offer a black goat on the top of a
very high mountain in time of drought.

Sometimes people try to coerce the rain-
god into giving rain. In China a huge

ragon made of paper or wood, represen-
ting the rain-god, is carried about in pro-
cession; but if no rain follows, it is cursed
and torn in pieces. In the like circumstances
the Feloupes of Senegambia throw down
their fetiches and drag them about the fields,
cursing them till rain falls. Some Indians
of the Orinoco worshigped toads and kept
them in vessels in order to obtain trom
them rain or sunshine as might be re-
quired ; when their prayers were not an-
swered they beat the toads.  Killing a
frog is a European rain charm. hen
the spirits withhold rain or hine, the
Comaunches whip a slave ; if the gods prove
obstinate, the victim is almost flayed alive.
Here the human being may represent the

od, like the leafclad odo&.— Golden

ough.

Why a Girl Can’t Throw a Stone.

The difference between a girl’s throwing
and a boy's is substantially this: The boy
crooks his elbow and reaches back with the
upper part of his arm about at right angles
with his body and the forearm at 45 de-
grees. The direct act of throwing is ac-
complished by bringing the arm back with
a sort of snap, working every joint' trom
shoulder to wrist. The girl throws with
her whole arm . rigid, the boy with his
whole arm relaxed. Why this marked
and unmistakable difference exists-may be
explained by the fact that the clavicle or
collar-bone in the female anatomy is some
inches longer and set some d lower
down than in the masculine frame. The
long, crooked, awkward bone interferes
with the full and free use of the arm. This
is the reason why a girl cannot throw a
stone.

GEORGE ELIOT.

Her Methods of Work, and how She Willed
Her Manuscripts. s

A collection of ipts recently”
added to the pri literary tr in
the archives of the British museum, is pos-
sessed of an unusual element of interest to
the general public. The collection com-
prises the original writings of all the works
of the great novelist, George and
were by her bequeathed, in a rat un-
usual manner, to the museum.

Eliot was the wife of George
Henry Lewes, and during his life the dis-
tinguished authoress made it a practice to
bind up each complete manuscript after its
return from the Publisher, and to write an
affectionate dedication to her husband
upon the flyleaf. Then it was given into
his keeping. The good condition of all
the ipts is good evid that the
positcrs had been enjoined to exercise
great care and cleanliness in handling the
copy, for the sheets are scarcely soiled to
any noticeable extent. i

George Henry Lewis died in 1878. "His
wite had shortly before completed her last
novel, Theophrastus Such but it was not
E‘ublished until may of the following year.

here is a suggestion of sadness that crept
over the life of the bereaved wite, in the
solemn blankness of the white page on this
manuscript, which in her other manuscripts
was filled with some touching tribute of
love. The widow, upon her husband’s
death, gathered together all the manu-
scripts, and soon afterward she gave them
to her stepson, Charles L. Lewis, with the
stipulation that upon his death they should
become the property of the nation and be
placed in the British museum.

What Mr. Cross tells in his biography of
George Eliot is interesting to here recaﬁ:

**Ske told me that in all she considered
her best writing there was a ‘not herselt,
which took possession of her, and that she
felt her own personality to be merely the
instrument through which the spirit, as it
were, was acting. Particularly she dwelt
on this in regard to the scene in *Middle-
march’ between Dorothea and Rosamond,
sayin‘i that. although she always knew
they had sooner or later, to come to-

ther, she kept the idea resolutely out of
gsr mind until Dorothea was in Rosamond’s
drawing room. Then, abandoning herself
to the inspiration of the moment, she
wrote the whole scene exactly as it stands,
without alteration or erasure, in an in-
tense state of excitement and agitation,
feeling herself . entirely possessed by the
feelings of the two women.”

In all the earlier writings black ink was
used ; in the three later manuscripts violet
was substituted. In ‘‘Middlemarch,” which
was written principally with black ink, are
seven pages in one place written with vio-
let ink. This would seem to indicate that
the authoress would write that number of
pages, perhaps more, at one sitting.  She
was particular about her chapter headings,
and many of them were not written in un-
til the book was almost ready for the press:-
Others, which were written in the mani-
script, were altered once, or even two or
three times, in some instances.

MEN GROWING SCARCE.

Facts That Call Into Question the Practices
ot Civilization. -
Statistics show that the male populati
of the civilized world is falling further ;:g
further hehind the female.

According to the last British census, the
excess of women and girls over men an
boys in Great Britain is about 900,000, an
increase in ten years of nearly 200,000,
The German census of last December places
the number of females about 600,000 abovi
that of the males in the kingdom of Prussia,
or nearly three times the excess twenty
years ago. There are 1,000,000 more fe-
males than males in the whole German em-
pire. In Sweden and Norway the ‘‘weaker
sex” are in the majority by 250,000, in
Austria-Hungary by 600,000, in Denmark
by 60,000, and 1n every European country
they outnumber the males.

In the United States, Canada and Aus-
tralia the males are in the majority, though
not largely so, the estimated excess of
males in this country being only 1,100,000
or 1,200,000. It is plain that, but for im-
migration, which furnishes a much greater
number of men than women, the latter
would soon be in the majority here. There
is a large preponderance now of females in
New England and in some other sections
of the United States, and if immigration
were to materially decrease, undoubtedly
the surplus of males would soon disappear
in the whole country.

In less civilized countries, where women
are lightly esteemed, it is otherwise, India
having about 6,000,000 more men than
women, while the males largely propon-
derate in China. The obvious™ deduction
is that the higher civilization is most favor-
able to the increase of the female sex, and
this suggests the interesting question
whether civilization is doing the best thing
in the world in producing &is result.

A fact of hardly less interest brought
out by the British census is the marked de-
cline in the marriage rate, thich has been

-~ THE ETON WHIPPING-BLOUK,
A Lively Head-Master and How he Flogged
the Boys.

The recovery of the old Eton whipping-
block will cr:ze much interest in t“’epl".lllgn
circles. It is a relic of past time, still
bearing carved upon it many names highly
honored in the world of scholarship. It
dates from 1773, and it was taken from
Eton just ninety years afterwards by one
of the king's scholars, in order to pre-
serve it from destruction. Till recently
it had lain hidden in the house of an
Etonian enthusiast in Glamorganshire, and
has now at last been restored by
its jealous custodians to the authorities
of Eton coll on the under ding,
no doubt, that it shall be placed
in a suitable repository and care-
fully watched over in future. Eton was
in early days distinguished for its severity,
and Thomas Tusser, the author of “Five
Hundred Points of Good Husbandry,” be-
wailed it in such pathetic verses that they
frightened away young John Evelyn from
that famous seat of learning in the reign of
Charles I. The discipline afterwards be-
came milder, but was revived in all its

ristine vigor by Dr. Keate, who was
ead-master from 1809 to 1834.

Keate once flogged eighty boys in one
night, who had shown symptoms of mutiny,
having been brought to him out of their
beds in two's and three's, so that they
had no  opportunity of combining
or taking  counsel together. He
once, so runs the story, ﬂogged the
whole body of candid for confirmati
the pnger with their names on it being mis-
taken by him for the flogging bill. He
would listen to no protests or remonstran-
ces, but went conscientiously through the
whole lot. At the same time, it was said
that he was easily propitiated, and Mr.
Gladstone once owed a very narrow escape
from the block to one of those fine distinc-
tions which are characteristic of him. He
had omitted, as prapostor, from the list
of boys who had mixed lessons the name of
a friend. Before commanding him to un-
buckle, Keate was foolish enough to give
his reasons, and charged him witha breach
of trust. Young Gladstone instantly re-
plied that he was not guilty ot a breach
of trust, because the office had been
forced upon him. Keate was satisfied with
the answer, and thus lost the opportunity
of being able to boast that he had flogged
one of the most famous men in Europe.
Hawtrey succeeded Keate, and Goodford
Hawtrey.

_How a Log is Kept.

How many landsmen know how a log
book is written up? It seems just as com-
plicated as double-entry bookkeeping when
one does not know, but after a little care-
ful attention and study it’s as easy to kee,
a log book as to eat hot gingerbread.
There is a list of letters arranged, and
they look like so much Greek to the un-
educated. The letter b for instance stands
for blue sky, whether there be a clear or
hazy stmosphere ; ¢ indicates cloudy or de-
tached opening clouds; d d drizzl-
ing rain; a small f, fog; a capital f, thick
fog; g, gloomy, dark weather; h, hail ; I,
lightning ; and m, misty or hazy so as to
interfere with the view.

The letter o represents overcast or when

| the whole sky is covered with one impene-

trable cloud. Passing showers are noted
by the letter p, and q indicates the weather
to be squally. Continuous rain is in-
dicated by an r, snow by an s, and thunder
byat. An ugly, threatening appearance
in the weather calls for the letter u, and
visibility of distant objects, whether the
sky be cloudy or not, is represented by the
letter v. A small wis wet dew. A full
point or dot under any letter denotes an
extraordinary degree.

As an example of how the letters are
used take 3 pdlt. This reads very hard
squalls and showers of drizzle,accompanied
by lightning with very heavy thunder.
Numerals denote the force of the wind. A
cipher indicates calm, 1 light air, 2 light
breeze, 3 gentle breeze,4 moderate breeze,
5 fresh breeze, 6 strong breeze,7 moderate
breeze, 8 fresh gale, strong gale, 10
whole gale, 11 storm and 12 hurricane.
This system of abbreviation is generally
adhered to on all merchant vessels.

How Vessels o Through the Suez Canal.

The average time of transit by day is 24
hours ; by night with electric lights it is 19
hours, and has been done in 15 hours. In
order to navigate by night a vessel must
light the way by carrying an electric pro-
jector at her bow as close to the water as
possible, and pay the closest attention. to
the orders from the passing stations or
gares. Three white lights shown vertically
indicate ‘‘slow down ;" then the display of
two white lights is the order to stop and
haul into the gare. The steamer presently
hauls in, makes fast, puts out all lights and
lies snug in her berth alongside the desert,
while the oncoming vessel, lookil(:)g like a
locomotive at night, passes by. One white
light from the gare and the lines are let
and the journey continued until Suez 1is
reached.—Seribner's.

1I. If possible, the sick room should be

large airy—not draughty—room, with a
pleasant outlook, but quiet withal.

III. In this room there must be no car-
pets, curgmins, books, or Pictureu, and
only the 4fpthing that is absolutely neces-

V. There should be a fire in the room
for the sake of ventilation, and in order to
burn anything that is necessary or desir-
able, such as dressings, and food left by
the patient.
