fThere will be no extension of parliament; and union gov-
«ernment will be defeated. These three probabilities stand
sout like mountain peaks in a parliamentary day in which
statesmanship, patriotism, impassioned oratory, intrigue and
political chicanery, marched in rapid procession through an
«excited and turbulent house.

Not since the stirring days before 1896 when political
‘passions were stirred to the depths, and the Commons cham-
'ber was the scene of partisan virulence of the most violent
'kind, has such a day been experienced in the house. It was
a storm that broke like a hurricane, sudden and unexpected,
from a clear and unthreatening sky.

Expected Peace

When the house met there were high hopes among the
/best men in both parties that a union government was to be
achieved, that the brains and the best patriotism on both
of the house would unite in a loyal, patriotic effort to
carry on the war. It was in a house of such a promising mood
that the Prime Minister rose after three oclock to move his
;resolution favoring an extension of parliament's life.

The Premier supported his resolution in a speech
marked by good feeling, by conciliation and moderation.
‘When he concluded everybody expected Sir Wilfrid Laurier
jto rise at the time, but they were disappointed. Instead
jof the leader of the opposition, there rose Hon. George P.
Graham with an amendment which was nothing more or
‘Jess than a resolution of want of confidence in the govern-
/ment. The government benches were staggered by such a
_ development. Graham had been one of the compulsory ser-
rvice Liberals who were already in actual negotiations with
‘the ministry in an effort to form a union government. And
there, without warning, he was moving an amendment ex-
preasing lack of confidence in and practically calling for par-
liamentary censure upon the government with which he was

It was not 80 much an alteration of

Making the Supreme Test.

Proceeding Sir Robert quoted the
speech made by Sir Wilfrid Laurier
when the original extension measure
was carried last year, when Sir Wil-
frid had said it was not proposed to
alter the constitution, but to suspend |
the operation 0f the constitution for]
twelve months.

It was not necessary, gaid Sir Rob-,
ert to dwell upon the gravity of the
situation which faceo this country and |
the whole civilized world. When the
first extension resolution was moved
Canada had sent 125000 men over
seas. Today our casualties - were
rapidly approaching that figure, while
since his return in May last they had
numbered 12000 and since the ex-
tension of parlament a year ago Can-

had sent 200,000 men overseas to
fight for the cause of civilization end
humanity

“We must realize,” he sald, “In ,
considering this resolution that
our country, in .common with
the whole Empire Is making the
supreme test. The Empire itself,
Ita Institutions are in peril. Civil-
Ization Iteelf is in peril, and It
would be Impossible to overstate
the transcendent gravity of the
issue in the balance.”

What Laurier Sald.

Again Str Robert recalled the speech
made by Sir Wilifrid in February
1916, when he had sald there was
nothing for Canada to do but place at
the disposal of Great Britain all her
resources of men ‘and money, and
that there were things even ater
than. Empire, civilization itself, was
at stake, while later Sir Wilfrid had
dwelt upon the horrors that would
ensue if by any chance Germany
should be victorious.

“So 1 would ask my right honorable
friend,” continued Sir Robert, “today
to consider whether at the present day
we face a situation in which the
destinity of Canada, of the whole
Empire, of civilization itself, is hang-
ing in the balance, we are to consider
the technical adherence to every con-
stitutional convention. In such ¢ir
cumstances are we to weigh carefully
the advantage of a five ag compared
with a ®even years parliamentary
term?

“So I hope,” continued Sir Robert,
“it will be thoroughly understood
that the government does not propose
this motion with any fear of an appepl
1o the electors, but with hope of aveld-
ing the bitterness and strife that
would inevitably ensue if the parlia-
mentary term is not extended, for
another year.

No Politics at The Front.

“1 am absolutely confident that
political questions and party dif-
ferences have no place amongst
those holding Canada’s lines in
the front, slowly but surely driv-
ing back the invaders and gradual-
ly pushing the enemy back. Among
those Canadians there is but one
great overmastering impulse, to
win the war for civilization and
humanity. That purpose overmas-
tered this parliament in 1914 and
in 1916. If it still inspires us |
hope this appeal | am making to
the house will not be in vain.”
Therefore Sir Robert made a deeply
earnest appeal to the house to appre-
ciate the responsibilities - devolving
upon them, and to Sir Wilfrid Laurier
especially to approach the matter, as
he did in 1916, as one who was the
gservant of the state ang the people,
with responsibilities, differént perhaps
to those of the government but hard-
1y less in character. 3

Proceeding Sir Robert 8aid he had
received from all over Canada a very
large number of communications, the
majority of them urging him to pass
this resolution by a party majority,
and thus preventing the evils of a war
vection.

it Must Be Unanimous.

“l am as fully conscious of the
disadvantages of a war election as
any member of this house,” com-
mented Sir Robert with strong
emphasis, “but there are some
things more than a war election
| have considered earnestly where
my duty lies in this respect, and |
have reached a definite and | be-
lieve a wise conclusion.”

Sir Robert then reverted again to
his speech in February, 1916 in intro-
ducing the first extension bill, in
which he had pointed out the neces-
sity for practical unanimity in order
{0 have it approved by the imperial
parliament.”

If now this measure is passed
by this house by .'a majority,
the controversy would not end
here, but that controversy would
be interjected into the imperial
house at a time when all its en-
ergies were needed to deal with
this great struggle.” *“It seems,
to me,” he said, “that such an ls-
sue is one we ought not to con-
template for a moment. It seems
to me this matter must be deter-
mined in this parliament by *a
unanimous, or practically unani-
mous vote. If it cannot be carried
here by practically ' unanimous
vote then | adhere to the position

Extension and Union.

“I need not again usge the reasons.
They must be apparent” concluded the
prime minister, I would like-to see in
this country an extension of the par
liamentry term. I would like to see
a government formed by a fair union
of both political parties, pledged to
carry on the effort of Canada in this
war until it shall be crowned with
a victorious conclusion.”

“l should llke to see the efforts of
both political parties in that way
thrown Into this struggle in order
that the issue we so earnestly pray
for may be brought about.

“I would like to see that done, and
if it were done | am sure we In this
House could come to a unanimous
agreement for an extension of the
parliamentary term, for the carrying
out of the measures necessary for the
carrying on of the war.”

Hon. George P. Graham in opening
joined with the prime minister in his
expression that the great duty of Can-
ada today was to play her part in
the fight for civilization and to"pro-
 vide every man who could be spared
for' the work. Canada he was suré
bad risen to the occasion. She had
sent men and women and money. She
had made great sacrifices, and was
ready to make any sacrifice requisita
to completion of the war.

At the same time, he said, there
was a danger of losing our sense of
proportion. The prime minister, he
thought, had lost his sense of propor-
tion in introducing such a resolution
while the conscription act had_still
to be disposed of and while parlia-

ahead.

Hon. Mr. Graham then procetded
to pave the way for the introduction
of his “mobilization of resources”
amendment, which, he explained, he
had not moved as an amendment to
the military service bill lest it be
construed as an attempt to dblock that
measure, He urged that Canada was
not paying her way sufficiently, and
was leaving too much to posterity to
pay. The men of wealth were most
certainly not paying- their share.
There was not one man of ordinary
means who was paying at all in com-
parison with the washerwoman who
was giving her fifty cents a month
te the patriotic fund.

“This parliament will not be doing
its duty if it separates from the pres-
ent session without making every
man who is able to contribute pay his
full share for the carrying on of the
war,” declared Mr. Graham. Mr.
Graham said he would not impose in-
come taxation on the ordinary in-
come, but the large incomes should
be made to pay.

The Amendment.

The member for South Renfrew
dealt with the need of organizing the
transportation service of the country
increasing rolling stock and of estab-
lishigg under government encourage-
ment. 'and supervision a shipbuilding
industry. He closed by moving: the
following amendment:

“That consideration of the terms of
the resolution be deferred until the
government brings before parilamenta
measure providing that thoge best able
to pay will be asked to contribute
their full share of the cost of the war,
and by which the agriculture, industry,
trangportation and the natural re-
sources of Canada will be organized
to give the greatest possibie assist-
ance to the Empire and the war, and
reduce the cost of living to the Cana-
dian people.”

Sir George Foster.

Sir George Foster, in following, com-
mented upon the fact that Hon. Mr.
Graham's speech had been nothing but
generalities. . Throughout there had
not been a suggestion of a definite pro-
posal to be carried out by definite
methods. Mr. Graham had criticized
the introduction of the extension reso-
lution because parliament had still
three months of life ahead. How much
vigor, how much strength, how much
optimism and real action could be ex-
pected of any business man entering
upon an important new venture if he
knew that in three months his wiesl
force would be spent and that he him-
self would have ceased to exist?

Sir George agreed with Mr. Graham
that the need was for men, money and
munitions or equipment. The first
great essential, however, was men, and
the government had taken that up first.
Today Canada’s four divisions were at
the front working day after day and
night after night without relief, with
death always with them,

Faith in Country.

“How long will those four divisions
be able to sustain their courage? How
long will they be able to maintain
fheir faith in the country that sent
them there amd pledged to them 1its
support? If we do not giveg it as man
after man comes down by death or cas
ualty and none comes to take his place,
hope and courage sink. My hon. friend
says that Canada has risen to the oc-
casion.

Tremendous Development,

Turning to the other declarations
set out in the amendment the minis-
ter dealt with the inferences that the
governmént had mnot adequately en-
couraged agriculture. The assertion
that industry had not been organized
had: already been answered by the
tremendous development in Canadian
industry. The results of the past
three years could have been achieved
had indus®fy not been thoroughly or-
ganized. Sir George met Mr. Gra-
ham’'s complaints about transporta-
tion and shipping asking him how he
would proceed to build vessels and se-
cure rolling stock when it was a mat-
ter of common knowledge that steel
and other equipment could not be se-
cured, when orders for steel vessels,
for instance, could not be filled for 18
months, even if the money were avail-
able.

Cost of Living.

As to the cost of living Sir George
was doubtful whether any measures
could have been taken that would have
materially kept down the cost of food-
stuffs since high prices were due to a
world scarcity directly due to the war
A food controller had been appointed
and it was suggested that that action
might have been taken before. What
could have been accomplished by a
food controller while the great agricul-
tural country to the south was subject
to no such control.

“Co-operative action is now in
sight,” said Sir George, “and as soon
as Congress shall have given the pow-
ers that are under way, I believe ac-
tion will be possible as the result of
co-operation betweeh both countries,
as will regulate and control the price
of staple foods in some fairly effective
way. But do not let us hope that we
are going to be able to go through this
period of world-wide necessity without
being affected to a considerable ex-
tent.”

Sir George sat down amid vigorous
applause.

The Slippery One.

Hon, Wm. Pugsley chose to discuss
extension rather than the amendment
when he started off. He dealt with the
last extemsion which had been unani-
mously agreed to because of an under-
standing that there should be nothing
done that would divide the country into
hostile camps.

THE PREMIER'S STATEMENT,

Sir Robert Borden's statement.in
the House of Commons yesterday was
typical of the man, honest, patriotic,
and fearless. He asked for an exten-
sion of the life of Parliament on the
ground that a war-time election would
tend to disunion and strife in Canada
at a time when all thought should be
turned to the prosecution of the war.
His arguments in favor of extemsion
are unanswerable unless, indeed, one
is willing to forget comsiderations of
national or Empire weal, and see only
the fact that Parliament, on October
Tth next, will have completed its term.

The Premier stated that he had re-
ceived many requests from leading
Canadians to pass the extension bill
by his party majority in Parliament
and go to the Privy Council for ratifi-
cation whether the opposition was
willing or not. He does not intend to
adopt that course, and supplies an ex-
cellent reason for his decision.

The only justification for any ex-
tension of a parliamentary term is a
condition such as now exists—a state
of war in which the interest of the
country demands that the people shall
not be called upon to comnsider politis
cal matters but shall devote their
whole energy and thought to the more
important task of war winping and
thus safeguarding the future of the
pation. It is to make it certain that
there shall be the greatest possible
harmony of thought and action that
BSir Robert desires to avold an elec-
tion, but avoiding an election by a
mere majority vote in the House
would not produce that result. Con-
sequently, when the Premier requests
that there shall be unanimous, or al-
most unanimous, support of the meas-
ure, he is speaking only out of regard
for national unity.

If we leave the desirability of unit-
ed effort out of the reckoning, and
consider the situation purely from a
party standpoint, it must be apparent
to all that Sir Robert Borden speaks
the simple truth when he says that
the Government and its supporters in
Parliament do not fear the result of
an appeal to the people. The admin-
istration led by him has been called
upon to face problems more grave
than any by which Canada has pre.
viously been faced, and it has done
its duty to the best of its ability. This
is recognized by the great majority of
Canadians of both sides of politics and
it is quite true to say that in an elec-
tion tomorrow the administration
would be sweepingly endorsed

But at the present time there is a
greater question than the success of
any party. It is the winning of the
war. It was not to assist or serve the
Conservative party that twenty-six of
the leading members of the opposition
came out from their party lines and
sypported the Government's measure
#0r compulsory military service. Those
men were actuated by their sense of
duty to their country, and while some
of them may waver on the question of
parliamentary extension it is believed
that the majority will accede to the
Premier's request ”

This makes it evident that what op-
position there will to the extension
proposal will come from those Liberals
who think they can succeed in an ap-
peal to the people and are prepared
to put their party interests above the
country’s need and force a political
battle. Of that school are Sir Wilfrid
and Mr. Pugsley and if they persist in
their partisan desire they are likely
to see it gratified for Sir Robert will
not be satisfled with balf-hearted sup
port. If the opposition to the exten-
sion measure becomes at all general
he will not press it but will g0 to the
country with confidence that his ad-
ministration will be endorsed. In this
he will be justified.

In any event it is & mistake to
imagine that an election must be held
at once.

REPUDIATING LAURIER.

The Manitoba Free Press, published
in Winnipeg, is recognized as one of
the ablest Liberal newspapers in Can-
ada, and for years has been to that
party the greatest source of strength
west of the Great Lakes. But the Free
Press, like many other Liberal news-
papers, cannot follow Sir Wilfrid Lau-
rier in his opposition to the conscrip-
tion measure and in an editorial,
written from Ottawa by Mr. John W,
Dafoe, which we reproduce this morn-
ing, it practically reads Sir Wilfrid
out of the party and advises a new
organization representative of English
speaking Liberals, without Sir Wil
frid, Mr. Pugsley or his other racialist
supporters. LA

Frankly the Free Press tells the
Liberals of the West that the party as
at present constituted, cannot face a
general election. It is “disunited and
leaderiess” and ‘“‘cannot follow Sir
Wiltrid Laurier.” Also, the Free Press
declares, a reunion of the party this
side of the next election cannot be
hoped for.

Liberals, the Free Press says, are
overwhelmingly in favor of compul-
sion. They are satisfied that the
present situation demands something
more than the old Laurier policy of
standing by Quebec no matter what
the rest of Canada may desire. Tak-
ing this view it is obvious that they
“must get together in a new organi-
gation and under new leadership,” or
they will be “crushed like egg shells”
between the Tory party, “reinvigorated
by a vigorous war policy,” and the
anti-conscriptionists, who may “pro-
fess to be the Liberal party,” led by
Sir Wilfrid Laurier

This is a distinct intimation to the
wearer of “the white plume” that in
future he is not to regard himself as
the leader of all the Liberals. West-
ern and Ontario men are largely
through with him and in future he
will stand only as the representative
of the Quebec element which opposes
compulsion and, indeed, further partic-
ipation in the war. The Free Press
editor, through long association, knows
the temper of the West and speaks
with reserve. He sees that Canada is
in no mood to temporize upon an issue
that is vital to our very security as a
nation.

The statement of the Free Press,
coming as it does just after western
Liberals have been summoned to meet
in Winnipeg to consider the repudia-
tion of Laurier and the formation of a
new party, is of double significance.
Beyond doubt the Winnipeg paper ex-
presses an opinion not only its own
but which is shared by hundreds of
thousands of Liberals all over Canada.
And the burden of that opinion s that
Sir Wilfrid Laurier’s period of useful-
ness as the leader of a great political
party is done.’ He had a great oppor-
tunity but was too small to measure
up to it. Consequently the party once
led by him is “disunited and leader-
less,” looking for a new leader and a
new policy. And the end of Laurier
means the end of Pugsley as well,
for on this question they are as one.

The Liberal Party

Mr. John W. Dafoe, editor of the
Winnipeg Free Press, the principal
Liberal paper in the west, who has
been in Ottawa during the progress
of the conscription debate, writes to
his paper from the capital as follows:

“The full particulars of the ten days’
negotiations (for a Coalition Cabinet)
ought to he made public. According
to information believed to be reliable,
an attempt. to bring the parties to-
gether on the basis of a vigorous pros-
ecution of the war, with an agreement
to resort to compulsion should volun-
tary recruiting fall below an agreed
figure, was shipwrecked upon Bir Wil-
frid Laurier's inflexible determination
not to countenance the principle of
compulsion even in this modified form.
It this is not a correct statement of
the case there is perhaps, even at
this late hour, ground for the two lead-
ers to come together upon the basis
of an agreed programme with condi-
tional compulsion in the background.
But there is nothing in the Ottawa sit-
uation to suggest that this is a pos-
sibility. The starting point of honest
consideration of the present political
crisis is frank recognition of the faot
that Sir Wilfrid Laurier is inflexibly
opposed to the compulsory enlistment
of man-power, immediate or remote.
His support of the referendum pro-
posal in no way involved a relaxation
of this attitude, sfhce in the event of
a referendum he would take the field
in opposition to conseription.

“No one would d’ny Sir Wiltrid his
right to hold these views and to
champion them. Nevertheless, the
consequences of the leadér of one of
our political parties taking such a
position will be what they will be.
It makes inevitable a new orientation
in Canadian politics. Sir Wilfrid's in-
sistence upon his own point of view
without much regard for the feelings
of a strong element in his own party
makes inevitable a political revolu
tion. The first fruits of the change
was the division upon the second read-
ing of the military service bill. Le
Soleil of Quebec, a leading French
Liberal newspaper, expresses its sur-
prise at the vote. It admits its dismay

over what it calls the defection of so

TRAGFORD DEMONSTRATION

Interesting Exi\ibition of
Power of New Machine to

Supplant Horses in Farm
Work.

A thorough demonstration of the
Tracford was successfully carried out
at Glen Falls yesterday, and among in-
terested spectators who viewed the
machine with interest was Hon. W. E.
Foster and a gathering of agricultur-
ists and others. The Canadian im-
porters of the Tractor are Messrs.
Boyer, Goode and Company, of Ottawa,
and W. L. Goode, representing the
firm, was the demonstrator Yyesterday.
The Tracford is manufactured by the
Standard Detroit Traetor Company of
Detroit, Mich., and the local distribu-
tors are J. A. Pugsley and Company.

A harder test of the Tracford could
hardly be given than that of yesterday.
An old Ford car was used, the Trac-
ford was attached to the rear axle in
'a very short time, and them Mr. Goode
proceeded to show just what a wonder-
ful invention the Tracford is. Those
present were satisfied that it came up

to all claims made for it
A mowing maching that had been
out in the weather all last winter,

rusty and hard running, was attached
to the Tracford and the place picked
for the demonstration was in a field be-
tween the car tracks and the Golden
Grove road, near Moosepath Park
track, A harder spot for such a test
could hardly have heem melected. To
reach the fleld a deep diteh had to be
passed over, but this did not prevent
the Tracford from continuing on its
Journey, and like one of those British
tanks, the Tracford ploughed into the
ditech and climbe! up the opposite
bank, hauling the heavy mowing ma-
chine behind it with/ease.

Work of mowing the tall grass on a
section of about onc hundred yards of
fleld was commenced. The fleld was
very rough, being full of holes and
hills, but in & remarkably short time
the Tracford hustled round and never
in the history of that section of the
country was hay cut so rapidly.

The next demonstration was that of
ploughing, which wus equally as suc-
cessful as the mowing. A large plough,
generally hauled by or four
horses, was agtached to the Tracford
and was hauled from the main road
through the ditch to the fleld.

The work of ploughing was then
commenced, and at the rate of five
miles an hour, the Tracford hauled the
gang plough, turning up & double fur-
of sod more quickly and more com-
pletely than could have been done by
horses,
